BELGIUM ELECTIONS.

The elections in Bslgium still
ocontinue to excite much comment.
The result, as far as known, proves
to be a Catholic viotory. The
Catholics, who were 46 in the Sen-
ate, are now 50. The Liberals and
Freemasons, who were 30, sre now
only 17. A second ballot is neces-
8ary in nine oases. As for the Cham
ber of Deputies, out of 152 1eturns
already made, 76 are Catholics,
seven Liberals and Freemasons and

50 seats. The grand master of the
Belgian Freemssons, M. Goblet d'
Aviella, was badly beaten at Brus-
sels, It is evident that the Oatho-
lios are certain of a majority against
all{coalitions in both Houses of Par-
liament. The  political camp

seems now to be divided into two

camps, Catholicism and Soocialism.

This is satisfactory, for the Church;

under the guidance of the enlighten-

ed Leo XIIL, she has less to fear

from Bocialist trades unions than

from the selfish, irreligious and

Freemasonic liberalism of other

days.

THE GROWTH OF A PARTY.

The following figures give an
interesting glance in to the fluctua-
tions of Belgian political life since
1867 : In that year the Chamber,
made up of 108 members, com-
prised 70 Liberals and 38 Catholics;
in 1859, out of 116 members, 69
were Liberals and 47 Catholics; in
1861, 66 Liberals against 50 Catho-
lios; In 1863, Liberals, 59, Catholics
67; in 1864, after the dissolution,
the elections resulted in the return
of 64 Liberals and 52 Catholics; in
1866, out of 122 members, 70 were
Liberals and 52 Qatholics; in 1868,
Liberals, 79, Catholios, 50; in 1870
the two: parties were exactly equal,
61 each: In this year the Chamber
was again dissolved, the elections
returning 73 Catholics against 52
Liberals. This was the first time
the Catholics had the majority. In
1872, Catholics 71, Liberals, 53; in
1874, Catholics, 68, Liberals, 56; in
1877, Catholics, 67, Liberals, 57. In
1878 the majority passed to the
Liberals, At the elections, out of
133 members, 52 Liberals were re-
turned against 60 Catholios; in 1880
Liberals, 74, Catholics, 58; in 1882,
Liberals, 79, Catholics, Catholics,59;
in 1884 the elections brought back
to the Chamber 86 Catholics against
52 Liberals. In 1886, 1888 and 1890
the Catholic mejority went on in-
oreasing, and in 1892 the Chamber
oonsisted of 92 Oatholics and 60
Liberals. The Liberal party is
now almost wiped out, and for the
first time in the political history of
Belgium, the Socialists enter Par-
liament with a following, too, cal-
culated to force - the respect of the
Government of the day. As for the
Catholics, when the results of the
second ballots are made known,
their party will be made larger and
stronger then it has ever been be-
fore.

Two miles from Genos, in the
Levante

The Dowinion Coal Company
have shipped to Montreal this
season 550,000 tons, their total
sales heing one million tons. They
report that the railway between
Syduey and  Louisburg will be
completed on the first of Decem-
ber and the new pier at Louis-
burg early in the spring. They
have had twenty-five steamers en-
gaged and 275 cargoes brought up
the St. Lawrence. The company
has paid in Montreal $150,000 for
labor, $50,000 for wharfage and
$50,000 to the St. (Lawence
pilots, while the disbursements at
the mines average $100,000 per
month. The sales have increased
25 per cent. over last year’s, and
they expect, if markets offer, that
next season’s output will be a
million and a half. '

It is extraordinary with what facility
our Grit friends change and modify
their opinions regarding public matters,
when there is a question of any action
cf the Dominion ‘Government. When,
a short time ago, it was rumored
through a section of the public press,
that the Massey-Harris manufactur-
ing company were about to remove

Does it
not afford the man}lfscturer an oppor-
tunity of extending his operations
and giving emplovment to a greater
number of people ? Surely Bhat can-
wot be & bad thing for tRe country, the
axpressions of the Grit press to the
country, notwithstanding.

The United States Elections.

THE elections held in the
Uvited States on- Tuesday of last
week, proved a veritable water-
loo to the Democrats. States,
counties, and districts, hitherto
regarded as Democratic strong-
holds, elected Republicans. With
the exception of the Democratic
tidal-wave of 1890, just after the
pussage of the McKinley bill, no
such revulsion of political feeling
has been manifested in the Un-
ited States, during the present
generation.  The Republicans
gained in about every state of the
union where a change took place,
and with such sweeping majori-
ties that in the next Congress
they will control both houses.
They elected governors in every
northern, middle or western
State, where a governor was
chosen, winning Tennessee and
Delaware from the Democracy.

Following are some of the seats
captured from the Democrats in
the different States: New York,15,
California, 3; Connecticut, 3; Dela-
ware, 1; Illinois, 3; Kentucky, 2;
Maryland, 2; Massachusetts, 3;
Michigan, 5; Minnesota, 1; Ne-
braska, 1; Missouri, 6; New Jersey,
6; North Carolina, 1; Ohio,'9; Penn-
sylvania, 9; Rhode Island,2; Tenn-
essee, 2; West Virginia, 4; Wiscon-
sin, 6; and .  Wyoming, 1. The
House of Representatives, in the
last Congress, was made up of 219
Demgperats, 127 Republicans and
10 Populists, and the Senate con-
sisted of 44 Democrats, 36 Re-
publicans, 3 Populists and two
Silver men. According to the
latest accounts of the elections,
just held, the next Congress will
likely have, in the House of Re-
presentatives, 250 Republicans,
98 Democrats, and 7 Populists,
while the State Legislatures will
be able to send a majority of Re-
publicans to the Senate.

The greatest Republican victery
was in New York State, hither-
to overwhelmingly Democratic.
Senator Hill, the Democratic can-
didate for governor was defeated
by Mortoz, Republican, by a
plurality of about 150,000 votes.
Various causes may be assigned
for this ecrushing defeat. The
Democrats were divided among
themselves. The Tammany wing
of the party was in bad oder
and with these Hill was indenti-
fied. "Add to this that Hill has
been strongly opposed to Presi-
dent Cleveland since 1892, and
his stand on the tariff question,
when ke endeavored to defeat all
legisladion,” and you have mainly
the reasons which relegated him
to private life on the 6th. There
can be'no doubt that had Senator
Hill been elected Governor of New
York, this time, he would be the
Democratic candidate for Presi-
dent in 1896. Two years ago
Cleveland had 76,000 majority
over Harrison in New York city,
and 80,000 in Brooklyn. TLis
time Hill had bearly 3,000 in New
York and was beaten by 20,000
in Brooklyn.

Some very large majorities
wererolled up in other States as
well as in New York. Pennsyl-
vania, -which is a Republican
stronghold, was carried by that
party by nearly 240,000 plurality,
the largest by one hundred thou-
sand ever recorded there. The
Republicans claim Ohio by 200,-
000 plurality, beating that state’s
record by about 120,000. Thisis
McKinley’s state, and this great,
victory will give him a great boor
for Presidential candidate. Mr.
Wilson, the author of the Wilson
bill is among the slain. Various
minor causes may have contri-
buted to the crushing defeat sus-
tained by the Democrats through-
out the Union; but thereis no
doubt it was mainly due to dis-
satisfaction with their tariff’ re-
vision. They undertook to tam-
per with the tariff at a time of
intense depression in trade, pros-
tration of industrial enterprises,
and a general paralysis of domestic
business, They failed to accom-
plish what the aimed at; but
their attempt was well calculated
to increase the distress and diffi-
culties of the situation. The Re-
publicans are protectionists and
the elections have shown that the
great majority of = the electors
are of the same mind on the tariff
question. The masses-have, by
their votes, resented the effort
to lower the protection against
foreign labor in the shape of
foreign goods. It is not likely
that any attempt will be made to
bring in another McKinley bill;
but we may he sure the tariff

policy of the Congress elected on
T 6th

It may not be inopportuns to.
refer here to some of the anoma-
lies apparent in the working out
of the political system of the Un-
ited States. The Congress men
elected on the 6th do not take
their seats in the nation’s Parlia-
ment till December, 1895, so that
the present Congress, notwith-
standing that it has lost the confi-
dence of the people, will go on
making laws for the government
of those whom they no longer re-
present. Under our constitution,
the moment it is shown by the
people’s votes that the Govern-
ment has lost the eonfidence of the
electorate, that moment it must
resign. Not soin the neighbor-
ing Republic, as we have just
shown. Noris this the only ex-
traordinary feature of their politi-
cal system. When the Congress
just elected, takes the place of the

present one, it is evident thab i
!

lwill be of a different political com-
plexion, from that of the President
and his cabinet, still the latter
hold office till the end of their term
no matter what changes Cbngress
may undergo, because they are
wholly independent of Congress.
The President chooses his cabinet,
and the latter not having seats in
Congress are not responsible to
that body or to the people for
their official acts. It will easily
be seen that a government of this
kind is not so directly responsible
to the people as ours is.

The Pacific Cable.

Ottawa advices of the 9th say the pro-
posals for constcucting and maintaining
the Pacific cable were opened by the minis-
ter of trade and commerce on that date,
Sanford Fiemng, W.” H. Mercer of the
Colonial office, England, being also pre-
gent. The advertisement asked for pro-
posals for laying a cable by eight differ
ent routes, and also for laying and the
maintainance Bix offers were recvived
all from English' manufactures: (1) Fowler
Waring Cable Co.; (2) 'The Telegraph
Construction and Maintaining Co.; (3)
Messrs. Siemens Bros.; (4) W. T. Hen-
ley’s Telegraph Works Co.; (5) Francis
A. Bowen, and (6) The India Rubber
Gutta Percha and Telegraph Co., all
with headquarters in London. The sev—
eral ofers are accompanied by every elab-
orate details which will necessitate care-
fal.comparison in order to submit fult in-
formation on the subject -to the various
gevernments interested. Mr. Bowell dbes
not deem it adviseable to make the figures
public at present. It is satisfactory to
learn, however, that the offers received in
every case are below the estimates made
by Mr. Fleming, and which are public
property. Indeed the proposals are in
each case much more favorable than was
anticipated by some of the gentlemen
who discussed the project at the recent
colonial conference, and upon the whole
completely remove every obstacle urged
against the feasibility of the Pacific cable.
It is significant that in the proposals sub-
mitted by those willing to lay the line no
objection is offered to the length of the
link from Vancouver to Fanning Itland
a British possession, and the point sug-
gested for landing the cable in the event
of a landing place not being procurable in
theHawaiian group. This sets at rest all
questions of establishing an exclusively
British Cable between Canada and Aus-
tralia.

The Pictou (ron Works.

The Canadian ministers who are now in
Nova Scotia have been visiting the irom
mines and iron works in the neighborhood
of New Glasgow. The Pictou charcoal
iron works. which were first seen,
been giving employment to 150 men in the
mines and furnaces. These works are now
closed down for the winter. But at Fer-
rona the iron, coal and railway company’s

have

works are credited with a daily output of
75 tons of coke iron. The company em-
ploys 500 men and consumes 150 tons of
coal. Most of the pig iron is handed over
to the steel works at Trenton, a few miles
away, where 400 men are employed. From
the magoitude of this industry some idea
can be entertained of the importance of a
contemplative industry here in St. John.
The proposed smelting works in Carleton
if on no larger scale than those at Ferrona,
would give employment to the number of
men working there together with ad-
ditional hands in the Grand Lake coal
fields and in the lime quarries. If it
should be - found profitable to wurk the
product to the more advanced stage of
puddled bar, szitable for the rolling mill,
aunother large force would be negded.
This product could go local rolling mills,
so that the product of the ore would re-
main in the place until it took the form
of merchant bar, or nails or edge tools,
or some other final stage of manufacture.

The Victorious Japanese.

The Central News’ correspondent of
Tokio reports to Loodon as follows on
the 10th : A special steamer arrived at
Hwang Chu with despatches as to the
course of war in Corea. Kinchow was
taken by the Japanese on November
3rd. The resistance of the Chinese was
-feeble. Few Japanese were wounded,
but twenty or thirty Chinese were kill-
led and womnded. After the victory
the firet division joined the second
division in investing- Talied Wah. In
the evening of next day (November
5th) fire opened on the Chinese posi-
tion. Oan the sixth the works were
carried with a rush., The garrison .of
three thousand men hardly waited to
resist attack. In the confusion of the
flight the Chinese lost some fifty men,
killed and wounded. The Japaness
1088 was two killed and ten wounded.
From Talien Wah the first and second
divisions started for Port Arthur,which
they are confident of capturing within
a week. The Central News correspond-
ent in Shanghai says: “The board of
foreign affairs appealed again to the
ministers of Great Britain, United
States, France and Germany, who are
believed to have suggested that China
treat directly with Japan. It is re-
garded as likely the board will adopt
the suggestions. The report that the
court will leave Pekin is confirmed.
The gates are expected to close on the
16th. A state of siege will be declared
at the same time.” Oa the 1lth the
same correspondent reports: “Un-
official reports eay General Oyama has
captured Talien Wah batterig aund
Kinchow; that Port Arthur has been
invested and two outer forts taken,
and that a Chinese steam torpedo layer
has been captured. The official dis-
patch steamer hag not reached Che-
mulpo yet. Mr. Otori, formerly Japan-
age minister in Seoul, has been made
privy councillor in recognition of his
services. Telegrams dated at Fusan,
November 9th, say the Japanese have
quelled the Tonghak 1eballion com-
oletely. In reference to the search of
che steamer Gaelic and the arrest of
| two._Americans aboard tho steamer at
Sydney, I learn that the United States
will not protect any of its citizans who
give assistance to combatants.

Some 2,000 head of cattle, 4,000 horses
and 130,000 sheep have been shipped from
Montreal this season in éxcess of last.
Thirty per cent, of the horses and325 per
cent of the sheep pass through in bond
from the States, showing that both the
Canadian and American go to the same
market, viz., Great Britain.

Conduct of Public Meetings.

Now that a time of year is approach-
ing when our young men will be form-
ing debating societies, mock parlia-
ments, and meetings for mutual im-
provement, and mutual admiration,
tte following rules which have been
established by general consent regard-
ing the conducting of public meetings
may prove.of interest.

According to usage, & public meeting
is not constituted until a person be ap-
pointed to preside,or to “take the chair.”
Without this ceremony the meeting is a
tumultoary assembly, or & mob. The
chairman is for the time, supreme in
the meeting. His chief duty is the
preservation of order. He allows only
one to speak at & time, giving the pre-
ference to him who has first caught his
eye in the actof rising, and giving
overy speaker & fair hearing. Another
of his chief duties is the preventing of
speakers from wandering from the sub-
jsct under discussion ; and if they do,
hs must remind them to kecp to the
point. In the execution of these and
other duties, he claims the support of
the meeting, and all are bound to yield
to hie reasonable dictates, and help to
maintain his authority. In propor-
tion to the firmness, yet mildness of
manner of the chairman, so is the
moeting well or i1l conducted.

'At some public meetings there is o
gst plan of operations, and s general
discussion on the subjects which are
brought forward takes place; but at all
meetings for specific important ob-
jects, there is a previous arrangement
among a certain number of individuale
to bring forward particular points to
be spoken upon. In this case spsakers
are prepared, ard the business assumes
the form of the proposal and carrying
of a get of resolutions or motions. The
following is the routine of proceeding :
The chairman having stated the objcct
for which the meeting has been called,
an individual steps forward and pro-
poses & resolution for the adoption of
the meeting. Whether he enforces the
propriety of carrying such a resolu-
tion by a spesch on its merits, or sim-
ply propounds the matter, he must be
seconded by another individual (with or
without & spsech) otherwise the meet-
ing cannot entertain his resolution for a
moment. If duly seconded, then the
motion is faitly tabled. It is before
the meeting, after a resolution is pro-
posed and seconded, it is the dutgof
the chairman to ask the meeting ¥ it
be carried or not; if agreed to by a
general declaration, or by an obvious
majority, he pronounces the word
“‘carried” whicl: settles the poiat, and
the business proceeds by the bringing
furward of other resolutions in the same
manner. It is unusual for any mem-
ber of a meeting to oppose the passing
of a resolution, unless he have a better
to offer in its stead. If he has, and if
he wishes to ‘‘take the sense of the
mesting” on the subject, he has a right
to be heard. Yet this can only be per-
mitted, provided the meseting has baen
called in general terms. For instance,
if the inhabitants of & town or district
generally be called, in order to consider
of the propriety of such deed, such
measures, in that case every-one is en-
titled to give his opinion, and to op-
pose the formal resolutions brought
forward. But if the meeting be des-
cribed by advertisement to consist of
those inhabitants or ofhers only who
agree in the propriety of such and
such measures, then no one is en-
titled to intrude himself on the de-
liberations who professes opinions con-
trary to the spirit and e¢nd of the
meeting. To avoid any disturbance
on this account committees who call
public meetirigs ought tobe particular
in the terms of their announcements.
As much regularity is necessary in
respect of opposition to motions as in
their proposai and carrying. The
counter motion of an opponent is called
en amendment, which to be available
must also be seconded. If not second-
ed, it drops, but the opposer may place
his protest on record; that is to say, if
the discassion be in a corporation or
other meeting, where books of the
minutes or transac'ions are kept. On
being seconded and discussed by tbose
who wish to speak upon the smbject,
thé matter is brought to the vote by the
chairmap, but not until both the mover
and amender have replied, if they
pleagze to do so. After they have
spoken, not another word can be
uttered, and the vote is taken, a major-
ity carrying. If the votes be equal in
number, the casting vote of the chair-
man carries. There is another way of
suppressing a resolution, which is by
“moving the previous questoin.” This
signifi=s,to return to the point at which
the business of the meeting stood pre-
vious to the tabling of the motion; or
means. in other words to do nothing on
the ' subject buf{ this must -also be
seconded, and putto the vote in op-
position either to the motion or amend-
mans or to both. The routine is gener-
ally to place it in opposition to both; if
carried, the matter is mettled; if not
carried, the order is next to place the
motion and amendment against each
other and vofe. 3

The steamer Silvia, from New York,
via Halifax, arrived at 8t John’s New-
foundland on Friday last and reported that
she encountered fearful weather after leav-
ing Haiifax.

Home.

H)OW THE LIFE OF YHE LORD CHIEF
JUSTICE OF ENGLAND BEGAN.

atharine Tynan Hinkson con-
tributés*to a recent issue of the Ave
Maria a fascinating sketch of Lord
Russell, of Killowen,the first Catholic
Lord Chief Justice of England, since
England’s break from the Church in
the sixteenth century. We quote :—

The house where the great lawyer
first saw the light was a tall,~old
grey house at- Ballybot, a suburb of
Newry, near which was his father’s
brewery. Arthur and Margaret Rus-
sell were parents of five children,
two boys and three girls. The
father, long an invalid, was a man of
most sweet and indulgent character;
the mother, with her strong, noble,
energetic nature, had the greatest
possible influence over the character
of her children. In that truly
Onristian household all the virtues
were taught, and most especially the
virtue of charity. Indeed ‘‘the
charity of Christ urgeth us” might
have been written on those nursery
walls, for, of the five children who
played therein, four dedicated them-
selves to the service of God in re-
ligion, while the first lived to be so
great an honor to the Church of which
be is a devoted son as Lord Russell,
of Killowen.

Of that family life one now and
again catches a glimpse in the poems
of the well-kknown Dublin Jesuit,
who is Lord Russell’s brother; as for
Instance :

“The harsh word ‘beggar’ was under ban

To his sisters, the nuns, Father
Russell refers in a-verse quoted
earlier. There is another verse, even
more tender, which must refer to one
of them : .
“Oh, for ber earnest faith who said

To'me, a heedless boy,
When some long ‘visit’ that we paid

Weuld my dull faith annoy;
‘Now wait and say another prayer

(How swift the time has flown !)
Till sone one comes. I cannot bear

To leave Him all alone.”

The three sisters entered the Order
of Mercy. Of these the eldest, who
became- a nun-at eighteen:. years of
age, volunteered a little later to go
out to San Francisco to found a
conventunal hospital. That was in
1854, and since then the work of her
hands h : a?llpu jncreased
and flogrished*th mim some-
thing of a power in the State.

The other two remained in the
Newry- Convent of Mercy, where
one, Sister M. Aquin, .died in 1876.
The -other still survives. I, should
like to quote a description of Sister
Aquin, taken from “Hester's His-
tory,” a very early novel by Miss
Rosa Mulholland, who was devoted
to the gentle nun :— ;

“Here were sweet, tender; pitifu
blue eyes, and a brow smooth and
serene under its spotless little band;
no latent fire, no lines to show
where frowns had been. The face
was oval and softly moulded, and
very winning in its exquisite fresh-
ness and purity. The mouth was
noble, and though ever quick with
the right word, was, in its changing
expressiong, most eloquent of much
that is ét unspoken. The com-
plexion was so dazzling fair, so
daintily warmed with its vermillion
on the cheeks, no paint or powder
could mimic it; only early rising,
tender labors, never ceasing and
perpetual joy of spirit, could be com-
bined in producing it. The quaint
black garment, the long floating veil
and narrow gown of  serge were
right fit and becoming to the wear-
er. They laid hold of her grace and
made their own of it; while she,think:
ing to disguise herself in their som-
bre setting, wrapped the unlovely
folds around her, and shone out of
them as only the true gem can
shine. The shadow that the black
veil threw around her face made its
purity almost awful, but its bloom
and simplicily more entirely enchant-
ing.”

The future Lord Ohief Justice
was named after his father’s young
brother, then student at Maynooth,
but afterwards, from 1857 until his
death in 1880, the president of that
cradle of the Irish priesthood. Dr.
FRusselt wasagrear wnd-aistinguish—
ed scholar and writer, a man of the
world after the manner of Cardinal
Manning or Francis de Sales, a saint
who had for his exemplar *‘the first
true gentleman that ever breathed,”
as an old poet quaintly and reverent
ly described Our Lord. He was
Newman’s friend, the one who help-
ed him most of all. As the
“Apologia’ says: ‘‘He was gentle,
kind, unobtrusive, uncontroversial.
He let me alone.” So it would
seem it was Dr. Russell’s personality
more that his arguments that helped
the great Cardinal.

After those halcyon, boyish days
by the sea, and on Killowen Point
that stretches like an arm of grey
shingle into the sea, Charles Russell
went to school to a Mr. Nolan in

Newry. Later he ‘spent some time
at St. Malachy’s, Belfast, and at
Castleknock, near Dublin. - Still

later he put his name oan the books
of Trinity College, Dublin, and him-
self under the tutorial care of his
townsman, Dr. Ingram, who wrote
the finest of Irish rovolutionary
songs, “Who Fears to Speak of '98 ?”
But at this time he was already
practising “as a solicitor in Belfast,
and he never took out his degree.
He was a mere boy when apprenticed
to Hamill & Denver, a Newry firm of
solicitors.

He says:

us in a village caled Pallas. He
was a man of remarkable genius,
and of -a character yet more remark-
able, though his life was too short to
allow either to be recognized widely
He was the youngest of four brothers,
whose parents had emigrated to
America. As a boy he lived with
two brothers, both of them physicians,

made them eminently successful in
their profession: but in early years
their career was a struggling ove.
The boy had a high spirit of inde-
pendence. He resolved to be no
longer a burden to them, to cast him-
se!f upon the huge world of London,
and there make his way as he might.
Knowing that his brothers would not
sanction a design apparently so hope-
legs, he took his departure without
an adieu; and for a considerable time
they did not know where he was.
At first he supported himself by
reporting for newspapers, and after-
ward by writing short dramatic
pieces for the small theaters. He
(could thus, however, win but a pre-
carious existence, and dufing several
years seems to have been in danger
of starving, for he nevér allowed bis
brothers to know of his difficulties.
Later he wrote tales illustrative of
Irish life in the lower and middle
classes, entitled ‘“Heclland Tide,”
*Tales of the Munster Festivals,”
etc. All at once to his great surprise
his little spark of local reputation
burst out into a flame. His “Col-
legians” appeared: it met witha
great and immediate success. Some
of the critics pronounced him the
best novelist of the time next to Sir
Walter Scott; his publisher sent him
£600, and he despatched the whole
of that sum at once to his parents in
America. ‘“The Collegians” has been
frequently reprinted, and presents the
best picture existing of Irish' peasant
life, at once the most vivid and the
most accurate, Its comic parts are
the most comic, and its tragic the
most tragic, to be found in Irish
literature, The tale is founded on a
terrible crime perpetrated in the
county of Limerick early in this
century. A young man of gentle
birth fell in love with a beautiful and
virtaous peasant girl, married her
secretly, got tired of her, and drown-
ed her in the Shannon. For a con-
siderable time it was impossible to
arrest the murderer; his capture was
described to me by a near relative of
mine, the magistrate who arrested
him. He had received secret in-
formation, and led a body of police
to the house of the murderer’s par-
ents at a late hour of the night.
Apparently there had been a dinner
party in the, bouse, for cn the door
being opened after a slight delay he
was received in the hall by its mis-
tress, a tall and stately lady in a
black velvet dress. She addressed
him with quiet scorn, informed him
that bher house, a hospitable one,
had been favored by many guests,
but none resembling those who had
céme at that unusual hour to visit il;
that she knew his errand; that her
son had not been in that house for
many weeks; but that he was wel-
come to search for him as they plea-
sed. They searched the house in
vain—they next searched the offices.
When on the point of retiring ope
of the party remarked a ladder with-
in the stable, the'top of which leaned
against a small door in the wall.
The policemen refused to mount it,
for they said that if the murderer was
hid on the premises he must be be-
hind that door and would certainly
stab the first to enter. The magistrate
mounted. The search was again in
vaip, and all bhad descended from
the loft except -the last policeman,
who, as he approached the door,
carelessly prodded with his bayonet
the straw with which the,floor ‘was
covered. A loud scream rang out
from beneath it, and the murderer
leaped up. He had been grazed,
not wounded, and if he had held his
peace - must have escaped. His
scream was almost immediately re-
echoed by a distant one louder and
more piercing. It came from one
who knew her son’s voice well. That
magistrate told me that the most
terrible thing he had ever witnessed
was the contrast between that moth-
erfs stately bearing at first and the
piteous abjectness of her later ap-4
peals ason her knees she implored
him to spare her son.

{The guilt was conclusively proved,
and the murderer was sentenced to
be hanged; but<in those times jastice
was not always impartially adminis-
tered, and the peasantry "were cer-
tain that a gentleman never would
be hanged. He requested that he
should be taken to the ‘place of execu-
tion in a carriage, but his crime bad
excited universal abhorrence, and
none of the livery stables in Limer-
ick would supply one. One was
procured from a distance on the
morning of the execution, and the
unbappy man entered it. When
midway on the bridge in Limerick
that spans a small arm of the Shan-
non, the horses stopped, and no
efforts could induce them to go
farther. The crowds were more cer-
tain than ever that somehow there
would be an escape: a gentleman
could not be hanged. The horses
plunged more and more furiously,
but would not adwance. The mur-
derer fell into an agony of terror.
He exclaimed, “Let me out, and I
will walk!” He walked to the
place of execution, and was hanged.
The “Colleen Bawn,” which bad
an extraordinary success at one of
London’s theaters, was a dramatic
condensation of “The Collegians.”

He invited him to
pass the winter.at Curragh Chase,
placing two rooms ‘at his disposal,
and telling bim that he would find
quiet in_the woods, and a large com-
mand of books in the library; but
Gerald declined the invitation. - He
built an/ arbor in his brother’s garden,
and there, I'thiok, made . study of
Homer, +*He had a great khowledge
of early Irish history, and we. all ex-
pected from him a long . series of
historic romances illustrating “Ire-
land as Scott’s had illustrated Scot-
land. - An unexpected  obstacle
frustrated that hope. JHe was are-
markably religious man. Prosperity,
which weakens religion in many
Irishmen, deepened it in him.
‘Whatever ambition belonged to him
in youth left him early: things
spiritual remained to him the sole
realities, and literature was of worth
only so far as it reflected them. He
startled his friends by asserting that
strong passion, one of the chief at-
tractions in imaginative literature,
did liule but mischief. It was in
vain that those friends, clerical as
well as secular, maintained that in
wise hands it should have an elevat-
ing tendency : he clung to- his doc-
trine all the more because it involved
self-sacrifice, well aware that it must
be fatal to the success of literature
such as that for which his gifts and
his experience had especially fitted
him. He wrote no more popular
novels, though a later production,
“The Invasion,” recording one of the
Danish piratical descents on Ire-
land, is full of admirable description.
One day his brother found the fire-
place black with the cinders of
papers recently burned. He had just
destroyed the who!é of bis manus-
cripts, verse and prose alike, and
answered all inquiries by stating that
he had devoted the rest of his life to
the instruction of little peasant boys,
as one of the ¢Christian Brothers”—
the humblest of 21l religious com-
munities. He labored assiduously
for a few years at Cork; there, a few
years later, I saw his grave, and
heard bis fellow-laborers dec'are that
if Ireland had ever had a saint,
Gerald Griffin  was one. No doubt
his choice was the best, not only for
himself, but for the children who
came under an influence so benign.
But the country he loved so well lost
its chance of an lIrish Burns, or an
[rish Scott; and the unfriendly critic
will say, “So fares it with Irish gifts :
the lower hit their mark, the bighest
miss it, sometimes by going in one
side of it,and as often by going above
it I” Macready, later, brought upon
the stage a drama called “‘Gisippus,”
written by Gerald in early youth.
