Tbe first Plenary Council held in 
Canada, now sitting in the bistorio 
City of Quebec, prorni-es to have 
fafreacbing results. The Church 
in this country is growing rapidly, 
and its future is bright with promise 
Its vitality, may be guaged from 
the growth, and present condition, 
of the Episcopate. Less than one 
hundred ÿears ago there was but 
one. Diooese and one Bishop in 
Canada. Today the Canadian 
Ohurcb is governed by an Apostolic 
Delegate, eight Archbishops and 
«Jeavty-thirty Bishops. Then, to 
quote the words of Archbishop 
Gauthier : “If we consider the vast 
extent of this country—the vastest 
on this continent of America—in 
conjunction with tbe truly oos- 
mo| olitao character of its inhabit­
ants drawn from every country in 
the world and bearing with them 
the religion and racial traditions^ 
peculiar to each, we shall read ly 
reach the conviction that some» 
thing special should be done, some 
special movement be inaugu­
rated, some force set in action to 
(harmonize and unify tbe d luce's es 
and sometimes discordant elements 
that form our population, to remove 
the incongru! ies and inequalities 
evolved from those conditions, and 
by establishing a greater uniformity 
of ecclesiastical discipline, to secure 
a fuller observance of the general 
laws of the Church and the decrees 
of tbe General Ooupcils, and to 
strengthen the ties that bind the 
individual churches to the parent 
Church of Rome, the recognized 
mistress of all the churches of 
Christendom,’*■

It may be observed here that the 
councils of the Church are divided 
into four classes : "There is the 
General or Oecumenical Council, 
composed of the Bishops of tbe 
Catholic world with the Pope at 
their head ; tbe National or Plenary 
Council, composed of the Bishops 
of an entire nation or country, and 
presided over by an Apostolic Dele­
gate ; tbe Provincial Council, con. 
sisting of the Bishops of an eoclesi- 

province, under their «ne ro 
politan ; and the Diooesan Council, 
more commonly called tbe Diooesan 
Synod, consisting of a j^ishop to­
gether with the priests, convoked 
in Synod by him.”

“In order that tbe assembly of 
Bishops of a country m ty be en­
dowed with the prerogatives proper 
to a Plenary Council, there are four 
oondiiiona to be verified, (1) that it 
must be convoked by legitimate 
authority ; (2) it must ba attended 
by all the chief rulers of the country 
in which jt is held ; (3) It must 
have for Its special purpose the con 
sidération and discussion of matters 
.relating to riligion ; (4) the Bishops 
taking part therein must be invest 
ed with adequate authority to legis­
late foe the Church throughout the 
whole country. Needless to say 
tbe present assembly possesses all 
tbe constituents of a Plenary Ooun 
oil, and ocnseqnently its depress 
and statutes, after having been con 
firmed by the Holy See, will have 
the character and form of ecclesi­
astical law for all tbe subjects of the 
Church over this Dominion.

Another clause reads ; “I give 
and bequeath to S’, Leo Church the 
pppperly adjlining said Church and 
know as the repose for the ‘stranger 
dead,’ and all its contents, vestments, 
library and pictures to be preserved 
for tho use and benefit of St. Leo 
Church. Tb0 chapel for the repose 
of the dead must be used to carry 
out the corporal and spiritual 
works of merciÿ as a resting place 
for tbe dead who die in hotels and 
may need the kiudy charity of 
Christian consideration before inter­
ment, Catholics and Protestants 
alike. Its use must be limited.to

The Federal Parliament.

Now that it has been de 
finitely decided at Ottawa 
that the second session of the 
eleventh parliament of Canada 
shall open on November n 
several semi official state­
ments are going the rounds 
of the capital regarding the 
legislative bill of fare to be 
brought down for discussion. 
The naval policy of Canada 
and her proposed share of the 
burden of defence will un 
doubtedly be the main item 
of the Laurier menu, and as 
both sides of the House com­
mitted themselves last session 
to the principle of participa 
tion in the burdens at present 
carried cheerfully by the 
British tax payer, it should 
not be difficult to hit upon 
some practical scheme Which 
will be satisfactory to parlia­
ment and the country. The 
only cloud on the horizon so 
far as naval defence is con­
cerned is the present govern­
ments weak kneed policy of 
catering to localities with 
the eye glued to votes. This 

. propensity of catering has not 
.-UL4Üé pâSitybeeîfprodüctive of 

the best results in legislation 
and if the naval defence 
scheme is to suffer from the 
vacillating tactics of Sir Wil­
frid Laurier and his ministers 
who have always been afraid 
of coming right out into the 
open, independent of parochial 
feelings there is bound to be 
general dissat is taction 
throughout the country. If 
ever Sir Wilfrid Laurier had 
a chance to present to parlia­
ment a policy which will be 
independent of all efforts to 
create parly capital, that 
chance is now ready to his 
hand. It is however almost 
too much to expect that he 
will forsake his second nature 
and lay down a policy which 
would be devoid of all section 
al appeals. The ancient 
truism regarding the difficulty 

, the leopard has in changing 
his spots applies admirably in 
this case.

The calling of an early 
autumn session is merely con 
tinuing a plan adopted during 
the past few years and its 
ostensible object is to get the 
bulk of legislation, both pub­
lic and private, well under way 
before the Christmas holidays. 
In the past however the dilly­
dallying tactics of the Gov­
ernment have meant that for 
the first three months of a 
session little has been done 
owing to the lack of business 
initiative and capacity dis­
played by the occupants of 
the treasury benches. As a 
rule the bulk of the legislation 
is rushed through in the last 
weeks without opportunity 
being given for careful and 
conscientious considérât! n. 
The ^capacity of the govern­
ment has often been demon­
strated in this way, but it is 
doubtful if the strong opposi­
tion which now confronts the 
premier will sit idly by and 
allow the weeks to slip away 
without forcing the ministers 
to show more zeal in the per­
formance of their public 
duties than that displayed 
heretofore. It must be re­
membered that the present 
opposition in parliament is 
stronger than at any time

strenuous but protracted. The 
new minister ' of labor, Mr 
Mackenzie King, will be put 
through his paces and will 
have an opportunity of dis­
playing those qualities which 
are said to have brought him 
so much into the high favor 
of his chief that it was felt 
that the country could not be 
run any longer without his 
presence in the cabinet.

An extraordinary budget of 
the Russian Ministry of Rail­
roads has been submitted to 
the Duma. It calls for $31,- 
100,000 for new construction. 
All this, with the exception 
of $163,000, will be expended 
in Siberia and on the Amur 
Railroad. $11,500,000 is al­
lotted to a railroad line around 
Lake Baikal, and $12 500,000 
is to double the trans Siber 
ian track. By this it will be 
seen that our Russian friends 
are no niggards in the matter 
of railway expediture.

It is estimated that over 
20,000 people visited the 
agricultural demonstration 
which was sent out over the 
State of Oregon last Autumn 
The train contained 7 cars 
and was manned by a score 
of experts from the staff of 
the College of Agriculture 
and Experimental Stations 
Demonstrations were given 
of milking machines and other 
dairy appliances, using pure 
bred ‘cattle from the College 
Farm ; and also of pruning, 
packing apples etc,, together 
with talks and exhibits on 
farm crops, insects and fung 
ous diseases, and other phases 
of agricultural work.

The cases of Great Britain 
and the United States in the 
Newfoundland Fisheries Ar­
bitration to be delivered at 
London and Washington have 
been completed to be exchang­
ed. The work on the Brit­
ish side has ôccupied the aL 
tention of experts in Canada 
and Newfoundland, assisted 
by British Counsel in the ex 
change ot notes since last 
January. Sir Robert Finlay 
has been secured as leading 
counsel for the preparation 
and presentation of the Brit­
ish case for the tribunal. Sir

At a public meeting at St. 
Hyacinth, a few days ago Mr

Anent these rumors 
comes the announcement that 
some members of the cabinet 
declare their decided opposit­
ion to anything in the nature 
of a compromise,even if such is 
favored by the King. Most 
pronounced in this opposition 
is Winston Churchill, who is 
reported to have stated that 
the Cabinet would make no 
overturns to the Lords, and 
would accept no compromise, 
and that no amendment to the 
Finance Bill by the Upper 
House would be entertained. 
He said the House of Lords 
had no right to interfere with 
the financial business of the 
Government directly, or in­
directly and that the Govern­
ment were ready for the 
conflict, if it were upon them.

Fatal Railway Accidents

Ten men were killed and six 
fatally injured when a train, 
south bound for Cincinnati on the 
Pennsylvania Railway, prashed 
into the caboose of a cattle train 
bound for the Chicago Stock 
Yards. The locomotive plowed 
through the caboose tearing it into 
shreds, yand setting fire to the 
debris. Six bodies were recovered 
within a few minutes after the 
crash, while the flames were eat­
ing up the splintered cars. Six 
teen of the injured were dragged 
from the ruins.

One of the worst wrecks in the 
history of the Intercolonial oc 
curred at Nashes Greek, abqut 35 
miles east of Campbellton, M B , 
last Wednesday morning, when at 
5.45 o’clock the Maritime express 
from Halifax, running at high 
speed collided with a freight 
special, killing three of the train 
crews and injuring several.

The dead are ;
John Morton, Campbellton, 

driver of the express. Robert 
Whalen, Moncton, driver of the 
special. William S. Morrison, of 
St. John, express messenger. 
Among the injured are:

Wm. Cook, paraphe!I ton-1 leg 
broken and badly spalded. A J. 
Jessulate, brakemao, Moncton, 
left leg broken and right leg badly 
hurt. Mail Clerk Sullivan, afm 
broken. Besides these W. W. P. 
S tarratt, mail clerk, Campbellton , 
Rrakeman John Murray, of 
Moncton ; Conductor J H. Thomp­
son, of Moncton, and Mail Clerk 
Keith, of Moncton, received slight 
injuries. Mr Starratt’s escapp 
was almost pmRculous, the force 
of the impact carrying everything 
from where he was and killing 
the express messenger in the car 
behind him,

The damage to the rolling stopk 
can hardly be estimated but it is 
said that it will b,e in the vicinity 
of $200,000. The two engines 
are completely demolished, the 
mail express, baggage and second 
class cars being badly damaged 
while the first-class car and pull- 
man essaped wjtfi plight dam ge.

The disaster cast a gloom over 
the community and expressions 
of sympathy for the sufferers and 
bereaved families are heard on all 
sides. There are many express­
ions of disapproval of the manage­
ment’s action in laying off the 
night operators along the I. C. R. 
It is claimed that if there had 
been a night agent at New Mills, 
Driver Whelan would have in all 
probability found out where the 
express was and thus the collision 
might have been averted.

In the dim light of the early 
morning a terrible scene presented 
itself to the rescuers. The two 
locomotives fearfully battered, lay 
00 the torn tracks, the force of 
the collision being so great that 
the freight special engine was 
completely demolished. The 
smashed cars of .-the express lay 
on their sides, and the forward 
portion of the freight train was 
badly shattered, five cars, two of 
which were loaded with steel 
rails, being smashed to pieces. 
The whole scene was enveloped 
in clouds of steam which escaped 
from the locomotives.

Two of the injured were rescu­
ed from beneath the ruins of the 
demolished locomotive. Brake- 
man Albert Jessulate, of Moncton, 
who was in his proper place in 
the locomotive of Conductor J. H. 
Thompson’s freight special, was 
found pinned among the debris’ 
He was held down by a heavy 
piece of wreckage, and was re­
leased only when two horses were 
secured and the weight which 
pinned him down removed. Fire­
man William T. Cook was found 
imprisoned after a two hours 
search beneath the debris of the 
express locomotive. One foot, 
had been torn off and he was 
otherwise seriously injured. He 
was conveyed to the hospital at 
Campbellton, where it is reported 
that he has a good chance of re­
covery,

Fireman Harry Smith of the 
special freight, was probably the 
only one who saw the impending 
doom. It was due to miscalcula 
tion of only some minutes.

Autobiography of Charles 
C. Starbuck.

The editors of thfl .Review, con 
eidering thaï I am Lear eighty, have 
asked me lo leave some account ol 
my lineage and my. elf.

The name Starbnok is derived 
from the village of Siarbook, in 
North England, a Danish settlement, 
originally called Storbok, Great 
Back, a mythical Scandinavian 
genius in the form of a deer.

Fiom this village onr family, I do 
not know when, seems to have made 
its way down to Derbyshire, said to 
have been the birthplace of Ed'waVd 
Starbuck, born 1604, However, be 
seems to have been brought up and 
was certainly married in Wales, and 
lo a Welshwoman, Catherine Rey­
nolds. Out of forty strains of lineal 
ancestry which I am able to trace 
back at least to 1650 («number of 
them much fartbe ) one is Welsh, 
one Irish (the Casey ), five Hugui- 
not French, and the remaining 
thirty.tbree English, to which my 
children add a Scottish ancestor.

lo 1640 Edward Starbuck, with 
his wife, three daughters and one 
BOO, Nathaniel, born 1638, came over 
freer Walls Jo B3*#, WTsf Hftihjj- 
■hire, then int1 laded in Norfolk 
County, Massachusetts.

Edward Starbuck, of the substan­
tial English yeomanry, himself sub­
stantial both in body and mind, 
received large grants of land, and 
was chosen a Ruling E'der in the 
established Congregational obnroh", 
and .Representative to the General

.Court at Boston. In shor', he 
became a pillar of the rising N«w< 
Hampshire society, bat finally threw 
this into dismay by turning Baptist. 
Tue perturbation reached B stun 
itself, and led the authorities there 
to intervene, although it was pot 
Until ten years later that be quitted 
the colony and settled in Nan'Uoket, 
then under New Yoik jar sfiotion,

His chief neighbors in Nantucket 
were Tristram Ctillo, of the old 
Devonshire gentry. From him We 
ere descended in five lines. How­
ever, onr deep love ol tbe sea, shows 
that tbe Devonshire baa tot over­
powered the Danish bteod. “ It tee 
woiks immortally to keep its own."

Mary, Tiislram GfiPi’s daughter, 
born at Haverhill, 1646, mariied to 
Nathaniel starbuck in 1662, and 
dying at Nantucket in 1717, by her 
uncommon powers of m'nd led the 
island, both in Cburoh and State.

. She is therefore commonly known 
BB Governor Staibock. She bad 
been immersed by Peter Fvlger, 
Benjamin Franklin’s Grandfather, 
but in 1701 embraced Quakerism, 
and brought over almost tbe whole 
island with her. Wherever you find 
Nantucketers you find Quakerism, 
or its recent traces.

Burke has us obit-fl ' in mind when 
he speake of *• tho-e lia-.dy mariners 
whose keels have vexed ev.ry sea." 
However, towards 1600 growing 
population brought latge numbers 
of Starbuck*, Officie, Barkers, 
Mscyg, and other Naotocke’ers, to 
the mainland of New York and 

'North Carolina, from which they 
have spread over the ctn inar». 
The story that cur Coffin stock date * 
back to the Conquest i* so error. 
We only go back, ascertainably, to 
1150.

My father and mother were born 
near Troy, but I again was bun in 
New England, at Boston, D.oember 
4, 1827. From six to fifteen, roy 
mother’s health requiting a sont hero 
climate, I was brought up in Mary­
land, Virginia, and the D -triet. 
There I became acquainted with 
Catholics, including nor valued 
friends, the Fenwirks, sister-in-law 
sod nieces of B'-hop Fenwick of 
B is'or. It was a comfort that *f’er 
twenty-seven years of separation I 
wee able lo return to Georgetown in 
time for the fanerai Mais -of Mrs. 
F nwick.

My Qieker mother was even more 
negligent then Quakers generally in 
• ha religion* education of lier ehiU 
drcr>, and I derived my knowledge

of Onrislian doctrine mainly from 
Cathnliopalpi's. Forycars I amend­
ed Catholic services more commonly 
than Protestant. One year my 

olio governess, Miss El zabeth 
O’Brien, and myself, never missed a 
Sunday morning, rain or Shine, at 
High Maas in Baltimore cathedral. 
Probably I have often unconsciously 
regarded the present .Primate and 
Cardinal, who is some eight years 
my junior, parsing it, and out of the 
cathedral in which, I understand, he 
was baptized, confirmed, ordained 
and consecrated.

At about fifteen I took a violent 
fit of An'i-popary, which lasted 
several years, bat gradually died ont 
as I gained more sense, and began to 
value early" remembrances. These, 
as the Independent suggests, have 
given me an interior "sense of Cath­
olicism, such as few American Prot­
estants have. When, at six’een, I 
went to Oberlin, Ohio, where I re­
ceived my olsssioal and a part of 
my theological training, finishing 
the latter at Union Seminary, New 
York, tbe in'enhe Puriiani-m of 
Oberlin did not stand in the way of 
President Finney’s always pro­
pounding to us from the pulpit St. 
Francis Xavier as the model of mis­
sionary success, and Madame Guyoo 
and S’. Catherine Adorno as the ex­
emplars of inward holiness. Indeed 
Oberlin * as then bitterly assailed as 
u Pt*prisb’'rr-B8 Andovtir has been 
since on another groand--for insist­
ing that Faitb could not justify were 
it not essentially a holy act. Pro­
fessor Foster, formerly of Oberlin, 
very justly remarked that, in '* tbe 
article of the standing or falling 
Cburoh," Trent is nearer right than 
Luther. Calvin used Luther’s for­
mula, but, as M bier says, he gave 
it a much iess otjemionable sense, 
f do pot think that Lather’s aim was 
Antinomian, bet I Iglly share Wee- 
ley’s dislike of his doctrine in Juslir- 
fieation, at least as expressed m his 
commentary on tbe Galatians,

In 1668 I wa* crd»ined and 
went ont to J*maioa a* missionary 
-itnong tfie negroes. I wag there 
ft cm 1866 ’-o 1861, and from 1866 to 
1871, something «ver tpp years in 
all. The abundant leisure of the 
tropical mountains gave me ample 
time for further studies in literature, 
the. classics, history and theology. 
I used to call my place there the 
Poor Man’s psanei y.

Between whiles, and >l{er my 
second return, I taught in Union, 
Andover and Oberlin seminaries, 
and in Oberlin, Berea, and Michigan 
Central colliges. I spent a year in 
aesistirg Dr. Scbaffon bis English 
edition of Lsngji’s Btblework, trans­
lating and annotating toe commen­
tary on St. Lake, and translating 
that on Galatians.

I bave written, more or less, for 
tbe Continental, tbe Presbyterian 
Review, the Presbyterian Qaarlerly, 
of Riobmoed, the Bibliotheca Sacra, 
tbe Reformed Quarterly, tbe New 
World, and especially for the Meth­
odist Review, largely in refutation 
of popular errors concerning the 
Catholic Church, I have also writ­
ten one volume of a Church History, 
wtiicb, however, fa not published 
under my name. For ten years I 
wrote constantly for the Andover 
Review.

From 1873 to 1879 I held oongre- 
ga iooal pastorales in Iowa and 
Nebraska, aid from 1879 to 1883 at 
Gjaridon near Lake E*-;e, in Ouro. 
In 1883 ws removed lo Andover, and 
hive remained here ever since, 
except one year ia Cambridge. In 
1890 I took up a private membership 
to tbe Episcopal church, no', as t re 
Biview nf Reviews absurdly says, as
J- ■ *————-s

“h convert to the Episcopal faith”— 
a* it Faith hud any. meanir g but the 
Faith of Chrisl—but from a general 
liking lo Anglicanism, and because 
at that time a bowl was going 
through the Congregational press 
that one of their miuislers who sym­
pathised with Andover theology 
ought to go ta Lambetb, Rome, or 
tbe dewil. I have chosen tbe mild­
est of the three alternatives.

I was the tÿore willing to make a 
t-bnrgaas havingoô hereditary roots 
in Congr egatior alism, and as now 
living in the Cnuo'y of Essex, where 
my ancestors, Lawrence and Ca-ean 
dr a Svutbwick, with their children, 
were, about 1660, bitterly persecuted 
by the Congregatiooalists. How­
ever, 1 s ill hold New England 
O-ingrcga'ipi.alism in i,ign regard. 
Henry M. Dexter and bis forets 
iiaVe npe been able to dr ve me out 
of this. Andover Congregational- 
is s,'above all, are admirable Chris­
tians, at once stieuuuns and pea e- 
able, curing much more for the 
Gospel than they do for their sect. 
Indeed, I think that of all Protestant 
bodies the New Bog and Coogrega- 
ionalisis have the most brotherly 
eloper. Dr. Dexier, odious as bis 

home temper was, behaved towards 
tbe Catbolioe—certainly so when 1 
observed him—as a Christian man 
in high place onght to behave.

I have been asked how I came lo 
have so good a knowledge of Catholic 
tueology. I am not deeply learned, 
but I thii k I may say that what 
knowledge I have is accurate. A 
clear understanding, and what a 
friend has called " a jenlous sense of 
justice," aided by ea ly familiarity 
aod cor respond e nee with Catholics, 
bishops, professors, editors and 
priests, secular and monastic, have 
commonly—not always, of coarse— 
restrained me from making unau- 
vised statements concerning Catholic 
history, doctrine, or p -It y. Of the 
inward ourreots and tendencies in 
that great Cburoh it will be observed 
that 1 speak sparingly, as an outsider 
ought lo speak, especially when 
writing in aJGathoHc paper.

And, that for a quarter ol a cen. 
tnry I have etijryed constant aoce-t- 
to one of the la-gest théologie» 
libraries of the country, and that I 
have given myself up almost wholly 
to the study of Oalbolio matters, 
taking great pains to compare and 
oorreot, to dis'ingu sb opinion from 
dogma, and reigning from dnbion 
opinion, and to pgrsqe the intrioaoie- 
ot jurisdiction go far as easily possible 
for a New England Protestant. O 
liturgies I have little knowledge and 
at ray age never shall have much.

II Jo the country of tbe blind the
one-eyed min ie a king,I’ and there­
fore I hope I am not guilty of a very 
alarming v niiy in giving myself 
Considerable airs of superiority it 
this direction above my fe||ow-Prot- 
eatants. One of these I* deed (now 
dead) has signified to mu fhat I knew 
too ippeh about the matter to be 
trusted to write of it, evidently be­
lieving that for a child of tbe Re­
formation ignorai ee is the mothei 
of (ffleienoy. Indeed, iny know­
ledge of these matters has been im­
paled to me.in all form, by A. P, A. 
iiquaintapceSj as a misdemeanor, 
and almost a crime. Que or two of 
them (not acquaintances) have 
threatened to hang me lor knowing 
too much for the good of the cause. 
We see then that Luther's great 
maxim : “ Never b^fltraid of a lie,"
is still in vigoroga life, and not 
merely at Heidelberg.

As to my own theological position, 
I am a thoroughly eupernaturalist 
Trinitarian Çuriatian, accepting un­
hesitatingly tbe determinations ol 
Nioaea, Uonstantiropi", E.rhesus and 
Chalcednh. In matters of polity, I 
.«m more Protestant than the Prot­
estants, inclining to the Plymouth 
B'ctbreo, wjtb jrlroro, doptrinally, I 
have nothing to do. Even the plat, 
form of tbe Evangelical Alliance is 
too Catholic for me*.

And may God give ne ever greater 
light, and bring us ever more fatly 
together it) Ris S’n|—Charles C 
S uibuok, in Tbe S'Cmd Heart Re­
view.

The British Old Age Pension act is 
attracting much attention in econo 
mic journals and any information on 
tbe working gf the act ti eagerly 
«ought. The president of the losal 
government boards has reported on 
tbe first year’s, operation of the mea­
sure *ed hi* figures are now being 
discussed and analysed by students 
of those larger problems which affict 
the masses. Tbe statistics at band 
demonstrate the practical nature of 
tbe work mapped og: and incidemly 
the enormous amount of labor requir­
ed to carry on the different depart­
ments of the set as originally designed

■' In the first few months',’’ writes 
Mr, John Borne, “ over 400,000 
claims bad to fig dealt with by com- 
mittees but In spite of the fact that 
the work was unfamiliar to them and 
that it had to be done at high pres - 
lure’ it appears to bave been b b 
zealously and efficiently carried < „ If 
The pension 1 (Beers, whose work 1- 
ing the months Jhat saw the mea.jre 
being molded into working shape 
must baye been preformed at great 
personal sacrifice, are also given much 
credit. Tbe report states that the 
number of pensions payable on March 
|4, f£og was in Bwjland, 369,037 
and Iti Wiles 14,663*. The total for 
tbe United Kingdoo was, at that date

•• ' • --

647,494. Tbe chief labor of the lo­
cal government board consisted in 
deciding appeals against decisions . of 
the pensioning committees. Between 
the end of October and the end of 
December, 1908, the b >ard had re­
ceived 5 165 app als and on March 
26, 19 9, the date at which the fir-t 
pensions were payable, the number 
had risen to 10 068 Of these 8,273 
were decided

Further information deals with the 
administration of the poor law, and 
in this respect tbe figures are rather 
discouraging as regards increases 
Excluding the special classes of in­
sane and casual paupers there were 
ou January 1. 1909 35 700 more in­
door paupers and 34 976 more out­
door than on Jui\ 1, 19 8; increa es 
of 155 and 6 6 respec *vrly for the 
six months. In the case of Lindon 
the rate of pauperism to population 
has shown generally no such marked 
decrease as is shown in England and 
Wales. The rates per 1,000 of the 
population of London of paupers of 
all classes, other than casuals and in­
sane, in 19 9 namely, 31-3 and 24 
6 respectively were, as a matter of 
fict, higher than for any of the pre­
vious twenty-four years, excepting 
19 6. Tne total expenditure on 
poor relief in England and Wales for 
the year 19 8 was over $71,000,000. 
It is an expensive measure, say 'he 
opponents of tbe governmen , and 
rightly so, but it is a humanitarian 
measure aod it is an effrrt to remedy 
the effects of past legislation. It is to 
carry through acts of this kind hat 
the British government wants money 
and that the present budget has been 
planned.

in contrast to the British measure 
is the system of old age insurance in 
vogue in Germany.- It must be re­
membered, however, that in Ger­
many old age and sickness insurance 
is a heritage of old Roman law, aod a 
measure along these lines was passed 
as far back as 1841. New arts in 
1871, 1879 and 1883, followed by up 
'o uate amendments have been pas­
sed that have kep- the original prin­
ciple alive.

The German sickness ana old age 
insurance is borne by employer and 
empl yed together. Taking the old 
age aspect alone, tbe contribution is 
charged half to each, toe state adding 
m jreover, $12,5 0 yearly to each pen­
sion. It has been estimated, say a 
writer in the current Harper’s, tha 
the contribution made by the em. 
ployers to the thtee ejasses, ‘natnejy, 
sickness, old age and invalidity, 
amounts to a 2 per cent increase ol 
wages and that made by workingmen 
to a 11-2 percent, to three per cem 
deduction of earnings. The employer 
is responsible for the ft]1 i piynpent of 
premiums, which he lakes from the 
Amount of wages and enters in 'h 
insurance book in the form of stamp . 
The post office is the rpsdiqm of pay 
mem for both premiums and pensions. 
Every housemaid in Germany puts a 
stamp in her book every week and her 
mistress puts another, and she goes to 
the hospital if she i? ill, not as a re­
cipient of char'y, bqt with the somj 
legal rights to I s benefits thv.t she ha i 
fo those of the public school. Io 
1907 some 5,000,000 people drew 
sickness insurance, for an average of 
rg days in gaçh çasft.

Such a system as that of Germany 
is not elaborated In a month or a 
year or in a lustrum of years. In 
Britain tbe old age question is a living 
crying one that mus be dealt with at 
once, The present Q d Age Pension 
act is reaching the people. It may 
be a system of organiz'd chari y as 
compared with that of Germany but 
like Germany’s system Britain’s pro- 
b'em is a heritage of the years.-^» 
Ottawa Citiztu

Tne au1 hor-inven'nr 
expresses the hope that his idea may 
be eippjoved first to expedite tbe de­
livery of letters and dispatches, and 
that persons competent as trainers of 
giant birds will carry bis “wonderful 
idea" into execution
