Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—I was very much pleased 

to hear Mr. Kent, when speaking to 
those Fishery Resolutions lately intro­
duced by Sir Edward Morris, suggest 
tho re-modelling of tho Marine and 
Fisheries Department.

The hon. gentleman thought that the 
Department should have a staff of 
qualified men, fitted by their scientific 
training to make enquiries into ell 
matters relating to the. fisheries.

That, I think. Mr. Editor, is an em­
inent!. y wise and practical suggestion, 
and one which I think also the Gov­
ernment would do well to act upon.

As at present constituted, it can only 
claim the distinction of being a life 
saving station or bureau, that, I think, 
la about all that members of the

not aware of any other compilation 
on the subject. Mr. Dee's Report, 
apart from the array of ligures whirl 
are useful in a sense, is of very little 
account to anybody; there is even 
some doubt as to tho reliability of 
the figures.

Mr. Doe bas fully covered tin 
ground as far as his duties led him, 
and I believe he is a môst pains­
taking and industrious worker, and 
one who is thoroughly interested in 
his work, but his report lias no value 
iti flie deliberations of a Committee 
such as the one proposed.

The codfish is looked upon as be­
ing the greatest <enemy the lobster 
has. In all likelihood the lobster

at any rate, alb that Mr. Cashin had to 
say of it a couple of days ago. Mr. 
Conker, however, elsims that it has 
other duties, such as giving out of 
lobster and salmon labels.

To my mind all interference with 
the fishery question will l>e more or 
less empirical and unsatisfactory un­
til we,shall have had some exact and 
scientific ground to work upon. As 
regards cull and standardization, such 
questions can of course be settled by 
men who from long experience in the 
handling and marketing of fish, know 
how to apply the remedy for «.uch Ills 
nb at present exist. Apart from these 
more or less simple questions of cure, 
cull, etc., the Committee will be asked 
to consider “the protection and propa­
gation of lobsters, the protection of the 
seal fishery, the effect of the prosecu­
tion of the whale fishery on our bait 
supply, and the supply of bait.”

islature.

No sooner was this objection dis 
posed of. than the enemies of pro 
gress in the city busied themselve 
raising other futile argument 

[ against the proposal. It has beei 
; Stated that the Citizens’ Committe 

are plotting to appoint themselves t 
take charge of the city. But an yon 
who reads the petition will see the 
the Govemor-in-CouncIl is to selec
and appoint tho Committee.

Then it is argued that the fran
dise must not k interfered witl 
that if we give up our right to elec
the city government, even at our owi 
request, for the stated time of on 
year, and for a very urgent purpose 
that we will never get it again.

It is difficult to discuss such a fool 
teh argument with patience, and i 
think I need only state, that the Cit* 
sens* Committee are strongly demc 
cratlc in their ideas, and would re 
slst as lirmlv as anyone in St. John’ 
any .permanent interference with th. 
franchise.

I cannot believe that this argumen 
Was intended seriously, and I fee 
Sure that it will deceive nobody.

It Is amazing to find the opponent 
Of the movement, one moment loudl 
deprecating any interference with tb 
franchise, and the next, proposin' 
that the present Municipal Counc: 
Should be continued in office for an 
wither year, apparently oblivious b 
the fact that it would be just at 
much an interference with the fran 
chlse to continue in office the fivi 
men now composing the Municipa' 
Council, as it would he to appoint the 
proposed committee of twelve. It 
both cases the authority would be tie 
rived from the Legislature, and no’ 
from the exercise of the franchise 
except that in the case of the com­
mittee there would be a strong peti-

iun in favor of it. It will be in the 
•over of the Governor-in-Council to 
.ppolnt the whole or any part of the 
ire-sent Municipal Council on the 
oiiimittee, and if the Citizens’ Com- 
iiv.ee should be consulted on the 
laiter. I feel sure they would nia.ke 

recommendation to that effect.
But the same ends would not bf 

lived by continuing the Municipal 
ouncil as at present constituted, in 
Tice for another year.
The Citizens’ Committee are con- 

ineed that, it is of the- first import- 
iv e, for those who are entrusted 
itii the framing of a charter, to be 

i daily touch with the government 
f the city. They think that this mi­
ni taut duty should be given to a 
onimittee of twelve citizens to be se-
x’tui by the Governor-in-Council.
ithout wishing to prompt the Gov-

minent in the selection, it is per*
ups .not amiss to say that the Citi­
ons’ Committee have supposed that 
he committee might be composed as 
ollows: A proportion from the jire­
dit. Municipal Council, a proportion 
rom past Municipal Councils, and a 
tcportion of citizens whose assist- 
nee might be considered of value.

I think that such a committee 
ould command the confidence of the 
immunity, and I believe that they 
ould perform a valuable and wueli- 
seded work for the city.
There is. so far as I can see, only 

no reason for objecting to the p ro­
is al, and that is, that. St. John’s is 
nod enough for us, and that no im- 

irovement is needed.
I trust, however, that the people 
ho think this way are in a consid­

erable minority.

It is for this 
imbngst other reasons, that gas is be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec­
tric light. The latest example Is, per­
haps, the Society .of Medical Officers ot 
Health, which has recently Installed 
gas on Its premises, after experience 
with the electric light—Dr. Jamieson 
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing room under the old conditions 
could deny the Improvement that had 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and tht 
new system of heating and ventilation 
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud- 
field, before the Society of Medical Of­
ficers of Health.
