The Scandal of the 
Paymaster’s Department.

A Remedy Demanded and
Demanded at Once !

We have been and are still strong 
in our opinion that it is the duty of 
Newfoundland to respond to the call 
for men both for the Army and Navy, 
just as it is the duty of the men of 
England and other parts of the Em­
pire to respond and to respond 
quickly to the call. About 1,000 men 
have already left our shores and are 
now doing their duty to their king and 
country. A large number of the men 
who were in training at Pleasantvllle 
when they received their pay paid it 
over or most of it over to their 
wives, mothers or others who were 
more or less dependent on them. 
Since these men left by the S.S. Flori- 
zel the dependents have not received 
any part of the pay on which they 
were relying. There are women and 
children in this city at present in 
severe straits and who have made ef­
forts many times to get this deferred 
pay and have not yet received a cent 
since the Florizel left. If there is 
one duty more incumbent on. those 
that remain more than another, it is 
the duty to look after the wives, chil­
dren and other dependents of those 
who have offered their lives for the 
country. Many of these men have 
thrown up good jobs to do their 
“bit” for their country, and it is the 
least we can do for them to see that 
those dependent on them; do not 
starve. A particular case was given 
to us this morning where two sons 
wrote their mother saying they were 
each allowing her Four Dollars a 
week. The stupidity of the business 
is that the Government is providing 
pay for our soldiers, and owing to 
mismanagement, that pay has not 
been available since the volunteer 
contingent left. A form was drafted, 
and the understanding was that each 
man would sign tt before he left This 
was not done. We do not know the 
reason. In any case, it should have 
been done. It should have taken pre­
cedence of everything else. For 
the first care should have been the 
provision for those left behind by our 
fighters, and every chance of any de­
pendent being brought to the verge of 
want should have been avoided at all 
costs. A paymaster had been ap­
pointed soon after the contingent was 
embodied, and he was provided with 
three persons to help him. These 
forms were not filled in, and the con­
tingent left without any authority 
being jeft behind them for the pay­
ment of part of the pay to depend­
ents. Then it was arranged1 that the 
forms should be filled up while the 
contingent were crossing the Atlan­
tic and then sent back here. Whether 
this was done or not we have not

Committee of the Patriotic Committee 
authorizing the payment to him of an 
extra Five Dollars a day. He is thus 
receiving Eight dollars and seventy- 
five cents ($8.75) a. day, or, $3,200 a 
year- Now, why should he be receiv­
ing more than double the pay and al­
lowance of a Canadian paymaster. It 
will be Interesting also to contrast 
this rate of pay with that of paymas­
ters in the Royal Navy. An Assistant 
Paymaster begins at £19, and rises 
to £210. A Paymaster begins at 
£255 and rises to £602. The pay­
master of our forces is receiving at 
starting more than twice the amount 
he would secure if he had been pro­
moted from Assistant Paymaster and 
was commencing as Paymaster in the 
Navy. He is receiving more than a 
paymaster receives who had. risen to 
the highest seniority as Paymaster, 
and gets within $200 a year as much 
as the Paymaster-in-Chief of the 
whole Royal Navy. We pay the De­
puty Finance Minister who has charge 
of the whole of our expenditure 
$1,800 a year, and $3,200 to the man 
who Is looking after the payments in 
connection with the Contingent. We 
pay $2,000 to the Auditor General who 
controls the whole of our expenditure, 
and $3,200 to Capt. Timewell. We 
pay $1,200 to the Assistant Auditor 
General, who has a much more re­
sponsible position, and more than two 
and a half times the amount to the 
Paymaster of our forces, and all the 
while wives, children, mothers and 
sisters of our soldiers are crying out 
dor the money which, is due to them, 
and which is necessary to feed and 
house them, and all because the Pay­
master’s forms were not filled up be­
fore the Contingent left. In the name 
of the people who have sent these 
soldiers, in the name of soldiers who 
have gone to fight at the front, in the 
name of the wives, children, mothers 
and other dependents left behind, we 
demand a speedy remedy. We de­
mand that provisional payment be 
made Immediately to these depend­
ents. We insist on the recission of 
the Order-in-Council making these 
extravagant allowances to Captain 
Timewell, and the placing of his rate 
of pay at not more than Canada al­
lows. What will recompense a Cana­
dian paymaster should recompense 
ours. This should be done, and done 
immediately.

heard, but we are informed that so 
far, although there has been ample 
time to receive them, they have not 
yet been received here. These filled- 
up forms would have been sent to the 
Finance Office, and handed over to 
Mr. George Bursell, first clerk, who 
would have passed the account 
through the finance office, and paid 
the money. Mr. Bursell had patrio­
tically offered to do “his bit” for the 
country by doing this work gratui­
tously. This then is the position of 
affairs, and the dependents on these 
500 men have been left to do the 
best they can to keep themselves 
alive, and all through mismanage­
ment. It is enough to make one’s 
blood boil. The situation is aggra­
vated by the fact that the Govern­
ment is paying an extravagant sum 
to the paymaster. Mr. Timewell was 
given the rank of Captain, and made 
paymaster. This was his sole work. 
He has not to go to the firing line, his 
duty is to look after the pay. At firgt 
he was given the pay of a Paymaster, 
directly on the eve of his leaving, 
on the Canadian scale. That is three 
dollars a day and 75 cents a day field 
allowance.

The Pay Office of a battalion of 800 
to 1,000 men in the British Army is 
run for about $300 a year. We are 
paying more -than ten times this to 
the Paymaster of half a battalion. 
The Adjutant is Acting Paymaster. 
It is part of his work. Bach Company 
captain is responsible for the pay list 
of his company. This is drawn up 
by the Company Colour-Sergeant who 
gets 36c. a day extra for it A month­
ly requisition is sent to the Adjutant 
for the cash required to pay the men. 
The Adjutant draws the cheque and 
hands over the cash. The staff in the 
pay office or orderly room deals with 
pay matters. A Sergeant is employed 
who gets 24 cents a day extra, and a 
Lance-Corporal is employed who gets 
12 cents a day extra. The pay of the 
battalion costs 36 cents a day. 
Roughly speaking the whole pay of­
fice work of a battalion is done for 
$300 a year extra. We understand 
some such arrangement was made for 
our bataillon by the C. O. Capt. Alex­
ander. If an extra officer is needed 
as Paymaster, in the absence of a civil 
service office, then his pay should be 
what the Patriotic Committee were 
given to understand it was going to 
be, viz., $3.75 a day, what a Canadian 
Paymaster is paid.

As he has only half a battalion to 
look after, this seems adequate.

LONDON. To-day.
A correspondent to the Daily Mail 

in North France under date November 
5th, describes the relief felt in Dun­
kirk, Calais and the neighbouring 
towns and villages at the retreat of 
the Germans which he declares am­
ounts to nothing lees than, a rout. He 
says the German right Is smashed 
like a fallen wine glass, guns, stores, 
rifles and even wounded were aban- 
odned in a rush from this fatal bat­
tlefield.

To Ensure Protection.
An interesting feature of the report 

of Mr. F. Longley, on the city’s water 
supply, is the suggestioon with re­
gard to fire protection. The inade­
quacy of the existing system has been 
often demonstrated during the pro­
gress cf a big fire, but in the event 
of a fire occurring in both ends of the 
city at the same time this town would 
be in imminent danger. He submits 
a full report on the matter of com­
plete fire protection, the principal 
feature of which is the proposal of 
laying a 20-inch main along Duck- 
woorth Street, to act as a storage re­
servoir in case of such an emergency, 
as before stated. At present the wa­
ter mains on Water Street are only 
6-inch pipes, and are altogether too 
small. The cost of a complete water 
service that would guarantee ade­
quate fire protection would be about 
$168,000 less $20,000 which the Com­
mission has already figured on for an 
improvement of the system.

LONDON, Oct. 14th, 1914.
LONDON AND THE WAR.

After dark, when the streets of 
London are dimly illumined and the 
searchlights are flashing in the sky, 
it is not difficult to realize that we 
are at war. During the day, however, 
London is pretty much as it general­
ly is, except perhaps in ’Whitehall. In 
what may be called the head center 
of Imperial administration every 
other man one meets is in uniform. 
Officers of the Navy and the Army 
come and go in large, though not very 
elegant, motor cars which carry the 
letters “O.H.M.S.” prominently dis­
played upon them. More uniforms 
are in fact to be seen at the War Of­
fice and the Admiralty than I can re­
member ever seeing. Motor cycle de­
spatch riders, looking very smart with 
their khaki showing through their 
silky oilskins, dart in and out of the 
slower traffic in a way which would, 
in peace time give even a London 
crossing policeman nerves. These 
are not days of peace, however, but 
days of war, and the representatives 
of the Army and the Navy are freely 
and gladly given the right of way 
everywhere. At the War Office there 
are chairs in the archway leading to 
the court, and on these the wives of 
soldiers sit, with their children group­
ed about them, waiting patiently on 
news.” It is obviously not easy for 

them to be anything but downhearted. 
Still, they bear up wonderfully even 
when the “news” is bad.

NAMES FOR BATTLES.
The nomenclature of war is out of 

date. When a single battle is fought 
on a line of a hundred and fifty miles 
long it is difficult to give it a geo­
graphical name. The battle of the 
Marne could be so called only because 
the center of decisive action was on 
that river. As for the present battle 
the newspapers began by calling it 
the battle of the Aisne for a similar 
reason. But here further difficulties 
arose. In the first place, the battle 
has lasted twenty-nine days, and a 
modern newspaper gets tired of re­
peating the same headline twenty- 
nine times. One impatient journal has 
for some time used the name “The 
Battle of the Rivers,” presumably be­
cause the Somme, the Oise, the Aisne 
and the Meuse all come into the 
scheme of operations. But the title 
does not really mean very much. 
Most battles arc battles of the riv­
ers. Then this one has developed in­
to a more or less static condition of 
equilibrium along most of the line, 
with only the tail wagging fiercely. 
If geography is to give the name the 
present title should apparently be the 
Battle of the Belgian Frontier.” But 

there is no satisfaction to be got out 
of geography. It looks as if we shall 
be forced to invent a new system of 
names altogether. Readers of news­
papers see battles graphically as a 
plotted curve that wriggles like a 
skewered eel. It is difficult to 
think of them as fought at this or 
that place or along a line to which a 
geographical name can be given.

HYMNS FOR WAIl TIME.

For a selection of hymns for use 
during the war the Society for Pro­
moting Christian Knowledge has cast 
its net wide, and brought into, re­
quisition some writers not usually 
thought of in this connection. In 
their booklet entitled “In Hoc Signo,” 
that has been sent out, I find hymns 
by Milton, Bunyan, Whittier, Kipling, 
John Addington Symonds and Mac­
aulay. Two popular Scottish favor­
ites, “Pray that Jerusalem may have” 
and Dr. Matheson’s “O love that will 
not lel'me go,” have a place in- the 
collection, as well as the National 
Anthem, “God Bless our native land,” 
and "God ^ave the people.” The 
Archbishop of Canterbury In a fore­
word expresses his conviction that 
the book will be “widely welcomed 
and most profitably used.” The'cath­
olic spirit in which the selection has 
been made fully merits this commen­
dation.

answer was unhesitating. “The ma 
who has inspired all the modern 
teaching of German history and 
trained scores of the professors—» 
Treitschke.” It is difficult for any 
body who has been trained to regard 
history as radiating out from Eng­
land to see it from the point of view 
of another nation. But briefly Treit­
schke represented the German Em­
pire, not as a modern State forty 
years old as we think of it, but as a 
revival of the old Germanic State 
which had disappeared for centuries 
owing to a long paralysis of the race. 
The effect of this teaching in creating 
the notion of an age-long pre-destined 
German ascendancy, interrupted by a 
phase of decadence, must have been 
to encourage the ambitious concep­
tion which is now so remarkable in 
German politics. Treitschke swung 
Germany round to see the national 
history in a new aspect and on a 
grandiose scale. That accounts for 
part of the Megalomania.

THE PINCH IN GERMANY.
Recent German newspapers I have 

received show that the pinch of war 
is being severely felt. Not only have 
a large number of wholesale manu­
facturers shut down their factories 
but there are complaints that retail 
trade has practically ceased. The 
reason for this is not at once obvious, 
hut it lies in the fact that most of the 
able-bodied men are on active service 
and therefore withdrawn from wage­
earning, while their women depend­
ents who are left at home are allow­
ed the miserable pittance by the 
State of 9 marks per month, with 2 
marks for each child. On these terms 
it is practically impossible to buy suf­
ficient food without private resources 
or drawing on savings, and savings 
cannot be drawn out of every bank. 
For that reason nothing is available 
for any shopping except food, and no 
shops except the cheap bakers are 
doing any trade. It must of course bo 
remembered that the families of men 
at the front live rent free during war 
time, but this means the ruination 
for the time of the rentier - class, 
whose spending power in the shoos is 
reduced to nothing. A curious illus­
tration of the collapse of industry is 
given from the tailoring and dress­
making trades, where it is reported 
that most of the customers who were 
having clothes made to order when 
war broke out at once went to the 
shops, cancelled the completion of 
the order, took the goods to be finish­
ed at home, and offered to pay for as 
much of the work as had been done. 
In this particular trade great distress 
has been caused by this panic meas­
ure.

REAPING A RICH HARVEST.
British manufacturers of electrical. 

appliances are experiencing a very 
busy time. In the past immense quan­
tities of electrical goods, ranging from 
complicated and expensive machines 
used in electro-medical treatment to 
the cheap pocket lamps, so dear to 
the hearts of Boy Scout age, have 
come from Germany. But now our 
own workshops are working night and 
day in order to meet the demand. 
Makers of electro-medical appartus 
affirm that there is no reason what­
ever why British firms should not get 
this trade and keep it. In producing 
appliances for X ray work there is no 
new problem to solve, and there ap­
pears to be no reason why hospitals 
and medical practitioners should not 
rely upon British electricians to sup­
ply all the requirements in respect of 
electro-medical apparatus. In the 
matter of pocket lamps and electrical 
novelties 'British makers are reaping 
a rich harvest. Hitherto the larger 
proportion of these goods have been 
supplied by Germany, and as this 
market is closed British firms are 
flooded with orders, the present being 

1 the time when retail dealers begin to 
take in their stocks to supply the 
Christmas trade.

THE TEACHING OF TREITSCHKE.

There have been a good many ex­
planations of the origin of contem­
porary German opinion on politics. 
The military despots acting through 
the press, philosophers, historians, 
have all been found guilty by one 
writer or another. Some writers 
have mingled all of them into one 
heterogeneous group united for the 
full purpose of creating monstrous 
doctrines. Doubtless all the people 
whose names are so glibly associated 
have contributed In their various 
ways to make Pan-Germanism. But 
many of them would he astonished to 
find themselves put into the same 
prisoner’s dock with those to whom 
we have so hurriedly linked these. 
During a conversation recently with 
an English scholar who is well ac­
quainted with German thought, and 
who studied in Berlin twenty years 
ago, I asked the rather large question 
—Who was more than anybody else 
responsible for the present political 
complexion of German thought? The

And 
so it is with hoimes. The thoughtful 
observer may Jjpireeiate good lines, 
but the casual ^jsserby will never be 
attracted to a house if its fine lines 
iare obscured by ugly or dingy paint.

Of course the whole question of 
painting is a question of personal pre­
ference. Yet there are canons of good 
taste and of bad taste here as in every­
thing.

AN OFFICER’S PLUCKY ACT.
Private D. Schofield, of the first 

Cheshires, who has just returned to 
his home at Newport, and who was 
wounded in a battle not far from 
Mens, tells the following story :

A German aeroplane flying over 
our heads was the first intimation of 
the proximity of the enemy. Our ar­
tillery were quite unable to bring it 
down, but suddenly from behind us a 
French aeroplane rose like a shot and 
hovered above the German- which was 
at that time flying from end to end 
of our trenches. What really happen­
ed I cannot tell, but shots were ex­
changed between the aeroplanes, and 
the next thing we saw was the Ger­
man aeroplane spin round as if all 
control of the machine had been lost, 
and come down vvith. a sickening 
crash just behind our trenches. By 
this time the German artillery had 
found the range, and opened a mur­
derous fire upon us, which was kept 
up for hours. Before we heard the 
“retire” they came within 400 yards 
of our trenches.

We retired on a road, and here I 
saw a brave deed performed by a 
lieutenant of the A company. I only 
.know his nickname, which was 
“Winkepoop.” He had been shot 
through the right leg and left foot and 
on that road we cut off his boots and 
attempted roughly to bandage his 
wounds. As he rose to his feet he 
saw one of our privates in distress 
about fifteen • yards away and seizing 
his gun he rushed or hobbled forward 
to bring him in, which he managed to 
do on his back under a murderous 
fire from the enemy. Having dropped 
his rifle and swofd in this courageous 
act, he made his way back for them, 
and we missed him after that, and in- 

*deed, he has not been seen since.

IN A TIGHT CORNER.
Private Alexander Anderson, of the 

2nd Battalion of the Royal Scots, who 
has returned wounded to Aberdeen, 
gave the following account of his ex­
perience at Mons to a “Scotsman” re­
presentative:

The shrapnels, he said, did the 
most damage. The German infantry 
could not hit the place they belong 
to. We could not help hitting them. 
We saw them first about 800 yards 
away, and they came along in bun­
ches just like a crowd leaving 
football match. Our Maxims simply 
struck them down, and I will guar­
antee that for every man that fell on 
our side they lost ten or twelve. It 
was rapid firing and we gave it to 
them hot. None in our trench was 
killed, and We had only five or six 
including myself, injured with shrap­
nel. A piece of shrapnel struck me 
on the top of the left ankle about 
half past seven o’clock, cutting thro’ 
my boot and making me feel a little 
queer. I bandaged it up and went off 
with the others when the orders came 
to retire about one o’clock on the 
Monday morning. Mons was in 
flames by that time and the Germans 
big guns had been blazing about all 
night. We had been in a tight corner 
—two regiments against thousands, 
as most of us believe—and I would 
like to say a word for our captain. 
Captain Hill Whitson. In the trench­
es on Sunday night he was walking 
about with his revolver, ready for 
anything, and cheering us up while 
the shrapnel played about our posi­
tion. Well, as I said, we had to re­
tire. We went back three or four 
miles. The first regiment we saw 
was the Gordons, and I took parti­
cular notice that they had a German

prisoner in the front of their ranks.
BEST SUMMER HOLIDAY.

A Corporal in the Motor Cycle Sec­
tion of the Royal Engineers, who en­
listed for the war, writes :

Last night the enemy made an at­
tempt to get through to our bAse in 
armed motors. Myself and two other 
motor cyclists were sent tout to look 
for them. It was a pitch-black night 
with a thick fog. One of our men 
got in touch with them and was pur­
sued. He made for a bridge which 
had been mined by the engineers and 
that was the end of the Germans. The 
German artillery is rotten. Last 
Saturday three batteries bombarded 
an entrenched British battalion for 
two hours and only seven men were 
killed. The noise was simply deafen­
ing, but so little effect had the fire 
that the men shouted with laughter 
and held their caps up on the end of 
their rifles to give the German gun­
ners a hit of encouragement.

Days Fast—309 To Come—55

HENRY FAWCETT died 1884, aged 
51. England owes to him the intro­
duction of Postal Orders, sixpenny
telegrams, and numerous reforms in 
other dfrectiohs.

THE VALPARAISO MYSTERY*— 
STORY THAT H.M.S. GOOD HOPE 
W AS NOT IN THE FIGHT.

HALIFAX, To-day. 
There were many rumors in Hal­

ifax that word had been received from 
the naval authorities and others that 
there was no truth in the Valparaiso 
story of the naval battle. There was 
nothing in these rumors. No word 
was received giving any official con­
firmation or denial, A despatch came 
from Santiago that no British ships 
had put in at any Chilian port after 
the alleged battle. The message from 
Santiago says: News is still lacking 
to-night concerning the whereabouts 
of five British and German vessels, 
which were among those participa­
ting in the naval engagement off the 
C&ilean coast last Sunday night. 
These ships are the British cruisers 
Monmouth. Good Hope, Glasgow, the 
British transport Otranto and the 
German cruisers Leipzig and Bremen. 
A despatch wap received from Valpar­
aiso giving details of the alleged bat­
tle. The London correspondent of the 
Associated Press cabled the result of 
the naval battle off the Chilean cohçt 
between the British and the German

squadron. The few’ details which 
have been received are naturally the 
most discussed subject of the war in 
England. It is feared the worst ac- 

j counts which include the sinking of 
the Monmouth and serious damage to 
the GoOd Hope, probably are" true. It 
is the price of Admiralty, says the 
average Englishman, of this and.other 
losses to ships that have been sus­
tained since the war commenced, but 
every Britisher seems confident that 
when the main fleets medt these los­
ses will be more than wiped ont. It 
is expected here should the German 
fortress at Tsing Tail fail, the Brit­
ish and Japanese vessels engaged 
there will start out in an endeavor to 
round up S or 9 German cruisers still 
at large. The New York Herald was 
asked last night., by. the Halifax Her­
ald, if they had any word of the bht- 
tle. The following reply was receiv­
ed: Private advices from Valparaiso 
says the British flagship Good Hope 
did not participate in the naval bat­
tle. We have no other information, 
British or German.

Metz, which is anxiously waiting 

to discover whether to shout “Hoeh 
der Kaiser” or “Vive la France” at 
the close of the war is the capital qf 
Lorraine and has been located under 
the scrimmage line of almost every 
first-class European war. It is a 
quaint town of 60,000 people and wsis 
there when history rolled up Its 
sleeves and began the Job of writing 
up Europe. Sixty thousand people Is 
not much of a population to accumdr 
late in 2,000 years, but when It Is con­
sidered that the people of Metz have 
had to Knock off work every few 
years and dodge cannon balls and 
other (mhealthful missies the town 
has done very well.

Metz has belonged to a great many 
nations and kings, but until 1870 it 
had one great pride. It has never 
been captured by siege. Army after 
army marched against its citadel and 
bombarded It with whatever Wqs 
handy I” but in the end the enemy al­
ways retired full of dents. whfie 
Metz gave its ancient war crÿ; 
and continued to do business ' it 
the old stand. In 1870, however, the 
Prussian army Encountered 150,000 
French in the vicinity of Metz and 
after a few days drove them into the 
oity and then sat down around It.

This was too much for Metz. It 
could keep off the foe, but it could 
not feed its defenders. At the end of 
two months horse meat could only be 
afforded by the aristocracy and Metz 
surrendered.

Since 1870 Metz has been a grtat 
German fort and its principal occupa­
tion has been to take care of its gar­
rison of 25,000 men. It manufac­
tures beer, shoes, guns and artificial 
flowers and entertains many tourists, 
who come to see its great cathedral, 
thp old gates in the city walls and the 
medaeval streets lined with houses 
which have been weak in the kneed 
for the last three hubdred years. It 
is completely surrounded wRh huge 
German forts and the easiest way to 
get into chronic and very serious trou­
ble, even In times of peace, is to wan­
der out to one of these forts and take 
a shot at It—not with a gun, but a 
camera.
