Why Did Bryan Resign ?
After reading the text of the Note 

just sent by President Wilson to the 
Kaiser, as furnished to us, why Bryan 
resigned. The tone of the Note is 
distinctly friendly and seeks in every 
particular to place the best construc­
tion possible on the German Reply. 
Its terms are kindly and in no sense 
peremptory. No time limit, not to 
speak of 24 or 48 hours, is set down 
for an answer. There is no threat of 
war or even of suspension of diplo­
matic relations set down in express 
terms or even hinted at if the Kaiser 
refuses to comply with Wilson’s re­
quests. The document is neither in 
set terms nor by hints an Ultimatum. 
Everything that might be construed as 
offensive to German pride is thought­
fully avoided and kept out of it, and 
the way is carefully beaten down for 
the Kaiser to escape from the slough 
in which he finds himself. With the 
report of the text before us, as it is 
sent to us, it is puzzling to discover 
why Bryan resigned, as the words be­
fore us show that President Wilson 
and his colleagues have done every­
thing possible in the Note to avoid a 
breach with Germany. The Note it­
self is not illuminating on this point. 
The only surmise we can offer is that 
Bryan has learned unofficially from 
the German Ambassador or the Ger­
man unofficial agent, tiernburg, that 
Germany will not abandon the prac­
tice of sinking merchantmen at sight 
and will decline to give any assur­
ances to do so, and that he also knows 
the temper of Pres. Wilson and Am­
ericans and that they will back their 
demands, although they are conduct­
ing the controversy in the most polite, 
considerate and deferential language. 
The Note is firm in rebutting the con­
tention that the German commander 
of the submarine which sank the 
Falajia had any colour of right on his 
side in destroying an American life, 
because that vessel attempted to es­
cape. The Note is firm in its rebuttal 
of the German contention that the 
Lusitania was armed, was a troop­
ship, or was carrying cargo prohibited 
by the statutes of the States. The 
Note tells the German Government 
that the United States performed its 
duty as a neutral faithfully and gave a 
clearance to a merchantman and not 
to a cruiser and assures that Govern­
ment that in these matters it has been 
misinformed.

President Wilson renews his form­
er representation against the German 
practice of sinking neutral ships at 
sight without providing for the safety 
of those aboard and asks for assur­
ances that the American requests as

to the safeguarding of American lives 
and ships be given. The next step of 
Germany will be awaited with inter­
est. Whether Germany will accept 
the way out beaten down with such 
care by President Wilson and his col­
leagues, or will prolong the crisis by 
another dilatory and unsatisfactory 
answer another week should set 
forth. German diplomacy has blund­
ered so badly in the past ten months 
that one doubts if it has learnt the 
lesson of its past failures.

All the vessels report fish plentiful, 

though scarcity of bait is a hindrance 
to operations.

Serious Case.
A twenty year old fisherman, of 

Pouch Cove, who was arrested at the 
instance of a 15 year ol,d girl of the 
same 'place on a charge of assault 
and who was on remand at the Peni­
tentiary, was arraigned before the 
Magistrate to-day. Accused pleaded 
guilty. In consideration of the facts 
put forward by Mr. C. E. Hunt, Coun­
sel for the defendant, for mitigation 
of punishment, a fine of $100 or 3 
months imprisonment was imposed by 
Mr. Morris, J.P.

Beothic Back.
The s.s. Beothic, Capt. Faulk, re­

turned to port at noon to-day. She 
left here for the Straits and after 
landing crews and fishing supplies at 
Job’s stations proceeded to North 
Sydney where she took a cargo of 

, coal and brought here. As soon as 
i she discharges the Beothic will be 
docked for permanent repairs to the 
damage sustained a fortnight ago, by 
striking a growler, while crossing 
Trinity Bay enroute to Blanc Sablon.

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Vagrant Gets 6 Months
FOR STARTING FOREST FIRES.
Within the past few weeks several 

forest fires have raged in various di­
rections of the suburbs of the city, 
causing considerable damage to the 
woods as well as doing destruction to 
residential and farming properties. 
The police had a strong theory that 
some one was operating maliciously 
and designedly, and on a thorough in­
vestigation procured evidence that 
solved satisfactorily the supposed 
mysteries.

A lad named Mitchell, aged 16 
years, who hails from Broad Cove and 
who was a vagrant loitering around 
the city, was arrested by Constable 
Tobin on suspicion of starting forest 
fires. To-day the accused acknowledg­
ed having set fire to the woods near 
Big Pond on the Thorburn Road, also 
fired the forest near Gull Pond. He 
was sentenced to six months’ impris­
onment without the option of a fine.

Const. Tobin also had a resident of 
the Torbay Road up before court to­
day charged with starting a bush fire 
on Tuesday last. It was shown that 
the man, whose house was nearby, let 
a spark drop from his pipe. A fire 
ensued, burning the woods, but there 
was no bad intent. The cafb was dis­
missed.

Fisherman Drowned.
Deputy Minister of Justice Hutch­

ings was in receipt of a message to­
day from Mr. J. Curnew, J.P., of Bel- 
leoram, intimating that Andrew Hick­
ey, belonging to the schr. Gossip, left 
Belleoram for Corbin on Tuesday 
night and was drowned. The body 
was recovered about one mile from 
Belleoram last night. The dory was 
full of water, but another man who 
was in company with the deceased, is 
safe. Magistrate Curnew is holding 
an investigation.

THE BRITISH KING OF YPRES.
British Headquarters, May 27. — 

Here is a story which his well vouch­
ed for. When Ypres was first bom­
barded, early in November, we with­
drew our troops from the town, but 
did not remove the civil population. 
There was one British private who 
did not leave with the rest, for he was 
asleep in a cellar. Next morning he 
awoke to find Ypres without any au­
thority and, disliking that, he sét 
about governing it himself. He kept 
the eleven citizens under iron ’ disci­
pline, gave orders that looters should 
be shot at sight, and, though himself 
inclined to the bottle, prevented 
drunkenness in others. They called 
him “le Roi d’Ypres” but his king- 
ship lasted only a week. A callous 
courtmartlal tried him, found his 
efforts in the cause of order had been 
good, and forgave him his other de­
linquencies.

Here and There.
EARL OF DEVON.—The Earl of 

Devon is detained by ice at Seldom, 
going north. A

Sir Edgar Speyer, who has been 
subjected to much abuse by a certain 
number of the London newspapers, 
has sailed for New York, where he is 
expected to stay until the war is over.

BOWRINGS’ SHIPS.—The Prospero 
is returning home, being unable to 
get north owing to abnormal ice con­
ditions and she left Wesleyville at 10 
a.m. to-day, due to-morrow morning. 
The Portia left Lamaline at 8 a.m. 
to-day; due Sunday morning..

Among the many interesting miner 
incidents which the British “Eyey 
witness” at the front recites under 
date of May 25th, is one that shows 
the enemy in Flanders at least are 
not' enioying themselves judging from 
the following message flung into the 
British trenches; “We are too few to 
attahk, too many tp retire, and too 
proud to surrender, but we all want 
to go home."

Is Proud of Kildare.
Commander of the Dardanelles Fleet 

a Native of Kildare, Ireland.
One of the British Vice Adhirals now 

claiming special attention is the son 
of Baron de Robeck of Gowrau 
Grange, Kildare, Ireland. The title 
of the Robeck family is a Swedish 
one, and the ancestors who founded 
the British line was born in 1755. 
Admiral de Robeck has intense pride 
in historic Kildare, where St. Brid­
get found end the celebrated convent 
that was called “Kildare’s holy fane,” 
and where for 800 years the nuns 
kept alive the “inextinguishable fire” 
that was put out in the reign of Henry 
VIII.

His first Brtish ancestor was only 
11 years old when he entered the 
Swedish army, and at twenty ' years 
he had gained the rank of captain, 
and permission was given him to 
serve in the French Army with a 
troops of Dragoons. When Rocham- 
beau came to America this John Hen­
ry Fock; Baron de Robeck, accom­
panied him and fought in the U. S. 
war of Independence. He also had 
the distinction of acting as aide-de- 
camp for the Duc de Lauzun, another 
distinguished Frenchman. He re­
turned to Sweden after his experi­
ences in America, hut soon after­
wards went to England, where lie was 
naturalized and acquired estates in 
Ireland.

John Michael de Robeck, who was 
born in Kildare in 1862, received his 
training on the famous old ship Bri­
tannia, and was a little lad of but 13 
years when he entered the navy as a 
cadet. As de Robeck made his way 
to Rank he has given much of his 
time and attention to the training of 
his boys for naval service He is one of 
the strict naval officers who believes 
that the service can be maintained 
only by a training that is life-long 
and complete. His work along the 
line of boy-training has been recog­
nized by the Admiralty, and four 
years ago de Robeck was appointer 
inspecting captain of all the boys’ 
training schools in Great Britain.

After war was declared last August 
Admiral de Robeck was placed in full 
naval command ; his flagship being 
the Amphitrite. When the operations 
to force the Dardanelles and reach 
Constantinople began, Vice-Admiral 
Carden was in command of the fleet. 
On that commander’s return to Eng­
land Vice-Admiral de Robeck was 
given command of the English and 
French ships.

General Moritz von Auffenberg, 
former Austro-Hungarian Minister of 
War and early in tre war in command 
of anAustrian army, has been arrest­
ed and is being treated as a ‘serious 
political criminal.’ Events which 
happened during his tenue of office 
are given by German newspapers as 
grounds for the investigation.

Railway.

Big German Scheme Killed by War.
One of the big things the war has 

brought to a standstill is a great in­
ternational railway of some fifteen 
hundred miles in length.

The railway—the Bagdad Railway 
is its title—was to have been finished 
next year. Its object is to open up 
Mesopotamia, to link Constantinople 
with the Persian Gulf, and to pro­
vide a new overland route part of the 
way between Europe and India. Ger­
many has knocked all this on the 
head for the time being, and hurt 
herself quite as much as anyone else 
by doing so.

For Germany has a controlling fin­
ancial interest in the building of the 
line; the bulk of the money so far 
spent on the work has been German 
money, and until the line is fully 
open and paying, the money laid out 
is, of course, earning no interest. 
Which is distinctly annoying—for the 
Germans.

Partly Under Turkish Control.

What the future of the railway will 
be remains to be seen, but before the 
war began part of it was open for 
passenger traffic. The first part of 
the system, under Turkish control, is 
known as the “Ottoman Anatolian 
Railway.” The main line of this sys­

THE KODAK SUPPLY STORE, Water Street Ottawa, June 4.—The appeal by the 
Right Hon. David Lloyd George for 
greater assistance on the - part of 
the masses in Great Britain in the 
manufacture of munitions of war, di­
rects attention anew to the activities 
in that line in Canada.

Some months ago a vigorous cam­
paign in shell production was started, 
and it has not only stimulated indus­
try, but is aiding the Allies in a way 
that is most essential to their suc­
cess.

From every factory or shop that 
has the equipment, from the Steel 
Plants in Nova Scotia are being turn­
ed out. Many smaller concerns have 
adapted their equipment to shell­
making, while others are making 
parts.

The total production at present is 
thirty thousand shells a day. Before 
long it is planned to make the daily 
output fifty thousand. Two kinds are 
being made, shrapnel and high ex­
plosive.

At sevearl points explosives of the 
most destructive kinds are being 
made. Shell orders so far placed in 
Canada by the Allies are close on 
two hundred million dollars, and 
they will be constantly increased.

The number of men engaged is 
around 60,000, and more are wanted. 
Upwards of six hundred thousand 
shells have been sent to the front 
from Canada, and ar^ giving the 
greatest satisfaction. Several indus­
tries are also working at high pres­
sure in the manufacture of machine 
guns, rifles and similar equipment.

Battlefield Incidents Is Related by

Further interesting particulars of 

recent engagements in France in 
which the Westmount Battery and 
other units of the 2nd Canadian Field 
Artillery Brigade at the front distin­
guished themselves are contained in a 
ten-page letter received by Aid.

Within a few yards of where his 
gun was located, Sergeant Weldon 
writes, there was another gun of the 
Westmount Battery.

Suddenly out of 
the sky dropped a “Black Maria,” one 
of the Germans’ heaviest shells. It 
caught the gun next to Sergeant Wel­
don's fair and • square in the centre. 
There was a roar, a blinding flash 
and a cloud of thick black smoke. 
When the air had cleared again, Ser­
geant Weldon says, there was neither 
sight nor sign of the gun or of any 
of the nine men who had been firing 
it. Everything was blown clear away. 
The sight was a sickening one and 
one that he will never forget.

ROUMANIA WANTS BESSARABIA 

FOR JOINING IN WAR.
LONDON, June 4— Roumania has 

made territorial demands upon Rus­
sia in payment for her entrance into 
the war on the side of the Allies.

Reports reached here from Rome 
to-day that not only does Roumania 
want assurance from the Allies that 
she can retain all Transylvanian ter­
ritory her troops occupy but that she 
wants Russia to cede to her at least 
part of Russian Bessarabia.

King Victor Immanuel, the Rome 
despatches, said, lias offered to me­
diate between Russia and Roumania 
in an effort to reach an amicable un­
derstanding that will insure Rou­
manian participation.

Diplomatic circles x have received 
the reports with considerable sur­
prise. Bucharest despatches for sev­
eral days have indicated that Rou­
mania was satisfied with the Allies’ 
guarantees that if she marched again­
st Austria she would be allowed to 
retain all territory she occupied. The 
Rome despatches indicated a new' de 
velopment in the negotiations tiiat 
may at least delay Roumania's entry.

Bessarabia is one of the richest of 
the Russian southeastern provinces 
and separates Roumania from Rus­
sia. Its population is fifty per cent. 
Roumanian, and for several years 
Roumanian diplomats have cast long­
ing eyes upon Bessarabia.

“At headquarters, later, our Ameri­
can colleagues were reminded in an­
other way that Germans were not 
thankful to their countrymen for 
what they had supplied to the enemy.

When they rose 
from the table the major said to this 
American neighbor that he wished to 
give him a small souvenir of their 
pleasant intercourse.
