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“Aqton Van Dnel’ 4
.+ Survivors Arrive,

The three survivors of the Belgian

steamer Anton Van Driel, which was
driven ashore at St. Shott’s on Sunday
midnight, arrived in port last night
by the steam tug D. P. Ingraham.
They are: David Ploeg, second mate,
M. Bredins, a stoker, of Rotterdam;
and Karl Mihel,' a* coal trimmer of
Germany. All three of them were be-
low when' the ship.struck.. . Up.to 8
p.m. on Sunday, when the mate was
relieved of his watch, there were no
indications of a storm, although it
was very dark, with a long heavy
swell heaving in. The captain and
third officer were on watch from 8
till midnight, when she struck, both
being on°the bridge. Awakened at 11
o’clock, Ploeg states that he rushed
from hig cabin to the deck and found
that the ship was high on the rocks,
with seas breaking over -her, aft.
She was going at full speed when she
struck and the impact was so great
that the watch below was thrown
from their berths and all rushed tq
tHé 'deck, many of them but scantily
clad.” An. S.0.8. was ordered to be
sent tg:Cape Race as soon as the ship
struck, but it is not known whether
the radiograph officer had time to
send the full message giving the
ship’s - position . before .the dynamo
burned out, the engine room being
flooded and fires extinguished. Capt.
Terweil gave the order to launch the
boats.”  The first boat, containing the
third officer and part of the crew,
got:safely: away, and Ploeg is of the
opinion that they may even now be
safe. The second boat, containing the
captain, chief and second officers and
the remainder of the crew, now went
in the-second boat. When she stmuck
the water some in her suggested that

any who so wished might go back,
Ploeg and Bredius climbed back and
on reaching the deck found a third—
the German trimmer.

8 bad time until daylight, but as this
came they saw that the upper part of
the ship was intact and as it was pos-
sible to get to the cabins and Marconi
house, they did so and made them-
selves as comfortable as possible.
They could see men on the cliffs at
St. Shott’s,-but thought them to be
members of their own crew. Through-
out the day they moved about the
deck (Monday) and when darkness
came they returned to the cabin and
slept till daylight yesterday. At 8
o’'clock the tug D. P. Ingraham
reached the scene, ‘nd Capt. Rose
set to work to get the survivors off.
Seas were still sweeping over the
ship and great difficulty in getting
them off was experienced. Coming as
near as was prudent to do the In-
graham launched a boat and mate
George Fowlow and seaman George
Budden left in*her and made three
trips to the wreck, taking one man at
a time. The work »f rescue was ac-
complished in ingenious ‘'manner.
A rope ladder was dropped over the
lee side of the Anton Van Driel, and
the dory guided by Capt. Rose .from
the Ingraham’s deck, who, before the
dory was launched, crranged a code
of whistling with Fowlow and Bud-
den. By this means they were direct-
ed whether to pull ahead or astern,
etc., and by following this guide, the

-work was accomplished ingide of half

an hour. When the survivors reach-
ed the Ingraham they were cared for
by Cook West, who gave them hot
coffee and offered them comfortable
berths. Officer Ploeg, who was the
last to leave, says when he left the
ship the cabin floor was dry, and the
Marconi house and bridge intact. In
the opinion of Capt. Rose the Anton
Van Driel’s captain; seeing the head-
land on the side opposite -the one
which he struck, made an attempt to
run to sea and in so doing struck the
shoal ground near the eastern head
of St. Shott’s. The three survivors
are now at the Seamen’'s Institute,
this city, where they remain until ar-
rangements for their passage home
have been made. They are being look-
ed after by Mr. Fred Ellis, of the Tug

HE Year of Grace, One Thouss
and Nine Hundred and Nine-
teen will be known to future
generations as “The Me-

merable Year,” Annus Memorabilis,
for during the course of its twelve
months there were consummated
some of the greatest epochal events
that ancient or modern history ever
recorded. Discoveries, hitherto un-
dreamed of, were made and the giant
strides of science annihilated space
as it had -already conquered time.
Man in 1919 may be said to have reach-
ed his zenith in the victory won over
the mysterious forces of the atmos-
phere and the gaining of the suprem-
acy of the air. The chronicles of the
ages do not contain anything so won-
derful as was announced in the worlds
press during the current year. Man
had demonstrated his ability to tra-
verse the confines of space above the
trackless ocean, thus becoming the
supreme genie of the ether, And so
as the tale of improvement and ad-
vance in art and science unfolded f{t-
self, a great wonder overcame the
universe and the numerods peoples
were stricken with awe mingled with
admiration. That puny man should pit
himself against the elemental forees
of nature in her own domain—the air,
and come off victorinus was something
to stir the blood and animate the spirit
of adventure, which lies latent in all
humanity. The Great War was fought
on land, over sea and in air. The fu-
ture Commerce of the world will be
earried similarly. Science will con-
tinue to improve and perfect and ere
many years have past the sight of
huge aerial transports for freight
passengers and mails, passing over
this island in full flight for the neigh-
boring continent, will be viewed as
a matter of fact. It is the age of inven-
tion, and as the brains of the most
shrewd and competent men were de-
voted to evolving weapons of destruc~
tion from 1914 to 1918, so from “t¥e
present, on, those same brains will
turn their cleverness toward construe-
tion and, developing their ideas, will
bring to mankind in general real pros-
perity, perfect peace and a world re-
dored and stabilized, and renewed.
But that happy state of affairs, that
‘wilennjum of peace will be wholly de-
‘gendent on the results of the Great
Peace made between the warring
powers of Europe, and backed by the
might and civilization of the New
World. True the Peace Pact has been
practically agreed to, but the signs of
the times do not portend that it will
be perpetual. There are discordant
notes, even amongst the powers them-
selves, and human nature has not yet
reached that state of perfection which
approaches the Divine Virtue of for-
giveness in all things. And therefore
perhaps we may look for other wars
and rumours of wars ere the Federa-
tion of the world through the Brother-
hood of man becomes a falt accompli,
But notwithstanding, the discoveries
of seience will not be kept back, mor
will the progress of the world be ham-
pered. Should it become the duty of
the greater powers to act as the
policemen of the two hemispheres,
that they will acquit themselves ag
thorough keepers of the peace of na-
tions, there can be no doubt. The
League of Nations, which has been
evolved out of the war, will accept the
responsibility of powers behind them,
the world will be made safe for de-
mocracy, and over its highways, on
land, on sea and in air, travel will be’
safe and perils, other than those of
the elements, far removed. That will
be the beginning of the great federa-
tion of all peoples, for unity of the
races has to come, even though the
hounds of the habitation of each, have
heen set by an Omnipotent hand, The
faco of the earth, in a sense, has un-
dergone a change during this memor-
able year. Peoples which were al-
most. in a state of bondage have been
given their freedom from oppression,
and with that freedom the right of self
deiermination. States and languages,
Tong forgotten, have been revived
and restored to their original status,
A newer independence has been creat-
ed through the changing of geographi-
cal boundaries and the restitution of
ancient rights,—combined with mod-
ern privileges,—to races who long had
Jeen ground under the heel of tyranny
The light of liberty has shone through
and dispelled the darkness of forced
soryitude, and henceforth the torch of
{reedom, kindled by those who ‘went
down the path of death and glory to
victory, will be held aloft, and men
will rejoice in that the shackles of
degradation have been brokem from
their limbs and deliverance has come
10 them by and through the sacrifices
made by those who feared ,not  to
fight for that treasure which they
most highly prized—{he God sent gift
of liberty, The sun of liberty has not
. ¥et however rigen completely above
the horizon of oppression, for though
Peace has been declared to exist, it is
but in the abatract sense, for war still
erects its horrid head and its lOlld

a
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flereely in order “that through sacri-
fice they may obtgin and enjoy the
blessings which order and tranquility
alone can give them. But with anarchy
on the one hand and Bolshevism on’
the other harshly repressing the de-
sires of gections of humanity, there
is a conflict raging which may undo
and render nugatory all that the great
victory over autocracy has won. In-
dustrial unrest stalks spectre-like
throughout many lands, and strikes
and disquieting conditions are the
rule rather than the exeeption. The
world from an economic point of view
is unsettled and dissatisfied. The needs
of the many are great and not easily
obtainable, consequently labor has
challenged Capital to a battle royal
for superiority and a far, mightier,
though less bloodless, combat is he-
ing waged, in which the men and wo-
men in between are being relentlessly
crushed. Production is being killed
and as a consequence the cost of liv-
ing mounts ever higher and higher,
and where it will stop not even the
wisest and sanest can say. The lessen-
ing of production is strangling pros-
perity, and when the reaction sets in,
it will be too late~to make up for the
losses sustained, and a period of ad-
versity and depression must neces-
sarily follow. Newfoundland is on the
floodtide of good times, but those the
country is now enjeying cannot last
for ever. This dominion is, more than
any other, gubject to trade fluctyations
and external conditions are the more
felt because of the negessity of de-
pending on the outside for all the es-
sential things of life. The unrest
abhroad affects Newfoundland to a
greater extent than perhaps is realis-
ed, and it will be a bright day indeed
when the world comes to a proper
realizaiion of its position and begins
once more to follow regularly the in-
dustries which made for production
and the well-being of mankind. Capital
and labor must agree. The two cannot
be joined in perpetual combat. They
are equally dependent on each other,
and it may be that the year of grace
1920 will see both working mutually
and in a common cause.

History in Brief,
J .L-;[}EY.

British, The new Cabinet, following
the general elections held under the
new act of 1018, was announced by
Premier Lloyd Geerge on January
10th, It was mainly a re shufiiing ofthe
political Cards, the high places still
being occupied by a Unionist majority,
with but one innovation, that of an
Indian gentleman as an Under Secre-
tary. The new act of 1918 inereased
the number of seats in the Commons
from 670 to 707 and conferred the
franchise on women. Lloyd George
came back with 472 followers, a ma-
Jority -of 235. In Ireland the Sinn
Feiners swamped the Nationalists.

American. The United States voted
“dry” on January 16th, and national
prohibition became effective on July
1st of the present year, but not oper-
ative until January 26th 1920, Theo-
dore Roosevelt, 26th President, died
at Oyster Bay, January 6th at the
age of 60 years, and from royalty and
statesmen to the humblest and lowest,
the whole world did him honor and
mourned his death.

Russian, Allied forces operating
against the Bolsheviki secured their
advances on the Onega - River, Am-
erican troops taking the town of
Kadish from the Reds. General Dene-
kine inflicted a sharp defeat on Bols
shevist forces in the Caucasus on
Japuary 9th, The arreat of Nicholal
Lenine; Bolshevist Premier by Leon
Trotsky was reported on January S$th,
the latter then making himself Dicta-
tor. Unity of Command ameng the Al-
les was arranged on the Siberian
front and the French General, Janin
was placed in supreme command of
the armies in Russia.

Baltie Provinces. Rarly in January
Bolsheviki forces captured the port of
Riga and established a Soviet Govern-
ment. On the 14th however, British
troops landed and drove out the in-
vaders. The Prussian Lithuanians re-
belled against Germany during the
month and seiged several cities.

Poland. Ignace Jan Paderewski
claimed to be the representative of
4,000,000 Poles, from whom he had
received plenary powers. He was shot
at in Warsaw on January 21st, and
slightly wounded, for which attempt
on his life sever
arrested on a/charge of plotting to
kill him. /On the 18th Paderewski-
formed a Coalition Cahinet and sub-
sequently became  Premier. = Twe
thousand persons were killed in a
‘land and air bombardment of Pryem-
851 by the Ukraipjacs in this month.
During hostilities between the Czechs
aud the Poles the former eaptured
Oderberg, and Premier Paderewski
thereupon ‘protested against the in-

n of Silesia to’ the w.-
Government.

leaders cslling upon the masges to
destroy the Government. QCivil war
raged for ten days, the, Government
finally * winning, with the aid of the
loyal army, a complete victory. Many
hundreds of people were Kkilled, in-
cluding Dr. Kar] Liebknecht and Rosa
Luxemburg.

Armistice, Germany having asked
for an extension of time for further
consideration, the same was granted
to February 17th, but drastic condi-
tions were demanded, which included
retribution for cruelty by Germans to
prisoners: the ‘restoration of machin-
ery and goods stolen from France and
Belgium:--the removal of German
gold from Berlin to a safe place: the
giving over of German shipping to
earry food supplies to Buropean coun-
tries, and the surrender of all U boats
on the stocks. General Von Winter-
feldt resigned as Chalrman of the
German Armistice Committee.

Peace Conference. The Supreme
Council met at the French Foreign
Office, Paris on the 12th to make pro-
cedure arrangements. The first formal
session was held in the same place
on the 18th, and was opened to the
piesé of all pations. President Wijl-
son introduced a resolution, which
was adopted, that all the Russian fag-
tions ,including Bolshevists, meet the
Allied and Associated Governments
at Prince’s Island on February 15th. |
The resolution to create a League of
Nations wasg adopted at the session of
the 25th apd the President was ap-
pointed . chgirman of the draft plan
Committee.

FEBRUARY.

British. Great Britain established an
embargo against certain imports,
which fearing that it would seriously
affect American industries was later
relaxed somewhat in favor of the
United States, Dragtic reductions in
shipping rates were made during this
month. The death of the Grand Old
Man of Canada, Sir Wilfred Laurier
occurred on the 17th at the advanced
age of 77.

European. An attempt on the life
life of Premier Clemencesu was made
by an anarchist named Emil Cottin,
who, on the morning of the 19th fired
five shots from a revolver at “The
Tiger” as he was procesdiug in his
automobile to attend a conference with
Colonel House, The Premier was
wounded in three. places, but at no
time was there any danger. The assas-
sin was tried, comvicted and sen-
tenced te death.

Spartacan revolutionists were oust-
ed from Bremen, Germany, on the 4th,
after heavy fighting, in which 85 per-
sons were killed and several hundred
wounded. = The majority Socialists
established a new Government in the
city. Serious disorders hroke out in
Magdeburg the capital of Prussian
Saxony, on the 6th, the Reds also
fomenting riots at Kial, Hamburg,
Dusseldorf and some other towns. A
number of persons were killed apd
wounded during Spartacan riots In
Berlin on the 8th. On the 6th the Ger-
man- National Assembly opened at’
Weimar. Friedrich Ebert was elected
President of the State and the new
Government established.

President Wilson read the completad
draft of the League of Nations Con-
stitutions to the Conference at Paris,
on the 14th, and sailed for New York
the following day.

A communist revelt broke out in
Budapest, Hungary, on the 22nd, in-
spired' by Ruesians and Germans.
Martial law was at once proclaimed
and the rising crushed. The next day,
the people rendered furious by such
an outrageous sttack' upon public or-
der. assaulted Bela Kun, the chief
leader of the revolt.

MARCH,

British. Egyptian Natiopalists began
an attempt to obtain complete auto-
mony and severance from British pro-
tection, and rioting broke out in Cairo,
Tanta and other Egyptian cities. In
Cairo six persons were killed and
thirty-one wounded and in Tanta there
were fifty-two casualties, eleven killed
and fifty-one wounded.

The American Attempt.

Not to be outdone by British rivals,
the airmen of the American Navy
entered upoh the scene, and an in-
vasion (peaceful) of Trepassey by
ships and airplanes from the United
States occurred, Four seaplanes were
equipped for the fligat across, which,
however, was not a non-stop but a
relay. One of these did not make the
trip owing to an accident after leav-
ing Halifax, N.S. After spending con-
siderable time at Trepassey, getting
.ready and tuning up and seeing that
nothing was left to chance, NC’s One,
Three and Four took off at 7.45 o’clock
on the evening of May 16th, on the
first leg of the flight—the Azores.
Only NC-4 arrived there without ac-
cident, NC-1 not turning up until
three days after leaving Newfound-
land, NC-3 being abandoned at sea.
NC-4 was thus left to continue alone,
which it did, arriviﬁg at Plymouth,
England, on May 3l1st, _via Lisbon,
Portugal, having flown a total of
3,946 miles, her actual , flying time
for the distance beifig 59 hours, 56
minutes. The Americans had scored
first, but the real honors were to
come to the British later.

The First Start.

Not until Saturday, May 19th, did
meteorological conditiens point to
a favorable time for the start of the
British planes, and Hawker and
Grieve were not slow in taking ai-
vantage. At 3 o'clock in the after-
noon, they climbed aboard the Sop-

with, and bidding good-bye to the few'

who had known of their intentien,
got their machine in motion and with-
in a short space were gaily heading
over the broad Atlantic. The Martin-
syde men were not aware of Haw-
ker's readiness to get away so soon,
and desiring to emulate the Sopwith,
they too rushed things and at 4.20 the
stand-clear signal was made. But
unfortunately fate was not kind, the
machine meeting with an accident be-

thing going wrong. After undergoing
gerious privations and much suffering
they were rescued by the Danish
steamer Mary and taken into port
in Scotland.

The Successful Flight.

Two other groups of competitors
had arrived in Newfoundland while
the Sopwith and Martinsyde were
making ready. These were Messrs.
Alcock and Brown, of ,the Vickers-
Vimy Co., with a Vickers bomber,
plane, and Admiral Mark Kerr, Ma-
jors Brackley and Gran with twelve
mechanics and a giant Handley-Page
machine, which was taken to Harbor
Grace and set up, but ultimately
withdrew from the ;ransatlantlc flight
going to America instead. The Vick-
ers-Vimy people set up their ma-
chine at Pleasantville, the real scene
of the take-off, however, being from
a field near. the Ropewalk. Ewery-
thing being in readiness, Captain
Alcock and Lieut. Brown waved their
farewells from the fuselage of the
Vimy at 12.456 p.m. Saturday, Jtine
14th, and in sixteen hours and twelve
minutes from the time of leaving St.
John’s, the air route of the-Atlantic
lhad- been traversed and the intrepid
aviators were wiring their arrival
from Clifden, Ireland. Alcock, the
pilot, and Brown, the navigator were
subsequently knighted by King George
V. receiving the insignia of the Order
of the British Empire. The former
did not live long to bear the honor
conferred, for the sad news came
over the cables that on Friday, Dec.
19th, a waterplane which he was fly-
ing in France, crashed and gallant
Alcock died shortly afterwards of in-
juries received. Cut off in the prime
of his life and fame, the memory of
Alcock will never die. Hundreds of
years hence his name will be as fresh
as though his wonderful feat of mak-
ing the great flight, were new as it is
to-day.

But dlas for -human
hopes. Within five short hours of its
mooring, the giant airship was torn'.
from its moorings and became the
plaything of the winds. Drifting out
to sea, it was soon lost sight of and
all attempts at salvage failed. Great-
ly disappointed the crew embarked
on the U.S.8. Chicago, which had pre-
ceded the dirigible’s arrival, in order
to prepare a landing place, and the
warship shortly afterwards left port.
The British had better luck with their
dirigible R-34, which made the aerial
round trip from England to Long Is-
land and back, without mishap. It
might be noted that this airship pass-
over the southern portion of New-
foundland, but did not stop en route.

The first real sign of a popular up-
heaval against the National Govern-
ment occurred on April 5th.

On the fol-
lowing Monday evening the greatest
and most spontaneous gathering ever
witnessed in St. John’s was again in
audience at the Casino, and at 8 0’-
clock, the multitude filed out the
building and forming in processional
order, sbme 3000 strong, marched to
Government House, where a select
committee presented the resolution
passed on the previous Friday to His
Excellency. This remarkable demon-
stration was simply the result of a
populdr resentment against the Na-
tional Government, because of its af-
filiation with Coaker, and the sub-
ordination of the courses of legisla-
tion to his wishes. The immediate re-
sult of this general outburst of indig-
nation was the withdrawal of the ob-
jectionable election Bill by the Prime
Minister, Sir W. F. Lloyd. Once more
the peoples will prevailed. An exten-
sion Bill was passed prolonging the
life of Parliament to September 30th.

The
two men put out.their full strength,
and soon drew Clegg and a fine collie
dog to the top of the pierhead. The
poor animal was completely exhaust-
ed, and blood was pouring from its
front paws, the result of its having
clawed at the granite walls of the
pier in order to find some place on
which he could climb. Clegg explain-
ed, “The poor fellow heard my whis-
tle, and jumped upon my shoulders
from the black water as though he
wag & child.” It was not known how
the dog got in the water, and no owner
found for it, but the collie attached
himself most affectionately to his res-
cuer ere afterwards.

The registration party came along
when t!ﬁ war had ended and identified
the bodies by means of the paper. By
now all parts of the line have been
visited and Union Jacks placed on
the bodies, which are remeved with
Military Homer to the nearest ceme-
tery and again interred. By the end
of next July there will be no isolated
graves, but all will be in cemeteries
placed at the disposal of the Graves’
Commission by the French Govern-
ment. The Imperial War Graves’
Commission then puts stone walls
around the graveyards, erects a large
cross of sacrifice and stone of re-
membrance, and places crosses at the
heads of the graves. The cross of
remembrance is of bronze.and bears
the words: “Their names liveth for
evermore,” The individual crosses
bear the number, name, regiment of
the soldier interred beneath, while
an appropriate inecription is also
there. The Graves’ Commission bears
all expenses, excepiing that of the
latter imscription. The parents or
friends pay for that.

If parents so desire, the individ-
ual cross is dispensed with, and in the
case of Jewigh goldiers, a Jewish sym-|
bol takes the place of the cross on!

Even in the
usual quiet and calm of Terra Nova's
labour sea, their have been a few
capsizes, a few troubles; on a few
occasions men and women have gone
on “Strike.” Not a very serious mat-
ter in itself may be, and yet, being
part of what is becoming very serious
in its world-wide aspect, namely, a
fierce and sustained struggle in the
Economic World, between Labour, so
called; and Capital, so called. The
air is full of it, a struggle which in
its effects will mean hunger, oold
and suffering, on the one hand; worry,
discouragemant, and disinclination to
put to use a God given faculty for
business administration on the other.
What are the sides in the conflict?
There are two, and they are called
Capital and Labour.

“Capitalists.”

What do we know about the Capi-
talists. Look at any cartoon and see
what pictures are drawn of them.
Look at this ome. A big fat man;
height 5ft. 10 inches, to 6 feet; weight,
250 1bs., more or less; girth—in true
proportions. Dressed in a heavy loud
check coat, hat to suit, patent leather
boots, price thirty dellars. On each
hand a big diamond ring. Face flush-
ed, rotund, flabby, ruthless, greedy,
smoking a dollar cigar, swinging a
fifty dollar gold tipped cane. There
he is as the average cartoonist sees
him, and as the average workingman
sees him with this addition; he heads
the list of: all contributions, and is
looked upon with contemptible pat-
ronage by the Church because he can
give. His very appearance provokes
a fighting spirit, the labouring man
has a feeling that the diamonds and
cigars and palatial home, etc., are
stolen at the price of the sweat and
blood of himself and others.

Is the Capitalist really like that, is
he really that sordid, selfish, brutish
man, who reckons not and cares not
for the feelings and ‘humanity, of
those who work under him? Is he

who lives in a world of cold calcula~
tion and greed? We most emphatical-
1y reply that while there may be
Capitalists who nearly correspond to
the description, yet they are but few.

Capitalists in our experience are not
the men who own the big works, turn
over the millions of money, and em-~
ploy many “Hands.” The worst Gsplu.l
ists we know are t.hq people who come
rmuul to our homu selling eggs, but-

, nilk, fish, etc., by the dozen or
l‘b.. as the case may h’o\ The big
Capitalist is generally tmd!y human;

prevails among the working men
when on strike.. Before they go out
they know that’' a strike means pos-
sible hunger to their familles and
themselves, and all kinds of mental
distress to minds which which while
willing to fight for right, yet are un-
happy . when idle. . Notwithstanding,
they go as an army under orders, no
racing rowyism, no vindictiveness,
they quietly lay down their tools and
quit.

No one with average intellect will
deny to men, who are the backbone
of the race, the right to organize.
Without a law that binds them to-
gether, and without the united front
which that unity gives them, they
could never successfully claim their
rights, and they have rights, real

rights at that. We do not blamie thesé |

men, we understand them, we have
worked with them. . They recognize
that -the  penalties’ of that abstract
body, the public,’are their penalties;
the publics deprivations are their de-
privations. - They earn a comfortable
wage. They are not: socialists, or
anarchists, they are.your friends and
mine, and possibly, you and I. They
are not degenerate, drumken or de-
based, they do not dream of an auto-
cracy of labour. The Labourer is
worthy of his hire.

Whatl—How?

What shall we do? The long prom-
ised war of Industry is upon us, the
Armageddon of Capitalist and Labour
is now being waged. The world’s
greatest battle awaits the morning of
decision: How shall we secure the
Summum Bonum; the greatest good
to the greatest number? Both sides
in the conflict have their rights; on
both sides the men are generally good
and honest in their convictions, and
support them with a deadly animosity
or moral integrity. There will certain-
1y be a fight to the death, unless some
mediator be found, some via media
open up.

But his cunningly-planned scheme

ferno of fire the body dropped into
the basement—the upper part of it in-
to a pool of water, which protected
it from the flames; and thus it was
found with the incriminating rope
drawn tightly around the neck, and
all the evidence of the broken skull
and the bullet-holes in the head.

Who cotld have perpetrated this
foul deed on a harmless woman who
was beloved by all who had known
her, and who seemed not to have an
enemy in the world?

The question was asked in accents
of horrer, but none could answer.
Certainly the last man in the world
to suspect was the husband who seem-
ed so devoted to her. The amaze-
ment may thus be imagined when, a
faw days later, it was known that
Frederick Small had been .arrested
for the murder of his wife!

The news seemed impossible, in-
cerdible; for, apart from the fact that
Mr., Small was known as an exem-
plary and devoted husband, it was
known that he had returned to Boston
several hours before the time of the
tragedy, and thus could not possibly
have had any hand in it.

At the inquest Mr. Small was in
attendance.

his. bungalow and the death of his
wife, and we at once started back as
fast as a motor could take us.
The Locked Door.

“During the return journey Small
Was very nervous, as was only natural
in the circumstances. He talked much
about his wife; -said several times
very sadly that he would not see her
again, and mentioned that he always
kigsed -her when he left the house.”
His general behaviour, in fact, was
such as might be expected from an
innocent man faced by such a terrible
calamity. Small declined to give evid-
ence at the trial.

A blackened iron lock was found
in the ruins of the bungalow after the
trial .in the local court. The lock was
all that remained of the outside door
of the side-entrance to the bungalow.
In it was found the key, which had
been locked from the inside; thus
proving that the door must have been
lacked by someone in the house, and
not hy Small after leaving it.

Thus tho mystery of this terrible
crime remains ag inscrutable as ever,
defying the cleverest detective brains
‘to solve it. It is an impossible thing,
apart from his affection for his wife
and an entire absence of all motive,
that Frederick Small could have had
‘any hand in the murder of his wife,
séeing that he.left the bungalow six
‘hours before it was seen to be in
flames; and at the time was in Con-
nor's company in Boston, more than
fitty miles away.

teacher shall become so entitled .
. .” The alteration asked for was
to change the “temn years” to the “last

five years of teaching.” The Prime
Minister expressed his sym |
and support of this alteration and,
promised to bring the matter before |
the Executive, but a change taking:
place in the Government nothing more
was done in the matter. This, no
doubt, will be one of the first matters
the teachers will bring before the new
Ministry of Education.

After various other matters were
disposed of, the meeting adjourned. L
