———

BACRAMENTO, Cal., July 23—(A
come before the 27th apnual conven-
tion of the American Mining' Con-
gress, when it meets here September
29 to cho,her 4, lq the huge loss the
couniry is said to suffer every year
through the destruction of gold coins.

At present no law prohibits the
melting down of 'gold coins and the
vse of such metal in the manufacture
of jewelry and in the arts. Propon-
'ents of a ban on sueh melting con-
tend that five, ten and 20 dollar gold
pieces, minted at the expense of the
taxpayers, are thus removed from
circulation and from. the media~of ex-
change, to_be turned into Iluxuries.
Their opposition is based principally
on the fact that gold has a fixed price,
set by the government, unaffected by
supply and demand, unlike other com-
modities.

An anti-destruetion law for gold
coins wil be agitated at the conven-
tion and the attitude of the entire
mining industry will be sounded out.
If the sentiment is favorable, steps
will be taken to have such a bill pre-
sented in congress.

be allowed to cross the border.

Big game has been diminishing

{ rapidly in Mexico, Tinker said, and

President Obregon has determined to
put a stop to wanton and useless de-
struction. A ten-year closed season
on big horn and sheep was started
more than a year ago. At the mext
sessjon of the Mexican congress it is
expected that a measure will be pass-
ed limiting the killing of all classes
of game to a few months each year,
with bag limits on deer, turkey and

Although the CountyLot Devon was
well and creditably represented” in
Trinity in she eighteenth century,
there is only one man in the old
Church Registers who is recorded As
having come from Exeter in that
county, and that man was Thomas
Best. The city of Exeter is situate
on the river Exe that empts into the
English Channel at Exmouth. There
was no ocean trade-route between
Exeter and Newfoundland, and those
who came to us from Devon were
largely from Torquay, Brixham,
Devonport and Plymouth; and the
majority of those came to us as
voungsters who had become attracted
;o us by the coming and going of the
shipping between Newfoundland and
those scaport towns of Devon.

Thomas Best was born in Exeter in
the year 1752, His father was the
owner of a wood working establish-
ment that gave employment to a
hundred workmen. He had served
an apprenticeship under a former
owner of the factory, and then upon
the death of the owner he had bought

the factory for himself and his boys. !
Those of us whose grandfathers came '
know how

"deeply seated in their make-up wasg
miles from Exeter; and as he knew|tmua1]y employed at the making of

;ot a family there by the
Goldworthy, of which two sons were

from the Old Country,

the idea that every boy should learn
a trade before going out from un-
der his parents’ roof. This idea was
handed down by them to the fathers
of the next generation; and though
it largely died out with them, yet
there are a score of men in and

arounnd Trinity to-day who learnt a !

trade during a five years’ appren-
ticeship, solely because their re-
spective fathers said they had to do
go, and their boys had been taught
to obey. Yet of that score, the ma-
jority ceased to work at the trade
thus learned, when they became men.

INCREASED IMPORTATION oF
BRITISH BOOTS.
MONTREAL, Ang. 2.

The importation of boots and shoes
from United Kingdom are continuing
to show a sharp increase every month
over figures for corresponding months
of last year, according to a statement
issued here by the Shoe Manufactur-
ers of Canada, in a review of statis-
tics for Jume. In that month 46,663
pairs of shoes were imported frox
United Kingdom, as compared with
13,772 pairs in Jumne, 1923, an increase
of 238.8 per cent.

The House then went into Commit-
tee of the Whole on Bill entitled “An
Act to confirm an agreement with the
Newfoundland Milling Company, Lim-
ited.”

Hon. Mr. Ellis asked if the place
where the mill 1s to be erected was
decided upon.

Hon., Mr. Morine replied that a site
was under consideration on the South-
gide of St. John’s, and it was under-
stood the mill would be erected there.

He was particul-
arly interested in this Bill because he
had had several years experience on
the Board, and had been instrument-
al in introducing legislation as re-
gards this Pensions Board, Sir Pat-
rick said that a good many hard cases
had resulted from disagreement be-
tween the Pensions Commissioners
and returned men as to the claim of
the latter for pensions and as to their
disabilities by which there were dis-
putes regarding whether they were
due to war service or aggravated by
war service or preceded war service.
He thought that while the Pensions
Commissioners were doing their best
to act generously, yet they suffered
from the fact that the Pensions Act
limited their powers and he thought
the Act required more elasticity, and
in particular with men suffering from
tuberculosis. A good idea would be
to do as has been done in Canada that
is appoint a legislative committee to
go fully into the whole matter and
give sympathetic consideration to the
many hard cases that egist, Every
week he has received requests from
men for assistance from the Patriotic
Association with which he had also
been connected and some provision
will have to be made immediately to
look after their wants. Another ques-
tion that arises is as to the Sudbury
Hospital. He called attention to the
resolution of the G.W.V.A. Con-
ference passed as a result of reports
by three separate committees of that
bodv which had/ investigated condi-
tions existing there.

We have no Labor Bureau in the
strict sense, but the services of cer-
tain officials who have been connect-
ed with that work are being tempor-
arily retained by the Government
pending a decision as to the Govern-
ment policy in this connection. Capt.
G. G. Byrne is the official in charge.

The Minister of Marine & Fisheries

asked permission to reply to certain
queries by Mr. Grimes re the dis-
missal of one George - Roberts as a
Lightkeeper at Manuels Island, Lab-
rador. He said they discovered among
other things that Mr. Roberts was a
very expensive mian. In addition to
having free passage to Labrador Mr.
Roberts was paid for 1921-22 the sum
of $120.00 as passage money for his
assistant. Who his assistant was he
did not know and could not find out.
In fact there was no assistant, but
Mr. Roberts got paid personally on
April 18, 1923 the above amount for
passages to Labrador two years pre-
viously. Then on December 12, 1923
he was paid $35.55 for passage money,
and in 1922 he was paid the passage
money of his wife to and from Lab-
rador, and the same thing happened
in 1923, or $71.00 each year for his
wife, which added to the other
amounts make a tidy little sum.

He in-
stanced the protection on cigarettes.
He had asked the Finance Minister to
table figures showing the excise duties
( paid on the article last year. He found
there had been manufactured last
year nineteen million cigarettes. It
was an industry very much overpro-
tected. It took 2% 1bs. tobacco to
make 1000 cigarettes, and in the
manufacture of the nineteen million
47,5600 1bs. were used. The duty on
imported cigarettes figured out at

''$14.60 per thousand while ‘the duty

on the locally manufactured article
figured out at $8.12 per thousand,
leaving a protection of $6.48 per thou-
sand. In approximate figures the
cigarette industry was protected last
year by the country to the tune of
$115,000.00. He thought no industry
should bhe protected to this extent and
he trusted the Government would see
that better equalization of the tariff
was undertaken.
