CONTINUES TO RULE SYRIA FOR 

FRANCE.
BEIRUT, Syr a—(A.P.)—The re­

cent return of General Weygand, the 
French High Commissioner for Syria, 
has had at least the effect of silenc­
ing the persistent rumours that he 
■«as not returning to hie post after 
going to France on leave.

Reports that he would resign im­
mediately he reached Paris were set 
afloat before General Weygand turn- 
d h s back to Syria. It was even as­
serted that on reaching Paris he in­
formed the president that he would 
not return to Syria except at the head 
of several divisions of troops with 
which to put down the incursions of 
Turkish band ts to the north, and 
maintain order within Syria proper.

Although his plane are not known, 
ft is safe to assume that General Way- j 
gand will vnake no drastic chanve: 
in the French administration. The 
French system of govern ng Syria Has | 
been .and will probably continue,, one , 
of conferring make-believe indepen­
dence on the governed. Tbs French j 
bate set up a native government ! 
with titles of independence tor higji j 
officials. There is, for instance, a na­
tive “Pres dent of the Syrian Confed-| 
eration" and a governor of Damas­
cus. Actually, these officials are | 
without power, all the authority being 
left in the hands of the Frepeh'. The 
"President of the Syrian Confeder­
ation" may not sign an administra­
tive order of any kind without appro­
val cf the French' High Commission­
er.

In the selection of men for posts 
with high-sounding names, the French 
have displayed great ingenuity. The 
idea seems to have been to buy off 
rebels and persons likely to make 
trouble. The "President of the Syr- 

JUP Confederation” ie none other than 
a former brigand lender in £ revolt 
against the French. Together''with 
hie office the French conferred upon 
him tlfe highest grade of the Legion 
of He-icr.

Mining Men May Oppose
MELTING OF GOtD COINS.

SACRAMENTO, Çel., Jul* 23n-(A 
P.)—One of the mçjor problems tc 
come before the 27th annual conven­
tion of the American Mining ’ Con­
gress, when It meets here September 
29 to October 4, iij the huge loss the 
country is said to suffer every year 
through the destruction ot gold coins

At present no law prohibits the 
melting down of geld ceins and the 
use of such metal In the manufacture 
ef Jewelry and In the arts. Propon­
ents at a ban on such melting con­
tend that flvs, ten and 20 dollar gold 
pieces, minted et the expense of the 
taxpayers, are thus removed from 
circulation and from, the mediator ex­
change, to-be turned into luxuries. 
Their opposition ts based principally 
on the fact that gold has a fixed price, 
set by the government, unaffected by 
supply and demand, unlike other com­
modities.

An anti-destruction law for gold 
coins will be agitated at the conven­
tion and the attitude of the entire 
mining industry will be sounded out. 
If the sentiment is favorable, steps 
will be taken to have such a bill pre­
sented in congress.

Mexico May Ban Hunting

OF BIG GAME BY ALIENS.

TUCSON, Ariz., July 25 (A.P.)__
The American big game hunter may 
find himself barred from Mexico, it 
was stated by Ben Tinker, who guards 
Mexico’s game by appointment of the 
Mexican government and Is back at 
his home here.

Tinker said there was a growing 
sentiment in Mexico against foreign 
hunters. He attributed this to the 
alleged ruthlessness of some of them 
In slaughtering deer and other game. 
He described Mexican officials as de­
termined to prevent Americans from 
enjoying the big game hunting afford­
ed in the mountains and plains of the 
northwesterin states. Tinker pre­
dicted that with the opening of the 
fall hunting season no hunters would 
be allowed to cross the border.

Big game has been diminishing 
rapidly in Mexico, Tinker said, and 
President Obregon has determined to 
put a step to wanton and useless de­
struction. A ten-year closed season 
on big horn and sheep was started 
more than a year ago. At the next 
session of the Mexican congress it is 
expected that a measure will be pass­
ed limiting the killing of ell classes 
of game to a few months each year, 
with bag limits on deer, turkey and 
javali hogs. *

Another Aspect
of the Strike

Nothing has caused greater 
surprise in connection with the 
critical > situation which has 
arisen at Corner Brook than the 
action of the President of the F. 
P.U. in giving a political tinge 
to the dispute by his appearance 
on the scene. His hostility to 
the Monroe Party, and the fact 
that a bye-election is to be held 
in Bonavista Bay in the autumn, 
in the result of which he is close­
ly interested, are sufficient to 
justify a doubt as to his sincerity 
in intruding at this juncture.

The questions in dispute call 
a thorough investigation which 
must be settled entirely on their 
merits. It is a matter in which 
the whole country is concerned, 
and if a permanent and satisfac­
tory agreement is to be reached, 
anything of a partisan nature 
must be ruled out of court. The 
threats which have been made 
involve property to which no ( 
party or section of the com- ; 
munity has any greater interest < 
than another, but in which ev- ' 
ery individual has a personal ’ 
stake, and upon the safety of , 
which depends the success of 
one of our greatest industries.

The unprejudiced attitude of 
the Premier and his earnest de­

Fortune Bay. It is understood that 
the steamer will call at points in St.

OFFICIAL SYNOPSIS.

FRIDAY, August 1.
House met at 4 p.m. pursuant to

adjournment
Hon. Mr. Morine tabled report of 

the Comptroller and Auditor General 
for Revenue and Appropriations Ac­
counts for period ending June 30th, 
1123. Report of C. and A. G. on Section 
33 of Audit Act np to February 28, 
3924 and Supplementary Report on 
game to date.

On motion the following Bills were 
nead a third time and passed, namely:

1. Bill entitled "An Act to amend 
Chapter 3 of 11 George V., entitled 
*Au Act to authorise the Montreal 
Trust Company to do business In the 
Cclony of Newfoundland.’ ”

2. Bill entitled "An Act to amend

building-’ ”

3. Bill entitled, "An Act to amend 
Chapter 24 of the Consolidated Sta­
tutes (Third Series), entitled ‘Of pay­
ment of certain fees and charges by 
stamps.”*

4. Bill entitled “An Act to further 
and protect the Activities and Inter­
ests of the Boy Scouts Association In 
the Island of Newfoundland and Its
Dependencies.”

lion. Sir Patrick McGrath in re­
ference to section one increasing 
the number of the commission from 
two to three, spid that in 1920 when 
the number had been reduced he had 
strongly opposed the changing of the 
number from three to two. This he 
did on the grounds that at times one 
ot other of the members would he 
absent from the country and some-'' 
times both of them. On one occasion 
when this happened temporary ap­
pointments had been made and con­
siderable expense incurred which 
would have been avoided had the 
number not been reduced. Sir Pat­
rick asked it the members were to 
serve gratuitously and was assured 
by Hon. Mr. Morine that that was 
the case. He presumed one of the 
new appointments Was at the sugges­
tion of the G.W.V.A. and asked it 
anything was being done to bring the 
Pensions Act into conformity with 
the suggestions of that body at their 
recent convention. He was particul­
arly interested in this Bill because he 
had had several years experience on 
the Board, and had been instrument­
al in introducing legislation as re­
gards this Pensions Board. Sir Pat­
rick said that a good many hard cases 
had resulted from disagreement be­
tween the Pensions Commissioners 
and returned men as to the claim of 
the latter for pensions and as to (.heir 
disabilities by which there were dis­
putes regarding whether they were 
due to war service or aggravated by 
war service or preceded war service. 
He thought that while the Pensions 
Commissioners were doing their best 
to act generously, yet they suffered 
from the fact that the Pensions Act 
limited their powers and he thought 
the Act required more elasticity, and 
in particular with men suffering from 
tuberculosis. A good idea would be 
to do as has been done in Canada that 
is appoint a legislative committee to 
go fully into the whole matter and 
give sympathetic consideration to the 
many hard cases that eyist. Every 
week he has received requests from 
men for assistance from the Patriotic 
Association with which he had also 
been connected and some provision 
will have to be made immediately to 
look after their wants. Another ques­
tion that arises is as to the Sudbury 
Hospital. He called attention to the 
resolution of the G.W.V.A. Con­
ference passed as a result of reports 
by three separate committees of that 
bodT which had Investigated condi­
tions existing there. Despite the re­
port of the Committee, however, in­
dicting the members of the staff, all 
from the Superintendent down have 
received an increase in salary. 
Though not contending they were not 
entitled to It, he thought It an anom­
aly when all were under a cloud as 
they were.

tee originally consisting of thres 
members, but now of two, both mem­
bers of the Executive. One of th« 
original members has been dropped 
because as thm commission woe to re- 
port to the Government and he was 
not a member of the. Government it 
was thought unnecessary. Added to 
this was the fact that it had been 
claimed in some quarters that he was 
one of the original accusers so It was 
thought best to proceed with the other 
two. The idea of the appointment of- 
a Joint Committee of both houses to 
enquire into War Pensions conditions 
was one he did not favor as> being an 
evasion by an Executive of its duties. 
Such inquiry ought to be by the Exe­
cutive itself and if that proposed re­
vealed necessity for inquiry into the 
Pensions Act it would he undertaken 
by the Government. With regard to 
the last speaker’s remarks re hard­
ships existing in some cases in the 
matter of claims for pensions, he felt 
the Government and Legislature would 
be disposed to give the most liberal 
treatment to all who went to the war 
and would look favorably upon unfit 
men who did their bit, because they 
encouraged others to go and help in 
a great mqny, ways by doing work 
that released a strong man for harder 
service elsewhere.

Hon. Sir P. T. McGrath with 
regard to the appointment of a Legis­
lative Commission he did not agree 
with Hon. Mr. Morine, that such an 
appointment was merely the evasion 
of Government responsibility. In the 
case of the loggers Bill in the Lower 
House it was referred to a Legislative 
Committee and it was not proposed 
that the Government was shirking or 
evading responsibility.
• Hon. Mr. Morine said this was a 
different matter altogether. The one 
was dealing with public moneys while 
the loggers’ bill was dealing with 
money of a private concern.

Referring to section 2 of the Act 
Mr. Morine stated it referred to bon­
uses which were granted two or three 
years ago for one year only, but were 
continued to be paid ever since and 
would be up to June 30, 1925 and 
probably thereafter. These bonuses 
which were after the Canadian system 
were being paid illegally and the 
amendment was to legalize the pay­
ments.

Hon. Sir. Patrick McGrath said 
the same thing occured in Canada 
which resulted in a conflict be­
tween the two branches of the Legis­
lature. The pensions were increased 
50 per cent, and paid from year to 
year. Last year at Ottawa the Legis­
lature decided to make the bonus per­
manent, but th.e Senate objected and 
thought two years more sufficient 
when the bonuses should be dropped. 
There was no reason why we should 
not adopt the Canadian system and 
if the Canadians reduced bonuses we 
would probably do the same, but we 
should not do eo until careful inves­
tigation was made on all sides.

The Committee reported the hill 
without amendment and with the con­
sent of the Honse it was read a third 
time and passed.

The House then adjourned until 
Tuesday next at 4 p.m.

The Minister tabled the following 
reply:—

The newly constituted Board has 
not yet met to consider this and 
other matters.

Mr. Hlbbs asked the Minister of 
Public Works If the Labour Bureau Is 
at present functioning, and If so, to 
name the officials In charge, and to 
state the nature and extent of the 
present duties.

The Minister tabled the following 
reply:—

We have no Labor Bureau in the 
strict sense, but the services of cer­
tain officials who have been connect­
ed with that work are being tempor­
arily retained by the Government 
pending a decision as to the Govern­
ment policy in this connection. Capt 
G. G. Byrne is the official In charge.

The Minister of Marine & Fisheries 
asked permission to reply to certain 
queries by Mr. Grimes re the dis­
missal of one George Roberts as a 
Lightkeeper at Manuels Island, Lab­
rador. He said they discovered among 
other things that Mr. Roberts was a 
very expensive nlan. In addition to 
having free passage to Labrador Mr. 
Roberts was paid for 1921-22 the sum 
of $120.00 as passage money for his 
assistant. Who his assistant was he 
did not know and could not find out 
In fact there was no assistant, but 
Mr. Roberts got paid personally on 
April 18, 1923 the above amount for 
passages to Labrador two years pre­
viously. Then on December 12, 1923 
he was paid «35.55 for passage money, 
and in 1922 he was paid the passage 
money of his wife to and from Lab­
rador, and the same thing happened 
in 1923, or «71.00 each year for his 
wife, which added to the other 
amounts make a tidy little sum. He 
hoped to save these amounts at least 
hy the dismissal of Mr. Roberts. 
x The House then went Into Com­
mittee on resolutions relating to cer­
tain expenditures under the Loan Act 
192$. i - *

The Auditor General In his report 
asked for authority to sign a cheque 
for one million dollars to liquidate 
an amount outstanding at the Bank 
of Montreal in connection with the 
Pit Prop account. The resolutions 
passed the Committee and a bill was 
introduced.

The House went into Committee oh 
resolutions in regard to a tax on 
goods imported in Newfoundland. 
This change has been recommended 
by the Assessor. '

Mr. Hickman thought It an oppor­
tune time to discuss certain discrim­
inations in the tariff on goods manu­
factured in Newfoundland. He said 
some industries were underprotected. 
He advocated a readjustment of the 
tariff to equalize matters. He in­
stanced the protection on cigarettes. 
He had asked the Finance Minister to 
table figures showing the excise duties 
paid on the article last year. He found 
there had been manufactured last 
year nineteen million cigarettes. It 
was an industry very much overpro­
tected. It took 2% lbs. tobacco to 
make 1000 cigarettes, and in the 
manufacture of the nineteen million 
47,500 lhs. were need. The duty on 
imported cigarettes figured oat at 
«14.60 per thousand while the duty 
on the locally manufactured article 
figured ont at «8.12 per thousand, 
leaving a protection of «6.48 per thou­
sand. In approximate figures the 
cigarette industry was protected last 
year by the country to the tune of 
4115,000.00. He thought no Industry 
should be protected to this extent and 
he trusted the Government would see 
that better equalization of the tariff 
was undertaken. The resolutions 
were put through without further 
discussion and a bill was read a first 
time.

The House went into Committee on 
a bill relating to salaries of civil 
servants which repeals the old act, 
and civil servants will be paid the 
amount voted them In the estimates 
from July 1, 1944. The Bill was put 
through all its stages by unanimous 
consent and seat to tj>e Legislative 
Council for concurrence.

The House then went Into Com­
mittee on Supply.

MONTREAL TRAMWAYS.
(Financial Times, July 18.)

Among Canadian public utility 
traction securities those of the Mon­
treal Tramways Company rank high. 
This is due not only to the extreme­
ly satisfactory financial and operat­
ing position of the company, but also 
to the fact that it is pèrmitted to earn 
a fixed rate of return upon its issued 
capital stock.

The Montreal Tramways Company 
owns and controls the street railway- 
system of Montreal and suburbs] 
serving a population In excess of 
900,001) without jitney or other com­
petition. The city is directly interest­
ed In the prosperity of the company, 
inasmuch as the terms of the fran­
chise contract provide that the com­
pany's right to receive its return on 
its capital value has priority over the 
city’s right to receive $500,000 in an­
nual rentals and a percentage of sur­
plus earnings. Besides meeting the 
annual interest charges of outstand­
ing debentures and mortgage bonds, 
dividends on the common stock are 
being paid at the rate of 10 per cent, 
per annum.

The company is assured of suffi­
cient revenue to meet interest and di­
vidends by the contract between the 
city and the company, which-provides 
for the adjustment of the tariffs of 
fares to produce such revenue. This 
contract, which runs until 1956. has 
been ratified by legislative act of the 
Province of Quebec. Under the terms 
of the contract, the Montreal Tram­
ways Commission, created for this 
purpose by the legislative act, is ob­
liged to adjust fares to provide the 
company with sufficient revenue to 
pay all operating and maintenance 
and renewal fund payment and an 
annual return of at least 6 per cent, 
on:

1. The capital vaine of the com­
pany’s property as fixed through the 
Franchise Contract.

2. Such additional capital expen­
diture as may be made from time to 
time.

Possessing such virtual guarantees 
of earning power, based upon operat­
ing revenue, the company is able to 
provide in advance tor extensions and 
Improvements, these being subject to 
approval of the Committee acting both 
for the city and the company.

years past, and particularly me past 
twelve months, has made it the out­
standing public utility security on 
the Canadian market Figures work­
ed out in this issue shew a market 
advance of 48% points during twelve 
months and an increase in the value 
of the $64,000,000 of stock exceeding 
$31,000,000. The dividend haa been 
increased, but at the present market 
price the yield is a little more than 
4 per cent, or less than that of the 
highest grade bonds in Canada. In 
spite of this difference shrewd in­
vestors continue to lay aside the 
company's stock in the firm convic­
tion that $172. or.$178 a share will 
prove to be a low figure within the 
next two years. A rise to $200 a 
share is predicted in well informed 
quarters. The company occupies a 
particularly strong strategic position 
as a public utility concern, as year 
by year it has reduced its rates for 
lighting, coincident with dividend in­
creases.
