Manager System
for B. C. Cities

VICTORIA, B.C.,, Nov. 17.—British
Columbia cities may soon ‘give “the
city manager system a tryout..

So far the plan has not been adopt-
ed in any municipality of the pro?
vince and the nearest approach to the
system was in South Vancouver when
the. Provincial Government appointed,
a commissioner to take charge of.the
municipality’s affairs when they be-
came seriously dislocated following
the collapse of the realty mdrket dur-
ing the (war years. As soon as the
municipality’s ¢onditions returned to
normality, however, it went back to
the reeve and council system, which
prevails in all towns too small to
have mayors and aldermen.

It is possible the Provincial Gov-
ernment.will bring down legislatioil'
at the present session’ to authorize
municipalities to vote on the city man<
ager plan and adopt it without fur--
ther formality in the event of a fav-
orable vote. The system has been
considered in several cities and muni-

Ladies and Gentlemen,—

I am offering myself as a candidate for. election as City
Councillor, and I ask your votes to that end. I appreciate the
necessity, in approaching an intelligent electorate, of stating
clearly the policies for which I ask support. I cannot guarantee
that they will be carried out if I am elected—that will depend
on the measure of support I obtain from the other Councillors.
But I can and do promise that I shall spare no effort to have
them carried out.

My ‘staff at home and abroad gladly
placed itself at the disposal of Brit-
ish traders.

Yet I
sometimes gasp with astonishment
when representatives of, firms come
to the Department and expect us to
wet-nurse them and to do something
for them abroad which they, if they
had tHe adequate gumption, ought to
do, and could do, successfully for
themselves.

It is sometimes found that in the
same district two factories work un-
der the Same conditions, and offer the
same goods produced at the same
cost, yet one-factory will get orders
up to its full output and the other will
be short of work. Why? Because
one firm knows how to sell its goods
and the other doesn’t. : :

ART OF SALESMANSHIP.

Salesmanship is a great art. It is
an art of personality. It requires
long training, knowledge of men and
goods, judgment and tact, besides en-
ergy and ‘initiative. Haven’t people
been talking and thinking too much
about producing the goods and too lits
tle about the art of selling them.

In trades in which goods are small
enough to be carried -as samples our
export houses will eventually be com-
pelled by foreign competition to send
their commercial travellers into the
shops and ‘- warehouses. of the dj'-
tributors .all over the world, just as
we send our travellers among the
shopkeepers and warehouses in the
home trade in Britain.

We still have the advantage of a
reputation for high quality. For that
reason should not . clever .personal

These are some of the outstanding
needs of the city and the present
couneil through its Mayor has re-
plied publicly te such demands that
the Council cannot “make bricks with-
out straw” and no attempt has been
made to produce the “straw” which
could be fodnd in large bundlies among
tax defaulters and in other directiens.
Many of the abeve mueh needed im-
provements could be earried out
without apy additional costs to the
tax payers, others epuld only be
financed by a Bgnd lIgsue of probab-
1y $500,000 at an annual cost of $25,-
000 which no deubt coyld all be rais-
ed locally as there ic over $20,000,000
in the savings banks at 3%.

The permanent develepment of all
modern eities is usually financed on
capital aceount and if we wait for
permapent improvements to be paid
for out of currept revenue these im-
provements will mever bhe made and
St. John’s will always remaig 80 years
behind the times,” A part of the inter-
est charge can be obtained by 2
striet attention to the -eelleetion = of
taxes and arrears.. Hconomies can
be made in street repairs where per-
manent paving is dene. Enough men-
ey is spent yearly - repaiying Duek-
weorth and New Gower Streets to pay
the interest on the eost of permanent
pavement. Inerease in taxation of say
10% would »éprepent only §2.00' to
§6.00 for each househelder per year
this could easily be affonied (mhny
spend this amount per week on
‘amusements and liguor) as we now
pay only sbeut half what we would
have te pay if we lived in Canada
the United States.

This is a matter in' which the Gov-

There are many adventures, stir-
ring deeds and other things that thrill
in Mr. William Beebe’s book, Jungle
Days (Putnams, 10s. 6d. net), but his
chapter on “Falling Leaves,” though
told of the jungle, is-so true qf our
own woods, forests and countryside
just now that we cannot refrain from
giving some of the paragraphs from
this prose poem of Nature at this time
of the year.
