McCrae two boars of the same breed, and
these we think were the only entries
from this county.

POULTRY.

The exhibition of poultry was rather
indifferent, and we are not locally con-
cerned in it. There were twoor three
entries from this neighborhood,but 80 far
as we counld see there wasno prize award-
od.

-sort of whipper-in, Then he held the
position of Secretary, under Sir Rob-
ert Peel from 1844 to 1846. That
would show, that he is somebody.
Moreover his advapcement did not
stop here, In 1852, when Aberdeen
formed his administration, Sir John
Young was called to fill the respon
sible position of Chief Secretary for
Ireland. In 1855 he was appointed
Lord High Commissioner of the Ion-
ian Islands—a position which he held
till 1859, when he was transferred to
-his present post of Governor-General
for New South Wales.
If we have not got one of the foremost
statesmen of the empire, we have at
least, a public man of very great ex-
perience-—experience of a varied char-
acter, who has held an office in the
Home Government, at least as high
as the recent appointed Governor-Gen-
eral of India. It is no common testi-
monial to his abilities and character
that both Sir Robert Peel and ILord
Aberdeen deemed him worthy to be
their associate, and that his advance-
ment as a servant of the Crown, from
1841 to the present hour—27 years—
has been steady, and with the excep-
tion of the term of Lord John Rus-
sel’s incumbency, from 1846 to 1852—
has been uninterrupted. Three of
the positions he has filled in succes-
sione—as Secretary for Ireland, Lord
High Commissioner of the Ionian Is-
lands, and Governor-General of New
Bouth Wales—are posts demanding
more than ordinary judgment, fore-
cast and skill on the part of the oc-
ocupant, and the best proof of Sir
John's ability to discharge the duties
incident to each office, lies in the fact
that the result of his administration,
in each case,has won for him new and
higher rewards.
