Inhumanity in Rockwood.—A corre­
spondent sends us the following particu­
lars which» if true, makes tho blood 
curdle in our veins. Tho perpetrators 
deserve the most severe reprehension : 
A respectable and well dressed young 
woman about 18 years of age got off the 
train from the west at Rockwood on Mon­
day, called at one or two of the taverns 
and was refused accommodation, also at 
a private house where she begged to Le 
accommodated, as the pains of labour 
were on “her, but was also refused, and 
on walking down the sidewalk lay down 
and gave birth to a child, a good many,
I believe, looking on. Mrs. Stull, like.;a 
good Samaritan, took her in, where she 
now is. These arc tho particulars as I 
h'lffie-jTTst learnt them, and I think the 
fcmiductVf the tavern-keepers is deserv­
ing of tliflfef-most severe censure, more 
especiallya^hey have of late repeatedly 
refused accommodation to parties. This 
last act puts tho climax to their inhu­
manity.

Look out for Your Gas Metres 1—The 
Hamilton Times says We are informed 
that a most extraordinary occuirencc, as 
regards gas metres, took place in' this 
city on Monday, but by a happy interpo­
sition, of Providence, as it were, a dwel­
ling was saved from destruction, and pro­
bably human lifenlso. About five o'clock 
a gas metro in the hall of the house of 
Mr. Isaac McMichael, residing at No. 54 
Napier street, exploded in the mos't un­
accountable manner. Mr. and Mrs. Mc- 
Micbncl were asleep in the back part of : 
the dwelling, and there was no one else j 
in the house except a daughter, who pro- j 
vidcutially Lad stepped into"a room near j 
the hall (where the gas metre was placed j 
in a stout box) and where she heard what 
alarmed lier as a muffled, or deadened ex­
plosion. , On opening the hall room door 
she sttw that portion of it near t*ho metre 
all ablaze. At once giving the alarm, 
Mr. McMichael attempted to turn off the 
gas by means of the trap below the 
metre, but as the pressure was then "on, 
the gas rushed through thel j inch feeder 
with such force that nothing could be 
done until the flames were partially 
smothered under clothes. The gas being 
turned out, it was then discovered that 
an upper corner of the metre had been 
blown off, and the gas Ignited—no, oho 
knows how—then rushed up the wall and 
rapidly set fire to the paper. The dis ■ 
covery was most opportune, for had not 
the explosion been heard, or nad It oc­
curred at night, the consequences at the 
least, could have been little less than 
most serious. There was no fire or even 
stove in the ball, and as the weather was 
sharp and cold, and no one near the 
metre at of shortly before the time of 
the explosion—in fact no one was in the 
hall yesterday-—tho cause of the ignition 
of the gas is beyond solution. The 
metre is destroyed. Gan any of our 
readers assign a reason? The occurrence 
is so rare, h not altogether unheard of 
here, that we have no idea how it could 
have happened.

Failure of the Detroit Tunnel.—It ! 
appenis from a report by tbo Detroit j 
Board çf Trade that l be attempt to tun- j 
ncl under the Detroit river is a failure. 
A committee of the Board waited on the 
President of tlie Michigan Central Rail­
way and appertained that the small trial 
tunnel, preparatory to the main tunnel 
is not half completed and that almost 
insuperable difficulties in tho slmpo of 
quicksands, spongy earth etc, render the 
completion of the main tunnel a matter 
of great doubt, and that in any event at 
least live years will be consumed in its 
budding. In view of these facts the 
L •'rd urge the budding of a bridge over 
tL river, and ha ••o’ resolved to petition 
Cong; ars to pat « a bill authorizing the 
construe «on of such a bridge.

The King and People in
Trouble.

Thurlow Weed in the Flesh.

Madrid, Feb. 10.—Bands of Carlisle 

have made their appearance in the Pro­
vince of Toledo. The Senate has, by a 
vote of 59 against 6, passed a motion of 
confidence in the Minin ,-y on the ques­
tion of their course towa. Is the artillery,

th regard to the recent demonstrations 
of insubordination in that branch of the 
army. The Government has created an 
ordinance department. The bill for the 
abolition of slavery in Porto Rico will be 
taken up in the Certes to-day for discus­
sion. The snow-storm which prevailed 
here yesterday also extended throughout 
the Northern Provinces, where the fall 
was very heavy.

London, Feb. 10.—The following des­
patch has been received here. It is 
marked urgent, and was not delayed by 
the Censor at Madrid. It is, therefore, 
believed to have some foundation :— 
Madrid, Feb. 10.—King Amadeus mani­
fests a disposition to abdicate the Crown, 
in which case he will resign his power 
into the hands of the Cortes. The city 
fî quiet.

The King’s disposition to quit the 
throne' is attributed to the difference be­
tween Hie Majesty and the Ministry 
which arose in November last, when the 
General of the Artillery, Don Hidalgo, 
was promoted to the Captain-Generalship 
of th Aiasquo Provinces. The majority 
of tho afficers ,in the artillery arm of the 
service resigned their commissions at the 
time, protesting against the promotion as 
irregular?uujui3tiiiable, and refusing to 
serve under Hidalgo because he partici­
pated in the massacre at Saugil Barracks 
in 1866. Don Hidalgo, meeting with so 
much opposition, finally resigned, and 
the officers withdrew their resignations, 
but tho Ministry recently appointed him 
to a new and important command in 
Catalonia ; the artillery officers renewed 
their protest, and again sent in their 
resignations. The Ministry disregarded 
them, and appealing to the Cortes, ob­
tained nearly an unanimous vote of con­
fidence. The King from the beginning 
disapproved of the promotion of Don 
Hidalgo, and feels affronted because his 
Cabinet compels him, through the vote 
of the-CmtcK, to acquiesce in the last ap­
pointment. It is given out that Zorilla 
will retire to private life if the King per­
sists in his resolve to abdicate. A num­
ber of the Cortes, belonging to the most 
advanced section of the Republican party 
held a meeting yesterday to consider 
whàt action should be taken in the cri­
sis. About thirtv persons were present. 
They resolved to maintain a pacific yèt 
energetic attitude, and if the King’s de­
termination be irrevocable, encourage 

•orderly manifestations in favor of the 
establishment oi the Republic.

Tho snow interferes with the opera­
tions against the Carlists. General Mor- 
ionesj Commander-in-Chief of the Army 
in the North, is making a forced march 
in the hope of overtaking General Olio, 
who, at the head of 2,000 insurgents, has 
again entered the Province oi Navarre. 
Tho Carlist bands under the command of 
Santa Cruz, Macazaga, and Iturbide 
have effected a juncture in the Province 
of Guipuzcoa.

New York, Feb. 10.—The rumor of tho 
death of Thurlow Weed is without founda-

Kunsas City, Ks., Feb. 11.—An old 
wall of the Ferguson House in this city 
foil yesterday alternon, crushing a frame 
ho.ise alongside in which lived a family 
named Donahue. Mrs. Donahue and hèr 
daughter, together with a young lady 
named Keely, were instantly killed. An­
other daughter had an arm broken in 
two places, one leg broken and her breast 
crushed in, but is still living,

Utica, N. Y., Fob. 10.—Richard W. 
Hughes committed suicide at New Hart­
ford last flight by cutting his throat 
while in a fit of temporary insanity. 
Andrew Gethman committed suicide by 
hanging in Columbia, this morning. 
Additional particulars of the Scrub Grass 
Railway give an enlarged list of wounded 
but only one more seriously injured.

Goderich, Feb. 11,1873.—A fire broke 

but this morning, about half-past one, in 
rear of D. McKenzie's jewelry store, 
which spread to the adjoining 
buildings, and Waddell’s Exchange 
office, Mrs. McMullan’s restaurant, 
Knight, hair-dresser, Mrs. Warnock’s 
fancy store, John Atchison & Co., dry 
goods. The heaviest loser by the fire is 
Mrs. Geo. Davis, store aulttlwelling, very 
little being saved. Loss about 915,000 
on buildings, besides tremendous loss of 
•roods, which would amount to another 
915,000. As usual there was no water, 
<fcc. The fire department is in a wretched 
condition. Although the attention of 
tho Town Council has been frequently 
calledfto the matter, upj to the present, 
negligence to adopt any measures to 
remedy the evil is apparent. It was only 
by great exertions that the adjoining 
block, containing four store* and a 
restaurant, was saved. The cause of 
the tire is believed to have been incen­
diarism.

HoTBL-KEBpraa in St. Catharines must 
be a tip-lop business when a man in less 
than three years can make over ten 
thousand dollars without any capital at 
the start. This has been done, and 
speaks well of the business of the place. 
—Times.

Eight Vessels Bobbed.—On Sunday 
last eight vessels were broken into at 
Port Colborne, but the amount stolen 
cannot yet be ascertained until the 
several masters return to their ships.

Now, the masters finding prices 
declining, insist upon taking off ton per 
cent, already conceded, and going back 
to the old scale.

Arrest of the Murderer.
. He Hang» itlmself In Ills 

Cell.J

Special to Evening Mercury.
Owen Sound, Feb. 11,1873.

Last evening two constable arrived 
here, having in charge the man Beggs 
from the Township of Osprey, on a 
charge of murdering his wife in bed the 
previous Saturday.

Ho was placed in his cell in the gaol 
about five o’clock, and at eight was found 
dead,.ho having taken a sheet from the 
bed, tied one end round the grating above 
the door, then a turn round his neck, 
holding the other end in his hand.

When found he was still warm, and_ 
grasping the end of the sheet firmly, his 
head not being much more than two or 
three feet from the ground.

The prisoners in the adjoining cells 
did not hoar any noise.

An inquest is being held to-day.

Train off the Track.
Wonderful Escape.

(by one of the passengers.)
As the 6:50 train , leaving Guelph bn 

Monday morning g-'-t about six miles 
south of the town, and within about two 
miles of Hespoler, a sudden jumping of 
the cars 5f the train gave the passengers 
warning that something unusual had oc­
curred. The traie, consisting of three 
freight cars, a postal and baggage car, 
and two passenger cars, continued on 
their way, not rejoicingly, but rocking too 
and fro in a frightful way. The engine 
whistled on brakes, but as some of these 
were broken by the jolting of the cars, 
the train could not be brought to a stand­
still till about 400 yards had bean tra­
velled, with the mail and baggage car, 
and the front wheels of one of the pas­
senger cars, off the track. On ascertain­
ing the qause, it was found that one of 
the rails had broken by the severe frost, 
and a piece of it, about four feet,-broken 
into small fragments. Fortunately tho 
distance tho train ran aiui leaving the 
rails was on tho level, or the damage to 
the rolling stock and injury, to passen­
gers would have been great. Fortunately 
none of the passengers were hurt, except 
one, who received a bruised face through 
jumping off the cars into the snow. The 
mail van is badly broken, and the fish 
plates, Ac., of the rails are broken off for 
a long distance. It is a wonder more 
damage was not done, as the twfi cars 
that left the rails jumped over a cattle- 
guard; and, had the train gone a dozen 
yards further, it would have had to 
jump another guard, and at that point 
there was a deep embankment, - the pro­
bability being that the whole train would 
have been thrown over!. Mr. Conductor 
Cnrey, who hpd charge of the train,made 
all necessary arrangements, and had the 
passengers stowed away on the engine 
and in one of the freight cars, till Hes- 
pelor was reached, when a nice grain car

Canadian Pacific Railway Company, 
five columns in length, appears in the 
Globe of this ('Tuesday) morning. 
Knowing that our readers feel a deep 
interest in this collossal undertaking, 
we'give a summary of its leading 
features.

The Canadian Pacific will extend 
from some j^oint on or near Lake 
Nipissing and on the south shore

Dby Stbam.—Sir William Fairbairn.at 
a recent meeting of the Manchester 
Steam Users’ Association, asserted that 
the time is not far distant when manu- 
factn. v/s will tarn • -at tilth’ goods at n 
re.’u:aon of u;;o:h«if, oy^ixrbubly more, 
<d tho present cost. “ Dry Steam” is 
the new fairy that is to work this further 
wonder. The vapor, Sir William says, 
is now not rightly managed, and the 
greatest part of its power is undeveloped. 
It muet be isolated from water, have a 
much greater expansion given to it, and 
bo used at double, or even at treble, the 
present rate of pressure. Ha asserts 
that this is safely possible. All that has 
to be done is to provide “ something 
strong enough to hold it.” He added 
that he already has stood a hydraulic 
testing of 400 lbs. to the square inch, 
and which he believes would not yield at 
double that amount. As the power of 
resistance is increased, the bulk,he states 
may be lessened. Thirty years ago the 
pressure at 'which engines were worked 
was from seven to ten pounds. The rate 
has now been raised from fifty to seventy 
pounds, half the fuel being saved. A 
little of tho edge of the wonder is taken 
off the prognostication by this record. 
What is proposed to be done is not much 
more astonishing than what has been
