Fibe at Orangeville.—The barns, 
sheds, and eut-buildmgs of Mr. Alex. 
Mitchell, who lives about a mile from 
Orangeville, were destroyed by fire on 
Wednesday evening between seven and 
nine o’clock. The entire crop, including 
900 bushel» of fall wheat, was consumed. 
The loss is about 16,060, which is sever­
ed by insurance to the amount of 11,600. 
The fire is believed to be the work, of an 
incendiary.

A Collision occurred on the Cobourg & 
Peterbore’ line on Thursday, between a 
0. & P. B. mixed and a G. T. R. freight.
No one hurt, but some rolling stock was 
smashed.

Goldie, McCulloch & Co.'s works, at 
Galt, hearing thgt Messrs. D. Cameron 
John Ballantine were about to leave to 
enter as partners in the “ Galt Foundry 
presented them with a testimonial each 
and addresses last Friday evening.

Married fob the Fifth Time.—A man 
named Barnabas L. Woolnough, residing 
in Niagara Township, was married for the 
fifth time on the evening of Saturday 
last, the Gth iast. He had been married 
twice in England and this makes the 
third time in Canada. His experience in 
this line ought certainly to be worth 
something, and all young men inclined 
this way would do well to consult and ad­
vise with this Nestor. His age is 67, and 
his fifth bride is a Mrs. Gilchriese of 
Stamford Township, aged 45.

About 2 o’clock on Tuesday morning 
the Town Hall in the vlik ge of Burford 
was found to be in flam ,nd in a short 
time it was burned to Cv- round. The 
building was owned By Mi W. H. Wood­
man, and occupied by the Nightingale 
Division of the Sons of Temperance, as 
the Division Court, and as a temporary 
place for divine service by the Presby­
terians. All the furniture, banners, 
books, regalia, <6c., was destroyed. In­
sured for $450, loss $1,000. The cause 
of the fire is unknown.

Curious Accident.—Last Saturday the 
workmen at the G. T. R. locomotive 
sheds, Galt, were trying to open, by 
means of blasting, a well in the shed, 
drilled through rook, with a six-inch 
bore; and a “shot” was sent downjnearly 
to the bottom of the hole. The work­
men thought the weight of water on top- 
of the charge would be sufficient to pre 
vent, but when the “ shot ” was flreà 
the water above the charge was lifted in. 
a solid body and driven slap through the 
roof, breaking in its way one of the raf­
ters and the boarding of the roof for 
■boat five or six feel.

The Crops in Europe and thb United 
States.—The harvests in Europe are 
generally deficient. From a most trust­
worthy authority, the Mark Lane Express, 
we hate ‘more unfavorable reports as to 
wheat in England,’ which in many locali­
ties is not expected to equal even the 
very poor yield of last year» and there are 
strong hints *as to 'danger of sprouting in 
the shock from the present occasional 
showers.' In France storms have done 
much damage, and » deficiency of at 
least ten to twelve per cent, may be re­
lied upon. There are accounts of increas­
ed prices at many local stations, and in 
Paris flour has considerably advanced. 
Old wheat has totally disappeared from 
the market, and new is supplying its place 
at higher prices. Rye—An extensive 
bread crop—in France, Belgium, Holland 
and Germany is reckoned as very defi­
cient and rates are rising. In Hungary 
the condition of the crop has been greatly 
overrated, and. from the prevalence of 
cholera an interference with the work of 
harvesting is threatened. In Germany 
only an ordinary yield is hoped for. The 
Express sums up the situation abroad by 
saying that ‘with a deficient crop, ex­
hausted stocks, and but generally moder­
ate prospects in Europe, lew prices seem 
almost impossible next season.’

Waterloo Races.—The races under 
the auspices of the members of the 
Waterloo Riding and Driving Association 
opened at Waterloo village on Tuesday. 
The entries for the various purses were 
numerous, and a large number of visitors 
veere in attendance. The races on the 
first day commenced with the County 
Purse, when Puss Harris*won the first 
heat in 1.48f, Lottie B. second and third 
heats in 1.62 and 1.63, giving her the 
race ; Dominion-bred Purse, Montreal 
won the first and second heats in 1.49 
and 1.481, making him the winner ; 
three minutes’ trot, Varcoe two heats, 
George Brown one heat, and General 
Wolfe two heats. The race was post­
poned to Wednesday on account of dark­
ness. On being resumed next morning 
the horses came to the score in good or­
der at half-past ten, and after four or 
five false starts got away well together. 
The heat was an easy one for Wolfe, in 
2.46$ ; Brown and Varcoe acting badly, 
Brown cast a shoe soon after starting in 
the boat. The 2.32 trot was won by 
Varooé in three straight heats, in 2.481, 
2.43$, and 2.411 ; Captain Tom second, 
Teomnsoh Boy third. This was one of 
the finest trots ever witnessed, Varcoe 
being lapped out in eaph heat. In the 
2.40 trot Lady Daflerin won tfie first 
heat, Varcoe the second,third and fourth; 
time, 2.44$, 2.44$, 2.46$, and 2.47$. 
This race waa splendidly contested 
throughout,and gave the best satisfaction. 
In the two mile heats, two in three, open 
to all, Jack Vandall, War Girl and 
Longueill started. The race was won in 
the first heat by Longueil in 3.43, dis­
tancing Vandall and War Girl. The at­
tendance was very large.

A disastrous fire occurred at Neuetadt 
on Thursday afternoon, which entirely 
destroyed toe fine brewery of Henry 
Heuther, well known as the most com­
plete establishment of the kind in this

•engine, which caught on the dry shingles 
of the roof, and spread so rapidly that in 
a short time the entire building wae in 
flames. It was insured in the Waterloo 
Mutual, but the policy is supposed to be 
run out about a month, thereby throwing 
the entire loss on the owner.

The London Advertiser aptly remarks 
that the style of evidence being taken be­
fore the Job» A. Commiwion reminds ns 
of the Irishman’s defence.

Jail and Prisoners Burned. 
The Big‘Walloon.

The Dean and the Alliance.
London, Sept. 12.—The Carlist forces 

have captured Fort Vacoarlos.
Rev. Dr. Lyman, of the United States, 

haa arrived at Constance, to attend the 
Old Catholic Congress.

Hartford, Conn., Sept. 11.—Plainville 
Park Races cloeed to-day. The purse 
of $1,600, five heats, was won by “ Com­
modore,” of Newbury, N.Y. ; time 2:33$. 
In free to all, race for $2,000 purse, four 
heats, “ Judge Fullerton " won ; time 
2:26.

St. Louis,£ept. 12.—A despatch from 
Pleasant Hall, Mo., says the jail at that 
place wae burned early on Tuesday morn­
ing, and all itsoccupants.four in number, 
perished in the flames. It is supposed 
that the building was fired by one of the 
prisoners in order to effect his escape, 
but the flames spread so rapidly that he 
was suffocated.

New York, Sept. 12.—The rent in the 
big balloon has been repaired, and if the 
weather is favorable it will go up to-day. 
The work of inflation was begun at three 
o’clock this morning. The Weather 
Bureau at Washington will notify the 
balloonists of the state of the weather.

Rev. R. P. Smith, Dean of Canterbury, 
is bearer of a letter from the Archbishop 
of Canterbury to the American Evangeli- 
oal Alliance, expressing writer’s hope that 
the General Conference may promote 
unity in all forms of Christian belief. 
The Dean ssys that there is a general 
feeling among members of the Church of 
England that the dividing line which 
separates the Established Church from 
other Christian denominations should be 
less*marked.

Centre Wellington Exhibition.
FIRST DAY.

The Centre Wellington Agricultural 
Society held their Fifth Annual Show for 
tie exhibition of live stock, grain, roots, 
<$»., in Elora on Thursday. The first 
day's show was devoted to grain, roots, 
fruit, dairy produce and, ladies’ fancy 
work. The display was not so large as 
was anticipated owing to the Central Ex­
hibition being so near at hand. The 
Drill Shed was fitted up for the reception 
of ai tides embraced in the first day's Ex­
hibition. In the Ladies’ department the 
show fully as good as last year. We no­
ticed some very fine quilts, but few exhi­
bited. The show of worsted work both 
plain and raised was veiy good; the orna­
mental needle work showed both skill 
and patience. The fancy knitting looked 
very well ; so did the crotchet and 
braiding. A fine specimen of wax fruit 
hair wreath was shown. The socks, 
stockings and mitts were well knitted. 
In cloths, flannels, <&o., there was little 
competition. The Elora Carpet Manu­
facturing Company showed somç fine 
patterns of carpeting; also some pieces 
manufactured by the Wallace patent pro­
cess which make a very heavy and strong 
carpet, superior in every respect to the 
carpet manufactured in the old style. In 
fruit the show was very good both as re­
gards size and quantity. But few plums 
and pears were shown. There was les^ 
grain than last year, but the quality was 
superior—in fact, all kinds of grain shown 
was of a superior quality. In roots the 
display was very good. The potatoes 
shown were prineipaliy of the favourite 
varieties known as the peerless, early 
rose, climax, and Garnet Chili. Although 
early in the season the turnips were good. 
In one case the weight of eigty tprnipe 
Has 63 lbs ; there was another lot of 
eight, weighing 52 lbs. Mangold wurtzel, 
carrots and beets were good, but few in 
number. In dairy produce the show did 
not come up to last year. The butter and 
cheese were gf good quality. There werè 
several fine loaves of "the staff of life,'* 
also several sides of fine ‘leather.

Very few visited the show during the • 
afternoon, not many being in from the 
townships. A large number of villagers 
visited the drill shed in the evening.

in regard to which Sir Hugh’s pub­
lished letters conflict with the test?* 
mony of witnesses favourable to the 
Government.

The Commission.
Ottawa, Sep. 11.

SIXTH DAY.
The Commission met at noon. The 

first witness called was Sheriff Leblanc, 
who deposited to a conversation he had 
with Sir George Cartier on two occasions, 
in which he said that as long as he was 
in the Ministry the Americans would 
never get the contract for building the 
Pacific Railroad, and that there were 
enough Canadian Companies to do the 
work. He (SiA George) repeated this on 
a subsequent occasion, the 24th of June, 
in Montreal, and added that he would 
resign bis place in the Cabinet before he 
would consent to the Americans getting 
the contract. He expressed the hope 
that the* two rival Companies would 
amalgamate and build the line ; this was 
said in presence of several persons ; ho 
also said he would not run his election 
on railway schemes, as he thought he 
thought he had done enough for his 
country and for his constituents to en­
title him to re election ; witness was Sir 
George’s most intimate friend iu Montre­
al, apart from politics ; the last conver­
sation", as related, took place the day pre­
vious to Cartier’s nomination, which was 
about the 20th of August.

Dr. Beaubien, of Montmagny, Director 
of the Canada Pacific, next deposed : I 
know of no arrangements between Sir 
Hugh Allan, McMul'en or the Govern­
ment ; I had no relation with them that 
would enable me to know ; I know noth­
ing whatever of the matter contained in 
Mr. Huntington’s charge ; no money, that 
I am aware of, was received in the 
neighbourhood to promote elections ; Mr 
Langevin asked me to take a Director­
ship of the C. P. R. R., as Commissioner 
of Crown Lands for Quebec last year.

Rev. Daniel McMullen was next sworn. 
—He stated that bwing to his age and 
infirmities his hearing was impaired, 
also his memory ; I am a Methodist cler­
gyman, resident at Picton ; G. W. Mc­
Mullen is my son ; I have some know­
ledge of transactions between my son and 
Sir Hugh, but only what I saw in the 
papers ; my son never told his business 
to me except I asked him ; once he told 
me that those Americans for whom he 
was acting would be reimbursed, but in 
what manner he did not say; never saw 
the original of the correspondence pub­
lished by my son.

Mr. Daniel Y. McMullen, a banker in 
Chicago, and brother of the celebrated 
George W., was questioned as to Sir 
Hugh Allan’s letters. He gave some par­
ticulars as to the contract between the 
Americans and Sir Hugh Allan. The 
American names were Mr.. W B. Ogden, 
G. D. Cass, T. Scott, Governor Smith, of 
Vermont; G. W. Fargo,11 Winslow and 
Company, and the President of Adams’

» Express Company of the United State*. 
Witness had no idea who gave the let­
ters to the Montreal Herald for publica­
tion. He had heard from a third brother 
that hie brother George got 820,000 for 
putting the correspondence in Mr. Starnes’ 
hands, and this sum was devoted to the 
payment of expenses incurred by George 
W. McMullen, Mr. Smith and Mr. Herbert. 
George told witness that if the package 
was not returned to Sir Hugh Allan when 
the session of Parliament was over, and 
any of the negotiations came ont, that he 
would forfeit the package, and with it 

817,500. Witness denied emphatically tl at 
George was to receive 825,000 for 
publishing the letters ; he had told wit­
ness that nobody ever. gave him a cent 
for publishing them. The latter part of 
t ie witness’ evidence was elicited under a 
searching examination by S>r John A. 
Macdonald.

The Commission then adjourned.

It cannot, under the law, sub- 
pœna witnesses outside Ontario, and as 
all the principal actors in the drama live 
in Montreal, of course the business ofthe 
commission is at an end so far as sub­
stantial results are attainable. No mat­
ter how fairly the commission may oe 
disposed to act, they are entirely at the 
mercy of any witness who chooses to ab­
sent himself.”

Kean moved, seconded by Mr. Elliott, 
for leave to introduce a by-law to raise by 
assessment certain sums of money, and 
to levy for the same as follows, viz., one 
and four tenths of a mill for County ; 
three and one-tenth for the Credit Valley 
Railway ; one and one-tenth for town­
ship, and#even-tenths for school pur­
poses ; total, six mills and three-tenths. 
Said By-law passed the several readings, 
and the corporation seal was attached 
thereto. Mr. Easttrbrookmoved,seconded 
by Mr. Elliott, That a By-law be intro­
duced at the next meeting of this Council 
for the appointment of a Tavern Inspect­
or, conformable with the amended Act 
respecting tavern and shop licenses.— 
Carried. Council adjourned to the first 
Monday in December.

Kean moved, seconded by Mr. Elliott, 
for leave to introduce a by-law to raise by 
assessment certain sums of money,\md 
to levy for the same as follows, viz., One 
and four tenths {of a mill for County^; 
three and one-tenth for the Credit Valley 
Railway ; one and one-tenth for town­
ship, and seven-tenths for school pur­
poses ; total, six mills and three-tenths. 
Said By-law passed the several readings, 
and the corporation seal was attached 
thereto. Mr. Easttrbrookmoved,seconded 
by Mr. Elliott, That a By-law be intro­
duced at the next meeting of this Council 
for the appointment of a Tavern Inspect­
or, conformable with the amended Act 
respecting tavern and shop licenses.— 
Carried. Council adjourned to the first 
Monday in December.
