The Virginias Trouble. 
Recovery of the Pope. 

Depression in the Iron Trade. 
Decoration Day.

The Currency Problem.
London, May 29.—The correspondence 

of the British Foreign Office arising out 
of the ctqture of tho Virginius, and the 
subsequent executions at Santiago do 
Cuba, is officially published. It contains 
a despatch of so late a date as May 7th, 
1874, sent by the Earl of Derby to Mr. 
Layard, the British Minipter at Madrid, 
in which the former says :—” In view of 
the grave difficulties of the Government 
of Spain, Her Majesty’s Government has 
hitherto been unwilling to press for an 
answer to its demand for an acknowledg­
ment of the wrong done, and for com­
pensation to the relatives of the victims 
who were subjects of Great Britain. Wo 
mow trust that there will be no further 
delay on the part of the Spanish Govern­
ment.”

Rome, May 29.—Tho Voce di Verita 
confirms the report of the Pope’s re­
covery.

Caidinal Vanni-Celi is dead.
It is thought the Pope will sanction 

the participation of Catholics in the next 
general election.

New York, May 29. — Philadelphia 
specials state that the meeting of iron 
masters there yesterday was a very 
gloomy one, and it is believed that half 
of the furnaces nqw in blast will be 
extinguished by the 1st of Sept. One 
man stated he was paying men only one 
dollar per day who formerly earned five 
dollars per day, and, even at this low 
rate for labor, could not make iron at a 
profit. Letters from large numbers of 
furnace owners through the country show 
the same depression.

* New York, May SO.-r-Flags are out, 
stores are closed, and all indications 
point to a close holiday, so far as busi­
ness is concerned. Lincoln’s monument • 
in Union Square was most gorgeously 
decorated early this morning, so also was 
WortlVs monument on Madison Square.

A Washington despatch to the Tribune 
says :—The capital is full of speculation 
as to the fate of the Currency Bills that 
have gone to the Conference Committee.
A majority of the Committee is in favour 
of a larger expansion in currency, and 
there is no doubt a most liberal bill to 
cflect this would bo reported were it not 
known that it would have to run the 
gauntlet of the President’s veto. As it 
is there are several points upon which it 
may be safely predicted that the com­
mittee will agree. Free banking will, of 
course, be the basis of any compromise 
measure that may be reported. Two 
opinions prevail as to the result of this 
conference. Tho first is that the oom> I 
mitten will-bo unable to agree at all, and \ 
the other is that they may agree, but 
that the President will veto anything

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THIS ORIGINAL DOCUMENT IS IN VERY POOR CONDITION
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I ('imndn and the United States.
The Scottish American of this week 

I directs attention to the very intelli- 
I gent and friendly tone which has 

characterized the discussion by the 
American press of the prdposed Re- 

| cipiocity Treaty, and points out the 
great change of feeling which has 
taken place in the States regarding 
the future relations between the 
Dominion and the Republic. This 
change of feeling has been observ­
able for some time, though we do 
not recollect that it has before been 
taken notice of. We well remember 
how, until very recently, the Amen 
can press— especially the N. Y. 
Herald and a few others of the same 
•stripe—scarcely ever mentioned Ca­
nada but with expressions of con­
tempt, and looked upon it as a mere 
appanage of the Republic, to be 
gobbled upon the first fitting oppor­
tunity. Such were the dreams of 
the old fire-eaters, who were. firm 
believers in the American legend, 
faithfully handed down from father 
to son, that the whole continent 
from the Gulf of Mexico to the North 
Pole, belonged by right to the States, 
and that the Stars and Stripes come 
day would float over all this wide 
domain. A portion of their press 
fostered this ambitious idea, and it 
was so often reiterated in Fourth of 
July orations, and in spread-eagle 
stump speeches, that men began to 
look upon this dream of absorption 
and unification as a certainty, and 
which only required, time for reali- 
/.ation. It is but rare, indeed, that 
wo hear such boasting now. The 
terrible experiences which the Re­
public underwent during the war 
has taught her people wisdom, and 
purified her sentiment. Beside», 
the nation is grown older, is losing 
many of its youthful fancies, and 
her statesmen are becoming more 
impressed every day with the diffi­
culty of governing aright the terri­
tory she now possesses, which in its 
colossal proportions presents so many 
diverse elements that it is no easy 
task to keep them from clashing and 

ïitetttlangering the unitypf the State.
The Scottish American adduces ano 

ther cause for this change of sen­
timent, and we cannot do better 
than give these in its own words :—

It is also dawning upon the mass of 
newspaper readers in the United 
States that there is across the border 
a community of four millions of 
people, with an area for an 
indefinite expansion of three and 
a half millions of square miles, 
and with a productive energy 
Ahich in portions of Upper Canada 
has achieved material triumphs as 
Wiking as any which have been 
^witnessed m the most progressive 
. oecfcions of the Union. When bank 
discounts show an increase in one 
year of $12,50* *,000, equal to twelve 
per cent, on thogross amount : when 
foreigh trade has reached an annual 
value of $ 210,01)0,000 ; when, with 
trade on a specie basis, the country 
is proceeding to the energetic de­
velopment of public works, for which 
money can be borrowed at a lower 
rate than by any community in the 
Union, the progress of Canada ie as 
unmistakable as tho favourable con- 
dilions which it presents for that 
progress. Reciprocity will bo of ad­
vantage to both countries, but the 
mutual good understanding which it 
will serve to maintain may prove of 
greater importance still.

Rio of Small-pox. —The authorities
of tbeir village announce thattheirviilage 
iB now entirely free from small-pox. The 
disease was first contracted by the late 
Mr. R. Hill from, a whip maker, who came 
from Elora, an s who was just recovering 
from its effect®. This man imparted the 
infection to several other perse ns with 
whom he came in contact, but owing to 
the strict sanitary measures adopted, the 
disease was confined to those parties and 
places to which he had access. In all 
there have been fourteen cases, two of 
which wero fatal, but not necessarily 
from small pox, as both persons were in 
a delicate state of health for some time 
previous. Drayton has suffered mater­
ially by tho visitation, yet the has 
nothing to reproach herself with for lack 
of precaution to prevent the spread of 
the disease, and now rejoices in the 
total removal of the infection.

At the annual meeting of this Com- 

pany, held on Tuesday, the Directors' 
report was submitted and adopted. After 
referring to the completion of the line, 
<6e., it goes on to say 

No further action has been taken in 
the matter of the proposed Durham Ex­
tension from Clifford to Durham, and the 
Owen Sound Extension from Paisley to 
Owen Sound. Your Directors have been 
powerless to act, in consequence of the 
G. W. B. Oc, not having yet agreed to 
equip and operate the lines, if construct­
ed, but they yet hope to give the people 
of their seçtions the Railway facilities 
they so much desired.

'Your Directors regret that thesouthern 
extension still remains unopened, it being 
held by the contractors for an unpaid 
balance due them. The bonds that the 
Company have been allowed to issue have 
been all exhausted, and the municipalities 
which contributed bonuses have paid 
them all in full, and the proceeds have 
been applied to the payment of the debts 
of the Company. To meet the balance 
due the contractors, we rely upon the 
Government aid already mentioned and 
the proceeds of the issue of bonds on 
sidings, as provided for in the amend­
ment to thé ohartei of the 15tb February, 
1871, which authorizes the issue of bonds 
to the extent of 812,000 per mile on the 
length of the sidings, providing the con­
sent of the G. W. R. is obtained. Your 
Directors, therefore, applied to that Com­
pany for such consent, which has not yet 
been given. Your Directors took advan­
tage of the presence in this country of the 
Committee of Investigation of the G. W. 
R. t ) bring the matter under their notice, 
and at a meeting which took place be­
tween them it was suggested that an 
effort be made to induce the subscriber to 
the $300,000 of stock, on which 830,000 
had been paid in cash, to transfer their 
interest in the same to thé G. W. R. Co. 
on condition that they would give consent 
to the issue of Bonds on sidings as above 
mentioned, and thus enable the line to be 
opened by the loth June.

Your Directors are willing to make 
sacrifices, and use every effort to ojien 
the line ; therefore, upon the recommen­
dations of yojxr Board, holders of Stock 
amounting to §232,900, on which 823,290 
has been paid, have agreed to transfer 
their interest on the conditions above 
stated.

Your Directors are in daily expecta­
tion of receiving from the English Board 
of the G. W. R. a favorable reply to that 
proposition, which will enable the Com­
pany to hand over the Line to thejG. W. R. 
tè- be equipped arid operated under the 
agreement between the Companies.

From the Engineer’s report we ham 
that the lino is in excellent order. With 
regal d to the work at the terminus at 
Southampton he says

“ The important works on the harbour 
at Southampton, then under construc­
tion by the Government of the Dominion, 
are now drawing towards completion,and 
it is expected that early in July next the 
shore pier will be ready for the large 
class of steamers engaged on the Lake 
Superior route to receive and discharge 
their cargoes. The rails are laidcn your 
line to connect with this pier, so that 
direct communication between the rail" 
way and the steamers can be effected at 
once, thus affording perfect accommoda­
tion for the originally projected and im­
portant through traffic by way of the 
Wellington, Grey & Bruco Railway to 
Lake Superior, with its enormously rich 
mineral region, the Red River country, 
and the far western ^portions of the Do- 
minion."
