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\THE AMERICAN NAVY.

The annual report of the United States
Secretary of the Navy shows that the
American Government are detérmined;
before long, to have a respectable fleet.
On March 4th, 1889, nine new vessels
were in various stages of progress, two of
them' being practically out of the con-
tractors’ hands. Three of these were
small ships, but the rest were of respect-
able size, the largest being the Chicago,
which was 4,600 tons burthen. Four
more large war vessels will be completed-
this winter. When the present Govern-
ment came into power, the construction
of five others was more or less ‘advanced.
The “largest of these, the Maine, was
launched the other day. ‘She measures
6,648 tons, and is the largest of the eigh-
teen ships that have been mentioned.
The desigris of seven more war vessels
were then' nearly completed, but their
actual construction had not been under-
taken. ‘The largest of these is the New
York, which is an armored cruiser, and is
to widdsttbk 8,100 tons. All these vessels
are well advanced in construction. -/

The President is by act of Congress
authotized to hold a naval review in New
York-harbor in April, 1893, At that re-
view ‘it is expected that the United
States fleet will consist of: Four first
rate -armored vessels, five second rate,
one harbor defence ram. - Of unarmored
'vessels there will be one first rate cruiser,
‘No. 12; ten second rate cruisers, nine
thied : rate cruisers and gunboats, the
dynamite gun vessel Veruvius, which is
classed fourth rate, and five other ships
fof the same class. We see that the three
coast line battle ships are not expected
to be completed at that date. The fleet
will, however, be quite a formidable one.

The estimate for the support of the
navy for the year ending June 30, 1892,
is $14,860,169. The estimates for con-
‘struction for that year amount to $18,-
471,229, which is nearly double the
amount of the previous year’s estimate.

Cross-examined by Mr. Yates—Could not
be certain whether it'was Mr. Walls or his
clerk, Mr. Elliott, who handed him the
documents. Others than solicitors could
and did file-affidavits in the Supreme Court.

Davie, Eberts & Taylor
and Drake, Jackson & Helmcken had taken
out licenses, the latter firm under protest.

Mr. Yates urged (1) that the evidence

roduced did not clearly prove that Mr.
E\)’Vn.lls_ucted in the capacity of solicitor on
the day in question, and (2) that the con-
ferring of the power upon the municipality
to ‘impose a license upon barristers and
solicitors was ultra vires of the legislature.

Upon request of Mr. Williams, the case
was adjourned until Tuesday, to further in-
vestigate the legal points of the case and to
procure additional evidence.

BETTING MEN SHOULD READ.

A Little Explanation of the Law Which May
Strike Some as a Trifle Peculiar.

A decision of considerable interest to
*“sporting men ”—so-called—was that given
by Mr. Justice Walkem, in Chambers, yes-
terday, in the case of Seeley v. Brown,
which applied also in the cases of Fullerton
v. Brown, and McDonnell v. Brown. The
facts may be briefly outlined thus: The de-
fendant is the prog,rietor of the Adelphi sa-
loon, corner of Yates and Government
streets, and had placed in his hands a con-
siderable amount of McLean money seeking
investment in connection with the West.
minster man’s recent race with H. Mackay,
in this city. Seeley *‘covered” or * took
up” $60 of this money, Fullerton $40, and
McDonnell $235, Mr. Brown, of course, act-
ing as stake-holder. Inmmediately afterthe
race, -which was given to McLean,
the three rushed to the Adelphi, and
demanded that the amount of  their bet
be paid back-to them, claiming that the
race was “‘fixed.” This request Mr. Brown
refused to comply with, unless by an order
of the Supreme Court. The matter then
passed into court, and the stukeholder was
compelled to pay over the money, and sty
of the action in addition. It was set grth
that betting is not a bona fide transaction ;
it is nominally illegal, although no penalty
is attached. If a bet be made and the money
posted, and if either party demand_the . re-
turn of his money while it is still in the
hands of the stakeholder, his request must
be obeyed. If the money has been paid to
the winner of the bet it cannot be followed.
The merits of the three cases did not call
for investigation.

LoxpoN, Dec. 6. — Immediately after
Parnell had taken the/chair, and the jour-
nal of yesterday’s session had been read Mr.
Redmond, chairman of the special commit-
tee, appointed to.wait on Mr. Gladstone
yesterd;y', stated that the committee had
discharged the duty which had been en-
trusted to them. As part of his report, Red-
mond sent to the secretary to be read a let-
ter which had late last night beén received
by the committee from Gladstone. The
reading of the letter was quietly listened to
until the portion was reached in which
Gladstone offers to treat with the new
leader of the Irish Nationalist party on the

same terms of equality and mutual con-
fidence he had once accorded to Mr. Parnell.
When this point was reached by the secre-
tary the supporters of Sexton and Healy
cheered and  cheered again.' Their noisy
demonstrations were promptly met by the
ironical cries and satirical jeering of the
Parnell faction. :

At the conclusion of the reading of the
Gladstone letter a stormy debate ensned in
the midst of a scene ot such excitement as
has never heen equalled even in the proceed-
ings of this harassed meeting of angry
Irishmen. Barry, Sexton and Healy in
quick succession took the floor and with
grim determination and powerful language
demanded that a division be ai once had
upon the main question, that of the retire-
ment ot Parnell from the leadership of the
Irish parliamentary party.

Finally, in the midst of solemn silence,
Mr. Sexton arose and speaking with calm
deliberation in a tone indicative of sup-
pressed emotion, delivered to Parncll the
ultimatum of the majority of the Irish re-|
presentatives in Pari]iament. The ultima.’
tum was to the effect that in the event of
an affirmativé decision of Parnell_as to his
resignation of the chairmanship “being de-
layed after 6 this p.m., the majority would
withdraw from the present - conference and
proceed to convene a separate, ‘meeting of
the majority. ¢ This meeting” said Sexton,
slowly and deliberately facing his colleagues,
¢“ will depose Charles Stewart Parnell from
his place as leader of the national party of
Ireland.”

With the conclusion of the remarks of
Parnell’s irreconcilable foe, and amidst a
turmoil of excitement and confusion, at 2:45
the meeting took a recess.

AFTER RECESS,

On the reassembling of the conference, at
the conclusion of the half hour recess, a
letter from Archbishop Walsh was read,
which in the strongest terms demanded the

eremptory removal of Parnell from the

rish leadership. A profound impression
‘was' created upon’ the conference by the
reading of this document, which plainly in-
<dicated its adoption by the archbishop’s col-
leagues of the Irish Catholic hierarchy of a
policy aggressively hostile to Parnell’s con-
tinuing in power.

John O'Connor‘then moved the assage
of a resolution, which declared Gladstone’s
letter in reply to the overture of the special
committee of the conference to be unsatis-
factory, and asserting that Ireland.requires
positive and unequivocal assurances from
the Liberal leader, on behalf of his party,
regarding the vital questions of Irish .con-
trol of the oonstabulary and the land prob-
lems. .

The motion was seconded by Kenny in a
brief but energetic speech.  Abraham then
took the floor and moved, as an amendment
to O’Connor’s motion, a resolution that Par-
nell should at once yacate the’ chairman-
ship of the Irish Nationalist party. Parnell
stolidly refused to put the question on
Abraham’s resolution ; thereupon Justin
McCarthy and 44 other members of the
conference rose from their seats and slowly
filed out of the room.

The majority of the Irish Nationalist
members of the Houee of Commons, in ses-
sion {n the room recently occupied by the
Irish conference, unanimously choose Justin

THE NATIONALISTS PREPARING A MANIFESTO,

Parnell’s adherents have adopted a reso-
lution regretting Mr. Gladstone’s refasal to
state his views, and have ratified the re-
election “of Parnell 4s chairman.  The ma-
jority of the Nationaligts are preparing a
manifesto to the Irish people.

The scenes in the committee room of the
House of Commons to-day where the Na-
tionalists - were assembled together, as it
proved for the last time, will form one of
the most stirring chapters of Irish history.
There were no spectators of .the stormy ses-
sion of this minyte Irish parliament, and its
disruption, but the stories told by the mem-
bers after the break-up agree in describing
the dings as most exciting. The
s:mblance of good feeling, which had with
difficulty been maintained between the con-
tending  factions on pevious meetirgs,
was 1o longer kept.

Both factions are
confident and determined, and the warfare
for supremacy will be bitter and relentless.

THANK GOD ! HOME RULE IS SAVED !

Loxpon, Dec. 6.—The majority of the
Nationalists, under the chairmanship of
Justin McCarthy, met after the breaking
up of the full meeting and wnanimously
adopted the following resolutions: °*¢Re-
solved, that we, the members of the Irish
patliamentary party, solemnly renew our
adhes on to the principles, in the devotion
to which we have never wavered, that the
Irish party is always and must remain inde-
pendent of all other parties. Resolved,
that we further declare that'we will never
entertain any proposal for a settlement of
the question of homa rule, except such as
satisfies the aspirations of the party and of
the Irish people.” = When this result. w:
communieated to Gladst: he exclaimed :
““Thank God, home rule is saved ! ”

MR. GLADSTONE'S REPLY.

LoxpoN, Dec. 6.—Mr. Gladstone’s letter
acknowledging the receipt of the two reso-
lutions adopted by yesterdsy’s Nationalist
meeting says: ‘‘ By the first resolution the
subject of our correspondence is entirely de-
tached from any connection with the con-
versation at Hawarden. In the second, I
am requested to receive a deputation which,
besides stating the party’s views, is to re.
quest my own aud my colleagues’ intentions
regarding details of the settlement of the
land question and control of the Irish con-
stabuliry.” Gladstone proceeds to explain
that his letter to Morley was on the ques-
tion of the legdership, which is a separate
matter, havinéno proper connection with
Home Rule. e re-afirms his desire to
uphold the independence of the Irish
party, no less than that of the Liberal
party, and he approves the sentiment here-
tofore expressed, that no party or leader
could secire home rule without the fullest
support ot the Irish nation. In conclusion
Gladstone says: ‘I shall at all suitable
times prize the privilege of free communica-
tion with the Irish National party. Finally,
let me remind you of miy declaration that,
apart from personal confidence, there is bu"
one guarantee that can be of real value to
Ireland. It is that recently pointed out by
Sir Wm. Harcourt in his letter of Dec. 2nd,
when he cilled attention to the fact that no
party could accomplish home rule without
the cordial concurrence of the Irish nation.
Lonpox, Dec. 6,—At the opening meet-
ing of the Irish Parliamentary party, to-
day, Parnell stated that the members had
assembled for the purpose of receiving the
report of the delegates, who had been ap-
pointed by the party to confer with Glad-
stone.

Among the visitors is-.)uke Carl
Theodore of Bavaria, who is & successful
oculist, and came with the Duchess and a
physician to get some lymph for the medi-
cal establishment in which he is interested.
A private letter, received this afternoon,
from an English practioner now in Berlin,
who journeyed there with two tubercular
patients, for the purpose of submitting them
to Prof. Koch’s treatment, gives everything
but a glowing aceount of uffairs in the Ger-
man capital. He asserts that it is abso-
lutely impossible to get any of the now fa-
mous lymph, and that no attempt is made to
inform foreign physicians of this fact, It
appears the airangements ‘are that
when a foreign medical man makes applica-
tion for' lymph He is told that his name will

entered in a'ledger and that his request
will be attended to in its turn. The writer
of the letter learned on enquiry that he
would have to wait three months hefore any
lymph could be supplied to him. What
lymph there is, however, is all distributed
among the German practitioners, ; with
whom Berlin is positively swarming at the
present moment. Every effort is made to
meet their requirements, while the aliens
find themselves in the unenviable Pposition
of having to wait an indefinite time.
Apparently it is useless for phthisical per-
sons from England or the United States to
visit Berlin unless they are prepared to'put
themselves under the care of some German
physician. ’

THE PRUSSIAN UPPER HOUSE.

An ominots protest goes up from the
Prussian Herr'Enhaus, or house of lords, to
the effect that the law-making of that
body is being rele ;ated to insignificant posi-
tions.

Mayor Grant said he had sat in the
House for eight years and was likely to
do so for four years more.

A STORMY CONFERENCE.

LonpoN, Dec. 4.—The Nationalists met
at moon to further consider the question
of Parnell’s leadership. All the Irish
members in London were in attendance.
Parnell occupied the chair, After the
meeting had been called to order one of
the members read ‘the manifesto issued
yesterday by the Catholic hierarchy, in
Ireland, d ing that in consequence of
the revelations of the O’Shea divorce
case, which convigted Parnell of one of
the gravest offences known to religion
and society, the Catholics of Ireland can-
not accept as their leader a ‘man wholly
dishonored, and that the continuance of
his leadership would imperil the cause of
Irgland. The reading of the manifesto
was greeted with cheering by Parnell’s
opponents. ‘

Clancy offered his amendment, which
provided, in view of the difference be-
tween Gladstone and Parnell, that the
party whips be instructed to obtain from
‘Gladstone, Moriey and Harcourt, before
any further consideration of the main
question, information on the departure
from the bill of 1886, made by Gladstone
in his suggestions affecting control of the
Irish constabulary and settlement of the
land question. 'A prolonged debate took
place on the amendment. 1

Sexton denied that he had ever pro-
posed that Paroell should retire from
public life, and said he only meant he
should retire from the chairmanship of
the party.

Parnell proceeded to deal at length
with the Clancy propusal. He had de-
cided tha: he could nit bind himself to
retire until he could see Gladstone’s
reply. His position had been granted
him, not merely as the leader of the
party, but as the leader of a nation.
This bad been derived from circumstances
in which, speaking with the greatest re-
spect, his hearers had no share. After
speaking of his services in assimilating
and soothing the prejudiées of discordant
elements of the Irish throughout the
world, Parnell said :

“You know and I know that there is
no man living, if I am gone, who could
succeed in reconciling the feelings of the
Irish people to the  Hawarden propdsals.
If you wish to withdraw from 1ne this
responsibility, T think it only reasonable
that you should give judgment on those
matters for the benefit of your constitu-
ents. Therefore I admit this condition :
That the party accept no home rule bill
unless it gives immediate control of the
police and power to deal with the land.
Mr. Gladstone is capable of working to
secure a majority at the elections which
will rend tim' d dent of both the
‘Irish and Conservative parties. If you
throw me to him, get my value by secut-

im%l a pledge of a uﬁatynctory home rule
bill.” .

. bill of 1886, ‘‘ and Gladstone knows,” he
continued, ‘‘that in striking me down he
strikes  the only man that could make
that e ptable to Ireland.

NEw York, Dec. 4.—Reports have been
current for several days that Minister Lin-
coln intended to Yesign his postat the Court
of St.James,and that Willtam Waldorf Astor
was to be tendered the appointment. = Some
of Mr. Astor’s society friends were quoted
as authority for the story. They seemed to
be' quite positive the matter was settled.
The story created a great deal of talk in
Wall street, where another version of it
was to the effect that “Wm. Walter Phelps,
the present United States minister to Ger-
many, was to be transferred to London.
Minister Lincoln, who is now on leave of
absence in this country, is in Chicago,
where he said to-day to 'a correspondent
who called his attention to the ramors cur-
rent. in- this city : I am %;)ing back to
London at the end of this month to resume
my duties as minister there. I do not in-
tend to resign, and consequently there can
be 'nothing in the report of my successor.
The reports tbat I-will resign have na
foundation whatever.”

Dixon, the colored boxer
of Boston, who won the title champion of
England by defeating Nunc - Wallace in
London,  to-day signed articles to fight
twenty-five rounds with four-ounce gloves
before the Puritan Athletic Club of Long
Island City, Feb. 5, for a purse of $4,000,
of which the loser will receive only §200.
Tom O’Rourke for Dixon, and Joe Earle
for McCarthy, made a bet of $2,000 on the
outside. The contest will practically settle
the question of superiority in glove fighting.

These reports of the vast increase of
seals come from George R. Tingle, for
four years under Cleveland’s administra-
tion, and ' now manager of the Nurth
American Commercial Company.” There
is no'doubt that these reports had great
weightin renewing the lease on such lib-
eral terms as $60,000, for which Windom
was scored by the New York Sun, and all
persons interested in the fisheries.

It was on
one small sheet of paper, and merely
stated that a eareful search »nd survey
had failed to reveal the millions uf seals ac-
counted for in Tingle’s reports. In fact,
there were no seals. They had been
driven out of the rookeries and killed,and
would be extinct in a short time. - While
at this point he had been told by’the
company’s agent and others interested
that there were plenty of seals, that they
were temporarily on the Russian island,
andethat they would return to the fishing
grounds later. Goff waited, but no seals
came. He was timid in handing in his
report, for fear of being mistaken, but
on his recommendation catch for last
season was reduced to that figure.

If open fishing is permit‘ed next sea-
son not more than 6,000 or 7,000 seals
can be found, no matter how diligent the
fishers, . and that ends the industry for
ever. Every means is now being used
by Blaine to bring about arrangements
with England to prevent poaching, and
the suggestion is mafle that it send com-
petent surveyors to Alaska to satisfy
themselves of Elliot’s and Goff’s reports.
At any rate Americans will not be per-
mitteg to invade the seal fisheries, and if
the seals are to be extermina‘ed the
United States will let England do the
shameful work.

Oxrorp, Dec. 4.—Queen’s~c3115ge was
lately the scene of a serious outbreak
among the undergraduates. A pariy of
fifteen or sixteen young men set down in

The vic-
time were forced to drink a quantity of
whiskey and gorge themselves with bis-
cuits. Many were compelled by fear of
further blows to eet and drink far beyond
their comfortable capacity. '

The  party then broke up, but five of
the participants went to the room of a
fellow student, who had not as yet been
disturbed, and dragging him out «f bed
and stripping his night shirt from him,
tore it into shreds, and then carried him
to the court, where they tied him to a
tree and left him until morning.

The outraged men, acting on  the
advice of some’ more substantial college
men, applied to the college authorities to
redress their injuries, and gave the names
of / the aggressors. The faculty, after
hearing the case, decided that the charge
of blasphemy was not proven, but forcing
their way into the room was pronounced
to be a brutal outrage, and punishments
were dealt out accordingly. The punish-
ment was the sending of two men down
for good. Two more were rusticated,
and the others were gated one or two
terms. The majority in the college,
however, declare against the informers,
and still more against those who com-
pelled them to lay the information before

We
reported to the mate that two men were
overboard, but his only answer was ‘We
cannot help it now; make the top sails fast
and then we will ‘muster and see- who is
missing.” We did so, and Geo. Prosser
and a German from Bremen, whose name I
can’t recall, were missing. We never made
a tack nor any other effort to.recover them.”
Captain Scott denies the eharge that he
wantonly abandoned the men. He says
that owing to the fury of the storm no boat
could be launched or anything be done to
save chc;m.

MURDER AT PORT ANGELES.

Mrs. C. A. Moss Brutally Butchered—The As-
sagsin Not Yet Captured.

/letter office. ~ These letters are opened
and sent back to the writers if it is
possible to get their name and address.
But ina very large number of cases this
is impossible. How are the Post Office
-officals to tind'the writer of & letter who
signs himself *““Jack” or *Jennie ” or
““ mother ” or *“ your affectionate sister.”
This carelessness may lead to serious and
painful ¢ nsequences. The writer of a
letter should be careful in dating it and
signing it, so that, if for any cause it can-
not be delivered, the Post-Office author-
ities may know where to send it. About
five and.a half per cent of these dead
letters contained valuable enclosures
“ either of money, negotiable paper, post-
age stamps or miscellsneous papers,
or srticles.” The cash amounted to
$40,000, and the negutiable paper to $1,-
400,000. - Near 11,000 letters contained
lottery tickets, and about 200,000 pictures
and papers of a character unfit for  cir-
eulation. These last were, of course, de-
stroyed. The Postmaster-General says
that if writers of letters would observe a
few simple requirements, not nearly s
many letters would be sert to the Dead
Letger Office, and the force in the office
might be reduced ore-third. The queer-
est things are sent through the mails :

If
plenty of water cannot be assured to the
person desirous’ of living in, what is yet
to all intents and purposes; the country,
he will choose rather to build his house
inside the city’s limits  than subject his
family to the inconveniences which ‘an
uncertain supply of, 1t may be ndifferent,
water is sure to cause. When he knows
that, added to this inconvenience, he will
have neither sdewalk mnor light, nor
police protection, nor drainage, nor postal
accommodation, the charms of a suburb-
an residence will, in his estimation, lose
their attractiveness. All' these draw-
backs, too, will have their effect on the
speculators in real estate, They will see
that their prospect of selling property
outside the city’s limi's for residential
or other purposes, will be greatly dimins
ished, and they, consequently, will not
be inclined to give high prices for lots
that would, if they were inside the city’s
bounds, be very desirable.

For the reasons we have given if
the property owners consent to the
projected extension of the 'Qity’s
bounds their land  will immediately
increase in value, and will keep on in-
creasing as long as the city is prosperous.
Every one will see that property to which
all the accommodation which the Cor-
poration provides for the residents of
the city can be extended as soon as it is
needed is much more valuable than even
less desirable sites outside the jurisdic-
tion of the city government. Aund this
difference will be even greater as the city
progresscs. It must be remembered that
Victoria within its bounds exteds over a
very large area, and that it will be a long
time bef re persuns desirous of. living in
it will be compelled to g0 outside its
limits to find a site for a pleasant and
commodious residence. It would there-
fore be wise in those owning property in
its vicinity to offer every advantage pos-
sible to persons who prefer to live in
comparative retiremeng. It seems to us

limits affords them sn opportunity of in-
creasing the value of their property,
which they should gladly  embrace.

In more degenerate days the luxurious
Romans loaded their ingers with rings,
some of the moro exquisite dandies even
going so far as to havedifferent rings for
winterand shmmer wear. ‘The Lacedes-
monians, a8 became their rugged sim-
plicity. wore rings of iron.

Cmsar mentions gold and irou rings as
nsed in Gaul and Rritain for money—a
thing customary among ancient peoples,
and practiced even in Sweden and Nor-
way down to.the twelfth century. as it,
ismow amongst spme of the tribes of
Africa. -

JIn days when writing was a rare ac-
complishment. a seal or signet-ring was
a necessity to kings -and nobles: and
such rings were never partéd with, even
temporarily. save to persond in whom
implicit confidence was placed. These
rings would pass from father to son for
generations. and wero, in fact, the sign-

ver. and sometimes even of lead cast. im
a mold, to be sold cheap to the lower
orders.

Silver rings are by no- means uncom-
won at the present day, worn as charms
against cramp and rheumatism. The
use of rings in England. as cbarms
against cramp, dates from the eleventh
contury.

In Catholic times$ cramp, rings were
blossed' by the' King on Good Friday:
Coming in state into his chapel. he
found a crucifix laid upon a cushion
and a carpet spread on the ground be-
fore it. He crept along the carpet to
‘the cushion. as a sign of his humility,
and there hlessed. the rings (which were
in a silver basin). kneelingall the time,
with his almoner kneeling by his side.
After this was done., the Queen and all
her ladies came in and crept up to the
cross.

Murder at Sea.
