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THE ECONOMIC MINERALS OF CANADA.

The Dominion of Canada, stretching from
the Astlantic to the Pacific, has its southern

‘boundary fixed on or about the 49th paral-

lel of latitude. Northwards we may go
to the pole, if we choose, and are able to
get through, but the present boundary
ratherperemptorily marks out our south.
ern_limits, In view of the important fact
that we may'press northwards but not south-
wards the question how fir north wecan go
and profit by the operation is one of much
practical intecest. It is only within these
few years past that we have become thor-
oughly aware of the existence of a vast
wheat-growing region this side of the
Rocky Mountains, stretching very far away
to the northward. The researches of geolo-
gists have shown that in some sections of
the Dominion lying pretty far north, there
are to be found large and valuable deposits
of -economic minerals. We have every
reason to believe that the mineral resources
of Northern Ontario arc not yet half ex-
plored or discovered ; but we are not with-
out men who are devoting themselves with a
good deal of energy to this very work.
Among those who deserve mention in this
connection is Mr. D. G. Charles, C. E., of
Yorkwille, who has had considerable
experience in geological surveying and
exploring, and who at the recent ex-
hibition here showed a  valuable
collection of phosphate of lime and its manu-
factures. The same collection has since
been exhibited in several citics in the United
States, and after having gained for the
owner medals and diplomas there, bas been
presented Ly him to the museum of the
Toronto university, Mr. Charles has also
got together a large collection of iron ores,
from undeveloped deposits in Ontario ;
several locations among which have already
been sold to American firms, A valuable
phosphate deposit in Oso, county ot Fron-
tenac, was recently purchased by a Mon-
treal firm, and is now being worked, and is
turning out splendidly for the owners. It
would be for the. country’s benefit were more
of our valuable mineral deposits worked by
ourselves, instead ot leaving it for foreign
enterprise and foreign capital to do the

The second plank in the platform—The treaty-
making power—Sound by itself, but with a most -
dangerous suggestion attached.

The second resolution in the declaration
of third party policy is very briefly put, in
eight words only. It is, the right te nego-
tiate our own commercial treatics. This is
a strong plank to stand. upon, and the
leaders of the N. L. U. have shown them-
relves wise in adopting it, and in placing
it second only to the protectiomist plank,
which is the very strongest of all. The
right asserted 1s one' that Canada ~will |
demand and re-demand until it be conceded.
It will surely come to us, and perhaps a
good deal sooner than most people expect,
It is really part and parcel of national
policy, which without it remains incom:
plete. But Mayor MeMurrich has not been
well advised in holding up to our yiew,
along with this very sound and strong
plank in the platform, the wedge of a most
dangerous and utterly antagonistic pro-
posal, which if realized would inevitably
rend asunder plank, platform, national
policy and all. Speakiog of this resolution
he said :

““We more than the motherland know
what we require ; we know best what mar-
kets of the world we can, with advantage
to ourselves, com ete in and with ; and
without in the s! ightest weakening the tie
that binds us to the empire, and without in-
creasing the cost of the governmental ma-
chinery, we could be granted this right
with benefit to ourselves and without harm
to any one. In fact the scheme to which I
have ulluded—the commercial union of the
colonwies of England—cculd be carried out in
its entirety, 1ts elasticity would enable this
matter to be fully dealt with in the interests
of all concerned. The tariff we uow have is
in fact a treaty, except in so far as it is not
a compact. It we ureable to foster our in-
‘lnmu '8 to such an extent that we can sup-
ply foreign markets as well as onr own—
md I hupe we shall soon be able to do so—
then 1 think it reasonable that we should
possess those powers that would enable us
to effect a barter and exchange with any
who might be willing to purchase from us.”

What.he had before said on the subject,
after referring to certain difficulties still
existing with regard to the naturalization
of foreigners in Canada, was this :

But from a commercial zollver-
ein with the mother country, ‘“good lord
deliver us.” It would be quick destruct-
ion and the unhappy despatch to many of
our most important Canadian industries,
It would not be quite as bad for Canada
as commercial union with the United
States would be, for the reason that our
American neighbors are our competitors
and commercial antagonists in more lines
of manufacture, and in lines more import-
ance to us, than are our kindred beyond
sea. But for all that it would be ruinous
enough, Where are our ‘‘practical men”
when a commercial zollverein with the
mother country is talked of? Will they
kindly give us their plain, commou-sense
opinion as to what would become of the
woollen manufacture, now rapidly rising to
great importance in Canadas, were this
scheme to be carried out ? Or what the
chance would be in such case of our ever
seeing in this country the ruddy glow of a
smelting furnace or a roiling mill? It
would be death to many important indus-
tries that we are now ocarrying on to
a considerable extent ; it would strangle
in the cradle others that are just be-
ginning; and it would prevent the
birth of many more that will surely come
to life amongst us, if only meddlesome
hands can he kept off the N. P, You, men
of the National Liberal union, if you are
really Canada first men, and patriots, with
all that the words imply—cease to trouble
us with this dangerous and 'utterly un-
patriotic suggestion of a commercial union
with the mother country. - What this domi-
nion mest wants, in order to grow up to be
a nation, is the development of her own
resources, instead of those of any other
country ; and the encouragement of produc~
tion at. home rather than of importation
from abroad. A commercial zollverein

reality free trade, and the total abandon-
ment of anything like & Canadian national
policy,Great Britain being a free tradecoun-
try out-and-out, with:her export warehouses
crammed full of foreign goods.

“4d SERMON ON THE BIBLE IN OUR
SCHOOLS.”
For the Rep Mr Milligan and his hearers on Thanks-
glving day.
(To The Editor of The World.)

Sir: The Mail publishes a lengthy re-
port of the Rev. Mr Milligan’s Thanksgiv-
ing day sermon on *‘The Bible in Schools.”
As this has been done no doubt with his
consent the reverend gentleman will hardly
object to some gentle oriticism from. one of
the public.

The Rev. Mr, Milligan choose a text,
not from the divine word, but from the
writings of the Apostle Paul, viz: (Romans
2d and 4th) “not knowing that the good-
ness of God leadeth thee to repentance,”
Deserting, ignoring or forgetting his text
he proceeded to show that men or govern:
ments, by adopting a totally different
method could achieve the same desirable
tesult: Ndat by *‘‘goodness” appealing to
the inner affections and will of man and so
leading them to truth and righteousness,
but by legal measures, applied externally,
forsing them to ‘‘repentance, ” +‘Man cannot
act corporatly,” he says, *‘ without compell-
ing some to do what they do not believe in.
He also adds an axiom—original doubtless
—that “ it is the duty of the state to train
her people to be reverent, dutiful and kind
in all the relations of life;” and then he
asks ‘*when the majority in a country are
christians have they no right to have christ-
-ian laws because of the essentially spiritual
character of their religion, both because its
sphere is in the heart of man and its wea-
pons are not carnal but spiritual ¥’  The
logical inconsistency of these several prop-
ositions is-quite startling. Neither christi-
anity nor civil law compels men to do what
they do not believe in, Both demand that
men shall refrain from doing that which
interferes with equal freedom, any interfer-
ence which constitutes a erime accord-
ing to the decalogue as much as according
to civil law. The ten commandments tell
each individually what ought, or ought not
to be done, Weare not there told to com-
pel others to obey, but freely to compel
ourselves into obedience , and the office of
civil law, enllghtened by christianity, is to
place each in such freedom that none can
prevent the other from willing obedience.
Some commands in the ‘decalogue, such
as those against theft, mvrder, adul-
tery, etc., must be enforced by ecivil
law is order to make it possible for all
to obey them. The man who lives among
thieves can hardly help but steal. He who
lives among murdere:'s must sometimes
slay in seif-defence. Hence these laws are
embodied in the code of any government
which seeks to preserve indiviiual free
dom ; but as any man may ‘‘acknowledige

on MecGill street, the most extensive and
complete of its kind in the dominion, and
the home of the ‘‘Cable,” of which we speak
fist as being the cigar which first made
the fortunes of the house and laid the
foundation of a trade which includes, in ad-
dition to it, brands now almost as univer-
sally popular and as widely known, First
a word or two concerning the building,
which furnishes the stranger reaching the
city by the western boats one of the first
proofs of the growth and extent of our na-
tive industries. The factory is situated at
the corner of McGill aud Wellington streets,
is comstructed of red brick with stove
dressings, is seven stories in height, and is
of an eminently substantial character. But
why weary the reader with a description of
a building so well known as the wide-
spread lithograph picrures which one may
see in every smoking car on every railway
i Canada have made this one? Entering
the premises the first floor one reaches
in the natural course of progress is the
Eround floos, whereupon are situated the

andsome and commodious general offices,
vrivate offices and sample rooms, all of
which are furnished with every requisite
for business use, the desks and mb?es, we
may observe, being from the firm’s own box
factory, and most creditable specimens of
the work done there. The storerooms,
which, as we have said, occupy the vear
portion of this flat, are devoted to the stor-
aze of leaf tobacco, and though the firm
necessarily have on hand large quantities
of goods there is ample accommodation.
Before ascending to the manufacturing
rooms a descent to the basement floor may
be made. This floor is scarcely rightly
named a basement, inasmuch as it 1s level
with the sidewalk, roomy, light and airy.
Herein are situated the dining rooms, with
accommodation for two hundred, and in
another part the engine running the ele-
vator and heating apparatus. On this floor.
too, are the entrances for the ‘‘ hands,”
a separate —one being provided for
each sex. And here it will not be
out of place to remark on the care takenin
this factory to keep the sexes distinct. The
men work in one ocP"t and have all their
necessary accommodation, including stair-
ways, entirely separate from that of the
women and girls, who are in another part
of the factory. This is a good sound prin-
ciple where buth sexes are employed and it
would be well if all factories followed the
Messrs, Davis example. Leaving the base-
ment we ascend by means of the elevator
to the first flat, or perhaps it will be bet-
ter to continne the ascent to the top of the
building, for there it is that the initiatory
stages in the manufacture of the cigar are
accomplished. On the top flat, then at the
height of seven stories from the ground,
is_the drying room, the tobacco, when
ready, being gathered into moveable cases
of convenient construction for conveyance
to the next floor below. Before leaving
this elevated spot the visitor will not fail to
.remark the fine view of the city to be ob-
tained from the windows. Going
now to the fourth flat we find the
apartment vulgarly, but most appropriately,
termed the ‘* sweat room.” A brief, very
brief stay in this room will satisfy the
curiosity of most people. Tobacco may
stand and be benefited by a temperature of
150 degrees, but not so the human being.
The remainder of the flat where the atmos-
phere is all that could be desired, is
devoted to storing and drying purposes.
Here may be observed between two and
three hundred cdses and bales of the leaf,
in additien to the immense quantities in
course of the ‘“sweating” process. De-
cending we reach the third flat wherein are
some fifty or sixty giris, each seated in front
of a box filled with tobaccs, which is her
work to ‘‘prepare.” And deftly do they
work, and most interesting is the progress
of the leaf as it passes through the skilful
fingers of these girls and women, some of
the latter of whom have been in Messrs.
Davis & Sons’ employ for many a year.
Turning from the contemplation of
this, part of the work, and passing
through an arched doorway into another
wing, we reach another stage in the
manufacture of the soothing weed,
and one more advanced. Here we find some
one hundred and fifty skilled men, mostly
members of the Cigarmakers union, en-
gaged in forming the fillings into shape,
and covering it with the wrapper, the oper-
ations being performed with an amount of
expedition that is truly marvelous, when
one tukes into consideration the number of
motions to be gone through, but then the
tirm's workmen are all thoroughly skilled.
Taking again the downward path but only
tor another flight of stairs, we arrive at the
flat where the medium grades are made,
this work being done by a hundred girls.
