1 The Free Library lt««r<l Will Establish • 
Branch Ont There.

These members were present at. the regular 
meeting ot the Free Library Board yesterday: 
Chairman E. P. Pearson, Judge McDougall, 
and Messrs. Boswell, Taylor, Ingham and 
Murphy.

The business of the meeting consisted of re­
ceiving and considering the reports of the 
Building, Library and Finance Committees.

The report of the Building Committee tj* 
commended that the walls and ceiling of the 
ladies’ reading room be kalsomined, the read­
ing-room and furniture cleaned, the window 
frames painted and the sashes and entrance 
doors varnished. Also that the ground of the 
side entrance on the north side ot the building 
be made up, the estimated cost of the whole 
work being $100.

The Finance Committee report recommend­
ed the payment of these accounts: Library 
Committee accounts, $887; Building Com­
mittee’s accounts, $161; also that application 
be made to the City Council for an interim 
approprintian of $3000.

The report of the Library Committee was 
considered clause by clause. A copy of a re 
solution had been received passed by the 
memtifers of the Parkdale Mechanics' Insti­
tute on April 26 last, authorising their presi­
dent and secretary to transfer to the Toronto 
Public Library all their books and personal 
property together with the right to receive 
from the Ontario Government the appro­
priation from the Mechanics’ Institute grant, 
provided that the public* library maintain a 
free reading-room with the liook delivery sys­
tem in or near St. Alban’s Ward.

The committee recommended that the pro­
posal be accepted and that the board’s solici­
tors be instructed to arrange the transfer in 
accordance with the Free Library Act.

It was also recommended that the large 
room of the Parkdale Mechanics Institute be 
rented on a monthly tenancy, that the Build­
ing Committee be instructed to 6t up the 
same in a temporary manner and that thé 
room be then opened as a branch 
of the Public Library with telephone con­
nections and a daily delivery of books. Also 
that Miss Brooks, who has been in charge of 
the Parkdale library, be engaged to take 
charge of the proceed branch at a salary of 
$25 per month. It was further recommended 
that Miss O’Dowd be paid one month’s salary.

The committee submitted a list of 424 books 
which they recommend for purchase, at an 
estimated cost of $825.

It was recommended that the central read­
ing room be closed for cleaning on Mon­
day and Tuesday, June 8-4, and that the 
library be closed for stock-taking and 
cleaning from Monday, June & till 
Friday, June 7. and that a fine of 10 cents 
be charged on all books not returned before 9 
p.m. Saturday, June L 

All the above reports were adopted.

Also she puts 
her signature in the same easy, off-hand, 
btisine». way, to amounts required for canal 
expenditures below the lakes and to many 
others for various thing* 
east.” And our reward for thie is—that 
members from Montreal and east of there 
refuse to allow any Protection to Ontario’s 
great interest—the flour interest.

On the ton of this comes our own Judas, 
The Toronto Globe—with the cheerful recom­
mendation that the millers can get out of this 
trouble if they will simply calf for the free 
importation of American wheat, and lend 
their aid towards bursting up Protection and 
National Policy altogether. It wants us all 
to believe that, as far as the millers are con­
cerned, it would be just as good for them 
to make wheat free as to put more duty on 
flour. This is only a weak pretence, and we 
feel sure does not much impose on 
the millers themselves. For what they 
want is not to be free to buy American wheat, 
lot the right to keep their American competi­
tors out of this market, just as they themselves 
ore kept out over the border. The practical 
question at issue is not one of a market to 
buy in, but of a market to tell in. In com­
mercial competition, especially with its 
tremendous exaggerations in modern times, 
the former is urged upon u* more than we 
want of it; while the death struggle 
for existence takes place over what 
everybody wants—a market to roll in. 
Get this into your heads and then perhaps 
you will begin to understand something about 
the present millers’ crisis. We are trilling to 
call itihe millers’ crisis just now, but depend 
npon it it will bo all Ontario’s crisis before 
long,

Within n short time back The World has

The'first settlers were U E. Loyalists from 
the Susqaehaniia Valley, United States, who 
came in 1794 attracted by the proclamation 
pt Governor Simcoe, and two years after a 
few settlers arrived from Ireland. Leonard 
Botier, wlie gave his name toone of the creeks, 
builta saw mill,and one Burk, of the American 
settlers, also built a saw mill and some time 
nftwa grist mill, and the little settlement was 
called Darlington’s Mills. Previous to 1798 
Belleville was the nearest point where grist 
could be ground, and this meant a journey 

^occupying two or three weeks and often at­
tended with great hardships. Some used 
coffee mills and others inode a rode mortar 

_ generally by iioHuwingout a stamp, and mashed 
^-their grain by these primitive means. The first 

mill iu the county was built at Port Hope, 
kod this served the people of Bowman ville 
tntil they had a mill of th,ir own. A post- 
ibffice was opened some time after the war of 
1812, and the mail was delivered by the car­
riers, who made the journey on mules’ back 
once a week between Kingston and York. In 1824 
Charles Bowman arrived and purchased the 
bod originally drawn by Burk. On this land 
the principal part of the town of Bowmaoville 
is now built. Among the prominent men of 

^ early time» was Senator John Simpson, then 
engaged in a flourishing commercial business.

Iu 1858 Bowmanviile hod its name estab­
lished when erected into a separate municipal­
ity os a police village. In 1855 the town hsll 
and market house were built at a cost of 
818,000, and three years alter the place 
rose to the dignity of a town—a prominent 
citizen, Jss. Mcl’eeters, being the first mayor. 
BL Windatt, the present clerk, has held the 
oBtce «inee the first incorporation. So 
substantial has been the growth that the 
population and assessed value of the town 
alone are now pretty well Up to those of the 
town and township combined iu 1855. The 
town has a Polioe Court and Magistrate, and 
Mr. Geo. Haines, the present incumbent, lias 
dispensed even-handed justice for a great 
many years. The first paper published was 
called The Messenger, and was commenced 
in 1850. It seems to have either changed 
its name or, like other candidates for publie 
favor, gone down in the wrecks of time. 
There are now 3 good live weekly papers—The 
West Durham News, established 16 years 
aco and published by Gale %os; The 
Canadian Statesman, published by M. A. 
James; and The Sun, published by W. R.
