down, kicking him about the head and 
body. The officer succeeded in partially 
overpowering one of the men, who subse­
quently gave his name as Philip Gates of 21 
Waiter-street, when his companion suddenly 
nulled a knife and stabbed Dewhurat in the 
neck, inflicting a terrible wound. Both men 
again started kicking him, and he would have 
been doubtless murdered but for the timely 
arrival of Mr. James B. Tremaine, second­
hand dealer, of 736 Yonge-street, who 
was returning to his residence at 
32 Davenport-road and had his attention 
attracted by the fracas. He went to the 
officer’s assistance, and the two succeeded in 
handcuffing Gateâ His companion, how­
ever, took to bis heels and escaped.

Desire of the Leading Powers to Maintain 
Amicable Relatione—The Future of 
Egypt—Tlie Government of Ireland— 
The New Gas Gnn-BL Glffard’e In­
vention Tested.

London, Aug. 7.—At a banquet at the 
Mansion House last evening Lord Salisbury, 
in a speech, enlarged upon the pacific aspect 
of Europe during the six years of his govern­
ment. The powers of Europe, he said, 
never presented so uninteresting an aspect 
from the war point of view. The tendency 
to the settlement of disputes on terms of 
compromise wss spreading fast and in­
fluencing every power. The African agree­
ments proved the desire of the leading 
powers to maintain amicable relations.

Referring to Egypt, the Premier said that 
nothing in the course of his administration 
had been more satisfactory than that coun­
try’» steady progress towards financial equi 
librium. The future of toe country was a 
diplomatic matter of some delicacy. It was 
owing to English energy that Egypt flour­
ished. The time had not corns for Egypt to 
govern itself. It would depend to a certain 
degree upon toe actions of other nations 
when Egypt would befit to be intrusted with 
it» own government

Regarding home affairs Lord Salisbury 
claimed that the present government of 
Ireland had been successful and that the 
country was more orderly, more contented 
and more prosperous than ever before. He 
trusted that he would never again see those 
in power who were pledged to support a 
reign of anarchy. [Cheers.]

THE NEW GAS GUN:

A Description of the New French Weapon 
for Infantry.

London, Aug. 7.—At headquarters of the 
London Scottish Rifles some interesting ex­
periments have been conducted with M. Paul 
Gififard’s appliance for the employment of 
liquified gas as an explosive—or, to be more 
strictly accurate, one should say as a means 
of propelling projectiles—in place of gun­
powder. M. Paul Giffard’s scientific reputa­
tion as an inventor of the pneumatic tube and 
of toe “Giffard injector,” so largely used in 
connection with steam power, stands so high 
that any invention to which his name was 
attached would be worthy of attentive con­
sideration.

The weapon now introduced by him, how­
ever; is something more than an ingenious 
appliance; it is a discovery, which not only 
promises to revolutionize the gunmaker’s art, 
but is applicable also to many other pur­
poses as a motive power. Those who are in­
terested in toe Giffard gun claim that it is 
toe military weapon of the future. The idea 
of using liquified carbonic acid gas as a pro­
pulsive power is not easy, but M. Giffard is 
the first who has turned it into practical ac-

HIS DEATHBED CONFESSION.WHAT THE WIZARD SAYS.

Edison Tolls why the Kemmler Execution
Wns Bungled—TUe Doctor. at Fault—

A Variety of Press Opinions.

New Yoke, Aug. 7.—In speaking of the 
bungled work at Auburn yesterday 
Thomas A. Edison said: “The fault lies 
wholly with the doctors. Theoretically they 
are right, no doubt. The nerve centre of the 
human system lies in the base of the skull. 
But practically they are all at sea. Here 
we have had something like 30 perfect ex­
amples of Instantaneous death by electricity 
in accidents that happened In and around 
New York. How was the electricity applied 
in these cases? Never to the bead. Of what 
use has been the death of these 30 men? In 
every case the mortal charge entered through 
the hand. In no case was the strength of 
the current nearly half what was to have 
been passed through Kemmler’s skull

“ The reason why contact by hand is so 
much more fatal than through the head is 
that electricity travels through the water In 
the human body. The hair on the head Is a 
non-conductor. You see that when you 
comb your hair with a rubber comb. Any­
thing that electricity attracts is a non-con­
ductor. The bones are also non-conductors, 
and in electrical executions like that of 
Kemmler the bones of the skull have to be 
penetrated. The true way to execute a 
criminal Is to tend the current through hie 
body from one arm of the death chair to the 
other. The arms, bands and Ungers are full 
of blood which is a good conductor of elec­
tricity. Let the hands be properly cleansed 
and moistened and the charge would pass 
through the heart, causing instant death.’’

THE BY!isEvidence That Lelkaaf Confessed n Murder 
for Which Another to In Prison. %

Syracuse, Aug. 7.—Louis Hoffmann of 
this city, an editor of The Central Demo- 
krat, has returned from Rochester, 
whither he had gone to obtain further evi­
dence of the guilt of Joseph Leikaef, 
whose death In this city two years ago 
with a confession of murder on hie lips 
has aroused a tardy Interest in the cruel 
fate of the convict In the prison at 
Amberg, Bavaria, unjustly condemned for 
another» crime. Mr. Hoffmen succeeded in 
finding Hednrelcb Schmidt, a man who be­
came the boon companion of Lelkauf soon 
after his arrival in this country. The evi­
dence of the deathbed oonfe*lon to the wife, 
now dead, is reinforced by the statement of 
Schmidt, who makes affidavit that Lelkauf 
revealed to him the whole story of the mur­
der from beginning to end.
Schmidt says, was for the most part 
voluntary, It was poured into his un­
willing ears by the haunted 
a solemn pledge of secrecy. Before It had 
been divulged Schmidt’s suspicions had been 
aroused by the conduct of his friend, who 
could neither 
day. His life 
science he carried, 
taxed with hid 
circumstances

This is the testimony which Mr. Hoffman 
obtained in Rochester and on whioh the 
case will be pressed before the German 
authorities. Toe murder was brutally con­
ceived and executed, with the sole object 
of getting an unfair share of the parental 
estate, consisting of a few paltry acres of 
land. The victim was a stepbrother, who 
had won the favor of the father. As 
Schmidt relates the story, a sister of Lei- 
kauf was knowing of the crime before it 
was committed,- and of the innocence of 
the man finally sent to prison and inno­
cently punished for it. It was this sister 
who wrote to Lelkauf. addressing biro by 
the name of Weist instead of Lelkauf, an 
occurrence that led to the impression that It 
was an alias.

Thus far it has been impossible to discover 
the name of the prisoner In Amberg prison 
who has suffered for nine years for a crime 
be did not commit. This man was arrested 
on suspicion. Lelkauf told Schmidt, be­
cause he happened to be in the vicinity of 
the murder aud could not account for his 
presence. Of this fate Leikauf's sister in­
formed him after he had fled to this country. 
His life after bis flight must, from Schmidt’s 
description, have been a heU on earth.

THE NANAIMO STRIKE

Beenes Along the Road—Th* Temporary 
towellings.

Many of the residents of Nanaimo, says 
The Free Press, would be much surprise.1 
were they to take a walk In the District 
Mountain aud notice the condition of the 
present dwellings of the evicted families. 
Between the Halfway House and the North- 
field mines the spectacle of these dwellings 
present to very dismal, and to the 
observer it causes a feeling of wonder- 
ment to take possession of him as the 
dwellings (sheds they should be called), 
are so small that the families must be 
completely huddled up in them. They are 
far too small to admit of {lacking away the 
furniture which previously adorned their 
homee.and consequently the people have been 
compelled to leave their furniture out in the 
open air exposed to all weather. Furniture 
and bedding has been moved Into some of 
the dwellings that have not yet had a roof 
mt on them, and should a fall of rain set in 
the result would be disastrous.

Besides these company houses, tents of all 
sizes line the way to Wellington, and wretch­
ed little things many of them appear to 
be. On arriving at Wellington one can 
hardly, see one of these tents, but by 
walking over to the bluff the scenes 
would only be worthy of a second Gettys­
burg, the tente there dot the ground in all 
directions, and the visitor would be impressed 
with the idea that he was in the midst ot a 
military cafilp. In spite of the present state 
of affairs the families appear to be quite con­
tented and hardly a voice of complaint is 
raised. The wives and fhrailfes go on with 
their household work as though 
were hanging over them. The majority of 
the men are at present employed in erecting 
a number of these snnll dwellings for the 
evicted, so that a little stir is kept up in the 
district, but a stranger visiting Wellington 
will find the utmost tranquility prevailing.

Killed Quicker than Kemmler.
St. John, N.B., Aug. 7.—The killing by 

lightning of Ambrose Albee of Whitneyville 
was one of the most shocking affairs which 
ever occurred in Maine. During the short 
but terrific shower at bis home Mr. Albee 
was stnick by a bolt on top of the head, 
which passed through his body and entered 
the ground. He was instantly killed, a 
;ash three or four inch* in length having 
been made in the top of the head and the 
flesh burned from the body. Hie clothing 
was torn into fragments and Ms shoes into 
shreds.

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GUILLOTINE AND OARROTE.

no trouble TiHow Murderers are Put Out of the Way 
In France aud Spain.

Capital punishment in France is 
executed by the guillotine, which con­
siste of an oblique-edged knife,
heavily weighted, sliding easily between two 
upright grooved posts, and descending on a 

: block where the bead of the sufferer resta 
This machine, which was brought into use In 
the early period of the French revolution, is 
not altogether a modern invention. Similar 
contrivances were in use in several parte of 
Europe during the 16tb and 17th oenturies, if 
not before. According to Cruslus, in bis 
Annales Suevioi (1585), such an instrument 
of decapitation existed in early timee in 
Germany, but was superseded by the sword ; 
it was styled Fallbeil, falling hatchet A 
representation of it may be seen in two old 
engravings, the one by Georg Penez, who 
died in 1660, the other by Heinrich Aldegrev- 
er, bearing the date of 1663^and also iu an 
old picture which, according to Reiffemberg, 
is still preserved in the city -nail of Augs­
burg. Jean d’Autun, the historiographer ot 
Lotus XII. of France, narrating a . execution 
which he witnessed at Genoa, May 18, 1507, 
describee a machine exactly like the guillo­
tine. This is the mannaia, which was used 
in all parts of Italy for the execution of men 

rank, and is fully described by Pere La bat 
in his Voyage en Espagne et en Italie en 
1780. The same had been introduced into 
southern France, and Puysegur in his 
Mémoires makes an allusion to it on occasion 
of the execution ot Montmorency in 1032. A 
similar contrivance existed in the Nether­
lands. The “maiden” of Scotland, which 
was used in the decapitation of the regent 
Morton in 1581, and is still preserved in tne 
museum of the antiquarian society at Edin­
burgh, was an instrument akin. to those 
above men: toned, and either it or at least the 
pattern of it had been brought from abroad 
bv the very man who suffered by it. The 
decapitating machine, therefore, was far 
from being a novelty when Dr. Guillotin 
suggested its application in 1789. The 
scheme being submitted to the carpenter em­
ployed by the government, he demanded 
60UÜ francs for making the instrument; but a 
German uamed Schmidt offered to build it 
for a much smaller sum ; and finally a bar­
gain was struck at 824 francs, Schmidt con­
tracting to furnish 83 machines of the 
kind, cue for each department. The machine 
was first tried April 18, 1792, upon three 
corpses at tne Bicetre hospital, and worked 
so satisfactorily that seven days later it 
was used publicly for the decapitation of 
Pelletier, a highwayman under sentence. 
Stammering, in The Moniteur of Nov. 9, 
1795, denounced it as too rapid in its 
operation, and maintained that sensation 
does not cease immediately after the bead of 
the sufferer has been severed from the body.

The Police Magistrate Decides that 
Campbell Must Moderate His Language.
Çol. Denison delivered judgment yester- 

day in*he case if “jumbo" Campbell, the 
Queens Par* preacher charged with using 
Indecent and obscene language in hie har­
angues. The magistrate found Campbell 
guilty and infllçted a due of <5 and coats.
Notice of appeal was at once given.

In rendering his decision CoL Denison said pany said to-day that the discharge of the men 
that the bylaw under which proceedings 
were instituted was not framed with the 
object of depriving any citizen of the right 
of tree speech, but there was a limit to all 
things and this limit ought to be clearly 
defined.

CoL Denison quoted several extracts from 
thé addressee ofMr. Campbell as delivered in 

Queen’s Park, and held that the language 
l Indecent and obscene, as alleged by the 

prosecution. He continued:
The language would be very offensive to 

any Catholic who might happen to bear the 
addresses of Mr. Campbell, and the law knew 
no distinction as to creed. The Queen’s Park 
was a public park, where the public should 
be able to go without hearing anything offen­
sive to their feelings. H gentlemen enter­
tained very decided views oh any point, the 
expression of which was calculated to give 
offence to any section of the community, 
they should not exoress those views in a 
public park. At the same time they were not 
deprived of the right of public speech.
There were halls in the city in which 
they could speak, and any person 
wishing to listen to what they had to say- 
might attend, while those entertaining 
site views could absent themselves. I 
quite different, however, when a man en­
deavored to force his particular views on the 
public and, to accomplish bis object, used a 
public park for the purpose, using language 
that was sure to offeud a considerable number 
of his bearers. Guch language as that used 
by the defendant was eminently calculated to 
be offensive to at least some of those who 
had a perfect right to enjoy the advan-. 
toges of a public park without being sub­
jected to an annoyance in the shape 
of indecent and obscene language.
Although Mr. Campbell might have been 
acting with the purest motives, yet if hie 
course of action was calculated to give 
offence to many of those who happened to 
be in the park the action was not justifiable.

The decision will have the effect of causing 
other Queen's Park spouters to modify their 
language.

The defeat of the five bylaws on Wednte 

day last created a very disagreeable sensa­
tion in the City Hall yesterday. The wiping 
out of -tije General Improvements Bylaw 
moans that the reconstruction of the Jarvie- 
Street sewer, $5000; the laying of stone street 
crossings, *10,000; the construction pf stone 
tevbiug, «000; the purchase of additional 
land for Berkejey-street fire hall, *3800, and 
the cobble stone paving ;of St Andrew’s 
Market court-yard, *3000, will all have to be 
drbpped, making a total of *31,800, or a re­
duction of that amount from the *160,238 
asked. But the balance, $129,233, will have 
to be met either by loan or other special ,v. 
means in the course of the year. me

The items composing the *128,233 are *10,- 
«5 for the opening of a street from St 
George’s street into Queen’s Park under 
agreement; the cost of constructing the 
University creek general sewer, *23,250; the 
extension of Frederlck-street wharf, the 
completion of contract work in Cowan- 
avenue, College-street Osstogtop-a venue, 
Yorkville-avenue fireballs; to complete Duff- 
eriu-street wharf, new police station for over 
the Don ; additional land for Osaipgton- 
avenue Police Station, and to complete 
Ossi ng ton-avenue Police Station, all amount­
ing to $17.030; the additional cost of land ex­
propriated for the new drill shed site, $44,- 
000; improvement* to jail, $14,030, and mar­
ket additions, eta, $5130. In not one in­
stance of the ab&ve is it possible for. the oity 
to delay work for even a month.

Park Improvements.
Then comes the second defeated bylaw for 

park improvements. The total asked was 
$32,900, of which but one item, $14,000, for 
island Park and wharf will stand. This was 
originally $39,000, but it will be cut down by 
$25,000. No further work will be done in 
improving Stanley, High, Riverdale and 
Exhibition Parks, and Horticultural Gar­
dens. The unhappy feature in this particular 
matter is that it leaves over 200 men, all of 
the poorer class, out of employment Two 
weeks ago the Park Commissioner suspended 
150 until such times as the bylaw was car­
ried. Owing to its defeat he yesterday dis­
charged 50 additional and will cut 
deeper before the end of the week.

Waterworks.
