Ottawa, Jan. 26.—The D’Alton Mc­
Carthy affair is the great topic of discussion 
hero. The Toronto papers were eagerly 
read to-night. The beet opinion is that 
Mr. McCarthy has left the Conservative 
tanks.

He will certainly not attend "their 
caucuses nor dispense their patronage, but 
it is quite within likelihood l:e will vote 
with them on most of the issues that will 
arise this session outside of his own special 
lines in regatd to race and religions issues.

He cannot vote with the Opposition, 
ekpecially on trade questions. He will find 
it a difficult task to get up in the House 
and attack the N.P. in detail and give 
specifio cases where it is oppressive to 
consumers. He dealt in -generalities. 
When he comes here he will have to tackle 
details and the great interests that are 
hound up in the N.P., and the people 
Who have supported it cannot answer him 
until a specific charge is made.

Very Near the Throne.
As to D'Alton McCarthy’s relation to the 

Conservative party it is the opinion of those 
who have watched his political career that 
the first evidence of his divergence from 
Conservative lines was discoverable shortly 
after Sir John Thompson’s advent to the 
cabinet. Up to that time Sir John Mac­
donald relied entirely on D’Alton McCarthy 
for hie highest legal advice. He was very 
near the throne. More than once Sir John 
Macdonald has said to his intimate friends, 
“After my reign is over, McCarthy will be 
yonr chief." Sir John more than once 

. asked him to join his Government, but Mr. 
McCarthy said he could not afford it. 

Thompson Up. McCarthy Down.
But after that advent Mr. Thompson, as 

Minister of Justice, did all the heavy legal 
work of the Government without consult­
ing Mr. McCarthy. There may have been 
no resentment on McCarthy’s part, but the 
fact whether the two things are related or 
not is that Thompson’s rise and McCarthy’s 

^divergence have moved concurrently and 
with equal step t

Mr. McCarthy received generous treat­
ment from the Conservative party in the 
way of legal retainers, in the way of 
patronage and in recognition of his 
abilities. Bat he gave in return good 
services, and, as Mr. McCarthy thinks, the 
balance of account is to-day in his favor.

When Sir John Macdonald died D’Alton 
McCarthy, if one must judge a man only 

^ from close observation and an attempt to 
__ read his mind, still had it. in his head that 

the leadership ought to have come to him. 
But his attitude toward the French- 
Canadians made that an impossibility, much 
asa section of Ontario would have liked it.

At all events if Sir John Abbott and 
Sir John Thompson made overtures to 
Mr. McCarthy, they meant them in the 
sense that he must come under and not over. 
Whether or not overtures were made is 
little to the point. The point is that no 
deal was made, and after Mr. McCarthy’s 
speeches of last session the Conservative 
chiefs certainly decided to get along with­
out Mr. McCarthy.

So that the latter was right when he said 
the present Government was formed with­
out consulting him. Sir John Thompson 
has never done anything to antagonize Mr.

- Mo Carthy, but Mr. McCarthy, at least,has 
decided to make it a personal struggle. It 
is not likely that Sir John Thompson will 
even now so regard it.

Political Sana city.
Mr. McCarthy will make little headway 

in the present House. He may be quite a 
power in the Province of Ontario, 
especially if he handles himself well between 
this and the next election. Bat Mr. 
McCarthy with all his ability is not posses­
sed of a high quality of political sagacity. 
Sir John Macdonald governed, and after 
him Sir John Thompson is governing, Can­
ada with political sagacity, and that, while 
it is a hard term to define, is certainly cog­
nizable when you compare the two men. It 
pray not please people to hear it, but gov- 

— "'ernment at Ottawa is only possible as a 
compromise, and conciliation is the first of 
public virtues at the present day.

Thsre are no cross benches in the House 

hers, and it i^not likely that Mr. McCarthy 
will give up his good seat on the front row 
for a back one on the .other side of the 
House. t

The Conservatives are outspoken . in re- 
g-rd to The Empire. It is now said that a 
number of the shareholders of that paper 
are so dissatisfied with it that they are re­
fusing to pay their instalments. D'Altou 
McCarthy, when he got a lawyer’s, letter 
threatening him with an action to compel 
payment of his unpaid subscription, replied 
that he would wind the concern up under 
the general act for impairment of the capi­
tal to an extent even beyond what the act 
specified.

Senator McLaren, who took $10.000 in 
stock and paid in $6000, said he would pay 
the balance when his auditor was allowed 
to go through the books.

L Coal Shark» In Rochester are Indicted by 

the Grand Jury for lleecing the 
Public by Combines.

Rochester, N.Y., Jan. 26. —The grand 
jury to-day indicted 18 local coal dealers for 
conspiracy on two counts. The indicted 
men are members of the Rochester Coal Ex­
change, and are charged with conspiracy in 
illegally combining to advance the price of 
coal

The second count çharged them with pre­
venting other coal dealers, not members of 
the exchange, from securing a supply of 
coal, and preventing others from joining the 
Exchange.

The grand jury also returned a pre­
sentment against the members of the 
Western Anthracite Coal Committee, re­
citing the fact that its members are 
representatives of coal and railroad 
organizations controlling the anthracite coal 
mines of Pennsylvania and that the said 
companies and their representatives have 
conspired to control the shipment of coal to 
prevent free competition for the purpose of 
controlling prices and injuring trade and 
commerce.

Paris, Jan, 26.—The discussion of the 
budget was continued in the Chamber of 
Deputies to-day. When the subject of 
appropriations for the Ministry of the In­
terior was broached, Lucien Milleroie, 
Boulangist member for the Somme, made a 
bitter attack upon foreigners in France in 
general, and foreign newspaper correspond­
ents in Paris in particular.

In reply M. Ribot reviewed in detail the 
stepe taken by the Government against 
offending newspaper correspondents and the 
probable effects of the new press law amend­
ments.

Leopold Flourens, Republican deputy 
for the Hautea-Alpes, described floridly 
the indignatiou of the French peo­
ple when they learned the slanderous 
reflections upon the representatives of 
France’s triend, the Czar. The animus of 
the attack upon Baron Mohrenbeim, he 
said, was evident from the fact that the 
press of the triple alliance had reproduced 
at once all the slanderous articles 
against the Russian ambassadors. Its pur­
pose had been to alter the friendly 
relations existing between Russia and 
France. These tactics were familiar. They 
had precipitated the war Of 1870,and to-day 
they might have fully as serious conse­
quences.

Several other deputies spoke in support 
of the views expressed by M. Uillevoie and 
M. Flourens.

M. Ribot earnestly exhorted the deputies 
to trust the Government, vote the secret 
service fund and save the French people 
from an agitation which would shake the 
republic. •

The fund was voted by 308 deputies 
against 182 and the entire budget of the 
Ministry of the Interior was then approved.

The President’s Address.

President Baird was loudly applauded as 
he rose to present the president's report. 
After the introduction, in which he held 
that we had in Canada as high a degree of 
contentment as in any country under the 
sun, he went on to discuss the tratic policy. 
He said :
- It it germane to my present task -W deal 

briefly with a subject to which this board 
has at * former meeting committed itself, 
that is, imperial preferential trade. With 
the possibilities of great expansion under 
our own flag, it becomesv ps not to be too 
ready to go begging, bat in hand, at other 
doors, for an exchange of products—doors 
which are being closed in our face. In this 
trade policy, which we believe would do 
very much to consolidate the empire, Can­
ada, with her immense wheat fields—the
future wheat fields of this continent_her
rich-mineral deposits, forests and coal beds, 
and her unrivalled system of railways, |5 
fitted to play a moot important part, so im­
portant that “Canada first” may be made 
truly consistent with the utmost loyalty to 
the Mother Land.

A telegram was'Veceivod by Warden 
Russell in the County Council room yes­
terday summoning him to the bedside of 
his mother, who is living at Richmond 
Hill and is reported to be seriously ill.

Mr. 1). G. Stephenson, the popular reeve 
of East 'Toronto, wae unanimously elsoted 
to fill the chair in the absence of the 
warden. , . /

H. A. Nicholls has been appointed by the 
warden as one of the auditor» of school 
moneys, Industrial Home fund», etc,, and 
Thomas Radcliffu has been selected by the 
council to act in conjunction with him. 
The remuneration will lie $40 a year each.

In the afternoon Mr. John A. Mao- 
donald’e motion re the appointment of a 
shorthand reporter was discussed at con­
siderable length.

The motion was defeated on tho ground 
that too much expense would be incurred 
and the minute» would be made too volu­
minous.

Reeve Humberstone introduced a motion 
by which the attention of the-Minister of 
Education wae directed to the faet that in 
addition to the regular percentage grant 
many of the separate eohools received addi­
tional granla of monev from the Govern­
ment as “poor schools.”

The worthy Reeve of York waxed elo­
quent in support of hia motion, 
stating that this .additional grant 
tended to raise the separate schools 
above the level of the public eohools. 
Citing the separate school of section 1 in 
York Township, ae an example, he stated 
that the board of this school receives $38 
as the regular grant, which placed ltqn the 
same footing ae the public school ; but what 
he objected to was the additional grant of 
$25, which waa claimed and received by 
this institution as a “p6or school" He 
did not think tho British North America 
Act was ever intended to express such con­
ditions under similar circumstances.

He characterised the notion of the Gov­
ernment as a disgrace and a shame in mak­
ing such a grant to any school in the town­
ship of York.

In his motion he petitioned the Minister 
of Education, in case the grant was con­
tinued, to make a similar donation to all 
public eohools in sections where the rate of 
taxation exceeded 2J mille.

The speaker concluded by stating that he 
“didn't know whether the Attorney-Gen­
eral knew of the circumstances, bat if he 
didn’t know be onght to, and it is my in­
tention that he ehall know of it.”

The motion was referred to the Commit­
tee on Education.

Postal Itntea
It is to b«i hoped that there will be an 

early revision of the inland postal rates. 
Under present regulations correspondence 
is carried from any point In the United 
States to any point in Canada at a uniform 
charg, of two cents per ounce, A letter 
from Toronto to Hamilton ie charged three 
cent» per ounce. It cannot be claimed 
successfully that the higher rate is con­
ducive to an increased revenue, the ex-

rience of Great Britain and of the United 
going to prove that a reduced rate 

of postage, by the inoreased correspondence 
which it encourages, more than makes np 
for all that is lost in the reduction. Cheap 
postage tends to the preservation of the 
domestic tie, fosters business relations, end 
has generally a humanizing influence. The 
agitation in favor of Imperial penny post­
age can hardly receive consideration from 
Canada until its own Internal postage rates 
have been reduced to the proposed basis, 
and until Canadians enjoy amongst them­
selves the favorable rates that they have 
already extended to foreigneie.

The fAot of a public man transferring his 
allegiance from one party to another would 
not be nearly eo important as that change 
in the condition of allegiance whioh the ac­
tion of Mr. McCarthy and Mr. O’Brien 
seems to indicate. It is no infrequent 
occurrence for a politician to change his 
party, and unless the step is taken because 
of eome great principle it produces no 
permanent effect on tho conditions of pub­
lic life. But the conditions of public life 
would be materially altered, and altered

Carthy says he will henceforth stand.

We welcome the utterances of Mr. Mc­

a tendency to bring about a healthier con­
dition of public life.

! gent to deny a certain latitude of inde­

pendence, or to insult an old friend who 
was to be held responsible for its course, seeks to enjoy a measure of freedom.
As forSir John Thompson he has had nothing 
whatever to do with The Empire, and he 
dooe net recognize it in any way different 
from any other newspaper in the country.
He, of course, may esteem it to be a friend­
ly paper. He certainly now thinke it to 
have been a foolish one, as there was no 
party or journalistic reason for the attack 
on Mr. McCarthy. To nave repudiated 
the attack or to have assumed responsibil­
ity for it would bave brought on the Prime 
Minister an endless task.

Tlie Concession On Patterns.

Comptroller of Customs in regard to tbe 
impost on patterns and other like articles ie 
not only highly creditable to himself and 
satisfactory to imporiÿrs, but is a full justi­
fication of hia appointment and office.

Mr. Wallace, 
having the eye of a thorough busi­
ness man, saw the point immediately, 
and with, commendable promptness remov­
ed the grievanee.pay ing more regard to what 
ia jnet and reasonable than to mere official 
tradition» and routine. We are satisfied 
that the whole machinery of the Custom» 
will now work more smoothly when dis­
putes can be submitted to one whoee expe­
rience enables him to judge fairly between 
importers and the Department, and whose 
sympathies will be rather on the side of 
business interests than warped by official­
ism.

ducer and consumer! At present the duties 
upon imported iron vary from $2 to $13 per 
ton, and there is a bounty allowed by the 
Dominion Government of" $4 per ton upon 
all iron produced and manufactured in the 
Dominion. The duty collected upon iron 
and eteel, manufactured and unmanufac­
tured, for the fiscal year ending June, 1892, 
amounted to $2,792,088.12; the bonus .earn­
ed by the «melting companies amounted 
only to $30,294.37. The country could well 
afford to make a material reduction in the i 
duty upon iron if the manufacturer in iron 
ie enabled thereby to compete on more 
equitable terms than at present with his 
foreign rivals for his own and for their mar­
ket. On the other hand, the development 
of the iron industry in Canada ia of «till 
greater moment, and any Government 
that aucceeds in developing that in­
dustry by bounty or otherwise, without 
undue pressure on the revenue, will 
receive the thank» of the community, irre­
spective of party. The removal of any 
royalty upon the ore now charged by pro­
vincial governments, if not more inhatautial 
assistance, would be a necessary comple­
ment to the arrangement. The establish­
ment of smelting works in Toronto would 
add very largely to the wealth and import­
ance of the city, and wonld go far to relieve 
the existingdepreeeion in real estate.

Its high price has arisen from the difficulty 
which hitherto has existed in separating 
the metal from its combinations as formed 
in nature. The ore of iron has only to be 
thrown into a blast furnace, along with a 
flux, and the metal flows; but it is other­
wise with the ore. of alumimmi; it has 
hitherto declined to he treated so expedi- 

, tionsly. .A. cheap method of attaining the 
end in view has been the quest of chemists 
and metallurgists for years. This long- 
sought-after process h&s been at last dis­
covered by a Dr. Meyer of Berlin, by which 
the metal can be produced about twopence 
per pound (in 1828 the price was about 
$5000 per pound); the price to-day is about 
$1 per pound.

The time, therefore, seems not to be far 
distant when aluminum will take the place 
of iron, copper and brass in the construction 
of everything where strength, lightness 
and durability are essentials, and it would 
be hard to mention any engineering con- 
structiqn intended for use on land or water, 
and, it might be added, in air, where these 
three qualities are not a necessity.

À Frenchman Claim# That the Banian 
Race Bill Vanish.

A French lUtittioian, who hat been 
•tudying the military records with a view 
of determining the height of men at dif­
ferent periods, has reached tome wonderfu 1 
results. He has not only solved some per­
plexing problems in regard to the past of 
the human race, but also is enabled to cal­
culate its future and to determine the 
act period when man will disappear from 
the earth.

The recorded facts extend over nearly 
three centuries. It is found that in 1610 
the average height of man in Europe was 
1.76 metres, or say 5 feet 9 inches. In 
1790 it was 6 feet 6 inches. In 1820 it was 
5 feu 5 inches and a fraction. At the 
present time it is 6 feet 3% inches. It is 
easy to deduce from these figures a rate of 
regular and gradual decline in human 
nature, and then apply this, working back- 
ward and forward to the past and to the 
future.

By this calculation it is determined that 
the stature of the first man attained the 
surprising average of 16 feet 9 inches. 
Truly there were giants on the earth in 
those days. The race had already de­
teriorated in the days of Og, and Goliath 
was quite a degenerate offspring of the 
giants. Coming down to later times we find 
that at the beginning of our era the average 
height of man was 9 feet, and in the time 
of Charlemagne it was 8 feet 8 inches.

But the most astonishing result of this 
scientific study comes from the application 
of the same inexorable law of diminution to 
the future. The calculation shows that by 
the year 4000 A.D. the stature of the aver­
age man will be reduced to 15 inches. At 
that epoch there will be only Lilliputians on 
the earth. And the conclusion of the 
learned statistician is irresistible, that “the 
end of the world will certainly arrive, for 
the inhabitants will have become so small 
that they will finally disappear"—“finish 
by disappearing," as the French idiom ex­
presses it—“from the terrestrial globe."

After it has satisfied its curiosity it 
creeps into some dark place behind a piece 
of furniture. In daytime it 1 ants a dark 
place immediately, if allowed to, and it 

ily caught, while after dark I must cor­
ner it to catch it., I have heard it make no 
vocal sound save a • alight squeak if acci­
dentally hurt. It appeared to be fully 
adult when caught, but I have no other 
means of knowing how old it then was. 
It now acts as if feeling the effects of 
age. At first I tried feeding it grain, 
seeds and green food. It would eat no 
green food that I gave it, and would not 
touch watÿ. For two weeks I had given 
it only dry barley or dry wheat and no 
water. It seems to prefer the wheat. It 
ie a mystery to me how such an animal 
can live and thrive for years on dry grain 
without water or moisture in adv form. 
Once or twice a year I empty its box and 
put in fresh, dry sand, and set the box in 
an angle in the hall where it is per­
fectly dry. I put nothing more in 
the box bat dry grain and a little 
cotton to make a nest of, yet under 
these conditions it has lived three years.

A lengthy discussion ensued on a motion 

of Aldi Shaw to appoint a sub-committee to 
consider the advisability of appointing a 
controller.

5,611 20108A Shower of Black Rain.
[Picked up by The Chicago Times.]

The meteorological records of the world 
chronicle several incontestible instances of 
black rainfalls, to say nothing of the more 
startling phenomen* of “showers of blood,” 
“blue snows,” etc. Prof. Barker in April, 
1845, laid before the Royal Society of Dub­
lin some observations on a shower of black 
ram which fell around Carlow and Kilkenny, 
extending altogether over an area of about 
400 square miles.

During the course of his lecture Prof. 
Barker exhibited to the society a specimen 
of this uncanny sh 
him by a friend. The specimen shown 
m th# vial was of a uniform black 
color, much resembling common black 
writing fluid. Dr. Barker found, how­
ever, that after allowing it to stand for a 
short period the black coloring matter 
separated from the water with which it 
had mixed, rendering the color of the rain­
water much lighter, but still dark enough 
to be called “black rain.” The shower, 
which was iu broad daylight, was preceded 
by a darkness so dense as to make it im­
possible for one to read without the aid of 
a candle. After this darkness had con­
tinued for some time a hailstorm set in, 
attended witli vivid lightning, but without 
the least semblance of thunder. When 
this hailstorm was over the black rain began 
to fall.

On examination of the rain immediately 
after the storm was over it was found to 
have an extremely fetid smell, as well as a 
very disagreeable taste. All light-colored 
animals and all articles of clothing exposed 
bore dark spots and stains, and cattle re­
fused to drink the water or eat the grass 
until after a shower of “real rain” had 
washed off the black, poisoning matter.

88Time-Honored Cosmetics.
[From London Society.]

The Chinese women, who have coarse, 
hard hair, though beautiful, use 2a carious 
mixture of honey and flour to cleanse and 
soften it. The Creoles in the Island of 
Cuba use a decoction of rosemary leaves, 
which they pretend softens and cleanses 
the hair. In southern America the 
use the root of the soap tree boiled in water.

• The yolk of an egg is considered a 
good thing, but the hair must be washed 
well afterwards. A very excellent thing is 
a decoctiqn of quinine or Peruviau bark. 
Take half a pint of good spirit, in which 
dissolve a quarter of an ounce of sulphate 
of quinine, close this tightly in a bottle and 
then leave for a few days, shaking it occa­
sionally. Afterwaida add a pint of rum 
and an ounce of powdered Peruvian bark ; 
leave this for a week dr ten days, then 
filter through blotting paper, and then 
unite, the two mixtures together, and use to 
wash the roots of the hair with a sponge, 
half the quinine mixture and half water.
