Owing to the fact of
the steam heating apparatus being frozen

STORY OF THE WRECK

No. 4 (Chicago) express, due to arrive
in Toronto at 8,15 a.m., left Brampton
at 12.45, five hours late. It consisted
of on: baggage car, one express car, two
passenger coaches and the Pullman cars
Detroit and Jamaica, There were about
60 passengers on board, inciuding Jus-
tices Osler and Burton, B. B. Osler, Q.C.,
A. B. Aylesworth, Q.C., Frank J. Joseph,
assistant clerk of the Legislative As-
sembly, and Court Stenographer John S.
Monahan, who had boarded the trainat
Mitehell, where they had been engaged
pn the South Perth eleetion trial.

The Crash

The train had reached the deep cut
between the first concession and conces-
sibu A of Etobicoke, about a mile east
oi Highfield, when it became stalled in
a snowdrii and was brought to a
standstill. There is ‘a steep down grade
at this point, starting ifrom Highfield
and extending to Weston.

Just before No. 4 express pulled out
oi Brampton No. 6 mail from London
arrived, and was to follow the express.
When hisi train became stalled Conductor
Hollinger sent back Brakeman Michael
Fitzgersld to flag the oncoming train.
Fitzgerald claims that he  walked back
4 distance of three-quarters of a mile
and placed two fog signals on the track.
He then retraced his steps a short dis-
tance and stood between the rails and
flagged the train. A terrific smowstorm
was raging at the time, and in order’
tk'mt his flag might be seen by the en-
gineer of No. 6, he held the bunting over
his head; between his hands. Engineer
Mainwaring evidently did not hear the
report of the fog signals in the roar of
the storm or observe the flag, and pro-
ceeded down the incline without slacking

speed and ‘erashed into tbe rear of the
stalled express,

< The Wreck Appalling

I'he wreck which ensued was appalling
{u the extreme. The engine of No. 6 Jdashed
into the Jamaica on the rear end of the
Chicago _express, ploughing its - way
through it-and splintering it into kind-
ting wood.

Buried Under the Debris

Engineer Mainwaring and Fireman
Hess were thrown irom the cab, and
when they were discovered they were
buried in the debris at the side between
the tender and the boiler. Their posi-
tion was a most perilous one. The
splintered car hung over their heads,
steam escaped from the boiler, and they
wer¢ pinned in by pieces of iron and
wood. P :

But their greatest danger was from
fire. It was but a few minutes after
the catastrophe that the live coals in
the sioves set alight to the splintered
wood and the life savers almost despair-
ed of rescuing the two men.

The flames spread quickly, and in a
short time the whole mass, including
the Pullinan, was alight. But willing
hands had worked hard. Axes were got
out, and the prisoners were liited from
the ' debris.

Not a moment too soon was this rescue
accomplished, for almost directly after
portions ol the burning car collapsed
into the space that bad been previously
occupied by the unfortunate train men.
The flames spread with alarming ra-
pidity, and in addition to those cars
already ~mentioned, the Pullman * De-
troit 7’ and three of the other cars were
soou enveloped in the fire.

in the Paullman Cars

Just beiore the pitch-in occurred Porter
Watts of the Pullman car Jamaica was
standing on the rear platiorm of the
train, baving just stepped outside. He
opened the door and shouted to the
passengers to jump, and then escaped
irom the platform.

(Mr. Frank Joseph had a few moments
before entered the lavatory, and proba-
bly did not heaf the alarm. He must
have been instantly killed.

Mr. Justice Burton, Mr. Aylesworth
and Court Reporter Monahan occupied
a seat in the middle of the car Jamaica.
Before they were able to rise from their
seats they were thrown agaiust the
framework of %he seat. Mr. Monahan
suffered the most serious injuries. His
lefy leg was broken, and he received se-
rious internal injuries. Mr. Justice Bur-
ton was thrown against the seat oppo-
site, sustaining a severe cut on the fore-
head and bruises on the back. Mr. Ayles-
worth was the least injured of the party,
escaping with a few bruises and a gen-
eral shaking up. @

Mr. Justice Osler and Mr. B. B. Osler,
Q.C., had a few moments before left the
legal party and stepped into the Pull-
man car Chicago in search of the news
agent, When the pitch-in occurred Mr.
B. B. Osler was thrown against a seat
and slightly injured in the back, and the
judge was thrown down in the aisle and
escaped with a few trifling bruises.

Meantime Judge Burton and Messrs.
Aylesworth and Monahan had beeu as-
sisted out of the windows by the pas-

 sengers who had been enabled to escape.

Mr. Edward Wragge,l ocal superinten-
dent of the Grand Trunk, who was in
the Pullman Chicago, was thrown for-
ward, but escaped with a few bruises.
Mr. J. E. Atkinson, a Globe reporter,
who was in the Pullman car Chicago,
had one rib broken, aud Charles Norven,
a passenger en route from Chicago to
Moutreal, was badly cut by the glass
about the head and iace. Many of the
other passengers were slightly cut by
glass or bruiged by the shock of the col-
fision.
Work of Rescue.

The horror of the scene was almost be-
yond description. The groans of the in-
jured, the hiss of the steam as it issued
from beneath the wreck of the engine,
the roar o! the flames as they shot high
up into' the air, were dreadful. To make
matters worse, the weather was freezing-
ly cold. The snow drifted in blinding
clouds, before a terrific wind.

The passengers waded about up to their
middles in the snow, and in giving aid
to the sufferers they were thus greatly
handicapped. Several farm houses are
situated in the neighborhood, and their
occupants were speedily at the scene of
the disaster. Some; of them rushed down
to Weston, a mile and a half distant,
and procured medical assistance, whilst
others brought out stimulants for the in-
jured and gave the shelter of their homes
to the freezing passengers.

About half’ an hour after the catastro-
phe Dr. Irwin of Weston was at the
scene; but prior to his arrival the lead-
ing cars of the express had been uncoupl-
ed and the injured, with the exception
of the fireman and engineer, were car-
rmd_ into them. The locomotive then set
off for Torouto, picking:up Dr. Charlton
at Weston, who attended to the imme-
diate requirements of the sufferers,: and
saw, them to Toronto.

Suffered From the Intense Cold.
Several of the passengers, as
stood around viewing the wreck, had
their faces and hands bitten with the
frost, and the suiferings of the hurt were

aggravated by the extreme cold.

Engineer ‘Mainwaring and Fireman
Hess were carried into the rear coach
of their train, and all that was possible,
under the eircumstances, was done to al-
leviate their sufferings, until the doctors
arrived from Weston. The former was in
a terrible conditiony to use the doctor’s
expression, he had been “‘generally jain-
med,” f(and the blood flowed profusely
from his wounds., Both he and the fire
man, who was also seriously hurt, were
able, however, to hold conversation with
their helpers.

When Dr. Irwin arrived he proceeded
to bind up their wounds, and an| engine

Arrivel in Toronto.

When the passengers reached Toronto
Mr. Aylesworth, who was prostrated by
the shock, was driven directly to his
residence, where he now lies under his
phiysician’s care.

Owing to his advanced age Judge Bur-
ton's injuries may prove very serious.
He. was tauken to his home at 290 Wel,

lington-street’ west, where Dr. Scadding f

is in attendance.

Justice Osler is suffering from the
shock, but: was not injured, with the ex-
ception of a few trifling bruises. Last
evening the judge was kept busy reply-
ing to.the anxious enquiries of his friends.

The news of the disasker cast a gloom
over all legal circles in the city. Asit
was known that members of the judi-
ciary and bar were in the train anxiety
was great. At the Osgoode Legal and
Literary Society’s at home last evening
the accident was the theme of conversa-
tion.

Judge Ferguson, who was presiding at
the Assizes in the Court House, got an
intimation of the accident and that two
of his brother judges were imjured, and
at 5.30 decided to%adjourn the case he
was then hearing in order that he might
ascertain the facts.

The Scene of the Wreek.

The scene of the wreck was visited by
The World reporters last evening. It
is sjtuated about a mile and a half from
Weston, aud as the roads west of that
village were absolutely impassable, the
only way to reach the point was by
walking along the railroad track.

Au hour after the disaster a breakdown
gang was despatched to the wreek, and
last night some 70 or 80 men, under
Readmaster Fountain, were busily occupi-
ed in clearing away the debris.

The cars, or rather all that remained
of them, were still blaging fiercely at 8
o’clock, despite the efforts of the train
hands to quench them with snow. The
engine and the cars lay. in a complicated
mass—the engine inside the Pullman,
and the baggage car on the engine. The
other baggage car lay endways on the
steep bank. .

The wrecking party were éngaged in
a most unenviable task, owing to the
bitter cold and the plinding blizzard,
whilst the snow piled up on either side
great}y impeded their actions. The in-
tense cold permitted them only to work
in ekort spells, they every now and again
having to resort to their cars to warm
them up-and thaw their frozen extremi-
ties.

After considerable lapor the gang suc-
ceeded in extricating the car Detroit,
and then, an endeavor was made to tow
it to Weston. But in the meantime the
snow had drifted onto the line, and the
men had literally to cut their way
through, step by step. It was a weird
sight toj see the dark figures of the men
buried in wraps working might and main
to clear a road for the burning car, which
threw a lurid glare over the snow-cov-
ered country surrounding.

It was the intention of the gang to
work during the whole of the night, but
it- is doubtful whether they will eclear
the road sufficiently to allow traffic to
be resumed before noon to-day.

THIE DA B L i AL 1
Mr. Joseph Was Assistant Law Clerk in
the Legislative Assembly.

Mr. Frank Joseph, who was born
in Kingstor, Ont., was ‘a son of Mr.
Joseph, who was private secretary to
Sir Francis Bond Head and in 1841 was
appointed clerk to the Executive Council
of Canada. His mother was a Miss Ha-
german, sister to the .wife of Chief
Justice Sir John Beverley Robinson. Mr.
Joseph wag educated at Upper Canada
College and began the study of law as
soon as he had left school. He wasad-
mitted as a soligitor about 35 years
since, ¥

In 1857-8 Mr. Joseph was a lieuten-
ant in. the Toronto Field Battery of
Artillery, retiring in 1859, and always
took a great interest in military mat-
ters. He was also a member of the R.C.
Yacht Club.

The deceased gentleman was a great
collector of curiosities, and possessed a
fine collection of medals, coins and his-
torical documents. .He was an Anglican
in religion and a member of St. James’
congregation. He was never married,
and resided ‘in apartments in Jarvis-
street.

Mr. Frank Joseph had been for many
years a familiar figure around the old
and present Parliament Dbuildings. He
was aun elderly gentleman, of legal train-
ing and courteous demeanor. "He was
genial and deservedly popular ‘with the
members of the Legislative _Assembly.
He was secretary in the Private Bills
Committee.

The Switchman at Highfield Corroborates
the Brakeman's Story.

INTERVIEWS WitrH PASSENGERS,
Graphic  Recital of the Wreck by Mr.

Charles Carr.

Mr. Charley A. E. Carr, manager of the
London Street Railway, who resides at
361 Ontario-street, said last evening:
I jwas a passenger on the train from
Detroit which left that city Thursday
night. I was in the sleeper which was
smashed in the collision. I will tell you
how the accident occurred, as far as I
know. At Sarnia th‘"e Chicago train was
three hours Ifte, Our train was losing
time all the Wiy, till we got to Bramp-
ton. We arrivec theré about 12 o’clock.
Here itt was found that our steam-heat-
ing apparatus was irozen. It was very
cold, so fires were lighted in the stoves.
We stayed at Brampton three-quarters
of an hour in the snowstorm. Then we
started on again. The train did not
stop till we got to Malton, ‘the first
station west of Weston. Here we ran
juto. a snowbank and stuck fast. It
was about 1 o'clock then. We had to
stay hers about half an hour.

While we, were at Brampton the Lon-
don local train came up behind. We
started out ahead of it. While we were
in the drift a brakeman came through
the sleeper car and said : ;‘l am going
back to flag the train hehind us.”

After this I knew nothing more till the
crash came.” It was terrific. The first
intimation k had of the danger was frpm
our porter, who was standing looking
out of the rear end of the sleeper. I
heard him shout, *My God, heres a
train close upon us!” The snowstorm
was so thick we could see nothing qf it.
The porter made a jump, and immediate-
17 after, we were all thrown. in & heap.

Saved by Presence of Miund.

The first thing' I did when I heard the
pnn'tef shouted was to seize hold of the
borigonta! bars which run from end to
end of the sleeper. ‘I had just seizged hold
when the crash came.

Seat in a Drawing Reom
Should be So,

A corner seat in a drawing room i3
always an attractive feature of a house.
The corner is to - be made useful as a
geat and for displaying china. and a
clever carpenter will carry out the de-
sign at a far less cost than the purchase
of asofaand a cabinet. In the first place
carved posts, that have donewuty to a
four-posted bedstead;will bo invaluable,
but if they are not to be had ordinary
pillars ‘‘turped” in the same way will
do. Taking a ﬁre[)lace recess again,
the back of it must bave a rather shal-
Jow cupboard, with shelves and back
lined with blue velvet and double glass
doors in front, framed in white wood
The top of the cupboard made to pro-
ject the width of the recess, will form a
shelf also for large pieces of china, with
a balcony rail in front. On the side next
to the fireplace and flush with it, a tall,
carved post, painted white, should be
fixed and from the top of the shelf a cur-
tain of blue brocade will be] draped
across and allowed to hang in graceful
folds by the sides of the post.

The china cupboard will come down
to within two feet of the floor, and from
beneath this a long, low divan, covered
with blue and gold brocade, can be
placed by the side of the wall, stretching
out for five feet into the room. By the
side of this, and stretched tightly
against the wall for a depth of four feet,
should be a width of the same brocade,
on the top of which fix a shelf and turn-
ed railings; to hold more china. The
foot is finished off with another tall,
carved post, to which a curtain is at-
tached and draped back closely, The
end of a couch is always an ugly thing.
A tall pedestal or prettily grained wood,
with a bronze figure on the top, holding
a lamp, would add to the general attrac-
tion of the corner. ]

In & room where white wood is not in
character this corner could well be
carried out in “Esterhazy” brown and
vold with the same draperies, or it would

e very effective in an old dining-room
if the posts were really oak and the
draperies terra cotta and gold. It goes
without saying that there should be two
or three handsome cushions piled up on
the seat.

Dr. Parkhurst on Women.

It is
not saying that .if, up to a certain time
men only had been admitted to the
bar, itis, therefore, an injury to a wo-
man to be admitted to the bar; nor that,
because i most civilized countries the
ranks of the army are filled by men and
generaled by men, therefore woman
ought not to be possessed of a military
enthusiam and ambition. We are not
at this point arguing for the contraction
of woman's sphere of activity one whit
more than we are arguing for its exten-
sion. Our only contention is that if she
broadens out into new lines of employ-
ment or service at the impulse of a con-
viction that activates that are suitable
for men are thereforé suitable for wo-
men, and that the supreme distinction
hetween the two is physiological, she is
misconstruing her own nature and do:
ing herself an irreparable injury.”

DEPARTMRENTAL S10RES.
The Views of a Prominent Toronto Busl-
ness Man on This Subject

Regarding departmental stores, it is
worth while repeating & dialog that ook
place between a visiting delegate to the
Reform convention and a well-knoyn busi-
ness. man of the party.

“That was a good article in the papers
about departmental stores,” began the
visitor,

“Yes, it was a great and undeserved
ad for them.” i

“How do 'you make that out ¥’

“Why, didn’t/the papers say that they
sold goods at such low prices, and spoke
of~the exceptional varieties to be seen i1
these stores. All nonsense! There isn't
a departmental store in’ this -clty too
large to run an exclusive Drygoods or Boot
and Shoe Business, You would have to
combine them to get @ storg large enough
to hold u complete stock in one-half the
businesses they try to handle. Then, what
chance has one of them aguinst a wealthy
merchunt who combines all his capital, en-,
ergy and ability to the one business and
who is thoroughly well acquainted Wwith
that particular business. Do you suppose
they are on egual footing ¥ It’s such firms
as these that are doing away with the
small dealers.”

“That seems logical enough,” eoliloquiss
ed the visitor,

“There is no doubt of it. Take, for
instance, Guinane Bros., 214 Yonge-street.
They have bullt a store 200 feet in length
and- utilized four flats exclusively for
shoes. With over 50,000 feet of shelf-room
they can easily carry a quarter million
stock and every inch of space is filled.
It's the largest shos store in Canada,
transacting ten times more business and,
therefore, handling ten times more shoes
than the combined departmental stores of
this city. Their wholesale is almost equal
to their retail trade. I Delieve Guinane
Bros” firm has done more this last year
to demoralize the shoe trade in Toronto
than all the departmental stores could ever
accomplish.”

“How about expense ?’" asked the dele-
gate.

“Expense ! Their wholesale trade more
than pays all expenses attached to their re-
tail business. Why, I purchased this pair
of overshoes from them for 80 cents and
I'm positive no other-firm in Canada out-
side the wholesale business can buy them
for less than $1 a pair.

“But they have to employ more clerks
in proportion to the size “of their busi<
ness than the departmental stores,”’ per-
sisted the rural Reformer.

“Yes, that’s very likely. Merchants per-
sonally superintending their own business
are very apt to employ more clerks than a
manager of a department,

“What about centralization of trade

“Centralization of trade does not mean
gathering dozens of different businesses
under one roof, cramping yourself for
space, and trusting the care of cach busi-
ness to the ability, or want of abilityq
of a manager, It means a business of suf-
ficient capital, buying in wholesale quan-
tities, so as to do away with the middley
man, and having the spacs to carry o
complete stock in every branch of thatt
particulur business. Such an one is able
and does sell at prices lower than thosd
at which the small dealer can even pur-
chase, In a short tim2 he centres the
trade for that business and therefore does
away with the small dealers. The public
go where they know they will find the
best selections and the " best
values. = Now, suppose ({you wanted a
pair, of boots to-day, where would yoy
go?

THE GREAT COLD WAVE.

Some Interesting Facts From Toronte Ob-
servatory Comncerming the Storms.

Since Saturday last, Feb. 2, three im-
portant storms have passed northeast-
ward up the Atlantic coast; the second
one was more severe than the first, and
the third by far the most severe of the
series.

At the same time, a great anti-cyclon-
ic system has continued to cover the
Northwest States and territories, at-
tended by intensely cold weather; the
minimum 4t Prince Albert was 50 de-
grees below gero on the morning- of the
3rd, and on the following morning 52
degrees below.

These great storms moving up the
Atlantic have formed a quadrant
throughout nearly the whole continent,
for a continuance of high northwester-
ly and northerly winds, and the result
has been one of the most severe, if not
the greatest and most general cold spell
that has ever been recorded on the con-
tinent. Toronto, and in fact, nearly all
places, hav eexperienced the lowest tem-
peratures for years, and what, perhaps,
is the most serious feature of the cold
is that it has spread so far to the south-
ward ; even Florida has had a general
and heavy frost, with a minimum of 14
degrees at Jacksonville, and Tennessee
and the neighboring states temperatures
below gero. .

Great snowstorms have also occurred
in the Maritime Provinces, as well as in
many portions of the United States.

A Cubic Inch of Quartz Spans Ons Over
16,450,000 Miles.

The finest fibres said to have- been
ever made have been spun by Professor
Boys, out of quartz. This highly re-
fractory substance, which requires to
melt it a temperature greater than that
developed in any furnace, when soften:
od bi the intense heat of the oxyhydro-
gen blow- ipe. may be drawn out into
threads of incredible fineness. Profes-
sor Boys manipulates it by using a
cross-bow arrangement, by which a
straw, used as an arrow, carrying a
| small bit of - quartz rod, is joined to an-
1 othar rod of quartz by melting the point
| of contact. = When the straw arrow is
fired from the cross-bow it draws out the
quartz into a thread, which may
made of almost a.y desired thickness,
of any uniform diameter, and remark-
ably strong, considering the fineness.

ibers 1-15 000 of an inch in diameter
have been made, a hundred of which
only equal in size the thickness of a
single silkworm’s thread, and the ends
as they are drawn out, become so fine
that they cannot be seen, even with the
aid of the most powerful microscope,
and are not thicker than the millionth
of an inch. A single cubic inch of
quartz would supply sufficient thread to
go around the world no fewer than 658
times—in other words, the length would
be 16,450,000 ‘miles.

THE FLYING MAN.

He Will Never Move Through the Airby
His Own Energy.

| Mr. Hiram Maxim, the inventor of
the famous gun which bears his name,

| is a firm beliaver in the possibility of so

' far perfeciing flying machine that they
may be use§ in warfare. He has been

| explaining his views on thls subjecttoa
contributoRto Cassell's Saturday Jour-

.nal who has been to see him at his Eng-
lish residence at 3exlay. Mr. Maxim
thinks that highly civilized nations,able
to make and use first-rate machinery,
will in the near future utilize flying ma-
chines in their armies. This mode of
warfare, he believes could be carried on
in spite of armaments and weapons of
war as we understand them now, and if
one  civilized nation wused flying
machines in such a way, others would
be compelled to follow suit. At the
same time, he hag no faith in navigable
balloons, the whole .thing being inher-
ently wrong. In France, especially,
attempts have been made to navidate
balloons, and vast sums of money have
been spent upon thein ; but no balloon
has ever been navigated against even
a very light wind.

|- Another point, Mr. Maxim thinks, is
this, that man will never be able to fly
b[y energy derived from his own mus.
cles. A man with sufficient energy
would have to have 40-pound muscles
to his arms and 70-pound muscles to his
chest, and he would have to have a
breastbone 28 inches deep.

ELECTRIC FIRE ENGINES.
-

Power Supplied at Long Distance by a
Flexible Cable.

There can be little question that.an
electric portable fire engine would be
efficient and thoroughly practical were
the question of current supply settled,
and were it not that this part of the
outfit, if properly ins'alled and used for
its special purpose only, would necessi-
tate so great an outlay of money. But
it is a bsolutely necessary that a separ-
ate plant should be ins talled for the
electric engine system. Where a
city or district is well supplied with
electric lighting, railway or power
mains, distributed tairly well, and all
of the same nature and voltage, these
could be used for current supply by con-
necting them at intervals with suit-

{ able trap or switch boxes, which
would be easily accessible, and to which
the engine gotor could be connected.
1t would notfbe necessary to have these
switch boxe$ very close to the water
| plugs; thev could be some distance
away, and the cable, carried by the en-
gine, would'be attached to the nearest
one. The electric supply mains and
switch plugs or boxes would thus bave
to be only in the principal streets and
avenues. The-engine could be con-
nected to any water plug without re-
ard to the location of the connection
oxes, as enough flexible cable could al-
| ways be carried on the engine to per-
mit operating the engines at quite some
distance from the distributing mains.—
Joseph Sachs, in Cassier’s Magazine.

OlL FUEL’S ADVANCE.

Is 1s Making Greater Frogress in Russis
Than Elsewhere, %
From the investigations made and
| published by Dr. C. O. Weber, it appears
that in the use of liquid fuel Russia is in
advance of all other countries, but there
only the heavy petroleum residues, ast-
atki, are used—for boilers, railway en-
gines and 8 ilar purposes, astatki on
combustion producing 11,000 eal., as
against 8,000 cal. obtained from first-
class steam coal. In this respect, there-
fore, 62 pounds of astatki.are equal to
100 pounds of coal. By working side by
side two boilers of the same type, firing
the one with coal and the other with
astatki, it is found that one pound
of coal evaporates eight pounds of
water, and one pound of astatki, 18
pounds of water ; and, in regard to the
important point, the volume of air pass-
ing into the furnace and the quantity
of water evaporated, ‘it appears -that,
for 1,000 cubic feet of air consumed,
coal evaporates 1.5 and astatki 2 pounds
of water ; consequently, besides a small-
er weight of fuel, about 20 per - cent.
less heating surface is required for
astatki fires. This is apart from the
cost of fuel, an item of considerable im-
portance in the case of marine boilers,
allowing thair volume to be materially
reduced without lessening their steam-
producing capacity.—New York Sun.

In former
years, when he copied his messages
with pen or pencil, his ears were accus-
tomed to only one kind of sound—that
of the telegraph instrument—whlle in
these days of the typewriter he must
distinguish between the sharp click of
the ticker and the almost similar rattle
of the copying machine. According to
an old operator, the sense of hearing
soon becomes so developed that the dis-
tinction is easily made. With a little
experience in the use of the typewriter
along with the telegraph instrument
the operator ceases to notice any simi-
larity of the sounds.—St. Louis Poat-
