Ten million men in the German
army and navy service to-day !
Should we wonder why more recruits
are needed in Canada ?

Anybody who proposes peace at
the present moment is classified by
the act as a pro-German. It is only
the Germans who have anything to
gain at the present time by peace.
Those who are busy instituting peace
proposals had better consider their
position if they wish to retain the
confidence of the allies.

The saner element in the German
nation is beginning to assert itself.
There is a campaign going on to sup-
press the “Hymn of Hate,” of which
decent Germans have always been
rather ashamed. The whole sane
section of the socialist party is cam-
paigoning against the policy of an-
nexation which the militarists swear
by. A prodigal nation may come to
its senses amid swine and the husks
as well as a prodigal son.

A reduction of $200,000 in th

outlay on road construction in On-

tario under the Good Roads Act this
season, is indicated by the estimates
submitted to W. A. McLean, pro-
vincial engineer of highways, by the
score of counties interested. Last
yea: the actual expenditure on road
construction was $847,000, of which
the Government contributed one-
third. The estimates this year pro-
vide an outlay of only $640,000.
This amount may be exceeded, but
the department puts the limit under
$700,000.

in the western arena. We are doing
our ubtmost to make ourselves as
we are a naval power, and, though
no other nation has ever accomplish-
ed that feat in the history of Europe,
we mean to do it. Of course we

accomplishments fall short as yet of
our hopes and expectations. But we
set no limit to our effort except
what is enough, and we shall not
weary until in concert with our allies
we have achieved our purpose.

Globe writes : I read an article in
the Globe on Mcnday last deploring
the apathy of a large number of
young men and those the best fitted
in every sense of the word toward
enlistment. This crass indifference
to the critical condition in which
our Empire finds itself at the present
moment is indicative to me of some-
thing far more alarming and much
déeper than appears on the surface ;
it is to my thinking a sort of dry
rot, deadness of soul, the result of
having things come too easily, and
their acceptance as the merest
matter of course. The freedom and
prosperity which these same young
men enjoy and hold in such slight
esteem were won by young men who
had not a tithe of their advantages
in civilization or education, nor in
sport, but who valued the liberty
which s made these things possible
in our day as something worth dying
for, and who did not count the cost.
Is there any way of awakening these
young men to a sense of their atti-
tude ?

HOME HINTS

Few people realize how whole-
some grape fruit is. The Americans
in Ohio and Michigan use them al-
most as much as oranges. In them
we get the natural quinine that our
system often requires. A friend of
mine (a doctor's wife) uses the rind
in this way: cut it intp a pitcher;
pour water in it, and after standing a
few days, take it before meals as a
healthful tonic. The way I like grape
fruit, and I think it very pleasant to
tasts, is to quarter and cut to get the
rind off easier; then cut inside in
small pieces in glass dish, sprinkled
to taste with sugar. Let stand one
hour or so, then pour about a coffee
cup of cold water over ; stir well and
set away until wanted to serve either
a8 a dessert or sauce.

Make your rural house beautiful.
Lay out spacious grounds around the
farm house, plant shade trees, lay
gravel roads and plant flowers.
Don’t lay up all your net earnings
for the benefit of your heirs and
lawyers, but spend some of it in
beautifying your home. The farmer
who always shuts his eyes to the
aesthetic features of his life and
screws himself down to the task of
making money, loses a large portion,
and the biggest portion too, of his
existence.

Directions For Making Corner of a Ta-
ble Spread.
Embroidery.—Most of the leaves are
outlined in buttonhole stitch, others
have one side worked in buttonhole
stitch and the other side in chain, snail
trail or stem stitches. The veins,
scrolls and stems are dome” in stem
stitch and the fillings of the leaves in
honeycomb, herringbone, braid or but-
tonhole stitch, the latter in one or two
rows.

Up to two weeks ago pros-
pects were the brightest, when an intense
hot spell came which, with the excessive
moisture in the ground seemed to scald
the onions, causing the tops to wilt and
dry up before maturity. The onions are
only about half their usual size, which
will mean a 50 per cent. loss to the
growers.

Sub Sinks Troop Ship

London, August 17.—The British trans-
port Royal Edward, taken over from the
Canadian Northern Steamship Company
for seryice in October of 1914, was sunk
by a German submarine on Saturday and
about 1,000 soldiers and crew drowned.

This was announced 1n an official
British statement, issued to-day, which
said :—

“The British transport Royal Edward
was sunk by an enemy submarine in the
Aegean last Saturday morning. Accord-
ing to the information at present avail-
able, the transport had on board 32
military officers and 1,350 troops, in
addition to the ship’s crew of 220 officers
and men,

**“The troops consisted mainly of rein-
forcements for the 29th  division and
details of the Royal Army Medical Corps.

*‘Full information has not yet been
received, but it is known that about 600
have been saved.”

The 29th division was composed en-
tirely of British and Scotch regiments,

An official statement issued at Constan-
tinople said that the transport was sunk
by a single torpedo and went down in
seven minutes.

"“'Col, Becher was one of the finest
officers, .a battalion every had,” said
Liieut, Stapleford. ‘“He was a splendid
soldier, brave, considerate, and a most
likeable man. The officers and men
thought the world of him, and they
were sorry to lose him. I was talking to
him a minute before he was killed. He
gate me an order to take reinforcements
to*Capt. Smith, and I had hardly left
hith when he was killed. He was calm
to'the last and died like a hero.

Capt. Smith, ot Chatham, was won-
derful, He took his men to the second
line ot*German trenches. He was having
a terrible time, and sent back for rein-
f<jl_'cexmnts, Getting no answer, and as
he 'was-wounded himself, and not useful
for fighting, he decided to go back for
réinforgements himself. He crawled the
whole distance, although every tep gave
' him terrible pain. Just as he reached
our trenches he was killed by a sniper.
It'was a brilliant bit of work.

“Liedt. Campbell, of Mount Forest,
who hgs since died of wounds, was an-
other officer who played the game mag-
njificenfly.. He is certain to get the
Victoria Cross, as his feat was one of the
most courageous we ever heard of. He
was shot in the hip, badly hurt, and the
Germans were crowding him. He was
in!'charge of a machine gun, and lay
down in the trench. He held his legs up
and a sergeant placed the gun on it, and
fired 3,000 rounds. He was beside me
on a cot, and I thought he would recover.
He was' a fine chap. Capt. Helliwell,
Capt. Swift, Capt. Wilkinson, in fact,
all of them showed the stuff they were
made of. The men in the ranks fought
like demons, and never gave up for a
minute;;- -We got an awful gruelling, but
we did not fail to do credit to Canada.

“The¢’ machine guns of the Germans
are what are doing the great damage, and
our troops will have to get more. The
enemy:place them in their trenches on
concrete in a semicircle and they are
hiddenso that it is almost impossible for
the big guns of the British and French to
reach them. If they do not all the guns
are put out of action, with the result that
they pepper us constantly. We must
have nidre machie guns, although more
are coming. We have been using the
Colt gun, and it is not so satisfactory as
the Lewis gun. However it seems im-
possible to get them. The campaign for
machine guns here should produce good
results, although it is going to be diffi-
cult to get them for a time.

“I saw Lieut. Chester Butler just be-
fore I left, He came to visit me in the
hospital and has recovered from
his wounds, He is in the record office,
and is doing well, He is a fine officer.
“‘The reception Sir Robert Borden is
getting in England is wonderful. He,
Major-Gen. Hughes and others visited
us, and in every hospital he was given
a splendid reception. He is one of the
big figures in Great Britain at this time.

“In fact, the Canadians are treated
with every consideration. The men in
hospitals have visitors by the scores,,

who are anxious and willing to do every-
thing possible for them. They place
motor cars at your service, and do what
they can to make one comfortable.

The King’s
Scagggoat

An Account of a Duel Fought
In the Sixteenth Century.

By F. A. MITCHEL
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[This story is more than a story. It
is a historical account of a duel that
occurred 400 years ago and a fine il-
lustration of the difference between
the method of settling affairs of hon-
or among men in the olden time and
the beginning of the nineteenth cen-
tury, when mortal combat to settle dif-
ficulties between individuals may be
said to have received its quietus in the
new world in the death of Alexander
Hamilton at the hands of Aaron Burr.]

“How comes i Guichot, that you
are able to make 8o brave a show with
the revenues which you have, for I
know that they are not excessive?”’

The question was asked of Guy Cha-
bot Sieur de Jarnac by the dauphin,
who afterward became Henry II., king
of France.

Jarnac, embarrassed at such a ques-
tion, was unfortunate in the choice of
words used in his reply. He said that
his stepmother kept him, giving him
everything he required.  Henry delib-
erately misconstrued the statement
and reported to members of the court
that Jarnac had boasted of a love af-
fair with his stepmother.

Horrified, indignant at such an ac-
cusation, the young man publicly de-
clared that whoever had made the as-
sertion was “a malicious villain and
bhad wickedly lied.” Then, hastening
to bhis father’s chateau, he threw him-
self at his feet and protested that he
was innocent of the charge. Having
convinced his father, he returned to
court intent upon avenging the injury
done him.

The dauphin found himself in a very
unpleasant position. When princes err
there must be a scapegoat. Francis
Vivowne, Sieur de Chatagnerie, a cour-
tier in favor both with King Francis
and the dauphin, a young warrior of
great prowess, though a friend of Jar-
nac, seeing that he would confer a
great favor on the future king by do-
ing so, took up the quarrel in his_be-
half, declaring that it was to him and
him alone that Jarnac had made his
boast.

Duels at this time were a part of the
feudal tradition and law of France,
requiring the consent of the king.
Francis referred the matter to the
privy council, which after a long debate
‘recommended that permission to fight
be refused. But no sooner had the
king died and the dauphin ascended
the throne than Chatagnerie addressed
a letter to the new king, repeating his
accusation, whereupon Jarnac made
a request that the duel be permitted to
take place. The king consented, and
arrangements for the contest were
forthwith mede.

Chatagnerie was twenty-six years
old, while his adversary was thirty-six.
The former was also of great strength
and very ready with his sword. He
was continually boasting of his feats
of arms and ever ready to pick a quar-
rel. In short, he was just the man to
vindicate his royal master in his con-
temptible charge.

At that time the same rule of the
code, that the challenged party should
have the choice of arms, existed as it
has since, Jarnac had accused his ad-
versary of a lie and had been challeng-
ed; therefore he was permitted to fight
in any way he pleased. Upon the ad-
vice of his fencing master he demand-
ed the heavy armor and long double
edged swords in vogue a century be-
fore. The reason for this was that his
opponent had been wounded in battle
in the right arm and had never re-
gained perfect use of it, and the
heavy iren gauntlet and sword would
naturally hamper the movements of
this arm. Chatagnerie’s great strength
gave him an advantage in closing with
his enemy, downing him and stabbing
him while prostrate. The armor in this
case would be to his disadvantage.
Jarnac also stipulated for heavy
shields, which would be an advantage
to the weaker party, who would nat-
urally be on the defensive.

Chatagnerie seemed to have no fear
whatever of making an easy conquest
of his adversary. As he was accus-
tomed to boast of the deeds he had
performed, he now boasted of the deed
he was about to perform. He ordered
a banquet to be served in his tent on
the field, to which he invited the court
to celebrate his victory.

Naturally the affair was the sensa-
tion of the day. The courtiers were
largely on the side of the king’s scape-
goat, and Henry did not deny that his
own sympathies were with Chata-
gnerie. The provincial nobility, of
whom the Jarnac family were mem-
bers, regarded Jarnac as the defepder
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of their honor and looked upon him ‘as
their champion. One of the powerful
Guise family was to act as second for
the royal scapegoat, and the Duke de
Vendome of a rival family to the
Guises asked the king's permission to
act for Jarnac, He was refused and, dis-
gusted at the king’s favoritism, with-
drew, followed by the other princes
of the blood. The constable of France
then filled the position.

The king having announced his in.
tention to preside at the encounter, the
constable made arrangements in ac-
cordance with the dignity of the occa-
slon. The field having been selected, a
space for the combat was marked out

and suitable accommodations provided
for the king, court and nobility, the
king and his tribune in the center, the
tribune being the constable and mar-
shals of France, who were the judges.

The day of the duel was a beautiful
morning in midsummer. Crowds from
Paris began early to pour forth to-
ward the battleground. The archers
of the guard took the place of mod-
ern policemen in keeping the crowd
from breaking through the barrier and
invading the field of battle. The king
arrived, attended by his sister, princes
of the blood and many nobles. A sin-
gular feature was an executioner and
his assistants, who were intended to
take charge of the corpse of the van-
quished, in case he was killed, for
hanging on a gibbet.

As soon as the king was seated the
herald advanced and proclaimed the
combat, asserting that no one should
interfere with either of the combat-
ants on peril of his life. Chatagnerle
left his tent, accompanied by some 500
of his friends. Jarnac next appeared,
escorted by the grand equerry and 120
gentlemen wearing his colors. The
shields of the combatants were hung
on either side of the king. Then came
the ceremony of the presentation of
the arms, which was principally a test-
ing of the weapons. This having been
accomplished, there was another long
proclamation from the herald, and the
combatants having paraded around the
field, preceded by their arms, after a
religious ceremony in which each af-
firmed his cause to be a just one, they
were conducted to their stations, and
the herald, advancing, shouted, “Lais-
sez aller les bons combatants,” which
means in plain American, “Let ’em
go!”

Such is a condensation of the prelim-
inaries to a duel in high life during the
middle of the sixteenth century. The
fight was by no means commensurate
with the preparation, for it was de-
cided quickly. The duelists advanced,
Jarnae slowly, protecting himself with
his shield; Chatagnerie rapidly and
full of confidence. As soon as they
met the latter sprang upon his oppo-
nent, aiming a crushing blow at his
head. Jarnac, instead of warding off
the blow with his sword, as was to be
expected, received it on his shield and,
ducking, made a thrust for his oppo-
nent’s legs. He struck Chatagnerie in
the hollow of the knee. Before the lat-
ter could recover himself Jarnac re-
peated the thrust at the same point
and cut the tendons, giving a new,
phrase to dueling—the coup de Jarnae,
which in those days was not a foul,
but perfectly legitimate. Chatagnerie
staggered, dropped his sword and fell,
the blood flowing from his wound.

A cry of amazement greeted this con-
quest of the champion swordsman of
France within a few seconds by one
who had no especial reputation as a
man at arms.

By the code of that day three courses
were open to the victor—he might kill
his opponent and hand his body over
to the executioner to be hanged; he
might spare his life after exacting a
restoration of his honor by the yvan-
quished confessing himself to bLe in er-
ror, or he might surrender him to the
king. Jarnac called upon his enemy to
restore him his honor. Chatagnerie's
reply was an attempt to rise, but it
failed. Jarnac, then advancing to the
king, said:

“Sire, I entreat you to esteem me a
man of honor. I give you Chata-
gnerie's life. It is our youth alone
which is the cause of this trouble. Let
no imputation rest either on his family
or upon him on account of his offense,
for I surrender him to you.”

But the king, not realizing that his
scapegoat was unable to continue the
fight, made no answer. Jarnac raised
his eyes to heaven. “Lord, I am not
worthy, for it is not to myself, but to

thee. that I owe the victory,” Then,

returning to Chatagnerie, The begged

} him to surrender. But the scapegoat,
{ ruising himself ¢n one knee and re-

gnining his lost sword; endeavored to
strike. Jarnac stepped back, saying,
“Do not move or I will kill youw”
“Jill me,” replied the vanquished man
and fell back exhausted from loss of
blood.

Again Jarnac went to the king and
implored him to give him the victory,

{ a victory which condemued the king

himself, but Henry refused. Jarnac,
expecting that his former friend would
bleed to death, cried: “Sire, he is dy-
ing. For the love of heaven, accept his
life at my hands!” Henry, refusing to
pronounce his own condemnation, still
refused till the constable joined his en-
treaties to those of Jarnac. Then
Henry, seeing that the sympathies of
the assembly were against him, said
to Jarnac, “You have done your duty,
and your honor should be restored to
you.” And he ordered that Chata-
guerie be removed. Jarnac had the
right to be escorted from the field by
his followers to the sound of martial
music, but he declined the honor.
When he refused the king, having had
time to curb his disappointment, call-
ed him to the tribune and, as the viec-
tor was about to kneel to him, em-
braced him, saying that he had fought
like Caesar and spoken like Aristotle.

Never was there such multiplicity of
preparation for so brief a contest, nev-
er a more flagrant case of a man guilty
of a contemptible act accepting the de-
fense of another and being judge of
the issue, withholding the verdict un-
til forced by opinion to pronounce it.

At the conclusion of the tournament
the brilliant assembly broke up, and,
the king leading the way, all returned
to Paris.

Jarnac’s victory fell no less heavily
on the king than on his defender.
 Chatagnerie felt his fall so keenly that
he refused to live after it. he sur-
geans bound his knee with bandages,
but he tore them off. Again they put
them on, and again the miserable man
tore them off, repeating the act till at
last ho bled to death. .

The Sixteenth Century Carver.

At the formal banquet of the six.
teenth century the man who carved
the meat was bound with the red tape
of precedent. When carving for distin-
guished guests he had to remember
that certain parts of the birds or meat
must be set aside. In carving for his
lord and lady he was expected to exer-
cise great discretion in the size of the
pieces he sent round, ‘“for ladies will
be soon angry and their thoughts
soon changed, and some lords are soon
pleased and some not, as they be of
complexion.” He was expected to have
the rules both of the kitchen and the
peerage at his knife’s end. A pike, for
instance, must be dished up whole for
a lord and in slices for commoner folk.
The rank of his diners, too, determined
whether a pig was to be served up
whole, sliced, plain or with gold leaf
or whether new bread or bread three
days old should be eaten.

Care of the Ear.

Never be alarmed if a living insect
enters the ears. Pouring warm water
into the canal will drown it, when it
will generally come to the surface and
can easily be removed by the fingers.
A few puffs of tobacco smoke blown
into the ear will stupefy the insect.
Never meddle with the ear if a foreign
body, such as a bead, button or seed
enters it. Leave it absolutely alone,
but have a physician attend to it
More damage has been done by injudi-
cious attempts at the extraction of a
foreign body than could ever come
from its presence in the ear.—~Health,

FACIAL PLASTER CASTS.

Having One of Them Made Is a Mighty
Disagreeable Process.
Perbaps nothing can be imagined
wore disagreeable than the process of
taking a plaster impression of the fea-
tures.
The person whose face is to be
“taken” is placed flat upon his back,

his hair smoothed back with pomatum
to prevent it covering any part of the
face, and a conical piece of puper, a

straw or a quill put in each nostril to
breathe through. The eyes und mouth
are then closed, and the entire face
completely and carefully covered with
salad oil.

The plaster, mixed to a proper con-
sistency, is then poured over the fea-
tures to the thickness of one-quéirter
or one-half inch.

In three or four minutes this plaster
can be taken off as if it were a film,
but they are very long minutes. The
victim must not sneeze, smile, cough
or otherwise move a muscle, or the
whole process will have to be repeated.

When a cast of the entire head or of
the whole human figure is required,
either a cast of the face is added to a
mass of clay which is to be modeled to-
the entire figure, or the whole figure
is modeled from drawings prepared for
the purpose. This is the work of the
sculptor,

When the clay model is finished a
mould is made from it. A thin ridge
of clay is laid along the figure from the
head to the base, and the front is first
completed up to the ridge by filling up
the depressions two or three inches
deep.

The ridge of clay i8 now removed,
the edges of the plaster are oiled, and
the other half is done in a similar way.
The two halves are then tied together
with cords, and the plaster poured in.

In complicated figures, like the Laoe-
oon, the statue is oiled and covered
with gelatin, which is cut off in sec-
tions by means of a thin, sharp knife,

each piece serving as a mold for its-

own part of the new statue.—St. Louis
Globe-Democrat.

BATTLES AND DOWNPOURS.

There Is No Connection Between Gun-
fire and Rainstorms.

So far as the records are available,
the rain aceompanying or immediately
following great battles is not unlike
that which might have been expected
in the course of natural events, says a
writer in the Popular Science Monthly,
Bearing in mind the fact, already stat-
ed, that throughout large areas rain
occurs on an average once in three or
four days and also the subjective fact
that rain associated with July 4 cele-

{ brations or with battles would doubt-
| less not have been remembered had it

not been for such associations, the hy-
pothesis appears to have no foundation,

In 1892 the United States government
disproved the idea by experiments in
which violent explosions of dynamite
were produced within clouds by means
of kites and balloons, with no rain fol-
lowing as a direct or even as an indi-
rect result. The, practice, still followed
in various European countries, of at-
tempting to prevent hail by bombard-
ing approaching clouds or of projecting
vortex rings of smoke upward also is
without sctentific basis. The relatively
feeble convectional currents resulting
from these artificial attempts to in-

| fluence the weather are too meager

to have any appreciable effect upon
the massive convection accompanying
storms and are wholly inadequate to
influence precipitation.

SWISS MILITARY SYSTEM.

Tests All Youths Must Pass Before
They Become Soldiers.

The Swiss system is ultra militaristic
and probably would never be accept-
able to the United States. But it is
interesting, nevertheless, as indicating
how the problem of defense has been
met and apparently solved by the earn-
est and patriotic people of a republic
like our own.

The Swiss system is compulsory and
begins with the early schooling of each
bcfy. He does not drill or handle fire-
grms, however, until he is twenty years
old, when he reports to federal au-
thorities for physical and literary ex-
amination. He must be able to read
and write and figure, and answer ques-
tions in elemental Swiss history and
geography.

The physical tests require that the
applicant shall cover at least eight feet
in a running jump, lift a weight of
thirty-seven pounds in both hands at
least four times, and run eighty yards
in fourteen seconds.

| siven an extension of time for further

training, not to exceed four years, and
if physically disqualified at the end
of that period they are obliged to pay
a tax, or to take some assigned po.si-
tion which they can filL.—Kansas City
Journal.

The German Temper
Perhaps the most salient weak-
ness of the common mind of Ger-
many is the persistent judgment  of
the mind of other natioas by its own
standard. Because Germans have
convinced themselves, or rather,
have allowed themselves to be in-
doctrinated with the notion that they
are the salt of the earth they are
convinced that every other people is
ready to welcome them as the heralds
of a new and higher civilization.
They actually present themselyes as
the apostles of freedom and, to all
appearance, imagine that the waiting
world is ready to herald their advent
with sword and fire as the dawn of
liberty. When they find that their
peculiar brand of “kultur” is detest-
ed rather than appreciated, this does
not abate one particle of their con-
ceit. German rule, if not accepted,
must be imposed.

That in brief is the notion that
had been assiduously instilled into
the German mind. With (ermans
it hag become an article of faith that
they have been created to dominate
everything and everybody. According
to their idea they are the embodi-
ment of super-humanity, the flower
of mankind. Therefore, they assume,
in order to establish their dominion
they are justified inr using all means
lawful and unlawful, in pursuing a
premeditated policy of frightfulness,
and in violating all law, human and
divine. . If this is the end of civiliza-
tion then civilization has proved a
curss rather than a blessing; and
freedom, right, honor, names not
realities, reached only to be found
apples of Sodom.

Help the. Wounded

One thing this country absolutely
owes to the men who are fighting its
battles in France and Belgium. Those
who are so wounded as to be in any
way incapacitated or to lose any
part of their earning power must be
provided for out of the national
funds. There must not be the faint-
est shadow of a possibility that any
man who has lost a limb or had his
nerves shattered in his country’s
service wil dependent upon
charity.

The war has been in progress for
a year. Many of our men ‘“have
been at the front for six months and
longer, and the problem of providing
for the crippled is already arising.
It must be faced, thoroughly and
promptly. Canadian  self-respect
will make short work of any Govern-
ment which fails to do its full duty
on this score. There is no reason
why the men should be a burden on
the community; there are many
trades at which they can earn a good
living and feel themselves independ-
ent, if the necessary training is pro-
vided for them and they are support-
ed while receiving it. The time for
