A Winnipeg business man writes 
as follows: “I was a confirmed Amer­
ican hard coal user, but American 
hard coal and slate at a little better 
than 820 per ton.started me in to do 
some thinking. The result was that I 
gave Alberta coal a trial, and then I 
got a shock of my life. Listen to this : 
I used to buy about 11 tons of Amer­
ican hard coal each year. This I shov­
elled into the furnace, getting in re­
turn about 13 tons of ashes and two 
tons of unlbumed coal, which I could 
have sifted out if I wanted, but a 
man can’t sift ashes and retain his 
self-respect. Sometimes the house 
was warm and sometimes we were 
not so’ lucky. Hard coal is very temp- 
ermental stuff, but we could nearly 
always get lots of heat if we waited 
five or six hours and had luck. Now 
I burn Alberta coal, about 12 to 14 
tons a year. I have, I would say, 
about one-third of the ash I had with 
hard coal, and ash that is all ash, but 
no wabte coal. If the furnace is prop­
erly tended we get heat, lots of it, 
and get it instantly any time we 
Want it, without fuse and without 
prayer. I am not putting it too 
strongly when I say I would sooner 
pay $20 a ton for good Alberta coal 
than I would the same amount for 
American anthracite.”

ed, has, for some reason or other 
not yet been solved. This is not the 
fault, of course, of the people of the 
United States, nor is it likely to be 
accepted by the American people as 
a reason why they should suffer for 
want of fuel while they see train­
loads of coal passing their doors on 
the way to Canada.
