—Li Hung Chang, whom China sent to 
Japan to negotiate a treaty of peace, has 
succeeded in his mission, but at such a tre­
mendous sacrifice of dignity and interest 
that he will stand a fairly good chance of 
Using his head when he returns home. He 
has agreed to the independence of Corea, 
which was a foregone conclusion. The in 
demnity of $100,000,000 which China is to 
pay to Japan was also expected, the sum be­
ing even much less than it was thought 
Japan would exact. Japan is to he ceded 
permanently the rich island of Formosa, 
which comprises 15,000 square miles and 
contains a population of 3,000,000. A large 
extent of Chinese territory on the mainland 
and all the places captured during the war 
are to be held by Japan for an indefinite 
period, which changes in territory would 
largely change the map of both countries. 
In addition to these things Japan has secured 
certain commercial advantages from China, 
and has insisted upon an offensive and de­
fensive alliance as against all other countries.

The cession of territory to Japan will meet 
with the opposition of Russia, which nation 
would be only too glad of some reasonable 
excuse for seizing it herself. Great Britain, 
too, which now controls fully three-fifths of 
China’s foreign trade, is not at all likely to 
stand quietly by and see Japan given the 
key to the advantages likely to result from 
the opening of the Chinese Empire to foreign 
trade. France also, and Germany have in­
terests in the east too great to be overlooked. 
It is more than probable, therefore, that 
these European powers will now actively in­
terfere and see that only such a settlement 
is affected as will guard their interests, com­
mercially and otherwise.

There is trouble brewing between Nor­
way and Sweden, and even a war between 
them would not be at all surprising. For 
over three-quarters of a century there has 
been a partial union between these two 
countries, of which Norway seems to have 
become dissatisfied. Although there is but 
one king over the two countries, each has a 
parliament of its own. At the time of the 
union it was provided that there should be 
but one Minister of Foreign Affairs, who 
should he a Swede. A few years ago this 
condition was modified to the extent that 
the Foreign Minister might be either a Nor­
wegian or a Swede, but should be responsi­
ble to the Swedish parliament alone. Now 
the Norwegian parliament and people are 
demanding a separate Foreign Minister, and 
also a separate consular service, both of 
which the King, Oscar the second, refuses to 
sanction. About two months ago affairs 
were brought to a crisis by the resignation 
of the Norwegian cabinet, and ever since 
that time the King has endeavored, but 
without success, to induce one of the politi­
cal leaders to undertake the task of forming 
another cabinet. The Norwegian people are 
arming, and the Swedish cabinet is seriously 
considering the advisability of sending a 
military force into Norway to take forcible 
possession of its strongholds. In the event 
of a war the people of Norway hope for aid 
from Russia, while Sweden expects moral 
and material assistance from Germany. So 
it will be seen that the possibilities of the 
present situation are great indeed.

Dear Monitor,— The statement has been 
made by about all the papers in western 
Nova Scotia and by some as far east as Hali­
fax, that “ Antigonish was always a Liberal 
county.” That statement is opposed to the 
facts of history. The exponent of Antigonish 
politics for upwards of a third of a century 
preceding confederation was W. A. Henry, 
late Judge of the Supreme Court of Canada, 
and father of our own Judge Henry. 
Henry was always a conservative. The only 
occasion, I can call to mind, on which he 
differed from his party was when he sympa­
thised with Dr. McCullough on the college 
question.

Steamship and Rail Travel.

The spring passenger traffic between the 
United States and the lower provinces is be­
ginning to grow, and the chances are that 
when midsummer comes, with the hot 
weather that our cousins across the border 
are called upon to endure, that the propor­
tions of last season will be equalled or sur­
passed. The Yarmouth steamship company’s 
boats will, when the business reaches its 
height, make five trips each way between 
Boston and Yarmouth.

The immigration law of the United States 
provides for the examination of every pas­
senger crossing the border whether they go 
by rail or boat. The officials are not an iota 
more severe in the case of the passenger who 
comes by water than with him who comes 
by land, and no one will be sent back unless 
there is good evidence of violation of the 
contract labor law, or he is a pauper, or 
otherwise disqualified in that way for resi­
dence in the United States. Whatever re­
strictions there may be to travel they are 
applied with no more force in any particular 
to steamship passengers than to passengers 
by rail.

A despatch from Boston to the Herald 
says: “ Passengers arriving at this port by 
steamer from provincial points this spring 
are not being subjected to the annoyances 
from the immigration officials -such as gave 
rise to complaints last season. The new 
officers having become more conversant with 
the class of travel that comes from the mar­
itime provinces recognize the fact that it is 
very different frôm that coming into the 
country from Europe, and therefore make 
as little trouble as possible for the passen­
gers by steamers arriving from Yarmouth.

MARITIME EXPRESSShade Trees.

In clearing the land our forefathers un­
thinkingly committed a blander, the result 
of which gives as no little inconvenience to 
day. We refer to the almost complete re­
moval of trees from oar fields. Owing to 
this, the stock in pasture in many cases are 
totally without protection from the glare of 
the hot sun, unless some building is erected 
under which the cows stand during the most 
heated part of the day. Our farmers fully 
realize this, yet we note that few indeed are 
they who are taking steps to remedy this 
trouble.

A few dollars would be well spent in pur­
chasing a thousand or more shade trees, from 
some reliable nursery if they cannot be found 
in the woods, and planting them in some 
convenient place in the pasture, preferably in 
the corners, where two or more fields meet, 
where, when sufficiently grown they will serve 
as shades for all the fields. Of course the re­
turns from a work of this nature are not 
immediate, but a little attention in the way 
of thinning and keeping the grass from lie­
coming too rank, they will in a few years 
commence the duty of shade trees. We in 
these provinces are not at present experien­
cing any great scarcity for fuel oi lumber, 
but if our forests continue to dwindle under 
the woodman’s axe as in the past, we will 
find tree planting a profitable venture. The 
variety of tree depends upon locality. Where 
a wind-break is wanted about an orchard or 
around the building a line of Norway or 
other spruce will be satisfactory. Fjor a 
pasture clump or grove, our hard or white 
maple, or a mixture of them with some 
evergreens will probably serve best.

Love and friendship need 
as much care to keep alive as that green­
house flower we spoke of before, or the bus­
iness which lives by a man’s exertions and 
dies by his neglect. How often young mar­
ried people blunder in this, and, taking mar­
riage to mean per se adamantine stability, 
neglect the simplest precautions to insure 
continuance! 44 At home ” with each other 
as they are, sure of each other’s affection as 
they are, they put no restraint on them­
selves, but 4let themselves go’ in speech, 
habits, temper, appearance, as all of minor 
importance where the main thing, their 
love, is all right.

“She, in a crumpled dressing-gown, with 
untidy hair and discolored hands—he, in 
broken slippers and shabby coat, unbrushed, 
unshaven, unkempt—and both unappetizing 
to the last degree; this begins the first pro­
cess of degradation. She, peevish and dis­
contented over small matters, whereof, were 
she wise, he would never have heard the 
very echo—he, preoccupied, snappish, un­
sympathetic; and both without self-restraint 
or reticence; this begins the second process 
of disintegration. But they come together 
again after their little tiffs, and in the be­
ginning of things the old proverb about the 
quarrels of lovers holds good-but only in 
the beginning of things. By degrees that 
coming together is slacker, and the elasticity 
to recovery is losing daily. The love that 
is between them begins to die for want of 
keeping alive by care, and soon the sorrow­
ful tense is changed and for ‘ is ’ we read

“So with friendship, which indeed requires 
as much tact and care to keep alive as love 
itself, being in its essence love without the 
passion that inflames that other form. Two 
friends have all faith and confidence in each 
other. That does not excuse the neglect by 
which one, we will say the younger, tries 
the stability of the elder’s affection. Let­
ters left long unanswered or but scantily re­
plied to when acknowledged—reticence over 
those pleasant little occurrences of daily life 
which keep the interest active and which 
seem when told to bring the two parted 
spheres into closer contact together—in a 
word, neglect, though only in small and 
trivial matters, as surely kills the sweet 
growth of friendship as personal neglect and 
unrestrained tempers kill that of love.

“-For nothing on earth is immortal and 
nothing is unchangeable. No affection that 
lives in the human breast is indestructible, 
and even the mother’s love can be chilled, 
alienated and destroyed. If this be so with 
the most intense, the most deeply rooted of 
all, how much more then will others which 
are in a manner what may be called growths 
of superimposition—something that comes 
after and upon the more purely instinctive 
and prototypical? No! Frienship and love 
have to be kept alive by a little care, a little 
attention to details, a little ungainly amount 
of self-indulgence.”

Those are wise words, and friends and 
lovers everywhere will do well to read, 
mark, learn and inwardly digest them.
