The Browa Tail Moth
la Massachusetts

(The Maritime Farmer.)
Since coming to Massachusetts the 

i writer has been much interested in 
studying the Brown Tail Moth as oc­
casion has offered, and in talking with 
those who have had experience with 
it. And the more the matter is in­
vestigated the more objectionable the 
pept appears to lie. A receet trip to 
Marlboro, which is about thirty miles 
from Boston, served to impress the 
difficulties of the situation more firmly 
than lief ore on the writer's mind, as 
he had an opportunity to look over a 
farm which is in a badly infested dis­
trict, and to talk to the owner in re­
gard to methods of fighting it and re­
sults. Like most people he had neigh 
hors, and like male,’ people his neigh­
bors didn't take as much interest in 
keeping their orchards and grounds 
free from pests as was desirable. As 
we walked up through a young orch­
ard of apples and peaches mixed, lie 
explained that he had already been 
over this orchard ami gathered nil of 
the nests and burned them, a* the 
trees were small this had been a com- 
naratively easy matter; but the trou­
ble was that iust over the way was 
an old orchard which was not looked 
after, except under pressure from the 
authorities, and this had kept him 
continually seeded down.

Of course the law covers the matter 
but so it does the keeping of dogs and 
the selling of whiskey, yet these («mat­
ters don't always run as smoothlv 
and as satisfactorily as could be wish- 
ed. and the brown tailed business 
seemed to be on the same footing ex­
actly.

He had not yet cleared his wood­
land of them and 1 was interested to 
note the way in which the moths had 
attacked the different species of trees. 
The hillside we examined had oak, 
birch, maple and a good sprinkling 
of wild or seedling apple trees scat­
tered over it, besides a lot of <3i fièrent 
shrubs. Jt was not unlike that sec­
tion of Digby Countx;, Nova Scotia, 
about North Range and Doucetville, 
which I had visited last spring with 
Prof. Smith. Mr. Vroom and Mr. Guil­
ford Reed just after the convention at 
Annapolis, only instead of a nest or 
two on a few of the apple trees there 
were dozens. The owner explained 
that his method-of attack was to wait 
until there had been a light fall of 
snow and then go through the woods 
with pole primers and long ladders 
and cut out/die nests, allowing them 
to fall on/he ground and subsequent­
ly gathering them up and burning.

I asketi/him if he coladdered it a 
bad orchard pest and he said “no." 
except for the itch it would not be 
very hard to handle but one was most 
sure to get this either from the cater­
pillars at spraying time or from the 
moths when they are flying about lav­
ing their eggs.

As we drove back to the station 1 
watched the roadside trees and found 
the same situation there. Oatls and 
apples were everywhere covered. One 
line okl oak of a hundred years, very 
tall and straight, which stood along 
the right of way looked as though a- 
bout half its leaves had hung onto it 
but 1 was assured that these were 
brown-ta il nests and that the authori­
ties were seriously thinking of cutting 
it down as it was almost impossible 
to keep it free and it simply made a 
breeding place for the whole neighbor­
hood .

Of course Nova Scotia is not bless­
ed with many oaks but I couldn't 
help thinking of the many fin? ones 
through Canada, about Kentville and 
in other parts and w’ondering whether 
thex* would ever meet the same fate.

It is certainly to be hoped that the 
10 cent bounty and other measures 
may eradicate it from Nova Scotia be­
fore it gets any better foothold.
