Faney Pigeons at the Guelph Show.

Editor Review,

. With your kind permission I will give your
Bhuinerous readers a short description of the exhi-
it of high-class fancy pigeons which I had the
Wleasure of judging at the above exhibition. I
gian assure you, Mr. Editor, I have never seen a
Rotter lot of birds together since the Centennial.
R ho numbers were not large, but what were there
gcre good in every particular.

B I found them at one end of the ball, in grand

place for visitors to examine their many good
qualitics,—the Dest place that could be given
them in the large building.

Among the principal exhibits I noticed the col-
lection of Mr. H. B. Donovan, of Toronto, who
recently purchased the entire loft of Mr. Weldon,
of Tonden, and with the aid of his own birds, will
compete favorably with the best exhibitors in the
United States. Mr. D's exhibit is made up of
white, blue-pied, black-pied, yellow-pied and red-
pied Pouters, which are standard birds, good style,
accurate markings, the desired length of limb and
feather; Black and Dun Carriers, A No. 1 birds in
every particular; Black Barbs, very fine indeed,
showing great width of skull and immense eye
wattle; Russian Trumpeters one pair of blacks,
very fine birds—would like to have scen a few
black-mottles in this class ; two pair of Red Jaco

' frray, placed on an clevated platform,—a splendid

bins that would be hard to surpass, and it is safe
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to say will hold theiv.own ab any show this side of
the Atlantic, and with the addition of whites,
blacks and yellows this class would have been per-
fect. The Fantails, onc pair of whites in this ex-
hibit, want improving, but the blues and blacks
are excellent specimens, especially a black cock
whose style and carringe was perfoct, a blue cock,
the same ; in fact, either of them fit for any gentle-
man’s loft. ‘Pumblers—this class was very light,
and needs looking after; one pair of Short-faced
Almonds were, without doubt, a good pair of bicds,
also the Kite cock, one of the best birds in the show.
The Black Nuns have correct markings, and were
the only birds of their kind on exhibition. The
Black and White owls are excellent birds, but can-
not say the same about the Silvers. Blucand Red
Swallows, sliown as any other variety, are very
good indeed, in fact it will take a perfect bird to
heaf them. The English Pheasants were greatly
admired by visitors, and are without a doubt the
best plumaged birds of this variety. There was
very little competition in this class—ouly two
pairs on exhibition, Take this gentleman’s collec-
tion all through, I found the birds in goqd feather
and all looking well, with only one or two excep-
tions.

Next we have the young and ardent fancier, Mr.
N. Jefirey, of Guelph, who makes a spcecialty of
Fantails. All colors are represented except reds
and yellows, which require an amount of care and
attention in breeding to get them near the stand-
ard. He shows one pair of whites, the best in the
show, very good in style and other points; two
pairs of blues, nearly as good as the whites, also
two pairs of blacks that will hold their own at any
exhibition. His show of Fantails is a credit to
him. I do not remember on ary previous occasion
seeing such a lot of Fans, all in such good condi-
tion as to feather.

Ireson & Co,, of Toronto, made a very fine ex-
bibit of Antwerps, chequers and solid culors, but I
wou'd like to have scen more shott-faced in the
class. They also show red, yellow and black-wing
Turbits, all of which are really good birds, indlud-
ing one pair of Moorcaps in any other variety,

W Baiber, of Toronto, is alight exhibitor. He
contiibuted one pair of good red Barbs, which have
won many premifums, and money cannot buy them
—they are cgnal to any I have seen; alsv sume
good blacks. '

I would suggest that in futuie exhibitors be re-
quired to exhibit in coops provided by the socicty,
thereby enabling the different varicties to be plac-
ed in rotation, or each varicty by itself. It would
be more suitable for all patties concerned, and en-
able the judges to make their awards perfect, and
not overlook any entries, which is sometimes the

case under the present nrmngqncn! when there is |
an extia lavge exhibit.  And again, I'would recom- -
niend that the name of each vaviety be placed on
the premium card, stating all particulars for which
card has been awarded.

All that is now wanted is for a few more fancier
to come into the ficld. Pigeon breeding is a de-
lightful pastime, and it is a wonder to me that a
greater number of our people do not engage in it.

Mr. D. T, Rogers showed a nice pen
of one year old Silver Pheasants, the cock taking
the silver medal for best male specimen ; also some
good Angora rabbits. In reporting the show one
of the local papers said :  “ Among other rare birds
we noticed parrots, raccoons and white rabbits.”
Verily birds are of numberless species.

CHATIAM.

Pigeons were not numerous, and modesty pro-
hibits us criticising what were there. We under-
stand there are scveral fanciers in Chatham whe
should have been out, also sume in London who
we expected to meet, as the distance is only oo
miles.  Mr. J, M. McPherson exhibited some birds
in Scotch Fancy show cages, the only cages ot this
kind we have seen in Canada. They were much
admired for thedr neat and smart appearance, and
showed off the best points of the birds to good ad- -
vantage.

# Hutch”—Rabbits not breeding.

Ans.—Try feeding the doe for a few davs on
soaked pease. This will probably Dbring maiters
right.

« Dragoon”—Pigeons breeding. -

Ans.—Separate the sexes at once, and mate up
about the first of April. You cannot expect to
raise your birds this scason of the year withoui
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employing artificial heat, which we do not advise.
Line your loft with tarred felt. This is the best
material to use,

J. Ross,—Breeding Owls,

Ans.—You can mate blue to blue, or blue tosil-
ver.

Burlingtoun.—Raising pheasants,

Ans.—Pheasants are difficuit to raise, though
extremely hardy when mature. We have never
had any practical experience with them, but intend
to try them this scason, using for the first month
or so an almost entirely insect dict.

Roup.—J. Bowen.

Ans.—Try Guests Roup Pills; Agent in Canada,
Mr, J. H. Cayford, Box 1168, Montreal. We have
used these with great success, and they are casier to
administer than any other medicine.

Mating Pigeons.—P. R.

Ans.—Sijlver and white may produce white, but
probably splashed, which, if mated again to white,
will likely throw pure white.

We presume that you mean by A. P, silver red,
which is not a standard color. The color for both
sexes should be a pale silvery-gray, (hard to de-
scribe on paper,) something between a blue and a
dove color, with black or brown bars.

‘t Barb.»—Breeding Barbs.

Ans.—Youn may mate dun and black. Their
progeny will answer to breed back to either color.
Tather to daughter and mother to son is best, Try
to avoid in-breeding, especially birds from the
same parents, 4, e,, brother and sister, as it tends
to reduce size and strength,

A Visit to Mr. Goldie’s Aviary and
Pheasantry.

While attending the show of the P. A. of Ont.,
at Guelph, we availed oursclves of the kind
invitation of Mr. Goldic to visit his noted collee-
tiun of furcign birds and Pheasants, On arriving
at this gentleman’s house we were first introduced
to his aviary of tropical birds, amongst which we
noticed some paraquets of maguificently brilliant
plumage, the mixture of bright, gay colors being
particularly pleasing to the cye. When flitting
about in the sunlight these ¢ birds of many colors”
must indeed be a beautiful sight. We also saw
many vatieties of Finches,Java sparrew, Orioles,&e.
The aviary was heated by a large self-feeder, as
these aristocratic birds can stand but a very small
amount of cold, and indeed require a great deal of
fime and attention to keep them in health.

In summer they are at liberty to fly and exercise
in a Iarge outside flight, enclosed by galvanized
wire netting of small mesh. Mr. Goldie has been
suceessful in raising many varieties,

Our next visit was to the pheasantry, where we
tound pheasants of five varietis, namely the
common or English, Silver, Golden, Reeves and
Lady Amherst ; these last two being particularly
fine in plumage, and haviug tails which, when in
full feather, must mnecasure at least 3 to 4 feet in
length  The other and less rare varicties, especi-
ally the silver, were also particularly fine, and in
their housing and condition showed a true fancier’s
care,

Mr. Goldie bas also a grand scientific collection
of preserved bird-skins, he having the skin of every
Canadian bird, and a collection of no less than 250
varieties of humming birds, of which there are
some 400 varicties in existence. After a hasty in-
spection of the magnificent mill operated by Messrs
Goldie & McCullough, and thanking him, Mr. Gol-
die for his courtesy and the trouble he had taken
to explain many matters relating to the manage-
meat of his birds, we left to dream of a tropical
clime, a blue sky and myriads of bright-bued
birds flitting about through the atmosphere,—the
thermometer at the time registering about five
below zero.

Our English Letter.

Editor Review, '
This is notably the era of specialist clubs. The

latest addition is the Magpie Club, founded at
Liverpool show last month, under very favorable
auspices. There is still talk of founding a pigeon
club, to take the lead in that fancy, as the Poultry
Club does in its department, but events seem hard-
1y ript as yet, though perhaps another year may
see it accomplished.

The much maligned Poultry Club has undoubted-
1y done considerable good, but there is still much
for it to do. A step in the right direction was
taken at the last Palace show, demoralizing the
club by lowering the subscriptions to 10s.; as a
result nearly 100 new members are proposed for
clection at next mecting, and already they talk of
a club Loom in London.

Thege have been several cases lately of 0ld birds
winning in young classes, and extra forward
youngsters being passed as too old. To remedy
this, several of our leading pigeon men are trying
to start a system of marking young birds, Lefore
they have moulted out all the nestling flights, on
the new ones, so that they may not be passed ss
too old at some of our winter shows. If we can
arrive at some practical solution of this difficulty
it will be a great check on fraudulent exhibitors.
But there ave two great difficulties in the way, 1st,
to provide reliable, trusted men as markers, and
2nd, the roluctance of fanciers to send valuable

youngsters a long distance, (a5 many would nec-
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cesgarily have to) at the most critical period of
their lives, ¢, ¢., during their first moult.

It is the fashion now to start challenge cups for
the different breeds and sub-v- “aties, both of poul-
try and pigeons. The supporters of the Antwerp
and Pouter are now collecting subscriptions for
two challenge cups in each of these breeds, to be of-
fered fou the first time at the autumn shows of 1885

The Turbit fancy is all alive just now on the
trimming question. The Rev. W. Lumley, a well
known exhibitor, judge aud eritic of the Turbit,
who by his outspoken and impetuous reports has
made many enemies in certain quarters, exhibited
some Turbits at Ryde Show, in Isle of Wight, un-
der Mr, S. Saulter, another well known judge and
exhibitor; two of these Turbits were ¢ passed,” be-
cause their flights had been plucked, so said the
judge. Mvr. Lumley stoutly denied the chaige, and
brought evidence to show that the feathers had
been broken and lost by accident and not fraud.
A fortnight later Mr. Saunlter exbibited at a Yeovil,
and Mr. Lumley reported. In his report he stated
that Mr. S'. birds were tervibly hacked and filed
about the beak, one of them being cut down to
the quick. Of course & paper war was the vesult,
which is still proceeding. Itis difficult for out-
siders to tell the pot from the kettle. I see in
last week's paper Mr. Saulter threatens to take ac-
tion against Mr. Lumley for libel. Nous verrons.

A correspondent in January issue of Rzview al-
ludes to the difficulty highly bred Trumpeters
have in feeding themselves. It is usual as soon
as the show season is over to clip off the portion
of the rose which overhangs the front and sides of
the eye, so that the bird may be able to find its food
readily, while its owner is saved all anxiety on
that score should he Le absent for a few days
from home, for if left to a servant without this pre-
caution, the birds are frequently found in various
stages of starvation on the owner's return. It is
imperative to cut the foot and hock feathers of
Trumpeters, rough-limbed Pouters and all heavily
feathered birds, or many broken eggs will result,
and if allowed to rear their own voungcter?alarge
majority will be crushed or ‘thrown out of the nest
by the troublesome feathers of the parents. Fan-
ciers of Fantails, too, should cut away the side
feathers of the hens' tails and they will get much

fewer unfertile eggs. »

When in London a few days ago we paid a short
visit to the lofts of Mr. G. H. Parish. Thisgentle-
man breeds several varieties, but intends reducing
his stock and keeping only four or five varieties.
We notice some good Carriers, notably one fine
black hen; Pouters, white and blue pied, among

-they are yet quite young. He also has Fans,—

which was a particularly fine white cock., A pair
of Black Russian Trumpeters, recently imported
from a famous American breeder, are good in all
Trumpetor qualitics, though Iacking a little in
length, but no doubt they will improve in this, as -

some good whites; Archangels the best we have
seen in Canada; Turbits, Owls, Barbs and other
varieties. He is very eunthusiastic and shou]d :
make a successful bLreeder. i

We have had scvcml enquiries as to the best '
food for pigeons. We find from experience that
good, sountd two year old pease form the best
staple, with an occasional change to wheat, buck-
wheat and corn, especially during the breeding
season, when they require a rather softer food
than pease. An occasional handful of rice is bene-
ficial, but is too binding to feed in quantity. A
handful of hemp now and then will also do bene-
fit. They should have aconstant supply of gravel,
old morter and salt-cat, or at any rate salt su;i-
plied in such a state that they cannot gorge them-
selves with it. Rock salt is good, as they cannot
get too much of it at one time,

Care of Poultry.

Editor Review.

This is the season, according to current poul-
try literature, that fancy poultry will pay for gen-
erous feeding and careful attention. This advice
is good as far as it goes, but this spasmodic interest
is not the best. Chicken mising is like every
other business, and requires continual attention to
a series of conditions through a long period of
time. Many a man is credited with such a thing
as “good luck” because success bas crowned his
efforts in some department of trade, while in reat-
ity the cause of his success was a close and con-
stant fulfilment of these conditions upon which
success depends. The greatest orations of modern
times were supposed et the time of their delivery
to have been the fruits of extraordinary powers of
mind, and composed and prepared upon the spur
of the moment, but after-revelations brought to
light the {act that they were the products of long
and laborious preparation. 8o is it with raising
any stock to perfection. Knowledge is the first
vequisite, and can be gained more quickly and
more perfectly with a limited number than with &
great many. No person would attempt to teach a
child his letters, spelling &c. at the same time.
Too "great & variety of subjects confuses and
weakens the mind. “One thing ata time, and
that well done” applies to poultry breeding as well
as to book study. Therefore to the novice I would
say, keep one variety and give them the care and
attention and study that you purpose giving half {
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a dozen vavieties, By these means you will learn
your elementary lessons perfectly, and you will
earn success,  For fowls which are neglected only
jnst when they are directly producing will not pro-
duce as largely or bzget as good offspring as those
which are in prepavation always.

Many a farmer us2s his agricultural implements
in the samo mauner. Just as soon as the work is
done there is no further thought of these things
till they are needed again, when from long ex-
posure and neglect they are found unfit for work,
and d:lay and loss ave the consequences and a
poor class of work is the result through tne whole
season.

1t is the rule with a good many, that as soon as
the breeding season is over the breeding stock is
1:ft to care for itself, during the summer scason at
least. I had this notion at first, too, that fowls
could look out for themselves in summer, and if
they get hard and poor all the better, as they
could stand the heat better. At certain scasonson
a farm this may do very well, but as a general rule
it is an error.  Of course fowls do not want to be
fed as heavily in summer as in winter, nor as
nourishing food, but they must have enough to
ke'p them in good condition. This is especially
applicable to the Asiatics, which do not get their
full growth till two years old.

Again, clean water must be constantly supplied,
as well as shade, so that summmer must not be ex-
clusively devoted to the young fry, or our next
year's young fry may suffer in consequence. I
have known breeders who, according to our best
judges® decisions at our largest shows, always breed
better stock than their original stock—necessarily
purchased, of course. And how i3 this accounted
for? Of course “skill in mating to produce the
best results” will be the answer. But I am in a
position to know that this is not the correct ans-
wer. Then, it might be asked, what other reason
can possibly be given? Simply this, proper and
constant care throughout the whole scason in-
sures perfect developement, and this can't fail to
bring improvement. A perfectly developed ani-
mal, which grows right along every day from its
birth till fully grown, cannot fail to be beautiful,
and these will beget, by selection of the fittest,—
not allowing the animal to select, but, notwith-
standing Darwin to the contrary, let the breeder
do this little duty—still more perfect specimens.

R:specting feeding at this season, I may be per-
mitted to give a little from my past years’ ex-
perience, It will be remembered that, from a
serics of experiments made by a number of fan-
ciers in Canada, it was decided that less food at
this season meant less eggs in number but they
would hatch better, and that dry whole grain was,

preferable to soft food for luyers or that eggs will
hatch better, Last spring I fed whole grain very
sparingly at first. T'he result was I got no cggs
till April, and then only)after I had fed grain,
principally wheat, move liberally. But a larger
per cent were fertile than on any previous season.
This season, so far, I have fed my Brahmas pretty
liberally on bLuckwheat, sunflower™ seed, wheat and
pease, requiring them to scratch for it, of course,
and they are laying nively.

A flock of P. Cochin hens, kept for sitters, have
been fed soft food in the inorning, made warm
with pepper, and they are laying better than the
Brahmas, but as to whether their eggs will hatch
any better I can't say yet. Butas I intend to set
a gitting of Cochins to keep up my flock, I shall
be able to tell further on, I hope brother fanciers
will continue those experiments, as in the past,
as they not only give information but furnish a
pleasant recreation to the mind.

the wall; two rows were also placed on an cle-
vated platlorm at the front.  The handsome wire
cages in which the birds were exhilnted, show
el them off Lo advantage, wnd the view from
the stage at the rear toolk in every bird in the
show, The arrangement of the birds was ex-
cellent.  The males and females were placed in
alternate cages, one in cach, so that the poss:
bility of the cocks fighting was avoided, there
being one female between every two maules,
These wire cages give an exhibition a tastetul
and attractive appearance, and those in use here
would be perfect, were the doorsa little larger, o
fault that can easily Le remedied in the manu-
facture of new ones.

The majority of the Board have had consider-
able experience in the management of poultry
exhibitions, and have reduced it to a science.
The work is taken in hand in time; each has his
duty allotted to him, and it is pei formed prompt-

ly.  All scem to work together, in the greatest
harmony. It was very pleasant to see the friend-

d |1y fecling that characterized the intercourse here

one with another, There was none of that jea-
lously apparent, that so often mars the pleasures
of poultry shows. They seemed vo_have con-
fidence in each other, 1n the judges, nd, in the
case of the fowls, in the system of scoring, to
point out the test birds.

Mr. I. K. Felel, of Natick, Mass, judged the
fowls, Mr. J. James of Toronto, the pigeons, and
Mr. W. Scott, Montreal, the song and cage birds,
and ecach scemed to give general satisfaction.
We acted as clerk for Mr. Felch while scoring,
and had an excellent apportunity of seeicg how
the work was done, and are only sorry that all
our western tanciers opposed to scoring, and our
judges, were not present to see how quickly and
thoroughly the work can be done by one who
has a thorough knowledge of the Stardard, and
the practice necessary to enable him to apply it.
We will refer «t length to the scoring at this
show on another page.

The quality of the stock in most cases was ex-
cellent. . The show of Light Brahmas, Ply-
mouth Rocks snd Games was very large and fine
in quality. Mr. Felch said the Light Brahmas
were the finest class hie had seen or judged this
year, which was also his verdiet with regard to
the Games and Game DBantams. Plymouth
Rocks were also very fine. 'We were rather dis-
appointed in the Cochin, Hamburg and Leg
horn classes in number and quality—in the intter
classes there were some good Whites and a nice
pair of Blacks, It is, however, unnecessary
to go into detail, as the scores will give the par-
ticulars of quality, which can be relied on as
accurate. The only case in which Mr, Felch’s
judgment was questioned was with regard to
the award on Black-red Game pullet.

This association 18 very fortunate in having
as its staff of officers a large number of active
and zealous fanciers. The Presidzent, Mr. La-
vers, is a prominent public man in the city, and
during the exhibition received the nomination
as alderman for St. Lawrence ward. He was
constantly in attendaunce, and secmed to be
pleased when able to coutribute to the comfort
of visitors, and give informatiun to those requir-
ing it.

in Montreal, and no man in the Province enjoys
a more liberal sharve of the respeet and esteem of
fanciers and his acquaintances generally. He
had & mugnitcent display of Light Bralunasand
Plymouth Rocks, of which he was justly proud.
Mr. Cavford, the seeretary, thoroughly under-
stands his bu-iness, and has the faculty of pget-
ting through an immense amount of work in a
very short” time, apparently without an effort.

In Games there was only one pair
worthy the name—a pair Black-red fowls, A few
pairs of feir Bantams, Game and Scbright. The
pigeon display was not large; the enly birds of
merit were the Jacobins, Trumpeters and Tumnb-
lers. ‘I'he exhibit of cage hirds was largeand fine,
A trained canary, that drew its food up an inclin-
ed plane in a little cart, and its water in a little
bucket from a well below, attracted a great deal of
attention,

The show was judged by Mr. C. H. Crosby, of
Bridgeport, Conn. The fowls were scored. Mr.
Crosby is not so rapid in his work as Mr. Felch,
and, unlike him, is guided a good deal by compari-
son in his awards, but is very painstaking and
careful in his application of the Standard. .J¢ is
a fine old gentleman, and is highly esteemed by
the fraternity in the United States.

The attendance of visitors was & great deal bet-
ter than at any other show we have visited this
winter. The interest in the fancy seems to be
very strong among all classes in Ottawa and neigh-
borhood, and we belicve this society has a pros-
perous future before it. A large number of birds
changed hands at good prices. The visitors took
a good share of the prizes on this occasion, but the
Ottawa fancicrs are not discouraged, and declare
that another year will find them in a position to
hold their own against all comers.

Although few of the members of the society had
much previons knowledge of show management,
the business was well conducted. On account of
the indisposition of the secretary a great deal of
extra work devolved on the president and treasur-
er, who deserve highly of the society and fanciers
gencrally for their exertions.

The visitors were all enthusiastic in their praise
of the hospitable manner in which they were used,
and we beg here to tender our thanks to Mr.
Keyes, and other members of the association, for
many acts of courtesy and hospitality extended to
us during our visit,

While attending the New York show I received
a communication from the enterprising young fan-
cier, Mr. J. M. Macpherson, of Chatham, regarding
the coming show. I subsequently learned that,
during Mr. Macpherson's visit to England, where
he spent the holidays, the interest in this society
had fallon off to such an extent that matters lay
dormant. Realizing this on his return, he deter-
min«d to shoulder the whole rssponsibility him-
self, and much credit is due him for successfully
carrying out that detcrmination. T'he show was
not a large one but the quality of the stuck was
good.

I was pleased to ncte the good fecling that pre-
vailed among cxhibitors. It is a great mistake for
members of socicties and exhibitors to barbor
jealousy and strife unjustly to win over their com-
petitors. I did not see¢ any such disposition in
Chatham. Judging from the interest shown in
having birds scored I think the fanciers there will
record their votes in favor of scoring. It is sur-
prizing to me to find any oune opposed to it. If
scoring is done by a competent judge why can
there be any more objection to it than there is to
weighing or measuring any article of commerce;
If a person is dealing in culls and desires to sell
them for good stock—or if a judge is not able to
apply the Standard intelligently. 1 can see why
such persons might olject, and prefer judging
without scoring, yet there is no more justice in
that than there would be in guessing at the mea-
surements of grain—palming off chaff and wheat
for the clean article, or using unreliable weights
and measures when we are figuring up the value
of our commodities.

I do not regret wy visit to Chatham, and the
pleasure of agrin shaking hands with friend Ful-
lerton of the Review added nota little to my enjoy-
ment.

May the Chatham boys and the Revizw continne
to prosper.

Questions and Answers.

1. In judging and scoving by the Standard what
is the correct interpretation ot the Stundard dis-
qualification % Featherlegs?? Should the presence
of two or three small pin-feathers on one leg be
sufficient to disqualify Plymouth Rocks?

2 In scoring chickens, is the Standard for cocks
and hens to be strictly enforced, or an allowance
(in plumage particularly) made for their being
chickens?

3. If one part of a bird, say a toe, be discased, is
the cut to be made off “ legs and toes” or off “ con-
dition,” or both? What would you consider a fair
penalty for ¢ bumble foot?”

4. To what extent are “ brassy” feathers allowed
in & Plymouth Rock, before it should be disquali-
fied. .

5. How are birds judged for weight when no
standard weight is given?

ANSWERS.

1. Feathers on the legs of Plymouth Rocks dis-
qualify, no wmatter how few there may be. The
case is not altered even if only found on one leg.
A rigid adherence to the Stardard is best in such
cases.

2. No allowance rhould be made for what the
bird may become or has been. A bdird in the
prime of its first year will generally score higher
than ever afteravards.

8. “Condition" is usnaliy held to cover general
condition of feathers and flesh. Some judges make
it & rule when serious defects, such as bumble-foot
appear, when the value of legs and toes is not suf-
ficient {0 cover the defect, to cut on both. In our
opinion any defect that positively destroysa bird’s
usefulness should disqualify.

4. Real brassy feathers should disqualify, no
matter how small the number, Very few Ply-
mouth Rock cocks or cockerels are free from rusty
color in the wings, but this is not held to be «
disqualification.

5. Weight is not taken iunto account.
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Seasonable Hints.

Hatching is now the -order of the day. The
present is the time to get out the chicks of the
large breeds to win as the fall shows. Don’t
bother with the smaller breeds for a couple of
weeks or o month yet, unless the object is eggs
in the fall and carly winter. - -

To set a hen right in cold weather, the nest
shonld be in a warm. or at least well sheltered
place. Give a gond deep layer of straw or hay
underneath, and make the nest deeper than you
would in warm weather. Give fewer cggs—
nine for a medium sized hen, and cleven is
enough for the largest. It is not the number of
cges a hen can hide under her, but the number
she can Keep warm that must be considered, as
to hatch them at this season of the year the body
must come constantly in contaet with all in the
nest. Be sure that your hatcher is free from

“lice. Have a good feed of corn, fresh water and
gravel where she can help herseif quickly wien
she comes off the nest, and see that she goes on
ag. in before the eggs are chilled.

When your heart is gladdened by the “* chirp”
of the little chickens, resolve that they shall not
be made to suffer on account of their carly ad-
vent. Keep them wurm. This is not always
casy. Some will say ** O the hen will atteud to
that.”  She ean't in very eold weather, without
vour help. She will keep their bodies warm,
but you must see that their feet are not allowed
so freeme.  Give them a good deep layer of straw
or other warm substance to sleep on.  Mr. Pen-
man, of Chatham, has an cxcellent plan for
keeping carly chicks comfortable. Itis by plac.

“ing them ina box, the bottom of which 15 made
of sheet iron and covered with a layer of fine
sand. Underneath this a lamp is fixed. shelter-
ed so that it will not be extinguisked by the
wind.—in fact the arrangement is two boxes,
one on top of the other, the lower one the smal-
lest.  The chickens when cold gather near the
ceatre, over the lamp. and spread out when they
become too wirm.  The idea is a good one, and
is not patented.

Feed the ecks by lamp light, as late as you
cun, It is easy teaching them to eat at night.
Keep the old hen hungry for a couple of nights
and she will teach them. Give nourishing food
and feea often. Hard boiled czg and bread
crumbs, broken up fine, is excellent, coarse oat-
meul, cracked corn and small wheat are good,
and sweet milk is very valuable.

* cases of fraud are given—one of borrowing and
the other of coloring,.

This association in this

respect has set an example that every other in
the country should follow. There is hardly a
show held "at which glaring cases of fraud in
trimming, cutting, plucking coloring and bor-
rowing atre not seen, and the practice has becn
0 long tolerated that thé gravity of the offense
is not appreciated. Nearly all socicties have a
clause in their rules covering these offences, and
were each to inforge the penalty and publish the
names of the offenders, the evil would soon be
stamped out,

The Toronlo side show of the Poultry Month-
ly, 1n reporting the proceedings of the late an-
nual meeting of the Poultry Association of On-
tario, snys:—*¢ Messrs, John Miles, James Main,
S. Butterfield asd several others, spoke against
the system of scoring adopted at this show, and
stated it was the most unsatisfactory picce of
work they had ever known, and moved that the
system be done away with, which was carried
unanimously after & slight opposition from A.
Fullerton,”  Now, isn’t it too bad to make Mr.
Butterfield say that his judging was the most
unsatistactory work he had ever known? It is
not at all like him, and we incline to the belicf
this statement is on a par with the one that the
motion rescinding scoring was carried unani-
mously. Mr. Bonnick may feel that some show
of gratitude is expected of him for the gift of
the office of representation to the Industrial As-
sociation, which he begged as a reward for his
adhesion to the anti-scoring party last year.
This plea, however, looks strange in view of
the fact that he volunteered the statement to us,
at the time of the meeting of the Board last fall,
that Ius vote and interest would be exerted on
behalf of the scoring system. We would re-
mind him of the tate of those who attempt to sit
on two.stools. ~ Such sycophancy will not pro
cure him the respeet of honorable men.

Seoring at the Montreal Show,

Among the many inducements we had to visit
the Montreal show this year not the least was the
desive to see judging by scoring doue by the ex-
perienced judge, I. K. Feleh, of Natick, Mass., and
if we had not derived any further pleasure or pro-
fit from the visit, what we saw and learped there
would have amply repaid us for the expense of the
trip.

Before starting we had the assurance from the
officers of the association that every facility would
be afforded us to sce the work done. We had no
oceasion to complain on that score, as the exhibi-
bitors and officers were all pleased that one in no
way interested in the exhibits should assist Mr.
Felch in the work, and we were at once installed
as his clerk.

There was no sclection of the stock here before
the judging was commenced. The Stenderd and
score-cards were placed in the clerk’s hands, leav-
ing the judge with his hands free to examine the
birds. All the birds in which tveight was a con-
sideration had been previously weighed, and the
weight placed on the entry tickets. Commencing
ub the end of a row each bird was in turn examin-
ed and scored, without any veference to its neigh-
bor. The number of the entry and name of va-
rviety was first placed on the card, and then the

judging commenced. Before the bird was taken

|
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out of the cage, symmetry, condition a8 far as it
could be judged, and carriage of wings were con-
sidered. 'T'he Lird was then taken out and subject-
ed to athorough examination in all parts, and the
“outs" given as discovered, head, comb, neck and
50 on ; condition, breast and body can only be de-
cided by handling, and after all these were look.
ed to the bird was returned to the coop, and the
examination of legs and feet gone through. The
score card was then placed on the bottom of the
package, and another bird taken in the same way
until all the class was gone through. The secre-
tary or an assistant came around frequently and
collected the cards of the birds scored, took them
to the office, where they were added up, and on
the completion of the class, the prize cards were at
once tacked up. In no cese did the judge have
access to the score-card, or evince a desire to see
them, and not a fizure was changed after being
once correctly put down. When defects were dis-
covered that were considered hardly worth cutting,
a check was placed opposite the section on the
card, and these checks in case of a tie, were count-
ed against the bird having them. When a case of
disqualification was discovered, if scoring had
been commenced, it was at once discontinued, and
the cause of disqualification placed on the card.
There were few disqualified birds found heve, but
we noticed that the majority of the disqualifica-
tions found were brought out in the haudling,
showing that birds can not be properly scored or
judged without handling.

With regard to the time occupied in scoring, we
refer our readers to Mr. Felch's letter in another
column. What we saw here convinced us that
the time question will not be considered an ob-
stacle in the way of the adoption of scoring when
it i8 undertaken by willing and competent men.
Mr. Felch assured us that he can with ease score a
bird in each four minutes of the day, and this rate
of progress was exceeded here. Of course this
proficiency can only be attained by the judge hav-
ing a thorough knowledge of the Stundard, and a
great deal of practice. The Montreal show was
judged in ten and a half hours. We have seen
prizes distributed more quickly, but we are con-
vinced there is no more speedy way of judging
fowls than by scoring.

There was no cios’ng of doors or shutting out
exhibitors here. Exhibitors were at liberty to
106k on and see how it was done. At times the
interest would cause them to cvowd a little, but
the slightest intiniation that more room or light
was needed, calised thet to fall back. The work
was allvays going on. There wae no waiting for
Jjudges’ bodks to be handed in and tade up, but the
whole work was progressing at the same time,

We submit these facts to our readers in refuta-
tion of many of the statements made at the late
annual meeting of the Pouliry ‘Association of On-
tario, and refrain from any further comments,

The best exhibition coop for breeding pen we
huve yet geen was that in use at the Montreal
show. Itsdiménsions were 5x8it., top, ends and

sides formed of found rods of hard wood, plac-
ed about three inches apart.
