THE LONDON ADVERT[SE'R AND
THE C.P.R.

We venture to hazard the assertion
that our London contemporary’s remarks
on a recent article of ours. pointing out
the unfairness of the course pursued by
the exponents of the Opposition policy
towards the principal shareholders ot the
Canadian Pacitic Co. are more likely to
cause surprise than those which he has
undertaken to criticise. We- readily
admit that in our occasional notices of
the C. P.'R. we have labored, as we still™
labor,” under the disadvantage of not
knowing much more of the conditions
under which the stock was subscribed
than that a certain cash bonus wasto be
given fo the cempany in addition to a
land grant. - As between the original
shareholders and those who subsequently
invested in. the shares, and. also as
between both and the Government, we
are wholly without information, and are
not therefore in a position to discuss with
-the Advertiser the propriety of the mode
‘of allotting shares. Whoat we do .know
is that the organs of the Opposition haye
been- persistently unfair in their oriti-:
cisms. i . :

The “Advertiser in his article of 8d
inst, states the aggregate subsidies
granted by the Government, and then
adds ;. “ For this they ' were to build the
road," bhus cooveying thexmpr!’sswn that
the original subscribers .to, the stock
underhéok.thab, on condition of receiving
cortain  suhsidies, they would bind
themselves to - devote their private for-
-tunes to. the:.construction of the Pacifio
rmlway. We find it dxﬁ'xcu b::40 believe
that the Adverttacr rea]ly holds such an
absurd opinion., The gentlemen in ques-
tion have been genem\ly considered fo
be men “of .good ‘business " talent “and
eﬂgnclty, but if. they had* delnbemtely
entered. into auch a contract . they would
have earned the character of consummate
blockHeads.. Such an et would have
bem one of sheer madness. W hat we
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. understand they actually did wes to

undertake to form a company for the
. construction of the railroad on the usual
terms of limited liability. 7They were
required to take among them 50,000
shares of $100 each, and to pay for them
ab par, and the shares were 1o receive
interest ab 6 per cent until the cowple-
tion of the road.

The Advertiser states explicitly * so
far they have contributed nothing?
although in another part of the same
- article he admits that they not only took
50,000 shares ab par but 200,000 more at
25 making $10,000,000 at 40. o prevent
misunderstanding, we may remark thab
we have heard on what we believed goed
authority that the shaves of the directors
really stand them nearer 45. Be that as
‘it may, what we objected to as both
untruthful and unfair was the systematic
charge that the directors were getting 6
per cent on 25, We presume,~but we
must beg our contemporary to bear in
mind that we have no reliable informa-
tion on _the subject,—that it was originally
hoped that the public would subscribe ab
“ par for a stock having a 6 per cent
guaraniee and the liberal bonuses granted
by the Government, and with the en-
couragement given by the directors in
taking 50,000 shaves at par. The appeal
to the public. was not successful, and
eventually lower rates had to be accepted,
and in order o equalize the position of
the shareholders, the original subscribers
‘increased their holding by an additional
$5,000,000, at 2 rate which it cannot be
denied was a fair average., At all events
the public atlarge have liad ample oppor-
tanity of buying at less than 40,

-As to the interest the Advertiser can-
not be unaware that it was reduced long
since from 8 to 5 per cent, and that-when,
in order to induce people to subscribe, a
Government guarantee was purchased,
the rate was reduced to 3 per cent. The
people who complain like the Advértiser
are not the stockholders; who would be
the principal sufferers if' theére had been
avy unfairness. The Advertiser lias tiob
ventured: to defend thie dishonest pro-
position made by the leaders of “the:
Opposition, that the value of the Govern-
ment annuifies of 3 per centon the faith
of which fthe stock has beén_changing
hands for a considerable time back, should
be diverted from the purpdse for which
they weré granted, and applied to the
construction of the road. A more
audacious proposal to repudiate & Govern-
ment pledg,e was neverg;made, 1% s
evident that it wasjtoo bad for even the

Advertiser to defend, and he has proved

in his late article that he does not stick |

at brifles.
We should like the Advertizer io ex-
plain on what principle the shareholders

“in’the C, P. R. should be ealled on to do

what the eminent capitalists who sub-
seribed for the original stock in the
Grand Trunk were never asked todo.
We should also like him to explain
whether he thinks it would have been
just that the original promoters of the
company who evinced their confidence
in the undertaking by subscribing
$5,000,000 at par should have received
the same rate of interest on those shares
as the new shareholders,chiefly foreigners,
and yet this would have been the effect
of allotting their second five millions on
the same terms as those obtainable in
the open market. As we have already
stated, we labor under the same disad.
vantage as the public abt large in having
very imperfect information, but, there is
quite enough in possession of the public
to enable us to refute the calumnies of
the Opposition press.

A CANADIAN TABLE OF MORTALITY"

At a meeting lately of some prominent
insurance men the guestion was asked :
Why have we not a Capadian table of

mortality ?

It is difficult to satisfactorily answer
this question, withont assuming that the
lack of such a table is due to the careless-
ness or mdxﬁ'erence of our life insurance
companies, "There should naturally exist
among our companies a desire to increase
our knowledge of vital statistics, and it
would seem reasonable -to suppose that
they would be the first to suggest the
construction of atable that would accu-
rately denote the normal rates of mortality
among insured lives in Canada as soon ag
their experience would justify its compil-
ation. We would like to seesuch a table as
soon as it can properly be. constructed ;
nat only becanse we believe it would be
of great use to our Life Companies, but

also from a sense of national pride and

gratification.

When the American experience table
of mortality was made from the recorded
experience of the Mutual Life Iusurance
Company of New York, we believe that

company had no greater experience than’

the combined experiences of our own
companies. There would therefore seem
to be no good reason why we should. not
have a table of our own that would adequ~
a.tely express the normal death rite
among insured lives in this Dominion.

If, as we believe, our mortahty is lower
{han the mortality in the Um(:ed Sca,tes

we would by all means like to have tha
fact demonstrated beyond any doubt.
Qur plea that the frugality, carefulness,
and industry of Canadians make them
more desirable asinsurance risks than re-
sidents of most otlier countries wonld thus
either be dispelled, as an illusion or con-
firmed beyond any {urther doubt or ques-
tion.

us announced at the time. Uunder the
circumstances the directors recommended
an application to-Parliament to reduce
the capital stook by 25 per cent, and this
was concurred in by a large and influen-
tial meating of shareholders, Apart from
the business in the North-West and in
Three Rivers, where the same manager
had been prior to his removal to Winnipeg,
the business seems to have been sutisfuc-
tory.

 SECURLITY FOR BANK CIRCULATION,
[ COMMUNICATED. ]

In previous communications the disad
vantages to the banks and the public of a
change from unsecured (o secured bank
issues were discussed ; we have now to
consider the drawbacks of the present
system, and the advantages of those pro-
posed in lieu thereof.

DANGRERS OF THI PRESENT SYSTEM,

It must be admitted that the elasticity
of the present nole issue is greatly in its
{avor, and were the issues restricted (as in
Scetland and Ireland) Lo a few well known
banks, most of the objections to them
would be removed, Such a limifation,
however, we believe to be impossible of
adoption here, for reasons hereafter
noted.

We cannot fail to remember against
the present system the facilities
which it offers to speculative banks
to force out circulation beyond their
legitimite proportion, thereby tempting
them to accept business beyond the lines
of safety, for the sake of the double profit
to be earned ; and the inducement which
it offers for the formation of new banks
to take advantagoe of this profit.

It is plain that a system which may
have served a good purpose when banks
were few and well-known, and the whole
business of the country more or less com-
pact and restricted, may be found utterly
unsuited to the larger needs and wider
fields of the future. We have now a
system much resembling that which pre-
vailed in the United States during the
ante-national-bank days, but with some
important Qifferences in our favor, in a
gonservative direction, Noiwithstand-

ing these differences we are exposed to
the danger, in the future if not in the pre-
sent, of lasses and troubles such as forced
a change on the American people. We are
under the same conditions, in kind if not
in degree, but we need not wait for a break-
down before taking measures to put our
currency on a permanent‘ and secure
basis.

- And although it may be guite true that
there is no immediate danger from this
cause, yot if the system is faulty, and if it
appears clear that in the future some

change may be forced on us, the prudent .

course obviously is to make the change
now, when the effect will be comparatively
trifling, and not to wait until i is forced
on us, possibly under conditions when

eitlier to move or to refrain from moving
may be a perijous thing. .

No one familiar with the history
of currency, looking at the fubure that
lies before us, can be satisfied witha

‘system that places it in the power of any

sel of men to issue currency, who can
scrape fogether enonugh real or nowminal
capital to meet the requirements of the
law; and that, by granting this power,
tempts speculative men to embark in a
business where the speculative element
is a public calamity. .

1t is greatly to be desired that our
systemof banking and currency should be
placed now on a foundation that will
serve to supporb our future growth, how-
ever great and widespread it may be. No
time could be better than the present for
a change. The commercial business of
the country is ‘generally sound, within
moderate dimensions, and - well under
control ; the financial position is remark-
ably easy ; and we "are on the eve of the
completion of a great national work that
must influence every -branch of ﬁmnce
and commerce.

LIMITA’I'ION TO EXISTING BANKS.

Various modes of meeting the difficul-
ties mentioned have been Lrought for-
"ward of late. :

Those that look towards the limitation of

issues to existing banks have much to com-
mend them. This is the method adopted
in 1844 and 1845 for the banks in Great
Britain and Ireland, which has there un-
doubtedly had the effect of maintaining
sound banking institutions, But the condi-
tions are not favorable to its infroduc-
tion into Canada. The community is buta
fraction yet of what we hope it may be,
and any endeavar tolimit 50 greata power
and so uselul and necessary s function to
the banks now in existence would be an

injustice to the needs of the future, which

the futyre wonld certajnly remedy,

NO MONOPOLY PPOSSIBLE."

But the method is, I believe, i’mpossible-
of adoption here. Public opinion on the
subject, as far as it is formed, is probably
this, that the right of establishing new
banke, and of securing for them exactly
the same privileges as other banks, is a
« yested right ? of the people who have
or may bave capital to embark in such
ventures ; and the creation of a monopoly
would, in all likelihood, be regarded with -
great disfavor.

Indeed it is very doubtful if ‘such a
messure could become law. The Ameri-
con systemr iz manifestly so much more
equitable, as giving an equal right to all
peisons to engage in banking, and at the
same time so effective for the purposes
under consideration, that it would besure .
to commend itself to the majority of our
legislators. The struggle,if ever there
be one, will be between the sup-
porters of this system and those who
took to the issue of currency solely by
the State.

GOVERNMENT 1SSUES,

The most important substitute for
existing issues of curvency is that of an
issu~ by the State.

This has many things to recommend it.
The function is one which affects the
whole community, the capital provided
by it is furnished by the public, and it
would seem equitable that the people
should reap the benefit. ‘

But the reasons against such issues we
think entirely outweigh such con--
siderations. "The world has learned
by bitter lessons that convertibility,
the touchstone of the soundness and
real usefulness of a paper currency, can
only be certainly looked for when the
issues are entrusted to those whose com-

_ mercial life or death dependson the due
fulfilment of their * promise to pay on
demand.” Governments seem to bave no
moral backbone in such matters, and,
however sound their theories may be, in -
practice they gradually depart there-
from. Even the necessity for legislation
is of little value as a check.  An amend-
ment in the direction of greater esse is
so easily made law that practically there
is-little safeguard in this respect.

The arguments for and against g
Government issue have been brought,
forward in this. Journal of late, and
need not be repeated here. It may be
_udded that, even with a maderate
limit of issue on securities, and a provi-
sion for oovering all further issues . by
gold, and granting that the abservance of
these conditions might be relied on, the

&Plﬂel} hag little to recommend _ it " If
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would- cerlainly give us a note- af all
times ag “ good as gold,” but the cost
would Le ruinous. It would involve the
practical annihilation of a large amount
of capital sorely needed for the develop-
ment of the country. It would dis-

-courage the formation of new banks ; and,

whatever effect the covering of issues by
bonds might have on the accommodation
granted to the public, and on the rate of
discount, s uch an arrangement as thig
would affect the public on these two
points far more seriously.

The public may be entitled toshare the
profits gained by paper currency, but let
it be content with establishing a moder-
ate home demand for its bonds and with
the general benefits which accrue to the
country from the judicious extension of
the banking system, :

THE NATIONAL BANK SYSTEM.

These considerations bring us to the
couclusion that of all the methods open
to us for the improvement of our cur-
rency, an adapiation of that in use among
our neighbors is most suited to our needs.

It has been said that the National
Banks are the fiuit of National Bank-
ruptey, but this is scarcely a fair state-
ment. They were established during the
war, but the necessity was forced on the
administration as much by the {rightful
coundition of the State banks as by the
necessity for securing a murket for Gov-
ernment Bonds. Indeed the effect, as far
as the labter is concerned, appears to have
been regarded by Mr. Chase (who intro-
duced the Bill) as_a secondary considera-
tion altogether. "

A system of currency secured by =
deposit of bonds had been tried early in
the hisiory of the counfry, and found
successful. It may be of interest to note
that one writer saysof English banks in
his connection,—that - had the country

banks been willing to accept this system,

and deposit Government securities for
their circulation, the Bank Charter of

1844 would in all, probability never have

been passed. : )
It has in itself powers of growth and

adaptation to commercial' needs that -

make it invaluable in & new and growing
counlry,
loyalty for favoring an American system
rvather than following the wisdom  of our

forefathers, but we have the same needs,

and are under the same economic condi-
tions as our . neighbors to the South,
and have little in these respects in com-
mon with our brethren across the sea. It

Wasreny Cioan Tnape.—The cighr trade of
London, Ont., scems to be in the deptbs of
depression. It is only recently that we record-
ed the collapse of W. T. Rutherford and the
resolution of the creditors to wind up his busi-
fiess, and now the Advertiser tells us that, owing
to the depression in the cigar business, the
manufacturing establishments of the Union
Company, Dundas street (Dan. Arbuckle,
manager), Matthew H. Lawson, King street,
and William Kelly & Sons, Dundas street, have
closed down indefinitely. The annual license
fee of $75 which each manufacturer is reguired
to pay fell due on Dominion Day, but the above
three manufacturers decided not to apply for
anotherlicense, in view of the present siag-
nation in business. throughout the Province.
The firm of Kelly & Sons is an old-established
one, and at one lime employed 50 or 60

hands. The Union Company’s business
has been - established about - five years.
They employed about fen hands. Mr.

Lawson has been in business .at London
between three and four years and used to ém-
ploy about eight or ten hands. Most of these
employes are now out of work, the depression,
according to the Advertiser, being general in al
parts of the~ Province. Qwing to the death of
Mr. Lewis Olmstead, the business in which he
was w partner, it is understood, will not be
carried on by his brotler. This will reduce the
number of cigar. manafacturers in London to
about six. All the factories there have dis-
charged several of their employes within' o

‘short time, and some of the houses are running

with only balf their former staff. 1n conversu-
tion with a reporter Mr. Brener, n manufnc-

“turer, affirmed that ‘the cigar mauvufacturing

indnstry of Ontario had depreciated within the
past few years fully 50 per cent. He .stated
that on an average half the factories of
Ontario have closed down, and those now in
operation have discharged many of their former
employes.  He affirmed - that the Scott Act is
slowly killing the cigar business, and the re-

“eent increase in duty on tobaecv exported

from the Stales cansed many to give up busi-
ness and deterred cthers establishing factories.
Mr. Brener formerly employed sowe 43 hands
but now has only 22 He has serions thoughts
of retirving from' the business himself. .

Davis & Sons and one or two others, who
know how to cater to pepular requirements, and
do not hesitate to spend a little to make their
brands well-known. .

While the above statement shows that the
general business of the Bank for the past
twelve months has been good, yet for the
reasons staled in the circular issued to . the
sharcholders in May last. the Directors -have
felt it to be their d-ty to pass the dividend -
that would otherwise have been payable on ~
the second instant, and to apply the net
earnings of the year, exclusive of the dividend
of the 2nd January, 1885, towards making pro-
vision for bad and doubtrul debts, and towards
meeting heavy Josses sustained by the Bank,
mamly ot Winnipeg Branch. The serious
reverses which have followed the over-trading,
and land speculations at Winnipeg, dwing the
past few yenrs, haveled to very heavy losses by
merchants and bankers, directly and indirectly -
interesied in-the trade. and commerce of the
North-West.  Of these our Bank has unfor-
tunately suffered its full share. For a con-
siderable portion of these losses no blame can
be attached to the Manager, for the reasons
above stated, but with respect to other losses of
large -amount, incurred upon accounts for
advances, the uature and extent of which, and
of the obhigations untertaken hy him, he care-
fully concenled from the Cashier, and the Head
Office, it is impossible to avoid coming. to the
conclusion that he entirely disregarded the
interests of the Bank. Since his dismissal ‘in
September last, Mr. Balfour has taken charge of -
the branch av Winnipeg, und the Directors are
satislied  that under his wuanagement: every
exertion will be made to doa safe and pro~
fitable business and to realize all assets to the
best advantage. For the past six months the
office has yielded a good return of net earnings,
notwithstanding the largeamount of unprodune-
tive capital charged to the branch, The Bank
has also had 10 meet losses in the Three Rivers: -
branch, of a somewhat. similar character to
those at Winnipeg, though much less serious in
extent. The unfortunate results of the business
at these branches, have left accounts to be col- .
lected and asseéts to be realized. of such dot.bt~
ful'and uncertain - value, that in the opinion of
the Board, they should in the menntime be
written off from the capital of the Bank, . Your
Directors therefore recommend that applicaticn
be made at the next'session of Parlinment, for '
an-Act authorizing the reduction of the capital -
to such an extent,ns will leave it intact and




free from all'doubtful assets—with at the same
time n further amount for a rest to meel con-
tingencies, and ensure the future regular pay-
ment of dividends.: The reduction necessary

to effect this end must depend in some men--

sure on the result of the current business of the
Bank, and on the success that may atiend the
realization of questionable assets during * the
next six months; bat the Directors do not feel
justified in assuring the shareholders that the
reqaired percentage will be less than 25. Apart
from the exceptional losses ahove referred to,
the business of the Bank for the past year has
been good and profitable, when it is remembered
that a part of the capital has been unpro-
ductive—and that there is no rest to assist the
profits—the net earnings of| the Bank as given
in the above statement ‘establish that the
business is an excellent one for the capital
employed, The Directors are satisfied that with
the capital reduced as proposed, to a gold basis,
and with a surplus fund for a rest, the share-
holders may confidently rely upon a steady pro-
portionate incrense in the Bank's earnings

and upcn veceiving fair dividends regularly in -

Sin,—I believe that the pnblic are indebted
to Mr. Ritchie, .President Board of Trade,
Belleville, for the favor of a very skilfully and
neatly-written little pamphlet on Insolvency
Laws. He has T think suceeeded admirably in
presenting the subject in its true light.  He
has shown I think quite clearly that such an

- aet is oppressive to the people, that it is class

legislation, that it is foisted upon the country
by *** % *nqn few designing persons to the
detriment of the country at large.

I think that Mr. Ritchie has accomplished &

great task, and he bas richly earned the grati- .

tude and the praise of the wholé Dominion. It
is the first attempt within my recollection of the
subject being presented in its true colors from
the standpoint of the country merchant.

I may as well say that I base my claim
as to the right of being heard upon the subject
entirely upon the ground of experience ; I huve
been engaged in business as a merchant for over
twenty years.

The position of the country merchant in many
instances is not an enviable one. In too many

cases he is complétely under the thumb of the
wholesale man, and that without the aid of an
Insolvent Act, andT am quite sure that there
is no necessity for such an Act to make him (the

.-
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retailery more helpless than what'he otherwise
would be. ‘For any man or any set of men to
presume that the country is in favor of such an
Act ig just simply an insult to the intelligence
of the people;itis to say simply that we wish
arcturn of the dark days of '76, '77, *78, that in
fact” we rather relish having our credit
* busted,” our good name gone abroad, a re-
putation #s a country of bankrupts, ete. No,
gentlemen, it won't do, We are in something
the same position a8 the Western farmer was
when he gave & parting advice to his son, said
he “Be honest, John. It is the best policy.
Lwe tried both!" So have we tried both, and we
find by experience that we can get on much
better witbout an Insolvent Act than we can
with one..
The theory which has often been the subject
of debate belore now, as to whether it would be
" advisable to abolish all Jaws for the collection
of debts contracted for merchandise above a
certain fixed sum, say two hundred dollars, 1
thinl is worthy of consideration. It certainly
would have one good effect. Tt would reduce
business to a cash basis, and the people would
be the gainers, because the people have to pay
for the credit that is given, and when the whole-
sale merchant relies upon a Bankrupt Act to
get his pay he must of necessity sell his goods
very high in order to cover losses, and this also
has to be paid for in tarn by the people.

- Let us point to the
wholesale dry goods trade of Montreul; how
many of the seemingly prosperous firms of ten
years ago are in existence to.day 2 The goods
bought with their capital and their credit have
gone to clothe the farmer and the artizan and
their familics, and the losses sustained have not
by any means left their competitors harmless;
they as well as the surviving retailers have
suffered in the premises.  Were the credit sys-
tem abolished we fear it would fare badly with
many pédle of all elasses.  How, for example,
would the farmer exist without the credit
granied-him by the country merchant while his
crop is ripening and his young live stock grow-
ing up 2—{d. J. of C.)
