It is notorious
that the Irish people have never consented tothe
abolition of their Nationsl Parliament, and that in
every year since 1800, had a free vote of the popula-
tion been taken, it would bave given a vast mnjority
for self-government. It is now for the first time
that the Irish people are enabled, without enormous
perannal sacrifices, to declare their real political scu;.
timent in the form dictated to them by this Parlia-
ment. Aud they declare before this Parliament, by
electing & majority of Home Rules, what their real
gentiment is, We affirm that bad the Irish people
as extended electoral right as the Erglish, they
would return nearly nine-tenths of their Parliament-
ary representation to declare for Home Rule. In
Jreland only one in 25 of the population has the
Parliamentary {ranchise. Let Ireland bave ome
elector to every 11 of the population, as you have in
this conntry, and it will not be 59, but 90 Homo
Rulers that will be sent to demand restoration of
their country’s right, and to offer reconciliation and
friendship, provided only yom wiil loyally accept
them on honorable terms. More than this, frankly
recognizing the facts of our geographical position,
and of our connexion by the Crown,nnd of yoursupe-
rior strength, and anxiously desiring to avert from
one country the dangers of violent revolution, we
offer to bind ourselves by Constitutional guarantees
to agsure our connexion with England, and to let
England contiaueto have the use of Irish intellect,
Trish blood, and Irish treasure in ‘support of her
Bmpire.

Such i the nature apd principle of the Homo
Rule scheme. What has England to say in herown
defence so long a8 she refuses to accept it? In the
debate prematurely closed last Friday morning no
spenker on the English side denied the facts as to
the solemn promise of England to respect our tight
to our own Parlinment, and a8 to England's viola-
tion of that promise. The matter wae distantly re-
ferred to as en accomplished fact, But it wasalleg-
ed that the result must bo good for us and is good
for vs. The Primo Minister, with aundncity that
mipght be smazing in sny other politician of his
eminence, but with much’ sarcastic power, told us
that it was not English rule that caused the famine
of 1846-1857, nor the excdus, that (added to the fa-
mine) kas lessened the Irish population by more
than three millions since 1845 ; that the Irish dis-
like manufacturing industry ; that Ireladd has bren
dealt with very liberally in the matter of franchise ;
that it is our morbid sentiment which makes some
of usimagine ourselves a conquered people ; that,
in short, we must bo joking when we demand the
restoration of our Parlinment and of Coustitutional
government in Ireland. As to the Home Rule
acheme, he had not o word to say about the princi-
ple and the object of it, but he pretended to discover
difculties and absurdities in imaginary details and
particulars which he attributed to it.

Under Russian ruls the
Poles have never starved, nor under Austrain rule
the Hungarians nor the Italians; neither will Al-
sace nor Lomaine have a famine under the German
Ewmpire, Butunder English rule the Irish people,
nuresisting have been made to endure starvation—
bave had in my time a famine of -8ix successive
years, in every one of which Ireland produced more
food than wng nceded for the abundant sustenance
of every man, woman, and child in the Island.—
Yes! Ireland and India are the two great depen-
dencies of the English Empire.  Nocountrios onthe
globe more tortile, nor more abounding in the moeans
of susteining their populations in material prosperity.

queror. We should, no doubt, be taxed without our
own consent, Qur national revenues would be em-
ployed for the selfish purposes of our master. Should
f the conqueror think proper to rule us in form of
law, the legislation and administration would disre-
gard Irish ideas and Irish interests as far as they
seemed to conflict with the interests or caprices of
the ruling country. The civil and military officers
administering our afiairs aund paid with our money
would be made responsible, not to Ireland, but to
the ruling eountry. The Irish would be kept dis-
armed, and the country wonld be occupied by mili-
tary force under the command of our conqueror—
we should have no right to our properties or lives
but at the sufferance of our foreign master and
owner.

Upon the other hand, our foreign rulers—say the
Germans, or the Russians, or the Turks—would kill
none of us except for violent resistance to their
rule, They would maintain also the ordinary ad-
ministration of justice Letween man and man—so
far as secial order and common justice might mot
seem to kort the interests of their domination.—
Judging from the examples of Russia, Austria, Ger-
many—all of them Empires which hold orhave held
foreign peoples in subjection—our conquerer would
let us live in peace, let us prosper and multiply and
grow fat upon the fertility of our soil and the abound-
ing means and facilities for manufactures and trade
which God has bestowed upon Ireland.

The contrast between English rule over my coun-
try and other foreign rule over subject peoples is that
under English rule alone the result is o to draic
sway the weslth and produce of the subject country,
so to obstruct 'and paralyze its industry and trades,
so to impoverish the people under its yoke, and to
make their lives miserable in the land that God
gave for their home, that the population of Ircland,
having lost three millions since 1845, goes on dimin-
ishing year by year, and by loss mainly of the
young, strong, and virtuous of her population, while,
pari passy, the population of England increases and
er money multiplies.

All the calamities to whick our country might
become subject from foreign invasion and conquest
she rctually does suffer under the rule of this coun-
try and Parliament. We, Irish, are taxed without
our own consent. The laws which bind us are
made, not by our own Parliament, but by the En-
glish, and against our wishes. We enjoy no Con-
stitutional right, no protection of law, no franchise,
no freedom, save under sufferance and at the caprice
of our English masters. Al Irish officers of State
in Ireland are appointed by you, to receive Irish
pay and control Irish affairs at your bidding. Yon
have, besidesexcited and perpetuated fueds between
race and race and creed and creed and class and
class in Ireland. in order to prevent national union
and strength, You deny us the right to possess
arms, to be trained to tho use of arms, to volunteer
for the defence of our couvutry. You feel that we
ought to be disaffected, and you treat us all as sus-
pect; and when you please you cast us into gnol
without charge and keep us there without trial.—
What worse could Russia or Turkey or Germany do
upon us ?

And you are not nshamed to pretend before the
world that we are in a united kingdom with you
and free subjects of the Queen like you, enjoying the
rights of free men under the same Constitution.
Well, Ireland now offers you in this Home Rule
scheme forgiveness and reconciliation, and & sure
and guarnnteed fricndly connexion, We promise
and bind ourselves to live uader the snme Crown
with you and to give our support to your Empire,
provided you will let us live beside you on honor-
able terms. Only give up your insolent pretension
to be our masters in our own proper affairs—to be
our owners, as if we were your slavos er your beasts
of burden: admit our right to a free Constitution
and to our own Parliament of the Queen, Lords, and
Commons of Ireland. Thus may you happily end
our national quarrel], removing from your national
conecience the stain of & black crime, and making
the Irish people yourfriends instead of your enemies,
In corclusion, I wish to say that I am well aware
that no dominant nation, and least of all England,
yields in & case like this to mere considerations of
justice or generosity. It is only from considerations
of Lier interest that I look for England's consent to
Home Rule. Individual Englishmen there certainly
are—the recent Division is proof of the fact—who
do feel it their duty to inquire intoc¢ven Ireland’s
complaint, and who are gencrous énough to bid their
country give up a prefitable iniquity because it isan
iniquity. But the mass of the English people will
hardly care to trouble themsclves about the case of
Treland until the'questiorseems to bear directly and
immediately upon thelr material interest, Circum-
stances may soon bring the Irish question into such
a position; meanwhile, it is best for both parties that
cach should truly know the other's mind.—I am,
Sir, your obedient servant, Jonn MARTIN.

There is, I understand, one
prisoner for trial at the present assizes, but the
charge againg{ him, although it is cne invelving the
death of a fellow-creature, really invelves no moral
turpitpde. -The circumstances, as I have been in-
formed, are these—that the driver of a car carelessly
left his horse unattended. It ran away,and, in do-
ing so, ran over a person who was killed. This is
the only offence charged against any of the commun-
ity of Carrickfergus.®

In the North again, Judge Fitzgerald summed up
the happy experience of his colleague and himself
in these remarkable words :— :

“ My learned colleague and myself, to whom have
been entrusted the execution of the Queen's com-
misgion for the North-East Gircuit, have now arrived
at the last assize town upon that circuit, and I am
happy to inform you that every county through which
1we have passed has presented the same features—namely, a
nearly tolal absence of crine, anda prevalence of peace and
good order. 'With regard to your own connty, I have
now before me the official reports, and I may tell
you that Antrim has, since the last assizes, been re-
markable for theabsence of any crime of magnitude,
or anything at all fo excite alarm for the public
safety. Thero has been no agrarian crime, or crime
of any kind that would strike at the foundation of
Society. ‘I may say that here life and property are
secure, the law is observed, and everything indicates
the prevalence of prosperity and peace.”

Theso are testimonies wbich are not novel—and
are t@ereforc all the more valuable. They do not
surprise us, by any originality—we bave heard
similar testimonics horne year after year, and here
the want of originality redounds to the greater crodit
of our country.

God forbid that we should gloss over crime, or
fail to smite down criminglity in the country. To
ncne more than to us can it be distasteful. We
wm]_J to see our nation progper, to sce it elevated, to
see it henoured among tho mnations of the earth.
Crime would be a stain upon its name, an obstacle
to our eflorts, & powor that pulls back and down and
thereforethe greatest enemy of those who wish to
raise and to pressforward. We would clear the coun.
try of crime, repress faction, put an end to riotousness,
turbulence or rowdyism with the strong hand of order
when necessary. These we look upon with no lenient
eye—these wo regard as domestic enemies, which
must be rooted ont of the sacred soil of Ireland.
With them sympathy would be sinful. We abomin-
ate them more in Ireland than elsewhere, for here
they are more hurtful than in other ntions, because
they injure the cause of liberty and true order.
Hence, we abhor them for other reasoms besides
their intringic ugliness.

. Therefore, also, we rejoice with a more fervent
joy than others, when we find such unimpeachable
testimony berne 50 gencrally and fo continuously
to the admirable conduct of the People of Ireland.
Wesay that hereby the Irish nation has furnished
-2 _meost potent argument for the advancoment of
Liberty, ;
Had they been all that their maligners say, there
would liave been a superficial excuse for the imposi-
tion on them of Coercion Laws, whose rigonr was
greater than ever was known in the land since the
Martial Law that ruled in ’98.

Now, there is not the vestige of an excuge for
such enactments. If now the Coercion Laws be re-

THE DECAY AND DECLINE OF JRELAND.
Mr. C, Dennehy, writing to the Irish Zimes on this
subject, sRYyS :—

A very clear fllustration of how the Government
may premote industry. is shown by she action of
the French Government under the late Emperor
Napoleon. His Government instituted two great
banks, designnaied respectively, the credit Mobilier
and the credit Foncier. The one fo aid industrial
operations connected with trade and manufactures,
the other with all such connected with land: and
agriculture. Tho astonishing progress made by
Franco since 1852 in the expansion of trade and in
the acquisition of wealth, is due to this and to other
similar measures of the French Government during
these_ past 20 or 22 years. If wo look to Italy, to
DPrussia, or toevery other coantry in the civilized
world, excéptIreland, we finda similar course has
been adoptcl - for the promotion of their material
interests. In Ireland, on the contrary, means have
pcen taken to make industrial progregs almost an
impossibility. In proof of this aseertion permit me
tocall attention to the fact thatthe first condition
of industrial success in any couniry, the first ele-
ment of material nctivity, must be a propor and
liberal system of banking. No matter what the
matorial resources or the natural weatth of a country
may be, unloess thore bea liboral aysters of banking
to give currency and eitculation to those resoirces,
and to this wealth, it is outsido of the nature of
things that that country can make any progress in
agriculture or manufactures. How, may I ask, has
Imperial legiclation during the past 70 years dealt
with Irish industry, with referenca to' our banking
ingtitutions or the meneciary resources of our people,
The Bank of Ireland was established in 1782, the
subscribed capital was .£600,000, this wae at once
taken by the Governmenr on & loan. The capital
wag increased in 1791 by £4€0,000 which was in
like manner tokenin 1797, by £500,000, taken in
1808, £1,000,000 taken in 1821, by £600,000 again
taken., Inall £3,000,000 (Irish), which is to this
day in tho hands of the Grvernment on a Joan.
Now, no one can, for one moment, suppose that this
money, the capital of an Irish Banking Establish-
ment, was actually required to be borrowed by the
English Government—the richest and most power-
ful Government in the weorld, Now, the object In
so doing was to enable the Excutive to conlrol the
policy, and to direct the management of this con-
corn.. This bank, from 1782 to 1825, had a mono-
poly of banking in Ircland, and always strictly en--
forced it. No bank having moro than six partners
was permitted to trado as & bank in this. coun-
try; yet up to.the latter year the bank never
opened a single branch outside of  Dublin—au fur-
ther proof of the policy ¥ have meationad—hut when
the law was altered in 1825 and the Provincial
Bank commenced business, and opened branches in

Wa can only make a guess at his
meaning, snd we are therefore linble to err, DBut
judging from the habits of the class to which Baron
Dowse Lelongs we think we fancy we can hit the
meaning oft pretty accurately., It !ms been & sub-
ject of observation that smart barristers who begin
life with very pronounced national or radical views,
who enter warmly into the stormy arena of politics
while they are working their way upward fo_ the
Bench, as soon as they have arrived at that digni-
fied haven of rest consider that the atmosphere of
repose they enjoy should spread over the whole
country, What is thers to move Heaven and earth
for, now that the sillt has been exchanged for the
ermine? Baron Dowse was once a contributor to
the Nation, ho has sinco been a very keen gladiator
in Irish political warfare, ke now graces the Bench
—why then should not the country be let alone ?
We are afraid these Home Rulers are the disturbers
the lenrned Baron has at present in his eye. These,
we fancy it is, whom his lordship looks upon us the
interrupters of the prosperity thatho thinks Ireland
bas attained? But we should like to know what
are the signs of prosperity. Is declining popula-
tion? Is the absence of mnnu_factures? Is the
large import of food into an agricultural country ?
Ts tho steady decline in the extent of cultivation,
and the stendy increase of waste land such a condi-
tion of prosperity ns demands above all things to Le
1ot alone? We can hardly agree that it is. Only
a very small minority in Ireland have three thou-
gand five hundred a year paid with tho regularity of
dividends on consols. The great bulk of the nation
pass their lives in wishing to be away from itin
some country where labor is better rewarded, and
men aro not degraded by the feeling that they are
legislnted for by what is in practical cffect a foreign
Government. Now the Home Rulets do not think
this go eatisfactory a state of things as it secms to
the learned Baron, and they try to slter if. They
aro told that the country is not fit for such an ¢x-
periment—that if we got the privilege of ruling
ourselves we would abuse it. But woe think from
the very speech of Baron Dowse, to which we are
referring, we may draw an argument in their favor,
We doubt if a nation can give better proof of its fit-
ness to manage its own concerns, and to maintain a
good cconomy in the commonwealth than the ab-
sence of crime.

GREAT BRITAIN.

Tenriric TrcspEnsTorM8.—Touses submorged and
treex rooled up—The rafters of 4 church set on fire—A
church completely destroyed—The General Post Ofiice
struck by lightning—Sad loss of life—~The intense heat
experienced in London culmimated, on Saturday,
11th July, inone of the heaviest thunderstorms re-
corded for some years, The storm raged ficstin Sur-
rey, and eventually reached the metropolis, affecting
the north-eastern district most severely. At Ed-
monton and Tottenham the basements of many
houres were filled with water and the fumituch
floated about., In apart of the roadway the water
was up to the breasts of the horses, and for a timo
the Edmenton omnibuses had to cease ruuning. In
some parts ef Hackney axd Homerton tle sume
thing occurred. The rain fell so rapidly that if was
impossible to see across the road. The wind, too,
played great havoc with a large number of unfin-
ished houses and many trees were rooted up. In
the Victoria Park Road and Prince of Wale's Road,
Victoria Park, the lower parts of the houses were
completely submerged. At Daleton junction great
precantions had to be taken, as the sleepers brought
there for thenew new line of rails were floating
nbout. The Great Eastern line was more fortunate,
only a portion of tha line between Bruce Grove and
Stamford Hill being submerged. Many mccidents,
some fatal, occmired in consequence of the light-
ning, Fivemen who were crossing Victoria Park
were struck, One was killed, a second received an
injury to the right arm, and the others were rendered
ingensible for some time, At Edmonton a woman
was killed while chopping wood in an outhouse. At
Bow, s man who had been haymaking, was struck
dead with his fork on his shoulder. In Beresford
Fields, alad named Samuel Clarko aged 17, and
James and Joseph Anderson, father and son, were
haymaking when the storm cameon. Theycovered
themselyes with tho hay te keep off the rain, and
shortly afterwards the father found that his son and
the other lad were dead. The next moment he felt
n shock and became insensible. Trees were struck
and splintered in Chatham Squarc, Homerton; in
the churchyards of St. John, Hackney, and St. John,
Bethnal Green and also in Pond Lane, Clapton,
The church of St. Luke, Homerton, was struck and
the 1afters wore seton fire. The current then struck
the west window—a beautiful spccimen of stained
glass—shattering the stonework, The fire-engiues
camo up and speedily put out the fire.  The damag-
ed portion of the roof was covered with tarpaulin,
the water mopped up, the seats cleared, and all slate
and tarred timber removed, so that the services
could be conducted as usual, The Genersl Post
Office, St. Martin's-le Grang, was struck and a por-
tion of the balustrade carried away, but the damage
done was glight. . .

The electric fluid also strack the Military Prison
at the Royal Artillery Barracks at Woolwich. Ab.ogb
four o'clock, in the midst of & heavy rain, & vivid
flash was seen to descend upon the building, ac-
companied by a terrific report, tho flash and the
crash being simultancous, and the scattering of the
Urickwork from the summit of & square ventilating
tower, about 50ft. from the ground, showed wherc it
had taken effect. The lightning seems to have
descended through all the chimneys, and every
room scemed filled with fire for an Instant, and
then with soot aud smoke and dust and a strong
smell of salphur, which lasted for twenty minutes,

The parish church of Ayot St. Peter, ‘Wenrhyn,
was nlso struck by lightning and completely des-
iroyed. At Tunbridge Wells a horsc was killed, and
at Seal o man died from an electric shock, At
Flexford House, near Guilford, the residence of M,
Denzil Onslow, M. P., a number of guests were
watching tho storm when a terrific crash was hezrd
and bricks were seen flying im all directions. It
was found that the lightning had struck a stack of
chimneys on the north side of the mansion, com-
pletely shattering it. A coachmau aud? several of
{he gervants in the kitchen wore struck down, but
were rot much injured.

T1s00vERY oF Episcorar Rives ar Duraam CArms-
praL—In ono of our Protestnnt.contemporm'_xes we
rend that some explorations are just now goingon
in Durham Cathedrnl, and that recently two vary
ynlunble Episcopal rings were found; but either on
nccount of - the disturbances that have taken place
or in consequence of the removal of the slabs, it i
diffcult to eay in whose graves they were. 1t is be-
lieved, says our contemporary, that thoy must h:s.vo
belonged to Bishops William de St. Barbara (11632),
Hugh Audscy (1194), or Fhilip do Pictavia (1228).
The tombs of two of the Bishops have been found,
together with the coffins, which were, cut out of
golid stone, with a rest for the head at the west ond.
Among the rubbish about the tombs was found-—oa-
pecially to those of Bishops S5 Barbara and Audsey
a quantity of gold, being portions of the vestments
{n which they were buried. This wag found through-
out the whole of the coffin, except st the feet, On
the right.side of both the graves, whero the hands
would be, were found three very massiye gold rings.
One of them is very masgive, weighing about an
ounoe, -1t it plainly set, the sfone being o pale-

colored sapphire.  The second ring is not so mass-

ive as the former, but it is of similar manufacture,

the. stone ;being also; similar.
equally massive : the stone i3 & sapphire of oval
form.  Later information from' Durham tsllg us that
a pastoral ‘staff hag come to light in the tomb of
Bishop Flambard, The-wood-work is quite gone,
but the length of the staff was clearly shown in the
coffin. The top or crook, although much oxidised
by the interment of more than eight centuries,is
very porfect.—London Register.

Torat ABSTINENCR IN Grasaow.—In theso days
when the spread of total abstinence principlesis
making such rapid progress, and bringing countless
blessings to the homes of Catholics throughout the
land, it may uot be uninteresting to give a few par-
ticulars of the working of the movement in Gias-
gow, with its 120,000 Catholics. The banner of the
battle against the ‘“bottle and the bung” has been
enthusiastically unfurled by Father Dwyer, the
zealous pastor of St. Patrick’s, who, seeing the mi-
sery brought on his people by the drink traffic, re-
solutely determined at any cost, ard with unwearied
oxertions to stop its ravages. Somo six years ago
he established a young men’s society, acoording to
Dean ("Brien's rules, which inoulcated temperance
and monthly communion amorg the menbers, It
flourished for about four years, numbcring betweon
300 and 400 meribers, with a fair amount of funds,
&c.  Two years ago he reorganised the society, aud
made it a folal abstinence one; as previously occa-
sional #bursts” took place, especially at Glasgow
Fairtime. New Year holidays, Glasgow Feasts,
Queen's Birth-dayr, and pay Saturdays, when Messrs.
Bung, Bettle, and Co,, after polishing their brass
taps, and pewter utensils stood on the tip-too of ex-
pectation for the first sound of the work-bell, anx-
iously expecting the steps of the sons of toil ap-
proaching the shop door with their florins and
crowns ready to pay off a tortnightly ©shot,” and
perhaps indulge so deeply as to leave nothing for
the starving wife and family. To grapple with such
a crylng evil was & work of great difficulty, but with
resolute will and unflagging energy, Father Dwyer
commenced a Crusade, remodelled his society, over-
came all his difiiculties, and bas now the happiness
of having on the books of the society upwards of
1,200 members—mot “ paper members” as gome are
called—but bonz fide total abstainers, representatives
of sobriety and respectability, a credit to the ¢ ould
sod,” to religion, and a blessing and pleasure to their
families. Nothing could be more edifying than the
sight on last Sunday morning, in St. Patrick's at
half-past nine o'clock Mags, when about 500 young
men, each wearing a green sash with gold fringe,
approached Holy Communion. A great number
had previousgly communicated at the eight olclock
Mass. Well may Father Dwyer be proud of the
glorious change he has made, and well may the
members be congratulated for the sacrifices they
bave madc in giving up drink, and, with a firm re-
liance or God’s help, to regard it only as destruction
fo soul and body. On last Sunday evening the
members assembled in their hall (temporary pre-
Inises), in Dumbarton-road, to hear an address from
Father Pwyar on total abstinence and the aflairs of
the society in general, After an cnergetio discourse,
about thirty-five took the pledge, Father Dwyer
then anneunced that next Saturday a procession ot
the members and friends, headed by their own band,
would take place to Pollokshaws, to be joined by St.
John's secicty, 150 abstainers, and Father Tracy's
society, 300 strong, is to mect them on the way and
conduct them to the field of rendezvous, where a very
happy and pleasant duay is cxpected to Le spent.

Having thus to his own content, and to that
of his Protestani readers, undermined the
ground whercon the Archbishep of Westmin-
ster arects his Churoh.

Not so fast,
Mr. Stephens! You have proved this, and
this only. Not that the thesis of the Arch-
bishop is unfounded; but “that Christianity
and Protestantism are logically incompatible.
You have shown that the truth of the conclu-
sion of the Archbishop that there is an infalli-
ble Church can be logiocally impugned only by
‘calling in-question the truth of the promisses
en:'which -that conolusion is based: to ‘wit—
‘That'thefe is' a God; and that Gud, ‘through:
Christ, has revealed His will to man, binding’
man . under heavy penalties to submit himself

for Charles VII, who is no Pretender, but
Spain’s lawful king. At the beginning of the
present century, when Napoleon I. had ob-
tained per vim et arma the abdication of
Charles IV, and his son Ferdinand, and placed
on their throne his own brother Joseph, did
Spain allow the latter to repose on a bed of
roses? No; the whole natien arose in its
might against bim, though supported by the
powerful army of the Emperor. History tells
us that persons of all classes, of every age and
condition, became soldiers for the defence of
their liberties and their country. Although
Spanish territory was for the moment occupied,
Spanish chivalcy was not subdued, and under
such leaders as Gastanos and Palafox, the peo-
ple dealt many a hard blow to the usarper,and
succeeded in rendering his government impos-
sible. Napoleon was beaten in Spain by Spanish
arms even before the Duke of Wellington, at the
head of the allies, drove him from the Penin-
sula. There was nothing singular in the re-
sistance of the Spaniards of taat day to foreign
rule, and if their descendants of the present
day inherit any of- their chivalry and pride,
they will to the death resist the interference of
Germany, which has for real object the extine-
tion of their religion and their nationality.—
Theé Republicans, who have invited this inter-
vention, may bave a different object in view,—
to crush the Carlists who are rapidly gaining
ground in the North, But Bismarck’s object
is twofold : 1st., to place a German Prince on
the throne; and he thisks he can accomplish
this with ease, since .France, who resisted the
attempt before, is now powerless, Italy is bank-
rupt, Eogland impotens, Austria under his
thumb, and Russia his partner in the game;
and, in the second place, it is his wish to extend
the persecution of the Qatholic Church, as the
N. Y. Times plainly puts it:—

¢ Prince Blsmarck's deaire to interfere against the
Carlists is, ns we may conjecture, principally dictated
by the blow he hopes to deal through the Carlists at
the Roman Oatholic party.”

But Bismarck’s ostensibls objeat differs widely
from the above real twofold one. He desires, for-
gooth, to punish the Carlists for their atrecities,
—the murderouy shooting of prisoners; women
and children, and German correspondents.—
The cable has shooked this Centinent by its
racital of the barbarous doings of the Don's
followers, doings which never had existence
outside the brains of the traitors who rule at
Madrid, The truth, however, iz at last be-
ginning %o leak ows. The New York World,
a journal not partial to the Carlists, says in its
iseue of July 31at:—

“Truth §s more precious than rubies, and it iz
hoarded more carefully at Madrid than diamends.—
All the despatches from Madrid represented that the
Oarlists, after their great victory at Estella, had been
gailty of wnprovoked bacbarity in tho execuiion of
tho prisonors who had fallen into their hands, The
first vaport was:that General Dorregary had ‘shot
300 prigonars in the back ; then the number was re-
duced to 180; finally to 18, The leitéra of our own
eorrespondent at Estella have given us the other
version of this affair, and shows ibat the men then
executed, thirteen in number, were guilty of orimes
which would have canged their death had they beon
takon in warfare in any.civilized country.

What were these crimes? Let the World
Bay :— ’

“ The Carlist troops, pursning the retzeating Re-
publicans, captured 180 of them amid the smoking
ruins of this village. They wers engagod in acts of
wanton ornelty—aetiing fire to the houses, throwing
the wouwded intothe Aames, and outraging the wo-
men. The whole of tliese 180 rascals were tried by’
Court Martial, and sentonced to’ death. Dorregary
mltxzafod the sentence by spaving the. lives of all
but $hirtsen of the most guilty.. These wers shot,
and they richly deserved their fate” - .

THE POPE AND FREE MASONEY.

To the Editor of $he Darly News.
8ir,—So many paragrsphs, have appeared in the
newspapers of late on the subject which is the head-
ing of this commuication that I have to ask you to
publish the following article, clipoed from the paper
called the Toics of Masonry, together with the re-
marks which I consider necessary and proper to
raske thereon. i
“Tgs Pore Exrarigp Frou TEE Masons—At the
semi-annual meeting of the Grand Lodge of Masons,
Scottish Rite of the Orient of Palermo, Italy, on the
27th of March last, Pope Pius IX. was expelled from
the order, The decree of expulsion was published
in the official Masonic paper at Oologne, Germany,
and is preceded by the minutes of the Lodge in
which he was initiated, and iz as follows: ‘4 man
named Mastai Ferretti, who received the baptism of
Freemaeonry, and solemnly pledged his love and
fellowship, and who afterward was crowned Pope
and King, under the title of Pio Nono, has now cur-
sed his former brethren and excommunicated all
members of the oerder of Free MaSons; therefore,
said Mastai Ferretti, is herewith by decree of the
Grand Lodge of the Orient, Palermo, expeiled from
the Order for perjury) The charges against him
wers first preferred in his Lodge at Palermo, in 1865,
and notification and a copy thereof sent to him,
with a request to attend the Lodge for the purpose
of answering the same, To this he made no reply
and, for divers reasons, the charges were not prossed
uatil he urged the Bichops of Brazil to act aggres-
sively toward the Free Masons. Then they were
_pressed, and afier & regular trial, a decroe af ex-
pulsion” was entered ané published, the same
being sizned by Victor Emmaunuel, King of Italy.”

This is one of tho most circumstantial fabrica-
tions I have met; but it has some internal marks of
its imposture. The decres of oxpulsion was publish-
od in Cologne. Why notin Palermo where it is
gaid to have been made ? Why send it to Germany
for publication when there are 60 many journalgin
Italy thirsting for such itams? Again, Pins IX as-
sumed the Pontificate in June, 1846, His very firat
Bull was directed againat the Free Masons; yot ac-
cording to the above clipping charges were not pre-
forred against him until 1865 nearly twenty years
afterwards. But 1 am not limited to internal evi-
dence of fraudin tho account. Well-known facts
show its falzehood. Giovanni Mastai Ferretti was
sent to the Collego of Volterra at the age of twelre,
and remained there an object of love and esteem
for profassors and studenis until hiz cighteenth
yoar. Of course he was nota Fres Magon during
that time. On leaving college he entered the Pen-
tifical Guard, and remained in it until he determin-
od te bocome a priest. Certainly the officers of the
Pontifical Guard wers not Free Masons, Hishealth
while in the army was bad, but I believe it was re-
stored in consequonce of & Novena made for that
purpose Ly the Pope of the time, Pius VII. and
himself. He thereupon left the army to male hig
studies for the prieshood. It will notbe pretended
that during those studies and his subsequent aciive
life in South Americe and olsewhere ag a priesé he
could have attached himself to an order rogarded
throughont Italy as antagonistic 4o the Church.
The fact is that the Veneralle Pontiff came of a very
religious family, and was remavkable at'all - times
for his personal piety, so faras any data to which'l
can now refer to throw light upon his life, I there-
fore deny that His Holiness was ever a Frea Mason,

~ Restitution can only be made to the rightf‘ui
owner, where the owner can be found, This
is the plain and simple. principle, And yet
simple and evident though it be, thers uppears
in all ages of the church to have been those
who, either prompted by self-love or ignorancé
have sought to make restitution in other ways

As early as At, Jobn Chrysostome’s time thers
were t_hose who thought that in order to avoid
d_etectlon they were allowed to endow altars, to
give alms or have masses said for the soul of the
injured man, This, Christian soul, is a grave
error. St. John Chrysostome calls these almg
“ judaical if mot diabolical alms,” Yes! as.
suredly it is in v¥in that you persuade yourself
that these alms and good works will pass for
restitution, Whenever the owner is known to
him only oan restitution be made, for remember
“the thing owned always ories out for its
owner ;" he alone has the power to dispose of
it; and if you dispose of it for him even by
alms, you are guilty of fresh robbery; you
give alms not out of your own means, but out
of his means, whom you have injured. It was
thus that Judas acted, when in despair at hav-
ing betrayed our divine Lord, he went back to
the priests and scribes and threw at their feet,
the money they had given him as the price of
his perfidy. It was Jesus Christ you had io-
jured, O wicked traitor | not the treasury of
the temple; it was Qur Bivine Lord you be-
trayed, not the Priests and Seribes, and if you
wished to make restitution of tky so ill gotten
silver, it wus at the fect of Jesus tho betrayed,
you should have cast it, not on the floor of the
Temple. And you, Christian souls, shame!
oh shame | even the Jewish priests—even thoso
bad men who had trafficked in the blood of
your Saviour—even those dishonest stewards
who had taken from the treasury of the temple
that money which ought alone to- have been
fpent in the service of' the temple; even these
bad men knew better, than you, that it be-:
longed to Jesus and not to them; and hence
they rejected it as “ the price of bloed,” You
would endow altars, beautify ohurohes, or feed
the poor forsooth with money which belongs
to others and not to you, This indeed would
be all very well, if you did net know the pro-
per owner, or even if he could no¢ be found,
but to give to the poor or to altars, what be-
longs to ethers, who are knewn and can be
found, this is Judaioal if not diabolical alms.
St. Austin reproving you centuries ago speaks
thus—¢ This is the man you have injured;
and do yom expect to repair this ipjury by
paying a stranger ? The poor man whom you
have aided or whom you have clothed may re-
joice at the alms you have given ; buthe whom
you have injured will sigh and lament the
damage you have dono; she one may biess and
praise you; but the other will vomit out ageinst
your muledictions and curses; she poor man
whom you have relieved may ask God to cover
you with blessings; but he from whom you
have stolen will demand from that same God
justice and the punishment of the robbery.”

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GREAT FIRE AT THE CANAL,

* On Sunday morning abeut twoc'cloeck Thomas
Foy, fireman attached to the Wellington street
station, percviving & great red biaxe in the direction
of the Canal, at ance gave the slarm from Box 4%,
corner of St. Joseph and Mountain sireets, aad on
procesding in the direction indicated by the glowing
reflsction, discovered that Hendevson's Saw Mill was
on fire. When first seen the fire had been raging
{for some time, and had already cobtained comsider-
aable headway, and from the veryfirat it was seen
that the building in [which it bad originated was

-doomed to become & prey to the devouring slem- n',
The immense quantities of sawn lumber piled on
the banks of the Canal at this place, nll a2 dry as
tinder, and resdy to burstinto a blase, prticularly
a$ this season, when all the moisture had been ab-
-80:bed bythe intenge rays of the sun, gava the sibua-
tion & most threatening aspect. Those who, at the
goungd of the alarm, had scampered out of their beds
with the seantiest covering, and reached the scens
-of the conflagration at this moment, seemed to
Iabor under the impression that if was going be a
tbig fire! and they were not disappointed. The
night was very still, not a Dbreath of air seemed to
bo stirring ; and it was fortunato Indeed $hat it was
g0, or we might have to chronicle a still gruater cal-
samity. The right of eourse was grand, almost be-
yond descripéion, & column of flame fed from pyres

-of resinous weods leaped with dozzling brilliancy
into tho heavens, illuminating the distant spires of
the city and the house-tops even to the foot of
Mount Royal, while the waters of the Lachine canal
geesacd to bs ablaze with blood-red embers; and

-qut of tho darkness came the huge crimson propel-
ler, the gilded barge, aud the silver-oared dritsan.
The cries which now procecded from the alarméd
ocoupants of the craftlying in olose proximily to
the burning lumber, their calling to each other in
frantic offorts to move out of danger, thie noise of
the people on shore—all this, mingling with the
roar of the Aames, made the scene one of indescri-
bable confusion, azd thomgh wo regret that it has
not been unattended with loss of life, yetit is a mat-
ter for congratulation that we have not torecord a
still greater dieaster,

A few minutes after the sounding of the slarm,
the teels from the Wellington streat station were
-on the spot, and did good servics. Owing to the

- greater distance at which the other stations are
situnted some fow minutes more elapaed before any
of the men from them reached the sgenc of the fire.
The Wellington atreet men Iaid twe strenms, and
did a good deal of work before the arival of the
others; the whole brigade, however, were very soon
-on the ground. But when the Shand & Mason en-
ginearrived from No. 1 Station there was no engineer
to work it, which caused considerable delay. Al
lagt, aftor tho loss of meany precious moments, the
engloeer of tthe “Beriram” went fo if, and the full
force of its pawerful stream was directed to tho fire,
which was now extending rapidly. Ina few mo-
ments the flames onught the factory of Mesars, Gage
& Cooper, cabinet makers, as wall as Rowley's sash
and blind factory, both of which wares soon & blase.
The fire had now extended so innnmerable pilos of
boamds and other inmber, and notwithatanding all
that the ficomen could do it atill centinued te spread,
devouring pile after pile of valuable lumber,

‘The steamer Yorlk, the property of Mr. Goorge
Tait, of Tait's dry deck, next caught fire, and burn-
-ed tothe water's edge, Two barges, one of which
was under soizure for debt, shared the same fate,
=motwithatanding tho lawand the attempt of their
<rews to move them out of harm'e way,

Tho following statement made Ly His Hanor the
Reaorder of Montreal, has been embadied in the
blua book report of the committees of the Senate
nod Houge of Commons on a Prohibilory Liguor
Law :—There are, bemde myself, throe other gentle-
men attached to the conrt and two assistants. All
three are barristors and gentlemen of matwre age,
perfectly competent to offer opinions on the subject
of this question. With a view te obtain the best
possible information in the matter, I propounded
the question 1o each of them separately. A1l are of
opinion with mysslf, that apart from the violations
of statutory law and the by-laws of the city, every
case tried before the court, with but very few ifin-
deed any exceptions, arises out of intemperance.
Tha clerk of the conrt is of opinion that the prepor-

Concerning the malicious stories invented by the
governmen{ commanders about the cruelties perpe-
trated by the Royalist troops, we will hear what one
John Hurley——who, we presume, is an Epglishman
says. Writing to an evening contemporary, John
Hurley, after giving some defails of the terrible con.
fiict before Estella, writes :—

« ¥ can bear personal testimony to the humane
dispogition and kindness of heart of Don Carlos and
the Donna Marguerita. They visited all the wound-
ed without distinction, and when the Republicans,
a few days after the battle, sent Dr. Landa to fetch
their wounded, Donna Marguerita said it had been
her wish tokeep them all until they were cured,
‘bocanse she folt their lives would be endavgered by
removal, but since it was the desire of their friends
to have them they should be given up. She added
a promise that those who, owing to the gravity of
their wounds, could not be taken away would be as
well treated as if they were Carlists”

This consideration for the vanquished was not
more than was to be expected from Don Carlos and
kis followers, but were we to have the testimony of
twenty John Hurleys the Republicans would still
Xeep on inventing falsehoods, News has reached
this country of the execution of a German corres-
pondent, named Schnidt, but until further details
Tench us wo strongly suspect that Mr, Schmidt was
guilty of a different crime than that of writing let-
ters. The brigands who captured the Englishman
named Haslenden have intimated their readiness to

- get him at liberty on payment of the sum of £19,000.
Yet in the face of outrages such as this the Repub-
lican Government is secking to be recognized by
civilized nations I—ZLondon Universe.

Tug Last Canvisr DEcranamion.~General Dorre-
garay has published & long manifesto, addressed to
all civilized nations, in which he sets forth the mo-
tives that,in his own opinion, compelled him to
deciminatg the prisoners taken at the battls of Es.
telln. He justifies his cunduct on the ground of the
cruelties committed by the Republican forces, by
which they have deliberately olected to make war
like savages and not like Christians, and have there-
by placed themselves cutside the pale of civilized
nations, and compelled their opponents to give the
war a character of severe justice. The follotving
are some of the acts which ho adduced, and speci-
mens of the atrocities of the Republicans : In 1869,
Don Juar Prim ordered his gencrals to shoot on the
spot all “ malofactors,” i.a,, Carlists taken with arms
in their bands, This order was carried out to the
letter under the then Government of Madrid, and
the officers who executed it were rewarded with im.
mediate promotion. Pretended Carlist officers in
the Basque provinces invited men to enlist under
the banner of the King, and, on their coming for-
ward, gave them up to be treacherously massacred
by their enemies. The same thing was done at
Cordova,. where several Carlist officers were assassin-
ated in like manner. Similar massacres took place
in 1872 in the provinces of Toledo, of Burgos, and
of Sorin. Innumerable murders of Catholic priests,
and indescribable - profanations of churches have
been perpetrated by the Rovolutionary commanders.
The Carlists, on the other hand, have always car-
ried on the war with forbearance and with human-
ity, and with a chivalrous honor almost approaching
to simplicity. One of the Carlist generals who had
‘otdered a few men to bé executed in reprisal was

. immediately dismigsed by the 'King from His Ma-
Jesty's service. The Carlists have alivays, General
Dorregaray asserts, treated their wounded prisoners
with the same humanity and attention as their own
men. At the present moment they have 400 of the
enemy’s wounded in their own hospitals, The Re-
publicans, on their side, have either ghot. their pri-

~ soners in cold blood, or have deported them to the

At Bilbao, and at Villa
Real de Alva, pillago and incendiarism were prac-
tised in obedience to an order of the day. When
the late ‘Gemeral Concha was about to aitack
Estelln he assembled the clergy and municipal au-
thorities of Lodosa, and told them that he was about

| to wage a war of exterminatian against Navarre, and

that he meant to wipe out, not only the King’s.army
but all the inhabitants of the districts which it had
occupied. The conduct of his troops wasin con.
formity with this savage declaratian, - They burné
dwelling-houses, -destroyed fowns _and villages,
murdered prisoners in cold bleod, tossing the

‘Lwounded into the flames of their burning habita-

tions, These thlngs occured at Villatuorts, at
Zurneain, at Zabal, and gt Abrazuza, General Dor-
regaray intimates that the patience of the Carlists
is now exhausted by the numberless outrages of {he
ravolutionists. “To-day,” he says, “we have only
shot the tenth part of the oriminals, kenccforward
they will all be served alike rhenceforward we shall
make war without quarter against that army of
wild beasts ; for thers gught to be no quarter for fire-
raisers, for murderers, and for robbers, 'We have
hitkerto refrained from making reprisals, although
we had every justification for making them. We
do not shoot the soldiers of the Republican army as
soldiers ; we shoot them as thieves and murderers;
wo shoot them as the violators of our women and 8§
the dishonourers of our country. We shall be ready
to return to our former line of conduct provided that
henceforward our enemy will change his own....
He it is, and not we, who must be held responsible
for all the blood thatmay be shed off the field of
battle. I shallkeepmy word with energy and do my
duty with geverity ; for I shall be acting according to
my conscience asa Christian and s gentleman.” In
his report to Don Carles of the operations of the
Royal ar.uy during the late battle General Dorre-
garay has repeated in substance the foregoing accusa-
tions of brutality and wanton destruction of the pro-
perty of nomcombatants on the part of the troops
under tho ordors of the late Marshal Concha,

AUSTRIA.

Lately the Emperor held two Councils, one with
the Ministers about politics, the other with the
Archduke Albrecht, the Minister of War, Baren
Koller, and General Johu, about the rcorganization
of the army. ‘Both Councils show that the Emperor
is at last taking things into his own bands, especial-
Iy the Council with the Ministers convinces us of
this. And I may assure you that never were Ministers
in o more fatal than ours, their supporters, position
the Liberal party, push them on ; theemperor holds
them back ; he has made them understand that he
is neither satisfied withi them nor with their doings,
and hes peremptorily ordered them to alter their
coursg, and adopt o more moderate and conciliatory
policy on all subjects, and not to try to provoke a
religious conflict, which he never would permit.
Orracconnt of this Imperial command the Gover-
nors of the different countries of the Monarchy
have received orders from the Ministry to keep back
the hot-headed subaltern officers, and to notify
these new instructions to the Bishops, asking them
for the sake of peace to adviee the clergy not to
give the authorities any renson for complaint.
Although these instructiona to the Governors were
to be asecret, the Liberal party has got informed of
them, and as it wants to force the conflict on, it is
considerably enraged. The outbreak of this anger
in the different newspapers shows us of what sort
their loyalty is. Not only the organ of Vienna
Judaism, the Neue freie Presse, but also the especinl
organ of the Minister, Dr. Unger, calls on the Cultus-
Minister, Herr Stremayer, not to care about the
command of the Emperor, but tofulfil the wishes
of the Liberal party; otherwise they threaten that
he shall be forced to leave the post. For such
articles our public accuser, the Staatsanwalt, has
neither eyes nor ears, but if such a Catholic news-
paper as the Vaterland complains of the anomaly ex-
hibited by the nationsl and German schools in
Moravia, where, for a population of 440,000 Germane
and 60,000 Jews, ten German schools exist, and for
ona-and-a-half million of Moravians only two na.
tional schools, and entreats the Government to be
just to the Moravians, the Staatsanwalt accuses the
paper and compals tho liberal jury with all sorts of
sophisms to condemn the, editor, as was the case
lagt Tueeday, when the editor was condemned to
one month's imprisonment and 100 florins fine. But
from this you see how very well our Staatsanwalt, a
certaln Count Lamezan, studies and imitates Prus.
sian modes of procedure.—~Vienne Corr, ¢f London

GERMANY,

Bereiy, August 6.—The Cologne Gazelle publishes

a telegram from Paris stating that in the Superior
Gouncil of War, General Da Cissy, Minister of War,
demanded an immediate credit of 4,000,000 franes,
end an eveniful credit of 1,000,000 for army pur-
poses. !
Prossuy ProTEsTANT STATISTIOS—The heads of
Prussian Protestant Church aunnounce, says the
Liberie, that since the « glorions campaign against
Rome’ their congregations instead of making pro-
gress have ratrograded in religion and morality, and
they quote the following statisticain support of their
assertion :—In Berlin the Protestants have 63 places
of worship with congregations amounting to 796,608
and 115 pastors. In 1873 there were 30,784 bapt-
ismus, 4,183 being those of illegitimate children. Of
11,048 marringes not loss than 4,033 were contracted
by girls of bad character; and out of 26!575 burials,
22,091 wereconducted without any religious cere-
mony, The figures speak for themselves,

Brsnor Ruivumxs.—DBishop Reinkens is, at prasent
making his tour through Germany to scek out his
scattered sheep. There is, generally, the sacrilege
of & solemn ceremony in the Protestant Church,
with the Sncrament of Confirmation. The audience
is mostly gathered together from all classes—Je'ss,
Protestants, Freemasons, and such like are attracted
by curiosity; if there is not the prospect of a toler-
able audience, they endeavour to choase some pro-
pitious day; as, for instance, the day of the Confer-
ence of Protestant Schoolmasters, which gives the
hope of a good contingent for the * Old Catholic”
ceremony. Ithis mannerReinkens has gone through
Schleswig and the Province of Prussia; he is now
going to rejeice Bavaria with his visit, and that
Government has declared that it will offer o opposi-
tion to these Church ceremonies, and will prevent
any possible disturbance. Prince Bismarck is gone
but his work, the tremendous cersuption of society,
remains behind. A slight picture of Berlin will,
perhaps, interest your readers, who know that Berlin
is the head.quarters of German intelligonceand en-
lightenment, The ingecurity oflifa and weslih in-
creages every day. ‘During the last three wecks
forty-two persons have been murdered, the robberics
cannot be counted, while public morality has come
to such a state that no respectable fomale can :cross
the street by day or night without being attacked in
ashameful manner, The other evening nlady was
on hor way home, it was about %ix p.m.

A . ghiort account from the Koln ' Volkszeitung, Te-
garding tho treasuros of Aix-la~ Chapells, may be iz-
teresting :— .

<The pilgrimage to the relics at Aix-la-Chapelle,
from the 10th to tho 24th of July, 1874. The town
of Aix-la-Chapelle, the favorite abode of Charlemag-
‘ne, and the place of ceronation for the kings of the

former Holy Roman Empire of the German nation,

hag in its cathedral a collection of very costly re-

lics, belonging, according to the oldest traditions, to

St. John the Bapiist, the Blessed Virgin,and Our
Lord Jesus Christ.

The Emperor Charlemagne, greater by his wise
Christian Isws than by his conquests, was deeply
convinced that even the carthly happiness of a peo-
ple dependas very materially upen its loyal devo-
tion to Ohristianity and its subjection to the laws of
God, and the precepts of His Church. Therefore in
his political career he had especially at heart to
spread, to strengthen, and to protect the Catholic
Church,

Impelled by his piety, he caused a'splendid
church to be built and richly adorned, dedicated to
Mary, the Queen of Heaven. As his fame was
spread through East and West, he obtained at Con-
stontinople from the Caliph of Palestine, who ruled
it at that time, the most costly Christian treasuras
wherewith to enrich his church, and in particular
some great rclios which have been venerated by
Christians for a thousand years.

These axe.

1. A garment of the Blessed Virgin,

2. The cloth which covered the dish whereon
the daughter of Herodias Lrought the head of St
John the Baptist to her mother,

3. The swaddling clothes wherein the child Jesus
was wrapped in the manger,

4. A cloth sosked with blood, which girded the
loins of Christ upon the Cross.

These four are called {he groat relics,

The cathedral of Aix.la-Chapelle has besides
these many other important relics, which can be
drily seen and vencrated, The so-called great relics
are only exposed solemnly every seven years to the
veneration of the faithful, whocome in vast num-
bers from all parts of the world to satisfy their piety
after the manner of their forefathers, and to gain
special graces for themselves, Pope Leo X. granted
in the sixteenth century to the pilgrims who came
to venerato the great relics at Aix, the same favours
which are granted to those who visittheholy places
in Palestine, And there is a certnin analogy be-
tween the two, sinco the great relics of Alx, refer-
ring as they do to Jesus Christ, Hia Presursor, and
His Mother, remind us in a lively manner of the
principal events of His life, His birth in the stable
at Bethlehem, and His death for us upon the Cross.

In order to preserve the integrity of these relics
through so many centuries, the greateat measures
of precaution have been taken, The richly orna-
mented metal shrinein which they are preserved,
is fastencd with a strong padlock, which at the close
of the ceremony, in the presence of the magistrates,
the corporation and tho chapter, is filled with molten
lead. A locksmith then breaks the key in two
pieces, of which one is given to the chapter, aud the
other to the chief magistrate of the town. The
opening of the shrine takesplace likewiss with great
selemnity, tho locksmith files through and breaks
open the lock in presence of the chapter, the magis-

In times past the press of believers at the exposi-
tion of relies was 80 great that they trooped in
crowds from other countries besides‘ Germany,
There were chapels in tho cathedral for England
and for Hungary, that the spiritual wants of the
people of these countries might be thoroughly satis-
fied.—German Corr.of London Tablet,

In Prague there was to be another of those great
musical jubilees for which the oapital of Bohemia
was noted during the last century, and from every
direction, jourtneyed thither, arlists and laymen,
either to participate in the exercises, or to listen.—

Thus met, for the first time, these two immortal
composers, whose greatest wish had long been to
know esch other.

Tho sun shone hot, the pea-
sants sheded themselves under green Dbranches,
placed over their carts, and slept quietly, while the
horses, left to themselves, stepped forward. At last
we reached the grotto of Egeria, where wo took our
breakfast, The whele grotto, the walls, and the
vaults, were covered with the loveliest green like a
carpet of velvet, and around the entrance hung
wreaths of ivy. A few steps beyond the grotto there
stands, or rather stood, for some ruins of it are all
that is now left, & small, deserted house, built over
& low entrance into the Catacombs, The passage
through St, Sebastian's church, and this, through the
deserted house, were at that time the only ones re-
maining. When you descend to these subterranean
passages you find one erossing another in a manner
calculated to puzzle cven those who know their
general direction, but my artist friend had no ap-
prehension of danger when he took me down with
bhim. He kindled his light, put another into his
pocket, tied the end of & ball of string at the en-
trance where we descended, and we began our walk,

The passages soon became so low that even I was
unable to stand upright; then they arose into high
vaults and expanded where they intersected into
quadrangles. We went through the Rotunda with
the little stone altar in the middle, where the first
Christiaus offered the Holy Sacrifice, and Foderigo
told me of the fourteen Popes and many thousand
martyrs lying buried here, We held the light close
to o great tomb and gaw the yellow bones within.—
We went a few sieps further and thon he stopped,
for the thread wna no$ much longer. He had told
me to hold my hands and leok up, The candlewas
half burned up, and a whole one lay close by; be-
sides he had brought flint and steel with him so that
he might be able to light itagain if it were suddenly
extinguished My imagination conjured up pictures
of wondprful objects in the endless passages which
were now filled with impenetrable darkness. All
was quiet except when the drops of water, falling
with & uniform sonnd broke the stillucss which pre-
vailed.

As I was sitting buried in thought, I was suddenly
terrified by my friend the painter rising with an ex-
clamation of alarm, and rushing about, continually
stooping down to the ground as if Le wished te pick
np something ; then he lighted the other candle and
looked all about, As I was frightened by his sin-
gular behavior I got up erying. .
