isters on the occasion of their visit te Borel.
The benefits which Berthier has derived from
the deepening of .the river, the construction
of a branch lino of the Q. M. O. & 0. Rail-
way, affording the citizen. easy communica-
tion with the whole country, and the protec-
tion to the beet-root sugar industry, ail con-
tribute te the development of the resources
and material prosperity of Berthier and the
surrounding district. Sir Hector Langevin
and Hon. M. Chapleau briefLy acknowiedged
the addresses.

THE NEW YORK iSUN ON PARNELL
AND GfLADSTONE.

While the New York 1erald, the organ of
monopoly, and other monopollst journals tf
New York,.pour the vials of their wrath on
Ireland and Parnell, the Sun revlews the situa-
tion In theiollowing logical and impartial
spirit:-

There la something ludicrous in Mr. Gld.
stones reference to Mr. .arnell and bis co.
adjutors as a smail body ofm nen" who alone,
as he says, Interfère wlth the peaceful and
profitable acceptance of the Land law by the
Irish people. He does not 'eem to percelve
thst the smaller this body is la point of num-
bers, the more colossal it muet appear In
respect of Intelligence and energy, .when
we call to minci how much it has extorted
from the Premier himself, and what in-
fluence It wlelds over three-fourthe of Ire-
land. Mr. Gladstone goes out of his way tof
compliment Mr. Dillon at the expense of Mr.
Parnell, alleging that the former is unwilling
to embarrass the Government In its well-in-
tended course. This is a strange perversion
of the facto. In his published letter Mr.F
Dillon explained that hé withdrew temporar-
ily from the active service of the League, not0
because ho approved, but beoause ho disap-
proved of the Land Act, but was willing to
defer to Mr Parnell, who thought the bill
should be tested before inal judgment was
pronounced on lt.

To the wisdoma of the action counselled by
Mr. Parnell, reluctant but conclusive testi-
mony ls borne by the British Premier. 'Mr.
Gladstone and his colleagues havé slready
discovered, it appears, that the test cases
astutely framed by the Land League executivet
are ot a nature to réveal the essential futilitya
of their pet measure, regarded as a remedy fort
the most widely spread and deeply seatedi
grievances ot Ireland. In a strain of disap-
pointment, Mr. Gladstone explained at Leeds,
on Thursday of last week, wby his hearers
must expect to see the Land bill, which hald
been passed vith such a flouriah of trumpets,
discredited and brought to naught by the pro-
ceedings of the League. "The test cases," he
declared, : which Mr. Parnell intendsto take
into the Land Court are instances of rents
which are fair and moderato." But that is
just the point on which Mr. Parnell and the
mass of Iriah tenants at his back desire to get
the decision of the Judges composing the
land Commission. They do not propose
to be put off with a cheep display
of liberality in the curtailment of
such rente as, by the admission of
the landlord class itself, are grosaly exorbi-
tant. They are determined to knew from
the outeet what will be done with the average
cases, which represent the load imposed, not
an the occasional victime of extravagant op-
pression, but on the bulk of the Irish tenantry.
it is already plain enough that Mr. Parnell's
expedient wili serve ts purpose. How Ir.
Gladstone's appointees on the bench of the
Land Commission will treat the test cases, we
are told beforehand by the Premier himseif.,
He déclares that if Kr. Parnell takes the
test cases which have been prepared by the
League executive into the Land Court, they
_ill hé rejected by that tribunal. Hé goes
a n to prephesy that when thé Court has ré.
jectedi them, "5Mr. Parnell sud hie train willi
tel! thé people tbey have been betrayed, that
the court is worthlesr, sud thaI thé Laud cti
ought te muet their unequivocal répudiation ;
sud so hé wilI play is game, sud gain hise
abject."
