The reason was because the Vicar of Ohriet
waa & grest moral power, & great Inter-
national power, He was not like, for in
atance, the head of the Wesleyan body, or
like the Archbishop of Oanterbury, or liks
the ohtef anthority of any mect which was
nationa] and looal, which resided within
s certaln kingdom, and in which {ta
power, sach aw it was, was confined. But
the power of the Pope was not mearly a local.
ixsd and national power; it was a power
which was abmolutely lnternatiomal. The
ohlef power and authorfty of the Catholio
Ohurch wan found to exist In every conntry
and community of the olvilized world, eo
that, as Prince Bismarok bad traly sald, the
Pope of Rome was in no eonn'ry a stranger ;

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JESUITS IN MONTANA.

THEY ARE THE ONLY PRACTICAL
MISHIONARIES AND EDUCATORS,

——r———

The Testimony of a Missourl Senator, Who
Says Be was Brought Up in a fehool
That Taught ¥im to Lovk Upon a Jesuit
as being Very Mnck Akin to the
Devil.

——

When the Indian appropriation bill was unn-
der oonsideraticn recently in the semate. Hon
George G, Veat, Senator in Congress from the
State of Missouri, a Protestant, said :

Now aa to edncation, in all my wandericgs In
Montana Iast eummer I saw but one ray of light
on the snbject of Indian education. I am a
Protestant, borne one, educated ons, expect to
die vne, but I say now that the aystem adopted
by the Jesuits ie the only practical system for
the education of the Indiane and the ouly one
that reaulted in anything at all.

When the Senator from Mastachusatts, the
Chairman of the Committes on Indian affairs
said she other doy thab the reason of the success
of the Jesuits more than apy other sect wae
that they devoted their whole lives to the work,
be ntruck the keynotes of the enfire situation.
Take a Protestant clergyman and send him to
the Weas, I do not care how active and zealous
he may be, he goes there with his family ties ;
bve goen there lcoking back to civilization, he
goes there half devoting himself from a sense of
duby to this tngenial life.

Take a Jesnit and what does he do ?

He is & semi-military preacber, He belooga
to the Oompany of Jesus, He owns nothiog
but the robe upon his back. If be recives an
order from the commander of the company at
the dead hour of night to rise and go to Asia,
he goes without a question. He is & number,
he ;; not a man., tie is seperated from the
world.

I talked with Father Oavallier at 8¢, Mary’s
Mission, who had been fifby-two years among
the Indians in Montana, aud devoted his whols
life to them, had been sent thers {rom Italy, an
socomplished physician; and when I visited
him at his little room in the Misslon he was
lying there, having been badridden for five

performing surgical operations on eaca recurring
day This man’s whole life was given up to the
work, and what is the result? To-day the Flat-
bead Indians are 100 per cenb, advanced over
any otber Indians in point of oivilization, at
least in Montana,

Yifty years ago the Jeenits went among them
and to-day you see the result. Among all those
tribes, commenoing with the Shoshones, the
Arapshos, the Gros Ventres, tha Bluekfeet, the
Piogant, the River Crows, the Bloods and As-
sinabongs, hy ouly ray 6f light I saw was on
the Flathead reservation on the Jemuit mission
schools, and there were boys and girls, fifap
boya and fifty girle.

They raee cattle ; the Indian boys herd thent.
They have mills; the Indisn boys attend them.
They have blacksmith shops ; the Indisn boys
work in them, When I wae there they wers
puilding two sohool-linuses, all bhe work done
by the scholars at the mission. They caunot
raise ¢orn to any extent in that climate, bubd
they raise vegetables and enough oats to supply
the whole tohool ; and I never saw 1n my life a
finer herd of oattle or horses than they had
upon that mission. Five nuns, sisters, and five
fathers constitute the teachers in the reapective
schoole, L.

We had school examination thers, lasting
through two dayas. I undertake to say that
never ia the state was thare a baiter examin-
ation than I hieard at that mission of children
of the sams aga with thoss I saw there,

The girls were twaght nesdle-work, they wers
taught to sew and ¥each, were taught music,
they were taught to’ Ye-p house, e young
men were taught to wtrk upon the farm, to
berd cattle, to be blackemiths and carpenters
and millwrighta. .

Here is tha whole of it ini*ove single rentence:
I asked Father Van Court, ths Fatherin charge
of the miasion to pive me his experiences as an
Indian teacher, and to sbate what had given the
school its remarkable sncoess, He enid it resnlt-
ed from the fact that they had tauzht both boys
and girla. He said for twenty years the Jesuita
had only a male achool. I call the attention of
the aenato:; who are interested in this question
o this single point.

He unidgwhepﬁ he educated the boys and gra.
daated them at the school they went back to.
the tribe ; they were immediately received with
jeara and reproaches, told that they had white’
blood in their veins, that they talked like Lhe
white people, and that they were apoitates to
their race. The result was, that the Indian, in
otder to waintain his positicn \with his fellows,
became a wores barbarian than he had ever bsen
before, . .

I do not want to say apybhing arainst the
sohools at Hampton or Qarlisle. I undertook
on that expedition to uss one or two of those
scholars as interpreters. All, ib seemed to me,
they had advanced in was to learn to deplete
the plains of running horaes, and Gen. Sheridan
agreed with me that they were the worst horee
thieves nn earth, They go back, and instead of
teaching the other Indinus, in pinety-nine casea
out of a hundred they relapss into barbariem,

Ido not speak of any densmipaticoal pre-
judices in favor of Jesuits; I was taught o
abhor the whole seat ; I was rais'd in that good
old Presbyterin. church that locked upon &
Jesuit as very much akin to the devil; bus I
kaow if the Senator from Massachusotes, the
Obsirman of the Uommittes on Iudisn Affaire,
will find me any tribs of blanket Indians on the
Continent of North Ameron—I do pot apesk of
thea five civilizations in Georgis -and Alabama
and by immediate sontact with the whitea—buat
it he will find me a:single tribe of Indians on.
"the Lisins, blanket ‘Indians, that approximate
in civilization of the Flathaads  who have besn
‘under the control of the Jesunita for fifty years,
I wiil abandon 1y entize theory on -this sab-

NECESSITY uF RELIGION IN SCHOO'S

Mr, Sldrige T Gerry, President of the So-
ciery fur the Prevention of Oruelty to Children
in New York City, recently said thot * there
were thirty thousand bad women in the cibﬁ“
He said his calculation was w:ll based. He,
sorrowfully asserted that American people were
de teriorating, and instanced the pumeroua di-
vorces all over the country. He came to the
conclusicn thab cur public school system waa
answerable for this. It was a huge political
machine. The only remedy was in going back
to the time-honored syatem of teaching religion
in the schools. The new generation was grow-
ing up godlegs and immoral, highly educated,
but to no purposa.

Tha Metropoliton press wonldltake issue with
Mcr. Gerry’s last statement, and hold that even
1n the natter of svonlar knowledge the public
school mystem is bighly defective, st least in
New York Oity. The Sun regards tha whole
system as little better than parrot trawning, in
which the judgment iw suffered to lis idle, and
the memory is uvererowded to buratiog point.
This is not edusation. But Mr. Gerry is entire-
li right in demanding religious nstruction in
the schools. He dosa not go far enough, how-
ever ;—for the troth is thav the whole puablio
school system resta on a fales principle, namely,
that the State, and not the parent, should edu-
cate children. Thae principles of naturnl juatice
may be disrcgarded for a time, but when the
avils that spring from a disregard of them come
home to a people with the proper forocs, the
reign of order will pravail, and an equitable ap-
portionment of sobool taxes will furnish a
remedy ter n great, impending danger.—Colo-
rado Catholio.

His Great Speech at Man-
chester,

Balfour Arrayed Before an -
lish Jury. Eng

Txe following Is the epeech delivers
William O'Brien before tl?e great meetiut}zlz
Meanghester, on the eveniog of January 29:h,
immodiately before his arrest, I has hoen
quoted largely by the Englith Liberal preas
as rot only the beet effort of Mr., O'Brien’s
public life, but the mos$ orushing arraign-
ment of any English Mindetry, for mleuse of
the powars cutruated to them, since Burke's
historic impeacbment pl Warren Hastings,
Mr. O'Brien—whuig vnhoped for. appear-
ance on the platform was halled with & trem*
endous ountburst of ecnthusiastic welcome that
lantad sevoral minutes—mspoke as follows :—
Yon may rest assured that, be my life &
long or & short one, I will never forget shis
wonderful scene ci enthuslaem and of wel-
come to-night. I have como pratty far to see

SOME MASSACHUSITS LIBERALS.

Io Haverhill, Massachusette, has juet ter-
mioated the trisl of certain Catholiv parents
whe were charged with violating the luw reg-
ulating attendance upon puablic acheols, be-
cause they pent their children to parochial
schools. The court held that the law does not
require that a child must be eduoated in the
public schoole, but only thut it must be fur-
nished with the genersl means of education,
and farther, that a parent is not beund te
send his obild to such a school only as
may be approved by the School Committee or
Soperintendent. The defendants were dia-
charged withont coats,

The docision of the court s plainly sensible
and right, otherwise it would be neceesary to
weoure for private schools, boarding-schoole,
young ladies’ ‘‘seminaries,” ghurch schoole
aad kladergartens the ‘approval of local
sohool committees, and to g0 revise and regu.
lats the varions inscitutions as to make them
pablic schools, For thia the community are
certainly mot prepared.

It would be lnteresting to know whether
the Haverbil! liberals who broagnt thia com.
plaint, ander:tood what it logloally invelved
if admitted. We have vo ides that they
would dresm of making against a Methodist
or Uaitarlan mill-oweer why he sends b g
danghter to a Chursh echool or a fashionable
institate, the same oharge that they brought
againat a number of humble French Canadians
who choose to send their cbildren to their
Courch school. This attempt to hinder
Ostholic citiz-ne from giving their children a
religions eduostion was pitifal for ite{iil gical
snd ptupid lliadness, and contempibie for
ita really petty bigotry. OQaly a very dull
peraon, or one blinded by prejudice, could
suppose that the law required all children to
bs educated in the patlic echools. It wnuld
be no moro absard to ssy, becauee the State
smpports insame asylums, that all cit:z:nw
muet become thele inmates, The judge’s
statement of the law may let & light In upon
some very cloudy intellecta.

Oao cuplal of molasaes, a tesspoonfcl of
soda, diseolves in a halt cupful of cold water,
a dessertspsooful of eals; a tablospoonfal of
melted butter, ono deasertspoonful of ginger,
flunr enough to roll out to the thiokneas of an
tnch. HBake in a quick oven for about ten
mivutes.

They
ars formed upon a frame like other flowe~ piecvs,
coversd with moss on the side tow: rd dress and
with a pretty arrangement of maiden hsirfern
or rose leaves at either end to ¢ ‘ncenl the absence
ot the lining. At an early winter wedding in
the. chrysanthemum season some pretty and
effective muffs were made of yellow and white
obrysanthemums, with a spray of rosss and
maiden hair tern for the center decoration. Now

THE SCOTCH CATHOLIC BISBEOPS AND
THE HULY SKE.

An addresa in Latin, »f which the following
in o transiation. bns been prasentud by the
Seoteh Qarholic Bishops to his Holineas Pope
Lieo XTIL

Ten m-nths ago the clergy and peaple of the
Scotch Church appraached the fest of your
Holiness and expresszd tha feeling of jy which
they experienced on the Glticth anniversary of
vour ardination to the prissthood. But a weigh-
¥y sorrow Boon rucceeded our joy. For sines
tbat time the sub-alpine power which eightesn
yesre hefore impiou-ly seizad the Pontifical
States has begun to beocome more and more
aggresmive from day to day, has drawn more
alosely these bouda of slavery in which it cru-l.
Iy bound the Vicar of Chriat, and has pos.ed
most iniquitous lawsa hostile to the Italian clergy
as well as to the liberty of the Church,

We, therefors, the Archbishops and bishops
of Scotland, publicly declure that the supreme
Pontiff, on whom Cbriat our Lord croferred a
primacy of juriediction over kings as weil as
over their eubjects, out tc be subject to no civil
power, and that sn earthly soversignty was
given to him by Gogd in order that he might be
able to dircharge fresly the office of Supreme
Pastor. Hence it is greasly to ba regretted
vhat wen should be froad to lay sacreligiona
hands on thas region which the Roman Pontiffs
have held under their sway from the moab an-
ciant times ; nor sre they ab all to be listeaed to
who asters that such an impioui ocoupation can
be talerated conaistently with the pressrvation
of the rights of the Holy See.

Besideas, tha acclesiastical laws Iately passed
Italy batrays the gre test impicty, inasmuoch as
they attack the liberty of the Pootiff himsslf,
encroach upon the righta of sheclergy who bave
roarited well of Italy, and claim for the civil
power aubhority to mix itaelf upin affairs which
belong slt~gether to the spiritual domain. Gor
grant that these most iniquitons laws may not
result in prement injury o religion, sand that
thia frightful evil moy not bo increased by be-
coming lasting, :

But, relving on the Divine promtses, wa have
a aure hopa that its rights will bs restored to the
Roman Church amidst the hearty appraval of
all men of good wilij and that thia may tak-
place whilsy you are happily reignne ia our
earneab prayer to God, the Anthor of every gifo,
in Whore handa ars the hearta of kicgs,

Meanwhile, - prostrate at the feeb of vour
H liness, we bumbly beg the Apastolie Bene-
diotion frr oursa'ves, and also for our clergy and
she propls committed to our care.

But what eatisfies us meat is the proot the
rasolution gives of the earnestness and deter-
mination of the Eiberal party to strengthen
the hands of Mr. Gladstone, the Liberals and
the Home Rulera on the eveoftherenssembling
of the British parliament. Even should the
resolution be defeated, the fact that the Lib.
eral party of Canada hos taken 20 bold and
aggressive an sattitude towards the govern-
ment of England on the broad ground of Oana-
dlan right $o protest agaloab a polioy inimt-
cal $o British intareeta on th!s continent, will
initaslf have & profound effect on English
pablio oplolon und awell the tide of populur
disapproval now rising egainst the Ooer-
oloniate.

We do not, however, antivlpate defeat, on-
less, indeed, Sir John Macdonald Is prepared
%o take the life of hin minlatry [n hapd with
the certainty of loslng it, The resolntion
offers a ornoial test of hils sinocerity, for
neither he nor his apologists can plead in
palliation of thelr desertion of the Irish canse
that it is & dodge of the Liberals to oatoh ths
Irish vote., A general eleotion ia far off u©n-
less the government by itz own act precipi-
tatea a dissolation,and the whole aspeot of the
quention is more than likely to be changed
vefore the end of three years.

Federation vs. Reciprocity.

Alarmed at the growth of public sentiment
In favor of Uarietrioted Reciprocity with the
United States, emiwarles of the Macdonald
government have been busy endemvoring to
boom Imperial Federation as a sort of count-
or irritant, The ministry a8 a whole s not
committed te the scheme which is ay yet one
of the most nebuloua imaginable. Even ita
moet pronounced advecates are unable to
agree on any practical programme, Vague,
illusive generalitles are the atmost they will
venture on, but so vast a scheme ghould be
presented in somse practical shape, so that the
young and growlng nationalitiea who are ex-
pected to sarrender their future may obtain
an ldea of what it means, It zervea the pre-
aent purpose, however, of dietracting publio
attention, keeping the public mind unsettled,
and that is about all ita promotera expect or,
poeelbly, desire.

Confederation has not been a auccess, It
hae simply enabled a set of politicians and
lupann}nou to amass epnormons fortunes by
getting control of the vergin reecarces of half
& oontinent and borrowing unlimired sums on
the strepgth of them, A few cities have been
benefitted by having the Industries formerly
sonttered throughout the conntry congentrat-
ad under combinations of oapital. The rural
reglons have anffered, and farming to-day is
less profitable and prosperous than it was
twenty yesrs ago. The National Policy,
vannted as a panacea for all our illa has
bsen resolved Into & grand oonepiracy ef
oaplialists manufacturers to flaece the farmers
and working classen, and the advoocacy of Im-
perial Pederation by the men who oarried
protection Is In reality a confesslon of failure
and a prophecy of ooliapae.

The
Unlted States may leave thiogs alone, In
that case, Epgland will find herself suffering
from insufiolent supplies, from n contracted
market for her goods, and from the new com-
petition in manufactares which she will bave
foroed upon the Unlted States, She will be
disoontented and disgusted with her bargain,
and with the other party to it. Or the United
States may retaliate by prohibiting English
goods, In that case Englend will be still
more discontented and disgusted. Or ths
United States may do that which it must be
the deaire and objeot of every honest Fair
Trader and Raciprooitarian to make them do
—they may offer to throw open their market
to English goods on condition that Kngland
will again throw open her marke$ to Unlted
States corn, In that case England will be
more than ever dizgusted if her bargaln with
COanads preventz her from accepting their
offer, Indesd, It I scarcely within the limits
of possibllity that such a bargain could under
such oiroumstancas be kept. That England,
which now does & trade of 140 million ponnds
a year with the United States, even nnder
the present Protectionist tariff, snd of 21
million pounds with Canada, shonld refuse
the proffered trade of a country which has
between 50 and 60 milliona of people and the
finest solls and climates in the world, for the
purpose of nursing a trade with a ceantry
which bas between £ and 5 millions of people,
and a far inferior sefl and climate, Istoo
much to expeotof human patare. And if the
bargsin la not kept, or i the terms of the
bargain with Capada are euch as to silow
England to accept the United States’ offer,
what will be the position of Canada when
she 18 thrown oyer, and the United States are
agaln admitted to free competition in the
Englich markat ¢ She will have heen mislad
into an unpatural courss of indurtry and ex-
penditare, and she will be left to her own ra-
sonrces when it saits the convenience of Eog-
iand so to lesve her. The Fair traders have
some hagy inkling of this difficulty, for they
propose that the fixed duties on foreign food
are to Lo steadily maintained for a term long
enocugh to develop our own instend of forsign
territorles, But do they really think that
this ia passible ; that cur own peopls would
aubmit to years of privatien In order o deve-
lop & possible futars In Canada or Australia
when that privation might be at once changed
into plenty by admitting foreign praduce?
Wo may be quite certaln that any ferced ak-
tempt a% unnatural uslon, any unbuziness-
like sacrifice ef interest to sentiment, will
only destroy those feelinga of kindness which
it ia the object of all to promote.”

This hard-headed way of deallng with the
gueetion from an Eoglish polnt of view muas
convinoe all sennible men of the absurdity of
Imperial Federation. 1t does not satlsly the
firat demands of common sence and dissolves
Into moonshine when sabmitted to analysis.
With regard to the alternative prepositicn of
Reolprocity with the Stater, Sir J. H. Farrar
is not less clear than in the passage already
quoted : **It may boall very well to say,”
he remarkes, ** as & matter of theory, that
when nationa are divided by great natnral
barriers, anch as hundred of leagues of aea or
monntain, there is all the more reason for
abolishing artifical barriers. But this ia not
the way in which the {acts present themselves
to the ordinary mind. I feel the need of
dealing freely with my neighbor across the
gtreet long before I underatand that the same
exlats need for freedom in my dealings with
an alien in China, I$ wag by the obvions ab.
surdity of an artificlal barrier between Surroy
and Middlesex that Cobden brought home to
men’a minds the much leas obvious absurdity
of an artificial barrier between England and
France, If, therefore, any strong oase arises
agoln, such as an approack to commercia)
union between Canada and the United States,
or between any of the Anstralian colonies and
thelr nelghbora, we take it for granted that
the one principle of equal treatment, which
we have hitherto maintalned, will give way,
and that in this, as in other matters of taxa-
tlon, the colonles will exercise and enjoy
complote aelf-government.”

HIS GREAT SPEECH IN MANUHNSTER

¢ Yes, there i3 no alternative,absolutely no
alternative, but the blunderbunes.”

The Times report stopped there, am if I
had recommended and countenanced the use
of the blunderbues, Whatla the fact? How
did that sentence finlsh, and on the evidencs
of the very police reporter on whoee evidence
I was convioted :

Yen, there is no alteroative—sbsolately no
alternative—buot the blunderbaes ; and In
every shape and form that | hope every man
and every woman in ‘Lipperary will take a
leaf out of the Primrose dames’ hook.”

That l1at portion uf the sentence was sup-
pressed and was matilated by tiae Times nawa-
“paper. That ia the oriminal speech for which
I will be dragged awuy to Irciand to prison.
Could I or oculd I pot—if the law be the
the same in Ireland as In England—
oould I or could I not with the mnat abaolute

here in Manchestur ? (spplanse) Ah! I could
and could aafely, dely Lord Salisbary to find
a jury of twelve men in all this land that
would spell & criminal epeech, out of that
rpeech, But cur crime Is & geographical
crime (cheers). It stops upon the shores of
the Irlsh Sea. It is not our speeches,but our
Irish accent, that constitntes the crime. What
ia the uee of quibbling or ehirklog it? Our
crime ie, In our own humble way, the crime
which you Eoglishmen glorled in when it was
commltted by John Hampden in de-
fenco of British liberty (cheers). It ia
the arime %o which ycu own thelibertles and
the greatnese that enabtles Eoglishmen ta
hold their hends ao prondly to-day among the
nstlone of the frec.

Now, I hape I need uot tell you what I

have no$ come here tc-alght to fly from the
penaltics which ere pgathering around my
bead. I rather think that even Mr Balfour
would be extremelv hard up for m eneer or
for a libel upon mo when he would suggest
that. As soon as this meeting is over I am
the dlsposal of his policemea, But in the
meantime, I stand here In spite of him (lond
cheering, the entire audiance rising to thelr
feet and oheerlng agnin and again). Icams
here lo the ficat place and principally,becanse
I was snx:ous before disappearing, as no
doubt I ahall, for o considersble time, from
the publio t0cne—I was anxious to meet Mr,
Balfour's own constituenty here In Manches-
ter, and to ask them very respectfvlly but
very seriouslyto-night whether they are proud
of his work ia lreland, In the sscond place,
I oame here because I bslleve that It would
te instructive just for once to prove to Eog-
lishmen that I could keep my appolntment
here to-nfght in Manchester.  For, what is
the condision injwhich wejappear hare to-night
ia Manchester? This conquerlng hero has
persusded the I'rimrose dames (and even, I
regrss to tay, more eerioms politiclaas than
the Peimeose dames), has appearently
persuaded them that the job of coeroion in
Icaland Is virtually over, and tho people In
Irsland stand hushed in admirution and in
verror of his Iron sway. How, then, deo I
come here to-night ! Why, simply by walk-
Ingaway [after glving lalrpublicwarning that
I intended to walk away, and out of the
court-house, in and around which there wers
over two hundred armed policemen with no
other buainessexcept toguardme, I don’tknow
exaotly how 1t wag managed ; probably the
stapldity, and the utter inoompstency, of Mr.
Balfour's agents ia quiet sufficent to acoouat
for it without Impatiog to them any treachery
to their masters. Quite probably that is go.
Bat how does Mr, B.lfour account or propose
to acoonnt for the fact that, day after day,I
was able to traveres immense distrlots four
oounties In Ireland, my movements known
acd my face familiar to thonsands and tens of
theurands of people,through acountry swarm-
ing with police and troopa, and yet 1 wasable
to pass through shat country and pass out of
that country, and to pass into the heart ot
this country, and all his forty thounsand bay-
onets and ail his secret service money oould
not purchase the secrst service which is com-
mon gossip round thousands of Irlsh firesides,
I don’t think thet Mr, Baltour exhibits in
what I may oall ¥he Qarrick ohase, mach of a
character that the Primrose dames will oare
to embroider upon his bonners, I thought it
might be inetructive juet for this onoce, and
it was ohicfly why I aid It, to tell Eoglieh-
men, and to let them know what arrant
fudge and idiotlo nonsenwe these men talk
when they tell you that we are Intimidating
the people who would ehed thelr heart’s blocd
to save us (loud cheers). I think I bave
given pretty satiafactory evidence thatif we
are comspiratora the whole population of
Ireland—men, women, and children—are our
confederates and our coconspirators (cheers),
and Dublin Oastle, with all its power, and
with all ita gold has nobody to love and mo-
body to serve it except those who take ite
pay, and probably a great many not even of
thase (hesr hear).
. Mr, O'Brien hero gave & graphio desorip-
tion of the scene of police bratality and viol-
ance that had been enaoted at Oarrlok-on-
Salr, on the firat day of his mock trial thers,

IMPERTAT. PARLIAMENT.

The Queen’s speech,

LoxvoN, February 21.—Parliament reas-
sembled to-day, Tho following is the spesch
of the Queen vpening the sesaion ;

My Lords and Qentlemen 3

Dariog the brief perlod since the close of
the last pesslon nothing has happened to
affoot the ocordisl relations between myselt
and other powers. The oporations success-
foily completed iz Egypt a fow dayas befcre
the prorogation of Partiament effected thelr
object and I do not see any ground for ap-
prehending a renewal of the disturbaace In
the neighberhood of Suakim,

The negotiations which I directed to be
opened with Lhibet for the prevention of en-
croachment upon my righte over Sikkim
have not been brought to a favorable conolu-
siop, but I hops further military operations
will not be necassary,

I bave consented to take part in a confer-
sncs with Germsny and America at Barlin
upon thef Saman question, This will be .a
continnation of the oonference recently held
in Washixgton on the same subject.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The increasiog expenditures wpon warlike
preparations; incurred by other Baropoan na-
rlone’ has rendered necessary an increase In
the precantions hitherto taken for the safety
of our shoresand commerce. Tae conansels by
which other powers are guided and which
dispose of their vast foroes are at present uni-
formly friendly to England, but I haveno
xight to asenme that this condition ia neces-
sarily secars from the poesibllity of change,

My Lords and Gentlemen :

Some portione of the bill presented in 1888
for amending loocal government in Eongland
and Wales were laid aside, owing to pressure
npon the timo of Parliament. Irom the rame
csuse it was impossible to enter vpon the
question of local government In Scotland,
Billa npon these matters will be submitted.

Erly in the aession your attention will be
nsked to measures for the development of the
material resources of Ireland and fer amend-
ing the oonstitution of the various tribunals
having apecial jurisdiction over real property
in Ireland,

The statotes recently passed for the reator-
ation of order and confidence have alrealy
besn attended with salutary resalts,

Logislation will be necessary for the exccun-
tion of the sugar convention and aleo for the
completion of the convention of the three per
oent. jannulties.

The atate of the gold colnage has for yaars
past been the subjact of a legitimate com-
plaint, and a measure restoring it to a matis-
factory condltion wiil ke anbmitted.

Though the commiseion appeinted to en-
quire into the civil establishmenst of the
kingdom has uot yet completed Ita labors it
has made a valuable report, Iroposals for
legislaticn arising therefrom vwill be kub-
mitted.

Soveral subjects which the increasivg bur-
den ot your duties shut out from consider-
ation during the last seeelon will ba sub-
mitied again. Among thum are measures reo-
lating to titles reguluting the universities in
Scotland, determianilng the liabilities of em-
ployers 1a case ot accidents to employds, es-
tablishinpg a department of sgriculture,
oheapening the tranefer of land and remedy-
iog the abuse attached to the limited lability
of joint stock companles,

LoxpoN, February 23.—In the House of
Commons this afternoon, Mr. Sexton gave
notice that he wonld intzoduce a bill to amend
the laws relating to contempt of court (Cheera )
Mr, Morly mov d the adoption of his amend-
menb to the address in reply to the Queen's
speech condemning the administration in Ire-
lana as harsh, unjust and oppressive, and ask-
ing that measures to content the Irsh be ad-
opted, In eupporting bie mosion, Mr, Moley
asked why, it the coudition ¢f Ireland was
better, - & claimed by the Government, proceed-
irge against Irish mewbers of the Heuse of
Communs were more frequert. Tlese proceed-
ings to him seemed a sign of a.arm and dismay
instend of confidence. Mr, Morely stroogly
condemnad the siogular lack of prudencs, fure:
smight and care shown by the administration in
Ireland durirg the last few months, The arrest
of Father McFadden at Gweedore, he said, was
marked ky every bad quality that could ac-
company & judictal act 1o was worthy of the
wroed exploid of the ruffian judge 10 Scotland
who, o ce1 ury ago, raid :—**Give me & prisoner
and I'll find the law,”

Mr, Morley referied at length to the recent
arrests in Ireland and ridiculed the idea of ar-
re«ting men for such off-rnces as cheering Wm
O'Bnien, ete.  Referring to the imprisoned
membears of Parliamenn, he urged that wnile
their offences were limited to apeaking and writ-
ing treason they should be treated as first-claes
m 810ers. (Oheers,) The time was ewiitly com-
ing when an irresistible appeal would ascend
from the nation agking Her Majesty to recur to
the sense of the peopie &0 that they mighs de-
cide the great issues now dividing the Govern-
ment and the Opposition. (Oteers.)

The Opposivion required the fullest explana-
tion regarding the employment of Irish msgs-
trates, crown solicitois and police in framiog
the Times case. They demanded to know why
documunts wers handed to the Tines for the
purpaees of a piet to which it might be proved
the Government had infatuatedly become the
dupes and accessoriea. (Uheera )

BALYOUR'S BRUTALITY,

Mr, Morley said Mr. Balfour had admitted
that the police ventically erred in arrestiog
Father McFudden, He ocontended that the
arreats in Tralee on the occasion of O'Brien’s
tri.l were illegal. No Home Secretary or
Englivh megistrate would venture to ach ae
though the arreste were in o-nformity with
English law. {Cheers.)

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THE EVIL OF -MIXED MARRIAGES

So great has the evil of mixed marrlages
become in this country that Rome bas a:
length called for etatfstics on the subjeot eo
ua to get soms data wharehy a conolusion map
be arrived at by the Holy Fathor as to the
beat means by which thia great evil mey be
checkad,

Therc ia no gainsaying the faot that the
churoh losesthousands of her children through
marrisges between Oatholios aud non-Catbo-
lica for the few parties who become oconverts
from Protestantiem when about to form e
matrimonial alliancs with a Oatholio party.
This fact has been well set forth by priests
and bishops, but In order to bring the matter
more prominently before our readezs we ap
pend the following experlences of a prioet,
who wuy, for twelve years, a witnees to the
growth of this evil under his immediate
notios :

*‘ Twelve years passed in mixed communi.
ties have convinced me that the Catholic
Church loses more of her ohtldren on acocunt
of mixed marrisges than from any other cause,
They are, to say thaleant, the root of Indiffsr-
entism, and very often of opsn antagonism to
all religieus principler, The former is im-
posed ; the latter she OCatholie individually
und willingly chooses for himmself. Love ls
blina }

** Among the two thonsand iohabitants of
a little town that I know of, over twenty
familiss have lost their faith and bear to the
Catholia Church the hatred of spostasy on
acoount of mixed marriages, without count-
ing the growing generation over which the
church has no control. Even if the children
are giooated in Cetholic schools, by the in-
flaence they receive in their daily intcroonrse
naod by the living examples of parentes who do
not profess the ssme creed, they beocome in-
diff-rent. The rale Ia of such general appli-
cation that I know ozly a sipgle family to
whtch, in a certain degree, it does not apply.

I wish some of your readers won!d under-
toke the smbjeot and follow it through its
divers phasea from ths courting time to the
suocsediog gemoratiocn. How they would
ploturo the chavalier on bended knees befcre
the idol of his love, pledging bimself to lsave
bor psrfectly free in the evjoyment of religi-
cus Hberty. Before the wedding takea place
he is the mont liberal map ; the day after he
has become a despotio maator ; forgettig the
promise he has made to the prlest nnd to his
wife, he oanees her In turn to bend her knees
and, clasping her hand in his owp, compels
her to ewear that ehe will never more go to
Maasr, but not too often ; bo will even conde-
acend to accompany her on pleasant days,
when the mucic will bs, what it ought never
to be, operatic and profane, or when there
will be a fine preachor,

* The struggle has begun ; it wlll continue
for life and thelr boms will become s hell,
Do not thlnk that thie is exaggerated. The
pioture drawn fa trune to pature, All cavea
are not alike, It may bappen that peage will
exist between the husband and wife so long
as the education of the obildren does not come
to disturb the homsehold barmony. Bat at
that momen$, if not before, dlacord appears.
If tbe Catholic party dies when the children
are yonng, havieg been baptizud, they are
loft to a Protestant father, or, what is still
worse, to a Proteetant mother and relations,
to be emblttered againat the faith of their
baptism,

“ Bat suppose for an Inetant that the onee
may not be like those noticed above, rappoic
that, withont oconcert abou$ retigion (s hich
seldom happens), the Protestant party wiil
allow full liberty to the other to follow the
teachings of ber or his religior and to bring
up the ghildren In the Catholio schools and
under Catholic izfluencee, Even then, strange
as it may seem, the children for the most
part nre lost ; for it is (mey to become u
worthy Protestant, but it rcquires saerifios
to beoomeo a consclentions Catholfe.”—The

B3gar L. Wakowmsu, in his Istter this weeic
to tho Detroit Tribune, writes ; :
Tae road from Qaghterard through Ocas-
mara to Clifden by the sea roaches stroight
a8 en arrow and as white as chalk for msay
miles over blackened moor and bellying bog.
Here and shere may bo ceen a little hut, as
soggy aod daok as the bog itself ; but naught
else relleven the utter dreariness of the road,
save the lofty mountaing to the north and
west.

ed goate. Patter, patter, pattor, halting and
ranning, on they came in zig-zag conrso..
By the horna of the Nublan ibez, they are
noither sheep nor goatsa! They are human
beinge. All are weezen-faced, littls, old
women it eeems ; for they esurely cannot be
children, though thelr witch-like heads will
not reach to ycur own walst. They draw
nearer, the larger proteotingly maesed in
frout, You notloe their irresolution or
fear ; and acarcely knowing what to say,
you halloc loudly but kindly, *‘Come along,.
my desrs, tho road is all youra 1" They
fiutter a bit with heads together, and then
sidle along the extremest wide of the road.
Whon almost opposite, yon balt them with
an attempt at kiadly authority, and ask :-

They ook at each other rcored, smicker-
fng, hystericully, The older and bolder
move forward u little, and in a twiokling
they are oll in a creecent-shaped half-olrcle
bsfore you, ready for mavage defenze or
instant light, In heaven's name, you won-
der, where can another such woefal sight
he seen?! It is mid-winter ? the earth is
tecxen ? the winds are sharp and onttiog ;
#ith your own glowing blood and health,
and in the warmest clothing, you shudder
and chill when healtiog ? but bere are o
dcsen waife in the image of God, more than
balf naked, bony, shrivelsd, white from want
and hunger, baro-footed, bare-legged, half of

qrestion, They aaid that It wae a world-
wide question in whioh every oation on the
earth had an Interest. It had been sald that
this question was not sn international one,
but let them examwine a recent perlod of hia-
tory upon this point, At the Congress of
Paris, which was held in 1856 at tbe end of
ths COrimean War, Couat Cavonr, the ohicf
statesman ot Italy at that time, towards the
olose of the deliberations, broaght forward a
dooument, und ke atrongly disapproved of
any movement against the power of ths
Papaoy.

of Parls Xa other worde, the Itallan statas-
man who oreated, it might be sald, the iing-
dom of Italy, bronght the question of tho
soversgnty of the Vicar of Onrist, and ques-
tions a» to the sovereignties of other princes
of Italy, before thie tr.bamal, And this
power of internatioonal intvrvention had been
recogn-£2d luter atill—in 1878, at the Congrem
of Burlin, at which a namoer of international
questions were disonssed, Among other
things, It was declded shat Bosnis and Herz--
govioa should be given to one power, Cypras
ghould belong to another, the protectorato of
Tanis should be givea to a third, and the pro.
teotorate of Balguria shruld bs awarded to a
foursh. And when the aff iirs of these atates
had been discuseed, and the government api
authority over them had been settled by this
internstional tribvua!, the Itallan represen-
tative cyme forward and proposed that this
aams tribunal should imtervene and shomid
recoguite the right of tne King of Italy to
the possession of Rome, The qu-stiun was
Ppat aside, but the anthority and power of the
trlbunal were clsarly recognised by the Ita-
lian stateman, who had hrought the queation
a8 tothe posseition of Rime befere it, and
who had sought to obtain a verdiot irom it
jn harmony with his wishes. If, therefore,
the Italian statesman who wished to break up
the independent states of Italy, and who,
having taking possession of those stater,
wisbed that the usarpation should be recog-
nlsed, did not hesitate to oome before an In-
ternational tribuoal, eurely it wonld beim-
poselble for people now to urge that an ip-
ternational tribaval was incompetent to
gottle the Roman Question or to decida upon
the Independence of the Haly Father.

What
would they aay was the independence of B-I-
glun and Luxembourg, and of Switzerland {
The indeprndence of thess staten was gaar-
anteed by international oontracts., Again,

If, therefore, the etates
of Earope bad it in thelr power to gusrantee
thecommeroial indepandenceof the Sucx Canal,
the condition of the Dardanelies, and rf other
pacts of the world, surely whep the ladep nd-
ence of the Head of the Catholic Church, «f the
Iargest body of Cbristisns in the world, was
to be deolded, that was a question which the
Governments of ‘the world ought to enter
upon, Aud indeed many of the most promi.

To Negouate Commercial Treatles—A Great
Speech by Bir Richard Cariwrightin the
House of Comameons. .

‘ .

Sir Richard Carkweisht in moying his ze3sla-
tion iu favour of Canada securing tne right to
make her owa couimercial treaties, said it wae
neatly aeven years since tbe subjecd to which he
1at-nded to draw theastention of the House had
besn brought before Parliament by the hon,
member for West Durham. In the interval
many things h-d ocourred which atrengthened
aod justified in hiaopinion the wisdom and fore.
sight displayed un that occasion. Much which
wans only oorjecture when Mbr. Blake moved his
motion had since heceme a certainty, Many
thiogs which might have been considered at
that time as hypotheses had long smcs come
within the reign of demonstrable and ascertain-
od facts. Many objections which had been then
taken now seemed to be unfounded, or, to say
the least, very greatly exaggerated. A com-
paratively emall number of hon. gentiemen then
present were now 10 the Houss. He strongly
adviead hon, gentlemen to ralfrash their memor-
ies by examining the interesting debate npon
that ocoacion. If dhey did so they would do
waell to examioo algo the shord summary of his-
torical events whioh had occurred since then.
1o doing so they wight almost imagine they were
peruring a judement of the Judicial Committea
of the Privy Council on some point in dispute
between the right Fon, the Premier ot this Do-
minionand the Attorney General of Ontario.
The foc's which the House had now before it
fully vindicated the courss then pursued by the
leader of she Uppo-iticn on that acoasion. He
admitted there was an impor anb d.fference be-
twe:d the refusal of the Government to ndopb
the conrse then recrmmended and their action
with referency to the provinces. This wae no
question of provincisl rights. It was ouns, in hie
opinion, calculated in a high degree $o atint
and paralyse the growth of the Dominion. In
consequence largely of that refusal, the greav
opportunity of conferring a benefit upon the
p-ople of this Dominion, and through them to
greatly improve the relations which existed be-

than that, the sentiments and determination
then avowed by the leader of the Government
were calculated in a large degree to discourage
tha younger portion of the population
who bad just and bigh acpirations for
the future of this oountry, When men
were told officially by a person occupying the
position of Premier in their attempt to obtain
for their counntry the rights which fairly be-
longed to them—rights which were so neces-
gary for the developement of their resonrceg—
thao they were discounting their fusure, and
vakiog & step towards indzpenience which
would lead to their being castoff to their own
resources, i was & matter for regret. He could
net but regrat that any such statement should
have been made by the Premaer, as it was cal-
culated tolower us in our own eyes and in the
oyes of other nations. He hoped that would
prove to be the last occasion upon which menin
Canada would commit shemselves to such senti.
ments as those on that occasion. Several gentle-
men who had always been prominent suppord-
ars of tha right hon. gentleman by voice
and vote eXpressed their entire dis-
approbation of the sentiments he then az-
presaed. Thers wers two objectivns chielly
urged againet Mr. Blake’s moticn ; one claes
ventured to say that the time was premature,
and the other declared, tlainly and bluatly,
that we wers better off as we were, Since that
period circumstances had developed in s very
remarkable way. There had beea ample pro: f
that Canada did need power to negotiate her
own commercial treaties, and to appoint that
mointain ageots in fereign countries, who shall
advise her people of the feelinga of other Staves,
and any other matters they shounld be acquaint-
ed with. The result of the refusal of the Gov-
ernment to acquieacelin Mr. Blake's motion had
been two-fold. Great chances had been loet for
the time being, sud needless peril had been in-
curred, one of which might havo bren improved
and the obber avoided, bad sbeps been taken to
obtain for Canada what, he believed, was her
fair right aod duty to hava. Buba very short
vime had elapsed asince the defeat of and
motion. 'Those preliminary negotiations
which led to the discussion of the fisheries ques-
vion justifind the parition taken. The whole
courge of those megotiations from firsh to lasy
was an indicabion of the wisdom and foresight
displayed by Mr. Blake. Notbing kad been
more clear than that tha lack of power to nego-
siate aod the want of Csnndian residential
agents had been most pamnfnlly felt Had we
possessed that power, he had no doubt Parlia-
ment would have been made aware of the ex-
tent to whioch feeling bad been arcused in the
United States. Had we been kept properly
advised they would bave been apared a good
d-a! of id!e bluster, and much sabrequent bum-
ilistion. He vcok the ground at once that in
Narth American affairs, more particulerly in
tht which ralatzd to our dealings with the
Uanited S:ates, ne English Minister w nld do.
In the first place the English Minfrter and
E gli-h Awbassdor ab Washington had a great
deal elsa to attend to than the interests of Caa-
ada. He was of necessity controlled in his
actions by copsiderations with which the im-
mediate interents of Qapada had nothing to do,
More thau that, no Eoghish Ambaseador notil
he bad obtained many years' experience conld
posaibily underatand as well as ons wbo had
lived in Canada the necessities of this country,
and the peculisr feelings and perjudices which
agtuata the people of she United States. That
fact wae koown to everybody. The aversge
Erglish diplomatist came from employmenst nos
in the abightest degres calculated to fit him o
sppreciate or und-ratand tha difficult position
in which he would find himszelf placad in Wash-
jogton. It was no idle phrise when we de-
clared we belonged to the New World. Every-
thing that had 1 courred recently bad goneto
prove that Canada waa mo longer safe in en-
grusting her interests in the hands of English
ambassadore, no mavter how they might desire
to promate the instrests of this Dominion. He
recalied to the attention of the House the posi-
tion in which we found ourselves in 1887. Ab
that time Canada was suddenly placed face to
face with a non-ioterc ur+e bill, supported al-
mnst unaniniousdy by the entire Congress of the
Uaited States, by the entire press of the United
States, and by aix"y mitlions of pe ple in a'state
of irritation apd excitemens. No public man in
the United States was willing to suppors our
pogition. The bill w s of such a character that
it menaced ms with commerical war, a thing di-
vided by B very narrow barrier from the actual
war. It wog unnecessary to say thab warof
that oharacr would be calcnlated in a bigh de-
grae to injurs the interests of the Dominion.
He asked the Premier if that was not a true
stasement of affaira 1n 87, and paused fora
reply.

Wishout at all disputing the good intentions of
Britivh ambaseadors, he had no doubt that they
bad often been positively u-eless to us, and
eveninjurious to onr interests. Nor did hejbelieve
that if this view were mavfully pressed the
British Government would regard it unfavour-
ably. It was not possible to suppose rur pres-
ent position aa a finality. Thia tadp-le exiat-
ence wae but temporary, and the questicn wes
whether it had not existed toolvng already.
The true end of confe’eration, he centended,
was to pave the way for fuller righta and powers
anl a foller natiooality than are now possessed.
(Hear, hear,) Among the objections that had
been raisnd in the past to this contentium for
faller treaty-makiog power was the one that the
agitation was prematurs until all the provinces
had been incladed in cne grand whole. That
plea waa now groundless. We were now tnited
in one grand counfederation, responsible fur the
good governmens of the whole country from the
Atlantio to the Pacific, and in his view that
time had ccme when we should demand this
greater power, one from which po man who de-
tired t0 see ss much ac possible made of
our  resources would dissent, (Hesr, hear,)
If Oanada was to bedefended by Canadian arms
and Cansadian hearts then she had a right of
self control. The Goverpment had made a
feeble attempt to supply this want by the ap.

way or ancther was supposed to furniah the
needsd authority, but 1he resu't had fallen far
shorb of aupplying us with the measure of inde
pendence that we had a right to claim. He did
not desire to dirgaise the fact that his object in
brioging forward this motion was to assiat ia ee.
curing the adoption of the policy of freer inter-
course with the Uuited States which he advo.
cated in the House laab seesion. He reg rdedit
a8 of the greatest importance that we sbould es
joy more nnrestricted relations with the people
to the south of us. Of the whole volume of our
trade during the past year of $193,600,000, over
$91,000,00 had been with that ¢ untry alone. In
regard to our export, the caee waes still stronger,
Out of & total volume of exports of 78 wnillione,
we pent to the United States nlose over thirty-
seven millions worth, or nine times a3 mwuch as
to all other countriea combined, Great Britian
alone excepted. It was indiepensable that we
shonld be well sdvised as to the progress of
events, and that we should be in a position to
ach promptly and not have to await the action
of a power 32,000 miles away, On this question
thera waa no wavering 1n the policy of the Op-
pogition. In regsrd to the question how this
policy would accord with the policy of the par.
enb State, tbere had been a pood deal of cant
indulged in. It hnd been urg ¢ that we shen'd
do nothing that wonld clash witk England,
This plea bad been put forward with especial
earueatneas by the m: n who had pot scrupled to
adopt a policy in direct epposition tothe known
policy of Eogland, apolicy, too, which was con-
tinnslly reducing the volume of our trada with
that country and enlarging the trade with the
United States againat all obstacles we had
thrown in its way. In conclusion he said our
praition was without parallel. Wu were respon-
sible tor the good government of half a onoti.
pent, with an urprotected frontier of 3000
miles aeparating us from the greatest potentia!
pawer toembroil the two cruntries in difficultien
at any moment, with no adequate means of de-
fence and no direct meaus of retbling thore diff
culties. This condition of things was fast be-
coming intolerable, snd it was reeponsible fir
th& vasb avodus to the United States and frr the
inferior character of imwigrants who remained
with ua. He believed the granting of the power
to make our own treaties would tend to remove
many of the existing evile. Personally he wan
hopefnl of better things, He believed that all
the people of Canada required was to have
these facts clearly laid bef re them, and they
wonid asRent to the apirit of kis motion without
s dissentiog voice. (Hear, hear),

LoNDON, Webrnary 19 —The court room
way crowded to-day when the Parnell com-
miselon resumed its gittings, Henry La.
boachers, Jobn Morley, 8haw-L:febvre and
other prominent persons were preseut.

Mr. Macionald, mansger of the Times, was
croga-examined by the counsel for the Par-
nellites, Ha declined to say whether he re-
garded the luttera of Japuary 9 aod May 16
as the only {mpnrtant ones »moog the fir*
fivs whioh Mr. Ho1stcn,s ¢ etary of the Iri h
Loyal and Patriotio uwwin, hunded bim.
Jautice Hannen shatply rebuked the wituees
for hiw refusal.

THE PRICE OF THE LETTERS.

Mr. Macdonald said the letters had to be
taker a8 o whola and thst as a whole they
wera compromteing, He was convinced that
the Ean aud Parnell lstters wore genuine be-
fors 1he first article on ‘‘ Parpelliam and
Crlms ¥ was publiched. He did not think
the body of the letter of January 9 was in the
writiog of Mr, Campbell, Mr, Paroell’s
secretary. Hehad not noticed any similarity
between that and the Egan letters. Witness
paid Honaton £350 for the Paraell latter of
the 16th Jone and for Egan's letter to
Carey. The totnl p-ymentemade to Houston
amnonted to £2,53) Tha piyments were
mado by Mre. W altar’a chegae,drawn in favor
of Mr. Siamer, the Times snlicitor,

Houston did unot bring the envelopas with
the lottersa. Witness did not aek about them,
avsuming that they had beon destroyed. He
pattioniarly avoided asking from what source
the lettara wera obtalned, bevanse Houstoo
eald be was bsund ta secrecy, which he asled
witness to respeot. Witness first knew that
Pigott, s former edltor of the Irlshman, anp-
plied them at abont the time the publication
of the articles on * Parnelllsm and Crime"
was begua. He did not knmow that 'be
latters had been shown to the Marquls of
Hartiogton, who he asserted, had nothieg to

do, diractly or lndirsctly, with their publica-
tlon. Honston chowed the witness, as tepd-
ing to vonfirm the genulnensss of the writing
a letter written by Mr, Parnell to Plgott,
whioh was not submitted ta the expert be-
canee it was private aud confidential.

WHO WROTE THE ARTICLES ?

Mr. Macdonald said the Times’ statement
that koives snd fire arma were kept in the
Lgague offi:¢ in Loodon was based upon in-
formation sopplied to the writer of the arti-
¢e In which the statement wae made. H-
did not koow dirsotly who wrote the arti-le,
and ke wag not bound to tell if he did. The
editor of the Times was rasprnsibls for state-
msats made In the papsr, und, therefore, the
coansel wae not entitled to demand by force
the names of coutriliutora

At this poiot Mr, Parnell, warmly enveloped
in a long cloak, though the weather was
mild, entared the anurt raom and took a wsat

at the ealicitor’s table.

Mr, Arquith, of counsel for Mr. Parnell,
urged that he was entitled tu demand the
nama of the anthor of the articlon, becanse be
wag bund to test the trath ot euch o grave
ntatem-nt, .

Sir Otarles Russell supported Mr. Aequith,
and the conrt sustaloed him.

Witneas said he cnuld not name the writsr
withoat making enqulries, The **Parneilism
and Crime” artiolos were not written by one
author. Mr, Scames was mlisinformed when
he stated that Mr, Flanoagan wrote thegeriea.
The artiole aocusing Mr. Parnell of supplying
Byroe with fands with which to esoape was
based on a lester which Me. Ruwsell had ad-
mitsed wos aunthentie. Witness conld not
name $he writer off hand. No persons were
spaclfically employed tn write abont *¢ Par-
nelliam and Urime,” The articles were writ-
ten in the ordinary oourse of business,

Ar. Asquith damanded that witoess obtain
the namae of the writers of the articles.'

Mr, Maodonald appoaled to the beash for
direotiony whether he was compellad to
answer, <y

Attorzep-General Webater objected' gen-
eraily to tho guasstion, :

- Preslding Justlce Hannenruled that pono-
#el was not ont{tled to ack the witnesn to make
enqairles, but might guestion him ae to any-
thing within his knowledge in comnection
with speoifio facte,

Mr. Maodonald finally satd Mr. Flaunsgen
wrote the artiolen that spvearad on Maroh 7
aud Maroch 10, 1887. He had forgotton who
wrote the others,

Parnell's alleged letter to Pigott was pro-
duood.: Juatloe Hannen acked {f it waa ad-
mitted that the latter was genaine, '

Sir Charlas Rusaell replied, * Ok no.”

Attorney-Gieneral Webster called Mr. Ing-
Hu, ths writiog cxpert, to the stand, but Sir
Charles Russell contended that she source of
the letters. hould now be revealed and Justice:

Mr. Houston, seoretary of the Loysl and

Ho agreed to pay Pigott a' guinea dally for i
erpenser.  Pigott vlsited Bugeno Diviaat
Lansavne and wrote that he found Davis
very bitter againet the Parnellites. After-
warde Pigott handed witness notes of gon.,
versations with Davia, Theae noten witness
hacded to Soames, The notes refzrred to
latters which ritness Iagtractod Plgatt to poo-
onre, Pigott repeatedly went to Paris, and
Boally declared that no lstters aonld be given
up withont consent of a person in New York.
Plgott satd the lattexs were in the possession
of Egan or Schoolmaater Kelly, Figott sup-
plied coplezof five Parnell letters and aix
E;an letters. .

PIGOTT'S VISIT TO AMERICA,
Witneas not having soffisient money to
eend Pigott to Americs, saw Mr. Buockle,
editor of the Times. Mr. Boockle declined to
take.up the matter. Witness then horrowed
the necessary smonnt, Plgott yeturoed from
Amesrica with a sealed letter which he maid
he had obtained from Breslin, and which con-
tained inetractions to a person in Paris to
glve up the lettera on certain conditions,
Pigott went to Paris repeatodly before he ob-
tsined the latters. Winiers showaa the lettera
to Mr. Baokle, who advieed him to see Mr,
Macdonald. Witness asked Mr. Macdonald
to teat the genuineness of the lstters, aud
said if they were used he expeotad to bo re-
{mbursed for his expenditares. Up ta their
pablication he had not bargained for pay-
mant far the letters, bat he- made it a con-
dition thas the Times alone should be respon-
alble for the publicstion. Witness had noth-
ing to do with teetivg the aignatares and was
fecorant nf ths process by which they were
toated. Three weeks aftar witness had ao-
quired the firat batch of lettera Pigott wrete
that the sellers repented of their bargain and
would retarn the money if the lettzre were
raturned. Witnees declined to return the
letters,

Uader croar-examination Hauston eaid he
did pot know of anything that showed that
Pigntt waa not a creditabls man, He did
not koow that Pigott was in pecnaiary atralits
when he asked bim %o discover the doca-
ments. He told him rhat if the letters wera
forthcoming and were gennine they wonld
be pald for. Hoe believed Pigott was earning
falr competonce at newepaper work. The
comaision have adjourned. Eugene Davia
states that Hnuston’s evidence regarding him
is on atracions calamnv.

LonpoN, F-broary 20 —When the Parpell
commission met thia morning the court reom
snd it precincts were crowded. Mr. Parneli
waa present, Mr Houston, secretary of the
Trizh Loval and Patrintio union, was farther
oross eximloed. Hesaid ha destroyad Pigott's
lettars to bim in acogordance with an agree.
ment made between them ; that they were
intended for the witoess’s eyen alone and
were not to be used parilely. Up to the time
the witness went to Parie, Pigott had not
given him the namea of any of the persons
gnnnegted with the letters mecurad by the
Times. Ha did not conslder that & knowledge
af the men from whom the letters were ob.
tatned was Important {n vonnection with the
gnestinp of their genuin-ness,

Witneses sald hin part was done when the
lnttars were obtalned. He accepted them
without securing any means of tasting Pigott's
statements la the avent of thelr genuineness
being questioned, becanse he paderatood it
was aeselesn to attampt to make a complote
oase and further engnirles would only baudl.

A PECULTAR CONPESSION.

Houston sald he did not think Plgotte
wtatementa wara very agourste, because Puw-
ott only repeated what other p=reuns raid,
Betw:en Ootnber, 158G, and January, 1888.
he paid Pigott £200, bur the Timea pald the
bille from May, 1887, Prior to November,
Pigott lnformed witness that Whelehan, s
Tullamore aoliciter, had informed him that
a gentleman from Amerioa wanted to hev:
av laterview with him in Londom. Whele-
han asked Pigott if he had any of Egan’s
latters, as he was prepared to purchase them
ot a high price, Pigott, when he wrote to
witness demandiog £5 000. sald he bad been
aoerced in Snemea’ ¢ffice intn making a state.
ment under false pretencer, Witcese did no
anawer the let-er.

ALLEGED REVELATIONS.

Attornay-G-nersl Webster read notea made
by Pigott of conversations with Eugore
Davis, According to the poter, Davie
stated that Egan took him into hls coof.
dence, Davis knew the I. R, B acnd the I,
B. were copnested with the League, ope
working openly and the other seoretly, the
“ B. 8.” fiading men and the Loague moosy.
Eusn woa in Parls with Pagpell, O'Kelly,
Dilton, Brennan and Harria in 1881 H«
told Davis bhe bad long conferances with
these gentlemen, and ali had agreed that the
glsuation rendered reprisals againat Eog-
land imperative, and Eogland's power conld
he neutrallzd only by removing as many of
her leading men as poesible. Walab, Sheri.

Directly after Egan's
flight to Parla witness receivel a letter in
which Egsn asked for the address ot Davis,
who was & writer on The Irlahman, and who
had gone to Paris to prepara for the prieat-
hood. Witness corroborated Houston’s tes-
timony with reference to the prelimiaary ne-
gotiations regarding the mearch for the doou-
ments. It was understood that the affair
should be kept absolutely secret. He did not
kaow Davisthen except as a cuntribator to
The Xrishman. Davis signed his artioles
““Owen Rome.” The commisasion here ad-
journed.
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STARTLING DISOLOSURES PROMISED.

LoxNpoN, February 20 -—At Folkestone to-
day, referring to the Purnell commiezion,
Mr. Gladstone sald—**We are now on the
eve of exploding a vast fabrication of ini-
quity.” Joseph R. Cox, Natlonaliat M. P,
speaking at Maldstone to-night, sald atart-
ling discloaares were about to be made be-
fore the Parnell commisslon, which would
completely upset the Times case.,

LoxpoXN, February 21.—Upoa the reazsem-
bling of the Parnell comission to-day, Richerd
Pigntt was agaln called far oxamination, He
testified that while he was in Paris in April,
1886, be was accasted on the atreet by a man
giving the name of Morrls Marpby, who sald
he had been a compositor in witaess's employ.
He did not recognize the msz and saw no
reason to doubt his statement. They con-
versed and subsiquently met again, when
Murphy stated he had not been able to ascer-
tain anything about the document. Witnose
sald he wanted an article on the league,

A week later Murphy sald he bad fourd
tho docnments In a bag. He described the
big.aad eaid {t oontained five cr six of Egan’s
lutcers, some of Parpell’s and some ojd ac-
ocounte. Witnees aafd he was mutborized to
fiad the documents and asked tho price for
thair agrrender. Murphy at first wanted
£1 006, but afterwards sald he would take
£5.00. The next day Murphy showed wit-
ness the bag and Its contents. Witaess read
the letters and made mumorands, but did
oot actua'ly copy, he letters, P:gott here
1ienr:fied six letters of Egan's, five of Par-
nell's,inclnding the letter a fa:-simile of which
appeared ln the Times and scraps of accounts
which wers produced in court,as the contenta
of the bag,

Pigntt said he belleved the »lgnature at-
tachad to the latter were thoss of Parneil. He
h-d no ldes as to who wrote the bady of 1he
lettara., Witness returned to Kogland and
Honston baving promised to pay the sum de-
mauded far tha letters, witneas wont agaln to
Parie. Murphy then paid agents of the Clan-
na-Gael cliimed the Iettera snd it weuld he
neceesary to go to New York to get authorlty
from the hands of the erder. Witoese, nfter
consulting with Bouston, went to Naw York
Murphy gave witoees a lotter to Breslin, who
atated he had recsived a despatch from Puaris
instructing him tc meet witnese. Breslin
gave witness a senlad lotter for Murphy. Wit-
noss railed back and handed the letter to
Murphy, who eaid it was all right, but ex-
plalced he conld not glve up the letters until
he had seen other people, Twoaveninge lator
Murphy to~k wituess to & private room In a
oufe where five men were seated, Theee, be
enid, representod the (lan-na-Gael, He
made witness ewear on & Cutholic prayer
book that under no circumstances would he
roveal tho sourca from which be obtained the
documents, Witness alao swore that he
would not mention names, and if soy pro-
ceedluge followed publlcation of the letters
that he would not testify, Witneea detailed
the purchase of the letters and Murphy’s
offer to repurchase them, correborating
Houston's testimony.

Witnass had noihing to do directly or In-
divectly with writlng the letters. *‘The sng-
gestion that I forged them la quite untrus,”
he vaid, Witoess kpnew Egan's writing and
was oonvinced Hgan wrote the letters ae-
oribed to him. Morphy was displeased with
tha refusal to roturn the letters. Witness
saw Hayes, president of the I. R. B,, snd
Casey, a Fenlan, in Paris,

Sir Onarles Russell ohj-oted to evidence an
t» what paseed between Hsycs and Oasey and
wi’'nase,

Aftar a long wrangle, Mr. Davitt enld he
had seen Cigey and Bayes in Parie slnce the
appolntment of the opmmisslon. .

Pigott aaid he firet hrard of the other lat-
tern at the beginning of 1588. xiis informant
wag Thomas Brown, of the Clan Na.Gael,
Hayes iIntroduced Brown and witness In
Paris. B-own produced the letters, and wit.
ness sent Houston copler of two of Parnell’s
and one of Egavn’s, Pigott had not the
alightest doubt that the signatures were
genuise, In Joly, 1888, he heard of other
lsttere. A poerson in Paris, who declined 'o
revesl his name, surrendeved them for £200,
of which witoesa received £50 back. Pigots
deniad that he forged any part of the pecond
or third batch of letters,

Pigott contibusd—¢ A man named O'Brien
visited me in Dablin under the alias of Sin.
olair. He eaid Parnell sent him to.get me to
sasfat Egan. DMr, Labonchere, he said, would
pay me & high prica if I had any lettors of
Parnell’s to 2ell. S’'oalsir puggeated I whould
see Labouchere In London and gave me £5 to
pay my passage.”

Witnesy told how he went tn London,
where be had an Interview with Parnell and
Labouchere, Pilgott sald Parnell told him he
had prima facie evidence that witness had
forged the latters, apd Labouohere proposed
that witness admit the forgery. Lewls cn-
tered and said that if witnese failed to obey
{nstraotions Lewls would prosecute him mer-
ollemely for perjury and forgery. Afterwards
witnesa saw Libouahere alone, Lahnuchere
said he was prepared to pav £1,000, but
money matters must not ba mentioned to
Mr. Paroell, Witness Induced Labouchere
to think he woald sgoede, but an returning
to the room he said nothiog would induce
him to swesr the letters were forgeries,
Lawls then asked witness to write to the
2¥me3 that he believad the letters to be for-
gorlew, when the Times would withdraw
them. Witnees arked for time to consider.
L-wie on the next dav told witneas that La-
bouohere’s off r would hold good if witneas
induced the Times to withdraw the Jetters.

Attorney-G-neral Webster rend Lewle’
notes of the Interview.

Labouchers repestediy wrote pressing him to
testify, and offering to pay his pameage, At

the ond of Jannary he recsived a letter pom-
talnlog £10. He was anxious to avold testi-
fylog. He was aware thai it was dangerous
to offend the Clan-na-Gael, and he might be
murdered.

CROS3-EXAMIKED BY SIR CHARLES,

At Sir Charles Rumsell's request Plgott
wrote the words **Livelihood,” **Likelihood,”
¢t Riohard Pigots,” * Proselytism,” ** Patrick
Egar,” “P, Egsn,” snd **Hesltancy." Pigott
said he corresporded with Mr, Forster from
1881 to 1884 He did not write to HEurl
Spencer in 1873 uffering Information for
money, He wrote to Sir G, 0. Trevelyan
atkiog for money on acconnt of the support
of the Government, He denled that in bis
statement to Lewis he ssid the publication cf
the letters by the 7Vmes alsrmed him and he
had asked Aichblshop Walsh to place him in
communication with Parnell in order to ex-
pose the forgorles, Ms denied that ho know
that the articlen on *¢ Parnellism and Crime”
were being prepared.

PIGOTT'S LETTER TO MGR, WALSH

Sir Cherles Ruseell produced a letter from
Pigott to Archblahep Walah, dated Maroh 4,
1587, and marked ** private and confdential.”
la thia letter Pigott sald he knew that pro-
ceedings were conterplated with the olject
of deatroying the Parnellites’ irfluence in
Parlisament. The procecdings would consist
of publication of statements tecding to show
complioity In crime of Parneli and bis col-
leagues. He sasured the Archbishop that he
wrote witn n fall Enowledge of these designe
and oounld indicate how they could be de
foated.

Sir Caarles Russell pressed witners to ex-
plain how these designs could have beeu de-
feated if tho letters were genuine. Pigott re-
ptied that he did not recollect what charges
were meant snd did not recollect/the lettor nt
all. He could not have had the Parnmell
letters in mind when he wrote the arch-
bighop,

A SIGNIFICANT PORTBCRIPT.

Sir Charles then read the poetecript to the
letter as followa :—** L need hatdly eay that
did I ccumider the purties really gulliy 1
thould not dream that Your Grace would
partake in an effort to shield them. My only
wish Is to imprees upon Your Grace that the
evidoncs Is appsrently convinciog and prob-
ably sufficient to sccure a conviction by an
Esozll+h jury.”

Pig e reiternted that the Parmell lotters
were not is his mir@ when he wrote the post-
soript. He never thonght thc lettera In them-
selves constitnted a scrious charge. Ho ask-
ed for the Archbbishop’® reply, which Sir
Charles produmoed. Pigott, afrer inspecting
the archbishop's letter, sald he belleved he
never received it.

The commission then adjourned.
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INVITATION TO CANADA

TO JOIN THE AMERICAN INTERNATIONAL CON-
FERENCE.

New Yorx, February 15 —In regard to
the bill introduced by Represensative Towne
hend into Congress, inviting Canada to par-
ticipate in a conference looking to commere’al
nnton, Erastus Wimsn, who was Intsrviewed
to-day, said ae follows :—** The introdact'on
by the Hon. Richard Townehend, of Illinole,
of & bill inviting Canada to join in the pro-
posed conference having for its objeot the
discussion between all the mations of Normt
snd South Amerios of eemmerclal union with
the United Statee, la regarded as very elgnifi-
cant. Last cemaion o bill wae passed by Con-
grees and u liberal nvpropriation voted and
ussented to by the President providing for
the conference of represantatives to be ap-
pointed by the governments of the Sonth
Amerioan republica and natiooalities, num-
bering sbout eleven in all. The object of
thia lnvitation was for the purpree of discas-
alog & custome unior, arbitration o thaacttle
meot of International dizputes, and geosrally
promoting cloger relatiune between ull the
Amerlcan nationalities. 1t {s pow arrunged
that the convention vhall aszemtle during the
voming summer in Washiogton, Accoptance:
have been received und delegats: appolnted
from a majority of the governments inter-
ested, and the gathesing will cartainly be &
most noteable one. The populatice of the
anathern ¢ uotries included io the Invit-tion,
it ie und: rstood, exceede twenty-fivo mililons,
yzt the dircet trads with them is lews thac
with Cancds, with o pepulation of five mil
ione. In view of the increusing trade with
tho Dominton, snd espeolally of the growing
tendoncy, apparent from recent clections fu
Canada, for a clwser commerecial relation, it
scems quite proper that the Domlnlos Govern
wment should be invited to tako part in these
d-liberatlone, Hence the lnireduotion of the
bill riqueating the President to include the
Dowinion in the jnvitation for the conferance,
Tas concluelons of the convention will not be
binding on the governmente represented hy
delegates, but the result of the d-liberations
cennot fall to be boneficlal and will certainly
tend to promote oloser rolst ons between all
the cuuntries concerned. It im mot known
whether the present government of Canada
will aceept the Invitativn or not, as the poliny
of the existing Conservative adminfatration
is known to be adveras to urestricted trade
with the United States, 1t baing alleged that
it may lead to annexation. But {f the bill ne
now introdnced is passed by Coogrees, and
tho invitatlon extended, ita refusal will be
diffioult to justify, as the favitation coaveyed
will -indicate a willlngness on the part of the
United States to favorably conslder a closer
relation between the two countries, and to
forever settle on a broad snd liberal basis
disputes that now seem diffioult of adjust-
ment.”
