Paul bad commenced with the Jews, but thewr
bardened bearts had remaioed closed to bis
words ; the time bad come when he must turn to
the Romans. ’

There lived i Rome, at that time, & great
philosopher named Senecs.

Every one knows -hus hife and his works, so
full of elevated thoughts and belief, that Saint
Jerome did not besitate to raok him with the
Christians autbers, and designated bim as: ¢ our
Seneca (Seneca noster.)’

‘This distiogwisbed “writer  haviog sncurred
Nero’s displeasure and fearing for his life, bad
moved from the Palatine to the ¢ Alta Semita,?
one of the least populated districts of Rome where
be hived i retirement and obscurity, trying to be
forgotten.

He bad gradually renounced the pleasures of
the world, and devoted s time to study.

One day, as he sat alone, silent, and absorbed
m bis books, his servant announced a stranger
who wishied to speak to him.

The philosopher besitated, for 1t might be a
gpy or 8 messenger from the Emperor, but,
upon reflection he ordered the visitor to be in-
trodaced.

s Explain your meaning, dear Paulus, for I
canpot comprehend you. The cross, Jesus

By Jupiter ! what is all tius I’

1t would be impossible for us to render in all
us magoificezce the {uspred laoguage of the
apostle, to make the divine power felt, which
flished like the lightning sn the darkness of the
nght.

gszl first explamed to the philosopber how,
from a persecutor of the Christians, he bad be-
come one of the warmest advocates of the new
religion. : )

He made on admirable picture of that reli-
gion ‘which, traciag 1its origin to the earlies!
times, had contmued to live through centuries
tll the present time. .. ) ‘

“He spoke of .the Christ promised to the world,
announced by the' prophets and haled by all the
geserations, Fla said how, the time beingace

complished, Jesus' had vcom',é'f_np'v ihgt“'poverty
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which He wished to hooer on earth ; His divine
teachings; His miracles; His death oo the
cross ; His glortous resurrection: the predica-
tion of His apostles ; the good uewa spreading
over the world, and, everywhere, the legions of
Chbrist assembling to glority Hime.

Rasing the veil of the future, he showed the
temples crumbhing down, philosophy vanishing
before the Gospel, the old creeds destroyed, (ke
pations of the earth embracing the cross, man-
kind forming ope brotherhood, and Rowe the
Queep of the world by Christ’s standard — rot
of that world about to perish, but of the whole
earth renescent and regeoerated !

A trapsfiguration bad taken place n Paul;
his features were resplendent with apostolic
light.

Seneca listened n silent awe, crushed under
those buriog words which surpassed in sublimity
all that be bad ever dreamt.

Without, all nature barmomzed with this im-
pressive scene, as though all must hush before
God’s messenger. No poise disturbed the at
mosphere ; all wis wrapped 1n that solemn shit
pess which marks the mysterious hour when
prayer assends slowly (o Heavea.

A deep and silent pause succeeded the apos
tle’s pathetic words, ‘

¢ Gallioe 1s right P’ said Seneca at Jast,  you
are an admirable genius I’

¢ What matters! Seneca, it is my doctrie,
not me, which you must_ admire.’

*Have you not told me, bu! a moment ago,
that I would not believe? Why, then, bave
you come o me ?°

¢ Because the time is near, whep the religion
of Christ would be for you a supreme cousola«
tion ’

¢ What do you mean ¥

¢ Seneca, do you not think that a siogle word
from N"'ro- (X} .’

* That is possible, my dear Paulus; T love sll
that is beautiful, and your doctrine 18 beautiful.
But a philosopher must compare and reflect.—~
Come and see me sgain. You are friendly to
me, my dear Paulus, and for wy part T am io-
choed to love you. How 1 would wish to be of
some service to you. But, as you see, I have
now hittle credit.’

$T thank you gratefully, Seneca; like vours,
my time is marked, and no one, not even Nero,
can change the desigos of God. My hope 18 in
Hm, and I need no other protection. Fare-
well, Seneca ; 1 the pame of the living God,
thiok of what you have heurd to-day.’

The apostle left, is heart fillerd with bitter
discouragement, for ne saw that be bad aot cop-
quered this soul for Jesus Christ.

Seneca did not forget the apostle. Iesaw
bim again several tumes, and coaversed with
bin on the same important subject. But Seneca
was one of those men on whom extreme civihza-
tion leaves an ineffaceable stamp.

Marble 1s never more impenetrable than when
the workmag, according to the anctent saying :
“ has possed his thumb over 1t to rub out the
last ané faint marks left by his chisel.

Seneca possested all the elegant finish of a

I

y|fine statve. The philosophy of Curistiamity

could not penetrate that polisbed surface, upon
which the pbilosopby of Greece and Rome bad
scarcely made an impressior.

Neveriheless, he studied the Chnstian reli-
gion ; be heard Peter acd Paul; he read ther
epistles : be enjoyed the first fragraoce of this
doetrine, which, hke a beautiful flower, was
blooming before his eyes. IHe did as all do,
who admire the flower, but care not lo koow
whence it came or why it blooms, He used st
1o adorn his own philosophy.

He revised bis works, and witbout modifying
the original seose aud plan, introduced 1 them
new thoughts suggested by the sacred writings or
by Paul’s epistle.

Hence certan words acd thoughts in Seeeca’s
works, which estonisb ope, unless one koows
whence he got them. But the truth never pene-
trated his mind,

A few montbs after Iis first interview with
Paul, Seneca was sitting at table, with bis wife,
Pompeia Paulina, and two friends, when a cea-
turion presented kimself ‘bearing the fatal sea~
tence. e -
As a last favor, Nero permitted . na old™ futor
to'select his mode ot death, - '

- Sepeca caused, his veins to be opened, but no
blood came out. e took poison, but the drug

bad no effect on his worn out frame. He theo
ordered a het bath to be prepared.

As he stepped into it, he sprinkled e htile
water over his slaves, saying : '

¢ I make 1his hbation to Jupiter liberator !’

¢ Seneca ! Seneca !’

Tbe philosopher looked round: it woa Paul
hastening to make a last effort,

It was too Jate! The vapor of the bath bad
deprived the doomed man of Ins senser, and soon
after be expired.

A deen sorrow could be read on Paul’s face,
as be contemplated the mao be had sought to
save, '

His mission was at an esd, aed turoing his
back upon the scene of desolition, the apostle
went amay, plunged i thought,

CHAPTER VII.—LIGHT PENETRATING CHAOS.

Paul had soon to appear before Cesar, to
whom be bad appealed. With a prince like
Nero there could be no complication in judicial
proceedings, and the apostie bad httle trouble in
clearing himself of the charges brought by the
Jews, and which Nero could scarcely compre—
hend. :

What did Nero care about this guarrel be-
tween dying Judawsm, and nlready glorinus
Christisnism 7 He loaked vpon it as a question
of lacal interect whick did not concern him,

But Nero was very curious, sud Paul was an
estraordinary man. All Rome was talking of
the wonders he bad performed in company with
Peter. For, the two aposiles while presching
the rehigion of Jesus Christ, bad, in fact, proved
Hus divinity by oumerous miracles aceomplished
io Bis name. They had bealed the sick ; made
the lame walk, the deaf hear and the blind see,
they had brought the dead back to Iife.

Nero, at that time, was giwing the people
sumptvous exhibitions, which be desired to make
forever celebrated. A man bad promised, ke
Tearius of old, to rise, flving, to the clouds,~
This was Simon, the Magician, who strave by
every means to rival the apostles, and to bring
their mission to discredit, by claiming to per-
form the most wonderful acts, such ss animating
statues, changiog stones nto bread, fyng i the
arr, and cupjuriog spirits,

What a good fortune for Nero, what an at-
traciyn added to his punlic games, if these three
men could appear there and struggle, under his
eyes, for the pre-emmence in supernatural
power ! All three are Jews; what more simple
than that he should be the judge between 1them!
But miracles are not made to satisly vamn
curiositp. Sn as Jesus Christ bad refused to
comply with Herod’s request that he should per-
form a prodigy, Paul rephed to Nero that Simon
would not trivmph, but he promised nothiog mar
velaus, :
On the next day, Simon appeared 1z the am-
phitheatre. He was hailed with delight by the
matsirude, for lus popularity was great 1o Rome.
The Seaate bad even had the baseness to erect
big statue in the wfand of the Thber, with this
aseription ¢ ¢ Simom Deo Sancte !’

Peter and Paul, present, but unobserved by
the crowd, were praymg to God that the spirn
of falsehood should not gain a v.clory over the
spirtt of truth, and that this profager of sacred
things, this enemy of His name, should not ap~
rear before the people as possessing more power
than they who bad been clothed with His
strength, aad were seot to confound imposture,
Tue Eaperor having given the sigoal, Simen
atose in the air,and, it 1s alleged, kovered awhile,
over the amphitheatre.

But, suddecly, be fell, burled to the groung
by the band of Gad.

He was picked up, crippled and bleeding ; and

the people who had applauded him, vow hooted
bim with derisive contempt.  The magician
would not survive his shame ; having been car-
ned to a nerghboring house, he threw himself
{rom the casement, and dashed lus brains out op
the pavement.
Nerc was far from satisfied with the tragical
adventure of the magician wham he bad received
at his court with much favor. But, if he eoter-
taiped any resentment against the two apostles,
he did not show it at that time.

After all, httle did Peter and Paul care about
Nero's resentment. :

They returaed to their apostolic labors; they
lived, as they had done heretofore, by the wo:k of
their bands, amidst the holy Jewish women who
had followed them to Rome, and who gave to
thetr sex those admirable examples of charity in
good works, of Christian poverty, of evangelical
chastity, and of all the virtues which have since
created so many bercies of Christisn grace,
{ove and devotion. _ o
~ Some of these women bad never left tke Vir
gin mother of Jesus Christ. Together with
Saint Joho, they bad followed her to Ephesus,
where they remained ubtil ber death, which, ac-
cording to the.general opinion, tock place ia the

Meanwhile, the holy word became mo
more {ruitful, and new Christians of alln:'a:is.::}
all age and sex, came daily to ncrease the ’u-
sembly of the faithful.

1t was besides, a complete renewal of :
cial fabric ; snd some already foresa: iltlhleh::;
recent doctrives the condemnation and final de~
struction of the stitutions upor which Rome
leaned, and which had bithertg coosUituted her
strength,  'War was therefore declared against
these dg.tes!able ipnovators who came to disturb
the quiet in which, for ages past; Rome had
slumbered, mistress and dominatrix of (he wpi-
verse.

The first hostilities were commenced by the
writers and ssges who denounced for their
odious acts, \hase Christians, whose ckhref, ¢ one
named Christ.” during the reign of Tiben:ls was
seotenced by Poatis Pilate to suffer the most
wfamous penalty ?

These calumnies furnished Nero the pretext
he needed to justify himself of having kindled
the famous conflagration which, during six days
devaured Rome with such frghtful intenslty,thné
of the fourteen quarters comnosiag that immense
city, only four remamed standing and ntact,
Nero, the perpetrator of this bhornble act, to
shield his own criminality, dared to srcuse the
Christaps of it. This was the true and only
cause of the first persecution. It was atrocious,
The most barbarous and extraordinary tortures,
says Tacitus, were invented for these Christians
whnse crimes had long designated them to the
public ba'e ; and this went so far that the tor-
turerg felt pity for their victims,

Saint Peter and Saint Paul both perished
duriog this persecution. Paul, the Roman eiti-
zen, was bebeaded ; Peter was crucified hie
Christ, but with lis head doanwards,

The two annstles suffered martyrdom op the
:;b‘me day—29:h of June, in the year of Cbrut,
P»t.ar, priee of the apostles, was succended
by Linus, who governed the Church during
twelve years, as second bishop of Rome,
Linus was succeeded by Cletus or Anpacletus,
an Athentn by bieth, snd a disciple of Samt
Peter, who bad converted him, He governed
the Arostolical See from the year 78 to the
year 91,

Clemens (St. Clemeat of Rome), fourth m-
shap, therefore fill-d the chair of Saint Peter at
the time our narratise commenced,

He was of Jewsh origin and a descendant of
Jacob, from his mother’s side, for his fatber was
Faustinus, a nanve Roman. We believe we do
not err in affirming that be belonged to that
Clemeas family, so cumerous i Rome st that
time. and which was a branch of tie Flavia
faml!y_, whence came Vespasian and s 1wn zops.
This more than probable hypothess being ad-
mitted, Clemens, the head of the nascent Chureh
and the representative of Jesus Christ on earth,
would have beea the relation of Domtian, th2
High Pontiff, in whose person dwelt all the au.
thority ot paganism,

) The capital of the world, destitute of all relj—
gious faith, had become successively the centre
of the most divergent piwlosoplncal doctrines,
and of the most opposed creeds,

_Egypt bad bequeathed to 1t ber mysterious’
divinities ; Chaldea bad sent hér wizirds and
astrologers ; from the distant countries ot the
E-fst, Apollonius of Thyane hed imported the
philosopby of the B-achmaus, the divination of
the Mag), the Jodian theogontes, and eveo the
theories of the gymnosophsts be had vistted iz
Higher-Egypt and Ethiopia,

Eastern customs had already penetrated to
Rome, and her priests sppeared in the solemni-
ties of the sacrifices, wearing the Phrygian tiara,
and surrounded with all the sacerdotal pomp of
Armenia,

The racred books brought from Jerusalem bad
found public interpreters 10 Rome, where the

-Mosaic traditious were koown to all. Quite

recently, Josephus, a prisoner since Vespasian’s
time, bad.rnused public curiosity with bis pumers
ous writings, i which the Jewsh antiquities
were revealed,

Gaul and Germaoy, represented by Valleda
and Ganoa, the two young priestesses, had -made
known the dogmas of Tentates and Odin, those
portbern. divinities, upon whose altars our ances=
tors sacrificed humap victime. =~ - o
Y¥inally, Christranity vow loomed on the horia
zon, with the imposing cortege of its .apbsllé;,' :
its ‘first martyrs, s virgis, 1ts venerable and
holy women, whose whole life was a precept!

' T ‘appearance, the beathen divities of ‘au:
u:ol the same
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Lnng “pefore;-Cicero, in -his treatise on-~the:
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and ruined its power by affirming there was not

a toothless old womaa but wno defi-d the anger:
of Olympus and laughed at the powerless bolts of
ats false divinities.

The philosopbers and mathematicians had coo
tmued this work of destruction, and had gone so
for. that they had to be checked. Inthe year
802 (52.0of Christ), the Emperor Claudius had
beea compelled, for the second hme, to ‘drive

. ¢them from: Traly , and.quite recently, (10 836,
A.D. 88), Domitian ‘bad ‘decreed agam - therr
expulsion, o ‘ :

<. The motives for both of these measvres were
identical : the astrologers, mathematicians, and
philosophers were reproached with their decla
mations and controversies, before which no reli-
gions or social institution could exst,

. It was evident that a new creed must take the
place of the ancient one, thus abandt_ned _nnd
condemned by public opintaa § but thinking minds
asked with snxiety, which, among so many reh-
gions proposed to the people, would finally rule.
in Rome ?

_As the bemgbted traveler scans the heavens
to discover the star which will guide bus sleps, so
did Rome, in her dismay, ask that a ghmmer
should light the horizoo upoa which her destinies
should be writteo.

Tws much desired light, uacertain at first, and
voseen, then discovered and recogmized, had
suddenly burst in the dark recesses of that im-
rense chaos ; aond, singular contradiction ! whilst
those who held it in their bands were denounced
and persecuted, 1t was lo this light that all eves
turned, that the secret aspirations of all tended.

The people were not abandoning the insaue
creed of their ancestors, to tollow Anpolionius of
Thyane, notwitbstanding s wonders, or Ganna,
notwithstanding her seductions ; but they ran to
Christ, to the tortures winch they must sufler 1
His name, to the more difficult self deoial whose
Jooe apd bitter trials they would hare to endare.

We find b the writers of that time, io the
historsans and poets, the visible proof of this
gravitation of the Roman world towards Chris-
tianity. Tt was halled as a hope, and accepted
as’a ‘certainty ; in 1t were resumed the anxieties
of the present, and the destinies foreseen n the
{ctore. '

‘Domitian locking around with fear, had - ss-
certained that he was surrounded by Christians.,
1a the ranks of the people were (o be found io-
sumerable disciples of Charist; they flled the
legious ; the Lmperor’s palace, s owe family
could not be preserved from the alaruiog filtra-
tion of a sect which, penetrating everywhere,
wade its mysterions action felt in all ravks of
society.

“Fhe Emperor thought that the time bad come
wheun he must oppose with energy any enterprise
agaiast the religion of Rome and the empire ; m
bis double capacity of pootiff and prince, be re-
solved to guard against en nvasion so formidable,

He endeavored torestore the creed and revive
the traditions, He instituted new feasts, and
Maced bimself personally under the protection of
Minerva, goddess of aims and wisdom,

But, at the rame time, be gave Rome a de-
plorable example of folly and impious audacious-
wess. He proclaimed himself a god, and caused
ks own etatue, cast in gold, to be placed in the
temple of Jupiter Capitolinus, the first temple in
the world !

“T'he people saw with indignation this grand-son
of‘a poor undertaker of public works darmg to
proctaim himself the equal of their ancieat and
most bogored divmities ; and they understood all
the better the preatness of Cbristianity, where
the idea of Ope God,eternal and infimte, made
jmpossible such insane usurpation by a simple
mortal.

“Fpis mora] anguish felt by Domitiap, bis in-
eredible acts of madoess, his attempts at religious
restoration, were necessary to explain the cause
of certain evenls.

It 19 neither desirable
sor posaible to destroy that ¢spril de covps which in-
duces the members of the force to support oze another
without regard to the obligation toepesk ontbiug but
the truth. The fact is we are rather too fond of police
evidenca, Before eommining a pricover for trial,
the magistrate warns 1he accused person that hemny
make a etatement, bot that what he.says will be
at his peril, yet the police are encouraged to hear
aud raport the atatements of pereons whom they ar
reat.: We merely cite 1bis as 8 proof of our fondness
for police evidence. Perhaps it would be gofng too
far to put ac end to police evilence Jltogetter, or
to refuee to receive apy evidence from’a policeman:
unless corroborated by an independent witness; bat
in most instances we ought to adopt euch a rale, see-
ing that a.police {3:neceesarily. & ;blaged and preju-
diced witness. At pregent overy man's liberty and,

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

. Meetings for the purpose of procuriog the re-
lease of the Fenmn prisoners are beiog beld
throughout Ireland, and the subject will .be
brought promwently uader the notice of Parlia-
meot at its pext meeting. The Land Question,
and how the Gladstone Cabinet mill deal with 1t,
are topics eagerly discussed, but as yet notbingz
as to the mtentions of tbe Ministry has leaked
out, more than this :—That a measure dealing
roundly with the tecure of land will be laid be-
fore toe House of Commons at its next session.
As almost of national importance we may chron-
jcle the result of the long-talked of boat race
betwixt Oxford and Harvard, This came off on
Friday last and resulted 1 a victory to Oxford.
All credit is given to the Harvard mea for their
pluck and skill : they rowed well, but their op—
ponents rowed a tnfle better and won. The
race was gallantly contested oo both sides.

" Rumors Liave been widely circulated as to the
failiog bealth of the French Emperor, but these
are officially contradicted. The approachiog
General Council gives occasion for the venting
of an enormous amount of idle nonsense. The
enemies of the Church afect to speak slightingly
of it, but are evideatly laoktag forward to it with
much perturbation of spirit. .

On this Continent the barvest 1s pretty well
advanced, and 1 spite of the rains tbe crops have
for the most part heen well got 10. Some fears
are expressed for potatoes, amongst which 10
some districts, signs of rot bave displayed them-
sélves. There bas been some riotiag at Quebec
arising from a atrike of the Ship Labourers
agamst a stevedore pamed Clarke.

‘When discovered sbe was of course
little better than one of the lowest animals,

sal, or rather cowered on a heap of straw an en-
tirely naked, totally neglected, balf insane woman
who at the unaccustomed view of light, the outer
world, and human beings folded her hands, and
‘pitifully implored, &e., &e.

‘This is very beart-rendiug no doubt, hut what
follows is, we must confess, to us still more mys-
terious.

the irportance of long memories to a certaio
class of people, we are inclined to suspect that
the author of the.* Cracow Nun” story, bas a
somewhat sbort memory : and whilst eogaged i
piling up the sgony for the delectation of fools
aod faustics, bas imprudently ioserted one httle
detail, which ruins his entire story, and convicts
it of talsebood.

Ou what foundation it rests we know not~but
of this we are cerlain: that as told in the co-
lumos of the Protestant press it 18 not true, be-
cause it is impossible. It is impossible that the
nun, Barbara Ubrich, should bave bad ber bead
¢ closely shorn™ 1f for twenty-one yesrs, or for
twenty one montbs, or even for twenty-ope days
she Lad been shut up in a durk cell, and cut off
feom all intercourse with other buman beings
Hair grows vapidly,and the operation of shaving,
as manv know to ther cost, must be frequently
repeated.

Anp
insape pun there may well have been 1 the con
vept 1n question : coofined in a separate cell she
may well bave been ; but utterly neglected and
unvisited for twenty one years she cruld oot bave
been, if at the expiration of that period her head
was * closely shoro.”” Pousibly the whote thing
va a lie from begmuing to end: that it contamns
lies is morally certain,

Since writing the above we find that even the
Protestant journals of the better class are be—
guniog to doubt the truth of the story as ori-
ginally given to the world ; and the Pall Mall
Gazette having s suspicions aroused says s—

4 We bave had so few good horrors Iately thut we
hope we are not going to be disappcinted mbout the
nus at Oracow.”

Apd the same journal then bas the honesty to
give the true version of the story,as published by
the Univers of the 5th of Auvguat. Agam we

The Univers of the 5th 1ost, eays that the Carmelite
piaters of Cracow tuve been made the victims of an
abomiuable combination of intrigning Jews, Protes
tants and Free thinkers, with the complicity, if not
under the direct ingpiration, of the Anstrian Ministry.
The unfortunate nun, the Univers states, belongs to
an bonorable family and hags received an excellent
education® Under the impregsion that she was ca'led
to s religious life, ake firat intended to entor the Jon
vent of the Visitation. After several trinls, however,
ahe was thought to be mistaken as to hor vocation.
Her piety was fervent, and in many reapects she
showed great merit; but ehe was so excessively
soruoulone that the sistera feared sbe would lose her
senges. Ata later date ghe offered heraelf tg the Car-
melites and was received i~to their convent. Her
acrupulosity, bowever, bere became worae and ended
in maduess. The good Oarmelite sisters thoneht she
would fare better in their hands than with a mad
dootor, and, accordingly, kept her in sheir cravent,
[t weg aheavy crosa to them, but Carme!**eg only
Yive to carry the croes. There i3 no fonndution for
the statement that they ill-traated her. The ! filthy
hele” she occupled was 'n fact a clean wnd well
aired vroom. A clogse examination of the por nun'a
body hw8 disclosed ud traces of the tortures sheis
eaid to have suffered for twenty-one years.

This story bas nothing abou! it improbable ;
and contains no such manifest absurdities as those
to which 10 tbe Protestant version we were treat-
ed. We can uaderstand for instance how, if the
version as given by the Unzvers be true,it came to
pass that Barbara Ubrich when discovered had
ber bead * close shorn :™ thougb how such a phe-
nomennn could bave manifested itself, if according
to the Protestant version she had been shut up in
the dark, and left unvisited by any human being
for twenty-one years, 1t is not easy lo explaia.
We may be told that af*er all it matters litile
whether the particular incident of the ¢ close
shorn head” be true or false: and that we may
reject this circumstance, and yet insist upon pre-
serviog the others. Not'a bit of it. Oage flaw,
one broken link, destrays the eatire chain: and
by a simple discrepancy in the story of the two
elders as to tae particular tree under whick Su.
sannab was guilty of the cnime falsely attributed
to ber, did Daniel yet a mere boy, convict the
two witnesses out of their own months, of con-
spiracy and perjury. A lie with a circumstance
jn short 18 alwaye a dangerous thing: and when
many ctrcumstances are wtroduced, there 1s sure
to be some Inconsistency, some absurd contra-
diction, as 1n the case of tis palpable lie about
the Cracow Nun.

The danger of . half measures is proverbial.
No policy, or course of action, whetber for the
State, or for the individual is so dangerous as an
undecided, vacillating policy. It is'impossible,
do what you will, to be on both sides of a fence
at the same time,

Samaite politician returned for answer, * put them
‘all to-the sword.” Uofortunately for themselves
the Samnites could not make up therr miada to
adopt either the ope, or the other of the courses
of action indicated to them by Herenous. They
would vot set free their prisoners, uncondition—
ally and honorably free, and thereby make for

themselves and nation a fast friend of Rome:

oeither oould they made up their minds to the
other alternative suggested—that of putting all
their prisoners to death, whereby they would have
ioflicted a serioiis wjury upon the military power
of Rome. They hesitated, vacillated, and re-
solved at last upon a middle course or balf mea-
sure. . They spared the lives indeed of therr
caplive epemtes, and let them go free; but at
the same time they bumiliated them in a maoner
pever to be forgiven, by compelling them to pass
beneath the yoke ; and thereby provoked the un-
dy'ng enmity of their powerful neighbor, without
io aoy meznner cvippling his resources, as they
soon after, whea too late, found out to their
cost.

These thiogs would almost seem to have been
written in the page of Roman history for our
learoing ; and yet we bave wnot been able to
apply, or profit by the lessom, as we too, are
now, when it is too late for repentance, find-
ng out to our cost.

When the great war broke out betwixt the
Nortbern and Southern States, two different lines
of action were opea to the Britich Goverament ;
one safe certainly, but pot very bonorable; the
other bofd perhaps, but certainly bonorahle, and
probably safe as well as bonorable. Our rulers
refused to adopt either the one, or the other.
They selected a sort of middie path, nerther safe
gor bonorable : they adopted a sort of compro-
mice or half measure, and pursued a vaciliating
The consequence is the * Alabama
Question’ with all 1ts humiliations and all its
dangers to the British Empire,

Two lmes of action, we say, were open to us
at the begumning of the war. We might have
¢ gope in,” as the sayiog is, for the North: we
might bave awarded to 1t vot only our sympathies,
but our active assistance to conquer and oppress
the South; we might have submitted meekly to
the outrage offered to our Hag in the Trent af-
fair ; we might have sanctioned the capture of
tbe Fouthern delegates; and setting logic, na-
tional dignity, and the “claims of justice at defi-
ance, we might bave recogoised the claims of the
Northerners to blockade the Southern States,
and to exercise belligerent rights on the high
seas, without recognising the fact that the South-
erners were also belligerent. or recoguising in the
latter belligerent nghts. This course, though it
would not have bzen hoaorable, would have been
safe : aond thougk it might have exposed us to
the contempt of the world, might have warded off
from us the active batred of the North. As the
reward of eating much dirt for their sake, the
Northerners would probably bave conceded to
us therr scornful friendship, for a time at all
events,

Or again we might — which would bave been a
course alike bold, safe, and honorable—we might
have declared uareservedly for the gallant South-
ergers, defendicg themselves and the rights of
their several sovereign aud independent States
sgatost Nortbern radicalism. We might—and
in 80 domg we should but bave been following
time bonored precedents—have acceded to the
earpest and oft reiterated request of the French
Government to Join with 1t 1w recogmsing the
lndependence of the Soutbern Confederacy. By
s0 doing we should have won the lasting esteem
and friendship of a noble people, bravely fighting
for their rights and liberties against tremendous
odds ; of a people far more worthy of our sym-
pathies than the Poles ; and whose cause was as
just and holy a cause as ever man fought and
died for—the cause of right agarost might, of con-
stitutionalism and freedom agamnst radicalism, and
the despotiem of a brute democracy.

Alas for British honor, aod for British inter-
rests !  We udopted neither of these two
courses. From the nobler and the manlier one,
that of espousing the cause of the Southerners—
as well as from the more prudent, but ignoble
course of action, that of giving our aid to the
Northerners to subdue and trample upon their
plucky antagomists, we recoiled, irresolute. We
besitated, we vacillated, and at last we adopted
a middle course, neither safe por honorable,
which without conciliating the Northerners, dis-
gusted and for ever alienated {rom us the South-
eroers. We thereby made epemies in fact of
both: and thus whilst we bave irritated the for-
mer, to say tbe least, as much as we should have
done had we conjointly with France opesly and
boldly tsken part  with the Soutb, we bave not
secured for ourselves in the day of trouble the
friendship of the latter ; and neitber bhave we in
any manner crippled tke vast resoucces of the

We have drained’ the 'cup of - bumiliation almast
to the dregs. Concession after ccncession in the
vain hopes.of aoéthlug. the exasperated Narth,
we bave made: we have-bumbled ourselves
almost to the dust—and how bave our eoncessions,
our bumliations, our slmost mbject prostrations
been received? By Mr. Sumner’s rabid cry
Délenda est, delenda est Britannis, shrieked
forth am-dst the applause of the Senate, and
ratified by the people of the United States ! -
And so we must take our punishment, the' most
just retribution of our own.mconceivable folly.
iIn Feoian raids upon” Canada ; 1" tasurrection
: fostered and civil war evoked in Treland, and in
{be constant menace of war—of a war which,
whatever its effects upoa the United States, will
certawnly wflict incalculable injury upon British
commerce, upon the British North American
Colonies, and vpon the heavily burdened tax
payers of England—we are now receiving the
first 1nstalmest of the punishment ; of that retnbu-
tiop which ev¢ry one,nol a born fool, must, from
the outset of the contest on this Continent. have
seen would be the wewitsble consequence of the
trumph of the North over the South. This
issue we might, conjoatly with France, acd had
we been wise we certainly would, buve prevenied.
' Or, kissing the band that smote us, and heking
the foot that kicked us, we might have meekly
accepted the Trent outrage, and thrown in our
lot with the Northern States against the South.
We woald do peither. We would pot act eitber
henorably or prudently. We made enemies of
both North and South; we bumiliated the first
10 the Trent affair by enforcing it to set free the
prisoners whom it hal dragged from beneath the
protection of the British flag ; and we offended it
tn the Alabawa affair, witbout however taking the
obvious precaution o put it out of the power of
those whom we humiliated, and to wham by our
action we gave offence never to be forgiven, to
arecge on some future day, that humiliation and
that offence. We raised hopes in the hearts of
the Southerpers which we did pot care to realize ;
and in short we 1mfated as closely as possible
the conduct of the Sammtes, who would veither
set free with honor, and thereby conciliate, nor
utterly exteriumnate, and thereby deliver them-
selves from all foture danger from —an enemy
whom an extraordmary series of events had
placed m thewr hands. We can now ooly pray
that, as the reward of our them inconceivable
folly to use the mildest term, we may pot be

The Aglmer Tumes says that the crops in
Pontiac are something extraordinary this year,
The bay crop is immense, some meadows yieidiog
four tons to the acre. The root crops are ex'ra
good ; but the potatoes show signs of blight, aed
it 1s teared that the rot will be general. The
fall wheat never appeared so well for years;
some fields in the Townsbip of Bristol, yielding
when thrashed out an average of 55 bushels to
the acre, and would have yielded more had 1l not
been for the rust which stightly affectedit. No
scientific farming was mdulged . This great
yield is almost purely due to the extraordinary
fertihty o& the soil,

The Ghit Reformer says the cropsabout New
Dundee are oow barvested,and will prove about
the average yield. The mdgze did not appear,
gor tid 1be rest aflect 1t to any extent. Barley,
cats and peas are also excellent, aud if the
weather should contioue favourable, there mill be
the best yield that farmers bere have ever kaown.
Potaloes look well, but are likely to be damaged
by the beavy rams. All the other roots are

equally good.
. The St. Catharines Times learos from one of
the most successful and experienced farmers in
Grantham that, in spite of the abundant rans
which bave seriously iatertered with harvesting
operations, the graia crop of this season will yield
beter 1hap any of its predecessors for the past
twenty years. The report that the potatoes are
rotting extensively seems to bave been prema-
ture, and is only applicable to some few localities
which are much exposed to water.

Tut HARVEST THAT HAS BEEN GATHERED.
—Notwitbstandiog that mauy ficlds of grain are
still unhoused, we may say that the hacvest 1o
this section bas now been gathered, and that it
exceeds 1p abundance apy return that has re-
warded the husbandinan for maon§ years past.
The country this year—particularly 1 this sec-
tion—has been blessed with plenty 10 everything.
Wheat, barley, oats, peas, poiatoes, have all
returned alike plenufully ; acd now, when the
waving graio of a fow weeks ago has been salely
gathered into the farmer’s baro, we bave only to
rejoice at the fact, and return our hearly thanks
to the Giver of all Goodness for the bounutul
retwrn with which He has rewarded our labours.
Now that we can calculate that the harvest has
been safely moused, the next inquiry naturally
will be as to the proposals for markeung it.  We
tan see po reason, looking at the state of the
crops in Europe aud America, fg:' looktag for
any great advamce in prices during the coming
fall and winter. There will be, undoubtedty,
considerable activity in the great markets, and
the demand may cause a shight increase upon the
fresent prices ; but the crop has been tov large
10 all the grain-growing countries to look for any
great improvement in this respect.—Galt Re-
