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DOCTORING BY TELEPHONE.
(Philadelphia Medical Journal.)

We heard a doctor complain recent-
ly that one of his patients, in order
presumably to save his time, some-
times called him up on the telephone
when she wanted him to give advice
about the baby. "The good dame would
sit at the other end of the wire, pencil
in hand, and ask the unfortunate doc-
tor to dictate his instructions while
she took them down. This continued
until one day she asked him to dic-
tate his prescription. At this he re-
belled. He was willing to take the
baby's temperature and pulse by tele-
phone, and even to inspect the char-
acter of the dejections; he 1was even
willing to tell all he knew about babies
in general and about that baby in
particular; he did not even object for
a while to give the lady the full bene-
fit of a professional call and charge it
as an office visit; but his conscience
emote him when it came to dictating
a Latin prescription by telephone and
having the thrifty-minded housewife
sign his name to it before her own
{nitials.

Some physicians should write a chap-
ter on the medical ethics of the tele-
phone. We would do it ourselves if
we felt capable. There are two sides
to the question. The patient some-
times gets the better of the doctor and
saves a fee, but the doctor some-
times gets the better of the patient
and sgves himself a lot of trouble. 1t
is obvious in either case the patient
should pay for it. But the question
arises. "What should he pay? The ad-
vice is given in the office, but it is
received in the house. This is some-
what of a metaphysical quandry.
Should a doctor charge an office fee
for giving advice that goes straight to
the patient’'s bedside? On the other
hand, should a patient be obliged to
pay a house fee for advice which a
dcctor gives sitting comfortably in his
office. ‘The problem is full of difficul-
ties. Perhaps it would be best to
call it half-and-half, and charge ac-
cordingly.

A man should die as unconscious of
his death as he is of his birth. We all
sleep through the processes of birth,
and feel the painful or unpleasant im-
pressions of life only after awakening.

Death js a painless process, and when
the cycle of life is completed the living
being sleeps into it. ‘The natural and
easy descenti into oblivion is the sequel
of health; it is the happy death en-
grafted on the perfect life. Death
should be divested of -all fear, sorrow
and -suffering, and should come to us
at last as a quiet sleep.—O. A. Palmer,

When the child is feverish and deliri-
ous, with convulsions of the limbs. Ty~
oseyamus.  Frequent sereaming with-
out any visible cause, Calearea. Un-
ready for every exertion, indifference
and Ilacking in interest. Acid. phos-
bhoric. Perspiration of the head. Sili-
cea; the head perspires while cool, Cal-
carea; dry, hot head, Sulphur. Aconite
cures pains in the back which prevent
deep respiration. The sensation as if
the skin of the forehead were too tight-
1y drawn has been relieved by Baptisia.
When the heart beats too strongly
while in a recumbent pesition, give
Arsenicum. A sensation of severe cold
in the cardiac region requires Natrum
mur. Constipation, even with a scnsa-
tion of fermentation and distensjon,
Lycopodium. Pains in the nerves, re-
lieved by exercise in the open air. Sa-
bina. Stiffness and torpor of the limbs,
Coceulus.  When the smell of food
causes nausea, even when the patient
before was hungry, Colchicum. Stiff-
ness from a sprain or overlifting, Rhus
tox. Periodic headache, recurring every
few weeks, Platina.—Homoeopathic En-
voy. :

The continued irritation and innutri-
tan favors the development of inher-
ited diatheses and acquired cachexias,

No child js free from complications
dangerous to life, or from development-
al errors, who suffers from frequently-
recurring green-colored stools, particu-
larly the very liquid and foul-smelling
ones,

THE PROPER FOOD FOR INFANTS.
DY J B. DUNHAM, M.D.

Find the proper food for the bottle-
fed baby and you will see the ittle one
thrive. and make of the mother your
firm friend. Gite to the iittle one
feod that does not agree with it, and,
no matter what remedies you orescribe,
the child will not thrive.

Al “prepared” foods are useful in
certain eases. No food is useful in all
cases. Moreover, the expense attendant
upon their use is, with some people, a
serious matter, for they are all high-
nriced.

The following described preparation,
which is very similar to certain nigh-
priced foods, has, in my expervienee,
proved to bhe as satisfactory as <uch
diet can be, for no food can replaea
zood breast-milk.

Sift thoroughly a small aquantity of
the best wheat flonr. Place it in a new
iron-stone china dish in the oven. Keep
it there, stirring occasionally, until it
Pecomes slightly brown. Take it out.
cool it, put it at once in a sterilizeq
can, keeping it air tight.

Tor voung children dissolve two tea-
speonfuls of this “home-made food” in
water, a sutficient quantity to make it
the consistaney of cream. Add one-
quarter pint of pure milk, a pinch of
salt. and one-half teaspoonful of granu-
Iated sugar: pure sugar-of-milk is bot-
ter. Affer adding milk let it come to

the boiling point hefore removing from
the fire.

For older children use three to four
rounding reasnoonfuls of “home-made
foo1” 1o one-half pint each of water
and milk. conking as shove. If the food
1roves to be too rich, use less milk and
more water. Med. Era.
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ACONITE.

“As an instance of the advanlages of
a study of Materia Medica by making
provings on one’s self, 1 will relate an
experience of my own. Soon after en-
tering upon the practice of medicine,
tweniy-seven years ago, one day 1 acci-
dentally swallowed thirtecen drops of
the mother tincture of Aconite. It was
not long before 1 began to have symp-
toms. They were many, and they were
severe, and they were all characteris-
tic. ‘There was numbness of the tongue
and the oral mucous membrane. There
was a constant restlessness. I could
not remain in one position an instant.
Soon after taking the dose I was com-
pelled to go Lo bed. There I passed a
restless night. 1 ached all over the
body. I turned from side to side and
tossed about in the bed. I had a con-
stant feeling of anxiety and apprehen-
sion, with a sort of smothered sensation.
Occasionally I would draw a deep
breath. I had what you all recognizc
as many of the pathogenetic symptoms
of Aconite. There was, however, no
rise in temperature; in fact, the skin
was cool, though there was no perspira-
tion.”--Dr. Ch. Gatcheil.

"There is a remedy that is useful in
cholera infantum, and that is Aconite.
T do not believe that the only indica-
tion for Aconite is fever., I prescribe il
less in fever than in any other condi-
tions: but there are cases of cholera in-
fantum in which T cannot get along
without the use of Aconite, and these
are cases I can generally trace to cold.
to the influence of cold in producing
the disease, and in these cases I think
Aconite acls Dbeautifully.—Dr. P.
Bowic.—Homoeopathic Recorder.

THE BANANA.

A NUTRITIVE LEMONADE FOR
FEBRILE AND WASTING DIS-
EASES.

In the case »f a patient confined to
liquid diet, milk, beef tea, whey, bar-

ley water and lemonade com-prisq
about the entire bill of fare. Some of

these preparations have little nutritive
value, while the patient soon grows
tired of milk. R. W. Leftwich, in
Merck’s Archives, therefore suggests
a white-of-egg lemonade, which is best
prepared in the following manner: Two
lemons, the whites of two eggs, one
pint of boiling water, loaf sugar to
taste. The lemons must be peeled
twice, the yellow rind being utilized,
while the white layer is rejected. Place

.the sliced lemon and the yellow peel

in a quart jug with two lumps of su-
gar. Pour on them the boiling water
'md stir occasionaily. \When cooled to
about the ordinary temperature of tea,
strain off the lemons. \When the lgm-
onade is in full agitation by whipping,
add slowly the white of egg and cOn-
tinue the whipping for two or three
minutes, TWhile stil warm, strain
through muQIm Sei've when cold. The
white of egg imparts a blandness which
makes the qddxtmn of sugar almost
unnecessary, and this ahsence of sweet-
ness is greatly appreciated by the fev-
erish p'ulents

This lemonade is a wmost excellent
drink throughout the course of typhoid
fever. Tt would, however, probably be
contraindicated in Bright’s disease and
in gastric ulceér. -—\Iedxcal Times.
