those now resident are refused citizeshlîp by
his bill. Wlile tise policy of prohibiting the
immsiîigration of ansy race is inconsistent with
Americai ideas of human equality before the
law, it is evident that the hostility to the
measure ltas been somewhat lessened by the
reasons which have recently been urged against
the Chinese, which are thsat they gather up
amoutints of money and Send them abroad,
while they contribute but very little to support
other industries; itai tiey iave:enabled exten-
sive farmers in California to starve out the
snall farnersi tiat the Chintese do not cotie
from anîîy inducement which tise inslitutions of
that counitry offer or to becomse citizens, and
that mauy of them are under a systems whiclh
msakes them little different from coolies. The
law reimoves the Ciinese question from United
States psolitics, where it ias beeni a trouble-
some element for several years. It will he -
interesting to note tie effect of this law upon
Chinese immigration to, the shores of lBritish
Columbia. .

THE QUEPEC BUDGrT.

Te lon, Mr. Wurtee, Treasurer of
Quebec, is entitledta the creclit of hav-
iig made a cleat expositioi of the finan-
cial state of tue Province, as well as to
fie aggiegate amountof tieitidebtedness,
including wl'at may be ternMed contingent

liabilities as to the annual revenue and
expenditure. It will. be necessary to raise
a newloan, and although the entire amount
may not be required imnnediateIy, it will
take ý3,000,000 to pay off the existing
liabilities.' The Treasurer is saiîguine that
this aniount can be floatec in our home
market, and in a way that has nîot yet been
tried on thli continent.' fHe proposes a
permanent Government debt, or wfiat he
terms a constituted rent, redeemable at
the pleasure of tue Go'ernment after a
periocd of 30 years. There is to be no
sinking fund. It is said and doubtless
with t.,iih, -that the Ilestablishmient of
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isinking fund is an economiical and

inancial illusion, unless il be the resuli of
l'a Surplus i c rceipts." We have
italicised the last wor-ls of the sentence
merely to call attention to the extraordi-
nary notion of establishing a sinking fund
without taking care that there shall be
due provision for it in the receipts.
Where sinking fun.ds are required, as
they generally are by the lenders ta Gov-
ernments, they shold be provided for
like every other item iïï the estimates.
We shall only remark at present, as to the
schieme, that if Mr. 'urtele cen succeed
in raising noney in the home market on
a constituted permanent rent of 5 per
cent., lie will be entitled to the credit of
having devised the best form of Govern-
ment loan that bas yet been proposei.

The most interesting part of the Treas-
urer's statements is that relating to the
revenue and expenditure for thé financial
year on which we shall soon enter. It
will cause no surprise ta learn that there
is a deticit, but we doubt whether, in vieiv
of the necessity of resorting ta increased
and as is admitted objectionable taxation,
the increase ta the sessional allowance of
the members and ta the salaries of the
Ministers vill meet with public approval.
We should be sorry to think that any
difference of opinion will be found as ta
the necessity of imposing nevy taxes su£-
ficient ta neet the expenditire. There
may be more difference of opinion as ta
the propriety of throwing the burden of
the increased taxation on the commercial
classes. We cannot admit that the rail-
ways are the sole canse of the deficit,
incleec Mi- Wurtele hal himself shewvn,
just before making that assertion, tiait his
own estimate of the deficit had been in-
creased owing ta the adIditional sessional
allowance ta members. Every item of ex-
penditure must be taken into[accotnt, as
well ab the interest on the raihvay gran ts.
A comparison between the Ontario and
Quebec expenditure would shoiv where
considerable savings could be effected in
the items constituting the annuel expén-
diture.

While therefo e we cannot admit that
a case lias been made out for throw'ing
the increased burthen on the commercial
classes, we are constrained ta believe that
it is no easy matter to find the means of
meeting the deflciency. The sceme of
requiring various corporations ta take out
licenses is not a neiv one, as the Municipal
Corporations are at present empowered
to require such licenses, and have im-
posed business taxes on corporations,with
or without requiring licenses. It is not
explained whiether this power is still to be

continued, and on the assumption that it

is ta be withidrawn, ea . cd deai of the
objection ta the new schieme would dis-
appea-. It world, however, be open ta
the new objection that an increased bur.
then would be imposed on the inhabitants
of cities and tonwns ta which the inhabit-
ants of the rural districts woull not be
liable. There is a great deal that is yet
obscure in the scheme, and it may be
hoped that its tendency ivill not be to
drive capital ont of the Province. It is
premature ta criticize the details of the
measure; and it is, of course, impossible
to devise any tax that will not be a burthen.
It nacy also be admitted that it is alnost
impossible ta frame any scheme that will
be strictly equitable. In the case of
banks, it must be obvious that such institu-
tions as the Banque du Peuple, Banque
Nationale, Jacques Cartier, Hochelaga,
Ville Marie, St. Jean, and St. Hyacintthe,
vhich employ their entire capital in tlie
Province of Quebec, ouglht to pay much
more in proportion for their licenses thai
nrtittitions whose capital is largely employ-
ed in theother Provinces of the Doniinion
Then there are the cases of banks having
their head offices in other Provinces or in
the United Kingdom. The same difficulty
will be found rin the case of insurance
companies, and tliere are very serious
dificulties in respect ta railvay com-
panies. It would hardly be fair, if a tax
be imposed on railroad companies in the
form of a license, that the Intercolonial
should be exempted, and yet it ivould be
an anomaly for the Dominion Government
ta apply for a license ta the Government
of Quebec. We cannot, of coursè, doubt
that all these points have engaged the full
consideration of the Quebec Governmenîb,
but we do not find any reference ta thiem
in the Treasurer's speech.

It appears fromi the statenient that,
after making alloivance for the proceeds
of the sale of the tivo sections of the rail.
way, which aggregate $7,600,000, there
will be a debt off ?0,318,000.61, ta whicl
will have ta be added whatever nay be
awarded by the arbitrators ta Messrs.
McGreevy and McDonald, the originîal
contractors. The manount claimerl is con-
siderable, and tie Treasurer adits tiat
there will be an award which in his opinion
"îwill not be very heavy.' It is clear tîtat
fora long tinie there will be a heavy item
for interest on this debt, and a portion a
it is ta be permanent. It is impossible to
examine tue details of expenditure with-
out entertaining gloomy vietys of the
future unless tihe principle of local tax-
ation be resorted ta. In the case of the
Quebec Courthouse that policy is, we are
glad ta see, announced. If the Tireasure-
can succeed in raising the amountt -e-

quired by aniuities terminable in 39
years, ad cen enforce the levying of tho
rate lie 3vill have accomplished a niost
desirable object. WNe have lad municipal
institutioîs now long eniough in the Pro-
vince of Quebec ta render the collection
of taxes a matter of miere expedliency.
Ihe day lias gone by for contending that
tihe people will not pay taxes. The pre-
sen tschene is one that cannot be resorted
ta again witli any prospect of success; and
we fear very nuch tliat it will meet witi
considerable opposition, however dillicult
it may be found to suggest anything
better. We give at foot an extract from
the Treasurer's speech containing the de-
tails of the nev taxes and ain estimate of
vliat tlhey will produce
There will in the (iiest place be a business

license, w hici will be thie principal onle, aid
isa a smill suiîpplemenitary licelse for every
office, place of business, factory ai vorlslhopî of
each colnpany. 'Tlie following ise lice list of
dues to be paid for the dilferent licenses which
the cotmpaulses are bound to procure:-

By means of' tliis revenie our receipts will

balance our expenditiire. If therohe any class
of coi panics whicl, above all otliers slòuld bo
sibject te this license, it is the raiway coin-
paies, wiicli have, alimost without exception,
ben subsidized by the State. Take, for ex-
ample, the Qttebec Qeiitrali, wliich costs the
provilice fbr annail iiter-est the saini of $23,-
707.50, aid whicli ivill ay 52,000 foi- 100 miles
Of road. Take liso the Southleasterin Rlailway,
Which costs the province .24,850.45 per iiiiiiiti,
and wliicli will have te pay S2,800.

TllE TARIFF COM?IfSSION BTLfL.

The Bill introduced in the lIouse of
Pepresentatives of the United States te
refer the tariff te a commission to enquire
and report amendments, has passed that
I ouse by a vote of 151 te 83. There were
82 democrats in the majority and 10
republicans in the minority. There is
evidently a dotermination te reduce the
tarif, but the probability is, that the
protective policy Nill be strictly main-
tained. The opponents of the tariff are
very much dissatisfied with the Bill, hold-
ing that Congress iwhich made the tarifT
should lave revised it and tiat the
Commission ivill not inspire confidence.
If selected from the Protectionist party,
or, in other words, pacced, it is held that a
report in favor of a protective policy froni
suci a Commission will only irritate those
entertaining contrary views. If, on tic
other band, the President should appoint
persons from botl parties, thlere will only
be a number of conflicting opimions, vhile
Congress will be no botter able te legis-
late than it is today. Those who hold
tliese views admit that the reform Of the
tariff must be gradual, and should be
conducted wiLli a careful and fair consid-
eration of existing interests. IL isassuned
and probably correctly tiat the present
period of prosperity will inevitably be
followed by another business crisis, and
it is supposed that this will lead te a
popular demand te change the vliolesys-
tom in a sudclden and sveeping nmanner.
IL follows in the opinion of the opponents
of the Bill that 'the protectionists and the
protected interests are likely te be the
sufferers by delay. IL ouglit te be borne
in mind liat ivien once the principle of

protection is admitted, and our Canadian
free tiaders have alivays sanctioned inci-
dental protection, it requires a consider-
able amiount of judgment and experience
to adjust, a tariff, and it will be moe sat-
isfactorily donc by a smiall numbei off
Commissiobies than by any Coimittee of
Congress. IL is highly probable that the
Commission vhich will doubtless be ap-

pobuted in the United States, will make a
report which will be found useful te our
own Government, wvhen considering
those aiendmnents in our tariff which
experience is constantly suggesting.

QUEBEC INSURANCE LEGISLATION.

By the courtesy of Ion. W. W. Lynch,
Solicitor General, ne are in receipt of
Assembly Bills Nos. 14,15 and 100, re-
ferring te insurance legisiation dUring
the present session of the Quebec parlia-
ment. No. 14 provides that auy 25 real
estate proprietors in six adjoining coun-
tics may call e meeting for the purpose of
considering the expediency of establishing
a mutual fire insurance comîpany, notice
te be by advertisement diring three weeks
in tivo newspapers, one in ececi language.

There must be at least 50 reai estate
proprietors present, and tvo-thirds iust
be in favor of establishing the company.
One hundred persons must sign the' sub-
scription book, and bind themiselves to
effe-ct insurances in the company to the
amoult of at least $200,000; any ten of
thom may then cali the first meeting o
the company, at which the name sIll be
adopted, e secretary ad inlerint appointed,
a board of from five te nine directors
elected, and the head ofimce located.
Copies of all records are to be fyled in the
office of the registrar of the count.y and
with the Inspector of Insuiance at Quebec
the latter is aiso te receive a stateient of
the kind and chairacter of the risks pro-
posed to be taken. hie Inspector may
examie on oath te ascertain the bona
fidesî of the undertnciig i if satisfied, le is
to issue a certificateofauthority on receipt
of a foc of $20; the Company may then
do business tirougliout the iiole Province
of Quebec, and may elect, appoint their
officeîs, maike theiî by-lavs, etc. General
meetings for the election of directors are
to be held on the first Wednesday of
October in eacli year i a majority of the
directors aie te retire annually,subject
te re-election ; remaining diiectors may
fill intervening vacancies memîbers are
te have onie vote for every thousand or

part of a thousand dollais of insirance ;
diiectors mnust e members insured for oie
thousand dollars, but may not be salaried
officers; five directors t o e quoiuim.

Policies may not exceed $5,000 on any
ene risk, and not be for more than five
years, noi may the aggregate amouint of
ins urance on property situate within the.
limits of towns and cities cxceed one-tenth
of the total insuience efiècted. Every
insuîed person shall be a member, but
may withdraw upon such condition as the
directors may inpose. The directors may

declare each year in advance the amount
of assessment to be made and when
ever they tliink necessary, and may amass
a reserve fund not exceeding $50,000, and
may erect buildings to be occupied by the
company. The; policies will be void if
the insured has a less tille or estate in ihe
property than described in lice applica-
tion, if the property lias been alienatied
by sale or otherwise without ratified trans-
fer, or if the risk be increased by expense
or otlierwise, without approval. The
directors may peremptorily cancel every
policy and deprive every member of his
share ot the reserve fund.

The notes of the .meibers constitute
preferential claims against the property
imenlioied in the application, registration
not being necessary. Claimants are to
furnish, iwithin twventy days after fire, piooË
of loss, naie of an expert, the company
within toventy days to give answer with
nanie ofanother expert if offeringasumless
than claimed. These may appointa third
expert,and the three may examineunder
oath as to values ;action toaccrue in fortty
days from the fire if the company refuse or
neglect to appoint an expert, or to pay
amount estimated i right of action to lapse
in one year after- loss, and execution not to
issue until after three months from judg-
ment. Liquidation is to follov action by
general meeting called by directors iith
approval of Inspecter after tiv notices in
each of tw'o newspapers, one French and
one English, two-thirds of the persons pre-
sent to be in favor; directors to be liquid-
ators, and te fix days on whicl ail policies
terminate, and may seIl all the assets. Al
suits are te be in the district in which
the head office is situate.

On the first of October in each year the
companies are te make statements up to
31 st August, and, wlen required, maie
prompt and explicit answer te any
enquiries of the Inspector. Com-
panies forned under Act 24 Victoria
chapter 32, and 42-4b Victoria and
their amendments, are not required
te furnisl statements. Al policies of
company issued by existing methods
since the coming into force of 45 Vict.,
chap. 24 are te be ma'de -legal and bind;
ing, indt such company te have the rigit
te transact business on the publication ofl
Order ii CG'uncil based upon favorable
report of the Inspector. The Act is to
apply te future transactions of the com-
pany incorporated under chap. 2S Con-
solidated Statutes of Lower Canada and
its ainendments, and te repeal chap. 68,
Con. Stat. Iower Canada; 28 Vict. chap
13 34 Vict. cliap. 16 38 Vict. chap 38
43-44 Vict. cbap. 41 ; 44-45 Vict. chap 24.
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The whole is one of the most crude and
~chief-authorizing acts ever invented,

urnishing loopholes for frauds, and "lots''
of vork for the iawyers, beside adding to
the present confusion ivithout any coin-
pensating advantages.

W IAT IS A STANDARD ?

I . IL . Gienfell, the Governor of the
Biank of England, has accepted the chal-
lenge ofLord Sherbiooke, vho in the April
number of the \inieenh Cenlmry re-
proached the bi-metallists with failing to
give a clear and distinct outline of their
proposals, ai' a clear and decisive answer
a the difficulties and objections which
present thenselves. 'lhe question is one
of great interest to the people of the
civilized world, and as Great Britain bas
hitherto been the great obstructionist to
the attempts ivhich have been macle fron
tine ta time ta procure an international
agreenent as to a cominon standard of
value, if nay be hoped that in the course
of the discussion which has been opened
by Lord Sherbrooke and Mr. Grenfell, all
the arguments tbat can be uised on bath
sides Ivill be presented by able controver-
sialists. Mr. Gienfell's opening remarks
are fnr fioin encouraging ta those nwho
sbare his views. le says that one hailf of
his economical friends take it as a per-
sonal grievance that he shbould advocate
bi-metalisn, w'hile the other half absolute-
ly refuse ta discuss te atter seriously
at all. We confess that ve are disap-
pointeci in Mr. Grenfell's treatnent of the
subject. le has, we venture ta thilc,
ained more at controverting Lord Sher-
brooke than at defending bi-metalism.
ihe veak point is the adnitted impossi-

bility of establishing a double standard
tiat will be of uniform valie. This point
has received-but little consideration froin
Mr. Grenfell. It is true that he refers ta
Ricardo's scheme of redeeming bank
notes in bullion instead of coin, and he
asks the question w'hether, in the eventof
such a scheme being adopted under w'lich
one pound notes would be issued, the
miononietalists wouli contend that it
wyould be for the advantage of England ta
restrict its operations ta one nietal only.
liicardo's schemeivas, thaïfithe issuer of
notes, w'hether the Government directly,
or as nowv through the Bank of England
as its agent, should hold against the
issues the saine amtount of Government
securities as at present, but instead of
keaping the balance in gold coin, should
hold ingots of standard weight and fine-
ness, and in one or both metals. In Can-
ada, where small notes bave completely
uperseded gald, and, yhere Dominion'

notes are a legal tender, gold ingots would
answer every purpose, provided they Ivere
available in Great Britain and the United
States.

There is no ground for apprehension
that any s erious difliculty would be felt
in adopting a double standard if the prin-
cipal nations of the world would agree on
a common standard, but in this event
there would be soneadvantage in contin-
uing to use coin as the legal tender. It
would obviously be necessary that there
should be an international agreement as
to flic proportion between silver and
gold. In the States of the Latin Union,
154 ounces of silver ta an ounce of gold
Nas the proportion, and the United
States, by fixing their standard at 15 to 1,
practically established a gold standard.
Ead the United States continued specie
payments, the denionetization of silver
in Gernany and the Scandcnavian States,
together with the suspension of specie
payments in Russia and Austria, both
silver standard nations, vould have either
compelicd that country to use silver alone,
or else ta adopt the policy of France and
suspend the coinage of silver. When the
United States resumed specie paymen ts,
the demonetization of silver in Europe
had reduced its value so much that spe-
cial legislation was required to limit the
coinage of silver, and ivith even those pre-
cautions it has alnost become a nuisance,
sa that the mint lias had ta retain it and
issue silver certificates. If there were an
international agreement as ta the propor-
tion of silver ta gold, and a uniform
double standard, the probability is that
no more inconvenience would be felt in
Great Britain than was formerly in those
States whicl had one. If, hoiever, there
was an international agreement, it might
be provided tiat if either metal was
depreciated, as compared witi the other,
there should be a tenporary cessation of
the coinage of the metal which was depre-
ciated. This ivas found eflicacious in
France, whicli, if it bad not suspended the
coinage of silver, would have received the
demonetized silver of germany in ex
cha•nge for its own gold. ILt lias been
poiited out very forcibly by Professor
Jevons, that the effect of bi-metalism is
ta secure a diminution ai the fluctuations
in the prices of the precious metals. It

constanly allcged that the value of
silver has fallen, but it might be as well
said that the value of gold bas advanced.
ie creally important point in the contro-

versy was not noticed by Lord Sherbrooke,
that the effect of the increased value of
gold thioughout tlie'world caused by the
increased demand for it in Germany, the
United States, France and elseiyhere has

been ta increase the liability of every
debtor ta the advantage of the creditor
class. Mr. Grenfell bas thus dwelt on the
importance of uniformity in the standard:
"We are all agreed that the abject in view
41 is ta have the greatest fixity which can
"be obtained from our common measure
" of value." Again :--" Tue question. is
"how ta obtain the greatest fixity in
I international transactions, and with

reference to tiis point, ive believe that
the effect of the demonetization of silver
lias shewn that there are more things in
heaven and earth than were dreamt ai

"in the philosophy of Lord Liverpool and
McCullch." Lt Iwill certainly encourage

the bi-metallists in the United States ta
find the Governor of the Bank of England
openly espousing their cause, w'hich is
clearly gaining ground every where.

THE QUEBEC DEBI.

We are not inclined ta join in the
criticisim of the resolution proposed by the
Treasurer of Quebec ta apply the proceeds
of the sale of the railway ta the extinction
ofa the debt, whicl was contracted chiefly
for the construction of that work. We
have been under the impression that
when the bonds which were floated in
New York were issued, security vas
specially given on the railtvay, and if this
should be the case, it may create the
necessity of applying the firsta 'eceipts
from the sale ta the purchase of those
bonds. It seenis advisable :under any
circumstances that the special receipts
from thè sale of the railtvay should be
strictly applied ta the extinctiorn of thc
debt. IL is much to be feared that there

Mvil beaserious complication in theevent
of the city of Quebec endeavoring t re-
pudiate its liability, which is at least
threatened It is very plausibly con tended
that the original aid was given ta àprivate
company and that the assunption of the
road by the Province, of which the city
of Quebec forms a part, ought ta relieve
it from the special contribution. This, of
course, applies wvith equal force to Mon,
treal, and ta any other municipalities
that may have agreed ta assit iin the con,
struction of the road by a private con-
pany. We presume that in ransferring
the claim on the city of Quebec to the

purchasing syndicate the government bas
guaranteed that iV will not be disputed, at
least n'e can scarcely imagine that it.
ivould be taklen over on any other teris.
lIhere is serions apprehension en tertained
as ta the'îoad b ing kept in good repair;
and, in viav' of the comparatiel stal
amount of the purchase nioneyta ba paid
up, it is important thtstringent powers
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should be retained by the goverrient to
prevent the possibility of that abandon-
nient of the road vhich is apprehended
by some, and which, ilthougi not at pre-
sent contemplated by the purchasers,
circumstances not now foreseen may in-
duce then to resort to. In tire present
very unsatisfactory state of the finances
of Quebec it is most important tiat there
should be no uncertainty as ta the armount
ta be received on account of tie r'ailway,
and if the claim on the city of Quebec is
to be litigated it would bie most unfortan-
ate if it were to be treated as gc.od. Tie

Governnent may be assured that it Will
be held strictly responsible for its agree-
ment vith the Syndicate.

OG ROLLNG.

'l'ie recent propositions made at the
very close of the session for granting large
subsidies to rarilhvays in Ontario, Quebec,
Nova Scotia, and New Brunswick must
have produced a painful impression on
the pullic mind In view of tire immense
expendifure of public money on the main
line of railvay from tle Pacific coast to
connect with tire lines running frone
Ottawa to iotireal and Quebec, it was
deemed reasonable by those interested
in tire raihvays in the Western part of
Ontario thrat the saie privileges should be
extended ta theni that have been con-
ceded ta lie Eastern line. It might have
been reasonably expecied tIhat the Goi
ernment policy arn tihe subject would have
been announcecd early in the session or at
latest when the supplementary estimates
were submitted, and tire celay must leacd
ta tire surmise tiat the Ontaria demand
was resisted by the ministers froi Quebec
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick until
they extortecd subsidies for strictly local
roads in those provinces. 1t is scarcely
possible ta arrive at any otier conclusion,
andyet the prececdent is a iost dangerous
one i and we apprehend that if the people
of Ontario could have been fairily consulted
they w'ouild have iruchi preferred a flat re-
fusal of iheir demand ta its concession ce-
companied, as it has been, by the proposed
grants. One. of ihe great evils felt during
the perioi of the old union was the con-
stant pressure for expenditure of public
mioney in one province ta counterbalance
wmat was felt to be necessary expencliture
il the other section. The inevitable re-
suilt, it may be feared, of the lo rolling
systen rvill be, that the Provinces vill be
compelled ta assume all expenditure on
public works within their limits. It nmust
be borne in mind that the Ontario claim.
for Dominion aid ta the railroad througîh
a comparatively unsettled territory ta

connect with the main .iune ta the Sault
,was based on the assistance previously
given ta the extension of the Canada
Central line ta Callander. That claim
should have been conceded or resisted on
its merits, but ta grant it concurr ently
with grants ta three other lines which
had no pretension whatever ta Dominion
aid is a most objectionable policy, and
ought to meet general condemnation.

A BONANZA.

Assenmbly Bill No. 14, now before tire
Legislature of the Province of Quebec
contains tie following provision

60. The dilrectors ray avail therselIves Of Ile
years in which few fires occur tu provide f'orI a
reserve funrrd, at the same timie rlowing the
mIenbers a profit on the insurances at firxed
premiims, andii this apprrolrriaitioin, added to tire

Now wiat is ta prevent tie formation
of a Company for tire purpose of provid-
ing reasonable salaries for the ollicers
during a few years in whichr they may
accumulate a reserve fund of fifty lhou'
sand dollars and provide themselves with
comfortable buildings, then cancel grad-

ually all the policies, except thosea their
personal friends of sufficient number ta
be the company, then wind up the com-
pany, and divide the property amongst
themselves, all in tie most perfectly legal
marner ? Other features of this Bill are
equally objectionable. We are inclined
ta lie belief that tire suggestion contiined
in a previous issue of tiis Journal as to
consultation vith insurance managers
and experts has not been considered.

FR3ENCH DUTIES.

Sir Leonard Tilley annouînced in the
Hiouse of Commons, in reply te a question
as ta the recent iegotiations %vith France
that tic Canadian Government iad offer-
ed ta taike off the 30 per cent. ad valorem
duties on Frenclh wines provided France,
vould admit our agricultural implements,
leatiher manufactures, and some other
articles on favorable terms. Tire French
Government did not deeni the concession
sufficient, and demanded a reduction in
the duty on silk and one or twno other
articles. We have seldom 'witnessed a
mare lamentable exhibition of incompe..
tence ta deal witi a question of the kind.
The basis of negotiations ivith France
should be a dermand ta be placed on thie
same footing as other courntries. We
ought not ta require fron France a reduc-
tion in her tariff on particular articles
but we should point out that French ex-
ports are now and *ahvays iave been ad-
mitted into Canada on the satie terms as
those of aur own mother country and of
otheri nations. Fratnce has just made a
treaty I'ith Great Britain by which lier
exports ire admitted into France on the
ternis of the most favored nations, as are
those of the United States. We should
demaird tie saure privilege, and shoud
point out that enless it be conceded it
will. be impossible to continue ta admit
French exports except under a counter-
vailing duty. We are constantly toId
that France desires ta treat Canada with
exceptional liberaluiy, and yet, as we have
more than once pointe out, we have been
persistently treated by lier witi excep-
tional injustice. Our exports ta France
are small in comparisoni with those wiiich
we receiUe from that country, and the
least exhibition of firmneess* on tire part of
our negotiator vould have long since
obtained the desired tesult. It ias been
evident from the former correspondence
that tire Canadian Government has obstin-
ately adhered ta the mistaken course
vhichict entered on at the titme of the
irregular negotiatians whiici1 were opened
by tie late Consul General. The proposi-
tion tius made was ta barter for the ad-
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mission of Quebec-built ships into France
on th'e sanie ternis as those of English-
bailt, and in return Io re-ce the duties
on French wines. 'le truth is tLIt Our
commerce with France as regards our ex-
ports ta that country lias been and is
likely to be insignificalt. We are nlot
]ilkely ta export imanulactuires to any ex-
tent, and whatcver concessions we might
obtain would have to be made to Great
Britain and ta other countries. It may
be hoped that Sir Alexander Galt has by
this tnie hid suflicient experience of the
blunders that have bee committed to
ensure his obtaiiiiung new instruction so0
as ta b able ta insist on Canada being
placed by France on the footing of the
nost favored nation, or if this be refused
that an extra duty of 20 per cent. wiill be
placeci on all French exports.

TOBACCO CUIfl'URE AND CIGAR S.

Tobacco culture and the manufacture
of cigars is, according to reliable statistics,
annually incresing, in both Europe and
Aimerica ; and, althougl Canadien tobacco
growing je only in its infancy, the manu-
facture and sale of cigars in the Domi-
nion has become an important inlustry.
As soie of our patrons have suggested
thaï detailed information and close quota-
tions regearding this staple product would
be of service, if given regularly in ouir
already extensive market reviews and
tables of "lPrices Current," we have de-
voted some attention ta the subject, and
find the suggestion in effect inipractic-
able, for reasons which wivll be discovered
as w-e proceed. Tobacco culture is, un-
doubtedly, one of the most profitable
industries a farmer cau engage l, as it
pays better perhaps than any other crop.
The finest plant grows between degrees
15 and 30 North Latitude, but it is
also grown at even 50 degrees North.
The best smoking tobaccos, made into
plugs, are supposed ta be grown in
the State o£ Virginia, while the best
cuality of leaf for cigars is said ta be
grown in Cuba, whera the first cigar js
supposed ta have been made and intro-
duced. Tobacco contains from 2 ta 8 per
cent of nicotine, the finest only 2 per
cent, and consequently offine aroma and
not poisonous. That hitherto gron in
Canada is not of fine quality, and the best
dnoiestic cigars are male of imported leaf,
raised in Havana, South America, Penn-
sylvanid Connecticut, Massachusetts,
Wisconsin, or New' York State ience ià
is that some of our Montreal nanufac
turers complain that the tariff imposed
by the Gover.nment on foreign growths
does not afford sufficient protection.

Imported tobacco pays a duty of 20o per

lb, for eut and rolled, and 4'c for cigars
PThe protective duty l the United States
is $2.50 per lb. and 25 pe' cen . ri valoren
on imported cigars, hence little of the
common H1avana goods are iimported ;
being unfit for the 0. S. markets,u these
gonds are tsnally sllippec to Canada.
'Plie inlani revenue tax paid by t.ie
manufaicturer'in the States is È1i par 1000;
the cost of the stamp on this class of
cigris is added also ta the duties on the
inported eigur, thus affording the manu-
facturer a clear protection of $2.50 per
lb., and 25 per cent. ad valoreni. For
example, the duties on cigairs weighing
12 lbs. and costing $60 per M, in l1a vana,
vill amount to .$51, less ,the revenue
stamp $6, and 35c. per lh., vhich the
manufacturer pays on all foreign leaf,
and on an average ha will require, say,
15 Ibs., leaving him a protection of about
$40 per M. on thit quality of cigars,
which is considerel aimlIe. We observe,
further, that theve is some prospect of
Congress reducing the internal revenue
tax on tobacco. ln Canada the custoins
duties are only 60c per lb. and 20 lier
cent. ad valorem; and as the bulk of
goods coming into our markets are of
common quality, it is evident that they
are bouglit at a loîv price thus foreign
manufacturers are enabled to ship to
Canada their refuse stock. The Canadian
manufacturer is taxed 40e per lb. on all
lie malkes, and cigars average 12 lIbs. per
2È, the Inland Revenue tax, therefore, is

$5 per' M., while the duties on a well-
made German cigar, costing $5 in Ger-
many, at the rate of 60c per lb.i with 12à
Ibs. ta the, thousand, and 20 p. . 'ad val'
orem, would amount ta $8.50,-making a
total cost of $13.50 laid down li this
market. Labor abroad is aso said ta be
mach cheaper, se that the Canadian
manufacturer claims that he is placde ah

a great disadvantage on common goods.
It is also maintainedi by the trade tliat
the Dominion Government have not sue
ceeded in their object ta protect the
Canadian farmer, by allowing foreign leaf
to be biought in to:Canada free. Tie Pro
Vince a? oQuebec farmer has a decided
advantage over the manufacturer in being
ellowedi ta roll the tobacco himeelf, by
paying a dutyof 4e per lb., while the
saine tobacco going into the manufac-
turers' hands is liable ta a duty of 14o per
lb. when eut or rolled, and 30e per lb. for
cigars. It s argued that by imposing a
duty on foreign growth, and equalizing the
revenue tai on Canadian ad foreig;
manufactured tobacco, the Canadian
farmer would be given an opportunity of
disposing of his crop to our own ,munfac
turers.

There is no reason why the Canadian
leaf cannot, with proper culture, be
prorlaced equal if not superior to the

giades of American growth brought ito
our market; the quality of the domestie
leaf might be much improved by a proper

selection of seecd and soi, nud a better
knowledge of cuiring the tobacco. But
the Canadian farmers do not appear to
understand the proper mode of growiug
and cuiring; our climate -is especially
adapted for growing cigar Ieaf, and the
large quantities now imported might be
supplied by Canadian, producers. The
farmers of Wisconsin eau and Io risean-
nually from 1,800 ta 2,G00 lbs. per acre,
averaging Se per.4b. The land requires
ta be well fertilized, as it is an exhausting
crop, and for cigar purposes the Pennsyl
vania and Connecticut from fiavana seeds
are preferable to the Sou thern seed gen-
erally sown ii Canada. The plants when.
flovering should be I toppel "--the tops
eut off-to prevent their growing to seed,
and, when cut, they should be hung up i
sheds built for the purpose tu be cured
there they shonidl iPniin on poles for four
or five months, then taken down, and the
leaves stripped from the stalks and
formed into " hands " or bunches ofabout
12 leares each, and packed solidly into
cases of about 400 lbs. each. The leaf
next undergoes a natural sweating pro-
cess, usually occupying about six months,
when it is reatdy for manufacturing pur-
poses.

Cigars of all kinds depend largely upon
the quality of the crop, which is almost
entirely in fluenced by the weather,-spe-
cially the Havana growth, and retail
dealers vill always have to depend for
the most part upon the reputation of the
manufacturer for good value, as brands
frequently signify nothing beyond tse
naine; imitations, especially of .the
Havana cigar, are very common, and
frequently the cheapest material le used
for the manufacture of cigars of standard
brands. letailers, hiowever, have them-
selves largely to blanie for this, as ibile
demanding a cheaper cigar than was
formerly made, they have a strong preju-
dice in favor of the imported article, and
frequently pay a higher price for it than
is asked for a superior one of domestie
make. Vhile there are many fine cigars
macle fiom a mixture af Havana and
American tobaccos, the cheaper grades
are made enthely of Anferican leaf'
and a large proportion of the cigars

imported from Germany and Havana
äre of only medium quality material, and
as a rule inferior to' the best domestic
makes. Some brands of the home-made
article are probably not inferior ta aný' in
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the ivorld, and are preferable by all ivho
ponderi on the pernicious elenieíts thaI
enter into composition ef a "doctorel '>

weed. To become a first-class juiLdge of
cigairs is a nost diflicuilt matter. 'There is
ni) fixed standard of hlavor, becatuse it de-
Vends se muicli ipon the vairiety of tastes
and preferences ; a good cigar, hoiwever,
lias generally a fine Bavor. Again, soie
are of opinion that a white ash is a sign of
a grood atictle, whereas ftlie muost commnon
cigars weill burn i white ash ; experience
huas lauglit that a grey ash is probably a
better sigu etf a good cigar. Undotibtedly
the liavana tobacco im-akes the best
cigars ini the naiket; the H1avanas ini-
ported dtring the past seson were ofrnuticli
better quiality thai foi some years, and
consequently in more active reqiest. Btit
the demand froi retailers is proverbially
for a ch aOp cigar, unider a standard brand
tliey wsant te btuy then at fron $12,50 te
te $18 per mi, tiually made out et' scrap

et' short aI fillers " whicli caiinot be usedi
for lirst-class goods, te sel] at 5c eaelo,
inder poputlai''ized naics, wihereas if they

paid $25 te $30 per ni. for a seed and
ifavana cigar, te retail at 5c each thcy
wouild not only receive a profit oF 2 te 2 e
eacli, btit wotild give better satisfaction
to customers and proiote a taste for a
better article, oit ihich the profits iouldI
be more eqiitable andi steady. Thiese
ciîeap, in 'erior' grades aie usually sold by
lthea untr'y tavernkeeper te Westerin

farimers at 50 eacli, whtile'the Lower Cana'
diai fitrimer soothtes iimself with the pro-
duct of his oivn farmin, tirotugh the prover-
bial clay pipe. Quotutions cotili be given
only for thie registerei brands, and they
differ according to the varieties of each

ni ufii l'acturer ; prices have been governec
the last fev years chiefly by the keen
competition int Cansarla, especially amoîeng
imakers il tlis Province.

A\. T. Srswiru & Co.-fThe aînnouncemen at
tlit A. T. Stewart & Co., hlie largest dry jgeais
lieuse int ho worbil, have dcterimlined to discoii
tiue tleir business las takein the imtercans tilc
world by sui'prise, al thougli it has been reported
for somtie time that the volume of trade done by
the lirmIli haid coisiderably tillen o1f, It appears
that lîwheii air. Stew'art died there w'as at ceast
S20I000,000 in the business of the concern. The
lieuse had, on fthe average, a balance of at leist
