The session of the cabinet broke up

after a couple of hours’ deliberation.

As the Marguis of Londonderry was
present at the ‘cabinet council, it is
thought that Mr. Balfour did not ac-
cept his tendered resignation and the
lord president of the council probably
withdrew it fheén informed that the
cabinet would not again meet varlia-
ment with the idea of transacting fuar-
ther siness.

The ministers have not yet given any
intimation of the actual date of the
dissolution and appeal to the constit-
uencies.

It is understood that the proposal
for the collective resignation of the
cabinet was réjected and that the min-
isters arrived at the decision that it
would be better to dissolve parliarmaent
themselves and appeal to the clector-
ate. Should this course be followed it
would be largely due to the well
groundeéd belief that the Liberals would
decline to form a cabinet before a gen-
eral election places them in poss2ssion
of an adequate parliamentary majority
to carry out the Liberal program.

All doubt as to whether or not the
Marquis of Londonderry had consented
toe remain in the cahinet was dispelled
later by a statement fro mthe minister
himself to the effect that he had ‘not
resigned.

It is officially intimated that no
statment regarding the decision of the
cabinet will be issued by the ministers,
but the fact that Mr. Balfour leaves
London to-night until Monday and the
additional fact that he is not 3o0ing to
Samdringham to see the king is taken
as a confirmation of the understanding
that the premier and hs colleagues
have decided . against a precipitate
resignation.

Five Desperate Men in Missouri

State Prison Fight for £yees

dom and Blow Open UGate
With Charge of Nitroglycerine

Jefferson City, Mo., Nov, 24—In a
desperate attempt to escape from the
State Penitentiary - to-day, five con-.
victs fought for freedom with weapons
and nitroglycerine at the prison gate,
killing two prisan officers and  wound-
ing Deputy Warden See, and four men
made a dash thru the streets under fire,
only to be captured after two of the
escaped men had been wounded, Five
prisoners. taking advantage of the war-
den and six guards, who left to-.ay
with seventy-one federal prisoners tor
Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, at empted
to escape, but only four left the prison
after wrecking the gate,

Convicts Harry Vaughan. Charles
Raymond, Hiram PBlake, Georze Ryan
and Eli Zeigler, who were working close
inside the prison gate, having secured
yistols and a hottle of nitroglycerinz.
eritered Depufy Warden R, E. See's of-
fice and shot him in the arm and the
hip. He sank back helpless, and the
convicts rushed to the gate, where they
met Gateman John Clay, who, beiag
alarmed by the shots, opened the gate to
leok inside. Before Clay could raise his
weapon he was shot dead,

Then as “if to signal th~ econvicts
generally that an attempt to escape had
been started, the convicts rang the gat>
bell and then rushed thrau the gate,
dragging Clay's body with them, They
slammed the gate, shut and fast ned it
while Zeigler was ringing the bell, and
he wag left inside,

The four convicts were then in the
wagon entrance to the penitentiary.
"Thig entrance is 40 feet long and 15
feet wide. It leads to the public street
thru a second double gate of steel,
which was locked. The convicts placed
nitroglycerine under the outside gate’

rupture. and  dashed

and blew an opening thru . stéel:
doors. The four men crawled thyy this
L thru several
“trusty!” ‘convicts who were working in

the street.
The Pursuit,

Almost before the four had covered a
block, prison officers were in pur:uit,
shooting as they ran. Pecdestrians
jumped behind trees,.ran into houses
and crouched down behind any obstacic
that presented refuge. Several men'
seized weapong and joined the prison
officers‘in the pursuit. The chase kem'f
on for a dozen blocks, the convicts out- |
mnning their pursuers.

Near the Missouri Pacific Raiilroad
depot the convicts came up with a
wagon driven by Orville Lane; Jumping
into the wagon the desperadoes seized
Lane and used him as a shield from the
bullets of their pursuers. One convict
lashed the horse into a run and escape
seemeéd sure, when suddenly a squad of
city policemen and armed citizens ap-
peared in front of the fleeing men, who
stopped the horse and made a desperate
stand.

Lane was thrown to the bottgm of
the wagon, ands crouching over him.
shielding theme&eclves as well ag possible
behind the sides of the vehicle, t e
four convicts fought the policemen.

Volley after volley was fired in the
street by both sides to the conflict, whi e
1esidents and pedestrians fled to escape
stray bullets,

Sheltcred by 'I'rees.

The policemen sheltering thems:lves
behind trees, splintered the wagon and
plowed up the mud, finally putting
buliet thru Vaughn and Blake, the lat-
ter falling to the ground. probably fa-
tally hurt.  Then the convicts sinrend-
ered.

Convict Harry Vaughn was gentenced
from St. Louis for thirty-flve years fir
robbery after a street fight, in wich
he and a companion shot three detec-
tives to death. Raymond and Blake
are serving three years each for burg-
lary. George Ryan of Kans's City is
serving eight yearg for robbery, while
Eli Zeigler is under sentence of t ree
vears for robbing bodies at a railroid
wreck.

Constantinople, via Sofia, Bulgaria,
Nov, 24.—The Porte’s reply to the de-
mands of the powers is not cnly a cate-

population to reprisals on thz Chuis-
tians. The note decfares that the Otto-
man government joyally introduced the
reforms demanded by the Mue:zteg pro-
gram, and says that if these did not
entirely succeed the fault was in the
hatred dividing the nationalities in Ma-
cedonia and instigation from abrcad.
The communication states that the
Turkish government finds it absol itely
impossible to accept financial control .of
Macedonia, as it would violate the sul-
tan's sovereignty. After agreeing to
the prolongation of the mandates of
the foreign civil agents, the rote con-
cludes: “If the powers increase the
pressure in order to compel the acrept-
ance of the control scheme, the imper}ﬂ
government declines all responsihility
for the consequences which may arise

WARSHIPS ON THE MOVE.

Paris, Nov. 24.—Tt is stated in official
quarters here that the exchange: of
communications between the powers
concerning Turkey's answer to their
uitimatum have resulted in the preeti-
cal determination not to consider the
answer as postponing the naval demon-,
stration which will proceed witheout
further parley.

1t is understood that the warsaips of
the powers are already moving from Pi-
raeus. Their objective is not yet defi-
nitely stated, but the Island of Myte-
lene still appears to be the objective ap-
plicable to the situation,

LIFE GABLE SHAPS. IN THO
DELAYS WORK RESGUE

Steamer Argo Grounds on Sand Bar
and Pounding Sea May
Cause Loss of Life.

Holland, Mich., Nov. 24—During a
terific storm on Lake Michigan !ast
night the steamer Argo went hard
aground on a sandbar. She is in great
danger of being pounded to pieces.

Owing to the heavy sea which is run-
ning it is impossible for the life-sav-
ing crew to reach the steamer, and it
was decided to remove the éndangered
passengers with the breeches buoy. The
life-saving crew fired a line out to the

steamer, and the rescue work began.
The first persons brought ashore were
four women and a little girl. They were
all thoroly soaked during their trip in
the buoy by the spray which dashed
over them in clouds by the 50-mile-an-
hour wind.

At 1 o'clock the cable used to haul
the . breeches buoy parted, fortunately
while the buoy was being hauled back
to the steamer for another passsenger.

HKamilton Company Makes Startling
Claim Before Tariff
Gommission.

Hamilton, Nov. 2é—(Special).—The
tariff commissioners spent a busy a&y
with the manufacturers of the city.
They will complete their work here
Saturday at noon. The stove maLu-
facturers put up a strong plea for more
protection. They complained that there
had been an extraordinary increase
during the past two years in the num-

States. They complained particularly
of the way the Americans were cutting
into the trade of the west. One reason

was that the Americans enjoyed more
tavorable freight rates,

The Grocers’ wholesale company
made the most staruing claim, They
said that they had been refused goouds
by the Redpath Sugar Refinery, whieh
said that its whoie output was con-
rolled by the Wholesale girocers’ Guild,
and that it would be neécessary for the
wholesale grocers! to join ihat guid
to get goods. The starch manufactur-
ers, canners of vegetables, and so forib
had been forced by the guild to dec.dme
orders from the wholesa.e grocars, ard
for this reason the grocers asked that
all these articles should be placed on
the free list.

Mr. Campbell of the International
Gas Appliance Company asked - that
cotton used for Auer light purposes be
admitted free, and that a specific duty

&f two or three cents be placed on
mantles. The F. W,  Hore Company,
wanted the minimum specific valuat
placed on spokes, shafts, pnd poles for
waggons, and carriages. F. F. Dalley
& Company and the Robert Ralston
Company asked for protection frcm
foreign makers of shoe polish. They
also want Carnauba wax placed on the
free list. Dixon Bros,, asked that the
duty be reduced on strawberries, cran-
berries, plums, peaches, almeria gra-
pes, and nuts. J. L. Nichols, Toronto,
and other picture dealers asked the
commission not to pay any att:ntion
to the lithographers who want a
duty fifteen cents 'a pound
placed on chromos, oliographs
etc. F. W. Hand & Company cum-
plained that the Canadian manufac-
turers of fire works were shut out cf
the United States by a high tausiff,
the American manufacturers could
bring goods into Camada free in bond.
They asked a 30 per cent duty. The
manufacturers of undertakers’ supplies,
represented by Semmens & Evel, said
that finished coffins could be impoited
into Canada at a 25 per cent duty,
while Canadian firms had to pay that
amount for raw material. R. Camp-
bell & Sons requested a 35 per cent.
duty on Rockingham ware, jet ware,
etc. - Mr. Campbell also éomplained of
freight rates. From Liverpool to Mont-
real the rate per hundred pounds was
21 cents, and from Hamilton ‘o Mont-
real 32 cents.
Cigar Makers Heard.

Manufaeturers. of cigars 1nd cigar
makers were the first to be heard. They
argued on lines different from the Lon-
don manufacturers, They asked that
the three stamps—blag¢k, red and green
—denoting that the cighrs are made of
foreign-mixed and Canadian leaf res-
pectively, should be retained. "While
not opposed to the use of Canadian
leaf, they said that experiments would
have to be be conducted for years to
obtain a satisfactory article. They
asked the commission to recommend the
establishment of experimental farms for
the growing and curing of tobacco untji
it could be brought to a state suitable
for making good cigars.

Prﬁincial Secretary Issues a State-
ment of the Case Justifying -
Terms of Annexation.

The provincial secretary contends in
regard to the annexation of Rosedsle
that the city council asked for it with-
out terms and that the terms as sub-
mitted are reasonable, The depactment
explains its course in the official siate-
ment in part as follows:

“This matter first came before the
department of the provincial sscretary
on the petition of the muaicipal ccr-
poratica of the City of Toronto for tne
annexation of tms district without
terms or conditions. The petition 18
dated July 18, 1904 .

“It first same up tor discussion betcre
the then provincial secretary on tne
16th of October, 1904. Annexation was
urged by the counsel for the city, sup-
ported by several members of the ciiy
council, as well ‘@s by a wumber of
ratepayers in the district. it was,
however, opposed by a large number
of ratepayers in the.district on the
ground that special terms should be
granted.

“It was urged that the condition of

“The effect of the amendment of the
Municipal Act passed last session does
not appear to be fully understcod.

“Prior to the amendment the city or
town initiated the proceedings for an-
nexation. In the absence of agreement
between the parties it then cames be-
fore the lieutenant-governor-in-council
to settle the terms of assessment, ctc.

“The main point in issue is whether a
hotel keeper has a right to sell cigars
to the general public on Sunday. The
charge is doing the work of his ordin-
ary calling. If selling cigars is part
of the ordinary calling of a hotel keep-
er, then he is liable under the statute
provided he is within the enumerated
classes of persons. If selling cigars is
not within the ordinary calling of hotel
keeper, as the charge is drawn, he can-
not be convicted. The law is laid down
very clearly, that while a hotel keeper
is.bound by law to receive travelers, he
is not bound to receive persons who
are not travelers. Therefore, if selling
cigars is part of the ordinary business
of a hotel keeper he is only bound by
law to sell to travelers. There would
be no hardship in confining a hotel
keeper to selling cigars to those whom
he {8 bound to entertain and forbidding
him from selling to others.

“If the hotel keeper were charged with
a breach of the act by selling ‘cigars
to his guests on Sunday the charge
would fail. The bona fide guests of a
hotel are as much entitled to smoke
aseat. But the outside public they can-

. not sell to because they are doing a

business not justified by law on Sun-
day. A hotel keeper does not come
under any of the classes who are pro-
hibited from following their occupation
on Sunday.”

“The present defendant is a ‘work-
man.' If his employer uses his services
in a lawful manner he is entitled to be
discharged. The only way in which the
statute could be made to apply to a
hotel keeper as a merchant is by under-
taking to sell cigars to those to whom
he is not bound by law to sell. I
do not_think a hotel proprietor can be
convicted of selling on Sunday to the
outside public unless it is proved the
sales are continuous, and showing he
18 a cigar merchant as well as a hotel
keeper,"”

Steel Dry Dock to Be Towed From
Chesapeake Bay.

Secretary E. M. Trowern Tells World
of Operations of His Association—
Underselling is Prevented.

Secretary E. M. Trowern of the Retail
Merchants’' Association of &oronto told
to The World yesterday that his asso-
ciation did control the prices o nsome
articles. He however qualified it by
stating that it was not done on staple

articles Iike flour and sugar.

“If an article is turned out from a
factory to sell at 15 cents,” said Mr.
Trowern, “we do all we can to prevent
the cutting of that price. First we go
to the manufacturer and ask him tc
bring his pressure to bear to prevent
it. It he fails we leave it optional
with him whether he will sell the art-
icle to the man cutting the prices or
to our merchants. This underselling is
is usually done as bait or a decoy in
order to advance the sales of other art-
icles in the underseller’s store. It
hurts our merchants in this way, that
the customers think they are being im-
posed upon if they are charged 15 cents
for an article whi¢h a.man is selling as
a bait near by for 10 cents. We are
endeavoring to establish the one-price
system, which would be a good thing
for everybody.”

“I think as a matter of fact, myself,”
said' Mr. Trowern, ‘“ that these acco-
ciations, when the thing is sifted right
down to the bottom, are really trade
regulators. What a combine really is
to my mind is something which is ex-
tortionate in its prices, It is necessary
in all businesses that neither extremeé
should be reached. ‘

“I think that some combines are for
the good of everybody, from the manu-
facturer down to the workingman and
the consumer, All derive benefits which |
they would not receive if the associa-
tion was not present to proteet trade.

“The government is just as bad a
combine. It prevents a man making
a business of delivering letters in the
city. .  He could deliver them and gain
money at the rate of half a cent a let-
ter, whereas they say that letters must
be delivered by the postoffice at the
rate of two cents each. They will not
even permit the selling of stamps half
a cent cheaper than  the prescribed
price. That, too, they hold to be ille-
gal.  The differencé between the oper-
ations of the government and the com-
bines is not greatly different.”
