Bonds From a Trust Company.
Ottawa, Dec. 12.—The Department of
Customs has completed arrangements fo:
the placing of all officers handling money
under fidelity bonds to be furnished by
a trust company. In the past persona:
bonds have been accepted, but in the casc
of defalcation it has been found difficult,
and in some cases impossible, to realize
upon them. The new arrangement contem-
piates the division of the country into four
districts, the Maritime Provinces, Quebec,
Ontario and West, each district will
be assigned to one or more British or
Canadian guarantee companies.

HIS STOMACH RECONSTRUCTED.

John Gettsch’s Digesting Machinery
Repaired at St. Joseph’s Hospi-
tal im Omsahn,

Omaha, Neb,, Dee. 12.—John Gettsch of
Norfolk, who, had lived for 18 months on
food conveyed to the stomach by means of |
a rubber tube, was placed upon an operat-
ing table yesterday and had the artificial
orifice in his stomach closed and complete-
ly mended, for the gréater portion of his
iuternal economy had been turned, twisted,
kreaded .and all but removed by Dr, Gal-
braith, The operation was witnessed by
several members of the hospital staff and
many lay spectators,

Gettsch’s troubles began about two years
ago, when he swallowed a quantity of con-
centrated lye.. The agony over, it was
found that a stricture of the throat had
resulted, and the swelling continued until
this organ was abeolutely useless and
Gettsch could swallow nothing.

At St. Joseph’s Hospital Dr. Galbraith
performed the operation of gastrotomy.
The walls of the stomach were sliced and
a rubber tube was inserted, This operation
was performed a year and s half ago, and,
since then, the patient was satisfled to
take his flood through the tube. He be-
ceme fat, cheerful and optimistie.

At length, however, he grew hungry for a
bite to eat. In order to satisfy his appe-
tite he first masticated the: prescribed foods
between his teeth, and then fed himself
through the tube. But even this process
fyiled, New hopes were held out to him
of complete recovery. Another operation
was suggested, and, with his usual nerve,
he consented again to submit to the knife
of the surgeon.

Six weeks ago he arrived at the hospital
and Dr. Galbraith began to prepare him
for the operation of to-day. It was neces-
sary, first of all, to cure the stricture, After
a week or so of careful dleting, the stric-
ture was treated through the orifice In the
stomach.

When this had been ac lished, it
remained only ‘to perform tmn’ul op'eraf
tion. The inner, or stomachic wall, which,
at the former operatiom, had been opened,
and fastened against the abdominal wall,
was cut away, The intestines were then re-
adjusted and the walls of the aperture in
the stomachic wall were stitched together,
After that, the cut in outer, or abdomian]
wall, was sewed up, and Gettsch Iy once
more almost a normal man,

FRANCE’S PIN-PRICKING POLICY.

That the candid utterances of Sir Ed-
mund Monson, British Ambassador at
Paris, were not made indiscreetly, but
designedly, is evident from the speech
of Mr. Joseph Chamberlain at Wake-
field in Yorkshire on /Thursday last.
During the course of hie remarks the
Secretary of State for the Colonies ex-
pressed substantially the same opinions
as those that had been previously made
by Sir Edmund Monsor. Mr. Chamber-
lain referred in detail to some. of the
petty encroachments and molestations
which for years back Emgland has ex-
perienced at the hands of France. The
catalog of such harassments is a long
one- .

In every detail of Egyptian administma-
tion French influencce has been employ-
ed to hamper and embarrass England’s
representatives at Cairo and to delay the
progress of Egypt f. “Even the vast
surplus which® Lord Cromer's ability,
ekill and economy had heaped up for
the Egyptian people has been withheld
from application to the further develop-

.ment of the country. The fishing rights

which the French secured under the
Treaty of Utrecht have been made the
basis of demands put forward seeming-
ly with ne other purpose but to injure
Newfoundland and to humiliate the
Mother Country. For three years the
British Government has been put to
great expense to protect the Hinter-
lands of its West African colonies from
French aggression, In Madagascar the
conventions guaranteeing British trade
have been torn up by the French. The
attitude of the latter has been the same
wherever Englishmen have come in con-
tact with them, whether in Siam, Tunis,
Abyssinia or China; Major Marchand’s
seizure of Fashoda was but the latest
of a series of incidents in which Fremch
influence has been exerted and French
designs have been pushed without re-
gard to British susceptibilities or in-
terests. If the Fremeh are exasperated
at the candor of the British Ambassa-
dor they may put the blame upe¢n ome
of their own newspapers, Le in,
which furnished Sir Edmund Monson
and Mr. Chamberlain with the material
for their remarks. It was this paper
that originated the phrase “a policy of
pin pricks,” applying it to France's at-
titude towards Great Britain. Le Matin
thus referred to the relations between
the two countries, “We have inaugurat-
ed,” it says, “the policy of playing tricks
on Great Britain, a policy which had no
definite object, and which was bound to
turn out badly. We now find ourselyes
confronted by a people who have, at
last, been exasperated by the continual
pin pricks which we have given them.”

TELL-TALE STATISTICS.

‘According to an official statement
made by the Canadian Department of
Customs for use before the Joint Com-
mission, we learn that our total exports
to Great Britain amount to $93,002,901
per annum and to the United States
$39,760,084. Our imports from Great
Britain amount to $32,308.303, while
those from the United States amount to
$78,263.504. Of the articles imported
free of duty 72.5 per cent. comes from
the United States and 17.7 per cent.
from Great Britain. -On the percentage
basis 65.92 per cent. of our exports go
to Britain and only 28.18 to the United
States. The rate of Canadian duties
upon United States imports is lower
than upon the imports from Great
Britain and other countries. Canada
has given to the United States 72 1-2
per cent. of her entire free list, and
while admitting $40,589,424 of United
States imports free of duty but $14,-
003,287 of Canadian products were per-

mitted to enter free into the United

Americans.
