No importance is attached to the report
of an injury to her machinery, -the theory
being .that she is merely going slowly in
consequence of the heavy sea, which is
consequently responsible for the delay.

An amusing statement appeared in a
local paper this afternoon, in which an. al-
leged rumor was published to the effect
that the delay was due to the capture of
the Gelderiand on the high seas by a Brit-
ish squadron, or to deliberate damage to
her machinery by a mercenary. Naturally,
these statements only provoked the laugh-
ter of those who read them.

Short, But Terrific.

At Lavergne, 16 miles south of here, on
the Nashvilie, Chattanooga and Si. Louis
Road, the velocity of the wind was marvel-
Ovs, and from best reponts lasted only
ebout 20 seconds. In this short time about
35 dwellings were turned into kindling
wood. The loss of life is small compared
with the miraculous escapes made. The
wind made a swath about 200 yards wide
thru the middle of the town. The La-
vergne High School and the depot, the two
largest buildings, were laid flat on the
ground. The loss of these bunldings is
piaced at §7000. The railroad lost four sec-
tion houses also, each vaiued at $900.

The Viectims,

The victims of the tornado are: George
Robertson and his 6-months-old child. Mr.
Robertson's house, which was al very strong
log structure, was im the middle of the
Path of the storm, and was laid flaf on the
ground.

A Marvelous Escape.

Mrs. Robertson's escape was marvelous.
When found the unfortunate mam was pin-
ned across the back by a large timber, and
a greal scar was on the back of his neck:
No mark could be found on the body of the
child. Both are thought to have met in-
stant death. 5

In almost every home there were several
injured.

In Willlamson County great damage was
dome, but the town of Framklin escaped
with comparatively small loss.

Houses and timber in Sumner County also
suffered considerably, but first reports sent
out from Gallatin Were exaggerated.

How to Make Good Bread.

Writing in the November Forum, Dr. H.
W. Wiley, a noted pure food advocate, re-
lates that among all the exhibits of bread
and’bread-making at the Paris Exposition
the one which interested him most was a
system of milling and baking combined.
This system has a double purpose: (1) To
make the flour more palatable and more
nutritious than that made by the ordinary
roller mill, and (2) to make it immediate-
ly before baking, so as to secure for the
loaf a flour which is absolutely fresh. It
is well known that all food substances
when ground to a fine powder have a ten-
dency to become oxidized. As is the case
with coffee, which is best when freshly
roasted and freshly ground, so it is with
cereal flour, w{\lc is never %0
aromatic, 8o alatable or so nu-
tritious as at the moment when it is
first made. The Schweitzer system of mill-
ing and bread-making secures the two
points mentloned above. In Paris a mili
and an attached bakery on a somewhat
large scale illustrated the method which
is employed in supplying bread to a popul-
ous community. Another installation was a
form of apparatus adapted for use
on & farm or in a small com-
munity. So - perfect s the milling
system employed- that the smallest mill,
intended. for use on a farm and driven by
the hand as a coffee mill would be rua,
makes flour fdentical in composition with
that made by the largest machine. 'The
Schweitzer system, in regard to the milling
operations, is a réfurn to the old systewm
of milistones, with the exception that cor-
rugated steel grinders take the pléce of
the millstones of the olden days. -These
grinders are so accurately adjusted as to aa-
mit of the making of the finest flour, while
avoiding actual contact of the two
grinding surfaces. 'The simplicity of .the
apparatus, its cheapness and the ease with
which it can be installed commend this
system particularly for domestic use and
for the supply of villages and small com-
munities. © Nevertheless, it is capable of
being operated on an extensive scale, as is
demonstrated by the large establishment at
La Villette, Paris, where more than 100,-
000 pounds of bread are made per day
from flour not more than 24 hours old.

Of those two, both of whom first con-
nubiated with the British, and then went
over to thelr enemies, one Davis has elim-
inated himself from the righit to speak for
either Boers or Americans, and, therefore,
only Richard Harding Davis is left. For
him I will say what too many Americans
refuse to say for me—that he was as hon-
est, comsclentious and self-respecting in
what he wrote from Boerdom as he has
been known to be in whatever else he has
done thus far in his gemi-public career.
But, Lord! how lonely he was in South Af-
rica, where one Consul forgot his duty to
be fair and impartial, where another one
did business with the Boers, and “grew
blind to his duty, and where a few raen,
who called themselyes Irish first and Am-
erican last, went to help the Boers, pre-
cisely as they would have gone to help
the devil, if he had been fighting England.

American Trade.

But these, you say, were all mining men—
of that class which the lying and ignerant
say ‘‘got up the war.”” Very well, drop
them, then, and ask Mr. MacCorkindale,
head of the New York Life Insuramce Co.,
in South Africa, and Mr. Lindley, general
manager of the interests of the Equitable
Life, in that half-continent. They drew
more money from the Boers than from the
Knglish, French, Germans, Americans,
Hindoos and Malays combined. Let me tell
you whether I was right in what 1 said
about the Boers—whether I and neanly
every American on that soil were right, or
whether Richard Harding Davis was right,
and all the leading Americans down there
were Wrong.

Go to Cape Town, Kimberley, Durban
and the other capitals, where Americans
are either leading merchants or are among
the leading ones. They do as much business
with the Duteh as with the English, But
ask where they stood, ask what were their
views: let them tell you what they knew
of the 18 years of conspiracy to turn the
English out, and the 12-year refusal to
grant them the most ordinary rights wher-
ever the Dutch were in power. Go among
the railroad men, theatrical men, the pro-
fessional men, the clerks—wherever there
was an American—and you will find that
all detested the Boer.

Go among American correspondents—
James Barnes, Scull, Jenkins, MacKera.
Why were they all of one mind—the nstal
dominant American way of thinking about
the Boer? I never knew but one corres-
pondent ‘who was pro-Boer, and he was - a
Scotchman. He was aggressively pro-Boer
as long as he knew nothing about the
Boers.

Millions Spent Every Year by Sports-
men in Grouse Shooting and
Deer Stalking.
From The Pall Mall Gazette. {
It is someth like 80 years since the !
late John Leech, in tbe pages of Punch, |
depieted a sportsman resting on a beathery |
knoll and chutting to his keeper. He had
been ‘totaliiug' up in his mind’s eye what
would be the fall bill for his annual shoot-
ing holiday, and made the somewhat start-
ling explamation to the old Highlandman
that “every dead bird In the bag will have
cost him half a guinea.” ‘‘Mercy on us,
sir!” was the response, “IUs a good thing

we. didna’ get ony mair o’ them!” Since
that period grouse shooting bas  become
more fashionable, and tho ‘the orthodox
way of determining the rent 1s a gulnea
per_live brace—tbat. is, a mwoor that wil
yield 400 brace drawing 400 guineas—yet
many side luxuries, sucn as a bit of good
salmon or trout nshing, u nice yaclting
anchorage, good roads 1or cycling, or prox-
tmity to- gotf links, will add to the above
charges quite 100 guineas more. Keepers'’
warcs will be fully included in the avove,
unless under special circumstances, the
landlord, of course, having the full ser-
vice of the latter thruout the rest of the
year, when he will possibly send in large
numbers of Tabbits and other game. 'L'ue
rent having been paid by cheque before-
band to the London grouse agent, the real
work of disbursement commences. If the
Jessée has been unused to the gun he will
require a pair of new fowiing pleces, us
notwithstanding the quickness wiih which
bréechloaders can be charged every man
is supposed to have an attendant loader
with spare gun at hand.  This will cost
him from £120 to £160. In the guumroom, as
gh\mi for guests, there wil be required

Plate and liten
are usually hired from London, and for
three months will, with carriage of the lat-
ter to London laundries and back, but lit-
tle washing being done _at the_ lodges,
amount to £50, possibly £25 more If the
party is a large one and a full stay be
made at the end of October for deer stalk-
ing or salmon fishing, Horses and car-
riages are now almost invariably hired
from London posting masters, together
with services of a relable coachman, and
the bill for such will break well into an-
other hundred pound note.

TO PAY DELAGOA AWARD.

About Five Million Dollars Has
Been Deposited in a London
Bank for the Purpose.

London. Nov. 21.—The award of $3,062.-
£00, with interest at 5 per cent., from June
25, 1889, r.nade by the arbitrators in the
matter of the seizure of the Delagoa Bay

Railway by Portugal, will be paid to the
claimants to-day or to-morrow, in addition
to the prinecipal of the award and the in-
terest thereon, which makes a total of about
$5,000,000. Portugal paid $140,000 on ac-
count of the seizure in 1840.
The Portuguese Government has deposit-
ed securities valued at $5,000.000 in a Lon-
don bank, in the name of Ambassador
Choate. A large proportion of the award
goes to the widow of Col. McMurdo, an
American, who, with a number of English
capitalists, built the road and operated it
until the i’orrugueso Government arbitrar-
ily violated the concession it had granted
and seized the line.

PELLETIER HAS NAPOLEON’S CLOCK.

Canadian Officer Who Landed Boer
Prisoners at St. Helena Got a
Valuable Souvenir.

Quebee, Nov. 21.—Among the valuable
souvenirs brought home by Lieut.-Col. Pel-
letier from his trip to South Africa, is a
clock formerly the property of Napoleoa I.,
during his captivity at St. Helena, Upon
leaving Cape Town with the 1st Canadian
contingent, Lieut.-Col. Pelletier recaiived in-
structions to stop at St. Helena to hand
over 200 Boer prisoners to the military
authorities at that place. <While on the
isiand Lieut.-Col. Pelletier visited = the
Roman Catholic Chapel at Longwood, and
upon leaving the eacved edifice met Father
Danes, the chaplain. The latter, wupon
learning that the brave colonel was a Cana-
dian, seemed to take great Interest in lim,
and escorted him over the place, showing
him, among other things, the guarters
formerly occupied at Longwood by Na-
poleon I., his bedroom and the bed which
the French Emperor occupied while a
priconer om the 'sland. As the colonel was
about taking his departure Father Dunes
presented him with the clock, which is ac-
companied by a parchment, which perfect-

ly establishes its authendelty.

ROUNDING-UP OF CHICAGO CROOKS.

Patrolmen of the Windy City Gath-
