OVER A MILLION POUNDS

Ottawa, June 21.—~(Canadian Press).

selling the sugar at grgss’ profits of
approximately 13,8 per cent. in the
case of granulated sugar and 28.6 per
cent, on sales of yellow sugar, The
board has already recorded its opinion
that an average of five per cent. over
refiners’. prices .is all. the protit that
should be taken on sugars,

Say Stocks Too Big.

Following Information given to the
board of commerce by a Toronto
newspaper, a ruling of the board of
commerce today states an Iinvestiga-
tion was conducted into sugar trans-
actions by the H. P, Eckardt firm
culminating in a formal appearing be-
fore .the boaird on June 14 last. The
board 'takes note of the firm's expla-
nation that they were compélled to
buy yellow sugar in order to get
granulated, ‘and were then unable to
diepose of this yellow sugar at a rea-
sonable profit. . But the board’s opinion
is that the quantities on hand in Mr.
Eckardt's posseession in' the week
ending February 28 last, namely, 248,-
520 pounds of granulated, approxi-
mately sufficlent for six weeke' sales,
and 1,066,710 pounds of yellow gugar
was an unfalr accumulation,

For Attorney-General.

The parliamentary appropriation for
Canada’s share in the league of na-
tions was over sixty thousand' dol-
lars.. Our meémbership of the league
has been heralded as the final proof
of our arrival at the status of equal
nationhood with the United Kingdom,
the United States, and every other na-
tion in the world. ‘As Mr. Moyls polnts
out in & letter to The World, Canada
led the western. hemisphere in the
fight to save liberty and democracy,
It ghe chooses she can give leadership
to the new world's' participation in
7the league of nations, the object of
which is to liberate mankind from the
curse of war, to reduce armaments,
to ensure open treaties and their ob-

They did} this
in consideration of a promised wage,
They knew little about the market for
the product they were making, and
probably 'feared over-production.

One remedy suggested is that labor
shall share’ with cupital in the man-
agement of industry, This may be
considered impracticable by the men
who build the factories and naturally
want to run them in their own way,
Yet these same men endeavor to

servance, to set up a court of interna-
tional justice, and to give backward
races & fair deal.

Ex-President Taft and Mr. Hoover;-
both pro-leaguers, profess to see in
the selection of Warren Harding as the
Republican candidate for the presi-
dency an assurance that the United
States will presently enter the league,
and thus justify the hopes of the
allies. Leadership of this half of {he
world in the league's work means
somigthing more than a merely official
adhesion to it. The democracies for
which the earth has been made safe
must have, relatively, as keen an ap-
preciation of the league's objects as
they had of tﬁe issues of the war. If
Canada is to give a new lead, the
Canadian people must know more than
that parliament has appropriated
$60,000 for official expenses in con-
nection with the league.

In Britain the League of Nations
Union ‘has been formed to promote
the public opinion, which is the only
sure anchorage of the league. The
union wants $5,000,000 for its propa-
ganda, They do these things wisely
over thére. The union ranks the league
covenant, historically, with Magna
Charta and the constitution of the Unit-
ed States, and it declares that the
statesman having given us the cove-
nant, it is the people who must glve
life to the league. The driving’ force
to this end is to be the League of Na-
tions Union in all the nations of the.
league.

What driving force in honor of Can.
ada’s membership of the league has
begn developed in Canada? The allo~-
cation of $60,000 seems to have no re-
lationr to the development of public
opinlo!x. Hundreds pf town’s meetings
were held in England soon after -1
formation of the union. Leaders of
publi¢ opinion in every department of
political, social and educational activ-
ity joined the oratorical army. in many
places the meeti: were reported to
have been the greatest ever ‘'held.
Political opponents wied with each
other in supporting the effort to outlaw
war,

If there has been propaganda for
Canadian appreciation of Canada's
place in the league, little has been
‘heard of it, beydhd a few speeches by
Mr. Rowell, which have not aimed to
create any permanent drganization. We
have all believed that the war gave the
final historical imprimatur to Cana-
dian nationality, The league has given
us & chance to take a new places in
intemationality. But we hafe not done
it a8 far &s the public consciousness
i€ concerned. And, so far, there is no
sign that public men have become
seized by a new ambition to stimulate
the reflection and action of their com-
patriots in thig very potential matter.

Not long a4go some Canadian sol-
diers were quoted by a writer in The
Manchestey Guardian as saying that
nearly all the English novels ought to
be scrapped because ithe hero mnever
‘makes his own liying but hangs around
waiting for some old woman to die
and leavé him her money, Kven Dick-
eas fell under the ban, altho he was
4 hard worker himself and kept the
nose of his favorite hero, David Cop-
perfield, to the grindstone as a par-
liamentary reporter, The incident has
led - a Mr, St. John Ervine to discuss
the general dquestion ‘of art as i+ is
viewed in the mother country and the
materialistic puritanism which he finds
rampant in Canada and the United
States,

Mr, Ervine, it appeans, recently whil-
ed away . his time when Journeying
from Cincinnati to Toronto by read-
ing a magazine published on the other
side, but luxgi'ly circulated in Canada,
which he believes is responsible for
what he considers the ‘Canadian sol-~
dier’s narrow outlook, In this maga-
zine the hero was always a successful
business man., He was an efficiency
expert, a high pressure salesman or
some other kind of industrial wizard
‘Who had no time for arnt or romance,
The villain was always an antist or
& poet who was foiled at the very
moment when he had almost succeed-
ed in persuading the heroine to attend
a lecture by a foreign novelist, 'The
businesslike hero took ‘time enough
to rescue the heroine at this crucial
moment, and after that she rivaled
him in her devotion to Big Business,

Mr. Ervine says a man is not inter-
esting because of his occupation, but
because of his character disposition,
passions and weaknesses, He believes
Hamlet to be one of the greatest liter-
ary creations in spite of the faet that
he never. worked for a living or even
looked for a job. Mr., Ervine even
goes as far as to suggest that some
spice of wickedness is needed to make
a hero interesting.

HELP THE LEAGUE. OF NATIONS,

Editor World: I have just received

which containg information in regard
to the league as the only safe plan
of dealing with international diffeul-
tles. May I ask your attention to the
words of Lord Robert Cecll in the
house of commons: “The league must
8o on, for it is the s=ole hope of per-
manent peace., If possible, certainly
we desire American co-operation, but
if the United States decides not to
take part in this international effort,
then we must go on. The burden will
be greater upon us and upon other na~
tions, but our people, and I have no
doubt the people of Europé, will face
the burdens as they faced those that
fell upon them during the war,” Sir
Donald Maclean in the house of com-
mons put the following question to
the government: “May we take it
that, whatever happens to other coun-
tries, there will. be no slackening of
the determination of his majesty's
government to do all in their power to
take the lead in seeing that the league
of nations becomes an effective in-
strument of human progress?*' Mr.
Bonar Law replied, “My friend need
have no' doubt of that, and I think
it would be a mistake to assume that
all possibility of help from the United
States must be given up.”

The Daily Express of London as-
serts that the‘league is dead, This
is doubtless in the spirit of the phrase
that “the wish is (father to the
thought.” It does but make clear to
the whole world how determined fy
the aim of certain reactionary influ-
ences of Great Britain and of gonti-
nental Europe, whose exploiting of
profiteering interests are threatened
by fhe league, to prevent the league
from performing its service to hu=
manity, Notwithstanding such hind-
rances a number of important steps
have already béen taken by the
league, while much move would have
been done had not such difficulties
firet to be overcome,

I would urge that as Canada led
North America in the fight for world
freedom and safety, so we can now\
lead America in thig-new .era of civ-

DAY IN PARLIAMENT

Ottawa, June 21—(Special).—Suff-
clent forelgn orders to keep Canadian
shipyards engaged for two years are
sald to be in sight, if-~the govern-
ment's plan for encouragement of
shipbuilding, announced today, is ac-
cepted by parlfament. The govern-
ment's proposal, being summarized, is
that the minister of finance may be
authorized by\-the governor-in-council
to endorse prémissox'y notes drawn by
the purchaser in favor of the ship-
builder for 50 per cent. of the pur-

chaee price in cases where the remain-
ing half of the cost has been provided
for, this to apply to vessels of more
than 8,000 tons, and the vessels to be
mottgaged to the government for the
full amount of the notes endorsed and
to be registered in Canada without
right of “tranefer until the mortgage
has been cleared off. '
- Bellef that sueh assistance wil] bring
heavy forelgn ‘orders to Canadian
vards is largely basédupon the know-
ledge that ¥rance has decided to build
up a large mercantile marine and is
endeavoring to place orders in the
Dominion. Up to the present this has
been very difficult because of the ob-

dlvision. In supporting his mosion,
Senator Power pointed out that the
rate had once been four per icent, and
could be changed now by order-in-
council. Today the government, was
paying six per cent, for outside loans
and only taree to its own people. The
Canadian banks were enabled, as a
result of this, to keep their rates
down to three per cenl, so that the
government was really preventing the
people from recelving adequate in-
terest on their deposits, .

Contrary Arauments,

Benator Bostock supported Senator
Powcor, wut called attention to the fact
that savinge certificates, thru which 1he
people could secure five. per cent. were
lssued. 1In the opinion of Senator Tur=-
riff, the banks could pay four per cunt,
witho® inconvenience. Senator Belnue
argued against the motion, saying that
in England and France no interest vas
paid on deposits and that the intercst
was lower In the United States than in
Canada. Sir Jas, Lougheed claimed the
Dominfon government savings baaxs
were merely a convenience for the people,
and were not inywnded to rival chartercd
private banks. If the government ralsed
Its rates, the result would be an Ineraage
in the bank rates, which might seriously
disturb business conditions,

Dr. J. Malcolm Maclaren, the noted
writer on the gold mines of the world,
says that there are two types of quartz,
both auriferous, on the ChaNipion Reef:
The older is dark bluish-gray, with a
vitreous lustre; the younger, due to
the intrusion of diabasic dikes, is
white and opaque. The gold ocours
for the most part in the former.

The Ontario Bureau of Mines de-
olares that the gold ores of West
Shining Tree were probably. derived
frory solutions associated with and fol-
lowing the ‘eruption of the Algoman
gramite, and prior to the Keweenawan
diabase intrusion. In another place it
is sald that the diabase has had no
influence on the gold formation. This
dietum is not convineing, and sev-
erdl other experts support Dr. Maclar-
en's view as to the effect of diabase
dikes. :

It is now believed that the Ribble
‘vein is four milés long. Tt is folded
in the:same manner as the Champion
Reef, and, judging by the high values
obtained from the surface to the 200-
foot level, $20 ore should come in at
greater depth. The Ribble is also)
identical with the reef in its relation to
the diabasic flows. Diabases appear to,
be of different dges; the older associ-
ated with gold, the younger with sil-
yver.

At the fabulously rich Croesus, in

the township of Munro, we find a dia-
base dike in very close association
with the gold. There are diabase
dikes on the Matachewan Gold and
Lake Matachewan, both rich proper-
ties, and on the Matachewan Rand
there is much evidence to show that
the gold came in because of a dia-
basic flow. We know that igmeous ac-
tivity makes fracture and generates
heat. It is always considered to pro-
mote the deposition of metal. The
diabases of Shining Tree are a phase
of this activity. In age they probably
are only a little younger than the Al-
goman granite. They appear, indeed,
to have been the principal agents in
transferring the gold from the granite
magma to the various veins in which
it is now found. All the experts agree
that the rolls, or folds, such as found
on the Ribble, are a very favorable
sign of high-grade ore.
