This was rep lac- 
eded and the same treatment was given 
the fourteenth and so on up to the sixth 
and still nothing was discovered.

Fearing the continuance of thç opera­
tion along those lines would- prove fatal 
that process was, stopped and a probe 
was brought into use, and* it’located an 
obstruction at the fourth' Vertebrae.

He 
could have got away had he wished, but 
he stayed to face the end, genuinely re­
gretting the pain he hid caused others 
and willing to pay the penalty.”

Rev. Mr. Heeney entered Krâfchenko’s 
cell at eleven o’clock last night, and 
throughout the night he and the pris­
oner prayed every hour,—now Heenev, 
now Krafchenko. At four o’clock Kraf­
chenko suddenly stood

then “ready,” was blurted out and he 
collapsed unconscious on his prison bed.

From that moment up to within ten 
minutes of his execution, he remained 
unconscious Doctor Carscallen and sev­
eral guards attending him.

At 6.85 he was brought from his cell, 
to the place of execution, attended by 
two guards. . He mounted the twenty or 
so steps to the scaffold, and when half 
way up he sadly smiled and murmered 
to one of the guards that he did not feel 
very well. He took, his place on the drop 
and then threw back his head to send 
a long hair back from his eyes. In a mo­
ment the black cap was on, and the 
noose adjusted.

Rev. Mr. Heeney began to recite a last 
prayer, and within a few brief seconds, 
and while the clergyman’s lips were still 
moving; Arthur Ellis suddenly threw 
over the lever, the drop was sprung, and 
Krafchenko died.

Krafchenko maintained his innocence 
of the actual murder to the last. Eleven 
minutes later the body was cut down 
and a coroner’s jury assembled, viewed 
the body and delivered their verdict. As 
they left the room, the jailor quietly 
tered and placed beside the body a few 
tall white lilies sent by some anony­
mous friend. The funeral will take place 
at two o’clock this afternoon, within the 
jail yard.

SUITS FOR SHIPWRECKS

(London Tit-Bits)
Since the tragedy of the Titanic hun­

dreds of ideas and inventions have been 
brought before shipping companies and 
the boa'rd of trade authorities, with the 
object of minimizing the risk of life at 
sea. Perhaps the most ingenious of these 
ideas is a combination of life-belt and 
suit made of water tight canvas, which 
envelops the whole person. The suit has 
sleeves ending in gloves, and there is a 
port hole in the head, which can be 
closed when the weather is rough. When 
this port-hole is closed air enters through 
a tube above the head, this tube being 
so constructed that no .water can enter.

Furnished with this device, it is said 
that a passenger might be thrown into 
mid-Atlantic and live in comfort for 
many days, while waiting to be picked 
up, for the suit can be equipped with 
sufficient! food and drink to keep a ship­
wrecked passenger alive for a week or 
more. *

A man or woman using this device 
stands with feet in a sort of bucket, 
which forms the base. This bucket takes 
in a certain quantity of water, which 
acts as ballast and keeps the life-saver 
and its occupant upright.

Furthermore, the apparatus is provid­
ed with a revolver and signal lights 
with which the shipwrecked passenger 
can signal for help by day or night. At­
tached to the apparatus are ropes by 
which two or three people can keep 
themselves afloat if they have not the 
good fortune to have one of these life­
saving suits.

The suit is the invention of a German 
named Gustave Hern rich, and he de­
clares that it will deprive shipwreck of 
all its tenors in all circumstances.

Still a Land of Promise
Some time ago two brothers in Jaffa 

—the apostolic Joppa, where the hungry 
Peter had the vision of things to be eat­
en descending in a sheet from heaven— 
formed an apiary on novel principles. 
They conceived the idea of furnishing 
the bees with the material for honey­
making purposes through eight months 
of the year. Camping first at a low alti­
tude they waited until the flowers of 
that locality were over, and then con­
veyed the hives on camel-back to a high­
er place, thus following up the consecu­
tive Blossoming of different flowers. 
They were even able to separate the 
honey of these over-worked bees into 
“orange-blossom honey," “thyme honey” 
and so on with each succeeding flower. 
The experiment has been sufficient to 
show how very capable is this ancient 
land of honey production. By using 
modern extracting machinery and re­
placing the combs one hundred hives 
were made to yield six tons of honey in 
the year. This is nearly three times as 
much honey per hive as the maximum 
yield on the honey farms of Australia 
and America.

COURTENAY BAY

It is announced that the construction 
of wharves on the western side of Court­
enay Bay will begin the first of next 
May. The board of trade committee 
which inspected the work being done by 
the Norton Griffiths Company reports 
that good progress is being made on the 
breakwater, dredging and other opera­
tions. Because of the existence of a 
ledge of rock it is deemed necessary to 
construct the first wharves some three 
hundred feet farther up the bay than 
had originally been planned. It will be 
necessary to do an enormous Amount of 
dredging in order to complete the basin 
where big steamers may swing in and 
out from the piers which are to be er­
ected. The government engineer said 
the other day that the company would 
he able to complete their contract with­
in the time limit, and it may he hoped 
tlie dredging outfit will be made equal 
to its share of the work. It will now 
be necessary to determine the route by 
which the railway is to come in to these 
piers, and to make the necessary provis­
ion for .bringing freight to the new ware­
houses. Doubtless also a grain eleva­
tor will be required by the time Grand 
Trunk Pacific freight is brought to St. 
John. The next two years should wit­
ness a complete change in the aspect of 
Courtenay Bay, and add very materially 
to the importance of St. John as a great 
national port and a terminus of Trans­
continental railways.

Berlin, June 29—The fact that Hohen- 

zollern princes have never been given to 
long engagements leads an interested 
public to believe the marriage of Em­
peror William’s fifth son, Prince Oskar, 
to the Countess Ina Marie von Basse- 
witz-Levetzow will be celebrated soon. 
No date, however, has yet been set. The 
engagement was announced, as reported 
by cable, on May 26, to the surprise of 
Berlin society, since it means a morgan­
atic marriage, contraiy to the traditions 
of the Hohenzollem family.

There are plenty of instances where 
that tradition was broken, but this will 
be the first time in sixty years that any 
of the Hohenzollems have married be­
neath their rank. King Frederick Wil­
liam III. himself did so in 1824 when he 
married the Countess Harrach after the 
death- of his first wife. Prince Adalbert, 
nephew of Frederick William IV. did so 
when he married a Viennese dancer, 
Therese Elsler. Another and the latest 
instance is that of Prince Albrecht, bro- 
their of Frederick William IV., who 
married Fraulein von Rauch, daughter 
of a former minister of war, in 1868.

The empress is widely credited for 
obtaining the imperial sanction of Prince 
Oskar’s intention to marry the Countess 
Ina, for she believed it to be a true love 

She knew the young woman 
well, for she had served as her maid of 
vf honor until 1918, when the close at­
tachment between her and the prince is 
said to have resulted in her resignation 
of service. She is described as tall and 
graceful, beautiful and of a sunny tem­
per. While her rank Is that of lower no­
bility, her family lineage has been traced 
back as far as 1264 to Bemhardus de 
Bassewicze, and thé title of count dates 
from 1726. She undoubtedly will win 
some new title when she becomes the 
emperor’s daughter-in-law.

She may make her husband a large 
land-owner, as her father, Count Karl 
von Bassewicz-I/Cvetzow, owns six large 
estates in Mecklenburg and Prussia. He 
has for years occupied a prominent place 
in Meckelenburg society and politics 
and has been minister president of the 
little state.

Prince Oskar has had the training of 
a typical Prussian officer. The emperor 
did not send him to a university, as he 
did all the other princes, except Adal­
bert, who is the seaman of the family.

In 1887 he ran for election to the 

House of Commons for Westmorland, 
but was defeated. In 1889 he was elect­
ed to the legislature for Albert, but in 
1890 was defeated. In 1891 he was ap­
pointed to the legislative council and 
tl ere voted for the abolition measure. 
Just previous to the eelction of 1892 he 
was sworn in as a member of the cabinet 
with the office of minister of public 
works and was elected for Albert county 

member of the legislative assembly. 
On the death of Mr. Mitchell he became 
the premier of New Brunswick in De­
cember 1897, retaining the portfolio of 
public works. At the general elections 
of 1892 he was elected for Albert to the 
house of assembly and stood successfully 
for re-election at the general elections 
of 1895 and 1899. He resigned the pre­
miership on August 31, 1900 and was 
elected to the House of Commons for 
Westmorland at the general election in 
the same year. In January, 1904, Mr. 
Emmdrson was called to the privy coun­
cil and appointed minister of railways 
and canals, which portfolio he resigned 
on April 2, 1907. He was re-elected at 
1he general elections of 1904, 1908 and 
1911.

He was one of the ablest men in the 
Liberal party in New Brunswick, and 
with the exception of two elections early 
in his political career, was heartily en­
dorsed by the voters.

From the Biographical Review we 
learn that Mr. Emmerson’s paternal 
grandfather, John Emmerson, was en­
gaged in lumbering and farming in New 
Brunswick during his earlier life, but 
subsequently removed to Minneapolis, 
dying tliere at a good old age. His wife, 
whose maiden name was Maria Tozer, 
lived to be ninety years old. They had 
nine children. Their third child, Robert 
H. Emmerson, father of, Henry R., at­
tended the Baptist Seminary at Fred­
ericton, and later at Acadia, and pre-
