MEETING AT MONTREAL.

At Stanley 8t. Chureh, Montreal,
June 16th, 1876, 8 d'clock, p. m. :

At which time and place the Synod of the Maritime Provinces met,
by appointment of the General Assembly, of the Presbyterian Churcl ir
Canada, and was constituted by prayer by the Rev..R. 8. Patterson, of
Bedeque, P. E. 1., the senior minister of the Body.

Rev. P. G. McGregor was appointed Clerk ad interim. Clerk ad interim

It was then agreed that the Roll be regarded as read, and the Synod pen regarded as
proceeded at once to the choice of a Moderator. ne

It was moved by the Rev. ). McRae, seconded by the Rev. Dr. Moderator
Waters, and unanimously agreed to, that the Rev. R. Sedgwick be chosen cho*"
Moderator. Mr. Sedgwick having beem conducted to the chair, thanked
the Synod for this expression of their confidence, and asked the Synod*to
complete its organization by the appointment of a Clerk or Clerks.

A motion being submitted for the appointment of Rev. P. G. Mr. McGregorde-
McGregor as Clerk, Mr. McGregor declined to be put in nomination, and fhngs nom. s
ssigned reasons for desiring to be relieved. Mr. McGregor's declinature
was accepted.

The Rev. C. B. Pitblado moved, aud the Rev. D. McRae seconded
the motion, that Rev. A. Falconer be appointed Synod Clerk. (

It was moved by the Rev. Thomas Cumming, and seconded by the
lev. L. G. McNeill, that Rev. D. McRae be Clerk.

Mr. McRae having expressed an unwillingness to be appointed, Mr. Glerk chosen.
Falconer Was chosen unanimously, and having thanked the Synod the
il;écrim Clerk retired, and the stated Clerk entered upon the duties of his
oimce, !

P. G. McGREGOR, Clerk ad interim.
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It was moved by Dr. Burns and seconded by the Rev. G. M. Grant,
and heardily gdopted, that a Committee be appointed, to prepare a minute,
e ipressive of this Synod's sense of appreciation of the services of Messrs.
Metiresor and MelMillan, the Clerks of the two late Synods.  The Revds.
Dr. Barns, G.- M. Grant, J. McKinnon and D. McRae, were :lmu’ﬁntod
s.id Commiltee. The following is the minute as subsequently received :

“The Rev. P. G. McGregor having declined to be elected #s Clerk, and the Rev.
Alexander Falconer having been appointed to that office, this Synod would take
the opportunity of recording on its minutes its high appreciation of the very efficient
manner in which Mr. McGregor performed the duties of Clerk in the late Synods of
Nova Scotia and of the Lower Provinces during the long term of 30 years. 1t would
specially note his kindliness of manner toward all his brethren, his readiness at all
times to give them information in all matters connected with his office, and the deep
and active interest whichi he took in all the schemes of the Church.

“Jt would express heartfelt 2 atitude to Gqd that these Synods have been privi
leced iognjoy for so long a time the services of one sa eminently qualified for that
office.

« Tt woald acknowledze the valnable services which he has rendered to the Church

as Agent and Treasurer of her schemes during the last 8 years, and would express the
hope that he may be long spared to serve the Master in this department of His work.

«Tt would also take this opportanity of thanking him for the courteous and
efficient manner in whiuk‘bg performed the daties of ihe Moderator’s Chair, in the
Synod of the Lower Provinats, daring its last three Sessions. 3

“This Synod would in like manner record the efficiency and satisfactoriness with
which the Rev. William MeMillan discharged the duties of Clerk in the Synod of the
Magi#fme Provinces. i connection with the Church of Scotland, daring the last two
yeur®, and the intemion, bat for Lis own declinature, of having him clected as gne of

118 Clerks.”

It was moved by Dr. Waters, and seconded by Rev. A. MecL. Sinclair,
aud acveed to, that the Synod now proceed to appoint the time and place
of the first meetings of Presbytéries, and thas the Moderator of Synod
nowinate the first Modgrators of Presbyteries. The Moderator then
instiucted the several Presbyteries to meet in this Church, and that the
oldest ordained minister present, in each case, act as Moderator.

*
The Synod then adjourned for one half hour, that Presbyteries might
constitute, make up their roll, and report the-same to the Clerk of Synod.
, The Svnod having resumed, the Rolls of Presbyterics were submitted,
and the Synod Roll compored of these was read. and the members present
answered to their names.
