The injured man was conveyed to
station 6, where an examination by Dr.
Young revealed the fact that he was
suffering from concussion of‘the brain,
and was then taken to the hospital
The above officers with Special Officers
Lee and Smith, were detailed to investis
gate, and, from information obtained
from several of the tenants in the block
they arrested Thomas and Martin Beaty,
Thomas F. Foley and John Donahue,
and locked them up in station 6, on sus-
picion of being concerned in the assault.
. When questioned about the affair, they
Ybrusquely said they knew nothing of the
aesault, although three of them admitted
they were in the building at the time.

As far as can be ascertained, the vic-
tim, who was somewhat under the in-
fluence of liguor, was enticed into the
building by the four young men, who
took him up tothe third landing with
the intention of robbing him.

They were evidently frightened away,
however, before they had a chance to
complete their work, for, when the man
was found, one of the pockets in his
trousers was turned inside out, and in
the other was found $4.40 in small change.

THE CANDIDATES.

Last evening the Liberal Conserva-
tives of St. John city and county nom-
inated three men to be the standard
bearers of the party in the coming elec-
tion. The meeting was one of the best
ever held in the hall of the Mechanics’
Institute, thoroughly representative in
its character and full of enthusiasm
for the cause as well as of
loyalty to the British flag. Every-
thing in connexion with the work of
nominating the candidates passed off in
the most harmonious 1anner; there was
not a jaror mote of discord anywhere
and the result of the selection of the dele-
gates when announced was received with
enthusiastic applause.

Hon. Ezekiel McLeod,who is the Lib-
eral Conservative candidate for the city
of St. John,is a native of Kings county, a
barrister of twenty two years standing
and .a Q C. Mr. McLeod became
Attorney General of this province
in May 1882 and was elected
one of the representatives for the
city of St. John in June of the same year.
His government was defeated at the ses-
sion of 1883, and he served in the Legis-
lature for the remainder of his term as a|
member of the opposition. At the gene-
ral election of 1886, Mr. McLeod was de-
feated, Messrs. Ellis and Dr. Berry-
man being elected to represent the city
of 8t. John. At the Dominion general
election of 1887, Mr. McLeod again Jap-
peared as a candidate, this time running
with Mr. C. A. Everett on the
Liberal-Conservative ticket. He was de-
feated receiving 3,628 votes against 3,840
for Mr. Everett, 4,063, for Mr. C. W.
Weldon and 4,136 for Mr. C. N. Skinner.
In the city proper the vote was McLeod
2,003, Weldon 2,370. 8ince then, however,
1,600 new voters have been added to the
city list so that the voting of 1887 has
ceased to be a guide to the result of this
contest. Mr. Ellis, who ran for the city
at the same election, received 2,375 votes
and Dr. Barker 2,162. Mr. Mcleod is a
gentleman of pleasing manners and of
good ability, and has acquired a consid-
erable amount of experience in party
management. With proper organization
and honest work be ought easily to de-
feat Mr, Ellis, should that person be so
unwise as to offer again for re-election.

Hon. Charles N. Skinner,who heads the
county ticket is a native of St. John and
an old campaigner in St. Jobhn county
having run his first election thirty years
ago. . Mr. Skinner was the “boy candi-
date” of New Brunswick politics in 1861
when he was elected a representative of
St. John county. Mr. Skinner repre-
sented the county until 1865 when he
was defeated on the confederation ques-
tion, but he was again elected in 1866
and in 1867 became Solicitor General
holding that office until August 1868,
when he retired from political life taking
the office of Judge of Probates for this
city and county. His next appearance
in public life was at the general election
in 1887 when he was elected one of the
representatives in Parliament for the
city and county of St. John. Mr. Skin-
ner is & witty and fluent speaker, and a
thoroughly loyal man.

Mr. J. Douglas Hazen, the other can-
didate for the county is a native of Sun-
bury county and a barrister at law. He
is quite a young man yet, but has been
mayor of Fredericton and has always
been looked upon a8 & promising can-
didate for parliamenty honors. Mr.
Hazen is a fluent and eloquent speaker,a
clear thinker and a young man of fine
presence and affable manners. He will
make a good representative of this city
and county, the most populous and
wealthy consituency in the maritime
provinces.

Such are the three candidates who
have been chosen at a convention of the
party as fit men to represent the St.
John constituencies in Parliament. It

The following characteristic paragraph
appears in the Globe of last evening:—

The Dominion expenditure in Janu-
ary was $5,290,211. and the revenue was
$3,086,814. This would materially re-
duce the alleged surplur. In fact the
surplus, between consoldidated fund ex-
penditure and capital expenditure, has
wholly disappeared. The government
has borrowed since the commencement
of the fiscal year about $5.000,000; and
the net debt has gone up from $234,131,-
200 to $236,675,916.

Every one is aware that whan the St
Lawrence is closed the revenue becomes
smaller while the expenditures of Jan-
uary, owing to quarterly accounts being
paid is the largest of the year. During
the next three months the surplus which
now exceeds $3,200,000 will be largely
increased. As to the net pnblic debt
that is smaller now then it was at the
close of the fiscal year 1888-9 and of the
fiscal year 1889-90 by about one million
dollars. It will be considerably smaller
at the end of the present fiscal year than
it is now.

Shetland Ponies.

The conventional Shetland pony—
the animal represented in picture-books
—namely, about forty to forty-four inch-
es high, very tight-jointed, and with an
impossible growth of hair all over him,
is just about as bad a type of this famous
race as can well be imagined. From his
build he is generally short-winded and
thoroughly impracticable in his paces.
A South Mainland specimen, on the
other hand, long and rakish in build—
hard-grown, as the saying is—and clean-
limbed, will far surpass his companion
in staying power. One of this hardy
breed—in our opinion the ideal Shet-
land pony—has been known to travel
from Sumburgh to Lerwick and back the
same day, with a tolerably heavy riding
weight, say fifty-six miles altogether of
extremely hilly road. But, minor differ-
ences apart, there are certain character-
istics—unfailing tests, in their way, with
the experienced judge—which go to the
“make up” of a Shetland, as distinguish-
ed from an Iceland or Faroe, pony—e. g.,
a certain unmistakable breadth of build,
set of pasterns, and, more particularly,
an apathetic air which no other breed
possesses. Your “ Sheltie” is not a quick
animal, is inclined to be sleepy rather
than otherwise in his paces, and is, as a
rule, disposed to do no more than he can
help in the way af exertion, though, if
put to it, he evinces great power of endur-
ance, and will go through an immense
amount of work for his size. The Ice-
land variety is altogether inferior, short~
er-lived, narrower in build, and general-
1y fallacious, but, with all this, he is
quicker, livelier, and lacks that air of
pensive melancholy which haunts every
Shetland pony. Our advice is to avoid
the inferior animal, however highly re-
commended. Their price is, roughly
speaking, about half that of the Shet-
lander, but the money is ill-saved. The
average life of an Icelander is about
twelve or thirteen years, while the other
will live to twenty-five or even more.—
The Popular Science Monthly.

« Rainy Day Pastimes.

Children of all ages thoroughly enjoy
the manufacture of mud-pies and other
pastry, and the construction of forts,
castles, moats, trenches, etc. A corner
of the play-room is turned for the nonce,
into & miniature sea-shore; a large
square of bed-ticking or table oil-cloth is
tacked to the floor, and a roomy old
chest half full of sand is brought forward
and unlocked. Within its embrace lie
shovels, patty-pans, and pails:
these are now  distributed and
the children permitted to dig
and delve at will. Exile from this pleas-
ure-ground, if made the penalty for
rough ill-natured or selfish conduct, will
effectually restrain both waywardness
and perversity. The sand may be
slightly moistened to allow easier mould-
ing into shape, or garden soil, carefully
sifted, to free it from worms and gravel,
may be substituted in its place. Some
worn-out millinery will supply the
flower-garden, and bits of evergreeen
answer for trees and the
box of military toys, even when
greatly the worse for countless gngage-
ments will serve to man and fortify the
battlements of the forts. In this way
while the younger ones content them-
selves with shovels, the older ones are
taught to bring their powers of imagina-
tion and invention into play—a great
advantage in itself. But from the out-
set, they must be kept strictly within
the limit of the floor protector; for while
one is willing to allow the children cer-
tain liberties, these must not be abused
to such an extent that their elders
are thereby caused to suffer an-
noyance or inconvenience. Obedience
to this can be made a part of their play
for example the oilcloth is made to re-
present an island surrounded by so

treacherous an ocean that whoever casts
sand into its 8epths is utterly lost; or it
becomes a magical spot in the midst of
ogre-land, where a great hissing dragon
is waiting to pounce upon the first trans-
gressor who is bold enough to intrude
upon his domain.

But even the pleasures of the sand
chest pall after a while and it becomes
necessary to introduce & different pas-
time. While the older children are
busy removing all traces of the disorder
caused by the building and working
with sand—a thing, by the way, which
should always be insisted upon—the
younger ones can begin to rub the inter-
ior of in basins with Some castile soap
which has been slightly moistened.
Castile soap is chosen because more free
from impurities than other grades of
soap, and when rubbed well over the
surface of the basin it will produce suds
sufficiently strong. Pipes are then dis-
tributed, and ds a tribute to cleanliness
each one is marked with the initial of
its owner. A smallamount of water is
then stirred into each basin and the
children are free to indulge in the old
fashioned, but always delightful occupat-
ion, of blowing soap-bubbles. Unless
thesmaller children are provided with
aprons, high-necked and long-sleeves,
made of rabber cloth, this pastime

NOT GOING TO BEHRING SEA
In Case of War, Cruisers Would Be
Needed Near New York.
Wasamarox, D. C., Feb. 5. The Star
says the news which was given outfrom
the navy department yesterday after-
noon, to the effect that the Baltimore
and Pensacola have been ordered to pro-
ceed to Chili, has aroused the theory
that the troubles in Chili are being uti-
lized as an excuse for getting vessels a-
round to the west coast of the continent
for future operations in Behring sea;
but the idea was scoffed at by those who
have studied the situation, and who are
firm in the belief, based upon official

the government was never further re-
moved from warlike demonstrations,
and, further, that whatever operations
might be inaugurated upon the seas
would not have Behring sea as their
base.

If there is to be war between this
country and Great Britain on the seal
question, it will not be fought anywhere
near Behring sea. 1ts main action will
take place in the immediate vicinity of
New York, as the vital centre of the
country, and nothing could be more silly
or suicidal on the part of a government
about to indulge in war then to send the
greater part of itsstrength away from its
most vuluerable point. The first host-
ilities in the Behring sea, if they ever
occur, will be begun by such crafts “as
the Rush and Bear.

latter the speaker hoped he would be
continued in, while he was able for the
duties—a fitting reward for his eminent
services in political life ; and in this hope
he knew all the people joined.

In closing he referred to the C. P. R.
its palatial trains on land; its palace
steamers on sea; by whbich with speed
and comfort we can go round the world,
and for this crowning glory of our com-
mercial empire, he said we are indebted
to those eminent leaders, Sir George

MR. CHAS. A. EVERETT

was loudly called, and heé responded in
an able address, cut short, however, by
the entrance of the committee, who had
by this time chosen three candidates.
Mr. Everett felt that every one present
would endorse the sentiments so nobly
expressed by Sir John, and not only
these present, but every one in the
city and county of St Jobhn,
who ‘was loyal to the erown and
loyal to the best interésts of the country
would endorse them.
