There are thousands of people who are 
in mortal dread of being buried alive 
and of recovering the use of the bodily 
functions while entombed under six feet 
of superincumbent clay. To all such 
grave-annunciator, recently patented, 
will be full of comforting assurance. In­
deed, in this contrivance, a resusciated 
cadaver can announce the good news 
telegraphically with as great ease as a 
Western Union operator can chuckle 
over the wires. Communicating with 
the casket is a pipe in which is placed a 
valve to prevent the gases of decomposi­
tion from escaping. In this tube is a 
circuit-closer connected with a cord, 
which is attached to a ring placed 
upon the finger of the “late lament­
ed.” A wire carried through the 
tube and extending to an electric 
bell located at any suitable point, 
which may be in a watch-house, 
or in the dining-room or bed-chamber o* 
the anxiously awaiting friends, estab­
lishes the necessary electric communica­
tion.—Electrical Review.
