DRIVERLESS TRAIN
DASHES INTO STATION

Sensational Accident at Mon-
treal Accounts for Four
Lives.

Montreal, Que., March 18.—The  ex-
press train from Boston yesterday
when approaching Windsor street sta-
tion was found to be without driver or
fireman, they having jumped from the
engine near Westmount. As a result
the train ran into the station through
the ladies’ waiting room, the engine
being brought to a standstill in the
genera]l waiting room. One woman,
two girls and a boy were killed, About
eighteen persons, all occupants of the
waiting rooms, were hurt, Some of
these are only slightly Injured.

Investigation shows in connection
with the accident that a steam plug
blew out of the Jlocomotive and the
driver and fireman jumped from the

engine. The driver, who injured him-
self while jumping, is still uncon-
scious.

The station has been used for
over twenty years, and during that
time, while about half a million trains
have been handled, this is th€ first ac-
cident.

The dead are: Mrs, Nixon, 144 Ash
avenue, Montreal, aged about 32
years; daughter and son of Mrs.
Nixon, the former about 9 and the lat-
ter about 13 years; Elsie Villieres, of
Montreal, twelve- years.

Mrs, Nixon was the wife of W. J.
Nixon, C. P. R. train dispatcher at
Medicine Hat, and had gone with her
two children to the station "to. meet
her husband, who arrived on the Win-
ripeg train. After the wreck occurred
Nixon had gone home, and finding his
family away returned to the station
for his wife and two children, Their
bodies were identified some hours
afterwards.

POWDER EXPLOSION
CAUSES PANIC IN TOWN

Three Men Dead in Coeur
d’Alene Plant at Wallace,

‘Wallace, Idaho, March 18,—Three
men have been killed in an. explosion
in the plant of the Coeur d’Alene
powder works. All the dead were resi-
dents of Wallace, and employees of the
powder works. Five of the frame struc-
tures, together with the concentrator
of the Coeur d’Alene Concentrating
Company, were wrecked, four of the
powder company’s buildings  being
practically levelled.

Friction on a copper .screen in the
mixing room during the proecess. of
manufacture. is believed to have been
the cause of the disaster, In this room
was stored more than 2,000 pounds of
nitro = glycerine which . exploded, to-
gether with five tons of giant powder
stored .in near-by structures. The ex-
plosion caused a panic in Wallace.

WATER RATES

TWENTY PER CENT JUMP
FOR ALL RESIDENCES

A Compari ;on Between the Ex-
isting Charges and Those
Proposed.

The new séale of water rates was
submitted to the city council Tuesday
night by Water Commissioner Ray-
mur, with the suggestion that it be
put in force from May. 1st. This will
be embodiéd in. a by-law and will then
come before the council for consider-
ation.

There is an |increase .all round in the
rates. The dat rates for residences
are twenty per cent higher than the
existing rates|in each ease except that
of ten to twelve-roomed houses, where
it amounts to only 121% per cent, On
the meéter rateés the advance is marked

Whereas the | old rate was twenty
cents a thousand for the first 5,000 gal/
lons, with a |minimum monthly ac«
count of 70 dents for a five-roomed
house or 85 | cents for a 'six-roomed
house (60 cents and 75 cents with the
discount off), the new rate is §1 for tha
first 2,000 gallons. (90 cents with the
discount deducted.))

Communication in Paris_ Only
Partially Tied Up—Govern-
ment’s Attitude.

Paris, March 16.—The genera] strike
of the telegraph telephone and postal

.empkoyees of the state, votéd with so
‘much enthusiasm last’ night, is turning

out to-day to be anything but effective
and unless there should come some
sudden change for the worse it prom-
ises to be of short duration.

An overwhelming majority of the day
shifts in all the branches of the ser=
vice reported for duty this morning.
Hundreds of men who were present at
the meetings last night apparently had
concluded, after sleeping over the mat-
ter, that they would not run the risk
of losing permanent employment. Nev-
eértheless the various services are more
or less crippled or demoralized to-day.
The main defections occurred in the
telegraph and railway mail services.

At the centra] telegraph offices most
of the operators are this morning sit-
ting behind -their keys with crossed
arms on the pretence that their instru-
ments are out of order. The telephone
system appears to be working normally
but the deliveries of mail occur with
some delay.

The government shows no’signs of
giving in.

Every official refusing to work or dis-

The Japanese claimed they discovers
ed the islands eighteen months ago.

Chinese
temple, . driven .off many fishermen,
burned six  junks, and = continually
threatened .others with death if they
persisted in landing.

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PROVISIONS OF
NEW TARIFF BILL

FIFTY MILLIONS MORE
YEARLY FOR REVENUE

lncreases'Present Duty by Av-
erage Maximum of 20
Per Cent.

Washington, D. C., March 17.—Down-
ward revision, maximum and minimum
provisions, which impose an average
maximum duty of twenty per cent. in
excess of the present tariff and num-
erous provisions by which, it is esti-
mated that the revenue to the gov-
ernment will be increased from forty
to fifty million dollars are the salient

, features of the new tariff bill which

was introduced in the House to-day by
Representative Payne, chairman of the
ways .and means committee. The rec-
ommendations made by President Taft
that an inheritance tax be provided,
and that a limited amount of tobacco
and sugar be admitted free from the
Philippines are included in the bill.

The measure also provides for the is-
guance of Panama canal bonds to the
amount of forty million dollars to re-
imburse  the treasury for the original
purchase of the canal, and re-enacts
the provision for the issue of treasury
certificates. the amount being increased
from onc hundred million dollars to
two hundred and fifty million dollars.

While there is no duty imposed upon
coffee, tea is taxed eight| cents when
imported from the country where it is
produced, and nine cents when from
other than a producing country. The
interna] revenue tax on cigarettes is
materlally increased while the tax on
beer and whiskey is undisturbed. A
cut of fifty per cent. is made in the
steel and lumber schedules! Hides, tal-
iow, cottonseed oil and works of art
more than twenty years old are placed
on the free list.

The tariff on boots and shoes is re-
duced forty per cent and on other
leather manufactures in| proportion.
The pottery sghedule remains about
the same, but the duties on plate glass
of smaller sizes are increased, -while
the duties on the larger sizes are re-
duced.. The tariff on woo] of first and
socond, class, used principally in cloth-
ing, is not disturbed, but on wool for
the hide class, known as lcarpet wool,
it is. reduced on the cheaper grades.
A five ceént reduction is made in the
duties on waste, while wool tops are
assessed 'six cents a pound meore than
the duty on secured wool, which is
unchanged.

The recommendations |[for placing
wood pulp on ‘the ‘free list and reduc-
ing the duties on print paper with cer-
tain restrictigng. ‘made by the Mann
committee of  tl "gt:use are incorpgr-
ated in the bill:" ' The duty on refined
sugar is reduced one five-hundredths

vof a cent a pound and on dextrin one-

half cent. a pound, a reduction of ona-
half cent a pound is also made on.the
duty on starch with the exception of
pot&to starch. Zinc in ore is asséssed
one eent per pound for the zinc con-
tained. . The tariff on pig. iron is re-
duced from $4 to $2.50 per ton.

The principal increases are made in
the duties on lemons, cocoa and sub-
stitutes for coffee, coal tar, dyes,
gloves, and coated paper and litho-
graphic prints. As was expected the
new tariff bill is made on a maximum
and minimum. basis, with the pro-
vision that the maximum rates are not
to go into effect until sixty days after
the passage of the biil. Reciprocity
provisions are contained in the para-
graph assigning duties on the bitum-
inous .coal and coke and agricultural
implements, by which these articles
are given entry free of duty when im-
ported from countries which permit
the free importation of thesé articles
from America.

The inheritance tax provision of the

IRNS

bil] is similar to the New York state
law. . It provides o tax of five per cent
on all inheritances over $500 that are
collateral inheritances or in which
strangers are the legatees. In cases of
direct inheritance the taxes prescribed
are: On $10,000 to $100,000, one per cent;
on $100,000 to $500,000, two per cent,
and on those over $500,000 three per
cent. It is estimated that $20,000,000
annually will be derived from this tax.

The maximum and minimum provi-
sions of the bill does’away with the
necessity of continuing the foreign
trade agreements. The abrogation of
these is provided for in a section which
authorized the president to issue no-
tices of the termination of these agree-
ments and they would then terminate
immediately, while the German agree-
ment would remain in force for six
months. The time which must inter-
vene before the inoperation of the other
reciprocity agreements would become
effective ranges from three months to
one year. A provision in the bill is de-
signed to meet the conditions resulting
from the patent laws of Great Britain
which requires that patentees must
manufacture their articles within
Great ‘Britain. This provision applies
the same rules to patents taken out in
this country by aliens as applies, to
Americans in the country of the aliens.
The drawback privileges are extended
by the biil and the method of valua-
tion on articles upon which tariff im-
poses a valorem duty is board-
ened for the purpose of preventing the
practice of undervaluation.

‘While coffee is retained on the free
list, it 1s with the provision that a
duty equal to any export duty, tax or
charge, that shall be levied by any
country from which it is imported shall
be collected on the coffee imported
from that country. At the hearing be-
fore the committee, and in briefs sub-
mitted, it was contended that Brazil
charges an export duty of five francs
per bag, the revenue from which pays
the interest and semi-annual redemp-
tion of a portion of a loan negotiated
by a state in Brazil, the American por-
tion of the loan being claimed to be
2,000,000 pounds sterling.

ANNUAL REPORT OF
U. S. STEEL CORPORATION

’ < ¥ % e o v
Decrease of . 270 Millions
Shown in Gross Receipts of
Industry.

New York, N. Y., March 17.—The an-
nual report of the United States steel
corporation was made public to-day
and shoaved that for the year ending
December 31, 1908, gross receipts of
$482,307,840 were earned, a decrease of
$274,706,927 from the preceding year.
The net earnings of the corporation
were $91,847,711, a decrease of $69,116,-
963 from the year of 1905.

The report further shows that $16,-
965,181 was appropriated for deprecia-
tion, replacement, and extinguish-
ment of the funds, together with sink-
ing funds on the bonds of subsidiary
companies’ which is a decrease of $10,-
754,563 from 1907.

The interest on its bonds outstand-
ing and the sinking funds of the cor-
poration was $29,247,851, an increase of
$1,250,001 over the previous year. The
report shows that no sums were: set
aside during the year for additional
construction,. which is a decrease of
$54,000,000 from 1907.

The surplus for the year after the
payment of interest, charges, divi-
dends, appropriations, and all other
charges, was $10,342,986, a decrease of
$4,836,851 from 1907,

INDICTMENT IN
CARMACK MURDER CASE

Nashville, Tenn.,, Maren 17.—After
reading the indictment Judge Hart be-
gan his charge to the jury to-day in
the Cooper-Sharpe case, He said in
part:

“While this indictment contains but
one charge upon .its face, it embraces
four distinct felonies—murder in the
first degree, murder in the second de-
gree, voluntary manslaughter and in-
voluntary manslaughter.”

The judge defined the degrees and
concluded: ‘“You enter upon this in-
vestigation with the presumption that
the defendant is not guilty of any
crime, and this presumption stands as a
witness for him until it is rebutted’and
overturned by competent and credible
proof, sufficiently strong to satisfy you
beyond a reasonable dowybt that the
defendant is guilty of some one of the
offences which havé been heretofore
defined and explained to you.”

GOOD SETTLEMENT
ACCORDING TO COURT

Chief Justice Hunter in Decid-
ing Legal Point Gives
Opinion.

S

In chambers Wednesday Chief Jus-
tice Hunter heard an application in
the case of Davidson vs,-Red Fir Lum-
ber Company. The case is one in which
the plaintiff, a young man of nineteen,
employed in the mills:of the defendant
company at Nanaimd,’ had - his arm
taken off by becoming entangled in the
belting while oiling. The plaintiff rep-
resented by J. E. Bird contends that
the accident was due to the machinery
in the mill being unprotected. H., G.
Heisterman, for the company, contends
that the accident was wholly due to the
carelessness of the young man. The
merits ‘'of the case came up only inci-
dentally in connection with the ap-
plication this morning. Mr. Bird, how-
ever, contends on the merits of the
case that the young man had gone
where he did on direct instructions.

Some time ‘'ago  negotiations were
opened for a settlement out of court
of the amount to be paid. Through a
misunderstanding the settlement ar-
rived at by Mr, Bird for a little less
than $2,500 for the young man was not
agreeable, to him. ‘He sought to have
the setflement broken and the case
sent to trial.

The question was a technica] one and
involved searchjng unusua] authorities.

The chief justice could not find any
authority to permit of the disallowing
of the terms of agreement, stating that
Mr. Bird had not been to blame in the
matter when he reached a séttlement.
His lordship, moreover, said that he
felt that an excellent settlement had
been made by Mr. Bird. He thought
the young man should be well satisfied
as he was not likely to get higher dam-
ages than those allowed = under the
Workmen’s Compensation act if he was
successful in court and, moreover, the
defendants were a strong company that
could carry the case to the higher
courts.

On the points of law he could not
see any reason for interfering as ask-
ed but gave the right to appeal from
his decision at the coming sitting of
the full court,

NAVAL DEFENCE
OF EMPIRE

FIRST LORD JUSTIFIES
INCREASED ESTIMATES

————— .

Significant Comparison of the
" British and German Dread-
nought Policies.

{

London, March 17.—“The safety of
the country ‘stands above all other
sacrifices, and no matter what the cost,
the safety of the country must be as-
sured.”

This was the ground upon whizh
Regifald McKenna, first lord of the ad-
miralty, justified the increase of nearly
$15,000,000 - in the navy estimates when
they were introduced by ‘him in the
House ‘of Commons yesterday . after-
noon, 208

‘“No'one could suppose,”. went on Mr.
McKenna, “that the present government
assumed the responsibility of these es-
timates with a light heart,*but there
were cases when even the most deter-
mined economist would have to make
sacrifices.”

It is axiomatic, the speaker continu-
ed, that Great Britain should have to
maintain' a navy sufficiently strong to
ensure Britain’s shores from invasion,
the empire from hostile attempts, and
trade from destruction in.time of war.
The limits of the navy must be fixed
by -the progress of  foreign powers.
Several powers were rapidly develop-
ing their' naval strength at the pre-
sent moment, but‘not one at a pace
to be compared with.Germany,

Mr., McKenna explained that he only
selected Germany as a standard by
which to measure British requirements
for arithmetical purposes, and he did
not presume to offer any expression
of feeling or opinion except one of re-
spectful admiration for. Germany’s
administrative and professional effi-
ciency.

The present difficulty of the govern-
ment lay in the fact that it did not
know the rate 'at which German con-
struction was going on. It was esti-
mated that thirteen German Dread-
noughts and Invincibles might be com-
pleted by 1911, as against 12 Dread-
noughts and four Invincibles which
Great Britain would have by Novem-
ber, 1911, If Germany accelerated her
work she would have 19 of<these. ships
by April of 1912. Great Britain could
not afford to take risks, and if she was
to maintain her superiority, the. ad-
miralty must be in a position t6 ob-
tain the delivery of four additional
Dreadnoughts by March of 1812, thus
giving Great Britain 27 to Germany’s
possible 17, In conclusion, Mr, McKenna
said he considered that the mainten-
ance of superiority depended upon su-
periority of Dreadnoughtsi‘alone.

Immediately the debate on tHe tra¥y
estimates was. conclud®@d: “a ‘hurripd
meeting was called of the members of
the House .representing . the ‘‘small
navy'’ party,  at which the situation
thus unexpectedly revealed was anxi-
ously debated. No  decision. was ar-
rived at, but the speeches showed that
little more will be heard of cheese-
paring so far as the navy is concerned.
On the contrary, it seems that the gov-
ernment will be strongly urged by the
majority of the members of their own
party to make the “conditional” pro-
gramme for additional Dreadnoughts
an absolute building programme,

-It becomes, ag Mr. Balfour pointed
out in a speech yesterday, which great-
ly impressed the House, a question not
of the maintenance of a two power, but
of maintaining a one power standard
in first class battleships. 4 .

“I am forced,” said Mr. Balfour, “to
the conclusion that now for the very
first time in modern history we are face
to face with a naval situation new and
so. dangerous that it is difficult for us
to realize its importance.”

Mr, Balfour declared that according
to his information, which he chal-
lenged Mr. McKennan to refute, Ger-
many hadflaid down last year eight
Dreadnoughts, and she was several
months in advance of her programme.
If Germany continued at the same rate,
he said, the relative position of the
two nations in 1912 would be Great
Britain 20 Dreadnoughts and Germany
21, or if the Germans followed Great
Britain’s new policy of collecting' ma-
terial and armaments beforehand, Ger-
many would have 25 Dreadnoughts.

Mr. McKenna questioned the figures
as being beyond Germany’s construc-
tive power, but Mr, Balfour retorted
that it was difficult to discover what
the Germans were doing.

The sensation caused by the navy de-
bate is reflected in all the editorials
this morning, irrespectnve of party. The
Liberal organs make an attempt to
justify the government's programme as
adequate, but apparently with consid-
erable misgivings. The matter was
warmly discussed in the lobbies of the
House, and the very general opinion
was held that the government would
be supported in their programme.

In connection with the debate on the
naval programme, the Times asserts
that Germany has been working at the
highest pressure in certain dockyards,
both night and day, to push the work
of building battleships.

AKI MARU ' LEAVES.

Havana, - March 17.—The outbreak
reported from Vuelksin, Santa Clara
province, has scored »its first fatality.

RICH PAY STREAK IN
SHEEP CREEK MINE

Remarkable Strike at Depth of
135 Feet on Summit
Property.

Nelson, March 16.—Sheep Creek’s
greatest enthusiasts were astonished
last night by the richness of some ore
brought in from the Summit mine at
that camp. - This property shipped two
vears ago, but since that time nothing
but development has been done.

BRITISH TROOPS CARRY

Rapid Transport of “Relieving
Army” to Repel “In-
vaders.”

17.—An ' interesting
experiment was made by the war' office
to-day to demonstrate the utility of the
automobile as a means of rapid mili-
tary transport to supplement the re-
sources of the railroads. :

CANADA’S DAY,

Germany has, had enough of  .-her
policy of chastisement as applied to
Canada and is anxious for more inti-
mate trade relations.

For the time being we
are doing very well indeed, As for the
future, it is ours. We know it, The
great nations of the day admit it. No
wonder a feeling of optimism prevails
from one end of the country to the
other, The Grand Trunk Pacific Rail-

WAY. when completed, will mark the

“the age, one who has

beginnipg of a new era. Tha: great
work dccomplished, attention will be
directed to still greater things in thc
line of rendering accessible new sec-
tions of a country which is still practi-
cally a no man’s land from a business
point of view. , New rail connections
with navigable waters to the north are
already projected, Canals are to be
deepened and dug. After them, more
railways. After reaching a certain
stage, a feeling is engendered that Can-
ada must still continue to press for-
ward, The problem of the future of the
national railway, the Intercolonial, is
even now being considered and dis-
cussed. As that road is run to-day it is
practically an isolated linksof what
ought to be a transportatjon chain ex-
tending from one side of the continent
to the other. It is out of harmony with
the genjus of the times, It has no con~
nections with the chief centres in
which trade originates, That is ig the
growing West, It is to all intents and
purposes merely a local road., It must
be connected up, or it must continue
an expensive and ineffective, because
completely isolated, government road.
The question for the government, and
for the country, to consider is, what
must be done to make the Intercolonial
what it was originally intended to be,
a factor in the material progress . of
Canada? Two of the great raillways
evidently think the line can have no
future unless it be sold or leased to one
of them, Possibly they might agree to
utilize it between them, But the coun-
try will have none of that idea. It
seems determined to retain the Inter-
colonial for better or for worse. The
Minister of Railways has Jjust ex-
plained the situation to Mis Majesty’'s
loyal commoners, and the almost
unanimous opinion, expressed most ef-
fectively and tersely in applause, is
that the integrity of the government-
owned railway must be maintained—
and that if necessary it shall be ex-
tended until it serves not only three of
the Eastern provinces, but practically
every province of the Dominion, That
is, the day is not far distant when the
extension. of the Intercolonial to the
Pacific Coast will become a live issue
in politics. That is not such & chimeri-
cal idea as may be imagined by persons
who have not considered the tremend-
ous growth of our federal revenue
within the past ten years. It will be
within the- financidl ability of Canada
within a very short time, possibly just
as soon as the treasury has been re-
lieved of the strain of the construction

of Canada’s second great transconti-
nental railway, the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific.

MACHINE,

&n  regard to this subject of flying
michines, which all the world is deep-
ly interested. in at the present time,
the Times is as the “mdn from Mis-
gouri”—“it has to be shown.”  As
there is no possibility of a demon-
stration, we' must perforce accept the
facts as they present themselves +io
the The
ﬁ)'ring machine builders are making
progress; they may eventually bro-
duce ‘ships heavier than the air, yet
capable of overcoming the mnaturai
law of gravitation and sailing through
the air. As Canadians we are spe-
cially’ interested in the subject be=
calise one of the greatest inventors of
supplied the
world with one of its most usefu] mod-
ern conveniences, has invented a flying
machine, and an enthusiastic, fear-
less young Canadian of iron nerve is
a useful assistant in the enterprise.
The first is Dr. Alexander Graham
Bell, the second Mr. Dotglas Mec-
Curdy, whose father is a resident of
and well known in Victoria.

The machine produced by these
Canadian inventors is not an infringe-
ment upon the works of other airship
builders. It is original in its form,
and therefore more worthy of note bhe-
cause of its originality. It has been
called a tetrahedral kite. The Cen-
tury Dictionary, which we have con-
sulted in the hope of enlightening our
understanding on the subject of ar-
ticles constructed on tetrahedral prin-
ciples, lifts the veil to the following
extent: ‘Tetrahedron: A solid com-
prehended under four. plane faces; es-
pecially the regular tetrahedron, or
triangular pyramid having its base
and sides equilateral triangles.” We
confesg that this illustration gives but
a faint idea of the form of a tetrahe-
dral flying machine. ' But the .= New
York Times prints an article contain-
ing information of a great deal mere
value. It deals with the achievements
of Dr. Bell and with the place in
which he is carrying out his present
interesting expeériments asg follows:

“Baddeck—accent on the last syl-
lable, please—is a little Cape Breton
village that first came to fame when
Charles Dudley Warner, many 'years
ago, wrote a delightful hook about the
difficulties of getting there and about
the wonderful beauties of the Bras
\@’Or :Lake, on the shore ' of which
Baddeck then was, and, not much in-
creased in size, still is, the only ne-
ticeable break iIn the solitude of
sparkling water and wooded hills. Of
late years the name of Baddeck has

“‘All the recent dispatches from Bad-
deck have related to the tests of what
will in the future, perhaps, be the
town’s chief claim to a place in his-
tory-—Dr. Bell's big tetrahedral kites.
He has long insisted that these curious
and apparently ungainly collections of
“cells” woulg make real flying ma-
chines when, instead of pulling them
against the wind with a rope, he could
get just the right kind of a motor to
push them agsinst it. And he has not
abandoned his iglea, in spite of the fact
that other people, and especially the
Wrights, have attained a large meas-
ure of success with aeroplanes of a
wholly different constr‘lction.

“The Jlatest reports from Baddeck
indicate that, whatever may be
relative merits of the tetrahedral kite
in comparison with the simpler and
frailer biplanés and monoplanes, it
will really fly for long distances under
good control. Its present record is
eleven miles, and, as the descent was
close to the starting point, that is a
promise of serious rivalry for the
Wright machines and their humbler
relatives. The new Bell machine rises
from the frozen lake, at present, witi
no mention of mochanical assistance
such as that upon which the Wrights
depend, and that, at least, is a step 'n
advance, Next summer perhaps we
shall hear of its rising unaided from
the water, and that will be another.
There cannot be too many, and it is
Lighly desirable that the problem of
flight should be attacked from more
than one gdirection—that being, indeed,
almost a justification for. spending
money on ‘dirigible balloons.”

THE ATTORNEY-GENERAL
SHOULD ACT.

Now that the legislative session is
over the time is opportune to call the
attentiox} of the Attorney-General of
British Columbia to matters in con-
nection with the administration of
justijce which "he seems to have over-
looked—or perhaps has merely put off
to a more convenient . season. The
hon. gentleman’s time may havée been
fully occupied im the House for the
past two months, and there may
therefore be ample reason for his hav-
ing passed over theé grave offence
against public .and political morality
to which we allude. \

The forgery of the telegram allegeid
to have been received from R, L. Bor-
den, the leader of 'the Conservative
party of Canada, by the Victoria Col-
onist on the eve  of the late general
election is a theme which has occupied
the attention of ‘the parliament and
the press of Canada for months, It is
vet a subjeét of discussion, and the
fact that it is stil being discussed,
chiefly because no attempt has been
made by those responsible for the ad-
ministration of justice in the province
to 'bring the perpetrators before the
courts to make atonement for their
crime, proves the necessity, for the
sake of the good name of the prov-
ince, of having the scandal ventilated
and the tongue of ridicule silenced,

‘We would therefore suggest to the
Attorney-General that, as soon as he
can spare the time from his private
business, he ought to give his most
serlous consideration to this matter of
urgent public necessity, There ought
to be no difficulty in discovering the
guilty parties. They are in the city
of Victoria, and already known to a
considerable number of citizens, But
for the fact that its motives might be
misconstrued the Times believes it
could give Mr., Bowser the informa-
tion we hope as minister responsible
for the administrator of the law he is
anxious to acquire.” We are not mak-
ing the, suggestion with the idea »f
making political capital against the
Conservative party. We sincerely be-
lieve that in the true interests of that
party it would be well to have the
mystery cleared up and the responsi-
bility placed where it legitimately be-
longs. The Vancouver Province, a
strong supporter of both Premier Mec-
Bride and Mr. R. L, Borden, shares
our views. It too has repeatedly de-
manded that the good name of the
party it supperts shall be-shriven of
the sin of this the most disgrace-
ful political crime in the history of
party strife in Canada,

We do not think public opinion, in
the event of prosecution and convic-
tion, ‘would demand punishment jn
keeping with the heinousness of the
offence, In. such a matter, a mani-
festation of “undue political zeal,” it
would ‘probably be sufficient if the
culprits  were merely exposed in the
Stocks of public reprobation, It is
generally known that there were two
of them, a principal 8nd an “accessory
during the fact.” .

CEMENT TANK
‘IS COMPLETED

WILL TURN WATER IN
WITHIN A FEW DAYS

Work Has Been Carried Out
Without a Single
Accident.

With the pulling.away of three scaf-
fold poles at the tank base and the
filling of the holes with concrete, the
hundred thousand gallon high level
tank at the top of Rockland avenue,
being erected as an auxiliary storage
of Victoria’s water supply, was com-
pleted this morning and now stands
almost ready for the reception of the
water, which will be turned on as soon
as the ground connections are made,

Engineer Augustus Kempkey, of
Oakland, Cal., who has beem-in charge
of the work since its commencement,

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OAK BAY MAY -
- 'BECOME A CITY

COUNCIL ‘MAY FIND
NECESSITY FOR STEP

Difficulty Will Be Met With in
Carrying Out Local Im-
provement Work.

There seems every probability that
within a year from mow the municipal-
ity of Oak Bay wiil have formed itself
into a city with a mayor and aldermen
in charge of the municipal govern-
ment. Here will be another case of
twin cities standing side by side, but
having distinct city governments.

At the last session of the legislature,
which has recently closed, the Union
of Municipalities secured an amend-
ment to the Municipal Act which made
it necessary for every question of local
improvement outside of city municipal~
ftles to be voted upon by the ratepay-
ers before it will be legal to borrow
money for the same, Councillor Oliver,
on behalf of Oak Bay, waited on the
dttorney-general’' and that gentleman
reluctantly agreed to exempt Oak Bay
from the provisions of the act for one
vear, but in the meantime if a continu-
arice of the exemption is desired it will
be necessary to form the municipality
into a city. It is not improbable that
that’ course may be adopted, or else a
gpecial charter will be applied for at
the next session of the legislature.

Reeve Henderson presided at the
regular = meeting on Monday night
and there were also present Councillors
Pemberton, Oliver,, Noble and Newton.

‘Water Committee's Report.

The water committee reported as fol-
lows:

“Your committee early in February
determineéd to apply to the Legislative
House for recognition of the claim of
their municipality to be supplied with
water by the city of Victoria,

‘““The matter was first raised by way
of additions to the bill before the late
sitting of the House amending the City
Waterworks Act, 1873, The private bills
committee, while reporting favorably
to the munic¢ipality, could not see their
way to impose the amendments asked
for without the consent of the vcity.
Your committee then obtained the con-
sent of Mr. Hayward, M.P.P., to move
the required amendments when the bill
came before the House, and the pesi-
tion of matters were carefully explain-
ed to most of the members. The city,
4in the meanwhile, on the advice of vari-
ous prominent citizens, consented to
enter into an agreement embodying all
the points for which this municipality
has, for ‘the last year, contended, This
agreement was executed on the 5th'day-
of, March, 1909, and is to the following
effect:

“ *The City of Victoria:

‘“ ‘1, Agrees to supply Oak Bay muni-
eipality with its proportion of the ex-
‘Istinig’ supply of water to be determin-
ed by the number of services then in
use until such time as the city of Vie-
toria’ shall procure an improved system
said water to be supplied in bulk at a
price not less than 16 cents and not
more than 20 cents per thousand gal-
lons. :
¢ sy Agreesithat 'when it shall procure
such. improved system it will supply
Oak Bay with its proportion of the total
supply of such improved system at a
readjusted price.

‘3, All matters arising out of the re-
lations between the city and Oak Bay
in connection with water supply, in-
cluding price of water, shall be deter-
mined by water commisisoner appoint-
ed under Water Act, 1909.’

“Your . committee consider they re-
ceived valuable help from their counsel,
Mr. Bodwell, the citizens before refer-

* red to, the members of the Legislative
House, and, in particular, Mr, Hay-
ward, M.P.P.”

In moving the adoption of the report
‘Councillor Oliver said that they had
attempted to get what they considered
their rights last year, Their actions had
been continually misrepresented. On
the other hand they had received a
great deal of sympathy, especially from
members of the Legislative Assembly,
irrespective of party. %

The report was then adopted.

- Counecillor Oliver moved that the
thanks of the municipality be given to
‘W. H. Hayward, M. P. P., for the as-
sistance he had given the municipal-
ity in the legislature.

Councillor F. B. Pemberton then
moved, seconded by Councillor New-
fon, that the thanks of the council be
given to Councillor Oliver for his
‘work .on behalf of the municipality.
Thig. was also carried unanimously,

Control of Beaches.

The report of the roads, sewers and
bridges committee was adopted. It
dealt with the following:

A letter from J. E. Smart, stating
that in Yuture the rent of the office
would be $30 instead of $20 per month;
was read. A special committee -was
appointed to consist of Councillors
Noble, Oliver and Pemberton to look
into the matter of the location of the
office and the office expenses.

On a letter from Alfred Leech, ap-
plying for a position on the proposed
water system, the clerk was instruct-
ed to inform Mr. Leech that the coun-
cil are not in a position to engage
anyone at present.

A letter from Messrs, Elliott &
Shandley, protesting on behalf of Mrs.
Mary Bowker against the alterations
to Beach drive was referred to the
solicitors, and,.if it is found that Mra.
Bowker has no standing in the matter,
that the engineer proceed with the
work.

The clerk was instructed to write to
the chief commissioner of lands and
works, requesting the government to
give authority to the municipality to
control the beaches for the protection
of property.

The clerk was instructed to call for
tenders for the supply. of tools for the
currént year, as per engineer’s list,
without stating the quantities. An
amendment moved by Councillor Col-
bert, that tools be purchased from W.
8. Fraser & Co., as required as pre-
viously arranged, was lost.

Councillor Pemberton requested that
the engineer be authorized to define
the boundary of that portion of Foul
Bay road lying between Oak Bay ave-

nue and the iaunicipal boundary. It
being shown that this- portion of the
road had been widened from thirty
feet, it was moved by the reeve, and
resolved; “that the line as surveyed on
the ground be accepted.”

Councillor Noble brought up the
matter of the proposed sidewalk on
the north side of Oak Bay avenue,
stating that he understood that the
road line was being encroached upoa
at ‘certain points, It was decided,
however, to let the matter lay over
pending the result of the survey now
being made on the south side of the
avenue.

Councillor Colbert brought up the
matter of permits issued for herding
cattle. It was resolved, “that no per-
mits be issued to persons permitting
them to herd their cattle outside their
own wards, and that the present
holders of permits be notified of this
matter, and be requested to take out
new permits.”

Duties of Engineer,

. Councillor MecGregor again brought
up the matter of the services of the
engineer and it was resolved, “that the
engineer’'s salary from the ist of
March be $100 per month, that the
present plumbing and sewer connec-
tion fees be turned into genera] rev-
enue, and that the inspector be noti-
fied that his services will
pensed with after the 8lst of March,
and that the duties of plumbing and
sewer inspector be taken over by the
engineer from that date.”

The engineer brought up.the matter
of proposed sewers on Chaucer street,
Burns street and Foul Bay road, stat-
ing that these works could not be pro-
ceeded with until arrangements had
been made with the city for connec-
tion with the Oak Bay avenue sewer.
It was resolved, *“that the  engineer
make arrangementys as soon as pos-
sible,”” The clerk presented  accounts
amounting to $2,031.44. These were re-
ferred to the finance committee, and if
found correct to be paid.

Building Regulations.

The law committee’'s report was
adopted. It contained the following:

The question of the municipality’s
powers to control the class of building
to be erected and to prevent such
building depreciating the values of
lands surrounding same was discussed
and it was resolved that the clerk be
instructed to obtain the opinion of the
solicitors on the following points:

1. How far can the jnuircipality en-
force the buflding by-law with respect
to: (a) Unsightly buildings. (b) The
erection of buildings which depreciate
the value of surrounding property.

2. What power the municipality
would have to insert a clause in the
building by-law whereby on the re-
ceipt of a petition signed by three-
fourths of the owners of property on
any street the minimum. value of any
house to be erected on that street may
be stated.

Other Business. ;

A report of a committee appointed to
decide where and when meetings
should be held did not meet with gen-
era] satisfaction as it proposed having
meeting of the roads commit{ee on
Thursday evening &t the maunicipal
hall. The matter was referred to the
10ads committee when the matter will
be again discussed,

A petition from residents on the ‘east
side of York Place asking for a cement
sidewalk was ordered to take the usual
course,

Councillor Oliver reported that J. D. |

Pemberton had been making a survey
on Oak Bay avenue and found some of
the fences encroaching four feet on the
road. The people had put up the fence
without satisfying the engineer.

The engineer was ordered to have the
fences moved back.

The council then adjourned.

WORK TO BEGIN ON
CONVALESCENT HOME

King’s . Daughters Complete
Arrangements for Build-
ing at Duncan.

Duncan, March 15.—The committee of
the King’'s Daufhters having in hand
the arrangements for the building of
the Provincial Convalescent Home,
Visited Duncan on Saturday. The com-
mittee visited the site and completed
arrangements with the architect. The
home will be built at oncé. The home
will be supported by the King’s Daugh-
ters throughout the province, and is
being built in memory of the late Mrs.
F. Maitland-Doukall, who founded the
order in British Columbia. The town of
Duncan is to be congratulated on hav-
ing such an institution built.

Though the name is The Canvalescent
Home, its scope is wider. In cases of
illness mothers who in this district
cannot easily get help at home will be
able to have the needed care. Children
will also be received as patients, and
provision will be made to treat emer-
gency cases. Convalescents from the
coast who wish to come inland will also
be accommodated. The home will begin
with a nurse and housekeeper, but the
probability is that before long it will
be necessary to enlarge the building
and increase the staff,

PIONEER OF ROYAL CITY DEAD.

Henry Eickhoff Passes Away at Age
of Seventy-five.

New Westminster, March 15.—Henry
Eickhoff, one of the oldest residents of
New Westminster, passed away on Sat-
urday evening after a ~short illness.
The late Mr. Eickhoff, who was seven-
ty-five years of age, was born in Han-
over, Germany, and came to America
in the early fifties. In the gold rush
of 1859 he was attracted to British Co-
lumbia, and proceeded to the Cariboo,
where he visited again in 1862, after re-
turning from a trip east.

Bulk of ‘Legislation of Session
Was Brought in by Gov-
_ernment.

e

The session of the legislature which
has just closed did not see as - many
bills introduced as some others, but for
al] that the list is a lengthy one. There
were enghty-five bills in all brought be-
fore the House, and,k all but three or
four were proceeded with beyond first
reading.

The government was responsible for
fifty-one of these, and got forty-eight
of them accepted by the House. One
was withdrawn and replaced by an-
other bill on the same subject. A bill
new minister of public
works brought in late in the session,
to amend the Steam Boilers’ Inspection
Act, was not proceeded . with and the
same fate befe] a bill to amend the
Dentistry Act. This proposed a change
in the section which prohibits the tak-
ing of legal action to recover for ser-
vices rendered except by the holder of a
certificate of registration, and would
have subsatituted a proviso making it
possible for one no longer registered to
sue for work done while he was regis-
tered. This was understood to be in-
tended to cover the case of a former
Victoria member of the profession.

It is quite likely the bill would have
been allowed to pass had not another
provision been proposed to be added to
it by A. E. McPhillips, which would
have permitted the restoration to the
register of the name of a person refer-
red to. Such strong hostility was man-
ifested to this proposal on both sides
of the House that the government de-
cided not to risk a debate which might
have opened up the whole question,

| and so the attornéy-general allowed his

bill to drop.
Amending Leglslation

Of the bills thirty-six were to amend
public acts now on the statute books.
In this sort of legislation the session
was remarkable. Nearly all the chief
statutes have . some bit of tinkering
done to them. The mending ‘process
was not confined to acts, old. or new,
either. Bifls Introduced by "ministers
during the session had amendments
proposed to them by their introducers
before the committee stage was reach-
ed, arguing that they had been brought
Gown in an incomplete state.

Outside of the private bills which
went. through, twenty. in all, besides
{wo which were killed in committee,
private members got little chance to
place legislation on the books. Only
four bills: of a public- character were
allowed to get through. .Half a dozen
were defeated on division by the gov-
ernment majority, and four or five
others miet such discouraging treat-
ment that they were dropped. . While
the unfortunate ones did not gain the
favor of the government it is safe to
say that they had as much merit as
any of the government bills which
passed.

There were some very Important
measures put through, including the
election act amendments, the medical
bill, the water act, the bill providing
for a permanent and graded public ser-
vice, the confirmation of the plan of
Prince Rupert. townsite and of the fur-
ther agreement with the G. T. P., the
bill to regulate the use of quuor on
club premises, the biil providing for
the decennial revision of the statutes,
the extension to all cities of the power
to elect boards of control, and the bill
giving the city of Victoria specific pow-
er to expropriate the Esquimalt Water-
works Company.

Railways Incorporated.

The session was prolific in railway
legislation, eight new companies being
incorporated, two. existing companies
given an extension of time in which to
proceed with their- undertakings and a
loca] coal  corporation authorized to
construct a llne from its mines to the
sea, )

Of these roads the one of greatest im-
mediate interest to Victoria is the Vie-
toria & Barkley Sound  railway, which
is also seeking a Dominion charter.
The promaters are. projecting a line
from the city around the southern coast
of the island, passing by way of Otter
Point and San Juan to a point on Bark-
ley Sound near the mouth of Sarita
river. There is also power to build
branch lines not exceeding twelve mileg
lang. The railway will run through a
fine agricultural country, which has at
present no ready access to the city, and
will also be of value in lumber opera-
tions,

Three lines which have been Incor-
porated will open up portions of the
northern country. The Prince Rupert
& Port Simpson Railway Company has
authorization to build between the G.
T. P. terminal city and the northera
port, with short branches. The Port-
land Canal Short Line Railway Join-
pany intends going in from the head
of Portland Canal, some thirty miles up
the valley of the Bear river, and in ad-
dition has power to build up American
creek. This line will tap some promis-
ing mineral deposits,. The Graham
Islahd Railway Company will open up
the central portion of the largest of the
Queen Charlotte group, running north
from Skidegate Inlet to Rennel Sound
and on to Massett Inlet.

In the northern portion of Vancouwver
Island two lines are projected.. The
Pacific Coast Coal Mines, Limited,
which has a line under construction
from its mine in Cranberry district to
the bunkers lately built at Boat Har-
bor, has received authority for this
work, as wel] as generally to build from
any mines it may open in Cranberry,
Cedar and Rupert districts to the coast.
The ‘act does not render it obligatory
upon the company to engage in the
business of common -carriers,
may be required by the government, by
order-in-council, to carry passenger and
freight on any of its lines, in which
case it will come unde; the provisions
of the B. C. Railway Act as to such
lines. The Hardy Bay & Quatsino
Sound Railway Company has been Ifi-
corporated to lay out and operate.a

railway from a point on Handy* Bay
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across to Coa] Harbor, on Quatsino

Grand Trunk Pacific Lines,

The Pacific Nortiern and Omineca,
incorporated by Victoria capitalists
nine years ago and 'since acquired by

session . for an extension of time iIn
which to complete its line from the
head of Kitimaat Inlet to the junction
of the Skeena and Copper rivers, as
well as power to build a branch from
the latter point eastward to the junc-
tion of the Bulkley and Telkwa rivers.
An extension was granted until June
-26th, 1911, by which time both lines
must be completed, conditional upon
the building of at least fifteen miles of
the main line between Kitimaat and
Copper river before June 1, 1910.

On the lower mainland three .chart-
ers have been granted. The Vancou-
ver & Northern will build in the terri-
tory between Burrard Inlet, the north
arm and Howe Sound. The Flathead
Valley Railway. Company is a Corbin
enterprise, and is a continuation, some
forty miles long; of the Eastern British
Columbia railway. There was some-
thing of a contest, early in the session,
between this ¢tmpany and the South-
east Kootenay Railway Company,
which has a charter to build through
practically the same country. The
latter company desired an extension of
time for the commencement of its line,
and in the end the rival interests agreed
to give up the fight against each oth-
&r’'s applications. The Southeast Koot~
enay was given three years from Fri-
day last within which to begin work
and spend ten per cent. of its capital
on the construction of its line. 'The
Meadow Creek Logging Railway Com-
pany has been incorporated to build
short lines from points on the British
Columbia Southern railway, one south-
easterly from near Yohk and one south-
westerly from near Cranbrook.

The only railway bill which failed to
pass this session was that under which
incorporation was sought for the Koot-
enay & Alberta Railway Company,
which proposed. td build from a point
on the international boundary .-where
the Flathead river crosses to the boun-
dary between British Columbia and
Alberta in the North Kootenay pass

BRICK PAVING
FOR CAUSEWAY

COUNCIL DECIDES
.. TO ABANDON WOOD

Majority of Aldermen Favor
Altering Plans Agreed
Upon in' Committee.

St e e

The city counicil on Monday passed ‘a
resolution that‘the causeway be paved
with  brick ‘th  preference “to  wood
blocks, but the motion. did not go
through : without strong protests in
favor of the bldck paving.

‘The matter came up for discussion on
the report of the streets, bridges and
sewers committee, Ald. Turner told the
counci] it would be .utterly impossible
to get the brickiifor paving here before
that time. The eity could not have the
work going on when the crowds from
Seattle fair were coming into the city.
For these reasons he said he was in
favor of blocks being used. He thought
it would be foalish,K to pavé the cause-
way with brick and  Belleville
street with blocks. Uniformity was
needed on the streets,

Ald. Henderson said the report of
the committee which went to Portland
to look into the question did not con-
demn blocks. He said in Seattle blocks
were not used as they proved slippery
on the hills, but in Portland.the wood
paving was showing good after seven
vears. At the present time he would
not  stand to wondemn blocks. He
thought the new creosote paving would
do well here.:

Ald. Stewart was of the opinion that
the causeway ,should be- brick and
nothing else. The causeway, he said,
is too flat for blocks. There would not
be a proper drainage. If the council
had to wait three months it would be
better to do so than use the blocks.
Blocks could be used on Belleville street,
but on the causeway the wood would
always be wet and would not last.

Ald, Raymond expressed himself in
favor of brick and Ald. Mable was op-
posed to blocks and was supported by
Ald. Bishgp.

Ald. McKeown said it had been un-
derstood in committee that the council
was satisfied with blocks. He had yet
to find a perfect pavement, but the
brick paving wag entirely dependent
on the quality of the material. Blocks
were at present being used in London,
where there has been more paving ex-
perience than in any city of America.

Ald. Turner—Why not refer the mat-
ter to next year's council,

Ald. Stewart—If Ald. Turner wants
to create an impression that the work
will be delayed if brick is used and
that the progress of the city will be
stopped, I want to tell him I have a
different view and I will argue the
question at any time with him. We
have had aboutg enough of Ald. Tur-
ner's talk of blocking and delay.

The resolution that brick be used for
the causeway was finally carried, The
aldermen who voted for brick were as
follows: Aldermen Raymond, Humber,
Bishop, Mable and Stewart, Vi i

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PIONEER OF
THE SIMILKAMEEN

ROBERT STEVENSON TELLS
OF COLLINS EXPEDITION

Only Survivor of Advance
Guard of Big Gold
Stampede.

Robert Stevenson, of the Simil-
kameen district, the last survivin.g
member of the famous Collins expedi-
tion which blazed the trail over the
Cascade mountains to the gold camps
on Similkameen river, is a guest at
the Butler, having delayed in Seattle
to renew acquaintance among the
mining fraternity and especially among
those identified with the early history
of the Northwest, says the Seattle Post
Intelligencer,

Mr. Stevenson was a very close
friend of the 1ate John Collins, the lead-
er of the expedition, and delights in
telling of the stirring scenes and thril-
ling incidents that fell to the lot of
those resolute men who made the first
passage over the Cascade mountains

into the interior of the state from Pu- |

get Sound. The following is his nar-
rative of. the expedition:

“Towards the close of 1859 unusual
excitement prevailed over reports re-
ceived in Seattle converning -a rich
strike made at Rich bar, on the Simil-
kameen river, by the boundary survey
party. The failure of the Fraser river
rush had put a damper on business in
Seattle, so I with two other companions
decided to strike out for the new
diggings.

“About the middle of January, 1860,
a notice appeared in a papér published
in Olympia stating that Capt. Collins,
of White river, would lead a party
over the mountains on to Similkameen
river. We judged it better to seek the
protection of this company rather than
start out alone, so joined his party at
White river and set out April 29th, 1860

“I had $500 in my possession which
Henry L. Yessler tried to get me to
invest, offering me - twenty lots for
the sum. Those lots now cover the
section around the present site of the
Butler hotel, but I refused to deal.

“While . on the trail John Collins
often told us about stirring fights
against the Indians. He had built a
block-house on his farm for protec-
tion and had mounted a six-pounder
cannon on the top. His ammunition
consisted of saw teeth and rivit heads,
which he used as grape shot. About
the second day out we 'met a party
headed by Terry, of Seattle, a mule-
teer, coming back, There was three
feet of snow on the moufitains at* this
time. Terry's party advised us to re-
turn, but after numerous consiultations
thirty-four of - the briginal party = de-
cided to?push on. At this juncture
Capt. Collins asked for volunteers to
go on ahead and report the condition
of the snow in the drifts. A man known
as Big Dick, myself and Collins started
out to obtain the information: We
crossed the mountains and went right
down to ‘the Yakima river, where we
cut our names on the bark of a tree
to assure the members of the party
we had performed our mission. Wé had
eaten our last mouthful at daybreak
and started to rejoin the band with-
qut any provisions. After two days of
terrible suffering we gained the camp,
reported the condition of the snow and
advised the building of a brush trail
over the snow. We were two' weeks
in completing this trail, which extend-
ed over thirteen miles. Often we were
compelled to hew a passageway
through the dense undergrowth,

“On June 2nd we crossed over the
summit, bringing all our animals, which
were sorely reduced owing to lack of
feed, and on the 4th we struck the
first bunch grass we had seen since
leaving ‘home. We were al] very tired,
our blankets were wet and had been
so for two weeks past. When Collins
called ' the roll that ,might thirty-two
answered in a whisper. I alone was
able to raise by voice to its natural
tone. At that time I was 21 years of
age. The captain prophesied by the
side of the huge fire we had started
that I would live to see every one of
the "party under the grass — a fact
which has been verified for the past
fifteen years.

We started down the Yakima val-
ley on the 5th and continued unti] we
crossed the river on the T7th. The
Indians gave us a great deal of trouble
and were very hostile, attempting to
run’ off our stock and steal our pro-
visions. They followed and ‘ hovéred
about the cavalcade commua.lly.

“At Lake Chelan we met the first
white man since’ leaving Seattle. His
name was Tomlinson and he was liv-
ing with the Indians He was known
to a few of our party. He was very

-ugly and would not associate with the

expedition. When we struck the Okan-
agan river a halfbreed by the name of
Francois provided us with boats to
Cross. :

“One of them he pointed out was
that used by the McLaughlin party in
1858 in their march from The Dalles,
Ore., to British Columbia. The nine
holes in the bow of the boat were
caused by the fire of hostile Indians.
On the 22nd day of 'June we crossed
the boundary line into British Colum-
bia and shortly afterwards arrived at
our destination, the Rock Creek mines.
Here the company was disbanded. The
richness of the new diggings was re-
ported back, and during the following
summer about 8,000 gold seekers came
over the trail from Seattle to the new
camp. It was this result that prompt-
ed Collins when he claimed that Seat-
tle owed its start to his expedition, as
the greatest part of these miners were
oufittel at the little-town on the
Sound,

“After digging around the placer
claims for a brief period I was K ap-
pointed customs inspector by Sir
James Douglas, resigning to visit the
gold fields discovered on the Cariboo.

“I am now 70 years of age, but I
ptill preserve an active interest in
everything that affects the mining in-
terests on the Similkameen river,
where I made my first stake.”

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MR. ARNOLD-FOSTER DEAD.

Former British War Minister Passes
Away at Middle Age,

London, March 16.—Right Hon, Hugh
Oakley Arnold-Foster, former minister
of war, is dead here.

Deceased was born in 1835, and was
a son of the late William Dalsfield Ar-
nold, director of public instruction in
the Punjab, India, and an adopted son
of the late Right Hon, W. E. Foster,
M. P. He was educated at Oxford,
graduating with high honors. He was
parliamentary secretary to the admir-
alty, 1800-3, and secretary of state for
war, 1903-6. He represented West Bel-
fast in the Commons from 1892 to 1906
as a Liberal Unionist, and afterwards
Croydon as a straight TUnionist. He
was the author of a number of works
on political, military and social ques-
tions.

OAK BAY COUNCIL
-DEALS WITH DISTRIBUTION

Work Will Be Done Under Lo-
cal Improvement
System.

Oak Bay municipality, following the
settlement of the water question be-
tween that body and the city, has gone

right to work on its scheme of distrihuy- ¢
tion.

Already, after several meetings, a
plan of distribution has Feen arrived
at, and prices are being ouiuzined, The
engineer of the municipality is to con-
fer with T. Lubbe oh questions when-
ever neceszary so that the municipality
will have the very best of advice,

The municipality is to pay the cost
of all pipes exceeding 4 inches, in so
far as it exceeds the cost of a pipe of
that size, This move is made necessary
in view of the fact that the laying. of
the pipes is to be done as a work of
local improvement. In many instances
a large pipe may have to be laid to
serve a few persons, Later these pipes
will have a number of connections
made with them, Those making the
connections will then have a pipe of
sufficient size and will have to bear his
share in the expense, so that the muni-
cipality will be reinbursed for its ex-
penditure.

At- Monday’'s meeting .0of the Oak
Bay council the water committee. that
had this matter in hand made a report,
The committee consisted of Councillors
Oliver (chairman), Newton, Noble and
McGregor, while Councillor Pemberton
had attended on the invitation of the
chairman.

LOBSTER FISHERY IS’
VALUABLE INDUSTRY

Professor Prince Gives Some
Interesting Information on
Crustaceans.

Ottawa, March 16.—The new commit-
tee on marine and fisheries got down to
work, when Professor Prince, Domin-
ion fisherles commissioner, submit-
ted some interesting information relat-
ing to the lobster fisheries. Sa far as
the value was concerned, the lobster
fisheries were ranked second in Canada,
salmon being first, with a value of five
million dollars, while lobsters were vil-
ued. at over four million dollars. After
tracing the life history of the lobster,
Prof. Prince offered a few practical
conclusiong drawn from his study and
experience of the lobster fishery.. He
was of opinion that spoon ' breeding
ponds where lobsters might hetch out
their eggs were not likely to’ be suc-
cessful. Then lobsteérs must:be largely
caught in the breeding sesson, and it
was very desirable that smail fobsters
should  beé returned to the water and
not taken to shere,

Replying” to A. K. Maclean, Prof.
Prince said the fisheries department at
Ottawa ‘'had done more “effective work
than any other similar department in
the warld. Among questions regarding
which, there was a good deal of diver-
sity of opinion in the maritime prov-
inces as to the ‘best montt in'the

DIVERTING TRAFFIC

FROM NEW YORK

New Haven-C. P. R. Preferent-
ial Rate Creates Trouble
With Trunk Roads.

New Haven, Conn., March 16.—The
conflict of the New York, New Haven &
Hartford Railroad Company with the
trunk line railroad companies over the
New Haven-Canadian Pacific prefer-
ential rate, has reached so acute 2, stage
that another step of a more positive
character has been taken to effect if
possible a settlement, The executive
committee of the tmgunk lines, after
long negotiations with the New Haven
updn the subject, having failed to reach
a conclusion, have appealed to the
trunk Hne presidents, and a meeting of
the latter has been called to consider
the whole situation. It will be held in
New York at 11 a.m. on Thursday.

Several- months ago the New York,
New Haven & Hartford road entered
into a néw arrangement with the Can-
adian Pacific Company for all rail busi-
ness” by which there was established
the same preferentials as those of Bos-
ton and Maine in Northern New Eng-
land, of the Grand Trunk line, via its
New London water connections, and
'the southern coastwise water and rail
routes, With its new all-rail connec-
tions with the west, via the Canadian
Pacific, the New Haven company has
been able to divert a considerable
amount of freight from the lower part
of its system and New York -city,
which formerly went by other routes.
As a_result of this situation the trunk
lines have claimed that there has been
considerable disturbance of traffi¢, and
much more serious trouble is threaten-
ed.

IMPROVEMENT OF
THE INNER HARBOR

T. C. Sorby Outlines Plans of
Association—Considerable
Progress Made.

In -response to a request for a.sum-
mary of the plan. of the Inner Harbor
Asseociation in the matter of harbor im-
provement, T, C. Sorby, the secretary
of ‘that association, has handed in the
following:

The federal government has already
made considerable progress in the deep-
ening and genera] improvement of the
harbor of Victoria, according to a well
defined plan prepared by the Inner
Harbor Association.

This provides for the removal of all
rocks and other impediment to free
navigation from the entrance between
the outer wharf and Macaulay point to
the railway bridge, to a minimum of
twenty feet deep at low water, and
dredging\the basin above the railway
bridge to twenty-five feet deep at low
water. The Ajax and drill both are
fully occupied below the bridge, and
the Mudlark finds congenial' and steady
work in the basin.

To meet the urgent demand of coal
bunkers for the ever-growing fleet of
steamers frequenting the pert, the In-
ner Harbor Association has put for-
ward a scheme for a cut and ship canal
from  a point between Hospital and
Songhees: point and the railway bridge
along the line of the low wvalley and
estuary that opens into the basin or
upper harbor at the side of Turpel's
ways. This would be an open dock or
canal, about 250 feet wide and twenty-
five feet deep at low water, in point of
capacity something like the celebrated
Ma‘nchestet ship eanal, with -broad
quays or wharves on either side raised
six feet or so above high water level by
the material excavated from the cut,
faced with massive concrete revetment
walls. The railway would be carried
over the canal by a quick opening vas-
cule bridge with eclear central opening
of 150 feet, the rails being about twenty-
nine feet above ordinary high watetr
level. A similar style of bridge would
carry the roadway across the canal
further north. A spur on the south
side of the railway would lead to the
coal bunkers running between Hosbital
point and the present trestle; three ves-
sels could berth alongside this section
and be coaled expeditiously either di-
rect from the cars or from fixed bunk-
ers. Further accommodation could be
provided by a similar spur on the north
side of the trestle if required.

The Railway Act, section 138, gives
powers to any railway company to
“take lands, without . consent of the
owner,” “for stations, depots and yards
with freight sheds, warehouses,
wharves, elevators and other structures
for ‘the accommodation of traffic inci-
dent thereto not exceeding one mile in
length by five hundred feet in breadth,
ineluding the right-of-waw’” Section
139 allows this to be extended by per-
mission of the railway commissioners;
and section 136 deals with Indian re-
serves. It would seem that if the C.
P. R, or any other railway ‘having
running powers, saw its way to move in
this direction the whole problem of the
removal of the Indians from this part
of the reserve could be brought within
measurable - distance.

FUTURE OF THE
INTERCOLONIAL

NECESSITY OF MORE
VIGOROUS POLICY

Government May Take Over
Branch Lines in Maritine
Provinces.

Ottawa, March 16.—Hon. G. P. Gra-
ham, in making his annual statement
on the Intercolonial in the Commons
this afternoon, said the road showed
a surplus for the last fiscal year of
$16,000, but owing to a falling off of
revenue common to all the raflways of
the continent during the eurrent fiscal
year, there would be a gonsiderable
deficit to report when he came to bal-
ance up the accounts for the year.

In referring to the future of the
road, he said, the government realized
the necessity of a more vigorous policy
of development and if branch lines in
the maritime provinces were not taken
over by the government road, then the
question of having them amalgamated
and of having the system centralized
under one strong management would
have to be worked out.

FRIEND OF DUMB ANIMALS
DIES AT BOSTON

Boston, Mass.,, March 16.—George
Thorndyke Angell, the “Friend of
Dumb Animals,” as the veteran leader
in the Humane Educational movement
in the United States was called, died
to-day, aged 86 years.

In 1866 after seeing two horses run
to death in a race he became interested
in humane work for dumb animals, and
action of Henry
Bergh, who in ‘that year started . the
New: York Society for the Prevention
of Cruelty to Animals, Mr. Angell es-
tablished the publication ‘“Our Dumb
Animals.” Since that time he hras been
actively engaged in the interest of his
chosen life work. He travelled many
times throughout the United States
and in scores of other countries in pur-
suance of that work and caused to be
established more than seventy thou-
sand “Bands of Mercy” in America and
England. 7

NAVAL ARCHITECTURE.
J. K. Rebbeck Read Interesting Paper
at Meeting of Natural His-
tory Sociéty.

At the regular meeting of the Nat- |

ural History Society held in the Car-
negie Library building on Monday, an
interesting paper was read by J. K.
Rebbeck, on Naval' Architecture. -He
traced the growth of the art since the
earliest days, showing that the boats
used by the vikings, Leif and Bjorn,
were little better -than open row-hoats
of about fifty tons displacement, The
galley was displaced with the advent
of the gun and last of all came the
steamer.

After dealing with the growth of the
eteamer, especially of the war vessel,
Mr. Rebbeck came down to miodern
times.” He gave it as his opinion that
in' the battle of Yalu several Russian
men of war were sunk - by gun fire.
These vessels were known to have been
over-loaded with quantities of coal
stowed upon the decks. Whatever sta-
bility they possessed was in this con-
siderably reduced. These vessels were
belted and also had protective decks.
The water once getting on these decks
would add to the instabjlity to such
an extent that they would capsize. It
was generally agreed that this was
the way in which  they sank.

NECESSITY FOR

TARIFF REFORM

TAFT GIVES REASON
FOR SPECIAL SESSION

Fiscal Deficit of U. S. A. for
Current Year Is
$100,000,000,

Washington, D, C,, March 16.—Presi-
dent Taft’s message to congress to-day
follows:

“To the Senate and -House of Repre-
sentatives:

“I have convened the congrass in this
extra session in order to enable it to
give immediate consideration to the
revision of the Dingley Tariff Act. Con-
ditions affecting production, manufac-
ture and business generally, have so
changed in the last twelve years as to
require a readjustment and revision of
the important dutfes imposed by that
act, More than this, the present tariff
act, with the other sources of govern=
ment revenue, does not furnish income
enough to pay ‘the authorized expendi-
tures, By July 1st next tHe excess of
expenses over receipts in the current
fiscal year will equal $100,000,000,

“The successful party in the late elec-
tion is pledged to a revision of the
tariff. The country and business com-
munity especially expect it. The pros-
pect of a change in the rates of import
duties always causes a suspénsion or
halt in business because of the-uncer-
tainty as to the changes to be made and
their effect. It is, therefore,  6f the
highest importance that thé new bill
should be agreed upon and passed with
as much speed ag possible, consistent
with its due and thorough considera-
tion. For these reasons I have deemed
the present to be an extraordinary oc-
casion, within the meaning of the con-
stitution, justifying and requiring the
calling of an extra session.

“In my inaugural address I stated in
a summary way the principles upon
which in my judgment the revision of
the tariff should proceed, and indiocat-
ed at least one new source of revenue
that might be properly resorted to in
order to avoid a future deficit, It is not
necessary for me to repeat what I then
said. I venture to suggest that the vital
business interests of the country re-
quire that the attention of the congress
in' this session be chiefly deveted to the
consideration of the new tariff bill, and
that the less time given to other sub-
jects of legislation in this session, the
better for the country.

MILLION DOLLAR
LUMBER DEAL

AMERICANS PURCHASE :
JORDAN RIVER LIMITS

Shipping Operations to Com-
mence at Once From Area
Rich in Timber.

The Jordan River Lumber Company,
holding 32,000 acres of the best timber
land on Vancouver Island, has -been
purchased by Michigan and Seattle
capitalists, and will / henceforth be
known as the Michigan Pacific Lumber
Company, The amount involyed in the
deal was $1,000,000,

The new company intends opening
up operations at once, and will com-
mence shipping next month., Some 150
men will be employed. 1

The 32,000 acres of land at Jordan
river contain, it is estimated, two
billion and a half feet of lumber. A
railway, a mile and a half in length,
running to tide water, has been con-
structed, The land contains fir, spruce
and cedar of the very highest quality,
and already markets for the logs have
been secured by the new company. The
tug Beatrice has been purchased, and
will be utilized for towing operations.

There Is every indication that the en-
suing summer will see a brisk business
in timber, Many sections of Vancouver
Island, and particularly that in the
Jordan River area, contain the richest
timber on the Pacific Coast., Within a
very short time the logging camps on
both east and west coasts will be in
full swing, and authorities state that
the market for timber will' be better
than ever this coming season.

The Jordan River Lumber Company
had been closed down for over a year
prior to its purchase, but work will
commernce again immediately, and al-
ready a number of men have left to put
the plant in thorough repair.” J. H.

WANT CASTRO TO BE
ARRAIGNED FOR MURDER

Death of Revolutio‘nary General
Blamed on ‘ex-President
of Venezuela.

Caracas, Monday, March 15, via Wil-
lemstadt, Island of Quracao, March 16.
~—Suit has been breught in the high
federal court of Venezuela against
Cipriano Castro, the former president
of the republic, who is now in Europe
on the charge that he caused the mur-
der in February, 1947, of General An-
tonio Parodes and a number of his
revolutionary companions. The plain-
tiff is Manuel Parodes, and the action
was entered five days ago.

Manuel asks. the judge to extradite
Castro and impose the maximum sent-
ence of fifteen years’ imprisonment. He
presents proofs that CTastro issued the
order to kill Antonio at Ma.cqto. An-
tonio Parodes and two companions
were executed while prisoners of war.
He led a futile revolution against
President Castro. He  and -his men
were captured by Castro’s troops and
a few days later all were summarily
shot.

PROTESTS INNOCENCE = -
BEFORE ELECTROCUTION

Auburn, N. Y., March 16.—Salvatore
Randazzio, who was convicted on April
3, 1908, of the murder of his cousin, Pie-
tro Randazzio, at° West Salamanca, on
January 11, 1908, was electrocuted in
Auburn prison at 6:;13 o'clock  this
morning, The electrocution was a suc-
cessful one, but two contacts were nec-
essary to kill, the first one of 1,840 volts
at seven and a half amperes lasting a
full minute, while the second one was
of but three seconds’ duration. Ran-
dazzio. to the last said he was not
guilty of the murder of his cousin,

In a letter written to his father yes-
terday morning the man within the
shadow of the chair said: ‘‘The mur-
der was the work of Silvio Barretta.”

Baretta and the Randazzios were sec-
tion men at West Salamanca, occupy-
ing bunks in a box car. Pietro Ran-
dazzio was killed on the night of Jan-
uary 11, 1908, and the body thrown into
the Allegheny river, where it was not
found until a week later. Barretta and
Randazzio were arrested and indicted
for murder in the first degree. Ran-
dazzio’s trial took place first and he
was convicted. Barretta was acquitted.
It was shown at the trial that the
murder was a part of a plan to rob
Pietro Randazzio of" between $40 and
$50.

WHARF BEING BUILT
AT BOAT HARBOR

Work in Progress on Road
Which Will Connect Mine
With Sea.

Nanaimo, March 16. — Considerable
confusion has been caused in the pro-
wvincial press by the announcemant that
the South. Wellington company is going
to establish a coaling depot at Boat
Harbor, Misked by the name ‘“Welling-
ton,” the new enterprise has been cred-
fted to the Wellington Colliery Co., of
which Lieut.-Governor Dunsmuir is the
head. The misapprehension was aided
by the mistake in the announcement
that a spur line was to be built from
Ladysmith to Boat Harbor.

As a matter of fact there is no such

concern as the South Wellington eom-

pany. The correct name of the com-
pany which is establishing a eoaling
depot at Boat Harbor is the Pacific
Coast Coal Mines, Ltd. The mine, how-
ever, s located at South Wellington, a
few hundred yards north of the aban-
doned. Alexandra mine, which a few
years ago was operated by the Welling-
ton Colliery: Company. The drift, or
tunnel goes into the bluff immediately
under the E. & N. track about 300 yards
above the. South Wellington depot. 1t
is probably from this fact, and the cir-
cumgtarices that most of the miners
employed in the mine are llving at
South Wellington, that the company
has come to be known by this name,

The railway which is being bailt will
conmect the mine with the sea at Boat
Harbor. The company, by direction of
the railway commission, will cross.un-
derneath the E, & N. track, and then
by the easiest grade possible connect
with Boat Harbor. A great part of the
roadbed has now been graded and the
wharf is under construction at Boat
Harbor. The mine it should be said, is
only thre or four miles out of Nanaimo,
and much nearer here than Ladysmith.
The head of the company is Mr.
Arbuthnot of Victoria. °

Another 1ocal mine which is. expected
to make great progress this year is that
owned by the Vancouver-Nanaimo Coal
Company. It is located on the north
side of what is known locally as the
Little Mountain. Prospect work was
engaged in all last year, and.the main
tunnel has been driven about.2,000 feet.

No reward has been offered for the
capture of the assassins because it is
realized here that such steps would
very materially decrease the chances
of success. The organization of the
“Mafia” is such that any person to
whom this reward was paid over would
at once be killed.

According to reports in possession of
the Italian authorities, the “Mafia” in
Italy is receiving to-day very material
assistance from the branch established
in- New Orleans, Some of the members
of this branch are wealthy, and it is
their practice to supply their associates

both in New Orleans and Sicily with
funds.

: MAKE BAD BOYS

Environment is Chief Cause of
Children Going
Astray.

Seattle, Wash.,, March 17.—At a meeting
of the St. Mark’s Men’s Club last night

the juvenile court, in an address on ‘‘The
Future Citizen,” told what he considered
the primary causes of delinquency in
youthful violators of the law.

‘““No man can say that because he takes
care of his own children he is not partly
responsible for his neighbor’s children,”
he said. ‘“There are three factors that
lead to delinquency—heredity, will and
environment. ¢ We must consider into
what influences our young men are
thrown. At present there are fully 2,000
dissolute women in this city, scattered
about and roaming the streets. And
there are 10,000 men im the city who are
regular supporters of these women. I be-
lieve that the state is to blame.

‘““There is entirely too much politics in
the selection of men to rum the reforma-
tories and penal institutions. The jails
Are bad and reeking, and so are the alms
houses and poor farms. This is particu-
larly true of the Chehalis reform school.
And the child is the sufferer. We, the
men, are at fault. We should be the
chums and protectors of our boys.”

1 Lloyd’s survey, she having been now
four years out from the Old Country.
Her last two voyages have been up ths
Yangtse river, where she has taken lum-
ber and 6 brought back mixed cargo.
Captain Ridley says he likes going to the
Yangtse, as it is so easy to discharge.

Address by Bishop Perrin.

Bishop Perrin spoke for a few min-
utes along lines suggested by methods
now being pursued in England dealing
with elderly poor, who are not eligible
for either hospitals or institutions of
any sort. These are given assistance
which enables them to live at home.
While not suggesting at all that the
Friendly Help societies should take up
the work, his Lordship thought that
the idea of helping people in their own
homes was a good one. To be eligible
for admittance to the Old Men’s Home
here a man must have been a resident
of Victoria for fifteen years. That
makes it impossible to extend the shelt-
er of the home to comparative new-
comers no matter how deserving they
may be.

The president of the Home Nursing
Society spoke most appreciatively of the
great help received, indirectly, by the
nurses from the Friendly Help Society.

It was moved and seconded that ex-

 pressions of sympathy from'the meét-

ing should be sent to Mrs. Harding and
Mrs, Powell, both of whom were unable
to be present on account of illness.

ties of the soil. Last season Messrs.
French and White raised good crops of
strawberries, large in size and of ex-
cellent flavor. The latter has had ripe
strawberries, over two inches in cir-
cumfer®nce, in his garden in the month
of October. With ‘favorable climatic
conditions the time is fast coming when
all availgble land will be devoted to
fruit raising.

Alberta and adjoining provinces now
absorb all the peaches grown along
the Sooke river. They compare most
favorably with the fruit from Niagara
peninsula. The pears from this section
have a flavor not surpassed by fruit
from sections where mmuch. attention is
devoted to pears. Cherries here do
even better, being superior to those
from the orchards of Kent and is-
sex in Ontario. The sweet varieties
grown here are superb, The district
offers many advantages to fruit grow-
ers and even small holdings are suf-
ficient to yield a comfortable living if
proper attemrtion is devoted to the cul-
tivation of fruit.

The Development League™“will move
in the direction of attracting that class
of settlers. With an increase in popu-
lation and with more produce to be
shipped to the market attention will.be
drawn to the necessity for important
transportation facilities. These are sub-
jects to which the league will. devote its
attention. The best means to adver-
tise the district have been carefully
considered and while the resources will
be fully set forth, Sdoke’s claims as a
summer resort will also be pressed for-
ward.

Mr. Way, who is prominently 1denti-
fied with the work of the league, was
present at the gathering in Victoria
when the Island League was launched
and the scheme for land clearing’ which
he then outlined met with great ap-
proval.

New Westminster, March 16.—The
city council Meld a short sitting last
evening.

wholesome milk, the council could see
that such instructions were carried
out. f the municipal councils would
take such action, which is within
their power, it would not only facili-
tate the work of this department, bu‘t
would lead to more wholesome milk
being sold within the municipality.
The matter was referred to' the health
committee with power to act.

New York, March 16.—Consul-General
C. M. Sarria, of Colombia, to-day gave
out a cable just received by him on the
situation at Bogoth, where rioting has
been in progress. The consul-general
said that it came from official sdurces
at Bogota, probably having been sent
from there yesterday although dated at
Buena Ventura to-day.

It read: “Buena Ventura, Colombia,
March 16.—The rioting in Bogota was
of a Socialistic character, without polit-
ica] complications. It was an outcome
of the submission of the tripartite
treaty between Colombia, the TUnited
States, and Panama, to the Colombia
congress for ratification. Entire coun-
try has protested against these riots
and-strongly denounced this demonstra-
tion, Those responsible-for it are pris-
oners and,- will :be:-tried. President
Reyes renounced the presidency, but
the entire population proclaimed him
and entreated him to.continue in the
presidency and maintain peace. Reyes
thereupon reassumed office.

‘“‘General Jorze Holguin was made
minister of war and in case the presi-
dent should retire he will exercise the
executive functions.

“Bogota _has been declared under
martial law. The rest of the republic
remains absolutely ‘tranquil.”

RICH STRIKE IN
BIG BEND DISTRICT

Revelstoke, March 16,—A big strike
of very rich minera] is said to have
been discovered in the Big Bend dis-
trict late last fall, the details of which
have been kept very quiet by the dis-
coverers.

LEGISLATION
FOR THE FARMER

CHANGES OF INTEREST
TO GREAT INDUSTRY

Municipal Law Amendments
Which Affect the Rural
Districts.

-

There is a good deal to interest the
country communities of the province in
the legislation passed at the recent
session. Important amendments were
made in bills affecting their industry
and of the changes in the municipal
laws most of these were in sections
dealing with rura] municipalities,

The minister of agriculture had sev-
era] bills of interest to farmers, which
were passed with little change by the
House. One af the earliest bills of the
session was to enlarge the herticultural
board, which will now consist of the
minister, deputy minister, chief in-
spector of fruit pests and four mem-
bers to be appointed by the lieutenant-
governor-in-counci] as representative of
certain districts. The first district em-
braces the constituencies cn Vancouver
Island; the second district takes- - in
Vancouver, New Westminster and the
constituencies in the Westminster and
northern districts; district three - in-
cludes the Okanagan and Similkameen
country; while the fourth district con-
sists of the electoral districts in the
southeastern portion ef .the province.

This board meets in this city from
time to time and discusses matters af-
fecting the interests of “fruit-growers.
Upon its advice the minister acts to a
large extent in framing his depart-
mental regulations and legislation.

Fruit Depots.

One of the last acts of the session was
also an agricultural one, and dealt with
the aiding of the fruit industry by the
establishment of depots and other facil-
ities: for preparing - -provincial-grown
fruit for market and shipment. - The
horticultural board is given power to
license companies or associations to
establish and operate depots and cold
storage facilities for fruit. Authority
is conferred upon the government by
the act to make such loans to licensees,
to the extent of three-fifths of the
value of the lands and property tender-
ed as security, but not te exceed $3,000
in any case, as may be syfficient to en-
able them, by supplementing thier own
funds, to establish such depots. The
aggregate of these loans must  not,
however, exceed $25,000. The loans:are
to be secured by first mortgage and be
repayable with interest at five per cent.
in such manner as the gevernment pre-
scribes,

An amendment which Captain Tat-
low made to the Farmerg’ Institutes
and Co-operation Act wﬁl enable any
group of ten or more bona fide resident
farmers in any district to form co-op-
eration associations, which will be to
all intents and purposes joint .stock
companies. These may exercise 411 the
powers of ordinary companies. The
expression “resident farmer' as used in
the act includes farmers’ wives and
any woman of full age ’()ccupying land.

There was a good deal of discussion
over the voting power which should
be allowed, the ministeér in his bill fix-
ing it at one share, one yote, while some
members did not favor.any. departure
from 1ihe principle of one man, one
vote, In the end the bill was amended
to permit ownership by one person of
up to one-twentieth of the whole. in-
vestment, and voting power not ex~
ceeding one-fiftieth of the tota] share
capital.

The ‘Sale of Poisons.

Another bill of the minister’s is de-
signed to convenience those who grow
fruit, who do not happen to be near a
drug store, at the time when they need
poisons for making up spraying mix-
tures. Under the Pharmacy Act no
poisons can be sold except by a duly
qualified druggist. The bill just passed
permits the sale of arsenate of lead,
Paris green, London purple; hellebore,
tobacco extract and sulphate of copper
and iron when these are to be used ex-
clusively in agriculture or horticulture
for the destruction of insects, fungi or
bacteria, or as sheep dips or weed kill-
ers, in stores other than drug stores.
Licenses will be issued by the minister
of agriculture on certain conditions to
any store-keeper who applies. Asg it
first stood the bill gave power to the
minister to withhold a license if he
thought the district was well enough
served by other stores having licenses,
but this was changed on the protest of
John Oliver that it would be giving cer-
tain store-keef®s an advantage over
others by act of parliament to enact
any restriction.

The member for Cowichan, W. H.
Hayward, was author of one of the few
amendments to public acts which pri-
vate members were able to get through.
This extends the powers of dairy and
live stock associations and, while it
dpplies all over the province, was de-
signed particularly to meet the wishes
of associations in and about Victoria
and Cowichan districts. These associa-
tions at.present have power ta manu-
facture dairy products, to which is now
added power to dea] in poultry, eggs
and all other agricultural products for
patrons of the associations, as well as
to deal in all kinds of food for farm
stock for the supply of patrons. The
erection and maintenance of-cold stor-
age plants and the sale of ice will also
be within the privilege of these asso-
ciations hereafter. Existing assecia-
tions may extend their operations to
any of the new objects upon a majority
vote at a general meeting where at least
two-thirds of the subscribed stock is
represented. ®

Municipal Law Changes.

Some amendments to the Municipal
Clauses Act are of interest to rural mu-
The amount of improve-
ments which will relieve lands of the
wild land tax has been made $5 an acre,
and the value of improvements upon
any plece of land shall not be deemed
to be improvements upon the immedi-
-ately adjoining land to a greater ex-
tent ‘than 160 acres. Where land is in-
cluded within an area which is being
reclaimed any assessment for the capi-
tal expenditure is to be considered as
an improvement. Buildings and ma..

chinery and skid roads for temporary
use in connection with logging opera-
tions ontaking lumber off jJands are not
to be taken as improvements uhnless a
statutory declaration is made that such
logging is to be followed forthwith by
the clearing or settlement of the land.
The amount of ‘improvements hitherto
required to exempt from the wild land
tax was only $2.50 per acre and the area
to which improvements might be deem-
ed to apply was 640°acres, so that the
result will be a large increase in acre-
age on which municipalities will be able
to collect this tax, and by amendment
put in at the instance of John Oliver
they will be enabled to make the tax
five per cent. of the assessed value in-
stead of four per cent,

Municipalities are given authority to
bonus, guarantee the bonds of or sub-
seribe for stock in ferry companies.
Couneils are empowered to appoint act-
ing reeves by resolution in the absence
from the municipality of the reeve.
District and township municipalities
get power to pass curfew  by-laws.
Provision is made that the discount al-
lcwed on certain taxes-shall not apply
to school taxes nor to other taxes on
land or on improvements when the
taxes on such land or improvements for
any previous year are unpaid. In citles
authority is given to collect a hotel li-
cense fee up to $500 for each six months,
the $100 at present authorized being left
4s a minimum. The c¢onstruction of
electric Rower works is added to the
class of publie utilities which township
or district municipalities may under-
take, Ry

As chairman of
a committee appointed by the New
York section of the National Civie Fed-
eration, Miss Morgan has been au-
thorized by the government to carry
out the plan, which aims to provide for
the men who work in the navy yard
better food than they can now obtain
and at less money.

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EDMONTON'S NEW HOSPITAL.

That the board of directors of the
Edmonton city hospital proceed with
the erection of a new hospital building
on the site now occupied by the city
hospital, corner of Boyle and Kinistino
avenue, at an estimated cost of $75,000,
was the resolution adopted by the
board of directors at a special meeting.

The decision was arrived at on the
strength’ of the report submitted by
Messrs. A, T. Cushing, Dr. Riddell and
J. A. McDougall, who were appointed a
committee at a previous meeting to in-
vestigate the question. The committee
further recommended that the board
reserve the right to discuss with the
city of Strathcona and the university
officials the advisability of jointly en-
gaging in the erection of a larger and
more costly hospital building on the
University grounds.

When it is considered that the orig-
inal intention of the board was to
erect a $150,000 building on the Nine-
ieenth street property it may be infer-
red that the erasction of a hospita! in
conjunction with the TUniversity Iis
looked upon with favor by the board.
The board, however, have decided to
adhere to their former intention of
asking the city for the denation of $50,-
000,

The work of removing the present
building is expected to begin at once,
so that all arrangements may be com-
pleted for the erection of the new hos-
pital as early in the year as possible,

ENLARGING PLANT.

Satisfactory Progress Made at B. C.
Electric Company’s Vancouver
Power House.

Vancouver, March 16.—The work of
putting in a new unit of ten thousand
horse power at the power house of the
B. C. Electric Railway Company is
progressing. J. D. Schuyler, the well
known engineer engaged on the new
plans at Coquitlam lake, paid his first
visit to the work yesterday since his
visit to Panama as one of the en-
gineers who accompanied Mr, Taft.
Considerable work has been done, he
says, and it i8 expected that the addi-
tional] power can be delivered in July.
At present they are laying a new
pressure pipe from the dam to the
power house, five or six feet in
diameter, with a 400 foot head pres-
sure at the lower end. This pipe will
supply the water for the new water-
wheel and generator of ten thousand
horse power, which is about the larg-
est one ever made. The water-wheel
and generator are expected to arrive
in July, and that will mark the @om-
pletion of the scheme. >

IMPROVED METHOD
OF SAVING GOLD

B

Kootenay Man’s Invention May
Revolutionize Cyanide
Process.

There is now under erection by the
Jewel Syndicate, at the Jewel mine, near
Greenwood, B. C., a new.mill which is to
tegt the slimes treating process, which if
it proves successful, will revolutionize the
present method of seéparating the gold
from tailings, says the Nelson News. The
new process is the invention of H.
Nichols, manager of the Ymir mine, and
a local company has just been formed to
promote its use in gold camps.

The mill in course of erection at the
Jewel mine will be in operation in about
two months, when the commeércial and
practical value of the jnvention will be
demonstrated. The inventor and the other
members of the company are confident
that the tests already made assure the
success of the process, but the new mill
will try it on a scale large enough for all

a successful run in the mill steps will be
at once taken to place the invention on
the South African market.

A Daily News representative secured an
explanation of the new process from the
company. The tailings of the mills have
for a long time been treated by the cyan-
ide process aftér going through the amal-
gam o6r any other gold saving process.
The tailings had to be coarse in order to
allow the cyanide solution to peréolate
through them, but it was found that the
coarseness prevented the extraction of all
the gold and resulted in considerable loss.
This made it necessary to grind the tail-
ings and slimes were introduced, slimes
being the result of grinding the tailings
subject to the action of cyanide solution
by percolation and the pulp has to be agi-
tated, in other wagrds shaken about, to
allow the solution to mix with it.® The
next step is to separate the enriched solu-
tion, carrying the gold value, from the
solid, and settling was resorted to, the
solution being drained off and leaving the
slime. This was known ag the decanting
process, It was found; however, that by
the decanting process the slime retained
moisture to the extent of 50 per cent. of
its bulk, the moisture being, of course,
the enriched solution. Thus a ton of
slime carried with it a ton of solution
containing gold. To save the solution
thus tied up required many washings |
with. a weak solution of water, a long
and expensive process. Many improve-
ments have been introduced on the de-
canting process and the most notable of
these has béen the vacuum filter.. This
consists of a filter, occupying a larger
area, which is submerged in the pulp and
in which a vacuum is used to attach to it
a cake of the solid, which cake is then
separated from the pulp and freated by
washing. - This, which is known as the
caking process, is an improvement on the
decanting process, but still the slimeg so
discharged carry as much as 35 per cent.
of the solution. Besides this the caking,
process has many disadvantages, the cost
of installation, repairs and operation of
the vacuum filter being so serious that In
many fields, including South Africa, it
. has never been adopted, the old decanting
proaess being adhered to.

It is claimed for the new process that
it does away swith the principal disadvan-
tages of the vacuum process, is cheaper,
simpler and obtains much better results.
By depending on natural séttlement of
the solids it does away with the compli-
cations of the caking process and the
cost of installation, operation and the
space required are so much less- as to
place it in a clags by itself. In the trials
made the slimes have been discharged
carrying as low as 19 per cent. of solution,
and, while it is not expected that this
very low percentage will represent - the
average, the difference in saving is very
great indeed. .
