Trunk at 3.40 this morning, at Murray 
Hill, near Trenton, in which 11 were 
killed and two score injured, a number 
of whom will probably die.

No. 5 passenger train from Montreal 
collided with an east-bound freight. 
Engineer W. H. Brady, his fireman, 
John Macdonald, and John Casey, all of 
Belleville, were instantly killed.

The. cause of the accident is reported 
to have been an open switch. The pas­
senger train was not scheduled tb stop 
at Murray Hill, but had to pass a 
freight, there. The passenger train 
running at. full speed, about 40 pules 
an howwben.it dashed into the freight.

Toronto, Nov. 15.—The scene at- the 
Grand Trunk wreck at Murray Hul this 
morning was a frightful one. A num­
ber of immigrants on the train were 
crying and moaning, the wounded drag­
ging their maimed bodies as. far as pos­
sible from the wreck, and those who 
were pinned down by the debris crying 
vainly for assistance. Several farmers 
who lived near the track gave all the 
assistance they could in rescuing the in­
jured.

One poor fellow begged the rescuing 
not to mind him, but to help his 

chuta. “Don’t mind Tie," he moaned; 
“get- him out alive; he’s got a family 
depending upon him, while I have not.” 
Botfi were taken ultimately from the 
wreck alive.

The injured passengers were assisted 
into Pullman coaches and taken to 
Belleville, where they were quickly 
driven to the hospital.

Two of the dead, William Lunness 
and J. Goodchild, were Toronto cattle 
drovers. Both were married men.

WATCHING WILLIAM.

His Proposed Visit to Spain Aroused 
Intense Curiosity.

New York, Nov. 14.—A special to the 
Herald from Madrid says:—

Nearly all the heads of the diplomatic 
corps, have called on the minister of for­
eign affairs to inquire what importance 
is to be attached to the visit of the Ger­
man Emperor. The government has 
made little of the matter, and it has 
further intimated that it accepts as an 
inevitable outcome of events being forc­
ed to relmquish the sovereignty of Spain 
in the Philippines.

The visit of Emperor William has ex­
cited the greatest interest in England 
and France, and the representatives of 
both countries hate been particularly 
eager, under instructions from their gov­
ernments, in asking for details. They 
have been assured that the visit here 

•of the Spanish ambassador in Berlin is 
purely casual, and that under the cir­
cumstances it is nothing less than na­
tural. The more staid portion of the 
political world does not attach much im-> 
portance to the imperial visit and looks 
upon it as perhaps merely serving to 

hopes which cannot be realized. 
It remains, however, at the present 
ment, a matter of political record that 
there exists a sentiment here that 
France of late has been of small utility 
to Spain in spite of her assurance of 
friendship, and perhaps the Philippine 
clause of the protocol has much to do 
with the origin of this sentiment. The 
Queen Regent is credited with a desire 
to seek assistance from more northern 
empires, and, if this is true, she would 
now prefer to be allied with the triple 
alliance rather than with the Franco- 
Russian; combination.

Canea, Isle of Crete, Nov. 15.—The 
population of this town is holiday mak­
ing, and there is great rejoicing every­
where. A Te Deum has been chanted 
by the bishop amid cheers. He invok­
ed the divine blessings upon the protect­
ing powers who have freed Crete from 
Turkish rule.’

The Christians are behaving well, and 
there are no signs of ill-feeling among 
the Mussulmans. It appears that Chakir 
Pasha, :the last Turkish commander to 
leave Crete, refused at the last moment 
to allow the transport to leave, claim­
ing he must wait until he received de­
cisive orders from the Turkish govern­
ment. Thereupon Admiral Pettier, the 
French naval commander, despatched the 
torpedo boat Vay tour to exercise the 
necessary pressure upon the Turkish 
commander, threatening to adopt for­
cible measures unless the transport put 
to sea- Chakir Pasha then yielded, and 
the transport departed.

Trieste, Austria, Nov. 15.—Prince 
George of Greece, high commissioner of 
the powers in Crete, started to-day for 
that island.

DISCUSSING RECIPROCITY.
That Business Occupying Attention of

The Joint High Commission To-day.

Washii gton, Nov.. 15.—Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, premier of Canada, and Sir 
James Winter, the premier of New­
foundland, have arrived to take part in 
the Anglo-American joint commission. 
Mr. Jefferson Coolidge, of Boston, also 
came on, thus completing the American 
membership.

The commission held a brief session at 
11 o’clock, and then gave way to meet­
ings of tlie British and American mem­
bers separately. These separate con­
ferences were for the purpose of going 
over the ground on which reciprocity 
can be discussed. Attention is now cen­
tred almost exclusively on this tonic. 
No schedules have been exchanged, but 
it has been considered best to take each 
article separately and discuss the pos­
sibilities of tariff concessions on it.

A CENTENARIAN’S DEATH.
St. Catharines, Ont., Nov. 15.—Mrs. 

-Margaret Davis, who was by more 
than 10 years a centenarian, died on 
Sunday at her residence near Jordan 
station. She was aged 110 yeafs 8 
months and 10 days. She was born in 
the county of Down, Ireland^ where 
she lived for some years. Forty-four 
years ago her son John came to this 
tountry, and soon after was followed 
hy his brothers, Thomas and Joseph. 
AU settled in the vicinity of St. Cathar­
ines. In the summer of 1872 John 
Davis sent for his mother to come to 
Vanada, and the aged lady, then about 
st> years of age, came across the ocean 
to pass the remainder of her days with 
her sons, arriving in New York July 4 
of that year. In her death Louth town­
ship loses an interesting figure, for her 
kindly manner, even in her old age, re­
mained with her, and she had hosts of 
friends.

A Big Military Entertainment on the 
Tapis for Montreal.

Montreal* Nov." 14—A big military 
tertainment is on the tapis for M 
treat, probably to be held in January. 
It is the idea of General Hutton, and 
will be an innovation in Canada. It is 
officially known as the “tattoo by torch­
light.”

About 9.30 o’clock the evening enter­
tainment opens with gun fire, followed 

.by the -sounding of the first post bugle 
call, and advance of baud. The 
first band enters playiùg its own regi­
mental march. It takes up a position in 
the hall or parade ground and a second 
band enters. Then the first takes up its 
march, and so on until all the massed 
bands are playing the march of the last 
regiment to enter. Each band is ac­
companied by flambeaux bearers. Fol- 
lowing this is a sort of musical enter- 
tainment. Buglers give a march, massed 
bauds a slow march, fifes and drums 
another march, and massed bands play 
the tattoo. The pipers then give a se­
lection and the massed bands conclude 
with “Rule Britannia” and “God have 
the Queen.” .. . ,

At 10:30 o’clock “last post” is sound­
ed, the audience dispersing to a quick 
march plaved by the massed bands. 
General Hutton’s proposal is to have 
the affair early in January and in the 
presence of the Earl and Countess of 
Minto. If successful it would be fol­
lowed by another in the open air during 
the summer.

In addition to the great amount of 
malarial aiid typhoid fever prevailing, 
malignant smallpox has appeared. On the 
10th Inst, there were 27 cases and ten 
deaths.

The rebellion in .Kwongsi is growing' 

and the rebels are, gradually moving 
northward. Hongkong advices tof t,he 
Empress show that' large quantities of 
arms are finding their Way into the in­
surgents, mostly via Hongkong. Lapt. 
Ellis, of the notorious steamer Fasig, 
now Abbey, which has quite a record as 
a filibuster, says: Firearms have been 
pouring into Canton from Hongkong 
and all round Swatow there are thous­
ands of riien armed with cheap Belgian 
and German weapons, which may, not be 
so well finished as the products of West- 
lev-Riehards’s or Celt’s armories, yet 
are quite good enough foi- the rebels, and 
the bullets get there all the same.

; % Chinese Fugitives.
Kwang Yu-Wei, the Chinese reformer,- 

who left Hongkong on the 10th, was ex­
pected, according to the J ijl, to arrive 
at Kobe by the steamer Kawachi Maru. 
pa Monday last. Two other fugitives, 
Lyoseicho and Osho, are said to have 
already arrived in Tokyo. They will 

• leave for America and then proceed to 
England. •

The Chinese papers contain lengthy 
accounts of the execution of the six 
reformers. They were not even tried. A 
trial was begun, but before anything had 
been done the six were executed. The 
unfortunates knelt in a row and the 
executioner swept their heads off one 
after another. After those present had 
left the ground the servants and families 
of five of the victims sewed the heads 
to the trunks and placed the bodies in 
the coffins prepared for them. The body 
of the brother of ICang-Yu-Wei was, 
however, left untouched, no one being 
bold enough to touch it for fear they 
too would be executed. It was allowed 

1 to lie on the execution ground neglected 
until the executioners came and drag­
ged it away to east it in what is called 
the “myriad peoples’s hole’’ or paupers’ 
burying ground—the greatest dishonor 
and misfortune that can ever befall a 
Chinese.

It was credibly reported at Shanghai 
that Chang Yin-huan, one of the re­
formers, had been killed near Pekin by 
secret order of the Empress Dowager. 
Chang Yin-huan was banished to Kash- 
garia, and he was presumably on his 
way to his place of banishment when 
his murder took place.

They Will Find Out.
As yet none can absolutely say wheth­

er the Emperor of China is alive or 
dead. The foreign ministers in i’ekin, 
more particularly the British, German 
and Japanese, are pressing the Tsungli 
Y amen for an audience with the. Em­
peror—if he is alive. But up to the pre­
sent all their efforts have been ineffec­
tual, every species of evasion and ca­
jolery being interposed by the Manchu 
element to the ambassadors’ demands.

Many people in Pekin now believe that 
the Emperor is confined in a small build­
ing on an island in the midst of *he 
large deep lake within the Ewo, or Em­
press’s palace, from which the bridges 
connecting with the shore have been cut 

But still a great many people 
in tlie capital regard his chances of be­
ing alive as extremely remote.

Interesting data on the 'fishing busi­

ness of Prince William sound w-as 
brought by Capt. O. Humphrey, superin­
tendent of the Pacific Steam Whaling 
Company, who has just reached the 
Sound from Orca on the steamer Wol­
cott.

To the Grand Jury now assembled in

Gentlemen,—We, your committee ap­
pointed to visit thç prisons m tiys city, 
beg to report as follows:
■ City Lock-Up and Police Statio^,—We 
visited the city loçk-up and found it 
properly kept and in good order. Out 
inspection of the adjoining barracks, re­
vealed a condition of thiniis which calls 
■for some comment. The walls -, and 
ceilings are smoke-begrimed, and dirty, to 
a most unpleasant degree, and do not 
appear to have been painted, whitened or 
cleaned for a very long time. The floors 
are Well scrubbed, and we do uqt at­
tach any blame to the members of the 
force for the unsatisfactory condition 
of the buildingi which should be., rem­
edied at once.

Provincial Jail.-f-This . institution is 
tn excellent condition,,a i clean, and
well kept. We found several In­
dians, men and women, detained by 
the crown, being, required as witnesses 

1 during the present assize. These peo­
ple arc practically prisoners under 
p.-.son regulations and on, prison diet. 
They cemplhin bitterly of the unsuitable 
itature of their food, a ; diet try which 
they are unaccustomed, and of the 
tinemçnt within the walls and yari of 
the ja.1. The women cpmplaiued o' 
pains in the head and chest, which they 
attributed to the close, warm air of the 
cells and the want of out-door life, to 
which they are accustomed. Also that 
they are not allowed to see their friends 
and are in ignorance of their condition.
We' have reason to believe that some 
considerable degree Of suffering has re­
sulted to these witnesses and their friends 
through this enforced confinement.

Thefe’rire three 
lieds in each cell and the ventilation is 
insufficient hiitf iti some instances faulty. 
-Meals are served on a table in the lobby 
Of the cells tihder the stairway, and so 
limited is the'accommodation that the 
boys bave to etlt 1ii relays, as only five 
Can'sit at the tablé at one ftfn'é. Théte 
is one bedroom fort the sttpetinféndèHt. 
The play ground is1 small and is only a 
prison yard, without any ‘provision for 
outside recreation in wet Weather. There 
is no provision for gardening or the- 
teaching of any trades, nor îs there any 
means of doing so with the present limit­
ed accommodation. No library is pro­
vided - and the few books sent by kind 
hearted- people have been read again and 
again. The management is vested in 
one man—the superintendent—who is on 
duty from 5 a.m. to 6 p.m. every day of 
the week without intermission',- and as 
he has to sleep in thé "building he is 
practically on duty for twenty hotibs 
every day. From 6 p.m., when the boys 
are locked in their cells, unt}! "his own 
bed time he can go out,' but Until his 
return the boys are only visited by one 
of the jailers on his rounds.

CHAMBERLAIN SPEAKS AGAIN.

The Relations Between Russia and 
Britain the Main Theme.

tied.

London, Nov. 10.—Mr. Joseph Cham­
berlain, who was the guest of the Con­
servative Club this evening, in reply­
ing to a toast to his health, spoke at 
length of colonial matters. The ! secre­
tary of state for the colonies said that 
almost all international troubles of re­
cent years had arisen from the competi­
tion of nations for the undeveloped terri­
tories on the world’s surface in the pos­
session of barbarous tribes or decaying 
nations. He dwelt upon these vast tracts 
as “outlets tor the teeming popula­
tions ami, trade of civilized nations. ’ He 
predicted an “immense future” for Rho­
desia and -Great Britain’s other acquisi­
tions in Africa, even the Gold Coast and 
Lagosa, when medical science shall 
have succeeded in overcoming malarial 
diseases. He warmly defended Eng­
land’s Chinese policy, contending that 
Gréât Britain had good reason to be sat­
isfied With the results as compared with 
other powers.

Regarding the contention that Eng­
land ought to hrive an agreement with 
Russia, he said that experience had 
taught us that we require a better guar­
antee than a paper agreement to secure 
the policy of an open door. “The best 
security, in riijr Opinion, is the desire of 
other nations, like Germany, Japan and 
the United. States, to preserve an open 
door. Japan is becoming an important 
power with (chain our relations through­
out have beén. those of cordial friend­
ship, while 'with Germany and the 
United States our relations,-, L rejoice to 
say, are now closer and more, cordial 
than they have been for some time.

In. an eloquent - péroration Mr. Cham­
berlain developed this theme, declaring 
that if England ever needed an alliance, 
ghe would give as. much as she received, 
but that she would never need other aid, 
in bis opinion, than would be cheerfully 
afforded by her. own children. He 
scorned /.he idea that England' should 
fear Gcriuian competition, as he be­
lieved the Anglo-Saxon co-operation and 
influence would prove irresistible and 
that there was no reason why even 
without an alliance Great Britain’s 
friendly relations with Germany should 
not be strengthened.

“I rejoice,” he said in conclusion, “at 
the change that has occurred in the re­
lation between Great Britain arid the 
United States. T«o us they stand in a 
relation different from that occupied by 
any other people. I know a hundred 
reasons why we should be friends, none 
why we should be otherwise, arid I be­
lieve that has been the true feeling of 
this country toward the United States 
for ' many years. All misunderstandings 
have been happily removed, and the 
combination of the two English-speaking 
nations would fear no other alliance.

On Bon­
anza is the best illustration of the sys­
tem. From Victoria gulch to the very 
mouth of Bonanza, a full twenty miles, 
wherever there is a high level place 
they are mining gold, and herein has 
existed thé greatest progress and de­
velopment of the camp for the summer. 
The number of such claims that have 
been filed on runs into thousands. For 
mile after mile they are staked off like 
a doable line of town lots that might 
conform to the meanderings of a river. 
The manner of working varies with 
nearly every claim. Sometimes it is 
a tunnel run in just under the crest of 
the hill. There are more of that kind 
of prospects than any other—it may be 
twenty or thirty of such holes in a row 
almost on the same level. Not all of 
these boles pay. The owner may rue­
fully and truthfully tell you that “the 
gold has all slid off into the creek,” but 
he is more likely to "demonstrate to a 
certainty that he is just on the point of 
striking it, having what he terms a 
“dead immortal cinch.”

These bench diggings are for the most 
part very small claims,- but owing to the 
ever-changing laws -and the variability 
of official decisions they are all sizes.
