FREDERICTON, April 10—The house
of assembly prorogued at moon with
the® usual ceremonies. - The  weather
was rainy and cold and the galleries
held but few spectators. When the
address to be preseanted to the king,
on the occasion of the coronation, was
read and passed, the members stood
and lustily sang the national anthem.
The guard of honor was furnished by
No. 4 Co., R. C. R. and the company’s
band furnished music. The lieut.-gov-
ernor made a fine appearance in his
handsome Windsor uniform, and was

Sterling and Coroner Mullin.

After his honor had given his assent
to one hundred and sixty actg passed
during the .session, he prorogued the
house with a brief speech.

FREDBRICTON, April 10—The house
met at 10 o’clock.

Thera was therefors no necessity to
extend the term, and legislation of this
sort should not be passed unless some-
thing was to be gained by it. More-
over, the press of the country is not
aware that a change of this kind ie
to bz made, and there should be no
change in the constitution until we
know what the opinion of the country
is.

Hon, Mr. Tweedie said there was a
feeling in the country in favor of an
extension, for there is an opinion
abroad that we have too many elec-
tions, The bill does not ask that the
term of this parliament be extended,
and 'if tke opposition are returned to
power as they predict, they will be the
ones to be benefitted by the change.
‘Fhere is no advantage to anybody
‘The bill was agreed to.

‘The smalipox bill was also agreed to:

The Hon. Mr. Tweedie said he’bhad
‘been' consulting with several members
and also with tHé leader/of”the. oposi-
tion in regard to a change in the rule

OTTAWA, April 10.—Lady Minto, as
president of the Canadian South Afri-
can Memorial Association, has issued
the following appeal to the Canadian
public;

Government House,
OTTAWA, 9th April, 1902.

Dear Sir—Having noticed in several
of the Canadian newspapers recently
a letter dated Pretoria, February 10,
1902, on the subject of the graves of
Canadians who have fallen in the ser-
vice of the empire in South Africa, I
venture to ask you, through the me-

~dium of your influential pages, to re-

mind your readers of the objects and
aims of the Canadian South Africa
Memorial Association, of which I am
president, and which are briefly as
follows: v

1. To locate the graves of Canadians
who have lost their lives in South
Africa in the service of the empire,
since the outbreak of hostilities in Oc-
tober, 1899.

2. To obtain subscriptions for the
purpose of raising an amount suffi-
cient to allow of suitable memorials
being erected over the graves of the
above.

3. To arrange for the erection of the
said memorials.

This association is a powerful or-
Bganization, of which His Excéllency
the Governor General is patron, and it
has the earnest sympathy and . ap-
proval ‘of the following prominent and
representative Canadians, viz.: Sir
‘Wilfrid Laurier; Dr. F. W. Borden,
minister of militia; R. I. Borden, iead-
er of the opposition; Lord Strathcona
and the lieutenant governors of the
various provinces, who have kindly
consented to act as vice-presidents of
the same,

Lord Roberts has taken considerable
interest in the association, which has
also the hearty co-operation of the
military authoritiea in South Africa,
with whom we are in communication.
It is hoped, therefore, that we may
shortly commence the work of erect-
ing our memorials, which will indi-
cate, in a fitting manner, to future
generations the last resting places of
these Canadian heroes.

NEW STATION NAMES.

The C. P. R. will eignalize the in-
troduction of its summer time table,
about June 15th, by a radical and, at
first glance, startling change in the
names of several stations on its sub-
urban section between ‘8t.

Fairville and South Bay unchanged.

Stevens—to be called Ac-a-Mac.

Sutton—Ke-te-pec, the abbreviated
Indian name for Grand Bay, as is the
preceding for South Bay.

French’s—Mar-te-non, a modification
of the old French seignory at this
place.

Hillside—Pan-de-nec, the
name for small mountain.

Ingleside—The side of the river
fronting on Inglewood Manor granted
in 1832 to Moses Perley and named by
him from Scott’s Rob Roy.

Riverbank—Ononette, the old French
name for Brandy Point, just below,
which runs far into the waters of the
8t. John River.

-Ballentines—Woo-las-took, the last
station close to the shores of the river,
and takes the Indian name of the St.
John River.

‘Westfield Beach—Named from its
position on the Westfield west shore of
the river.

Nases—Pa-mon-keag, the
name for river beach.

Lingley—Cab-ito-nec, the Indian
name for the Nerepis valley. This is
the first station in the valley.

New—Sagwa—The Nerepis River at
this point forming many beautiful
scenes by its windings in the valley.

Nerepis—An Indian word of unknown
meaning.

Blagdons—Chee-tee-pec, the
name for big springs.

Eagle Rock—A bold and picturesque
cliff overlooking the valley of the
Nerepis,

Bayards—Wee-chook, the Indian
name for big mountain, from its situ-
ation near Douglas mountain,

‘Welsford—Named after Major Wels-
ford, a hero of the Crimean war.

The change in the names has been
devised by C. B. Foster, D. P. A., after
conference with Dr. G. U. Hay, Prof.
Ganong and others. The new aames
are from the French and Milicete.

Bill Introduced Yesterday.

It Was Sharply Criticized and Will
Not Likely Become Law
This Year.

Minister of Militia Says He Will Exercise’
His Own Discretion aa to the Make up
of Canada’s Coronation Con-
tingent:

OTTAWA, April 9~This afternoon
Hogt. Mr. Blair introduced his railway
commission bill. The minister - said
that general expression had been given,
especially in Ontario and the West, to
a desire for some such measure. He
commended the reports on freight rates
recently made by Prof. McLean, gov-
ernment commissioner. Mr, Blair went
on to explain the general provisions of
the bil} which he proposed to submit
to the house. He stated that condi-
tions in Canada were peculiar and re-
gulations applicable to other states
would not suit us, and dwelt especi-
ally on the fact that the great tfrunk
roads im this country run through a
sparsely settled country where most of
the traffic was hauled a long distance,
with little return freight. The conse-
quence was that people whose products
were shipped by this road cpuld not,
perhaps, be satisfied with the freight
rates. Mr. Blair said he did not expect
his measure to redress all grievances,
some of which were due to inevitable:
conditions, but he hoped that it-might
be useful. This bill not only provides
for the establishment of a railway com-
mission, but is also a complete and
careful revision and consolidation of
the existing railway law. The railway
committee of the privy council will be
abolished and its power, with addi-
tional jurisdiction, will be transferred
to the proposed commission. The main
features of the measure are the estab-
lishment of a commission and the re-
gulation of tolls. In order to get good
men it was necessary to provide for a
long term of office and to pay & good
salary. It was proposed to:constitute
a board of three commissioners. = The
term is fixed. at ten years, ang in that
term commmissioners could not be re-
moved except on address of both
houses. The salary of the commission-
ers has mot yet been fixed, but the
chairman should get more than the
other members. It was decided that
one commissioner should be & lawyer
of large experience, with somre know-
ledge of railway business and of pro-
fessional = standing high enough to
qualify him for a judgeship. Another
would be an experienced railway mamn.
There should be a man with large
knowledge of general business. This
board will finally decide all matters of
fact. The only appeal from its judg-
ment would be to the governor general
in council. It shall have power to fix
all traffic rates. These rates:are.to be
grouped in three classes. Ordinary
traffic is the general class, including
all not specially set aside. The board
would fix the maximum and minimum
toll for this class. The special class
would be commodity traffic and compe-
titive trafficc which would be dealt
with in a special way. Foreign traffic
on lines with connections in other
countries would be under control of
this commission so far as the Canadian
portion of the route is concerned. As
to the long and short haul, the com-
mission would have fyll powers of
providing that the rate for the long
haul shall never be less than for the
short haul included in the longer ex-
cept in very special cases.

Mr. Ingraham—WIill the control of
the commission extend to the govern-
ment railway? !

Mr. Blair said the government rail-
way is mot dealt with in the hill.

Mr. Borden (Halifax), Sproule, Osler
and others pressed this question, but
could get no answer from the minister
other than that no change was taking
place in regard to government roads.

Hon. Mr. Borden, minister of mili-
tia, said@ due consideration should be
given to the South African veterans,
but why should not “veterans of the
Northwest rebellion be included ? The
force would be representative of the
corps that served in Africa, and of all
other corps of Canadian militia. It
was intended to make the coronation
corps representative of all Canadian
forces. The number to be sent was
580. They would be maintained one
month in barracks by the imperial
government and would be paid by Can-
ada. The minister asked Mr. Bennett
to withdraw his motion, as the African
corps would be represented.

Mr. Borden of Halifax asked whether
it was the intention to give a special
representation to the Africa. veterans.

Hon. Dr. Borden would only say
that the Africa corps as well as other
militia units would be represented.

Mr. Bennett said that it was plain
that the men who served in Africa
would have ho preczdence. over those
who did@ not volunteer, but were eager
to go on 'this junketing expedition. He
would press his . motion, as he held
that the men who served in Africa
were in the best sense representative
of the Camnadian militia.

Colonel Tisdale would like to see the
coronatior corps wholly of Africa vol-
unteers, and thought it would be well
if they paraded in war uniform.

After further discussion, Mr. Wade
of Annapolis contended that Mr. Ben-

OTTAWA, April 10.—Hon. Mr. Mu-
lock today introduced a bill amending
the post office act. The measure pro-
vides for relieving from civil service
examination persc.s appointed as let-
ter carriers, sorters, porters, etc. For
these purposes departmental examina-
tions will be substituted. The bill also
provides that letter carriers who now
reach the maximum salaries in five
Years may attain to it in half the
time. It also proposes the appoint-
ment of an official to be called super-
intendent of city post offices. The po#t-
master g3neral remarked that he pro-
poses to appoint Mr. Ross, the present
assistant postmaster of Toronto. It is
understood that letter ca.rqie‘rs, pack-
ers, etc., hereafter to be appointed
will not be under the civil service act,
and will receive a ra'te of pay per day
instead of by the monta.

The Dbill respscting pensions - to
mounted police officers was read a
second and third time.

Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick’s bill to amend
the pilotage act was read a second
time. This bill extends to steam ves-
sels sailing between the maritime pro-
vinces. or Quebec and Great Lakes of
Ortario, the same cxemptions that are
now allowed to ships plying between
St. Lawrence ports and those prts
farther south. ;

STRIKE SETTLED.
HALIFAX, N. S, April 11.—The long-

shoremen’s strike was ended tonight.
The men accepted the offer from the
employers of 20 cents per hour for day
work and 25 cents for night work. The
men had asked that none but union
labor should be employed. The em-

ployers declined to accede to this, but
under the agreement signed tonight
they will not discriminate against any-
one for having taken part in the strike
or in the future against any employe
for being a member of the union. The
demand of the men was for 256 cents
and 30 cents for day and might work
respectively.

One advantage gained by the men is
this: That in future they shall be paid

work till ordered home, even if there
should happen to be some waiting time.

WASHINGTON, April 13.—The Unit-
ed States enjoys more of <Canadian

custom than the rest of the world put

together. Attention is directed to this
fact in that portion of Comimercial Re-
lations of 1901 (now in press), which
deals with the Unted States trade with
Canada, an extract from which was
given out for publication by Mr.

1 Emery, chief of the bureau of Ameri-

can commerce, today. - It is peinted
out that so closely allied are trade
conditions in this country and Can-

‘{ada that prosperity or depression in

the United States immediately finds

an echo in the trade of our northern

neighbors., In 1877 Great Britain lost
to us her lead in the matter of goods
sent imto the domdnion, and from that
year forward, with but a slight inter-
val, ‘this country has steadily length-
ened the gap. It is not as widely real-
ized as it should be, says the report,
that Canada is the best customer we

have, excepting- only Great: . Britain:

and Germany. Consul General Bitten-
ger at Montreal, in a report on the
subject, says: :
“The United States does more busi-
ness with Canada than with the whole
of South America; as much as with
Central America, Mexico and the West
Indies together, and nearly as much
as with Africa, Asia. and Oceanica.
“Our present tariff policy -towards
Canada,” sayd the consul general,
“causes the building up of great manu-
facturing interests ta compete with
our own. If we seek trade in othex
countries, we must not deny them the

~opportunity to sell some of their pro-

ducts to us. Canada wants to send te
the United States her lumber, wood
pulp, hay, barley and minerals. The
United States consumes more lumber
and paper than any other nation in
the world, and she should he glad to
admit lumber and@ wood pulp free. If
the United States would take off the
duty on Canadian ceal (which could
be profitably sold only to a very limit-
ed extent along our eastern. coast) our
coal would be admitted into’ Canada

free and our sales of ceal in the do-

minion would be double what they are
at present.”

Lucerne or.other clover, three-quarters of &
square rod per day; of bdrley, oats and peas,’
rye, wheat or millet, one-half a square
per day; of corn or sorghum, one-quarter of
a square rod per day. The above is a fair
estimate for a day's feeding on land in a
good state of cultivation, and with no al-
lowance for pasture. No cow can possibly
consume one-half a square rod of rye, bar-
ig, o:;- and peas or millet in a day’s feed-

‘basis. It is always best to make a liberal
allowance. There need be no waste. since
any surplus can be cut and cured for winter
forage, or ploughed upder as green manmure.
Next it will be ry to ider the
most sguitable kind of crops to grow, and ,
the periods at which each will be available.
For general feeding, rye, clover, rape, peas
and oats, vetches, millet, serghum and cornm,
will be found most satisfactory, and the list
named will cover practically the whole sea-
son, if sown at suitable intervals. Rye sown
in the fall’ will provide the earliest feed in
the spring, bt as grass is usually abundant
at that time, this crop is not so likely to be
needed unless a complete system of soiling
is practised. Clover, where it will grow
well, comes next on the list, and will furnish
an abundance of good feed during the Jlatter
half of June. Lucerne, or alfalfa, where the
soil and climate are favorable to its growth,
should be given first place on the list of
soiling crops. It can be cut almost as early
in the spring as rye, and furnishes at-least
three- crops per season of highly nitrogen-
ous food. It is greatly relished by all kinds

of stock, but is apt to cause bloating if care-

The greatest
drawback to the more extensive cultivation
nf the vetch in Canada is the high priece
asked for the seed. At present pricea it will
probably be found best to sow vetches alang
with peas and oats, at the rate of one bushel
of vetches, one bushel of peas and two bush-
els of oats per acre. This mixture will pro-
duce an excellent crop for July and August
feeding, and will also afford good pasture
after the first cutting, if cut early.

Millet is another plant that is particularly
good as a catch crop. It can be sometimes
sown after a forage crop of peas and oats
has been taken off the ground, and if there
is sufficient moisture to start it, it will yield
a fair crop. If sown early in June; at the
rate of about thirty pounds per acre, it will
furnish a large crop of good fodder by the
middle of August.. The Japanese Barnyard in
moist eoil and Japanese Panicle are the best
varieties. 4

Oorn (when it' grows well) is the great
standby for fall feeding. Another very valu-
able fall fodder plant for the southern part
of Canada is sorghum.. The Early Amber is

e most suitable for our latitude. It should
not be sown until the weather has become
gsettled and warm, on land that has been
in the same way as for corn. If
sown in drills like corn, three pecks of seed
will be ample for an acre, but if broadcast-
ed, more will be required. . It is slow in
starting, but after it has attained a height
of a few inches, growth is very rapid, and
the crop is very heavy. It is greedily eaten
by stock, but like corn it is carbonaceous
in its nattre, and some additional feed, such
as clover, oil-cake, etc., should be added to
balance 'the ration. :

Soja or soy beans have been rather exten-
sively grown for fodder in the Southern
States for some years, and are g;ung pop-
ularity in the North as well. produce

a great amount of rich forage, growing to

the height of from two and one-bhalf to four
feet, branching freely and producing numer-
ous woolly pods containing two to three
round yellow beans.

""SPANISH COINS FOUND.

A Big Discovery - 1n Ruins of Bourinot
; House Sydney. C. B

(Sydney Poet 12th )

There was' a good deal of excitement yes-
terday round about Rhodes, Curry & Co.’s
whart “whén- it becameé known that a large
number of Spanish coins had been unearthed
by workmen e ployeﬁ in clearing  out the
ruins” of ‘the old Bourinot house.
The workmen were Peter Gillis of Grand
