Things that are exceedingly cheap
are often a cheat. The best fabrics re
quire skilled labor, and that which costs
but little is apt to be worth bat little.
A character that will stand the wash
and the wear of this world, is not to be
bad for nothing. The very word “free
grace " may be misleading. Because
our Divine Redeemer gave Himself vol
untarily to His great work of purchasing
our ransom by Eu precious blood, and
because He offers salvation to all “ with.
out money and without price,” it does
not follow that a holy character, and
heaven t0o, are to be had for nothing.
Jesus likened the kingdom of heaven to
a “treasure hid in a field,” and to a
“ goodly pearl ;" neither of them were to
be got without paying a round price for
them.

Mr. Gough used to tell the story
of theglib exhorter who boasted in the
prayer-meetings that “his religion cost
him only twenty-five cents a year.” “The
Lord have mercy on your stingy soul "
exclaimed the minister.

poor “ crow-bait” for the Lord’s altar.
I'he punishment of all such petty larcen
ies is that their perpetrators become
mere crow-baits themselves, and never
taste the joya by which liberal souls are
made fat.

Lot us be done with cheating that
munificent Saviour who poured out His
life for our redemption !

The question, “ What is the future of
lsrael 7 although it seldom commands
attention, is a deeply interesting one.
And its interest is rather enhanced than
lessened by the fact 'that any relisble
answer to it is so difficult. It is a ques
tion wholly unlike the similar one that
might be raised with reference to any
other existing race. There is no other
which appears to occupy such a place as
this in what seems the economy of the
divine providence. Other races inter-
mingle more or less; to a certain extent
identity is lost, and a resultant appears
with characteristics borrowed from sev-
eral, instead of being evidently the
property of one only, The Jew stands
amongst the nations apart and alone, so
far as any suck intermingling is concern-
ed. His providential place is manifestly
peculiar; nor are there any signs of
change in this particular, as if in the
future he in his tarn might beoome lost
amidst the blending of races, and so, as
is the case with some others, belong, as
s race, wholly to the paat.

When an archdeacon of the English
Established Church can speak so warmly
of the Salvation Army as does Archdesa
con Farrar in the current Harper's, it
may be well for the ordinary reader to
look in'to the matter a little before scof-
fing too lightly at the “ vulgar methods "’
of General Booth's great army. This is
what Dr. Farrar finds bas already been
doue : “At the present moment the Sal
vation Army has no less than 9,349 regu-
lar officers, 13,000 voluntary officers,
30 training homes, with 400 cadets, and
2,864 corps scattered over 32 different
countries. In England slone it has 1,377
corps, and has held some 160,000 open
air meetings. This represents a part of
its religious work. Besides this, it has
in social work thirty rescue homes, five
shelters, three food depots, and many
other agencies for good. [tbegan in the
labors of & single friendless dissenting
minister, without name, without fame,
without rank, without influencs, without

There is a rush to the front every-
where else. There is a proverbial phrase
about “ taking s back seat” that means
much everywhere else than in the prayer
meeting.

A writer says it
was demonstrated in Wisconsin some
years ago that the roots of resinous trees
glazs over with a resinous film whenever
they become dry ; that this prevents ex
terior moisture from penetrating to them,
80 they can no longer receive supplies to
maintain growtn.

- The strawberry-bed we were setting
could not yield its delicious fruit for
more than a year, but wife said: “ You

Dear women obliged to make your
own kitchen garden : Do not do without
the great luxury of pole beans because
you oannot pole them. Plant east, south
and west of every little building about
the premises. Close by the fence stand
tall brush in the ground; the brush and
fence together will be abundant support ;
then buy some binder twine  or wool
twine, string up the buildings as you
would morningglories —the string will
do for next year; thus you will have
quarts of choice limas or creasebacks
without a single pole.

— Whitewash on frait-trees is unsightly
and less effective for repelling borers
than common softsoap ; washed with the
soap threeor four weeks after blossom-
ing they will show the treatment speedily
in greater thrift and vigor. [ have often
used the following, which [ think even
better for tranks and large branches of
fruit trees than softsoap: Heat to the
boiling point 2 gals. water and 1 gal.
softsoap. When the soap is all dissolved
add one-half gal. good, strong, crude car-
bolic acid and stir until all is thoroughly
and permanently mixed, This applied
with cloth or brush kills bark-lice, keeps
off borers and invigorates the trees.

— “Soarce as hens' teeth” are interest-
ing bulletins from State experiment
stations. The work may be excellent
and the results valuable, but such a dull
way of laying the facts before the public!
The tir farmer whose brain almost
whirls from effect of labor, sun and
wind, should not be gxpected tostudy
for facts which he pays to have pre-
sented him. After wading blindly
through pages of matter one sometimes
comes to a terse statement of results.
Would it not make the bulletin more
interesting if this summary were printed
in the first few lines, letting a bright
explanation of the experiment follow ?-—
N. Y. Tribune.

— Hens might be made very usefal
in the gardefA ss insect-eaters if they
would not scratch. Several impedi
ments are in use for this ﬁurpole. The
rooster is booted (as well as spurred),
and the hens are provided with stock-
ings. Amother is to hobble the legs so
that scratching isimpossible, while walk-
ing is not difficult. Or hang a stout peg
to each leg, which trails as tﬁe bird steps,
but when the leg is brought forward to
scratch, sticks in the ground and sends
the fowl ahead a step; in this way, if
the hen persists, she is walked out of
the garden. A scientific person suggests
that the adoption of these devices may
in time tend to breed the scratching
habit out of the fowls.
