Sackville, Aug. 24.—The death of
Rev. Chas. Stewart, D. D,, professor of
01d Testament theology and sometime
dean of the faculty of theology, at
Mount Allison University, took place
this evening at his home here.

Dr. Stewart’s death is to a great
many, entirely unexpected, It follow-
ed a long llness last spring when
it was sometimes thought he would

not recover, He regained almost per-
pect health, however, so that all
thoughts of death were banished un-
til a week ago when he again took

He leaves besides his wife, two sons
living away from home, and a daugh-
ter, Hattié, at home.

Rev. Dr. Stewart was of Scottish
parentage and was bora at Glasgow,
Scotland, His education was private
rather than public. He came to Can-
ada in the of 1862, di-
ately the werk of the ministry en-
gaged his attention and after suc-
cessful pastorates in Liverpool, N. 8.;
St. John, N. B.; Windsor, Fredericton,
Amherst and other places went to
Mount Allison as C. F. Allison profes-
sor of Old Testament exegesis and
systematic theology and professor of
modal philosophy and evidences of
€hristianty succeeding the late Dr.
Chas. DeWolie.

The degree of D. D, was conferred
upon him by Mount Allison jmmediate-
1y upon his appointment, For almost
40 years Dr, Stewart had been in con-
nection with Meunt Allison and dur-
ing that period of zealous and faith-
ful work he has wielded an important
infidence over men Who have been

Dr. Stewart had not been without
considerable recognition fin wvarious
capacities, Tn 1878 he was president
of the Eastern British American Con-
ference before the unjon and in that
year he went to England as the de-
putation to prepare for the great un-
jon of Methodism in Canada which
was effected in the f ing year.
In 1888 he was president of the N. B.
and P. E. L comnferemce. In 1888 he
was representative from the Method-
ist church in Canada to the five Brit-
jsh Methodist conferences in Great
Britain and in 1901 he was represen-
tative of the N. B, and P. E. L con-
ference to the Bcumenical conference
in London,

Although widely known and rever-
ed through the Maritime Provinces,
it was in the classroom and in the
Town of Sackville where he was most
loved and many honors werée held
out to him. He was a mem-
ber of the church, superintendent of
the Sunday sehoel, the president of
the Bible soctety and an efficer of
the missionary soclety until his death.

It was sald of him that “all who
come in contaet with Dr. Stewart can-
not but admire his firm Christian
charaoter, his close application to du-
ty and his persistent efforta for the

welfare of ail his students. In an age

where the youths are tossed hither

. and thither by conflicting thoughts
he stands firm and immovable, an in-
spiration to all seekers after a har-
monic creed.”

ILL-TREATED
CREW MUTINIES
ON HIGH SEAS

Five Young New Englanders
Under Arrest On Serious
Charge At Baltimore, After
Journey Of 3,000 Miles.

HARD TACK AND WATER
THEIR DAILY PORTION

Baltimore, Md., August 24 —Charged
with mutiny on the high seas, five
young men of Massachusetts were
lodged in jail here today after having
been brought 8,000 miles te answer
for their alleged crime. They gave
their names as William D. Albert, of
New Bedford; Chas. Mitchell, of
Worcester; BE. W. Lillaya, of Lowell;
Chas. Turner, of < Cambridge and
Geo. White, of Somerville. They
reached this city this afternoon on the
revenue cutter Apache, to which they
were transferred lasts night from the
vessels of the midshipmen’s practice
squadron, now at the mouth of the
Patuxent River, on which they were
brought from the Agzores at the re-
quest of the United States consul
stationed there, They had beem plac-
ed in his custody by Captain Carvallo,
of the whaler Pelro Varilla, of New
Bedford. Also in custedy are Jere
miah McCarthy and John W. Haddock
likewise members of the crew of the
Varillia, who are held as witnesses,
Haddock, declare the men, charged
with mutiny, was the ringleader in the
affair which about the arrests.

The specific allegations against the
men is that they disabled the Varilla
by mutilating the windlass and throw-
ing it overboard, making it necessary
to take the vessel into port for re-
pairs. This the five men under arrest
acknowledge, adding the allegation
that they were bruitally treated, and
altogether inadequately fed, and that
their protest to Capt. Carvallo was
disregarded., The prisoners are all
young men, without experience as
seamen, and seemingly ignorant of the
gravity of the crime with which they
are charged, the penmalty for which
s a prison. semtence of ind

fora April 2

whaling crulse. The men claim they
were so miserably fed that on July
8, they complained to the captain, who
is said to have replied, “If this doesn’t
suit, go somewhere elge and get bet-
ter.” On July 4 the captain and
Portugese mates broke up two games
of cards the men were playing. Two
days later the windlass was disabled.
All the men on watch were put in
irons and se kept umtil Haddock and
McCarthy made statements implicat-
ing the men umdér arrest here. The
latter are said to have been kept In
irons 28 days, until their arrival at
Fayal, Azores Islands, during which
time their fare, they declare, consist-
ed of a piece of hard tack and a pot
of water daily.

The men were given a preliminary
hearing by United States Commission-
er Bond om board the Apache before
being brought to this city.

The Empire can-
not be preserved under any such con-
ditions. The great and important re-
servation made by the British Admir-
alty at the Imperial conference in
1907 was this: That in time of war
the naval forces of the Empire must

be under one centrdl control. It does
not require a maval expert to compre-
hend that this {s necessary. Any such
course prepared by the government
must inevitably lead to disaster and
ruin for which no punishment of those

shrink froth a police inquiry.

The defence will make the most of
the fact that Inspector Dew failed
to find enough evidence against Crip-
pen in his first examination of the
doctor to warrant an arrest.

The finding of the human remains
and the flight of the doctor are the
only possible bits. of evidence the
prosecution has, Newton contended.

“The only real view” he says “is
that Crippen ran away, and upon that
point the prosecution must make its
entire fight.”

The consensus of legal option here
is that, unless the police have a far
stronger chain of evidence than has
vet been indicated, the court will
actually order the release of Crippen.
Some criminal lawyers are even bet-
ting five to one that Crigpen will be
acquitted

AN ABSURD CAMPAIGN.

Some of the newspapers iu the United States have

been working overtime in an effort to persuade both

themselves and their readers that there is an actual
backward flow of American farmers from the Canadian
‘West. “What's to become of the 15,000 disappointed
American farmers who within the past nine months
have forsaken the Canadian West and returned to their
native land?” asks the Syracuse Post-Standard.

The answer is that there are no 15,000 disappointed
American farmers who have packed up and left the
Canadian wheat fields. Not since the statement was
first made has there been evidence offered of a trek
southward, and the lie was given to the statement in
figures issued by the immigration department at Wash-
ington less than two weeks ago.

The absurdity of it all, as the London Free Press
points out, is easily apparent. These Awmerican farmers
came to Canada bécause there was free land, or land
almost free They have secured it and they see cony
ditions in the Dakotas, where land is high, far worse
this year than in any part of the Canadian West. It
is not likely, in the nature of things, that they will aban-
don a farm because the season hasn’'t been a bumper
one, They know from experience that every season
cannot be the best, in Canada or elsewhere,

The situation is explained, in part, by the boom
started in the United States for the South. To boom
the South, it has been found necessary to stem the real
tide of emigration, which is to the Canadian West. The
means does not matter as long as the end is achieved.
Listen to these as reasons why the trek back to the re-
public began again, according to the Syracuse Post-
Standard:—

“They don’t care for the Canadian form of gov-
ernment; they don’t like to have winter come on
in August or September; they prefer to farm
in some climate where more than alfalfa and hardy
grains can be raised.”

It is to be regretted that the Canadian form of gov-
ernment doesn’t appeal to these “men of energy and en-

terprise,” as they were properly termed. We must
admit that justice in Canada may not be quite as swift
as in some of the Southern States, towards which the

dissatisfied farmers are advised to head, but it must be
confessed that it is quite as sure, and there is not the
possibility in Canada of a man being strung to a tele-
graph wire or riddled with bullets, perhaps, after all not
the man really wanted. The Post-Standard man has
something still to learn about the weather of the Cana-
dian West when he speaks of winter in August and
September, and his knowledge is equally limited when
he concludes that growing alfalfa and hardy grains is the
sole occupation of the West.

The tirade is interesting as a sample of the methods
that suggest themselves for bolstering up courage in
the face of what is, after all, a serious drain on the re-
public. Canada experienced it all long enough to under-
stand, but when the shoe is on the other foot it pinches.

THE DECLINING BIRTH RATE IN GREAT BRITAIN.

Several points of interest were brought out during
a discussion on a paper on the social aspect of the
falling birth-rate by Dr. J. W. Ballantyne of Edinburgh,
at the recent meeting of the British Medical Association
in London. Dr. Ballantyne did not consider the ultimate
restoration of the normal birth-rate hopeless, although
the tide, he said, was still flowing in the other direction.
He deplored the fact that Tennyson’s “Torrent of Babies”
wada now reduced to a riverlet and pleaded for the saving
of more young lives by hospitals all over the country,
making special provision for maternity cases.

The vexed question of the fitness of the first-born
was taken up by Dr. J.- W. Hunter, He held that
the elder-born children of a family were more liable
to suffer from defective conditions than the younger
members. Whh the working classes that held good
up to and including the birth of the seventh child.
With the eighth-born, however, there was a sudden
sharp rise in the liability to *“defect,” and the type of
defect became more severe than that affecting phe
elder-born. ‘With stiil later children the liability to
defect steadily increased. The offspring of parents
who were themselves the elder-born members of a family
showed more defect than the offspring of parents who
were the younger members. This held good up to and
including an eighth-born parent. With the offspring of
& ninth-born parent, however, there was a marked rise
in defect. Dr. Hunter mentioned that somewhere about
twenty-four or twenty-five years of age a woman was
best fitted for motherhood, and that after twenty-five
the capacity to bear a vigorous first-born child rapidly
diminished In lusi he argued that the limit-
ation of the family to two or three children meant the
annihilation of the race,

Some of those who took part in the debate did not
regard the falling birth-rate as an unmixed evil. One

Women were engaged in increasing numbers in the
struggle for life and in increasing numbers they avoided
marriage because they did not know what kind of time
their daughters might have in the future,

Dr. Ethel Bentham reminded the conference that
if they wanted to have any influence on prospective
legislation they must advance proof for the statements
they made. She controverted the idea put forward in
the discussion that athletics had told against mother-
hood. In her experience she had found that the hardest-
worked women and the most muscularly-developed women
had been amongst the best mothers. They should be
certain of their facts before they blamed athletics.

THE PROTECTION OF TOBACCO.

The French government recently decided to levy
duty on every cigar brought into France, not except-
ing even those carried in the pockets of visiting tour-
ists, It was formerly permissible for a tourist to
bring ten cigars into the country duty free, In future
each cigar will pay toll to the extent of six cents
besides 100 per cent. on three ounces of tobacco and
upwards. While these provisions may appear as a
somewhat rigid enforcement of the customs duty and
a heavy protection against importation, yet as a matter
of fact the import duty In Canada, although not minutely
enforced, is considerably heavier, and, apparently, with
less reason.

In France the manufacture of tobacco and cigars
is a monopoly possessed by the government, and con-
sequently the revenue both from the manufacture and
sale, and also from the duty imposed on any import,
goes to the public revenues, and to that extent to
lower the taxes.

In Canada it is different. In the first place the manu-
facture of tobacco and cigars is carried on by private
firms or companies, and the profits therefrom are a pri-
vate perquisite. But the pretection that these firms
are accorded is in excess of what Franece imposes to
protect its own monopoly. For instance, an imported
cigar made from the best Havana tobacco can be pur-
chased in Belgium for $3 per hundred. Those cigars
brought into Canada have to pay $7.50 duty, or over
200 per cent. This would make the cost in Canada
over §10 a hundred. This is a tremendous amount of
protection to be accorded one industry, and it is little
wonder that tobacco manufacturers become rich.

Moreover, the quality of goods sold in this country
in the way of cigars, does not begin to equal that manu-
factured in Europe. Most of the so-called imported
cigars are manufactured by the American tobacco trust
either in the United States or in Cuba, for the American
and Canadian market, and are not to be compared in
quality with the Havana cigars which could be imported,
even under the 200 per cent. protection, and sold here
at a less price, But the retail dealer, who undertakes
to import Eurgpean cigars direct, soon discovers reasons
why he must discontinue the practice or confine him-
self exclusively to the sale of outside brands.

There does not seem to be any good reason why to-
bacco. and cigars in Canada should be so high in price,
especially when the public gets little or no benefit from
it.  The smokers have to burn their money, and the
non-smokers get no benefit from the burning. At the
same time there is no good reason why Havana cigars
of the finest flavor, that will burn for over an hour, can
be bought in Belgium for three cents, while a similar
cigar, but not nearly so good, costs twenty-five cents in
Canada.

Council Yesterday Instructed
City Engineer to Withdraw
Order for Hand-Mixed Con-
crete on Water Street.

A special meeting of the Common
Council was held yesterday at
eleven o'clock to decide what provi-
sion should be made to obtaln legal
advice during the recorder’s illness,
and just what action should be taken
with regard to the resolution previous-
ly passed, to have the Hassam Paving
Company requested to lay the remain-
der of the comcrete necessary for
their pavement by the hand-mixed
method.
Those present were Mayor Frink,
Common Clerk Wardroper and Ald.
Wigmore, Sproul, McGoldrick, Willet,
Elkin, Smith, Jones, Baxter, White,
Hayes, Potts and Sculley and R. 8.
Low of the Hassam Paving Co.
The meeting was called to order
by the mayor, who explained his rea-
sons for calling it.
“I wish to refer to the illness of
the recorder,” said he. “And to say
that I am glad to hear of his improv-
ed condition. It will be necessary to
secure the gervices of some legal ad-
viser during his illness and I desire
to hear suggestions from the council,”
Ald. Elkin asked if it would be ad-
visable to allow an alderman to fill
the position temporarily.
