in 14 months ligquor valued at $8,000
in Toronto or Montreal, but worth at
least $50,000 in northern Ontario, af-
ter being diluteg and doctored, has
been seized in transit and confiscated.
Considerable beer also was selzed, but
analysis showed that it did not con-
tain more than the regulation amount
of aleohol for non-intoxicating liquor
