2—All known
angles in the unexpected termination
of the murder cases weré summed up
by Clarence 8, Darrow, chief of coun-
sel for the defepse in a statement
dictated to the Canadian Press. Mr.
Darrow’s statement [is ag follows:

“No motive of any. sort entered in-
to the disposition of the McNamara
cases, except the welfare of the men
accused of murder.

“Believing as 1 did, that the action
taken would save the lives of the ac-
cused men, I had no more right to
refuse it than a docior would have to
forbear an operation on a patient to
save his life.

“A committee of Los Angeles people
beginning work Nov. 20, made it pos-
sible to accomplish the pesult, Their
suggestions were brought to me first
by Mr, Steffans on that day, and ev-
ery day thereafter as matters proceed-
ed until the final determination.

“How much their efforts had to do
with the state’'s attorney I cannot tell,
but it was at thejr intercession that
negotiations were begum by attorneys
for the defense. I expectéd the final
action every day after this movement

Paris, Dec. 3.—The Temps prints

A meeting of the executive commit-
tee of the citizens’ committee was held
at the board of trade rooms on Sat-
urday afterncon to receive the report
of the charter committee

Generally the charter is modelled on
the lines of similar charters in other
pluces where the commission form of
government obtalna with such changes
as were found necessary to meet lo-
cal conditions. The report Suggests
that the name of the commission be
dropped and that the governing body
of the city be known as the “Common
council of the city of St. John,” but
the formation of the body will be as
already outlined, one mayor and four
commissioners.

The report throws light on several
matters which were not previously
given to the public. It fixes the sal-

arles of the mayor and commission-
ers at $3000 per year, payable month-
ly, and provides that the four commis-
sioners ‘must devote all their time
to the busiess of the city while the
mayor need only devote such time as
is necessary for the performance of
his duties. The property qualification
for commissloner is abolished, and
other more or less radical changes
made. The full text of the report is
as follows:

To the Citizens’ Committee on Gov-
ernment by Commission for the City
of St. John.

Gentlemen—The committee appoint-
ed (o frame a charter for the govern-
ment of the eity of St, John by com-
mission, beg to submit to the citizens’
commiltee for approval, the following
draft, which sets forth in brief the
provisions which they think should
be embodied in the new charter.

It is perhaps mnecessary to explain
that the purpose of this draft is mere-
ly to set out briefly ihe provisions

that it is proposed to embody in the
act. Most of the clauses will need to
be cluborated, in order to make them
lltl"]))‘}' with technical legal require-
ments, and several additional clauses
relating to details will be necessary.

In the act as finally written, clauses
will be ifnserted, to provide for vest-

When the Diocesan Church Society
was organized, the Parish of Norton
sent Mr, Elias S. Wetmore, as its dele-
gate to the meeting held for the pur-
pose in Fredericton, Feb. 9. 1837. The
late I1saac B. S. Raymond was present
at the first anniversary meeting of
the parish and was the last survivor
of its founders, Through his repre-
gentations the society (destined to
do such noble work for the church in
New Brunswick) voted one of its first
grants, the sum of £10, to assist in
enlarging and rendering more com-
modious the Norton parish church.

It is hardly necessary to siate in
the presence of those assembled, that
no family in the parish has been more
closely connected with the welfare of
this church than that of the late Isaac
Raymond. His father, Jesse Raymond,
was ore of the wardens at the time it
was erected and when the church was
enlarged in 1838, Isaac Raymond him-
self helped in the construction, and
it will be remembered by many pre-
sent today, how active and enthusias-
tic he was in the final restoration of
the building not very many years ago.

Bishop John Inglis visited the parish
church in September, 1841, and des-
cribes it as lately enlarged and great-
ly improved. The bishop had a poetical
soul and in his report to the 8.

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AGRICULTURE IN NEW BRUNSWICK.

[

The advance made by New Brunswick in the past
tnree years in fruit culture has directed attention to the
possibilities of other branches of agriculture within the
Province. Over a large portion of New Brunswick it is
possible to produce potatoes of a quality that is not ex-
celled anywhere in the world. For five or six years
farmers along the line of the Canadian Pacific Railway,
particularly in Carleton and Victoria counties, have been
doing a profitable trade in potatoes with Western Can-
ada. Owing to large crops raised in that section of the
country two years ago, the market for New Brunswick
potatoes was greatly interfered with. As a consequence
the farmers of the two counties mentioned had large
quantities left on their hands, and determined to try the
markets of the West Indies. Thousands of bushels of
New Brunswick potatoes were shipped to Cuba and there
disposed of. This year the West has taken all the
potatoes New Brunswick has produced To such an
extent have these shipments gone forward that therve is
now a possibility of a short supply for the home market.
The crop has been fairly up to an average one, but the
demand has been greater than usual.

The land of Carleton, Victoria and Madawaska coun-
ties Is very similar to that of Aroostook county in Maine,
where the farmers have found potato culture very profit-
able; but even there they have good and bad years. If
New Brunswick farmers are going into the enltivation of
potatoes for export they must not only do so on a more
extensive scale than heretofore. but better facilities will
hiave tp be provided either by the transportation com-
in produce for handling the

panies or those who deal
trade, Success cannot be expected unless the supply in
all the markets they are attempting to serve is constant.
fThe steady demand for New Brunswick potatoes for ex-
port is having a healthy effect on the farmers and the
mcreage under cultivation is inc reasing every vear. The
pompletion of the St. John Valley Railway will open up
gome of the best potato lands in the Province and further
stimulate the indusiry in districts where it is bound to
be found a source of profit to the farmers.

The agricultural grant has been increased $22,000 in

The best that
can be made of Mr. Pugsley's statements in the House of
Commons is that nearly one-half of the $500,000, which
he states was intended to be used for Courtenay Bay
dredging, has been expended in dredging in other parts
of the harbor. Mr. Pugsley has not yet explained why
he used a portion of the parliamentary vote placed in his
hands by Parliament for dredging Courtenay Bay for oth-
er purposes, The money was at his dispos 1 and why did
he not use it when he had the opportunity? (ourtenay
Bay improvement was of great importance to him in the
election campaign of 1908 His failure to make good
the promise of that year was the leading cause of his

Ottawa, Nov. 80~—The. obsequies,
the last sad rites of Reciprocity, as
Mr. White, the minister of finance,
aptly termed the proceedings in the
House for the last ten days, have been
brought to a close. The debate lapsed
in very truth, to again quote Mr.
Vhite, into a funeral oration and it is
devoutly to be hoped for the sake of
the business of the country that the
defunct pact will not again be rTés-
urrected during the present gession.

All the campalgn speeches, all the
thread-bare arguments that did duty
during the campaign were up for re-
view. The bitter cry of the Maritime
Provinces for “larger markets,” voiced
by Mr. Emmerson, mingled with the
more truculent tones of Mr. Martin, of
Regina, who declared that the time
would come when the votes of Eastern
Canada would be overwhelmed by
the West in order to trade with the
United States; Mr, Sifton and Mr.
Murphy and lesser lights in the Liber-
al ranks praised Reclprocity by the
hour and alk to what purpose? To
demonstrate once more, through their
representations, that the people of
Canada would have none of it ~for
Sir Wilfrid Laurier's amendment 77,
against 121, majority for the Borden
government 44

Ostensibly, of course, the amend-
ment was an attacsk on the person-
nel of the cabinet, in which it was
alleged were members holding “dia-
metrically opposite views,” on the
paval question, but the arguments on
this point, which consisted for the
most part of wild charges of disloyal-
ty and lengthy newspaper quotations,
the accuracy of which was frequent-
ly denied, were not impressive and
certainly no credit to the opposition
side. The pact, dead as it is, offered
a wider fleld and during the closing
days of the debate, Was the main topic
in talking agninst time,

Government Party United.

But the debate was mnot withoul
its uses to the government and their
supporters, It afforded Mr. Borden un
opportunity to state that the future
naval policy would be carefully con-
gidered with the British Admiralty
and submitted to the people for ap-
proval; it enabled Mr. Hazen, as min-
{ster of marine, to disclose the fact
that the Laurier naval programme
was impracticable and obsolete; it
gave Mr. Monk an opeming to reply
effectively to his traducers on the
charge of disloyalty, of which he fully
availed himself, and it introduced Mr.
White to the House and to:the country
disclosing the new minister of finance
as @ keen debater with a thorough
grasp of public questions and as @
man of business to the backbone. For
the rest, the debate served to demon-
strate that Mr. Borden's forces are
united and loyal to their leader and
purposed to carry out the programme
of legislation which he has laid, and
will in the future lay before the coun-

try.

With the division taken the closing
days of the debate jose some of their
interest and the main features will
be but briefly referred to. Mr. Joseph
Rainville, the young Conservative
member for Chambly-Vercheres, who
opened the debate on Monday has the
distinction of having defeated Mr.
Victor Geoffrion in what was once &
Liberal stronghold. Speaking in
French he condemned the Liberal
amendment as one of the most un-
constitutional motions ever placed be-
fore a House of Commons. He spoke
in approval of the speech from the
throne, especially referring to the im-
provement of the highways as a good
advertisement for the country, and

Standard’s Ottawa Correspondent Reviews Closing Days of
Debate Aptly Termed the Funeral Rites of Rediprocity -=| spesker
Hon. A. T. White Makes Fine Showing in Able Address.

E. B. Devlin, Liberal member for
Wright county, followed. He compli-
mented the speaker on learning
French, and advised other members
to do the same in order to Dbetter
understand FrenckCanadians, He
intimated that he would give his
earnest support to any measure the
Conservatives might bring in to the
general advantage of Canada. Speak-
ing of Nationalists, Mr. Devlin made
a point for his Liberal friends to
ponder over. “If the word means
anything,” he said, “it meavs patrio-
tism, and I do not think there is a
man in this House, and there is cer-
tainly not a man in the Province of
Quebec, who is not imbued with the
truest sentiment of patriotism toward
Canada and Canada as part of the
British Emplire.” Coming after the
attack by his owm side on,Mr. Monk
the statement was not without gignifl-
cance.

One of the best points in the debate
was made by Mr. Northrup, Conserva-
tive member for East Hastings. In
Sir Wilfrid Laurier's amendment were
several quotations from a resolution
unanimously passed by the House on
March 29, 1909, and introduced into
the amendment for the purpose of
showing that “there is in the present
cabinet a fiagrant conflict of opinion,”
on the late administration’s “well-de-
fined policy of naval organization.”
One of these clauses in the amend-
ment read as follows:

“Phis House will cordially approve
of any mecessary expenditure design-
ed to promote the speedy organization
of a Canadian naval service.”

An Interesting Discovery.

This is where Mr. Northrup made
a very interesting discovery. He had
taken the tromble to make @ compari-
son. There was no such clause, he
told the Hotse, in the resolution of
the 29th March, 1909,

“Would it be believed?’ he continu-
ed—*"the right hon. gentleman (Laur-
ief) has put in his amendment a state-
ment of a clause of a resolution pass-
ed in this House on a certain day,
when, as a matter of fact such a clause
is not contained in any resolution pass-
ed by this House on that or any other
day. Let me read what really was
passed by this House on the date re-
ferred to, the 29th March, 1909:

“vrhe House will cordially approve
of any necessary expenditure designed
to promote a speedy organization of a
Canadian naval service——'

“So far, correctly quoted. But there

is no stop there, not even a comma,
and the resolution goes on:
“+_in co-operation with and in close
relation to the Imperial navy, along
the lines suggested by the Admiralty at
the last Imperial Conference, and in
full sympathy with the view that the
the naval supremacy of Great Britain
is essential to the security of com-
merce, the safety of the Empire and
the peace.of the world.

“A wonderfully different sentence,”
remarked Mr. Northrup, “a sentence
which, if introduced into this amend-
ment would have made absolutely nug-
atory every word stated in the amend-
ment.” And he went on to show by
quotations from the report of the Im-
perial Conference of 1907 that the
Admiralty wanted contributions in
money or ships, a navy over which the
Admiralty was to have supreme con-
trol—something very different from
the so called “well defined policy of
naval organization” adopted by the
late government and concerning which
it was alleged’ in the amendment
there existed in the present cabinet “a
flagrant conflict of opinion.”

By a plain presentment of facts Mr.
Northrup completely knocked the bot-
tom out of the amendment and thence-
forth reciprocity became still more at-
tractive to the opposition debaters.
Mr. German of Welland, who has re-
turned to the Liberal fold on condition
that reciprocity is barred, devoted his
attention partly to Mr. White, who
was forced, he said, into the cabinet
as a nominee of the trusts, and partly
to Mr. Blondin, the French Canadian,
who is now deputy Speaker, against
whom he made charges of treason and
disloyalty. On Mr. Blondin’s denial of
statements attributed to him Mr. Ger-
man had to withdraw.

Mr. John Webster, Conservative
member for Brockville, Mr. Turgeon,
Mr. Weichell of North Waterloo and
Mr. Buchanan, Liberal member for
Medicine Fiat, continued the debate.

On Tuesday, Mr. A. E. Fripp, the
senior member for Ottawa, spoke brief-

Then came the election of Mr.
Blondin, member for Champlain, as
deputy speaker and chairman of com-
mittees. A fina] effort by the “Die
hards” to waste time was started . by
Mr. Pardee, the chief Liberal whip,
who made a vicious attack on the loy-
alty of Mr. B din, quoting state-
ments from spe s which the mem-
ber for Champlain promptly denied
having made. The government
benches yelled at Mr. Pardee to “take
it back,” and “sit down,” which Mr
Pardee did on the order of the speaker
with a very bad grace.

The prime minister put the finish-
ing touches to the Liberals’ discom-
fiture, holding up that gallant knight,
Sir Richard Cartwright, as a fine ex-
ample of Grit loyalty by a pointed
reference to Sir Richard’s statement
that “Canada owed nothing to Great
Britain except Christian forgiveness
for all the injurics she had wrought
ber.””
