A British
force unexpectedly arrived and occupied the French position and al-
lowed the French to retire. Then, though hard pressed, the British
continued to fight a magnificent rear-guard action.”

Several French machines patrolled the sky,
ready to engage the enemy.

Declines to Permit Cruiser with
Gold for Relief of Americans
in Ottoman Empire to go
Through Dardanelles,

‘Washington, Sept. 3.—Turkey has
declined to grant the regquest of the
United States for permission to send
the crulsesNorth Carolina through the
Dardanelles to Constantinople to de-
liver $150,000 in gold deposited here
for the relief of Americans in the Ot-
toman empirs,

The Grand Vizier has informed the
American government that the waters
of the Dardanelles have been mined
and that it would be unsafe for a ves-
sel as large as the North Carolina to
go through the Straits. He declared
also that it might establish a prece-
dent for the passage of other foreign
warships, and suggested that the Am.
erican naval yatcht Scorpion, on duty
constantly in Turkish waters, along
with other light vessels that serve
foreign missions be sent to sea to
meet the North Carolina.

This was the substance of a long
cablegram received at the White
House and state department today
from Ambassador Morganthau, the
first message from him in several
days. He made no mention of any
declaration of war but referred to the
diplomatic situation as highly ecriti-
cal.

RESIDENTS OF LOUVAIN

FORCED TO

PAY HEAVY

TOLL TO THE INVADERS

Rotterdam, Sept. 2, via London,
Sept. 3, 10.556 p. m.—A vivid descrip-
tion of the sufferings in Louvain was
glven today by a Dutchman who ar-
rived at Breda. He was a prominent
resident in Louvain when the war
broke out. .

“We Dutchmen in Louvain,” he
said, “at first had nothing to fear from
the German soldiers, but all the hous-
es that had been abandoned by the
owners were ransacked, notwithstand-
ing the warnings from the military
authorities forbidding the troops to
pillage.

“In Louvain. as in all other towns
they occupied, the Germans imprison-
ed as hostages of war the burgomast-
er, the magistrate and’a number of
influential citizens.

“Before the Germans entered the
town the civic guard was disarmed,
and weapons in the possession of the
populace were given up. Even toy
guns, toy ipistols, and precious collec-
tions of old weapons—bows and ar-
rows, and other antique arms—use-
less for modern warfare, had to be
surrendered, All these things, some
of great value to their owners. ware
destroyed by the Germans. The val-
ue &f one private collection was esti-
mated at $5,000.

“From the pulpits the priests urged
the people to keep calm, declaring
that was the only way in which to
préevent harm being done them.

“A few days after the entry of the
German tmqns e German military

authorities agreed to cease
their men in private houses, upon
the payment of §20,000 daily. In
some of the houses between forty and
fifty men had been stopping.

“The beautiful rooms in the town
hall, where civil marriages take placs,
were used as stables for the cavalry
horses.

On turning out we found the burgo-
master standing in the market place
and crowds of citizems, half naked, or
in their night clothes, carrying every-
thing they could lay their hands on t¢
the market place in order that neo
harm might befall their burgomaster.
After this had been done the German
officer in command told us that hig
orders had been misinterpreted—that
he only wanted mattresses. .

*All houses in the fashionable parts
of the town and on the boulevard had
to be lighted through the night, by
order of the German authorities. The
doors of houses had to be left open,

“On Tuesday, Aug. 25, many of the
troops had left town. We had a few
soldiers in our house. At six o'clock
in the evening, when everything was
ready for dinner, alarm signals wers
sounded and the eoldiers rushed into
the streets. Shots whistled through
the air and cries and groans arose on
all sides.”

I believe that up to a certain point
the German diplomatic negotiators
really believed that they had a good
as well as a clear “case,” and one
must not even now forget that the
Germany which is shut off from the
outside world still conceives that it
has a good case—good, at least, up
to the point when even the imperial
chancellor threw political morality to
the winds, and, having failed in his
last desperate effort to buy off Bel-
gium or England or both, declared in
so many words that Germany was in
a necessity that “knew no law.”

As I find that the chancellor's
Reichstag speech of August 4 has not
been published in England, I will give
here the vital passage. After dealing
with the diplomatic and military is-
sues, the imperial chancellor said:

Gentlemen, we are now in a state
of necessity, and necessity knows no
law! Our troops have occupied Lux-
emburg, and perhaps (as a matter of
fact the speaker knew that Belgium
had been invaded that morning are
already on Belgian soil. Gentlemen,
that is contrary to the dictates of in-
ternational law. It is true that the
French govérnment has declared at
Brussels that France is willing to re-.
spect the neutrality of Belgium as
long as her opponent respects it. We
knew, however, that France stood
ready for the invasion. France could
wait, but we could not wait. A French
movement upon our flank upon the
lower Rhine might have been disas-
trous. So we were compelled to ov-

burg and Belglan governments. The
wrong—1 speak openly--that we nrs'
committing we will endeavor to make |
good as soon as our military goal has |
been reached. Anybody who is threat-
ened, as we are threatened, and is
fighting for his highest possessions
can have only one thought—how he is
to hack his way through (vie er sich
durchhaul)! |
This 18 not the speech of a Bis-|
marck, but of a political Faust, strug-
gling to explain the sale of his soul ‘
1 am quite sure, indeed, that to treat |
Germany’s action as a wicked but
well-considered scheme is to do too|
much’ credit to German diplomacy
which has blundered and tumbled and
blundered again. In my conversa‘ions
with German statesmen during the
past fortnight I have come up against
the most astounding contradictions
and obscurities. One need only read,
in the parliamentary white paper, Sir
M. De Bunson's exposures of the Ger-
man ambassador in Vienna, in orde1
to see how badly Germany has been
served .
On the very evening of the crash a
German statesman expounded to me
afresh Germany's attitude towards the
Austro-Servian business—her inabili-
ty to hold Austria back, her avoidance
of direct participation in Austria's
dealings with Servia, and her impar-
tial approval of the “punitive” expe-
dition to Belgrade. I asked what he
would do if the punitive expedition
happened to fail, and he replied in 80
many words, ‘“What business, in
heaven's name, is it of nilne if Aus.
tria smashes her skull?” I do honest-
ly believe that the German foreign
office—within the limits of its instruc-
tions, and even after the military had
taken possession of Berlin and creat-
ed such a state of things that even
the foreign office could not get my
dispatches containing official state-
ments through to London—‘did its
best.”
But what were the imstructions?
They were those of the Emperor, and
there is no longer any doubt that,
from a very early date afiter the news
of the Serajevo murder reached the
Emperor at Kiel, his majesty had de-
termined “to see the thing turough”
—to see it through against Russia.
In his speech from the throne to the
Reichstag the Emperor says that the

Serajevo murder ‘‘opened up an
abyss.” At any rate they caused his
majesty to lose his head. He hasten-

ed back to Berlin—only to involve
himself in a quarrel with Vienna
about the state funeral which after
all for imaginary reasons of ill health,
he did not attend. His majesty then
went on his northern cruise, but re-
turned to Berlin suddenly on July 26,
to the open regret of the foreign of-
fice, as the British charge d'affaires,
Sir Horace Rumbold, telegraphed to
London.
As soon ag the erisis became acute
I made some inquiries about the Em-
peror's early frame of mind, and was
told on excellent authority that for
the first time he had abandoned the
part of “keeper of the peace.” There
were in fact to be no more German
newspaper articles in the press such
as appeared during the Morocco cri-
sig under the heading “Guillaume le
Poltron.” 1 do not mean that the Em-
peror was determined upon war, but
11 had removed his restraining hand,
and Germany drifted slowly but surely
through the cross-currents to the
Russian ultimatum and to war. The
more sincere the efforts made for
peace the more futile they were. In-
stead of drawing back from the
“gbyss,” Germany tumbled into it.
The only justification, if it is a jue-
tification, that can be offered of the
Emperor's attitude, is that he was
deeply moved by the Serajevo mur
ders and believed that their iniquity
would unite western Europe even at
the cost of the obligations and inter-

The enquiry into the charges
ferred ‘L?.Dunl.

John and Quebec Railway
was concluded yesterday in the court
® here, The counsel for both
sides p d their ar t
the commission will review the evi-
dence and make a report to Lhe
Lieut. Governor. The announcement
of the decision of the court will like-
ly come from the Governor some time
in the near future,

Yesterday was taken up with the
argument of the counsel who pre-
sented the different features of the
evidence to the commissioners. *
M. G. Teed, K. C., counsel for Mr.
Flemming, considered the evidence
dealing with that phase in which a
diversion of funds was claimed. He
clearly showed from the evidence
produced during the enquiry that all
the money provided for the rallway
had been used in its construction
and more money than the province
provided had been spent in the work.
If the Commission was of the opin-
ion that there were a few items of
trifling size in a project of such
magnitude that might not be properly
chargeable to construction they might
very well report the same. and such
iteme could be eliminated. If Mr.
Carvell and his associates were not
satisfied with the accounts as pre-
sented, showing the actual cost of
construction as well as the estimate
of the engineers of the cost to com-
plete the road between Gagetown
and Centreville, why did they not call
James J. Taylor, Inspecting Engineer
for - the Dominion Government, who
was named by the promoters as the
man who could tell exactly the cost
of the line when completed. The
charges furthermore stated that the
grading had been completed, which
had been showen by the evidence of
Mr. Dugal's own witnesses to have
been an absurd statement.

Dealing with the personal charges
against Premier Flemming, Mr. Teed
proved conclusively that the evidence
clearly showed Hon. Mr. Flemming
had not compelled Contractor Ken-
nedy or any other contractor on the
railway, to pay any amount whatso-
ever in order to obtain their con-
tracts. The payment of $2.000 by Mr.
Kennedy was a purely voluntary one
and had been handed over by the
Hon, Mr, Flemming to the members
of the fund committee to be used to-
wards defraying the legitimate ex-
penses of the campaign. The Pre-
mier made a positive ‘denifal of the
charges that he obtained this money
and there was not a title of evidence
to substantiate the charge that any-
one had profited- personally in the
transaction. As & matter of fact the
evidence showed Mr. Flemming had
not received ome cent for his own
personal use or advantage.

Mr. Carvell closed the

nesses. He recommended the pay-
ment of railway fare and hotel expen-
ses. He did not think a witness
should be allowed for drawing room
reservations on trains nor meals that
cost more than $1.50 each.

Mr. Carvell argued that the bills
were all just. The commission will
consider the accounts.

J. M. Stevens, of the Dugal counsel,
opened the argument. He referred to
the mass of evidence and the fact
that the report of the proceedings had
not yet all been completed by one of
the stenographers.

He went into detalls of what he
safd was the history of the organiza-
tion and life of the St. John and Que-
bec Rallway and the 8t. John and
Quebec Construction Co.

He asked the commission to view
with every suspicion every transac
tion previous to the time of the organ-
ization of the company,

Mr. Stevens argued if money went
into the road, without an order in
council it should be considered a di.
version. Many of the amounts paid
previous to the organization of the
company, Mr., Stevens thought, were
not proper.

He went over a long list of payments
which he sald should not have been
made. He would also eliminate office
rent and salary of Mr. Gould.

Mr. Fowler—“You think Mr. Gould
should have his office in his hat.”
Continuing Mr. Stevens referred to
the charges against Mr. Flemming.
He thought that much more evidence
could have been given if witnesses had
been available. The evidence was
accumulative,

The evidence in regard to Mr. Me-
Leod was contradictory.

*

Mr.

M. G. Teed then took up the argu-
ment. He pointed out that practically
all the argument of Mr. Stevens was
aside from the question under discus-
slon. Before golng over the evidence
he reviewed the charges as they
were made.

Mr. Dugal in his charges specified
that the road would cost only $28,000
per mile whereas it had really cost
nearly $38,000 a mile. Had the. real
facts of the case been placed before
the legislature the expense of this
enquiry would not have beem neces-
sary. Practically everything brought
out by the witnesses could have been
secured from the books of the con-
struction company. The counsel for the
prosecution had a rather queer idea
of what diversion really meant.

He pointed out that it was for the
commission to find whether or not
the money given by the province had
gone into the road. Mr. Stevens had
intimated that the cost of the first
survey for the road should not be in-
cluded in the cost of construction but
Mr. Teed could not understand how {t
could be taken as anything else. It
certainly was not money diverted.

He pointed out that every transac-
tion in connection with the construc-
tion of the railway was free and above
board. Mr. Dugal in his charge had
said that J. J. Taylor knew the exact
cost of the road, still Mr. Carvell had
not called Mr. Taylor as a witness, so
it could be assumed that the evidence
given was correct Men in close
touch with the railway affairs had
sald there were no secret profits and
no diversion.

Reference bhad heen made to the
‘Central Railway. In that case, too, a
construction company had taken over
the bullding of the road and it did the
work at the actual cost and fifteen
per cent. additional. In the case of
the Valley Railway only ten per cent.
was bel: paid, and this Mr. Teed con-
tended should be included in the cost
of the railway.

The members of the commission had
been over the railway and they could
see for themselves that the road was
a good one with stations properly
equipped. No evidence had been se-
cured to show that Mr. Flemming had
received any money ror the letting of
contracts, He had received one con-
tribution to the election fund but this
had been handed on to the treasurer.

Hot $hot for Carvell,

George W, Fowler, K.C., dealt with
other phases of the evidence. The
books of the company had been men-
tioned by counsel for Mr. Dugal, and
Mr. Fowler drew attention to the fact
that the books of the construction
company were in first class condition
and showed every receipt and expen-
diture. He might refer however, to
another railway where no books were
kept.

Mr. Carvell— Do you mean the Pin-
der Railway?”

Mr. Fowler—"No, I mean the Cen-
tral Railway whe'e the books were
made up years after the transactions
from the check stubs. In that case
thousands of dollars were not account-
ed for and thousands of dollars that
Were accounted for were in the pock-
ets of men whom Mr, Carvell defend-
ed.”

It had been said, continued Mr.
Fowler, that no money had been paid
by the promoters into the company,
but it had been proved by the evi-
dence that $25.000 had been supplied
by the promoters. The Central Rail-

counsel had been constructed without
a dollar being put up by the promo-
ters.

It had been said that Messrs. Flem-
ming and McLeod had had improper
connection with the contractors on
the road, but the evidence did not in
any way connect -these men with
wrongdoing

These men had been mentioned by
Mr. Dugal in his charges, but it was
not Mr. Dug but really E. 8. Car-
ter who had made the charges throu-
gh Mr. Dugal

Mr. Baxter's name had been drag-
ged into the matter by Mr. Carvell
but for what reason could not be
learned.

Charges Ridiculous

Against Mr. Flemming there had
been many charges by Mr. Carvell,
but not one of them had been sus-
tained by the evidence. Many of Mr.
Carvell's statements had been ridicu-
lous.

Mr. McLeod had been clearly exon-

erated by the evidence and it was
clearly shown that he had received
nothing but <« lawful remuneration
for services rendered.

In regard to Mr. Baxter and a re-
tainer of $500 from Mr. Gould, Mr
Fowler thought that Mr. Baxter had

erred in givinz back the retainer for
it was not supposed that any man in
public life was to give up his private
business. It had seldom been done.
It he had been in Mr. Baxter's place
he would have kept the retainer

In conclusion Mr. Fowler referred
to Hon. H. F. McLeod who had given
his services to the empire and was at
present in Valcartier preparing to go
to the front with the Canadian troops,
when they would be called upon to do
their part in the European struggle
Mr. Carvell was then heard and al
though he wax:d eloguent ‘at times
his argument were not absolutely
borne out by the evidence. Of course
he tried to show that Mr. Flemming
was guilty of the charges made again
8t him and that money had been di-
verted from the rallway fund, but his
arguments lacked the proper support
from the evidence.

that business in the bond market is
not being pressed as the-result of vol-
untary agreement of the houses, deal-
ers would eagerly embrace an oppor
tunity to resume business. Sales of
bonds are belng made daily, it is said,
at prices considerably less than at
the end of July. Perhaps in some
cases the motive is one of strong ne-
cessity, but the most important houses
assert that preservation of the finan-
clal situation depends upon  their
steadfast refusal to do business. Prob-
ably all are selling a few bonds, but
this business is largely on their own
issues, and dpes not represent an at-
tempt to get back to a normal basis.

Dealers in bonds look to the banks
to finance their operations just as do
the stock exchange houses. An en:
lightened self-interest has determined
the banks not to call loans, and the
bond houses stand ready to do their
part by refraining from making quota-
tions.

So far as new issues are concerned,
even if the banks were willing, present
money rates are high enough to give
pause to most bond dealers, however
anxious to recommence business.

When' buying of bonds is8 resumed
generally it will probably be at a uni-
formly lower level of prices, it is
said. Some of the biggest buyers of
bonds-~the savinegs banks—are out of
the market entirely. Their withdraw-
als are not greatly in excess of nor-
mal; consequently cash is piling up
to an extent that will sooner or later
be a factor in the investment situation.

So far the Citizens’ Patniotic Com-

mittee have collected $16,500 for the
soldiers and families fund, and in ad-
dition to this have another $2,500
promised, thouzh the collectors ap-
pointed by the committee have not
yet, by any means, covered the ter-
ritory assigned to them. Those ac-
tive in the movement to look after the
wives and familles of the men who
have gone to fight for the Empire
think that a much larger sum than
this will be required, but they believe
the response of those who are stop-
ping at home and are able.to give to
the cause will be generous enough to
assure the soldiers families against
want while their husbands and sons
are at the front.
About $1,000 was sent to Valcartier
to be placed at the disposal of the
soldiers from St. John, and applica-
tions for help have already accounted
rordseveral hundred dollars of the
fund.

7

Applications.

It is said that there is a disposition
on the part of the relatives of sol
diers to place a wide interpretation
upon the purposes of the fund. While
one woman and her children went
hungry for several days rather than
apply for relief to the committee,
many of the relatives of men going to
the front have applied for a share in
the distribution of the fund, in the
belief that it is divided on a more or
less equal basis among the relatives of
all volunteers without reference to
their needs. An application was re-
ceived from one volunteer who has
lived in St. John for a few years, ask-
ing the committee to look after his
family which is in England, and which
he was never able to bring out to St.
John,

Efforts are being made by the com-
mittee to have volunteers at Valear-
tier assign a portion of their pay to
dependant relatives here, and it is
hoped that this policy, combined with
the granting of an extra allowance of
85 cents a day by the government to
married soldiers will have the effect
of greatly reducing the demand which
might otherwise be made upon the
patriotic fund.

At present Coms. Potts, Wigmore
and Russell are acting as a relief
vommittee and have authority to grant
help to applicants for relief after In-
vestigation into the cases brought to
their attention and satisfying them-
selves that relief is needed.

Norton Griffiths Company
well pleased with pro-
gress--Everything is run-
ning smoothly.

The Norton Griffiths Company are
now at work on the head of the
breakwater at Courtenay Bay. and so
far as the shelter of the new harbor
is concerned the breakwater is prac-
tically finished—that is the core of
the breakwater has been nearly finish-
ed. Considerable work has yet to
be done in building the facing of the
breakwater.

Good progress is being made with
the work of excavating the site for
the drydock. At the present time the
excavation is 15 or 16 feet below the
pumping level. /The coffer dam has
been completed, and the excavators
are not being troubled with water,
The excavation is being made through
what is practically solid rock. Some
of the material taken out from the
gite of the dry dock is being used to
form the core of the breakwater, and
the balance is being used in reclama-.
tion work.

Two big dredges are at work in
the basin of the new harbor, and are
making good progress, while the
dredge at work in the channel has
been doing well. So far the dredges
have been working mostly in sand and
clay.

Recently a hard patch was struck
at the outer end of the channel, and
a dipper dredge has been put to work
there to see if she can move the hard
material, The employment of the
dipper dredge is as yet in the nature
of an experiment. The contractors
are ahead of their programme on the
breakwater and. are well satisfled
with the work they are doing in ex-
cavating the dry dock and dredging
the new harbor basin.

It is not the intention to start work
on the wharves till next year.

As fast as pos-
sible lsts of the dependent relatives of
soldiers are being made up, and a com-
plete record will be kept of all assist-
ance granted to indigents, Bvery ef-
fort will be made to look after those
who are not able to help themselves,
but it is not the imtention to use the
fund to help those who are not in
need of or deserving of help.

May Be Hard Winter.

It is believed by those who have
made a study of the conditions of the
poorer classes in the wity, that there
will be this winter an unusual demand
for charity or help from the more un-
fortunate classes of the commaunity,
because it is anticipated that as a re-
sult of the war times will be dull and
little employment offering. It is
Jclaimed by ‘longshoremen that the
bhope that there will be a big export
of foodstuffs thropgh St. John this
winter, even if realized, will not ma-
terially relieve the situation, because
the handling of grains and foodstuffs
does not give much employment. Im-
ports, which are usually of the kind
which give eonsiderable employment,
will be small, and very little lumber
will be shipped, so long as business
is dull in Great Britain.

The cotton mills this summer have
only been working three-quarters time
and quite a number of manufacturing
industries have been closed down. The
opinion among charity workers is that
unless the local manufacturing indus.
tries show greater signs of activity
than they are doing now, the poor of
the city will have a hard time this
winter.

So far, owing largely to the demand
for men on public works, there has
not been a great dearth of employ-
ment for laborers. Women workers
bave had dull times during the sum-

tmer, owing to the number of families
residing in the country, but at pres-
ent with the well to do returning to
their city residences there is a fair
demand for the labor of women.

The exhibition will make work for
a certain class, and quite a number of
people in the city are badly in need
of work.

A slight delay has been
caused by the fact that a crib which
was being brought out of Rodney
Slip grounded. but this is -a contingen-
cy which has oceurred before, and
with the approaching spring tides o
difficulty is anticipated in floating the
crib and getting it to its position
The contractors expect to sink three
more cribs this month.

The Cape Company, which is doing P

the concrete work, is making good
progress, having laid so far about
1,240 lineal feet of the concrete super-
structure. They are pushing their
work as fast as the sinking of the
cribs warrant, and will not take long
to finish up after the last crib is
placed in position,

In regard to the work of filling in
behind the quay walls, this is proceed-
ing in a satisfactory manmer, The
contractors have four clam shell dig-
gers at work, transferring the fill-
ingin material ffom scows to the
space behind the quay walls. and
these are kept pretty busy. In fact
geveral phases of the work of wharf
building at Sand Point is being car-
ried on night and day.

Arrangements are now being made

perience in Enrope—Held
up by Warship., '

Rev. J. A. MacKeigan, pastor of St.
David's Presbyterian church, and
Mrs. MacKeigan returned home fromn
an extended tour of Hurope yester-
day. While in the Old Land Mr. and
Mrs. MacKeigan had many thrilling
experiences, but nowhere did they
suffer any serious inconvenience.

On the Monday before the war was
declared, Mr, MacKelgan was in
Constance, and started that night for
England. On account of there being
only one train a day up through
Germany, he made a gdetour from
Constance to Belfort, the French
city, which has been the sceme of
activities between the French and
Germans. At Belfort the French
citizens were singing the National
Anthem and there was a general dem-
onstration of a patriotic nature.

The route was. then to Cologne
where practically everyone was pre-
paring for war. In all parts of Ger
many troops were preparing for ac-
tion, and Mr. MacKeigan sald that
during the trip up through Germany
he did not see more than half a dozen
men not in uniform. Although it
was about harvest time the men were
all leaving for the front, and the wo-
men and children were left to harvast
the crops.

While there was some demonstra-
tions in Germany, Mr. MacKelgan
sald his party was treated with the
greatest courtesy, and there was Lo
demonstrations against the British.
Many soldiers were in the train with
him, but all were quiet and seemed
rather reluctant about going into the
war.

Mr. MacKeigan talked with several
German army officers . in different
places and they generally expressed
themselves as having no cause 10
fight, but said that the war govern-
ment was to blame for the conflict
and that the people were compelled to
fight.

From Cologne he came up to Flush-
ing where he took boat for England.
On the way across the chaumel the
steamer was held up by a British war-
ship and the wireless apparatus was
dismantled. Another warship escort-
ed: the steamer to its destination.

War had been declared while :he
party was leaving Flushing.

Coming across the Atlantic on the
steamer from Liverpool to Quebec
all lights were darkened and the
portholes - were covered. The ship
was also palnted a dark grey and the
red on the funnelsh was painted over.

In Constance Mr. MacKelgan was at
a hotel opposite a barracks and he
saw thousands ‘of soldiers coming in
and being equipped and sent away
in corps.
