London, Nov. 22.~~Emperor Francis Joseph died last
night at 9 o'clock at Schoenbrun Castle, according to a Reu-
ter despatch from Vienna, by way of Amsterdam.

Joseph's health was again the subject of Yolicitation was con-
tained in a despatch dated Nov. 12, emanating- from aYi-
enna news agency, which reported that the Emperor had been

suffering for some days from a sllght catarhal affection.

Subsequent reports from various sources, more or less

conflicting, represented that his

condition was becoming

worse, but none of them indicated that his illness threatened
to reach a critical state, and from Vienna came assurances
that he was still able to give audiences to one or more minis-

What gave somé credence to the suspicion that his con-

dition was much graver than the official bulletins indicated
was the report, which still lacks official confirmation, that it
had been decided to associate the heir to the throne, Arch-
duke Charles Francis, in the government of the country, and
that he was to assume the position on December 2 on the
68th anniversary of the Emperor’s ascension to the throne.
So far as is known here Archduke Charles is still at the front

in command of the army.

Emperor's Long Reign.

The death of Emperor Franz Josef

of Austria-Hungary brings to a close

e of the longest reigns of modern

es, and one that cannot be com-

ed in its achievements with any

er save that of Queen Victoria.

The dead ruler was a typical Haps-

burg, power-loving, aristocratic, crazed

with militarism and enamored of
many women.

He was born in 1830 and when only
18 found himself master of an empire.
His uncle, the Emperor Ferdinand,
sbdicated when affairs in his domain
made him believe it could not exist
jong. But young as he was Franz
Josef was resourceful.

From December 2, 1848, when. he
became a many-titled emperor, until
1866, he barely managed to keep the
parts of his coundéry together.

The diet proclaimed Hungary a re-
public with Kossuth as governor, in
1848. A year later Kossuth resigned

His Marriage.

With his marriage to his beautiful
cousin, the Archduchess Elfzabeth,
aged 17, in 1854, came the second im-
portant period of his life. The un-
happiness of their married life was
long a scandal in Europe. The em-
press was held a virtual prisoner for
many years. In her later years she
was permitted to travel about Europe;
on one of these journeys, while at
Geneva, she was struck to the heart
by a dagger of an Italian anarchist,
Luigi Luceceni.

Romance soon affer entered the life
of the widowed emperor. The woman
who won his heart was a beautiful
actress, now known es Frau Katrina
Schratt, whom he has maintained
in a Vienna flat, visiting her almost
daily, assuming the name of “Col.
Schratt,”

The emperor's brother, Maximilian,
was persuaded by Napoleon III. to ac-
cept the throne of Mexico. The Arch-
duchess Charlotte, wife of Maximil-
ian, strongly urged her husband to
accept the crown;

she hurried to Europe in vain for aid.
Maximilian was overthrown and shot
by the Mexicans; Charlotte lost her
reason, and has been confined in a
sanitarium since.

Attempts To Kill Heir.

The morganatic marriage-of Franz
Ferdinand, the heir apparent, con-
trary to the emperor's wishes, brought
an added sorrow. Constant threats
And two actual attempts to assassin-
ate him made his life an uneasy one.

Franz Josef was a man of iron. He
had little humor in his make-up. He

d to be d a great sol-
dier, and his rooms in his various pal-
aces were furnished with Spartan
simplicity.

He slept in-a small iron bed which
would have been in better surround-
ings had it adorned a prison cell. His
personal babits were temperate, and
he had a strong constitution up to his
last years. Simple in his tastes, hand-
some, plain in his living, sincere, af-
fable, beloved of children and loving
them, and often showing great hero-
ism, he was loved by all his people
in spite of his faults.

When Franz Josef held court, he
heard petitiong from the most lowly
of his subjects, and even small family
rows got his ear and his attention.

More Assassinations.

The crowning blow to the aged em-
peror came in 1914, when the heir to
the Austrian throne and his wife were
assassinated in Sarejevo, Bosnia, by
Serbians. This tragedy led to war with

Leonard's
stomach and heart will be examined at
the Bowdoin College Medical School,
Brunswick, tomorrow.

The statement follows:

“According to supplementary infor-
mation, the number of persons killed
by the explosion at Bakaritza was
found, after clearing the debris of
masonry, to be 341, while the number
of persons, according to reports re-
ceived from hospitals, amounts to
forty-nine officers .and officials, 437
soldiers, 131 civilians and twenty-five
women. Of the crews of the British
merchant ships twenty-seven were
killed and twenty-five injured.

It will be recalled that last summer
four men from the National Board of
Fire Underwriters spent some three
or four weeks in the city charting and
grading it from every angle of fire
risk. They dealt with the fire hax-
ards in various phases, the fire fight-
ing facilities, water supply, fire de
partment, fire alarm system and fire
department auxiliaries, and thelr con-
clusions are now presented in a report
to the New Brunswick Board of Fire
Underwriters, just published.

They find that St. Joha is a hilly
city with heavy grades. 052 1-3 miles
of streets, of which about four miles
are paved. The paved streets in fair
condition, the rest mainly poor. That
the city is subject to high winds, as
the records show that during last ten
years winds of twenty-five miles an
hour or over occurred an average of
102 times a year, the direction large-
ly from the northwest.

Gross Fire Losses.

The gross fire losses for past five
vears, which were compiled from in-
surance losses paid, were $1,137,635,
varying between $57,462 in 1911 to
$440,000 in 1912, of which amount
$300,000 was on the government ele-
vator. The annual number of fires
varied between 154 in 1915 and 237 in
1918, with an average loss of $1,080
per fire, a very high figure. Based on
population of 52000, the average an
nual number of fires per 1,000 was
a moderate figure, and the aver
annual loss per capita was $4.834—

It is very clear from a perusal of
the correspondence which has passed
between Premier Borden and Sir Sam
Hughes that Sir Robert could not
with self respect or in justice to his
position as First Minister of the Crown
allow Sir €am longer to remain in
the Cabinet and this though the;

Canadians generally do, “the great ab-
ility, the wonderful energy and the
unequalled resourcefulness which you
(8ir Sam) have placed at the service
of the country ever since the outbreak
of the war.” Twice at least in the
course of these letters, if not oftener,
Sir Sam practically gave the lie to
the Premier, once when, referring to
2ir Robert's statement respecting the
control of the overseas forces, he
wrote to Sir Robért, “No one knows
better than you that this statement is
incorrect” and again, in discussing
the failure of Sir Sam to secure the
necessary order-in-council respecting
the sub-militia council when Sir Sam
wrote, “May 1 be permitted to say
that both you and I know to the con-
trary.”

August 4th found Miss Kathieen
Burke visiting friends in New York
city. The newspapers announcing the
violation of the Belglan neutrality
treaties by the German guns before
Liege followed by the declaration of
war between Great Britain and Ger
many set this particularly energetic
young woman of British blood and
staunch British patriotism packing her
grip. She would return to Britain by
the first boat. Surely there must be
something she could do.

Sailing by the steamship St. Paul,
August 9th, she lost no time on arriv-
ing at Liverpool, where another volun-
teer appeared at the offices of the
Scottish Women's Hospital Corps.
“And what can you do?” was the first
question asked. Fortunately the good
father of Kathleen Burke had provid-
od a tew years in advance for just
such an emergency. In truth she was

Returning to London Miss Burke un-
dertook the ‘tidle Of securing employ-
ment for Belgiem!women, a task to
which she gave her best energies.

She was made honorary secretary
of ene of the hospifal commissions
and both in Great Britain and France
went on tours of investigation, These
tasks showed her to be endowed with
a superabundance of tact and unlimit.
ed descretion.

The #Scottish Women’s Hospitals
were founded in Edinburgh by Dr.
Elsle Inglis in October, 1914, The
work had made excellent progress but
it was not until March, 1915, when
Miss Burke had returned from a jaunt
into Serbia that the ladies of the gov-
erning board recognized in her a fem-
inine Jason, who might well be sent
out in search of the Golden Fleece.

Although wonderfully educated, Miss
Burke had never been trained in the
lart of public speaking. However, she
becante inspired with the spirit of the
unselfish enthusiaém which has made
the work of the Scottish Women's
Hospitals famous in Belgium, Serbia,
Corsica, and France.” In May, she ap-
peared at Oxford University and as-
tonished the Dons as well as herself
by a flow of extemporaneous speech
which was as convincing as it was ef-
fective for the very purpose which the
young lady had in mind.

A rather interesting order has just
been iissued out of the county court
by Judge Armstrong, calling on No. 2
School District of the Parish of Sim-
onds, to_pay a bill contracted -some
years ago for repairs to the school
house. The man who did the work
has been unable to collect his pay and
finally took the matter to court with
the above result. The story as told
to The Standard yesterday was as
follows: .Several years ago Patrick
McMentmen repaired 'the “little red
school house” in School District No.
2, Parish of Simonds. This school
house is familiar to frequenters of the
Golden Grove road, being located at
the junction of the Frog Pond and
road to Spectacle Lake, and has not
been occupied for some years.

McMenimen secured judgment
against the school district, but failed
to recover the amount from the board
as the trustees of the school district
refused to assess the district. Finally
an "application was made to County
Court Judge Armstrong for an order
directing the county secretary 'to make
an assessment on the school district
to satisfy the judgment and costs. The
county secretary has issued his wan
rant to the assessors OF Simonds who
1| are now making up an assessment to
satisfy the McMenimen judgment.

When the assessment has been re-
turned by the assessors, the amount
will be collectéd by the county collec-
tor, and should he fail to collect from
the various persons and estates in the
district assessed the ordinary proce-
dure adapted for the sale of lands to
satisfy default taxes will probably be
adopted.

Comrade in Ammunition Col-
umn Tells Thrilling
Story,

WOUND IN. KNEE
| HIS ONLY SCAR
But Shra;;n'nel’ Pass:d Throug'
His Coat and Seat of
Gun Carriage.

Driver Carson is the large man in the
picture. He is the tallest man in
the Ammunition Column, while his
comrade is the shortest. They are
well terpped the Mutt and Jeff at
the front.

A letter dated November 1st and
lsent from France by a member of the
Divisional Ammunition ' Train under
command of Col. W. H. Harrison of
this city, which left St..John a year
ago 'last June on the same ship as the
26th Battalion, gives an account of a
very narrow escape that Driver J. H.
Carson of St. John had a short time
before the letter was written. The
writer terms Carson as “Rags,” a
nickname under which he was more
familiarly known to his friends when
he was a prominent baseball player
here. 'In part he describes Driver
Carson's narrow escape as follows:

“Well, ‘Rags’ certainly had a nar-
row escape from death, although he
receivted a severe crack on the kiee,
which inflicted a small cut but a very
painful one, but he expects to be at
work in a short while. It was either
a piece of rock” or shell casing that
struck him, while another piece went
clear through the sleeves of both his
coats and never cut « him., Had it
struck the arm, it would have surely
carried the arm with it. It was indeed
a miracle that he escaped death..

“It was abqut half an hour after
daybreak and the guns of the ammu-
nition train were going heavy, but old
Fritz hadn't replied to the bombard-
ment. When they started up the line,
Driver Carson’s team was the last of
the convoy and they hadn't gone a
hundred yards when they were struck.
It was a percussion shrapnel, and it
landed right under the lead driver's
horses. That poor driver never knew
what struck him. His name vas Lav-
erton of. Upper Canada and he died
in the saddle. The centre driver was
|2 man named Blackmore, also of Up-
per Canada, and his horses were also
killed, as also was the off horse, which
was one of those next to the carriage
Fortunately for ‘Rags’ he was not in
the saddle but was driving with long
reins. Had he been in the saddle he
would have surely been killed as his
nigh horse received nearly a hundred
small wounds and, it is thought, will
die. When the shell struck the gun-
ner of the team, an Upper Canadian
named Hemming, was sitting on the
geat with Carson. Hemming was hit
in the stomach ané fell off into the
road with his face in the mud. This
left Carson all alone and with a
wounded knee.s He got busy after he
lifted his companion Hemming and
carfed him to the side of the road to
be cared for later, he then had to car-
ry Blackmore, the centre driver to
one side. This man, who, is about
fifty years of age was badly injured
as he was pretty well filled with
shrapnel, and it is not thought that
he will survive,” Carson then got busy
with his knife and got the only horse
that was left alive cut loose from’ the
harness, and leading the poor animal
he limped back to the rear. 2
