lightened German public because they have 
given literary expression to the abuses in 
the barracks, and the villanics of the 
parade and drill which fearless publicists 
had denounced before them, and which 
the imperial government, unable longer to 
ignore officially, lias been obliged to check, 
though timidly as yet, by numerous penal­
ties meted out against such brutes in uni­
form. So we have witnessed a succession 
of trials which could not have been paral­
leled anywhere else on earth.

In March, 1903, at Potsdam—I shall 
speak only of the present year—a soluier, 
twenty years old, who had committed a 
slight breach of discipline, was suddenly 
seized by fiends in galloons, bound to a 
table and flogged until the blood flowed 
When he was released he had to be taken 
to the hospital, and as soon as he came 
out be hanged himself.

In April, 1903, a subaltern named liues- 
sner, enraged because a drunken soldier 
had failed to salute him in the street, as­
saulted the unlucky fellow, and with two 
strokes of his sword broke his skull, thrust 
him through the chest and left him dead 
on the spot. When brought to court for 
this murder, Huessner told the judge that 
the honor of a German officer required 
him never to draw his sword without 
shedding blood, and to draw it whenever 
he was disobeyed. This scoundrel who 
was accustomed to shout at his young re­
cruits: "Eyes front, you donkey-heads, or 
i’ll kick your insides out,” was deeply 
surprised when sentenced to several 
months in prison, and his comrades inter­
ceded for him with all their hearts.

In May, 1903, the subaltern Wameck 
was sentenced to two years and a half of 
forced labor. He had killed no one, poor 
fellow. He had contented himself with 
spitting in the faces of 166 recruits, and 
with striking some of them with his stick.

In the same month Sergeant Kisch was 
sentenced to eighteen months in prison for 
having tortured young soldiers, whom he 
had to drill, by a process only to be 
equalled by a maniac possessed of the 
devil.
“Every day Kisch struck the recruits, beat 
their backs, pummelled their faces, chased 
them under their beds day and night, often 
fifty or 11)6 times in an evening, until they 
were completely exhausted. During the 
gymnastic exercises he made his men lie 
down on the ground and stuffed their 
mouths with tan bark. He often forced 
them to undress and to rub one another 
with coarse brushes soaked with brine un­
til the blood ran.

“Subsequently these properties were 
merged into the West Australia Explora­
tion Company, which promised enormous 
reutrns, owning one mine at least that 
bade fair to rival the famous Londonderry 
mine, in which a ton of gold was taken 
from a ten-foot hole.

The tourist who is travelling in Scotland 

would find a great deal to repay him for 
the extra outlay of time if he would leave 
the beaten path of travel to take a jour­
ney through the many fishing villages that 
lie along the eastern coast. These are to 
be found in every nook and cranny of the 
rock shore, sometimes perched on the very 
top where the back windows look down 
upon the breaking waves and the glisten­
ing pebbles. Sometimes again they seem 
to maintain a precarious footing half-way 
up the precipice or yôt again they are 
nestled snugly behind the shoulder of 

huge rock where they are complete­
ly hidden until the visitor almost trips 
over them. In every case, however, they 
are extremely picturesque, with an old 
world air about the houses that is very 
refreshing after the brick and stone fronts 
of Edinburgh and London.

Of course there is always that “ancient 
and fish like smell” which. Dr. Johnson 
complains of to be encountered, but most 
people will find very little inconvenience 
from this source after a short time, and, 
let it be carefully noted, the fishermen of 
the east coast. of Scotland have a rare 
and curious way of smoking haddocks 
which is not even approached elsewhere. 
The process is a secret, but the effect is 
the daintiest eating which heart of man 
could desire. But, strange as it may seem 
it is nevertheless true that these delicate 
morsels never taste as well as when eaten 
on the bold brow of a precipice overlook­
ing the German ocean, or in the little 
village inn, full of the kindly gossip of 
the fisher folk, and redolent of the smoke 
from their “cutties.”

And these same fisher folk are well 
worthy of studying. A strong race they 
are both mentally and physically. Ac­
customed to a life of peril from their 
routh up they are brave to the verge of 
temerity, and many an ill-fated ship’s 
crew has been rescued from the clutches 
of death on their grim coast by dint of 
their muscular arms. Some say they are 
of different descent from the lowland 
Scotch, and indeed it seems likely enough. 
The tradition that they are the descend­
ants of the colonies the venturous Vik­
ings founded may also be true. Many 
among them are good models of what 
there old sea kings may have been like, 
tall, broad shouldered and well built 
throughout. Six feet and even over is an 
ordinary height among them tor men,with 
bright blue eyes and flaxen hair. They 
are bluff and hearty in their manners,too, 
as becomes their stature, and extremely 
hospitable.

The women are large and well made 
and do not disdain to do a good share of 
the work winch must be done. The men 
attend to the boats and see that the fish­
ing gear is kept in order, and the women 
peddle the produce of the fishing grounds 
in the nearest town. It is a curious sight 
to see them coining along the street with 
their heavy “creels” of fish on their 
backs, smoking a short clay pipe (for most 
of them smoke) and calling out in their 
clear musical voices to the public to come 
and inspect their wares. And they can 
always sell their fish, for they generally 
have a way witli them that is undeniable.

These people have got some curious 
superstitions lingering among them, which 
their ' better informed neighbors of the 
towns discarded over a hundred years ago. 
The hare’s-foot hoodoo still holds terrors 
for them, which are very real, and fishing 
gear is still liable to have a spell cast over 
it which will beguile the owner of luck in 
the season. At ordinary times, however, 
one sees so little which betokens strong 
emotion that the unwary might be led to 
the conclusion that there are no very

When 
the crash came Lord Dufferin was eeveie- 
ly censured for his connection with the 
Wright companies, but in a frank speech 
to the stockholders of the London and 
Globe he declared his position and won 
the sympathy of the country.

It was not until January, 1902, that any 
action was taken by Wright’s victims look­
ing toward punishment, and then a peti­
tion was circulated on the London Stock 
Exchange, demanding the prosecution, as 
it was considered that the credit of the 
city and of the Exchange required a 
thorough investigation. A fund of 825,000 

raised to initiate the prosecution, and 
action was taken on March 10, when 
Justice Bucley in the Chancery Division 
of the High Court of Justice made an 
order directing the official receiver as 
liquidator of the Globe corpora ion to 
prosecute Wright on a criminal charge, 
and to utilize the assets of the London 
and Globe Company to pay the costs of 
prosecution, and on the following day a 
warrant for the arrest of Wright was is­
sued. A policeman was sent to Wright’s 
house to serve the warrant, but was told 
that the promoter had gone to tiic Conti­
nent for his health.

A year later, when he was again sought 
after, Wright came to this country, from 
the Continent on a French steamer from 
Havre, and arrived March 15, when he

- “I was one of the pioneers in the Lead- 

ville boom, and spent the winter of ’79 
there, but I can’t say that I made much 
money in this speculation. In fact, I lost 
a tot, and when you think about the mon­
ey I have made don’t forget that I have 
lost fortunes time and time again.

‘At Leadville I lost two fortunes, the 
I invested in a mining property, and 

the one I didnt’ make by paying some 
other persons a 
property. I dont’ believe in luck—it is 
all a matter of good judgment, a clear 
head, and knowing how to take advantage 
of opportunities.

“Well, about this luck in Leadville, I 
had a property in which my friends and I 
had invested $1,000,000 and more. W e 
had sunk shafts 300 feet deep and had 
drifts and levels in all directions, but we 
did not come upon any ore rich enough to 
pay for the mining of it. Adjoining us 
was a prperty of fifteen acres, on which

and offered it to me for almost anything 
I would pay, but one of cur shafts had 
been sunk close to their boundary, and I 
thought I knew what they had on their 
side.

“ ‘Gentlemen,1 I told them, T wouldn’t

acres.’ Then they had to raise more 
money and work their property, and with­
in three feet of where they had already 
gone they struck a vein or ore which paid 
them $3,000,000. I failed to take advan­
tage of that opportunity, and yet I 
heard any of my co-workers there threaten 
to throw me into jail because I failed. ’

As soon as Wright had obtained what 
would appear to the average western mine 

comfortable fortune, he came 
back east and began operations on the 
stock exchange. He was fortunate that 
at the age of thirty-one he estimated his 
wealth at about $1,000,000.

At the very beginning of his mine pro­

motion he must have had plans for his 
gigantic operations, and felt that social 
station would be necessary in order to 
interest men of rank and title in his 
schemes, so that he might use their names 
as bait for the unwary. He purchased an 
estate in Surry and began to improve it 
at enormous expense. He never seemed 
satisfied with the appearance of the place, 
but moved hills and lakes to suit a whim, 
and at one time had as many as a thou 
sand men using up his money in the work. 
He entertained like a country gentleman 
of immense means, but succeeded in im­
pressing only the workmen he employed. 
In the financial world, however, he suc­
ceeded where he had failed socially.

Although comparatively unknown «when 
he began operations, he soon interested 
Lord Dufferin, Lord Loch, and other men 
of prominence, and induced them to allow 
him to use their names as members of 
his boards of directors. By this means he 
inspired so much confidence in his under­
takings that money flowed into his coffers 
faster even than he -wanted it. So confi­
dent. were the people of England in his 
ventures that subscriptions to a new com­
pany were sometimes far in excess of the 
amount of capital. When the public bit 
hard at one of his new stocks he wasted 
no time, but in a few weeks organized a 
new company to take up the money that 
had been oversubscribed in the previous 
one. This plan of operation accounts in 
some measure for the rapid succession of 
new projects in 1900.

The London and Globe Company, was a 
promoting concern for manufacturing se­
curities, and although many well-known 
names were on the list of directors, the 
fact is now known that they were little 
more than dummies, and that Wright was 
the only one who had the slightest con­
ception of the ramifications or ventures of 
the concern. There is no doubt that the 
Lake View mine in Australia was a mar­
vellously rich one, as it was turning out 
$600,000 a month in gold, and the stock 
was soaring on the Exchange. Wright 
bought all the stock in sight, and turned 
it into the Globe Company, blinking that

"That day,” says one writer, “will ever 
be remembered ns London’s Black Friday.” 
The story of the disclosures of the last 
three years is well remembered, and now 
Wright is dead. Writing to a friend in 
New York in December Inst, he said: “I 
expect next month Will see the end of all 
my troubles.” The prediction was ful­
filled.

In connection with the tragedy the Bos­
ton Herald recalls an interesting fact and 
makes the following observations:—

"The familiar proposition that truth is 
stranger than fiction is again illustrated 
by the career of Whitaker Wright, which 
furnished Harold Frederic with the ma­
terial for his novel, The Market Place. 
In the novel, Promoter Wright is described 
under the guise of Stormont Thorpe, and 
his remarkable achievements in finance 
make the story exciting. The hero 
achieves wonderful success, and disaster 
hasn’t overtaken him when the story 
closes.

The civic committee first got the com­
pany to agree to raise the rental to a sum 
“not exceeding five and a quarter per cent, 
per annum.” Then it took up Clauses 5, 
8 and 11, and proposed alterations.

In clause 5 it proposed that the renewal 
rental be fixed by arbitration at the end 
of forty years, at the then annual value 
of the land.

Clause 8 was made to stipulate that 
freight originating in New Brunswick, or 
consigned to a St. John merchant, .should 
pay rvliarfage and other tolls and fees to 
the city, the latter in consideration of this 
contributing a proportionate sum to the 
Cost of wharf maintenance.

Clause 11 was altered to read that the 
water lots be leased to the company for 
a term of ten years, and if the company 
should in that time fill them in and make 
them suitable for railway purposes the 
city should then convey them to the com­
pany.

This is about the present position with 
regard to the agreement, which will have 
to be further considered, perhaps amend­
ed, and discussed by the city council at an 
early date.

At the meeting of the civic committee 
yesterday, Aid. Baxter expressed himself 
dissatisfied with Clause 11, even as amend­
ed. He argued that the city should not 
be compelled to wait ten years before tak­
ing action, if the company failed to utilize 
the water lots. He would favor an ar­
rangement whereby if the company did not 
construct a sea wall and give positive evi­
dence of a determination to utilize the 
property, and some other company did 
want it, the <fity could regain possession. 
He felt that it was most important to keep 
an open door, if events should transpire as 
he had suggested. He further argued that 
there should be a provision for accommo­
dating sewerage through those lots.

This question of the water lots is Hkely 
to be one of the most interesting to be 
discussed by the council. The above sum­
mary -of the whole agreement gives the 
essential features, subject, of course, to 
amendment.

Halifax, N. S., Jan. 28.—A committee of 
the House of Assembly was appointed 
some time ago tô içur^stigate the, methods 
of outside loan companies doing business 
in Nova Scotia. Xhe name of the York 
County. Savings and Loap Co. was espec­
ially mentioned,, and also the Metropoli­
tan Life Insurance Co., of Toronto. It 
was stated in the legislature by Mr. Mc­
Leod, member ior 4CiWberia5xd, tnat people 
had loit*. their m&aey in these companies. 
The committee began tonight an enquiry 
into the York Godhty; Savings and Loan 
Company’s method of operations. One 
citizen addressed the commivtee, telling 
how his son had paid a number of instal­
ments into the York Company, and being 
unable to continue paying had been to.d 
by the company’s collector that he would 
lose all that had gone in uniess he kept 
up his payments. ±le wanted to know if 
there was no remedy.

Speaking on tie above subject before 
recent meeting of Ontario dairymen, J. A. 
Ruddick, chief of the dairy division, Otta­
wa, gave some advice that will, if followed, 
have an excellent effect upon the quality 
of the butter exported from Canada. He 
said in part: “Very proper questions for 
butter manufacturers to ask would be: 
How does our butter suit the British 
trade? What are its defects,1 if any, and 
how may ti#y be remedied? In answer 
to the first question, I would say that our 
very finest butty gives excellent satisfac­
tion, and it is doubtful if there is any bet­
ter butter tin ti&, market. The trouble - is 
that the quality is irregular, lacks* uni­
formity, or in other words, it is unreliable. 
A dealer; may gdt one lot in excellent con­
dition, and of choice quality, but the next 
one be buys is not up to his expectations, 
so that when he is offered Canadian but­
ter again he is.inclined to give a price 
equal only to the value of the poor lot. 
Ini;-this, way ™F§h OÉ. our butter does not 
receive the standing which it deserves.

“The butter that is of known quality 
and that can always be depended on to 
come up to a certain standard will be 
more in demand than one which may aver­
age as good, but which is frequently of in­
ferior grade as well as of choicest quality. 
Our butter is also said to deteriorate very 
quickly after it is landed on the other 
side, and that being so, dealers are not 
encouraged to trade in it. I want to em­
phasize the importance of pleasing the 
British merchant as well as the consumer. 
The merchant is inclined to handle and 
push that particular butter out of which 
he stands the best chance of making a 
profit.

Ciuse of Deterioration.
“Now let us see if we can determine the 

causé of these defects which compel us to 
accept from one to two cents a pound less 
in price than Some of our competitors re­
ceive. I believe It ean be stated in a very 
few words. It is because the butter is not 
kept cold enough at the creameries, is ex­
posed to heat ufinecessarily in shipping to 
Montreal, and ift not always frozen proper­
ly when it arrives there and before being 
priced in the cold storage chambers of the 
steamers, :, ü,

“F. A. Knowlton, traveling inspector, 
Who made numerous tests during the past 
season of the temperature of butter at 
the creameries and as delivered to the re­
frigerator - cars) - reports that the lowest 
temperature he found was thirty-three de­
grees on twp occasions, one lot being from 
the West Shefford creamery, and the other 
from the Compton model farm creamery. 
The highest temperature was sixty-four 
degrees, and the average of fifty lots was 
nearly forty-nine degrees. Is it any won­
der that our butter lacks uniformity? M. 
B. Longeway, who is refrigerator car in­
spector at Montreal, examined 400 cars and 
contents, as they were opened in railway 
yards. He reports the temperature of but­
ter as varying from forty-six up to fifty- 
three, and in a few cases as high as sixty. 
On the whole, the refrigerator cars pre­
vented the temperature from rising to any 
extent. In fact, in testing some boxes, it 
was found that the butter was colder at 
-the outside than it was at the centre of 
thé package, showing that the temperature 
was even being towered- The refrigerator 
ear service is capable of being improved, 
but-it is better now than whât the cream­
eries provide for themselves. To prove 
that it is possible for creameries to 
maintain a lower temperature, I need only 
quote the record made at the Sherbrooke 
creœrfaery from July 20 to 28, when a ther­
mograph priced in the refrigerator showed 
at temperatures varying from thirty-two 
to thirty-six degrees.

“Now I think I have said enough to 
show why our butter is irregular in qual­
ity, and why some of it deteriorates rapid­
ly after reaching the other side. After 
butter is packed in boxes the length of 
time it will keep depends almost wholly 
on the temperature at which it is held. 
The age of butter is more properly calcu­
lated according to the temperature at 
which it has been stored than from the 
date on which it was made. Butter which 
would turn out well after several months’ 
storage at ten degrees or under, might be­
come quite stale and rancid in a few weeks 
at forty to fifty. Butter may be held at 
the creamery at these high temperatures 
for a week or so without stowing much 
deterioration, nevertheless the fermenta­
tions which produce bad flavors, rancidity, 
etc., have been doing their work and 
shortening the life of the butter. These 
fermentations may be checked when the 
butter is packed in cold storage at Mont­
real or on the steamer, only to start up 
again jsith renewed vigor when the butter

At no tiriie during the winter should the 
plants be taken from .their warm bath and 
priced out of doors, at an open window, in 
a cold draught, or otherwise exposed to 
the severity of the weather. They arc 
much like human'beings, and woul.4 suffer 
and often die from such treatment, were 
they subjected to it.

If possible all prints should be set in 
the sun in a warm room after their bath, 
until they are dry.

This memorial was submitted 
hr yr Rpabodv to the Governor and Council at Halifax, who cordially approved 
o| (the jxytjfeflts a*wÉ fot£#l*deii H to Joshua Manger,*** the agent for the Proy- 
liffe ’in London, expressing their opinion that the officers and disbanded eoldrers 
from New England; “settled on the reserved lands on the St. John River, ought not 
t»i be'tefifoyed. They would 'be of great use and their removal would cause their 
total mtifi. The settiete earnestly solicited the influence of the agent in England 
to oftftm 1 speedy answer to their memorial. He took the liveliest interest in 
their cause and largely through his efforts the Lords of Trade on the 20th_a<eccm- 
j>er,. 1763, recommended that the memorial of the disbanded officers of the Pro­
vincial forces be granted, and that they be confirmed in possession of the lands 
on which they have settled on the St. John River. The matter was finally set-

It was strongly felt by the commissioners 
that the council should be satisfied tbat the 
proposed agreement would not interfere with 
the utilization of the property from Sand
Point toward the Negro Town Point break­
water along the bar and channel, contem­
plated by the larger scheme <jf improvements 
previously submitted to the common council.

During the progress of negotiations with 
the C. P. R. your committee has furnished 
from time to time, as the same came Into 
existence, the proposed heads of agreement, 
and all the correspondence connected there­with to the Hon. W. S. Fielding, finance 
minister, the Hon. James Sutherland, min­
ister of public works, the Right Hon. Sir 
Wilfred Laurier, prime minister, theHon. A. 
Q Blair, and Col. J. J. Tucker, M. P., in 
connection with the committee's efforts to 
secure from the government an agreatnent 
to provide the dredging essential to the build- 
ing of the proposed wharves.

We submit this interim report far the in­
formatisa of the council, and our cltlzes, 
and ask that your committee may be author­
ised to continue negotiations, and look into 
the preparation of full agreements on the 
lines indicated .with such modifications as 
may be deemed desirable.

1.—«Advices hive 
been received here to the effect that the revo­
lutionary General Jiminez was at Monti Crlstl 
on Jan. 29 preparing to resume the contest, 
having received a large supply of ammuni­
tion on the 22nd by the steamer Cherokee 
from New York. A gunboat appeared la the 
offing of Monte Cristi on the 18th, sent a 
boat inshore, but the revolutionists prevent­
ed it from landing by artillery fire. To this 
the gunboat responded by bombarding Monte 
Crlstl on the 19th, with but slight damage 
and steamed away before the Cherokee ar­
rived and landed her ammunition.

An armed schooner appeared off Monte 
Cristi on Jan. 27 and exchanged shots with 
the shore, the revolutionists firing first.

There has been hard fighting around Monte 
Cristi and Santiago De Los Caballeros, hun­
dreds of men have been killed and business 
is paralyzed.
