Tokio, Japan, Oct. 4—(Pacific Coast
News Bureau).—Bitter resentment
over the enactment of English ana
American immigration laws against
the Japanese, Chinese, Hindus and
other Asiatic nations of the “opposed
nationalities” represented resulted as
was predicted by one Japanese news-
paper, “The Miyako,” in a complete
failure o f the recent Asiatic Con-
gress held in Tokio, Japan.

An Attempt to Foment Discord.

Another paper, “The Osaka Asgahi,”
declares editoriall yt hat the guiding
principles of the Pan-Asiatic Congress
were but a rehash of those underlying
the League of Nations and asks
whether tehse principles truthfully
represent the -spirit prompting the
promoters or whether they really are
not a blind behind which an attempt
is being made to foment discord and
foster revolt,

Immigration Laws “Unchristian.”

Calling the American and Canadian
immigration laws as “unchristian” the
Japan Methodist Episcopal Mission,
one of the most influential mission
organizations in Japan, at their an-

nual conference held at the mountain

resort of Karuizawa, moved and
adopted a resolution which raps the
alien ban and seeks to pacify the Orl-
entals “because of the Christian mis-
sionary’s deep sympathy with the

Japanese in their offended pride and
disillusionment as to America’s sense

They deserved, they merited better
treatment than they received from the
officials as a final reward for faithful
service. They and their fathers
served the road for more than forty
years—served it faithfully through
all of its vicissitudes; served when
the road could neither pay dividends
nor pay its employees a fair wage.
Through personal sacrifice on their
part, together with the sacrifice of
other workers, the y assisted in plac-
ing' the road on a paying basis. But
when this time came the services of
the colored waiters were no longer
required. Not only tnat, but the man-
ner’'in which they were discharged
was most abrupt and even brutal. As
they reported for duty, without a word
of forewarning or regret, they were
told that white crews would replace
them. This were a fitting reward for
forty years of faithful service.

The better element o the traveling
public is bitterly opposed to the policy
now being pursued by the railway
management with respect to the col-
ored waiter. For they know (the
public) that these boys were efficient,
courteous, obliging and intelligent.
They know how far these boys would
go to make their guests comfortable
and make them feel at home. They
know that boys from our very best
families, with more than average in-
telligence took to table waiting as
one of a limited few avenues of
earning a living and that on the other
hand, white waiters are invariably
rom the lower strata. They know that
olored boys made table waiting not
merely a job by which to “get by,” but
that they made it an art. I we feer
that they were discharged because of
inefficiency, as is claimed by the of-
ficials, we would bow our heads in
shame for them. But we know bet-
ter and the possession of such know-
ledge makes us proud of the colored
waiters.

And now that the harm has been
, done and is over, at least for the pre-
sent, we have this advice to offer.
As Clarénce Darrow sald, get out of
positions in which men give tipe and
get into positions in which men give
tips!  And here is another ray of
hope. We visited a district recently
in which there were living side by

gside colored and white farmers. In
every single instance the colored far-
mer wasS moTe prosperous than his
white brother. And lastly, remember
that David BeBlasco said the future
stage must and will recognize the
dark children of -Africa.

CHINA AND THE
LEAGUE OF NATIONS.

Through her representative, Chu
Choa-Hsin, China ha s spoken some
very plain words to the League at
Geneva. She has told the powers as-
sembled there that unless a new
treaty is made with China, based won
reciprocity and equality, anti-foreign
feeling there will increase and it will
be dangerous to trade there peaceful-

ly.” In an interview Chu said he had
no apologies to offer for bringing the
recent British bombardment of Nan-
shien before the assembly.

Referring to negotiations being car-
ried on between China and Great Brit-
ain to settle the bombardment inci-
dent, Chu claims that China’s price
will not be indemnity, but a new
treaty with Great Britain, whose ob-
ject would be the abolishment of both
“oxtra territoriality” and the stmangle
hold on China’s tariff schedule. He
also chargede etehat fhe bombard-
ment was carried out without prelimi-
nary warning to the population. He
says: “If this had been done in any
other part o the world it would cause
war. We do not want to start war.
II others want war with ug let them
start it. In the end we will win, for
China is weary of being treated as an
inferior nation.”

Without the least shadow of doubt

China has made her intentions clear
to all the world. Whether her griev-
ances are real or imaginary, China
believes them to be real, and she has
pronounced her deinite intentions of
throwing of the yoke which hinders
her from becoming a free and inde-
pendent sovereignty.
Whether England or any oOther
strong nation has the right, the moral
right, to claim “extra territoriality”
in the lands of their weaker neighbors
has always been a question in our
minds. In fact it ha 8 always seemed
to us to savor of the spirit of the
bully. But China has settled this
question in a perhaps crude and blunt
but definite way, by declaring there
will be ne more “extra territoriality.”
If the bombardment of Wanshien
was begun without preliminary warn-
ing-to the population, ag is claimed
by Chu, it was a most grievous wrong,
and as he claims, if this had hap-
pened in any other part o the world,
it would cause war. Most certainly
England’s great strength should ren-
der her too strong to commit such an
act of injustice upon her weaker
neighbor, We can, with information
we have before us, only hope that
there was a mistake in orders or that
there has been a misrepresentation
of facts.

“We do not want to start war. If
others want war with us let them
start it. In the end we will win, for
China is weary of being treated as an
inferior nation.” Evidently China has
accepted just enough of the principles
of Christianity to have fafith in the
ultimate triumph of right over might.
Or perhaps her own Confusionism
teaches such. At any rate, China has
awakened, as have Japan, India and
BEgypt. They are tired of being
treated as inferior peoples although

their skin is dark. Yt only remains
now or Africa, the giant of them all,
to cast off her slumber. Whether
Africa was lulled to sleep by some
supernatural monster sleep spirit
which inhabits the fertile Nile and
was commanded by it to sleep till its
return, we know not, @and if so, the
great sleep spirit is preparing to re-
turn for Africa is beginning to sleep
uneasily. She is moving and groan-
ing. Perhaps, beore the end of time,
Africa. will be importuning the god-
dess of justice, asking as other darker
races are, or her place in th'e sun.

As a native statesman, administra-
tor and general, leading an army in
many of the religious struggles which
troubled the land, Kagwa was a great
power in the maintenance of the
Christian faith, and later took a
leading part in the building of the
present day Uganda.

Sir Apolo Kagwa, now 80 yearm
old, went to England in 1902 at the
coronation of King Edward as the of
ficial represehtatlve of Uganda, Sir
Kagwa was also the first African
native to be given the K. C. M. G
(Knight Commander of St. Michael
and St. George).
